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INTEGRITY IN SOCIAL HUMANITARIAN SCIENCES AS A
PHILOSOPHICAL&METHODOLOGICAL PROBLEM

Abstract

The main determinants of scientific integrity are considered in the article: moral and ethical;
religious and ideological; philosophical and methodological; political and legal; social with
criminogenic inclusive; technical and technological; advertising and marketing.

The main attention is drawn to the crisis in the social and humanitarian sciences which in
Ukrainian conditions can be explained in the broad sense by the legacy of the Soviet past, when the
social humanitarian sciences (the social sciences and the humanities in western understanding) were
predominantly promoted with ideological goals. The quasi scientific practice that drove in Soviet
times was the practice of artificial scientification of various political doctrines and ideologies based on
the «one correct doctrine» — Marxism-Leninism («scientific communismy; «scientific atheismy, etc.).
Competing doctrines declared unscientific.

At the more late time, the manifestations of scientific malpractice are commercial facilitated
researches. To this over-commercialization and over-politicization factors we must add the relativism
of the postmodern worldview with its dubious «post-truth» ideal.

The article suggests various ways and methods solving the problem of strengthening the scientific
integrity: philosophical; moral&ethical; political&legal; corporate-administrative.

CONCEPTUAL AND CATEGORIAL BASIS OF INTERPRETATION LEGAL POLICY

Abstract

The balance between politics and law is a particular area that requires a concerted effort from
the legal and political sciences. In line with this, the urgent issue is to find out the particularities of
discourse regarding the interaction between politics and law. The purpose of this study is to identify
and identify the characteristic features of the basic concepts and categories by which it is expedient
to systematize cross-sectoral knowledge in the political and legal sphere. The concept of political
and legal reality is proposed to include such concepts as «legal policy», «legal lawy, «political law»,
«political and legal values», «social state.

These concepts are viewed from the following perspective: «legal policy» (the basis of legal
legitimation, consolidation and implementation of the political course of the country, the will of
official leaders and power structures); «Legal law» (normative legal act, the source of which is the
sovereign will of the people and whose task is in accordance with the purpose of law and the nature
of social relations); «Political law» (regulatory system aimed at supplementing the formal and legal
component of natural law management, regulation of the main political structures); «Political and
legal values» (the defining characteristics of the collective and individual consciousness that affect
the norms, expectations, standards, which are realized in the relations of people, and also form the
new foundations of spiritual, cultural, ideological development); «Social state» (the type of state, the
basis of which is the desire to provide every citizen with decent living conditions, social protection,
participation in the management of production, and ideally about equal life chances, opportunities for
self-realization of the individual). Important for the study of the problems of legal political science are
also dichotomous correlations of the categories «monism—pluralism in politics and law», «political
will—will in law», «political expediency—Ilegal pragmatism». At the same time, the proposed
list is indicative and does not exhaust the possibility of applying other concepts and categories that
accompany a rather ambiguous relationship between policy and law.

The study applied descriptive and systematic methods that allowed us to summarize and optimize
important information to identify key parameters of development and dynamic changes in political and
legal reality. In-depth mastery of certain concepts and categories opens new opportunities for further
study of state and legal phenomena. In accordance with the tasks of the legal and political sciences,
an important problem of the present is the study of boundary problems of politics and law, for a deep
understanding of which should combine the resources of the above sciences. First of all, we are talking
about the most significant political and legal problems that arise in the context of global state-social
transformations.

Abstract

American political scientist, philosopher, political economist Francis Fukuyama became known
in the late twentieth century for his geopolitical theory of the end of history. Fukuyama still adheres
to the «end of history» concept. However, some of his political views have undergone significant
changes.

The main purpose is to analyze what led to the formation of geopolitical views of Francis
Fukuyama, to trace the content of his geopolitical concept, to find out the theoretical component of
this concept. The goal is also to track the change in Francis Fukuyama’s views, namely his departure
from neo-conservatism, which has resonated in political circles in recent years.

The following methods were used in the article: structural-functional method, institutional
method, comparative method and system method.

The article shed light on the concept that sought to envision the development of the post-World
War II world, which recognized the West’s superiority to other countries and the total spread of liberal
democracy, its essence and basic tenets.

It has also been found that Francis Fukuyama’s geopolitical views have evolved and changed
over the course of twenty years. In the course of the evolution of his views, Fukuyama abandoned the
idea of the spread of democracy and state-building, of Western unilateralism; changed the emphasis
on the causes of the inevitability of the «end of history»; reviewed the interconnection of economics,
politics and culture.

It is quite natural,
because modern society does not stand still and, being in constant motion, transforms the picture
of the world faster than, sometimes, it is ready to perceive it. The birth of Fukuyama’s geopolitical
conception is caused by the tremendous upheavals of the late 20th century. At the turn of the 1980s
and 1990s, the socialist system in the USSR and the countries of Central and Eastern Europe collapsed,
and with it the world order, which was opposed by the socialist and capitalist systems. Although many
prophets proclaimed the result in the West, it became a clear surprise to analysts. After the collapse
of the socialist camp and the USSR, a number of political scientists, analysts, and experts have the
impression that this event puts an end to the complex dialectics of the stages of globalization, and
from now on the world becomes fully integrated, and. nothing can prevent the development of a
liberal-capitalist paradigm that has prevailed on a planetary scale. There is an urgent need to reflect
not only on why this has happened, but also on the new prospects for world development that the
new challenges of the Cold War winners will have to face. The hyperglobalists were optimistic about
these changes and believed that the «point of no return» had already passed and the world had become
global, unified and planetary in general, and the residual conflicts and contradictions were gradually
smoothed out by themselves. Francis Fukuyama held the same view.

Francis Fukuyama is of Japanese descent. He was born October 27, 1952 in Chicago. He
graduated from Cornell University in 1974 and received a PhD in Harvard in 1977. Francis Fukuyama
is considered one of the most famous political scientists in the United States.

In 1989, F. Fukuyama published an article with the intriguing title, The End of History, in the
National Interest magazine. It has been reprinted in more than thirty countries. Considering the author’s
status, considering the date of writing and publishing the article «The End of History?», finally, to refer
to the content of the article itself, we can say that Fukuyama’s concept of the end of history captured
and shaped the euphoria of the West over the end of the Cold War and tried to emerge as a scientific
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comprehension of the new geopolitical reality that was born in this connection. Such an understanding
of the new political reality on a global scale is carried out by Fukuyama in the context of analyzing new
trends in international relations. The horizon of Fukuyama’s analysis and the horizon of its conception
encompasses all of humanity and claims to be scientific, in other words, of fundamental importance.

The overall idea behind Fukuyama’s concept is that with the end of the Cold War, fundamental
changes have taken place in the world: the undisputed victory of economic and political liberalism has
brought the entire Western world to a state of nirvana, in which Western societies have to wait for the
moment (or approximately). in the same) state after some conceptual wanderings one after another
plunged China, the USSR and other society of «second worldy», and maybe even some society of «third
world» [1, p. 145]. Although it is likely that the nirvana of China and the USSR will be different from
the nirvana of the western world, nevertheless, nirvana itself still serves as the final point of their social
transformation. Liberalism is not obliged to be equally embodied in any society, and after all, it is a
misfortune of society itself, if liberalism is not fully implemented in politics and economy. First of
all, Fukuyama separates himself from those political commentators who tend to fall into scientifically
unfounded euphoria over the end of the Cold War; Fukuyama proposes to bring this scientific
foundation to this euphoria. There have been deep structural changes in the world, and obviously
these changes are irreversible. The triumph of the West is obvious: there are no viable alternatives to
liberalism. In the 1980s, major reforms began in the major communist countries, and most importantly,
in these countries, the intellectual atmosphere changed: this applies not only to politics, but also to the
widespread use of Western consumer culture in its various forms. These and other circumstances are
not just the end of the Cold War: it is «the end of history as such, the completion of the ideological
evolution of mankind and the universalization of Western liberal democracy as the ultimate form of
government. » It is not important that the principles of liberalism and democracy have not yet been
fully implemented in the politics and economy of the largest Communist countries; it is important
that the principles of liberalism and democracy are fully established in the minds of the people; this
also means that the victory of liberalism in the material world after its victory in the world is ideal is
a question of a foreseeable future.

The very idea of the end of the story is not original, Fukuyama continues. Hegel is probably a
thinker closest to us in the Western tradition, who scientifically substantiated the idea of the end of
history from those positions that we can share today. Much of Hegel’s spiritual heritage inherited the
West’s interpretations of Marx, and this fact greatly diminished the attention of some Western political
scholars to Hegel himself and his ideas, as he was often viewed through the prism of Marxism as the
forerunner of Marx. It is important to understand, Fukuyama argues, that for Hegel, the contradictions
that move through history exist, above all, in the sphere of human consciousness, and in this sense it is
ideology that is understood not as a political doctrine but as a sphere containing religion, culture and
moral values, defines the material world. Are there any fundamental challenges in history that modern
liberalism is powerless to address but which would be addressed within the context of some alternative
political and economic system? Fukuyama further argues that in the 20th century, liberalism faced two
major challenges— fascism and communism. As a viable ideology, fascism was overcome by World
War II, and it was not only a material defeat: the very idea of fascism failed, and this closed the way
for fascism to be reborn. Communism is a much more serious ideological challenge and is a «great
alternative to liberalism» [1, p. 137].

However, the class issue has been successfully resolved by the West and has faded into the
Western world, and today the appeal of communism in Western society has been at its lowest level
since the end of World War 1. Nowadays, in the UK, in continental Europe and in Japan, the success
of the elections has conservative parties, which stand for the market and against statism. The North
Atlantic world—you can safely say—is guaranteed by communism. Turning to the non-European
world, grandiose ideological transformations are striking here, especially in Asia. Japan is a prime
example of a country that has embarked on the path of industrialization, where, like in Asia as a
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whole, political liberalism follows economic liberalism—slower than many had hoped, but perhaps
inevitably. The power of a liberal idea would not be so impressive if it did not touch the largest and
oldest culture in Asia— China. «You will not call China a liberal democracy today. No more than
20 percent of the economy is transferred to the market rails, and, more importantly, the Communist
Party, which has appointed itself, continues to refuel itself, which does not allow a shadow to hint at
the transfer of power. Everyone who is familiar with the outlook and behavior of the new technocratic
elite ruling in China today knows that Marxism and ideological dictate no longer have any political
significance and that for the first time since the revolution, the bourgeois consumption culture has
acquired the real sense of the world» [1, p. 142].

The end of history, ends Fukuyama, means for the sphere of international relations that «much
of the third world will remain in the courtyards of history and serve as the arena of conflict for many
years», while China and the USSR, though not joining the Western nations in the near future, will
forced to realize in one way or another the idea of a human state, and the world as a whole will develop
on the model of deideologization.

The collapse of the Soviet Union caused a tremendous geopolitical shock. For America, the new
geopolitical situation is a serious challenge. The United States is in a unique position—they are the
first and only world power. «America holds a dominant position in four areas of global power: in the
military, it has unique global deployment capabilities; in the field of economy, it remains the main
driving force of world development; technologically, it retains absolute leadership in advanced science
and technology; in the field of culture, despite its primitiveness, America has an appeal, especially
among young people around the world, all of which provide the United States with political influence
that no other state in the world has. It is the combination of all these factors that makes America the
only superpower in the world in the full sense of the word. »

In his book The End of History and the Last Man (1992), Francis Fukuyama argued that «in
recent years, there has been an unprecedented consensus in the world about the legitimacy of liberal
democracy as a system of government» [2, p. 134], which was exacerbated by the gradual defeat of
competing ideologies, fascism, by fascism. etc. ).

