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LINKING FACEBOOK TO WORDPRESS FOR EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES -
A PROPOSED ARCHITECTURE SUSTAINING SOCIAL LEARNING

Ensuring social educational processes does not only represent a trend in terms of the evolution of e-Learning systems, but
also one of the main points of interest targeted by the developers of certain social platforms. In fact, raising awareness with re-
spect to the importance of using Social Media tools in education leads to a two-way approach: both by integrating social tools
into e-Learning systems and by integrating learning facilities into Social Media platforms.

Over time, the social network Facebook has benefited from intense use at global level, including in e-Learning processes. In
order to meet the current needs in terms of teaching and learning, Facebook has provided users with built-in opportunities to
facilitate social learning processes. However, expanding the Social Learning features integrated in Facebook can be a challenge
at present, because of the policies imposed for the social network.

The present article outlines a proposed architecture for extending the Social Learning functionalities offered within Facebook
Groups by ensuring the correlation with WordPress open-source CMS. Aspects related to how the correlation between the two
platforms can be ensured, the necessary tools and the steps involved will be discussed. Also, the main implications and ad-

vantages offered by such an architecture and the identified limitations will be highlighted.
Keywords: Educational Technology, Social Learning, Social Media, Facebook, WordPress, Open-Source CMS.

Introduction. In the current context of the modern
world, the concepts of evolution, development and change
are often associated with digitalization. We are witnessing
a continuous revolution in the ICT field, with multiple
influences on all other activities in everyday life. The
human factor transition to the digital environment is
sustained by the many recognized benefits of technology.

Not only the ordinary human activities undergone
changes with the rise of digitalization, but also the basic
behavioural characteristics of individuals shifted. The
human being, often characterized as a social being,
experiences needs such as communicating,
collaborating or being surrounded by others. Nowadays,
as a result of digitalization, socializing processes
acquire other meanings, being increasingly fulfilled
through modern online means.

With an estimated number of about 3.6 billion users
globally in 2020 [1], social networks are no longer just a
trend, but a lifestyle. An integrated part of our lives, Social
Media becomes the main mean by which we facilitate the
transfer of information, communicate and keep in touch
with others.

The new paradigm of socializing determines the need
to adapt all areas and activities based on communities with
common interests. Providing a familiar work environment to
society leads to meeting the current needs of the
community members and, consequently, increases the
productivity and efficiency of the processes carried out.

As education represents one of the basic pillars of a
society, we consider it critical to focus on this topic. The
teaching and learning processes constitute, in the vast
majority of situations, the dissemination of information,
their understanding, assimilation and development within
specific communities.

Based on the aforementioned considerations
regarding communities, we can refer to educational
processes as part of those activities within which Social
Media tools make their presence felt. In fact, the online
presence on social networks has become a major point of
interest in terms of educational activities, the concept of
Social Learning itself gaining new connotations.

Connectivism, representing the most recent learning
paradigm, refers to the ability of individuals to process
information by establishing connections. Currently, this
theory of learning is associated with the opportunities
offered through Internet-based technologies. Thus, Social
Learning focuses on the development of educational
processes using online Social Media tools, allowing users
to learn in a collaborative environment. [2; 3]

Approaching social educational processes represents
one of the points of interest targeted by the developers of
certain social platforms. In fact, raising awareness of the
importance of using Social Media tools in education leads
to a two-way approach: both by integrating social tools into
e-Learning systems and by integrating learning facilities
into Social Media tools.

Representing the most popular Social Media platform at
the global level, with over 2.6 billion monthly active users
[4], Facebook has benefited over time from an intense use
in educational processes. Understanding the need to
integrate  Social Media into e-Learning processes,
Facebook has diversified its services by integrating
opportunities to support Social Learning.

On the other hand, the evolution of open-source
technologies has increasingly allowed the development of
online educational tools, the most used platform of this type
being WordPress. Thus, since Facebook's built-in Social
Learning services are in a relatively early stage of
development, a solution regarding the extension of these
facilities could be the integration with WordPress.

Given the aspects mentioned above, the present paper
aims to identify the main possibilities to ensure the
association between Facebook and WordPress in order to
support Social Learning. In this regard, the proposed
architecture will be discussed so as to highlight the
potential benefits and limitations identified.

Facebook Social Learning Facilities

In the last decade, using Facebook in educational
processes became an intensely debated topic in the
academic world. Regarding the main directions of
application, existing research on this topic often highlights
aspects related to the use of Facebook in education as a

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collaborative medium, means of communication, virtual
learning platform for mentoring, debates, advice and
language learning [5].

With respect to the Facebook tools used in teaching
and learning processes, they can range from the strict use
of personal profiles for facilitating the information
exchange, to the existence of communities such as
Facebook Pages or Facebook Groups. However, the
complementary use of Social Media tools in traditional
educational processes often involves limiting them to real-
life educational communities in the form of classes or
courses. Therefore, although the facilities offered by the
discussed social network are diverse and with varying
degrees of complexity, the groups, in particular, represent
a powerful tool for use in education.

Aspects regarding the use of Facebook Groups in
education are also addressed by many of the existing
research in the literature, reporting to a large extent positive
effects on learning outcomes, communication, collaboration
and connection between participants [6; 7; 8; 9; 10].

Understanding the increased potential of group type
instruments for use in education, Facebook developers
have approached a new perspective on them, integrating
options specific to digital learning management systems. In
this sense, the Social Learning facilities offered to users
represent, in fact, a new typology of the basic Facebook
Groups. Social Learning functions were introduced in April
2019, maintaining the basic facilities of a Facebook Group,
but insterting additional options to support the teaching and
learning processes.