In an effort to predict the nature and direction of development of the modern world political
process, F. Fukuyama argues that the spread of Western (democratic) values and liberal principles of
functioning of the economy inevitably will lead to the formation of liberal democracy, which is the
«ultimate point of ideology. »

The history of mankind, according to Fukuyama, ends with the political confrontation of the Cold
War, which gave the greatest impetus to the development of civilization. The scientist puts forward
a model of complete dominance of liberal values, the implementation of which will lead to the «end
of history» —the end of a period of political and ideological confrontation, the creation of a global
liberal-democratic civilization.

In his work America at the Crossroads (2006), Fukuyama emphasizes that the «end of history» does
not mean an inevitable transnational movement to liberal democracy. The end of history, according to
Fukuyama, is merely a «talk of modernization» (where liberal democracy is one of the «by-products»
of the process of modernizing political systems).

Although endorsed by the neo-conservative movement in the world, it has long been accustomed
to Fukuyama’s «America at the Crossroads» as bold, sensational, and outrageous as the author goes on
without limiting criticism of J. Bush’s foreign policy. Analyzing the origins of neo-conservatism, he
proposes a new version of US foreign policy, «realistic wilsonismy.

Fukuyama, in essence, dissociated itself from the American neoconservative camp, which joined
the crusade with a missionary idea to make the world more liberal and democratic. The apotheosis of
the «project of the century» neocons was the war in Iraq. Francis Fukuyama, who yesterday maintained
close contacts with the leading ideologues of neo-conservatism and even partly was himself, became
their staunch opponent.
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Apparently, it is precisely the crisis in neo-conservatism’s theoretical approaches that makes
Francis Fukuyama resort to Welshism, the purpose of which is to spread democracy through the creation
of new international institutions. F. Fukuyama stresses that the ideology of neo-conservatives is, first
and foremost, lacking in reliance on international institutions and the internationally recognized legal
order. Hegemony as such should be forgotten as the world never recognizes it. And about freedom, it is
universal only in historical perspective. Its acquisition by different peoples depends on many factors,
including people’s willingness to accept it. Noting such a readiness is not easy, it is a true art, which
is, in fact, politics. The author of «Realistic Welshism» does not deny the need to use American power
to support the liberation movement, but calls for avoiding ambitious projects that have no historical or
cultural basis. He deems worthy of imitation the operation in Kosovo, which became an example of
wise diplomacy and received NATO sanction. As for the situation in Iraq, Fukuyama cannot share the
indifference of its former associates on the position of other democratic states. He refuses to consider
Islamic radicalism as America’s main enemy. Unlike the neo-conservatives, he is more interested
in the thought of Europe than, for example, the fate of Israel, which, being surrounded by hostile
neighbors, relies entirely on America’s support.

Francis Fukuyama proposes to completely demilitarize the so-called global war on terror. Indeed,
its essence is, in fact, the victory of democratic values and ideas in the hearts of Muslims. However,
the author does not specify what ideas to oppose terrorist jihadism. First of all, one must think why, in
fact, a huge number of people are ready to join the jihad elite? It is precisely in ideology, as in the case
of fascism or other totalitarian regimes of the past. It is possible to defeat such people only when their
ideology is exhausted. In this battle of ideas, it is necessary to persuade the masses of people around
the world to abandon their beliefs in favor of the more liberal. Practical validation of such approaches
is taking place today in many countries of the Middle and Middle East. They are fighting tyranny. But
for freedom? Shows the future.

«Liberal democracy can represent the «final point of the ideological revolution of mankind» and
«the final form of government in human society», thus being «the end of history» [3, p. 88]. This means
that while earlier forms of government were characterized by irreparable defects and irrationalities that
eventually led to their catastrophe, liberal democracy is said to be devoid of such fundamental internal
contradictions. Although some modern countries may fail to achieve a stable liberal democracy and
others may return to more primitive forms of government, such as a theocracy or a military dictatorship,
but the ideal of liberal democracy cannot be improved... Which, in my opinion, has come to an end «It
is not a sequence of events, even events of serious and great ones, but the History of the capital letter
is that of history, understood as a single, logically consistent evolutionary process, considered in the
light of the experience of times and peoples» [3, p. 95].

Finally, I would like to point out that Fukuyama’s views are likely to evolve. It all depends on the
future. In October 2018, Fukuyama states that «socialism must be returned» and acknowledges Marx’s
correctness in some matters: «At this stage, it seems to me that some of the things Karl Marx spoke about
are true. He spoke about the crisis of overproduction... about the fact that workers are impoverished
and demand will be insufficienty. Still, the only state system capable of equal competition with liberal
democracy, Fukuyama considers not capitalism as the type of modern China [4].

Conclusions

Summarizing the work done, we can come to the following conclusions.

F. Fukuyama’s geopolitical concept used the concept of «end of history» to denote the final
victory of one of the ideologies, the system of liberal democracy.

As of the beginning of the twentieth century. no country in the world has ever considered what
is now considered a democracy, that is, a government formed by the will of any adult citizen who can
participate. Today, this system operates in 119 countries, more than 60% of all countries in the world.
The monarchical form of government in the absolutist version is outdated, fascism and communism are
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completely discredited. In most states, democracy has become the sole source of political legitimacy.
Democracy opponents now resort to its rhetoric and rituals.

At the «end of history»? the triumph of «liberal democracy» is Hegelian. It is this system that
marks a long struggle of man for «recognition», and in liberal democracy freedom is equally distributed
among all members of society. In America at the Crossroads, Hegelian reasoning disappears completely.
Fukuyama no longer speaks of any «struggle for recognition»; the appeal of liberal democracy is now
justified by his appeal to the «modernization theory».

Thus, Fukuyama is the first to apply the modernization theory in explaining the grand events of
the 1980s and 1990s. He not only uses the material he has produced, but also adapts it to the trends of
world development. This process has been going on for two decades. It can be said that the concept of
the «end of history» is the most striking manifestation of the modernization approach, and its «fate» is
indicative of the «fate» of modernization theory since the late 1980s.

Fukuyama’s theory came at a time when authoritarian regimes were collapsing and democratic
ones were established. It was inevitably seen as a victory for a market economy, a triumph for
modernization theory. Thus, the relevance of the concept of the «end of history» was an attempt to
form a new political and philosophical paradigm of the world.

The Fukuyama concept seeks to explain the course, results and perspectives of world history,
especially the recent past and the immediate future. It examines the development of liberalism
(conservatism, neoliberalism) as the only «viable ideology that has world-historical significance», on
the basis of which universal western liberal democracy emerges as the ultimate form of government.

Fukuyama argued that the historical development of mankind had come to its logical end, after
which the posthistoric day would begin. F. Fukuyama’s story is, first and foremost, the struggle of
ideologies, the winner of which is the ideology of liberal democracy. In particular, in the twentieth
century. she was challenged by fascism and communism, but she successfully overcame them. Further
events, according to the scientist, only confirmed his hypotheses.

However, twenty years after the publication of the article, F. Fukuyama still assumed the
possibility of his own mistake. In the course of the evolution of his views, Fukuyama abandoned the
idea of the spread of democracy and state-building, of Western unilateralism; changed the emphasis
on the causes of the inevitability of the «end of history»; reviewed the interconnection of economics,
politics and culture.

The study concludes that the concept of the «end of history» has the right to life and is not hasty
or careless enough. Democratic values that most countries in the world have recognized as dominant
in building their countries are a confirmation of this. The events of the «dignity revolution» in Ukraine
add points and arguments in favor of the theoretical developments of Francis Fukuyama. Fukuyama
was right in saying that the ideal of liberal democracy had prevailed. But this does not mean that the
path to this ideal is completely passed and completed. Each new generation will have to go back to it,
be aware of the problems of democracy and think about how to keep the progress that has already been
made and where to go next.
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DEFICIENCIES OF PLATO’S DEMOCRATIC SYSTEM

Abstract

Main objective of the study. The objective of the study is to identify deficiencies of the democratic
political system in order to protect democracy from rapid degradation into tyranny.

Methodology. The systematic method was selected as the methodological basis for the research,
as it enables the consideration of Plato’s democratic system as interdependent with other types of
states. The comparative method proved to be effective for distinguishing the characteristic features of
the aristocratic, timocratic, oligarchic, democratic and tyrannical state of the human soul and Plato’s
system of government.

Findings and conclusions. To enable proper operation of democracy, it requires protection from
its own deficiencies. These deficiencies include the following: firstly, the flaw of haughty, arrogant
attitude towards wise talented naturally eminent people and the fear of their coming to power originates
from timocracy; secondly, just as «barns with gold» destroyed the timocratic and oligarchic type of
state, so the residues of these «barns» turn into a flaw of democracy in the form of a social abyss
between the most affluent and the most deprived strata of the society; thirdly, this is excessive will in
democracy that is gradually turning into excessive slavery. Regarding the latter, Plato emphasizes
the anarchic extreme of freedom in democracy, which turns it into arbitrariness. After all, in a
democracy there is no need to participate in government; not necessarily obey; no go to war; neither
obey peace or laws, etc. The main consequence of all these deficiencies in the democratic system is
the fostering of a future tyrant rooting from a people’s deputy. Since the thinker points out that no
matter how many times a tyrant appears, he does not come from somewhere, but only from a
democratic election procedure.

FRACTAL * MODEL OF CONSERVATIVE DEVELOPMENT
(an example of trust algebra, that is, state building with a trust operation)

Abstract

In this article of the Doctor of Philosophy, professor of Taras Shevchenko Kyiv National University, Chuiko
Vadim Leonidovich and Atamanchuk-Angel Valerii Ivanovich is applied the principle of «first philosophy» as the
foundation of the a priori prerequisites of possible cognition, which define an existence in general rather than its
individual parts. This application of metaphysics made it possible to introduce methods of «universal algebra»
for the implementation of humanitarian research using algebraic description with the help of three notion: plural,
operations, relation.

This methodological novation makes it possible to create demonstrative models of social systems, not their
constructions, because constructionsare traditionally makeby using binary description that use only two notions,
categories.

Question: How to fill the notion of «public agreement» with the actual content? How to make all generations
participate in the adoption of a social contract? How to create a new one, without destroying it entirely, maintaining
stability? How to ensure a high degree of mutation— rebuilding, rebuilding and construction?

Introduced in the algebraic sense, the notion of «trust» as a definition of what is necessary for the existence of
a society of being as such, forms an algebra that models social relations by the operation of trust, not violence.

Based on the above, we can talk about creating a mathematical politics. Matpoliticsdeal with ideal political
objects. Matpolitics is the activity of a summation of algebras. These algebras differ from each other by the choice
of operations. Plurals that consist of different algebras can be the carrier of the algebra.

In this case, we are talking about the algebra of trust / credo, whose signature consists of the following
operations: sovereignty, trust / credit, understanding of need for the Other, agreement and recursive procedures.

The result of the implementation of these methodological guidelines are the answers to the following
questions: How to make the concept of «social agreement» really meaningful? How can all generations (and the
unborn, too) be involved in the social agreement? How to create a new one, without destroying the foundations of
the existing one, to realize the idea of conservative development: restructuring and building a new one?