In general, the main features of digital learning
management systems refer to: ensuring asynchronous and
synchronous communication, development and delivery of
educational content, formative and summative assessment
and classroom and users management [11]. Facebook has
taken over and largely integrated this structure, which is
materialized by offering specific additional facilities
compared to a regular group [12]:

e Posts can be organized on modules, and their order
can be customized;

e The members of the group have the opportunity to
go through the available modules and to notify the
administrator upon their completion;

¢ Administrators can view group statistics and details
on completing a module or post.

Testing these means of learning, i.e. the Facebook
Social Learning Groups through direct use determined the
identification of other related features, of great importance
in the current context. Among them we can mention: the
possibility of creating and distributing educational posts
based on text; the possibility to distribute educational
media content (images, video, live video, audio, etc.);
interaction in the form of discussions based on live
comments or videoconferences; integrated evaluation
means such as grid tests; the existence of collaborative
documents; the ability to label educational posts; the
possibility of holding online events; the possibility of
creating questionnaires; capability of accessing the
educational tool from mobile devices.

Therefore, we observe the direct orientation of
Facebook Social Learning Groups towards the structure of
an ordinary e-Learning system of the LMS type. Although
this approach is in a relatively recent phase of
development, we consider it optimal to choose it as a
starting point for the proposed architecture.

Linking Facebook to WordPress

The use of basic facilities may have certain limitations
compared to the needs of the user. The needs of users are
constantly changing, as are the possibilities related to
technology. Since the use of Facebook Social Learning
Groups actually involves the use of tools made available to
users by Facebook developers, the natural question arises:
How can these facilities be extended?

Thus, a different approach is needed, involving the
use of external technologies in order to expand existing
possibilities. In this regard, open-source software tools
represent one of the easiest alternatives enhancing
efficiency in terms of developing online learning
systems, as well as integrating with other tools,
including existing social platforms.

WordPress CMS

In order to establish an architecture that allows
integration with the desired social network, namely
Facebook, the open-source WordPress platform was
chosen. Launched in 2003, the WordPress platform has
constantly evolved, at present being the most popular
and used content management system (CMS) in the
world, feeding approximately 38% of all existing sites [13].
The popularity of the platform is largely due to its
accessibility, performance, security, ease of use and
development, which are also the main reasons for
selecting WordPress for this research.

The technologies that underlie WordPress are PHP and
MySQL, the platform being also licensed under the GPLv2,
which means that it can be used and modified by the users.
For the WordPress system to work and be functional, it
must be installed on a Web server. The chosen Web server
can be part of an Internet hosting service or a computer
running the WordPress.org software package, in order to
serve as the network host itself.

The basic features of the WordPress platform include a
module architecture, called plugins and a system of
templates, well-known as themes. The offer is extremely
wide, there are a multitude of such tools developed over
time in order to serve the needs of users.

Although the WordPress platform was originally
created as a blogging system, its subsequent
development has also allowed other types of Web
content, including Learning Management Systems (LMS),
online stores, discussion forms, etc. The transition from
CMS to LMS involved the emergence of numerous tools
such as modules and themes to support educational
processes, their organization and monitoring.

In addition to the LMS instruments available in the
WordPress library, the open-source nature of the platform
allows the development and implementation of additional
instruments in accordance with the user needs.
Subsequently, by associating with the necessary plugins
and themes, previously created or simply used from the
library, the user has the opportunity to achieve a unitary
learning system. Thus, unlike Facebook Social Learning
Groups, WordPress allows the integration of built-in
facilities in the learning system, which means finding all
the facilities in a whole.

The Proposed Architecture

In order to provide a better understanding of how the
two distinct technologies can function together, we aim to
create a functional model that constitutes the system
architecture. Therefore, the efforts will be focused on the
visual representation of the components that make up an
online learning environment by correlating Facebook with
WordPress and also on explaining the functional model.
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Combining the facilities offered through Facebook
Social Learning Groups with those offered by
WordPress can ensure the creation of a complex Social
Learning system based on the Web. However, starting
such an integration process involves the existence of
two key components: WordPress Plugins and Facebook
Application.

In fact, the proposed architecture is dependent on
WordPress plugins, these facilitating the integration with
the Facebook social platform. As a result of the changes to
the Facebook APIs, starting with August 1, 2018, the
access to personal Facebook profiles was severely

association between Facebook and WordPress is possible,
to some extent, through certain modules.

Currently, establishing the connection between a
WordPress plugin, regardless of the facilities offered by it,
and a Facebook Group, can only be done through a
Facebook Application. Hence, after installing and activating
a plugin within the WordPress site, its configuration
involves connecting to a Facebook Application by entering
the application identifier and an access token.

In order to support the reasoning related to the
structures and behaviors of the target system, Figure 1
provides an overview of how these tools come together,

Another extremely important aspect refers to the
Facebook Apps related to the plugins. For WordPress
plugins designed with the aim to ensure the integration
between WordPress and Facebook Social Learning
Groups, there are specific Facebook Applications. The
usage of the plugin by Facebook Social Learning Group
members is allowed by installing a specific application
within the group.

Architecture Validation

As previously mentioned, the targeted architecture is
dependent on WordPress plugins. Thus, the validation of
the proposed architecture aimed to identify and test the

possibilities of bilateral integration of the two technologies:
WordPress integration within Facebook and Facebook
integration within WordPress.

In order to achieve the actual association between
Facebook and WordPress, two basic components owned
by the authors were used, namely: a platform developed
through WordPress and a Social Learning Facebook
Group. Identifying the most efficient solutions to ensure the
integration involved both market research and testing of
several existing instruments.

The functional features of the plugins used for
integration between the platforms under analysis are

often similar. Regarding this research, the reasoning
behind the choice of specific plugins refers to their
complexity, proper functioning and compatibility with the
other tools used. Without directly referring to the
instruments used, we will continue to focus on the main
findings of the testing process.