Based on the provisions of the algebra of trust, society appears as a plurality of sovereigns— C, possessing
the full range of rights to identify trust / distrust— Di, creating agreements— Yn, and for their completeness they
have and understand the need for the other—Ik.

The model presented is a system of treaties that are not an abstract concept of the state, but an agreement
with specific elected people who have gained the trust of those to whom they temporarily render their services.
Agreements are urgent, limited by time frame, with obligatory full responsibility of the parties.

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REGULATORY STATE: FINDING A BALANCE BETWEEN REGULATION AND
DEREGULATION

Abstract

Improving public administration requires taking into account both the positive and negative
consequences of government interference in all spheres of public relations. Systematic, structural,
comparative and historical methods were applied to find out the place of the legal regulation of social
relations in the formation of a new type of state—the regulatory one.

The EU is a prime example of this form of state, which combines neoliberalism, a constant
desire for innovation, and a refusal to intervene in the economic sphere, to introduce liberal social
security reforms. The main features of the regulatory state are the deregulation of markets and the
decentralization of administrative capacity, the emergence of new network capabilities, and multi-
level governance. There was also a clear upward trend in integrated regulation and strategic planning
policies at all levels: European, national and regional.

In a regulatory state, the concept of regulation as authoritarian rule and concerted action requires
a clear distinction between «hard» and «soft» regulation. «Hard» regulation requires legislative action
and coercive mechanisms to enforce and impose sanctions in case of non-compliance. On the other
hand, the use of «soft’ regulation is sometimes seen as regulation through conviction and deliberation
aimed at reaching agreement as the most desirable outcome. So modern regulatory state must combine
«hard» and «soft» regulation to guarantee economic development and protect society from external
risks (globalization, climate change, etc. ).

The evolution of a regulatory state on the European continent demonstrates the need to combine
deregulation and re-regulation at different levels of public administration and spheres of public activity
to maximize the effective use of the power of concentration by public authorities and special knowledge
and long-term prospects for the development of semi-governmental organizations. Deregulation
enables the state to respond adequately to changes in public relations under the influence of external
factors, primarily globalization, and regulation to minimize the negative effects of market failures and
protect the humanitarian, social and environmental spheres.

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INSTITUTIONAL SUPPORT OF CHILD PROTECTION POLICY

Abstract

Ukraine’s independence in 1991 made the democratic transformations began, aimed to form the
civil society, the development of a rule of law, within, according to the Constitution, a person, his life
and health, honor, dignity, integrity and other rights and freedoms are recognized as the highest social
value. This, in turn, defines the content and focus of the activities of the state and all its bodies in
securing these conquests of world civilization as one of the main responsibilities.

It is not enough to declare them at the constitutional and legislative levels for the realization of
fundamental rights and freedoms of the individual and the citizen. They must be fully secured through
legal and social measures and their existence.

Among the various measures for the realization of human and citizen’s rights and freedoms,
the Institute of International Protection of the Rights of the Child occupies a special place, as a set
of international legal norms governing the international policy and cooperation of the states for the
protection and protection of the rights of the child.

It is the area that should take priority in the international political arena. The protection of the
rights of the child is also important as a guarantee of the existence, implementation, and protection of
the Constitution of Ukraine. The primary purpose of protection is the legally foreseen ability of the
child to use compulsory actions to enforce his or her legal obligation to enforce the obliged person’s
behavior in order to protect his or her right.

The urgency of gender is essential to accelerate the creation of an effective legal mechanism for
the protection of the rights of the child. In addition, the existence of a real «legal protection» of the
child as a whole, as well as of the state’s responsibility to the child, is the factor that asserts in the
human consciousness the idea of justice, the expediency of the existing state power, thereby ensuring
its legitimacy.

Formation of civil society and the integration of this country into the European community are
impossible without a well-grounded state policy for the protection of the rights of the child. Therefore,
the development of international cooperation in this field is especially relevant to Ukraine, since
overcoming child neglect and homelessness, adopting children, preventing their involvement in the sex
industry can only be ensured in close cooperation with other countries and using their experience.

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Introduction

The institute of international children’s rights protection as a complex of international legal
norms regulates the cooperation of the states, aimed at ensuring and protecting the children’s rights in
all spheres of life, was formed after the end of the Second World War.

Several norms concerning the protection of children’s rights, however, had been brought under
international legal regulation even before World War II. During this period the international cooperation
of the states, concerned with children’s rights, was conducted in three directions: fighting slavery;
settling the issue of traffic in children and women; establishing international regulation of child labor.
There were accepted such conventions as the Slavery Convention (1926), the Convention for the
Suppression of the Traffic in Women and Children (1921), the ILO Maternity Protection Convention
(No. 3), the ILO Conventions Fixing the Minimum Age for Admission of Children to Employment
at Sea (No. 8) and to Industrial Employment (No. 59), the ILO Convention concerning the Age for
Admission of Children to Non-Industrial Employment (No. 60), which along with other conventions
were aimed at settling the issue of trafficking in children and using them with the purpose of prostitution
as well as ensuring the protection of maternity and the observance of minimum age for admission of
children to various kinds of employment. And yet, the international cooperation dealt only with some
of the existing aspects of the legal situation of children. That states did not bring up the question of
drafting a universal international document that would contain at least a minimal list of children’s
rights and norms of ensuring these rights. The only exception was the Declaration of the Rights of the
Child adopted by the League of Nations in 1924. Yet, it imposed no responsibilities on the states but
only declared the duty of everybody to take care of children’s welfare. The distinguishing feature of
this period is that it was domestic law that served as the base for international cooperation regarding
the rights of the child and human rights in general [1]. Thus, the states’ engagement in cooperation
regarding the rights of the child, the lack of unified principles of interaction and mechanisms for the
implementation of norms bring us to the conclusion that at that time the international protection of
children’s rights as a system of international legal norms did not yet exist.

The purpose of the article is to substantiate the theoretical foundations and to elaborate
methodological provisions and practical measures to improve the mechanisms of state policy to ensure
the protection of the rights of the child in Ukraine. Main objectives of the study:

- find out the specifics of the historical development of the child rights system;

- summarize the foreign experience of the organization of ensuring the rights of the child;

- to identify contradictions in the sphere of ensuring the rights of the child in the transformational
period of development of Ukrainian society;

- substantiate approaches to improve the performance of the state executive bodies involved in
the protection of human rights;

- identify the features of the Ukrainian legislative framework governing the development of the
system of protection of the rights of the child;

Research methods

Writing this Article, a complex of philosophical, philosophical, general scientific and special
political methods was used. it was used as a dialectical approach that made it possible to consider
the rights of the child as a phenomenon, which is determined by its nature and the conditions of life
of society and also allowed to trace the problems of the interconnection of the state and civil society.
The combination of analysis and synthesis made it possible to explore the rights and freedoms of the
child in unbroken unity, to establish links between the various elements in the sphere of functioning
and studying the object as a holistic phenomenon. The formal-legal approach allowed us to analyze
the current legislation and practice of its application by state bodies. In addition to the aforesaid, a
number of specific scientific methods have been used. The modeling method revealed the optimal
characteristics of the model of public policy in the field of human rights protection, aimed at solving
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specific organizational and legal problems. The comparative method made it possible to identify and
explore the common and distinctive features in the organization of work to ensure the rights of the
child by the authorities, to classify state-legal phenomena in this field, to establish their historical
sequence and interrelations.

This made possible to reveal the advantages and disadvantages of the activities of the relevant
authorities of the state, as well as the conditions in which they manifest themselves in ensuring the
rights of the child. The sociological method has revealed the dependence of political processes on
the development of society as a whole, the level of its political consciousness, the state of law and
order. The statistical method facilitated the acquisition of information which objectively reflects the
state and dynamics of the development of state policy on the protection of the child’s rights. The
systematic method made it possible to consider the child’s rights as a constantly changing and open to
improvement system.

Results

The modern system of international protection of the children’s rights, which is an element of
international protection of human rights, was formed within the framework of the United Nations
Organisation, one of the basic principles of which is the proclaimed respect for human rights and
freedoms and reprobation of any sort of discrimination. Since 1945 the evolution of international human
rights protection has passed through a number of stages [2]. The first stage of international cooperation
in the sphere of human rights protection lasted from 1945 to the beginning of 1980 and was marked
by the accumulation of international human rights standards. The United Nations Charter signed in
1945 recognized in general the principles of respect for human rights. According to the Charter, one
of the main goals of the United Nations Organisations’ activities is the achievement of international
cooperation ‘in promoting and encouraging respect for human rights and for fundamental freedoms
for all without distinction as to race, sex, language, or religion’ (Article 1, Paragraph 3). The Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, adopted in 1948, was aimed at encouraging respect for human rights
and defining the list and contents of basic human rights. These rights were secured in the International
Covenant on Human Rights adopted in 1966, which, along with the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights, formed the International Bill of Human Rights. The further development of international
standards involved specification and clarification of the terms of the above-mentioned documents.
More than 80 international treaties covering important spheres of human rights implementation had
been signed by the end of 1980 that enabled some scholars to infer that the system of basic international
human rights standards had already been established. However, this process has not yet come to an
end even now.

The second stage started in 1980, was marked by the development of international control
mechanisms and procedures aimed at increasing the effectiveness of the already accumulated human
rights standards. Such mechanisms and procedures had appeared before but it was in the 1980-s that
the general tendency of their development has begun to manifest itself, indicating the aspiration for the
institutionalization of international relations in this sphere. International control mechanisms consist of
conventional and non-contractual controlling bodies. International procedures are divided into several
categories: examining situations involving human rights violation, considering the States’ reports on
the fulfillment of their duties according to the international treaties, ratified by them, as well as their
mutual and individual complaints about international standards violation committed by a state [3].

Thus, the adoption of the United Nations Charter in 1945 created the legal basis for the
establishment of international human rights protection. Its further development proceeded in such
directions: formulating international legal principles and norms in the sphere of human rights protection
and creating controlling bodies concerned with their observance. It should be mentioned that, although
the term ‘international human rights protection’ became wide-spread, there existed several meanings
ascribed to this notion. A number of scholars emphasize that the sphere of international human rights
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protection includes ‘the drafting of international treaties and other documents on human rights as
well as facilitation of their promotion’ [4]. A. Movchan, for example, uses the term ‘international
protection’ to refer to international cooperation of the States aimed at encouraging universal respect
and observance of human rights and freedoms. He also points out that the activities, concentrated at
international human rights protection, comprise the setting of general recommendations concerning
human rights, the drafting of international treaties in this sphere and the formation of a special
mechanism of supervising the fulfillment of international obligations on human rights by the states.
Other scholars, such as Y. Reshetov and H. Mielkov, define the term ‘international human rights
protection’ as a set of principles and norms, that constitute one of the branches of modern international
law. Several lawyers, such as S. Chernychenko, understand international human rights protection as
the states’ activities aimed to fight gross large-scale violations of human rights (genocide, apartheid,
racism, etc.) [S]. There are even authors who argue against the use of this term, referring to the lack of
legal definiteness of the notion ‘protection’ itself, existing in international law. Some scholars consider
international protection to be one of the elements of international cooperation in the sphere of human
rights, while others narrow it down to the functioning of international controlling bodies or use this
term describing the process of drafting international standards recommendations obligatory for the
states and supervising their observance. This last point of view may be considered to be the closest to
the truth for it consistently reflects the process of development of international human rights protection.
In other words, international human rights protection may be understood as a system of international
institutional bodies and procedures of both universal and local character, the functioning of which is
directed at the development of international standards in the sphere of human rights and freedoms and
at the supervision over their observance by the states. This protection is aimed to put into effect by
means of drafting recommendations on human rights and international standards in this sphere as well
as by means of controlling the observance of these international standards by the States.