A. WordPress — Facebook Integration

When we refer to the integration of an external
educational platform within a social network, we assume
that the network itself is the main system that supports the
teaching and learning processes. Thus, the established
objectives regarding the integration of WordPress in
Facebook refer to:

e A1: identifying the main solutions ensuring the
transmission of data and information within the
learning system developed through WordPress to
Facebook Social Learning Groups;

e A2: identifying the possibilities of incorporating the
facilities of the learning system developed through
WordPress within the Facebook Social Learning
Groups.

After testing several plugins that allow WordPress
integration into Facebook Social Learning Groups, it was
established that this process involves, in fact, the automatic
publication of posts available on the WordPress site in
groups. This approach aims to transmit all educational
posts to the Facebook Social Learning Group, so that
students have the opportunity to participate in teaching and
learning processes exclusively through the social network.

Currently, existing solutions provide facilities that ensure
the optimal transmission of information from WordPress to
Facebook Social Learning Groups, but there is no possibility
to incorporate them into the social network, as built-in
components. Although technological progress allows the
development of tools to ensure this approach, Facebook
policies does not allow the direct integration of external tools.

B. Facebook — WordPress Integration

As we consider two distinct platforms, between which
there is no predefined correlation, it was necessary to
address the opposite approach to the previous one.
Although access to third-party tools to Facebook profiles is
restricted, there are a few ways in which the Facebook-
WordPress association can be achieved. In this regard, two
objectives were set:

e B1: identifying the means by which data and
information from Facebook Social Learning Groups
can be transmitted to WordPress;

e B2: identifying the possibilities of incorporating the
facilities offered through Facebook Social Learning
Group within the learning system developed
through WordPress.

The main facilities offered through the plugins aimed at
integrating Facebook into WordPress refer to the
registration/login permissions of users within the external
platform, through a personal Facebook account and the
incorporation of certain Facebook elements within WordPress.
Regarding the incorporation of Facebook elements in
WordPress, the testing process results showed that the
possibilities are limited to the incorporation of certain posts.

However, incorporating Facebook elements into
WordPress, whether in the form of a manual process or a
process done through plugins, represents only a visual
association. Integrating Facebook facilities in WordPress,
similar to the integration of WordPress in Facebook, take
place at the level of the individual platform.

Advantages and Limitations

Considering the aspects discussed above, we notice
the extremely straightforward way in which the
technologies components are combined and work, in
order to implement the learning system as a whole. The
ease in terms of development and implementation is
determined by the existence on the market of
components aimed to constitute a social learning system,
which is the main advantage of the proposed architecture.
In  general, simply configuring and customizing
components as needed is sufficient.

Another advantage of the proposed archiecture refers
to the bidirectional approach of educational processes that
can be implemented by correlating WordPress with
Facebook Social Learning Groups. Thus, the existence of
two main hypotheses regarding the use of such a system
cand be considered:

e use of the educational system as a whole focused

on Facebook Social Learning Groups with access to

external tools according to the needs experienced;

¢ the predominant use of the external learning system

developed through WordPress, the Facebook Social

Learning Groups strictly serving as a means of

disseminating information within the platform.

Regarding the extension of learning opportunities
present in the Facebook Social Learning Groups,
WordPress plugins have the capacity to cover a large
part of the current development needs in accordance
with the evolution of the ICT field. At the same time, in
case of lack of desired options, WordPress facilitates
their development.

The difficulty may arise due to the absence of a
direct association between Facebook and WordPress.
Basically, the use of modules offered by WordPress
partners does not guarantee their permanent optimal
operation, given the frequent changes encountered in
Facebook policies. In order to reduce these risks, it is
recommended to use modules provided by trusted
developers to ensure continuous updating and support or
to develop such plugins.

In fact, regarding to the discussed architecture, the
major constraints are not directly related to the facilities
made available to users or to the possibility of developing
additional tools, but to the integration between the social
network and the open-source platform. Even if by 2018 the
possibilities for integration between the two platforms were
constantly growing, as a result of the well-known Facebook
— Cambridge Analytica scandal, the imposed restrictions
increased dramatically.

Consequently, there is a possibility that the
development of educational processes may be difficult.
The expected adversity regarding the teaching and
learning processes is determined by the need to carry
out activities related to a certain educational activities
on two distinct "fronts". The dissemination of the
facilities offered entails a dilution of the educational
process as a whole, as the unitary character, generally
due in particular to the symmetry of the structure of an
e-Learning system, cannot be ensured.

On the other hand, a learning management system
developed through WordPress and used individually, without
ensuring integration with the targeted social network, loses
its potential. Although such an education system may be
associated with plugins and tools that give it a high degree of
complexity and efficiency, they would not differentiate it from
other software products on the market at present.

Moreover, a particular aspect of the proposed
architecture refers to the private nature of Facebook Social
Learning Groups for which solutions have been sought for
integration with WordPress. Such a setting is extremely
important when it comes to conducting educational
processes in order to ensure the confidentiality of members
and posts within the group. Accordingly, it is obvious that
access to this type of group will be restricted to any third
party, without strictly referring to social network users, but
recalling external software tools.

Conclusions. The present research attempts to
propose an architecture whose implementation aims to
ensure the association between Facebook and
WordPress for educational purposes, supporting Social
Learning. The obtained results highlight the ease of
combining the components and subcomponents that
underlie the architecture and constitute the Social
Learning system as a whole.

However, the lack of formal agreements between the
two platforms under analysis represents a major obstacle
to the development of tools aimed to ensure the
association between them. Although technological
progress can ensure the implementation of plugins that
offer possibilities in this regard, they would violate existing
policies at the level of Facebook and WordPress.

At the moment, Facebook offers association
possibilities with WordPress based on strict approvals, but
they are currently quite limited, targeting only basic
elements such as posting. On the other hand, retrieving
data from Facebook, applications cannot access members'
personal information, posts or comments.