Since international children’s’ rights protection is a component of international human rights
protection, all of its principles apply to the international protection of rights of the child as well. The
singling out of issues concerning children’s’ rights into a specific subject in the bigger framework
of international human rights protection was done for objective reasons: first of all, resulting from
historical conditions, the social status of children is lower than that of adults, therefore, international
children’s rights protection has as its objective the promotion of their rights and opportunities on equal
terms with those of adults; secondly, due to physical and mental immaturity of children they are in
need of special rights and supplementary protection. Thus, international children’s rights protection
as well as the protection of human rights developed in terms of drafting international standards in the
sphere of children’s rights protection and creating ad hoc controlling bodies charged with supervising
the observance of those standards. The process of legislation in the sphere of children’s rights was
conducted in following directions: 1) the secure of rights of the child in universal declarations and
conventions on human rights (The Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948), the International
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (1966), the International Covenant on Economic, Social and
Cultural Rights (1966)); 2) the fixation of rights of the child in international treaties, which regulate
the rights of social groups, closely connected with the child (e. g. the rights of women, refugees), or
the rights of people in various spheres of life (e. g. in the domain of education, family and labour
relations law) (the Convention Relating to the Status of Apartheid (1954), the Convention on the
Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women (1974), the Convention on Consent to
Marriage, Minimum Age for Marriage, and registration of Marriages (1962), the ILO Convention
concerning the Prohibition and Immediate Action for the Elimination of the Worst Forms of Child
Labour (1999)); 3) the drafting of declarations and conventions regulating the rights of the child (the
Declaration of the Rights of the Child (1959), the Convention on the Rights of the Child (1989)). In
the framework of the Convention on the Rights of the Child, there was created a special mechanism of
controlling the observance of the terms of the Convention — the Committee on the Rights of the Child,
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authorized to examine the States’ reports on the measures taken for the fulfillment of the terms of the
Convention. Furthermore, children’s rights protection may also be implemented with the help of other
international controlling mechanisms concerned with human rights [6].

In the framework of the UNO there exist special institutional bodies dealing with children’s
rights in various spheres of life, such as the International Labour Organisation (ILO), the World
Health Organisation (WHO), the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation
(UNESCO). The United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), created in 1946, provides international
aid and technical assistance for the States in protecting children and their rights.

All the above-said allows us to conclude the following definition of international children’s rights
protection: it is a system of international institutional bodies and procedures, which protect children
by establishing international standards in the sphere of children’s rights and by developing special
mechanisms controlling the observance of these rules by the states. Thus, alongside the development
of international human rights protection in its framework developed international protection of the
child’s rights led to the distinguishing of a body of international legal norms regulating the cooperation
of the states in this sphere. As a result, there appeared the institute of the rights of the child regulating
children’s rights protection. In the works of legal literature, the opinion is that there has been formed
a special branch of law, consisting of a system of principles and norms, which deal with the sphere of
human rights. So our attention is attracted by the difference in terminological denomination of these
branches: ‘international human rights protection’ (Y. Rechetov, H. Tunkin), ‘international humanitarian
law’ (H. Ihnatenko, Y. Kolosov, S. Chernichenko), ‘international law of human rights’ (I. Lukashuk,
A. Saidov), etc.

There are two points of view on this problem. Many scholars agree that ‘international humanitarian
law’ is divided into two sub-branches: the international humanitarian law of war conflicts and the law
of human rights. The reason is the fact that both these sub-branches have one and the same subject of
regulation, namely the promotion, encouragement, and protection of human rights. P. Biriukov defines
international humanitarian law as ‘a set of international legal norms and principles regulating the issue
of promoting and encouraging the rights and freedoms of the man both in the time of peace and in the
time of war, the norms and principles regulating the cooperation of states in the humanitarian sphere,
the legal status of all categories of individuals as well as the ones establishing the responsibilities for
the violation of human rights and freedoms’ [7]. Most Western scholars, especially the representatives
of the International Committee of the Red Cross, and a number of other lawyers (S. Isakovych, 1.
Artsybasov, 1. Lukashuk) believe that international humanitarian law and the law of human rights are
two separate branches of law; they understand international humanitarian law as the law relating to war
conflicts only. Furthermore, some scholars, such as A. Saidov, define international humanitarian law as
an element of international law of human rights and consider it to be ‘the law of human rights in the
time of war’ [8]. He also emphasizes that international humanitarian law is an element of international
law of human rights, which is concerned with the norms of controlling war conflicts, state of neutrality,
the regime of occupation, etc. For the sake of achieving the goal set before us, we should agree with
the opinion of those scholars who use the term ‘the law of human rights’ to define this branch, thus
drawing a line between it and the branch of ‘international humanitarian law’, and understand it as a
set of principles and norms regulating the States’ cooperation aimed at the promotion of human rights
[8].

The institute of international protection of the child’s rights is based on the same legal grounds as
the branch of ‘the law of human rights. This institute comprises both universal and specific principles
regulating exclusively the legal status of the child. The main principles of human rights include the
principle of respect for human rights and freedoms, the principle of equality and non-discrimination,
the principle of universality of human rights and the principle of equality of peoples. As for the principle
of non-discrimination, which is one of the main principles of the law of human rights concerned
with children, it is best explained in the Convention on the Rights of the Child, which emphasizes
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that the States are to respect and ensure the rights set forth in the Convention to each child ‘without
discrimination of any kind, irrespective of the child’s or his or her parent’s or legal guardian’s race,
colour, sex, language, religion, political or other opinion, national, ethnic or social origin, property,
disability, birth or other status’ (Article 2(1)). The principle of the top priority of promoting the interests
of the child indicates that in all cases, when the actions of public bodies or private individuals may
interfere with the interests of the child, the top priority must be given to the observance of the rights of
the child. This principle was first mentioned in the Declaration of the Rights of the Child (1959), which
says that the child must be provided with special protection, opportunities and favourable conditions,
that would enable the child to develop physically, mentally etc. This principle was also touched upon
in the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women (1957). Article
5(b) of the Convention lays the States under an obligation of taking all necessary measures in order
to ‘ensure that family education includes a proper understanding of maternity as a social function and
the recognition of the common responsibility of men and women in the upbringing and development
of their children, it’s being understood that the interest of the children is the primordial consideration
in all cases’. Article 16 of this very Convention stipulates that in all matters relating to marriage and
family relations ‘the interests of the children shall be paramount’. The 1986 Declaration on Social and
Legal Principles relating to the Protection and Welfare of Children, with Special Reference to Foster
Placement and Adoption Nationally and Internationally also contains this principle: ‘In all matters
relating to the placement of a child outside the care of the child’s parents, the best interests of the child
should be the paramount consideration’ (Article 5). Moreover, the Human Rights Committee refers
to this principle in its General Comment on Article 24 of the International Covenant on Civil and
Political Rights, recognizing the right of the child to receive the protection required. The Committee
also declares that if the marriage is dissolved, steps should be taken, keeping in view the paramount
interest of the children, to give them necessary protection and, so far as is possible, to guarantee
personal relations with both parents. These documents, though, serve only as a basis for enforcing this
principle, since some of them were advisory in their nature (e. g. the 1959 Declaration of the Rights of
the Child), whereas others were concerned not with the protection of the rights of the child but of those
of other social groups (e. g. women). As a true principle this norm was first fixed in the Article 3(1)
of the Convention on the Rights of the Child: ‘In all actions concerning children, whether undertaken
by public or private social welfare institutions, courts of law, administrative authorities or legislative
bodies, the best interests of the child shall be a primary consideration.’ The principle is also mentioned
in other articles of the Convention. At the regional level this principle was set in Article 4(1) of the
African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of the Child (1990) declaring that ‘in all actions concerning
the child undertaken by any person or authority the best interests of the child shall be the primary
consideration’. The Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union (2000) also includes this
principle in the Article 24(2), having borrowed it from the Convention on Human Rights.

The principle of children’s freedom to express opinions designates the right of every child to
express his/her own views freely and to voice his/her opinion on all matters concerning his/her life.
These opinions are to be taken into consideration by parents, authorities and public bodies which
should, however, be mindful of the age of the child. This norm became a principle in the Convention
on the Rights of the Child. According to the Article 12(1), the States are to assure ‘to the child who is
capable of forming his or her own views the right to express those views freely in all matters affecting
the child, the views of the child being given due weight in accordance with the age and maturity of the
child’. This right is closely connected with the right of the child to express his/her opinions (Article
13). This principle was set at the regional level in the African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of
the Child (1990) and in the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union (2000). The above-
mentioned principles were confirmed in 1993 at the World Conference on Human Rights, during
which it was declared that ‘in all actions concerning children, non-discrimination and the best interest
of the child should be primary considerations and the views of the child given due weight’ (Paragraph
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21) as well as in the Declaration ‘A World Fit for Children’ signed in course of the Special Session of
the General Assembly in 2002.

The principle of observance of the right of the child to survival, health, and development indicates
that not only are the States to ensure the child’s right to life but they must also always act so as to sustain
and prolong the child’s life and to ensure his/her full and sound physical and mental development. This
principle first appeared in the Convention on the Rights of the Child. The term ‘survival’ was introduced
in the process of drafting the Convention by the UNICEF and WHO officials who understood it as the
measures taken by the States in order to reduce infant mortality, keep child diseases under control, etc.
This principle was confirmed in the World Declaration on the Survival, Protection, and Development
of Children and Plan of Action adopted by the World Summit for Children in 1990.

The principle of special protection of children. The need for special protection of children was
mentioned for the first time in the Declaration on the Rights of the Child of 1924. After the end of
the Second World War, this principle was fixed in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which
recognized the right of mothers and children to special protection. This principle was further developed
in the Covenant on Human Rights signed in 1966. The Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural
Rights indicates that special measures of protection and assistance should be taken on behalf of all
children and young persons (Article 10). It also emphasizes the right of the child to such measures of
protection taken by family, society or authorities as would be called for due to his/her status as a minor
(Article 24). The Declaration of the Rights of the Child (1959) declares that ‘the child shall enjoy
the benefits of social security’. The above-mentioned principles form the basis for concrete norms of
children’s rights protection.

Conclusion

The Institute of international children’s rights protection is a set of international legal principles
and norms, regulating the rights and freedoms of the child, stipulating the state’s obligations concerning
the promotion and implementation of these rights and freedoms as well as determining international
controlling mechanisms supervising the fulfillment of international obligations by the States.
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INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS CONTRIBUTING TO ELECTIONS OBSERVATION
AS AN INSTRUMENT OF SECURING HUMAN RIGHTS

Abstract

The purpose of this research is to investigate the role of international organizations in elections observation
as an instrument of ensuring human rights. The objectives are to analyze the notions of democracy and human
rights, democratization trends worldwide, current threats to human rights related to elections procedures and
the role of international organizations as entities safeguarding human rights in the globalized world. In order to
investigate this problem the researcher utilized such scientific methods as deduction and induction, historical and
comparative method and the case study one. Historical and comparative methods were used to trace the evolution
of international organizations’ activities with regard to elections observation and compare various organizations’
pertinent processes and procedures. Case study method was used to collect and analyze qualitative data about
international organizations’ activity related to elections observation and to define their role in ensuring human
rights, in particular, freedom of expression.