Nevertheless, we can state that the proposed
architecture could lay the foundations for the development
of extremely powerful e-Learning systems through Social
Media by associating with the WordPress platform. We
argue our assumption referring to the possibility of
developing additional tools through WordPress, which
supports a continuous process of improvement and
expansion of learning facilities in accordance with the ever-
changing needs of users.

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BUDGET DECENTRALIZATION AND ITS INFLUENCE ON THE SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
OF UKRAINIAN REGIONS

The article generates the main results of the first stage of decentralization reform in Ukraine during the period from 2014 to 2018. The aim of the
article is to analyze the process of decentralization in Ukraine, highlight the revenues and expenditures of local budgets and justify the need to
create a development strategy for Amalgamated Territorial Communities (ATC). Considering the given indicators it is proved that the goal of
ensuring financial autonomy and transparency of local authorities can be considered to be achieved. The interrelation of expansion of powers for
local authorities and obtaining budgetary independence and increase of motivation to increase profitability is analysed. The development strategy
for the Amalgamated Territorial Communities (ATC) is assessed. Proposals for increasing the capacity of the second stage of the reform are
provided. The findings are useful for practitioners and researchers to gain knowledge on the practical issues and challenges of decentralization
reform in Ukraine.

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CURRENT TRENDS IN ENTREPRENEURSHIP MOTIVATION: INTERDISCIPLINARY APPROACH

The essence of motivation of entrepreneurs is revealed through the types of personal intelligence and the proposed entrepreneurial motivation
system. The motives of the entrepreneur and the consumer are investigated. The system of motivation of the businessman is offered. The
importance of the creative function of entrepreneurship in the conditions of the fourth industrial revolution is substantiated. Customer-oriented as
an important component in the motivation of modern entrepreneurship is considered, the customer-oriented approach and customer-oriented
culture of the entrepreneur are analyzed. The need for digitalization in entrepreneurship is noted. An interdisciplinary approach has been applied in
the study of modern trends in the motivation of entrepreneurs.

The authors propose to expand the narrowly specialized research methodology and introduce an integrated approach that allows to involve the
methodology of individual areas of knowledge in the process of interdisciplinary research. It is revealed that the modern approach to studying the
motivation of the entrepreneur does not allow the use of the prognostic function of science, as it is based on the fact that modern studies of
business motivation do not take into account the peculiarities of gender differences.

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STAKEHOLDERS' PERCEPTIONS ABOUT THE FIRST REVIEW OF IFRS
FOR SMES STANDARD

Given the importance of small and medium enterprises at the national level by their essential role in the economy and the
time passed since the issuance of the IFRS for SMEs standard it is still unclear what is the amount of financial information that
users of SMEs need and which are the most useful informations for them. The aim of this research is to conduct a qualitative
analysis regarding the answers received on the comment letters submitted to the first Comprehensive Review of the IFRS for
SMEs 2012 and to show the significant contributions made by respondents on future recommendations for the development and
review of the standard. The purpose is to study respondents’' comments received on the Request for Information and the extent
to which these comments are valuable to future agenda of the standard. At the same time, the content analysis shows us what is
the interest of the respondents regarding the modification of the standard in order to best fit the national context.

Keywords: IFRS for SMEs, Content analysis, Comment letters.

Introduction. Although more than a decade has
passed since the issuance of the IFRS for SMEs and given
the economic importance of SMEs at the national level,
through their essential role in job creation and in the
economy [1; 2], it is still unclear what is the amount of
financial information that users of SME need and what
would be the most useful elements for them. This is also
supported by [3], who points out that the lack of
stakeholder participation in the process for the standard-
setting has been a problem for both, IASB and national
accounting authorities, whose participation in the
development of a separate framework for SMEs is
considered crucial [1; 3].

IFRS for SMEs is a standardorganised by topics, which
compared with full IFRS and many other national
regulations, is a less complex standard. The most
important simplifications compared with full IFRS are the
omission of some topics that are not relevant to SMEs,
fewer disclosures required and many recognition and
measurement principles simplified.

The users' needs of financial statements could be met
by less complex reports that provide information on an
entity's liquidity, profitability, and solvency. The main need
to be met is the comparative analysis of performance over
time, to predict expected returns, cash flows, future funding
and to be able to control management [4]. But there are

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concerns, in particular about future information needs that
may become important in some cases, such as financial
crisis. The most important elements of the financial
statements useful to users are considered to be income,
profit, capital, debt and cash flow statement, which can
predict liquidity, future profitability and evaluate the
success of management in cash management [4].

The issuance of the standard has opened up new
opportunities for the IASB to collaborate with national
regulatory authorities, as SMEs following only local
standards are unaware and unfamiliar with IFRS
requirements. Therefore, collaboration is inevitable,
especially in the first years of application where most
problems and questions related to the application can
occur. The problems that may arise may refer to the scope,
insufficient guidance but also to the ambiguity of the
requirements that may have unintended consequences.

Despite the fact that IFRS for SMEs has already
been published, the research tries to examines the
process of consulting the revision of the standard,
focusing on the Request for Information(RFI) published
as part of the Comprehensive Review of the IFRS for
SMEs Standard (2012 Review)to get insights about the
perceptions of the stakeholders,like professional bodies,
national standard-setters, regulatorsand all other
interested parties (accounting and auditing firms,
analysts, consultant and preparers of financial
statement). This RFI asked whether the scope
requirements of the standard, are too restrictive being
the first step on the initial comprehensive review by
seeking the perceptions about the application of the
IFRS for SMEs and about usage financial information
prepared following it [5].

The aim of this paper is to conduct a qualitative
analysis regarding the answers to the Request for
Information by studying themand showing the significant
contributions made by respondents on future
recommendations for the development and revision of
the standard.