The notions of democracy and human rights, democratization trends worldwide, current threats to human
rights related to elections procedures and the role of international organizations as entities safeguarding human
rights in the globalized world were analyzed. As a result, it can be stated that in the increasingly globalized world
there are various democratization trends. There are different visions and models of democracy, yet no single one
can be considered optimal. It can be noted that international organizations play a significant role in elections
observation as an instrument of ensuring human rights. The dynamic rhythm of global development helps to
promote plurality of ideas, political ideologies and ethical values.

It can be concluded that in this increasingly interconnected world democracy has the function of a mediator
promoting understanding among countries, first of all, through the United Nations. Democracy as a type of
political regime, i. e. type of relationship between the country leadership and the people cannot function effectively
without active social groups and civil society organizations. The political context has to promote freedom of
speech, independent media, rule of law, effective judiciary system and overall respect for human rights. Freedom
of expression and political choices are among fundamental human rights guaranteed by democratic national
and international laws. International organizations are among the most noteworthy entities on the world arena
safeguarding human rights and free expression of people’s political will.

International organizations are working actively in order to tackle current threats to human rights, in particular,
freedom of expression and freedom of political will. To this end, the international and national organizations
provide comprehensive electoral support. The United Nations, the European Union, the Organization for Security
and Co-operation in Europe and the Council of Europe are actively engaged in providing electoral support and
assist in holding objective and just elections worldwide, especially in transitioning countries. They play a key role
in providing electoral support in accordance with the international organizations’ mission, bolstering democracy
and safeguarding human rights. The role of international organizations in the globalized world as human rights
protector continues to be vital and indispensable.

Introduction

Democracy is one of the key universal values in the globalized world. The world is becoming
increasingly interconnected in terms of trade, politics, information and communication technologies,
commerce, pop culture and security. To a large extent, it is due to the widespread usage of information
and communication technologies and continuing digitization of all spheres of human activity. The
multi-faceted paradigm of global development promotes pluralism of thoughts, political viewpoints
and cultural choices. In this dynamic and further converging world democracy plays the role of catalyst
aimed at bringing understanding among nations, even though it should be noted that this process is
not linear and unproblematic. S. Huntington holds that social pluralism early gave rise to estates,
parliaments, and other institutions to represent the interests of the aristocrats, clergy, merchants, and
other groups. These bodies provided forms of representation which in the course of modernization
evolved into the institutions of modern democracy [1, p. 71]. One should also note that there are
multiple interpretations and models of democracy on the international arena and no one can claim to
have the optimal one. At the same time the notion of human rights and respect for people’s personal
choices is at the heart of any democratic political system.

Democracy as the «power of the people» type of governance per se cannot exist without active
social groups and vibrant civil society. Although the United Nations Charter includes no mention of
the word «democracy», the opening words of the Charter, « We the Peoples», reflect the fundamental
principle of democracy, that the will of the people is the source of legitimacy of sovereign states and
therefore of the United Nations as a whole [2, p. 1]. Non-governmental organizations, trade unions,
civic activism networks, charity organizations serve to help make the voices of grassroot community
members heard. At the same time they help to ensure that the system of «checks and balancesy is
working properly and prevent governments, as well as business corporations from potential abuse
of their power. Freedom of expression and freedom of political choices are among key human rights
guaranteed by national legislation of democratic countries and international law. Elections sit at
the heart of the democracy spread around the world making possible the act of self-determination
envisaged in the Charter of the United Nations [2, p. 1].

Among the most important entities on the world arena promoting free expression of people’s
political will and safeguarding human rights one can name international organizations. Even though
the term «democracy» is not precisely enshrined in the UN Charter drafted after the Second World
War, the organization’s practices and day-to-day activities are essentially democratic in nature [2, p.
1]. In particular, the United Nations, the European Union, the Council of Europe, the Organization for
Security and Co-operation in Europe, to name a few, are acting in order to provide electoral support
and assist in holding objective and just elections worldwide, especially in transitioning countries. At
the same time, their role and function has to be studied on a deeper level in order to outline peculiarities
of electoral support provided by international organizations’ missions. Thus, the goal of this research
is to investigate the role of international organizations in elections observation as an instrument of
ensuring human rights. The objectives are to analyze the notions of democracy and human rights,
democratization trends worldwide, current threats to human rights related to elections procedures and
the role of international organizations as entities safeguarding human rights in the globalized world.
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The aspects of human rights and democratic governance in its numerous renditions have been
comprehensively researched by many scientists. T. Jefferson, one of the democracy ideologists during
the Independence War in the U.S., stated that no government can stay away from harsh criticism
addressed at it; if there is freedom of press, criticism will also always be there [3, p. 34]. At the time
of the Wilson Administration in the U.S. when America emerged as a key player in world affairs,
it was believed that peace depends on the spread of democracy, that states should be judged by the
same ethical criteria as individuals, and that the national interest consists of adhering to a universal
system of law [4, p. 30]. I. Wallerstein holds that the Great French Revolution became a turning point
in the history of the current world system. It evoked two new principles that laid foundation of all
future geoculture of the current world system: first of all, one started considering political changes
a norm and, second, the sovereignty concept was re-interpreted [5, p. 148]. From that moment on it
was entrusted to the nation consisting of «citizens» [5, p. 148]. S. Huntington notes that at the end of
the 20th century (1970s and 1980s) a wave of democratization swept across the world. Democratic
movements were gaining strength in southern Europe, Latin America, the East Asia periphery and
central Europe, while Islamist movements were simultaneously gaining strength in Muslim countries
[1, p. 114]. Islamism was a functional substitute for the democratic opposition to authoritarianism in
Christian societies, and it was in large part the product of similar causes: social mobilization, loss of
legitimacy of authoritarian regimes, and a changing international environment [1, p. 114].

Democracy continues spreading in the modern world. Z. Brzezinski states that Japan and India
demonstrate that the notions of human rights and centrality of the democratic experiment can be valid
in Asian settings as well, both in highly developed ones and in those that are still only developing [6,
p- 213]. Their experience, as well as that of South Korea and Taiwan, suggests that China’s continued
economic growth, coupled with pressures from outside for change generated by greater international
inclusion, might perhaps also lead to the progressive democratization of the Chinese system [6, p. 213].
E. Balibar notes that globalization, population migration within the frame of nation states will further
promote reconceptualization of the notion of «border» and decrease of this notion usage. Meanwhile
technological changes will manifest themselves in inequality of education and will further increase
the role of intellectual hierarchies in class fight, in the prospect of generalized technical and political
selection of individuals [7, p. 37].

Thus, there are different approaches to the notion of democracy and human rights. Yet, it should
be noted that this pluralism is enshrined in international law and political statements of leading
international organizations. In particular, in the World UN Summit Outcome Document (September
2005) it is also stressed that «democracy, development and respect for human rights and fundamental
freedoms are interdependent and mutually reinforcing,» and pointed out that «while democracies share
common features, there is no single model of democracy» [2, p. 1].

The notion of democracy is closely connected to that of human rights and freedoms. World leaders
pledged in the Millennium Declaration to spare no effort to promote democracy and strengthen the
rule of law, as well as respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms [2, p. 1]. The UN General
Assembly has reaffirmed that «democracy is a universal value based on the freely expressed will of
people to determine their political, economic, social and cultural systems and their full participation in
all aspects of their lives» [2, p. 1].

Methods

In order to investigate the problem of the role of international organizations in elections observation
as an instrument of ensuring human rights one can utilize such scientific methods as deduction and
induction, historical and comparative method and the case study one. Qualitative methods are beneficial
for social sciences context. It is a dynamic, intuitive and creative conceptual process of inductive
reasoning, thinking and theorizing [8, p. 143]. But it also requires a wide range of activities such as
organizing, storing, reproducing and retrieving data [9, p. 208]. Deduction and induction are general
philosophical methods that help to identify and trace connections among phenomena. Historical and
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comparative methods will be utilized to trace the evolution of international organizations” activities
with regard to elections observation and compare various organizations’ pertinent processes and
procedures. Case study method will be utilized in order to collect and analyze qualitative data about
international organizations’ activity related to elections observation and to define their role in ensuring
human rights, in particular, freedom of expression.

Results and discussion

Democracy development and human rights protection are key values of many international
organizations, first of all, the United Nations. Democratic values are enshrined in such documents
as the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the International Covenant on Civil and Political
Rights. A number of the United Nations institutions are involved in activities aimed at strengthening
democracy and promoting universal humanitarian values. In particular, these are the United Nations
Development Programme, the United Nations Democracy Fund, the Department of Peacekeeping
Operations, the Department of Political Affairs, the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights.
The aforementioned institutions deal with such issues as helping to strengthen security systems and
justice structures, working with mass media in order to guarantee freedom of expression, bridging the
digital divide and promoting free access to information. Also, these institutions work with parliaments
as primary legislative bodies in order to prevent abuse of power. Moreover, these UN agencies provide
electoral assistance and long-term support for electoral management bodies [2, p. 2].

The United Nations is very active in providing necessary electoral support. Since the time of
the USSR collapse in 1991 the United Nations has provided different forms of electoral support to
over 100 countries [2, p. 2]https://www. un. org/en/sections/issues-depth/democracy/index. html. The
activities encompassed logistics, training specialists, short-term observation, consulting services and
computer support. At the UN World Summit 2005 governments renewed their commitment to support
democracy and welcomed the establishment of a Democracy Fund at the United Nations (UNDEF)
[2, p. 2]. Fourteen years later despite challenges to international security and peace worldwide this
principle continues to guide the United Nations and its 193 member states—the vast majority of the
world sovereign countries.

Despite numerous challenges and violations of international law demonstrated by the member
states, including the Security Council permanent members lately the United Nations continues to
stand for human rights and provide electoral assistance. Today, the United Nations continues to be a
trusted impartial actor providing electoral assistance to approximately 60 countries each year, either at
the request of Member States or based on a Security Council or General Assembly mandate [2, p. 3].
Electoral assistance is based on the principle established in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
that the will of the people, as expressed through periodic and genuine elections, shall be the basis of
government authority [2, p. 3]. In particular, the Democracy Fund at the United Nations (UNDEF)
aims its work at developing capacity of civil society organizations, empowering vulnerable groups,
such as women, elderly, people with special needs, and overall support of human rights.

Democracy development is also promoted symbolically. On 8 November 2007, the General
Assembly proclaimed 15 September as the International Day of Democracy, inviting Member States,
the United Nations system and other regional, intergovernmental and non-governmental organizations
to commemorate the Day [2, p. 3]. In particular, it was emphasized that democracy is as much a
process as a goal [2, p. 3]. Symbolic representation is highly important for visualizing and further
promoting democratic ideology and values.

Even though not all of the UN Member States support democracy as a system of values, the
organization’s activities are to a large extent influenced by its spirit, i. e. expression of free will of
people. Democracy, and democratic governance in particular, means that people’s human rights and
fundamental freedoms are respected, promoted and fulfilled, allowing them to live with dignity [2, p. 4].
In particular, the attention is paid to such aspects, as gender equality, protecting rights of children, the
elderly, prisoners, persons with special needs and other vulnerable groups, free access to information
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and basic necessary resources. Both women and men need to have equal access to decision-making
processes and have pay equality, first of all, on a merit-based principle.