Literature review. Content analysis is "a research
method that uses a set of procedures to make inferences
from text" [6] and also like "a method of codifying text into
various categories and can be used where a great
amount of qualitative information needs to be analyzed"
[7]1. This method is used to highlight the impact of
comment letters on the standard setting development [8],
[9], in accounting research mostly to analyzecorporate
communications [8; 10-12].

The content analysis method was used by [12] in their
study regarding the FASB's 1996 exposure draft related to
reporting comprehensive income. Their results showed
what types of arguments are included in the comment
letters and whether the arguments are connected with the
affiliation of the writers [12]. Also, they have grouped the
respondents into categories like academics, insurance,
banks, industry, public accountants, and other.

Research methodology. IASB's purposes in the
development of IFRS for SMEs included the provision of
high quality, intelligible, globally accepted standards and
executors that enabled participants in different capital
markets and other users to be able to make economic
decisions [13]. The main differences indicated by [14]
between SMEs and large responsible public entities
subject to full IFRS are users information needs of the
entity's financial statements, the extent and the depth of
the accounting expertise reachable by the entity, and the
capacity to support all the costs of applying the same
standards as the large responsible public entities [14]. The
interest of the users of SMEs' financial statements is

reduced for some information contained in financial
statements prepared under IFRS.

The content analysis offers important advantages in
collecting information that later can be quantified and
afterwards put through to various statistical tests, while
being a less time-consuming method than other, such as
questionnaires [15; 16]. Further, this method can be
described as a "research method that uses a set of
procedures to make valid inferences from the text. These
inferences are about the sender(s) of the message, the
message itself, or the audience of the message" [17].

In general, in content analysis method are used two
types of approaches, a quantitative one, form-oriented
analysis (with focus on the word count), typically answering
the question "how many" and a qualitative one, meaning-
oriented analysis, enabling interpretation of the text(with
focus on the meaning behind the words) [12; 18]. Although,
the approach that we will used is characterized as
qualitative one, providing insight from the text analysis and
given the presence of subjectivity in the analysis.

To understand better the research, this section will
provide the presentation of the methodology that we will
use. The purpose is to conduct a qualitative analysis by
studying the comment letters received by the IASB and
to show the substantial contributions made by
respondents on future recommendations for the
development and review of the standard.

In order to achieve the main goal of this research we
have defined the following research questions:

RQ1: Do respondents agree with the
requirements of the IFRS for SMEs?

RQ2: What are the arguments included in the comment
letters if they do not agree with it?

RQ3: What are the general issues they may have
relating to changes that my occur to the IFRS for SMEs?

Data collection and analysis

The Request for Information was divided into two parts:
Part A with specific questions on particular sections of the
IFRS for SMEs and Part B with general questions about
the standard. The IASB received 89 comment letters on
RFI, but our sample contains only 87 comment letters
provided by the IASB on their website (www.ifrs.org).

For our analysis, we will use only the first three
questions from Part A (S1 — Use by publicly traded entities,
S2 — Use by financial institutions, S3 — Clarification of use
by not-for-profit entities) and four questions from Part B
(G1, G2, G3, G4,)[5]. The RFI questions have multiple
choice answers ((a), (b), (c) for example), respondents
being asked to choose the most appropriate option from
their point of view, arguing their choice where they deem it
necessary, giving certain additional information regarding
their answers. To generate the database, we downloaded
all the comment letters available as well as the Request for
Information document. To analyse the Comprehensive
Review of the IFRS for SMEs 2012 comment letters, we
used traditional content analysis, developing a coding
methodology. First, the letters were coded according the
demographic areas of respondent and the type of
respondent. Next, the letters were coded according the
type of answers given for each question and the level of
agreement (agreement with no changes or with
recommended changes, disagreement).

All the comment letters were consulted and divided into
several groups, origin locations of the respondents and
stakeholder groups. Figure 1 shows a synthesis of the
coding scheme for demographic areas of responses (origin
regions of the respondents), with 9 attributes: Africa, Asia,
Australia, Central America, Europe, Global Organisations,
North America, Oceania and South America. As we can
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see, Europe was the region with the most comment letters
responses, followed by the Global Organisations like
EFAA, ACCA, EFRAG etc. The attribute Global
Organisations is used in the analysis for the situations
when we have a comment letter from an organization

interested country in answering to RFlI was United
Kingdom, because 13 comment letters were sent from
different stakeholder groups.

Figure 2 shows a synthesis of the coding scheme for
stakeholder groups, with 5 attributes: Academics,
Accounting and audit firms, Accounting Regulation Bodies,
Professional organizations and Others. The attribute
Professional  organizations contain the national
professional organizations like ICAEW, CPA Australia,
ICAC or CECCAR and the global ones like ACCA, and as
we can see, the majority of the comment letters were from

professional organizations (36 comment letters), followed
by accounting regulation bodies (17 comment letters) and
accounting and audit firms (13 comment letters). The
interest of professional organisations is high because they
deal with the development of the national process of
national standardization working with governments and
regulators, and also they deal with the educational process
of the members.

Analysis of Part A - specific questions on
particular sections of the IFRS for SMEs

Table 1 provides a general overview of the answers
submitted by the respondents. For S1 — "Are the scope
requirements of the IFRS for SMEs currently too restrictive
for publicly traded entities?", we identified the number of

respondents who agreed to keep the current requirements
of the standardfor publicly traded entities, the number of
respondents who agreed to revise the scope of the
standard, the number of respondents who made
suggestions and comments concerning about that specific
questions and the number of non-respondents.