The United Nations promotes preventing all forms of discrimination on the basis of gender, race,
income, education level or other criteria. To this end, the organization cooperates closely with the
governments of the member states in order to promote the aforementioned values and support the
governments in respective policies’ implementation. Matter-of-course, these processes are closely
related to economic and social aspects of public policy. Also, it is evident that the implementation of
the above-mentioned principles can hardly be achieved without creation of respective context, political
environment aimed at bolstering democratic governance ideas. In 2007, the Secretary-General’s Policy
Committee, the highest decision-making body within the UN Secretariat, requested the development
of an Organization-wide strategy that further defines the UN’s approach to supporting democracy,
anchored in the three pillars of the UN’s work, namely, peace and security, development, and human
rights [2, p. 4].

Focus on democracy and human rights is one of the fundamental principles of international
law. The Universal Declaration of Human Rights, adopted by the General Assembly in 1948, clearly
projected the concept of democracy by stating that «the will of the people shall be the basis of the
authority of government» [2, p. 4]. Since its adoption, this document has inspired constitution-making
process worldwide. The next important document ensuring human rights’ protection is the International
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (1966). It lays the legal foundation for the principles of
democracy in accordance with the international law. In particular, it is outlined in Article 25 that
freedom of expression, the right and opportunity to take part in the conduct of public affairs, directly or
through freely chosen representatives, the right to vote and to be elected at genuine periodic elections
which shall be by universal and equal suffrage and shall be held by secret ballot, guaranteeing the free
expression of the will of the electors [2, p. 5]. The connection between democracy and human rights is
also reflected in article 21 (3) of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. In particular, it is stated
that «the will of the people shall be the basis of the authority of government; this shall be expressed
in periodic and genuine elections which shall be by universal and equal suffrage and shall be held by
secret vote or by equivalent free voting procedures» [2, p. 5]. Resolutions 19/36 and 28/14 on «Human
rights, democracy and the rule of law» can be named among the recent examples of Human Rights
Council work.

The United Nations has conducted multiple activities on promoting human rights’ realization and
providing electoral support in numerous countries around the globe. In Ukraine, an UNDEF-funded
project works to increase the transparency and accountability of local self-governance by introducing
parliamentary procedures in the daily work of selected local Councils in all regions of the country,
including the East [2, p. 6]. Under the project, representatives of 24 local authorities, one for each
region of Ukraine, attend a School of Democratic Rules and Procedures [2, p. 6]. The local councils
are adopting relevant innovative parliamentary practices, in particular, broadcast their sessions on the
Internet.

The UNDEF also provides assistance in other regions of the world, such as Latin America and
Asia. For instance, in Bolivia UNDEEF finances a project in the La Paz and Oruro departments in
order to provide political and legal empowerment to indigenous communitieshttps://www. un. org/en/
sections/issues-depth/democracy/index. html. It is doing so by providing them with basic legal identity
documents, prerequisites for democratic participation which many of them have lacked in the past;
strengthening their knowledge and capacity to participate in democratic processes and exercise their
rights [2, p. 6].

United Nations Assistance Mission in Afghanistan (2018) emphasizes the vital role of local
observers in parliamentary elections. The lead role performed by domestic observers underscores that
this is an Afghan-owned elections process, with Afghans acting as the final arbiter of the result [10,

p. 1]. In this case the United Nations does not have observation capacity, but is mandated to support
Afghan political leadership in technical issues pertinent to the elections process.

Regarding OSCE activity the organization also provides comprehensive support in holding
elections. In particular, OSCE ODIHR is involved in providing overall elections assistance. The
Office also supports authorities in their efforts to improve electoral processes and to follow up on
recommendations by ODIHR election observation missions, by reviewing election-related legislation,
providing technical expertise and supporting the activities of citizen observer groups [11, p. 1].

Concerning the Ukrainian context, OSCE ODIHR sent a mission to observe presidential and early
parliamentary elections in Ukraine in 2019. The OSCE International Election Observation Mission
issued a statement of preliminary findings and conclusions (Presidential Election, Second Round, 21
April 2019). According to the statement, the 2019 presidential election in Ukraine was competitive and
held with respect for fundamental freedoms. Election day was assessed positively, and, despite a few
procedural problems, there was a marked improvement in the conduct of the vote count and tabulation
compared to the first round [12, p. 1]. Yet, it was also noted that the candidates had not address relevant
issues of public concern rather focusing on constructing a positive image for the electorate.

Early parliamentary elections followed the presidential ones due to the Verkhovna Rada dissolution
by the President V. Zelensky. According to statement of preliminary findings and conclusions of
International Election Observation Mission Ukraine (Early Parliamentary Elections, 21 July 2019),
in the early parliamentary elections fundamental rights and freedoms were overall respected and the
campaign was competitive, despite numerous malpractices, particularly in the majoritarian races [13,
p- 1]. Generally, the electoral administration was competent and effective, whereas the campaign was
marked by wide—spread vote—buying, misuse of incumbency, and the practice of exploiting all
possible legislative loopholes, skewing equality of opportunity for contestants [13, p. 1]. It was also
noted that the elections were conducted in the situation of an armed conflict in the East of Ukraine. The
elections took place in the context of hostilities in the east of the country and the illegal annexation of
the Crimean peninsula by the Russian Federation [13, p. 1]. Certain parts of the Luhansk and Donetsk
regions occupied by the LPR and DPR illegal groups, as well as the annexed Crimea were out of control
of the Ukrainian political leadership, therefore the elections were not held there. A number of other
OSCE ODIHR recommendations remain unaddressed, including on voter registration, composition of
election commissions and simplification of dispute resolution process [13, p. 1].

The Council of Europe is another leading European organization dealing with electoral support.
The Congress of Local and Regional Authorities has been taking part in the observer missions for
local elections in the 47 Council of Europe member countries and, sometimes beyond, since 1990, and
has conducted almost 100 election observation missions to date [14, p. 1]. Observing local elections
is one of the Congress’s action priorities and this activity complements the political monitoring of the
European Charter of Local Self-Government, which constitutes the cornerstone of local democracy in
Europe [14, p. 1]. The Council of Europe continues being one of the top world organization promoting
human rights and freedoms. However its reputation has been seriously marred recently due to re-
acceptance of the Russian Federation as the organization member despite numerous violations of
international law by the latter, annexation of the Crimea and lack of fulfillment of Minsk agreements.
The organization restored full voting rights to the Russian delegation to the Parliamentary Assembly
of the Council of Europe (PACE). The Ukrainian delegation expressed their dissent and refused to
participate in PACE activities.

The European Union is also actively involved in elections observation activities. Election
observation is a vital EU activity aiming to promote democracy, human rights and the rule of law
worldwide, in particular, it contributes to building public confidence in electoral processes and helps to
deter fraud and intimidation [15, p. 1]. The European Union promotes the values of peace, security and
human rights. Since 2000 the EU has deployed more than 120 missions (European Union’s Election
Observer Missions (EOMs) involving the participation of over 11 000 observers [15, p. 1]. Team
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experts are knowledgeable in areas such as legislation, human rights, media relations and elections
management. Election observation also promotes such a core EU foreign policy goal as peace-
building.

The European Union has developed an important tool for democracy and human rights
support— European Instrument for Democracy & Human Rights (EIDHR). EIDHR offers independence
of action, as it cooperates directly with human rights defenders and local civil society organizations
without the need for approval of national authorities [16, p. 1]. Among recent Election Observation
Missions in 2019 one can note, EOM Sri Lanka, Kosovo, Tunisia, Mozambique, Malawi, Senegal,
El Salvador, Nigeria. In 2018 one can name EU EOM Madagascar, Pakistan, Mali, Zimbabwe, El
Salvador, Lebanon, Paraguay, Sierra Leone, Tunisia [15, p. 1].

Electoral support is also provided by national and local expert groups. Comprehensive national
monitoring of elections is one of the criteria of maturity and professionalism of respective specialized
non-governmental organizations [17, p. 6]. The Ukrainian Members of Parliament were frequently
noted voting non-personally. A. Danyliak stated in 2018 that the lack of response from the Committee
on Regulations and the Organization of Work of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, the Chairman of the
Verkhovna Rada and the President of Ukraine as a guarantor of compliance with the Constitution may
appear to international donor organizations and society as the failure of the government to ensure the
rule of law [18, p. 54]. The current MPs (9th Parliament convocation) and the new President’s Office
are making efforts in order to combat non-personal voting.

One of the leading Ukrainian NGOs dealing with elections observation is Civil Network OPORA.
OPORA is engaged in overall electoral support and elections observation, in particular. Its specialists
have been actively engaged in the work of the Reanimation Package of Reforms (RPR), the largest
coalition of NGOs and experts in Ukraine that work together to implement the necessary reforms
in the country. In 2018 the RPR experts contributed to registration of 178 amendments to the draft
Election Code of Ukraine, developed a draft law No. 8270 on Amending Certain Legislative Acts on
Strengthening Liability for Election Legislation Violation and participated in the drafting of the Laws
of Ukraine No. 73662 «On the MPs Elections in Ukraine» [19, p. 29].

Among Ukrainian profile organizations the activity of OPORA Civil Network was also notable
during the presidential and early parliamentary elections in 2019. Regarding the Ukrainian presidential
elections 2019, the official results coincided with the results of OPORA (V. Zelensky—73,22%
votes, P. Poroshenko—24,45% votes, participation rate—61,37%). OPORA counted votes in a
parallel fashion based on 1299 reports out of 1305 specially trained and officially registered observers
[20, p. 1]. Regarding the Ukrainian early parliamentary elections 2019 (national multimandate
district), the official results once again coincided with the results of OPORA (Servant of the People
party—43,16% votes, Opposition platform—for life—13,05%, Batkivschyna—8,18%, European
Solidarity—8,10%, Holos—5,82% [21, p. 1]. Such results testify to the proper level of organization
and conduct of the elections. At the same time OPORA noted that leaders of civil society organizations
call on to start a dialogue on solving an urgent problem of protecting electoral rights of internally
displaced people and work migrants [22, p. 1].

This organization also actively participates in creating a vision for Ukrainian electoral system
improvement. OPORA experts participated in the development of Roadmap of Reforms (2019-2023)
document. It is an analytical paper containing recommendations for reforming Ukrainian political
and legal systems. Regarding electoral reform, the experts outline three main goals: 1) Stable and
transparent party and electoral systems that ensure the renewal of political elites, development of
inner-party democracy and prevent excessive factional fragmentation; 2) Inevitability of punishment
for violating the electoral law; 3) Effective and principled Central Election Commission [23, p. 25].
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Conclusions

It can be concluded that in the increasingly globalized world there are various democratization
trends. There are different visions and model of democracy, yet no single one can be considered optimal.
It can be concluded that international organizations play a significant role in elections observation as
an instrument of ensuring human rights. The dynamic rhythm of global development helps to promote
plurality of ideas, political ideologies and ethical values. In this increasingly interconnected world
democracy has the function of a mediator promoting understanding among countries, first of all,
through the United Nations. Democracy as a type of political regime, i. e. type of relationship between
the country leadership and the people cannot function effectively without active social groups and civil
society organizations. The political context has to promote freedom of speech, independent media,
rule of law, effective judiciary system and overall respect for human rights. Freedom of expression
and political choices are among fundamental human rights guaranteed by democratic national and
international laws. International organizations are among the most noteworthy entities on the world
arena safeguarding human rights and free expression of people’s political will.