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Approximately 56 % of the respondents to question S1
agreed that IASB should continue to forbid Ilisted
companies from using it. Their main argument was that the
IFRS for SMEs was developed for entities that are not
"public-interest entities" and for the users of their financial
statements, who have less comprehensive needs. If the
scope of the standard will be wider, including publicly
traded entities, then IFRS for SMEs will be too difficultto
understand and e the original purpose of the standard will
be compromised.Another argument was that they do not
see the need to extend the scope, because the
jurisdictions already can incorporate the standard into their
local accounting rules if they decide to permit certain
publicly traded entities to apply it. 13 % of the respondents
agreed that IFRS for SMEs should revise the scope and
permit to each jurisdiction to decide if IFRS for SMES
should be permitted or required and to determine it is
appropriate or not to use it.If the scope is too restrictive
then may cause difficulties for the adoption of the standard
and in certain jurisdictions may be a conflict with local laws.

The respondents pointed out that is more adequate that
the local authorities decide how will apply the standard in

their jurisdiction. They agreed that IASB should not make
decisions about which standard is applied in jurisdictions.
16% of the respondents chose the third option, suggesting
that it would be beneficial for users to be informed through
disclosures that the standard is not suitable for an entity.
Also, they suggested that if IASB will remove the scope
constraint for publicly-traded entities, they should help local
authorities, providing guidance and assisting them in
deciding if the use of IFRS for SMEs should be permitted
or required for a certain entity.

Table 2 provides a general overview for S2 — "Are the
scope requirements of the IFRS for SMEs currently too
restrictive for financial institutions and similar entities?".
Analysing the comment letters, we identified the number of
respondents who agreed to keep the current requirements
of the standardfor financial institutions and similar entities,
the number of respondents who agreed to revise the scope
of the standard, the number of respondents who made
suggestions and comments concerning about that specific
questions and the number of non-respondents.

After the analysis of the comment letters, 48 % of the
respondents to S2 agreed that IASB should continue to
forbit to financial institutions and similar entities from using
the IFRS for SMEs. It is considered that an entity is publicly
accountable and it should apply full IFRS if it holds funds
for a broad group of outsiders as one of its primary
businesses [5], because of the important role of the
financial institutions in the economic system. In this kind of
entity is a significant public interest so it is responsible to
deliver high-quality financial statements by addressing the
needs of their users [5]. The importance of financial
information for financial institutions's stakeholders is
critical, so the respondents cannot support an approach
that will permit financial institutions to use a simplified
accounting standard, like IFRS for SMEs. They believed
that the standard is not adequate for financial institutions
without compromising the objective of financial reporting. If
the scope of the standard will be wider, including financial
institutions and similar entities, then IFRS for SMEs will be
too difficult to be applied by SMEs and its primary aim of
developing a standard more simplified for small and
medium-sized entities will be undermined.

Given the fact that the nature and complexity of
financial institutions and similar entities around the world
are different, 21 % of the respondents considered that
IASB should review the scope of the standard, giving the
right to each jurisdiction to decide if the entities mentioned
above should be applying the standard mandatory or

voluntary. Local authorities may consider that is enough for
the users if local regulatory requirements are satisfied or
they may consider that sufficient information is provided by
the usage of the standard for accountability purposes. 17%
of the respondents believed that is better to clarify the type
of entity for which the IFRS for SMEs is designed, to
provide a clearer frame of orientations for decisions on
whether changes to the IFRS for SMEs are needed for
such entities. Also, they suggested to clarify definition of
"public accountability" by integrating the explanation of
"traded in a public market".

Table 3 provides a general overview for S3 — "Should
the IFRS for SMEs be revised to clarify whether an NFP
entity is eligible to use it?". We identified the number of
respondents who agreed to revise the scope of the
standard to clear up whether an NFP entity is eligible to
use IFRS for SMEs. The IASB offered two types of
answers for the agreement about the revision, by clarifying
if (a) soliciting and accepting contributions does not
automatically make an NFP entity publicly accountable and
(b) soliciting and accepting contributions will automatically
make an NFP entity publicly accountable [5]. We identified
also the number of respondents who agreed to keep the
current requirements of the standard, the number of
respondents who did not agreed with the multiple choices
mentioned above, provided by IASB and the number of
non-respondents.

According to our results, 39 % of the respondents to S3
agreed that IASB should revise the scope, clarifying that
asking for and receivingdonations does not automatically
make annot-for-profit (NFP) entity publicly accountable.
They supported their choice mentioning that IASB's
intention is not to transform NFP entities into entities
publicly accountable. Additionally, they pointed out the
IFRS for SMEs does not refer to specific problems for NFP
entities does this not involve that it is unfit for them, but
providing guidance it will help to avoid unintended misuse
by entities. Only 2 % of the respondents agreed that IASB
should revise the scope, clarifying that asking for and
receiving donations will make an NFP entity publicly
accountable. NFPentities accept public contributions, their
level of accountability is high and they have to deliver high-
quality financial statements to satisfy the needsof
information of their donors and beneficiaries by applying
full IFRS. 26 % of the respondents agreed that IFRS for
SMEs should not review the scope for this problem
because the applicability of the standard to NFP entities
should not be a part of the standard review. The main
reason was that the unique needs of not-for-profit entities
and of the users of their financial statements cannot be

covered by IFRS for SMEs. Therefore, incorporating
guidance and disclosure requirements for specific issues
for NFP entities, the standard would be too complex,
deviating from his original aim, a simplified standard for
SMEs. Approximately 17% of the respondents made
suggestions about other type of clarifications, namely
IASB should clearly express that the standard is not
suitable for NFP entities and also take into considerations
to develop a different accounting standard for this type of
entities, because NFP entities are not suitable for the
definition of public accountability.

Analysis of Part B -general questions about the
IFRS for SMEs.