International organizations are working actively in order to tackle current threats to human rights,
in particular, freedom of expression and freedom of political will. To this end, the international and
national organizations provide comprehensive electoral support. The United Nations, the European
Union, the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe and the Council of Europe are
actively engaged in providing electoral support and assisting in holding objective and just elections
worldwide, especially in transitioning countries. They play a key role in providing electoral support
in accordance with the international organizations’ mission, bolstering democracy and safeguarding
human rights. The role of international organizations in the globalized world as human rights protector
continues to be vital and indispensable.
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Abstract

Formulation of the problem: In the article management problems are examined Geographic
proximity has ensured strong linkages between the United States and Latin America and the Caribbean,
based on diverse U.S. interests, including economic, political, and securityr concerns. The United
States is a major trading partner and the largest source of foreign investment for many countries in the
region, with free-trade agreements enhancing economic linkages with 11 countries.

Purpose of the research: The region is a large source of U.S. immigration, both legal and illegal;
proximity and economic and security conditions are major factors driving migration. Curbing the flow
of illicit drugs has been a key component of U.S. relations with the region for more than three decades
and currently involves close security cooperation with Mexico, Central America, and the Caribbean.
U.S. support for democracy and human rights in the region has been long-standing, with particular
current focus on Cuba, Nicaragua, and Venezuela.

The article analyzes the priorities of Administration of President Trump ordered U.S. withdrawal
from the proposed Trans-Pacific Partnership trade agreement, which would have increased U.S.
economic linkages with Mexico, Chile, and Peru. President Trump criticized the North American Free
Trade Agreement (NAFTA) with Mexico and Canada as unfair, warned that the United States might
withdraw, and initiated renegotiations; ultimately, the three countries agreed to a United States-Mexico-
Canada Agreement in late September 2018. The proposed agreement, which requires congressional
approval, largely leaves NAFTA intact but includes some updates and changes, especially to the dairy
and auto industries. Administration actions on immigration have caused concern in the region, including
efforts to end the deportation relief program known as Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA)
and Temporary Protected Status (TPS) designations for Nicaragua, Haiti, El Salvador, and Honduras.
President Trump unveiled a new policy in 2017 toward Cuba partially rolling back U.S. efforts to
normalize relations and imposing new sanctions.

Introduction

The Latin American and Caribbean region has made significant progress compared to the last
three decades in terms of both political and economic development (33 countries, from the Caribbean
country of St. Kitts and Nevis, one of the smallest states in the world, to the South American giant,
Brazil). Most regimes are democracies, at least formally. The threat to elected governments of their
own military is scattered in most countries. Free and fair elections have become the norm in most
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countries in the region, although elections in several countries have been controversial in 2017. The
Bahamas, Ecuador and Chile have held successful presidential elections. However, the elections in
Honduras in November 2017 were marked by significant irregularities. The Secretary-General of
the Organization of American States (OAS) has called for new elections. Despite a series of mass
civil protests, incumbent President Juan Orlando Hernandez was certified as the winner in December
2017.

Research methods

The following research methods were used to address the issues set in the article: general scientific
methods—descriptive, system, structural-functional, comparative, institutional-comparative; general
logical methods— empirical, statistical, prognostic modeling and analysis; special methods of political
science.

Results and discussion

Despite significant improvements in political rights and civil liberties, many countries in the
region are still facing problems. In a number of countries, weaknesses remain in the capacity of the
state to provide public services, to ensure accountability and transparency, to enhance the rule of law
and to ensure the security of citizens.

In recent years, the quality of democracy has deteriorated in a number of countries in the region.
One of the factors contributing to this democratic erosion is the rise of organized crime. Organized
crime is particularly affected Mexico and several Central American countries due to increased use
of the region as a transit area with the growth of corruption, crime and violence. A factor that has a
negative impact on democracy in several countries is the abuse of power by the executive branch.
Elected leaders sought to consolidate power at the expense of minority rights, which led to the loss
of liberal-democratic practices. Venezuela stands out because the government of President Nicolas
Maduro forcibly suppresses the opposition and manipulates government agencies to retain power.
In recent years, media freedom has deteriorated in some countries as a consequence of increased
violence, connected with organized crime, and political attempts to curb critical or independent media.
In 2017, Cuba’s gross domestic product (GDP, current prices) was $ 96.9 billion, and GDP per capita
was $ 8,617 [1, p. 23].

Cuba has no direct elections for its head of government. Instead, the Cuban legislature elects
members of the 31-member state council, and the president of that body serves as the head of the
Cuban government and the head of state.

In Peru, President Martin Viscarra stepped down in March 2018 following the resignation of
Pedro Pablo Kuchinsky (2016), who was impeached on April 19, 2019 by the Supreme Court of Peru
for corruption.

Former President of Peru 69-year-old Alan Garcia (President 1985-1990, 2006-2011) dismissed
corruption charges in a suicide note. He called his death «a sign of contempt for the enemy», committed
suicide, and wrote in his suicide note that he was not guilty of corruption [2, p. 17].

The Freedom House praised Ecuador’s President L. Moreno for relinquishing his «often
repressive power» to his predecessor, Raphael Correa; to reduce pressure on the media; and suggest
renewal of time limits. At the beginning of February 2018, a referendum on time limits and other
reform measures was approved. Freedom House report also praised the reform measures to limit pre-
Colombian hydrocarbons yaznennya and the continued expansion of government control in areas
previously controlled by the left. insurgents under the Government’s Peace Agreement of 2016 with
the Revolutionary Armed Forces of Colombia (FARC) [3, p. 25].

On the downside, Freedom House drew attention to events in Venezuela, Bolivia, Honduras,
Nicaragua and Mexico in 2017. the country’s constitutional court, which overturned the 2016
presidential term that was supported by the 2016 referendum; terms would limit current President
E. Morales to seek a fourth term. Freedom House has criticized Honduras for the flawed presidential
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election in November 2017, which delayed the early vote count and canceled an early vote count
and won the incumbent president. The situation in Nicaragua has worsened in 2018. Since April,
opposition to Ortega’s board has grown; the government and its supporters have severely suppressed
this opposition, the activities of journalists and civil society activists who have threatened to expose
corruption in society. The index classifies countries as full democracies, flawed democracies, hybrid
regimes and authoritarian regimes based on the ratings of 60 indicators covering the electoral process
and pluralism, civil liberties, functioning of government, political participation and political culture
[4, p. 23].

In its democracy index EIU considers 24 countries in Latin America Caribbean Ba The EIU
classified Cuba and Venezuela as authoritarian regimes in 2017. In its first index, Venezuela was
reduced to authoritarian because of its «prolonged fall to dictatorship» and the cruel suppression of
the dictatorship [5, p. 28].

In its Democracy Index 2018, the EIU added Nicaragua to the list of authoritarian countries,
citing a «pro-aggressive crackdown» adopted by pro-government forces that led to numerous human
rights abuses and the deaths of over 300 people [6, p. 86].

EIU Index 2018 ranked Five countries in the region—Bolivia, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti
and Honduras—as hybrid regimes or countries characterized by weak rule of law, weak civil society,
and often widespread corruption. The 2018 index also classified two countries in the region, Costa
Rica and Uruguay, as full democracies and 14 countries as imperfect democracies, or countries that
have free and fair elections and respect basic civil liberties but show weaknesses in other aspects
of democracy. The report notes that governments in the region continue to face corruption and the
effects of transnational organized crime and that «persistent governance and democratic deficiencies
have given way to a decline in confidence in government, formal political institutions, and democracy
itself. She also noted the return of populism to Mexico and Brazil, as frustrated voters in both countries
turned to populist candidates.

Some countries in the region have experienced deeper recessions than others in 2009 integrated
with the US economy (Mexico); other countries with more diversified trading and investment partners
experienced smaller declines.

In January 2019, the IMF estimated that economic growth in Latin America and the Caribbean
declined somewhat to 1.1% in 2018 and is projected to increase to 2% in 2019 and 2.5% in 2020.
In 2018, the IMF forecast 1.9% of regional growth for the year. However, the continuing economic
downturn in Venezuela and the ongoing economic challenges in a number of countries have slowed
growth [7, p. 17].

Latin America has made significant progress in combating poverty and inequality from 2002 to
2014. Extreme poverty (currently defined by the World Bank as living at less than $ 1.90 per day) also
declined over this period, from 11.2% in 2002, representing 57 million people, to 7.8% in 2014. year
or 46 million people This decrease has led to an increase in per capita income and targeted government
spending known as contingent money transfer programs for vulnerable sectors [8, p. 29].

Since 2015, Latin America’s poverty rate has increased to 30.2% of the region’s population in
2017, or 184 million. Similarly, extreme poverty in Latin America increased to 10.2% in 2017, at 62
million. Poverty reduction can be largely attributed to the economic setbacks in Brazil and Venezuela,
both of which have seen significant declines in per capita income, according to the US Economic
Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean. In contrast, poverty reduction continues from 2015
in several countries in the region, including Five countries, which in 2016 and 2017 respectively fall
in poverty percentage was: Argentina, Colombia, Costa Rica, El Salvador and Paraguay.

In connection connection with the absence of Congressional action on comprehensive immigration
reform, President Obama addressed the execution in 2012 with a program known as Deferred
Detachment for Children (DACA) that provided deportation relief for some immigrants who came as
children. The Obama administration also granted Temporary Protected Status (TPS) to Haitians in the
United States in 2010 after the earthquake.

Gallup’s opinion poll on world views on US leadership showed that in the Western Hemisphere,
58% did not approve of US leadership and 24% approved. This result was a significant change from
2016, when a Gallup poll found that 27% disapproved of US leadership and 49% disapproved. The 2018
Pew Research Center World Survey included Argentina, Brazil and Mexico—in all three countries
confidence in the US president was one of the lowest in the world. In terms of favorable US views,
32% in Argentina and Mexico had favorable views and 55% in Brazil had favorable views [9, p. 11].

The Trump administration has taken steps that have changed the dynamics and prospects of US
relations with Latin America and the Caribbean. The Department of State set the framework for US
policy on the region in February 2018, reflecting the continuity of long-term US objectives in the
region. The framework, however, seems to contradict some of the administration’s actions, sometimes
accompanied by rigid rhetoric, on immigration, trade and foreign assistance. Despite the cancellation
by President Trump of his scheduled participation in the Summit of America in Peru in April 2018,
was lost opportunity to collaborate with hemisphere leaders (Vice President Mike Pence represented
the US at the summit).

Regarding trade issues, the president dismissed Trump long-term policy of previous administrations
to enhance economic-called bonds with Latin America through reciprocal free trade agreement. He
called past free trade agreements harmful to US workers, industries and promised to revise new «fair
and reciprocal» agreements. President Trump orders the US to withdraw from the proposed Trans-
Pacific Partnership Trade Agreement (CCI) in January 2017; the deal would increase economic-called
bandages US from Mexico, Chile and Peru. Similarly, the President sharply criticized NAFTA and
repeatedly warned that the United States could withdraw from the agreement with Mexico and Canada.
By the end of September 2018, all three countries had agreed on a proposed new US-Mexico-Canada
agreement (USMCA) that would leave NAFTA largely untouched, but included some changes, such as
provisions for the dairy and automotive industries. The introduction of administrative duties on steel
and aluminum imports in 2018 has added new challenges to US trade relations with several countries
in the region.