Table 4 provides a general overview for G1 about
consideration of minor improvements to full IFRS, because
there are opinions about natural incorporations of the
changes in the IFRS for SMEs to improve requirements.
For this question, IASB provided four answer options with
reference to changes that should be integrated into the
standard, changes that should not be integrated into the
IFRS for SMEs, criteria for determining how any changes
should be integrated and other recommendations that
could be made [5].

Analysing the answers, 32 % of the respondents believe
that IFRS for SMEs should incorporate changes when they
intended to improve requirements.Those changes should be
taken into consideration for incorporation after they approved
them under full IFRS and they have won some experience
about implementation. In this case, would be a delay
between the adoption under full IFRS and the adoption
under the IFRS for SMEs. The respondents suggested that a
period of three years will be suitable, because a long period
will avoid from losing validity, especially by the difficulty of
updating the regulations.

Instead, approximately 17 % of the respondents
consider that IFRS for SMEs should not incorporate
changes, because IFRS for SMEs is a standalone
standard and a simplified version of full IFRS and all
changes should be incorporated individually considering
the needs of users of small and medium sized entities

financial statements [5] and to reinforce its status as a
separate reporting standard from full IFRS.

Only 12 % of the respondents agreed that the board
should elaborate criteria for establishing how that IFRS for
SMEs should incorporate any changes that may arise. The
existence of the established criteria will help to clarify the
objective of the standard and will provide a solid approach to
standard updates. At the same time, the relationship
between the two standards will be clarified, allowing the
planning of changes in a more efficient way. The others 13%
of the respondents suggested that if the changes will affect
the financial reporting of most SMEs, then they should be
incorporated, if not it will be only an unnecessary weight for
SMEs, who will need time to adapt to the new requirements.
The standard should only reflect minor changes in full IFRS
if there is an obvious problem for SMEs.
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Table 5 provides a general overview of the questions
G2 and G3 about the SME Implementation Group Q&As
program. The Q&As provide non-mandatory and relevant
guidance on specific accounting questions that are being
raised by users implementing the IFRS for SMEs. The
purpose of these questions is to develop

recommendations about the manner how the Q&As
program should be proceeded and how the current
program should be handled through the review process.
The responses have been categorized as agreements,
disagreements, and suggestions.

IASB received only 62 answers for question G2.
Approximately 43% agreed that the Q&As program should
proceed after the comprehensive review is completed
because Q&As are not mandatory and the guidelines
received from them are helpful for the development of the
standard. And also because for small organisations and
jurisdictions with limited accounting resources, the
additional guidance is are very useful.16% disagreed and
believe that Q&As process should not be continued. The
main reason was that Q&As program is dealing with
application questions that arise in the first years of the
projects. After that will no longer be needed because new
problems can be handled by future updates of the standard
or in the training materials provided.

The suggestions received as answers at question G2
show that the period for responses should increase
(minimum 60 days) to allow international respondents, who
are non-english speakers to have sufficient time to
respond. The same request came also from organizations
because they need more time to receive feedback from
their members. The SMEIG should consider to publish a
newsletter with the most useful responses, because of the
lack of professional accounting staff from SMEs it would be
more useful if guidance will be provided in an informal way.
Some of them believe that Q&As programme is time-
consuming, too formal and inflexible being the only manner
for responding to issues and also the programme should
address issues only that are related to IFRS for SMEs,
excluding full IFRS from the questions.

For question G3, IASB received59 answers and only
31% of them agreed that guidance from Q&As should be
integrated in the revision process or in supporting
materials. They see the incorporation like an advantage
because will be easier if all the guidance will be in one
place, keeping the standard comprehensive but still
standalone. They consider that the Q&As section would
clarify the situations where exists unclear requirements.
13% of the respondents disagreed with the incorporation of
Q&A, suggesting that is better to retain the program
separately to ensure that the standard is kept as less
complex as possible, being unnecessary to incorporate
them because Q&As are only interpretations of simple
problems. The rest of the respondents suggested that
training materials should incorporate Q&As. Other opinions
suggested that IFRS for SMEs should incorporate only

those Q&As that bring clarifications about its requirements,
keeping the others as distinct guidance.

Answering to the last question G4 — "Do you have any
comments on the IFRS Foundation's IFRS for SMEs
training material available?" from the analysis, we see that
the respondents considered that training materials are
good, that IASBshould include more illustrations in them
and guidance on transaction flows to better understand
the standard application rather than following pre-set
examples, the illustrative financial statements should be
more "comprehensive", because they do not contain
examples of all the requirement from the standard.
Likewise, the training tools are beneficial for users of
IFRS for SMEs to have access to high quality training
material for introductory purposes, as there is limited
guidance in the standard as such.

The suggestions were that IASB should continue to
retain and develop training materials, updating them for
any current problems not sufficiently covered and for
any changes coming from this review process. And that
the board should place disclaimer wording in the training
modules to inform the users of full IFRS not to use the
training modules because they addressed the IFRS for
SMEs adoption.

Conclusions. The purpose of issuing the RFI 2012
was to identify the elements that should be taken into
account for the review of the IFRS for SMEs, like the notion
of "public accountability" for entities that can use the
standard and if the recent changes of IFRS should be
incorporated into IFRS for SMEs. Due to the feedback
received from stakeholders and after consulting the
SMEIG, the IASB decided that the changes should be
limited, as the standard was still new to many of them.
After consulting the comment letters, the amendments
proposed by the IASB in 2015 were strictly related to the
clarification of the existing requirements and the addition of
support guidance. These proposals aimed only to
understand the existing requirements without changing in
any way the financial reporting practices and the way of
preparing the financial statements.