In addition to trade, bilateral relations with Mexico have been tested due to incendiary anti-
immigration rhetoric, repeated calls by President Trump for Mexico to pay for the border wall, and
the September 2017 administration’s decision to end the DACA (potentially affecting several hundred
thousand Mexicans. hemisphere). Despite the tensions, common US-Mexican relations remain
common, including drug- related security co-operation and efforts to strengthen economic ties, in
particular energy co-operation.

Other actions by the Trump Administration on immigration have raised concerns in the region.
The administration announced the termination of TPS to 5.3 thousand Nicaraguans in January 2019;
up to 58,000 Haitians in July 2019; up to 263,000 Salvadoreans in September 2019; and up to 86,000
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Hondurans in January 2020. Countries have expressed concern about whether they have the capacity
to accommodate so many people about the impact of potential deportations on their economies. The
administration’s actions have led to lawsuits; r in October 2018 a federal court issued a preliminary
injunction preventing the suspension of the TPN for Nicaragua, Haiti and El Salvador pending
completion of the trial.

Other immigration-related actions, such as the implementation of a zero-tolerance policy on
illegal border crossings and the Prosecutor General’s decision in June 2018 that migrants demands
for gang violence or domestic violence will generally prevent them from receiving asylum, may limit
many asylum seekers in Central America.

As for Cuba, in June 2017, President Trump promulgated a new policy that partially undermined
some of the Obama administration’s efforts to normalize relations. The most significant changes included
restrictions on financial transactions with companies controlled by the Cuban military, the abolition of
individual travel between people. In the next action on bilateral relations in September 2017. The State
Department has downgraded embassies in both capitals in response to incomprehensible injuries to US
personnel at the US Embassy in Havana.

With regard to the Caribbean region, the State Department has published a multi-year strategy for
US policy on the region, as required by the US and Caribbean Strategic Engagement Act 2016. The
strategy has created a framework for deepening relations in six priority areas—security, diplomacy,
development, energy, education and health. In the aftermath of Hurricanes Irma and Mary, the United
States has allocated $ 23 million to help humanitarian aid to several Caribbean countries and foreign
territories.

In Nicaragua, when political unrest against President authoritarian rule. Ortega began to grow in
2018, with the Trump administration strongly opposed the use of violence by the Ortega government
and supported the OAS resolution condemning the violence. The administration also applied targeted
sanctions (visa restrictions and asset freezes) against several individuals responsible for human rights
abuses or significant corruption.

In Guatemala, the administration strongly supported the role of the International Commission
on Impunity in Guatemala (CICIG) in 2017, when it was endorsed by the government of President
Jimmy Morales. However, in 2018, observers argued that the Administration had not been critical
enough as the Morales government continued efforts to weaken the International Commission on
Impunity in Guatemala (CICIG). Although a State Department spokesman testified to Congress in July
2018 about the important role of the International Commission on Impunity in Guatemala (CICIG) in
strengthening the rule of law, combating impunity and combating corruption in Guatemala, the State
Department of the Record Pompeo in September 2018 on US support for CICIG. The statement said
that Pompeo and Morales discussed the importance of the Government of Guatemala in cooperation
with CICIG, and that the Secretary expressed continued support for the US «reformed CICIG» and
pledged to work with Guatemala in the implementation of such reforms in the coming year. Morales
announced in early January 2019 that is about to get rid of CICIG. The US Embassy in Guatemala
issued a statement expressing concern about future anti-corruption activities in the country, but did not
specifically mention the president’s actions against CICIG [9, p. 24].

The Trump administration has also warned of China and Russia’s activities in the region. The
National Security Strategy of the Administration in 2017 states that China «aims to bring the region
into its orbit through public investment and loans» and that Russia continues «his failed policies of the
Cold War, supporting their radical s Cuban s ally s that» China and Russia supports the dictatorship in
Venezuela «and» seeks to expand military ties and arms sales in the region.

The United States supports the fight against drug trafficking and crime, and includes a number
of partnerships with other countries in the region: the Merida Initiative, which has led to improved
bilateral security cooperation with Mexico; the Central American Regional Security Initiative
(CARSI); and the Caribbean Basin Safety Initiative (CBSI). Under the Obama administration, these
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initiatives have combined U.S. counteraction and legal assistance with economic development and
violence prevention programs aimed at improving citizens security in the region.

Conclusions

Much of the economic, political and security issues discussed in this report are likely to support
congressional interest in Latin America and the Caribbean at the 116th Congress. Congress is still
ahead of the completion of its fiscal year 2011 foreign aid appropriations, which offers significant
reductions in regional assistance, and will begin reviewing the Trump Administration’s foreign aid
request in early 2019.

The United States will pay close attention to the crisis in Venezuela and will consider steps to
influence the Venezuelan government’s behavior in returning to democratic rule and to alleviate the
humanitarian crisis. The proposed US-Mexico-Canada Agreement (USMCA) will face congressional
expertise and is likely to be considered at the 116th Congress; Congress must approve the agreement
before it can take effect. In Central America, the potential oversight is the effectiveness of US aid to
countries of the Northern Triangle, floor related to efforts to combat insecurity, corruption and human
rights violations; Of particular concern are efforts to undermine anti-corruption efforts in Guatemala
and Honduras, especially the actions of the Guatemalan President against US-backed CICIG. Congress
may also potentially consider immigration legislation related to the suspension of TPS for Nicaragua,
Haiti, El Salvador and Honduras, as well as the repeal of DACA.
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Abstract

Analyzed heuristic possibilities, limits of competence and subject field of biopolitics study are
an important fragment of a new complex scientific direction of biophilosophy. The position about its
socio-natural character is argued: the integration of biology with the sciences of man and society. The
reasons for the actualization of the problems of biopolitics and biopower under the current conditions

are actively involved in the field of biopolitics. The skepticism about expectations for globalization,
that is already perceived as «provincial vision, proposed by a few individuals, representing a very
small number of interests», that «has been imposed on everyone and spread everyone». (B. Latour). It
is emphasized that ecology has made efforts to attract attention to the global problems of humanity and
created an «environmental dimension» in everything, including politicum, and yet it has not lived up
to the expectations: Greens Parties remain dependent everywhere on the minorities seeking support.
It is at the level of biopolitics, one has to be understood that the inaccuracy of the classic contrast the
environment with the organism, nature with man and human nature with culture.

It is concluded that biopolitics has to play a pivot role in the decision of the global «survival
strategy» and the preservation of life on the planet. It must find support and resilience in a situation of
unprecedented destruction of all living things.

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I am pleased to hold in my hands the elegant edition of the new book by philosophers and political
scientists who are known not only in their countries— Belarus and Ukraine. It was created with the
efforts of academic publishing in the anniversary series dedicated to the 90th anniversary of the
National Academy of Sciences of Belarus, a corresponding member of which is one of the authors.
Each creator of this book is known for his fundamental work in the fields of philosophy of science,
social ecology, study of global issues and geopolitics and known for his own scientific school. Both
Pavel Vodop’yanov and Valentyn Krysachenko, by the way, are full members of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine. Earlier, the previous work of these two authors, « Velikiy den gneva: Ekologiya
i eskhatologiya [The Great Day of Wrath: Ecology and Eschatology]» (1983) (Minsk: Universitet. p.
282.), was awarded by a joint prize of three presidents: the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine,
the National Academy of Sciences of Belarus and the Academy of Sciences of Moldova. Therefore,
from the new monograph the reader expects no less interesting content, a clear logic presentation,
significant generalizations. And these expectations are fully justified.

The book consists of introductory considerations, five chapters and summaries. In its content,
it is completely ontological. The fundamental generalizations of human thought are considered by
the authors through the prism of whether our reality exists, who is responsible for its destiny, what
person's place and value are in the course of the development of the universe, and what are the further
perspectives of the earthly existence of man. And all this is analyzed and traced with the involvement
of concepts and empirical material from a wide variety of fields of knowledge, beginning from the
Holy Scripture to the latest futuristic reflections. The ontology of the crisis state causes concern as
for the validity of moral and ethical regulators of interpersonal relations, internal degradation and
disharmonization of the modern civilization. Eternal human values- goodness, justice, honesty, mutual
assistance, etc.—are increasingly conceding to violence, malice, hatred and other bifurcation agents.
So, does humanity have a real chance of the settled future. Isn’t this just an illusory dream?

Monograph by P.O. Vodop’yanov and V.S. Krysachenko is a notable phenomenon in the scientific
world, it is a fundamental study that delineates the in-depth foundations of human existence and, at the
same time, it is imbued with anxiety and feelings for our common future. One attracts the style and
manner of the material presentation, the encyclopedic awareness and, at the same time, the constructive
ability to justify its position. It will interest not only humanities and naturalists, but also politicians and
public figures and just people who concern or worry about the world’s current human collisions.

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Author Guidelines

Types of Submission

The Journal publishes the following types of submission: 1) full-length original
articles, which has not been published previously; 2) reviews of books not more than
two years old.

Requirements for Article

The papers may be submitted in English or Ukrainian languages.

The full-length article, including annotation, appendices and references, should
be not less than 25,000 characters, and should not exceed 50,000 characters. Book
reviews should be about 5,000— 10,000 characters.

Title page of the article should include the following information: — Universal
Decimal Classification (UDC);—Full name of the author; author’s affiliation
(Institution, position, academic degree, e-mail);—Title of the article;— Abstract
(about 2,000 characters; the Abstract should state briefly the purpose of the research,
the principal results, and major conclusions);

—5-6 Keywords.

Structure of Articles

The article should be divided into clearly defined and numbered sections:

Introduction (about 3,000 characters; the objectives of the work and literature
survey).

Research methods (explain which methods and what for were used).

Results and discussion (write about the main results of the research).

Conclusions (about 2,000 characters).

Tables and Appendices (should have titles and numbers; notes should be stirred
just below the tables).

References.

References must be submitted in order of their citation in the text.

Citations in the text

Every reference cited in the text should be present in the Reference list and vice
versa.

Citations in the text should be followed by the reference number of the source
(as it is numbered in the Reference list) and after the comma a page numbers should
be written. If the author refers to several different sources at once, then their numbers
should be separated with the semicolon.

Example:
[1, p. 44; 2, p. 35].
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Reference list

References must be listed at the end of the manuscript and numbered in order of
their citation in the text. Full details of the source are required.

References should be in Roman script and in Harvard-style. Hereinafter you can
find the examples of how to use the Harvard reference system.

Peer review policy

All the papers are reviewed by the independent experts, appointed by the Editorial
Board from a number of the well-known experts in the relevant scientific field. The
final decision to publish or to decline the paper is made by the Editor-in-Chief, who is
guided in his actions by the conclusions of the experts. When submitting the article,
the author can request to exclude two scientists or two universities/institutes from the
list of possible experts.

Peer review procedure may take up to 4 weeks, depending on the workload of
experts and on the complexity of the subject. The Editorial Board informs the author
of the reviewers’ comments and of the decision to accept or to decline the paper.

If the decision is positive, the author makes the appropriate corrections and sends
to the editorial board the final version of the paper. This amended version is signed
by the author and by the experts to print, and no further changes are allowed. While
approving the content of the issue, the Editorial Board takes into account the date of
receipt of the final version of the paper.

Scientists, who want to take part in the peer review procedure of the Journal,
should have a degree in the relevant scientific fields, the appropriate experience and
high reputation in the academic world. Please send your resume to the Editorial
Board.