Discussion. IFRS for SMEs is a standard organised
by topics, which compared with full IFRS and many other
national regulations, is a less complex standard. The
most important simplifications compared with full IFRS
are the omission of some topics that are not relevant to
SMEs, fewer disclosures required and many recognition
and measurement principles simplified. The users' needs
of financial statements could be met by less complex
reports that provide information on an entity's liquidity,
profitability, and solvency. The main need to be met is the
comparative analysis of performance over time, to predict
expected returns, cash flows, future funding and to be
able to control management. But there are concerns, in
particular about future information needs that may
become important in some cases, such as financial crisis.
The most important elements of the financial statements
useful to users are considered to be income, profit,
capital, debt and cash flow statement, which can predict
liquidity, future profitability and evaluate the success of
management in cash management.

The issuance of the standard has opened up new
opportunities for the IASB to collaborate with national
regulatory authorities, as SMEs following only local
standards are unaware and unfamiliar with IFRS
requirements. Therefore, collaboration is inevitable,
especially in the first years of application where most
problems and questions related to the application can
occur. The problems that may arise may refer to the scope,
insufficient guidance but also to the ambiguity of the
requirements that may have unintended consequences.

MODELING OF HUMAN DEVELOPMENT INDEX IN THE WORLD

The article considers the impact of human development on changes and transformations in economics and on the general development of the
state for the countries of the European Union and Ukraine in the period from 1990 to 2018, as well as ways of its modeling using statistical and
econometric methods. The analysis of the factors influencing the development of human capital made it possible to draw a conclusion about the
direct dependence of changes in the economic and social spheres and the level of quality of life of the population. Innovative universities, namely
University 4.0, also in turn play a significant role in shaping the new modern knowledge economy and the development of the state as a whole,
influencing society through cognitive technologies. To determine the results, time series models and multiple and panel regression models were
developed based on the data of the Human Development Index and other socio-economic indicators that determine the financial stability of the
state and the level of its security and welfare. The obtained models were tested for adequacy, significance of coefficients, stability and possibility of
their use in practice in order to determine the most optimal of them. After conducting the necessary tests and calculating the error of RMSPE, the
best of all constructed and analyzed models was the Holt-Winters model. It is universal and can be used to further forecast the economic, social
and demographic indicators of other regions of the world with possible adjustments of the main parameters and coefficients to obtain the most
accurate results and use this model in practice. The study concluded with an analysis of the main areas of reform and recovery of the Ukrainian
economy and the spheres of education and health care to achieve social progress in the country and increase its level of development.

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LINKING FACEBOOK TO WORDPRESS FOR EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES -
A PROPOSED ARCHITECTURE SUSTAINING SOCIAL LEARNING

Ensuring social educational processes does not only represent a trend in terms of the evolution of e-Learning systems, but
also one of the main points of interest targeted by the developers of certain social platforms. In fact, raising awareness with
respect to the importance of using Social Media tools in education leads to a two-way approach: both by integrating social tools
into e-Learning systems and by integrating learning facilities into Social Media platforms.

Over time, the social network Facebook has benefited from intense use at global level, including in e-Learning processes. In
order to meet the current needs in terms of teaching and learning, Facebook has provided users with built-in opportunities to
facilitate social learning processes. However, expanding the Social Learning features integrated in Facebook can be a challenge
at present, because of the policies imposed for the social network.

The present article outlines a proposed architecture for extending the Social Learning functionalities offered within Facebook
Groups by ensuring the correlation with WordPress open-source CMS. Aspects related to how the correlation between the two
platforms can be ensured, the necessary tools and the steps involved will be discussed. Also, the main implications and
advantages offered by such an architecture and the identified limitations will be highlighted.
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BUDGET DECENTRALIZATION AND ITS INFLUENCE ON THE SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

The article generates the main results of the first stage of decentralization reform in Ukraine during the period from 2014 to
2018.

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CURRENT TRENDS IN ENTREPRENEURSHIP MOTIVATION: INTERDISCIPLINARY APPROACH

The essence of motivation of entrepreneurs is revealed through the types of personal intelligence and the proposed
entrepreneurial motivation system. The motives of the entrepreneur and the consumer are investigated. The system of motivation
of the businessman is offered. The importance of the creative function of entrepreneurship in the conditions of the fourth
industrial revolution is substantiated. Customer-oriented as an important component in the motivation of modern
entrepreneurship is considered, the customer-oriented approach and customer-oriented culture of the entrepreneur are analyzed.
The need for digitalization in entrepreneurship is noted. An interdisciplinary approach has been applied in the study of modern
trends in the motivation of entrepreneurs.

The authors propose to expand the narrowly specialized research methodology and introduce an integrated approach
that allows to involve the methodology of individual areas of knowledge in the process of interdisciplinary research. It is
revealed that the modern approach to studying the motivation of the entrepreneur does not allow the use of the prognostic
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function of science, as it is based on the fact that modern studies of business motivation do not take into account the
peculiarities of gender differences.
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STAKEHOLDERS' PERCEPTIONS ABOUT THE FIRST REVIEW OF IFRS FOR SMES STANDARD

Given the importance of small and medium enterprises at the national level by their essential role in the economy and the
time passed since the issuance of the IFRS for SMEs standard it is still unclear what is the amount of financial information that
users of SMEs need and which are the most useful informations for them. The aim of this research is to conduct a qualitative
analysis regarding the answers received on the comment letters submitted to the first Comprehensive Review of the IFRS for
SMEs 2012 and to show the significant contributions made by respondents on future recommendations for the development and
review of the standard. The purpose is to study respondents’' comments received on the Request for Information and the extent
to which these comments are valuable to future agenda of the standard. At the same time, the content analysis shows us what is
the interest of the respondents regarding the modification of the standard in order to best fit the national context.
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MODELING OF HUMAN DEVELOPMENT INDEX IN THE WORLD

The article considers the impact of human development on changes and transformations in economics and on the general
development of the state for the countries of the European Union and Ukraine in the period from 1990 to 2018, as well as ways of
its modeling using statistical and econometric methods.
