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PUBLIC POLICY CONCEPTUAL APPROACHES TO OVERCOMING INSTITUTIONAL DYSFUNCTIONS
OF MODERN ECONOMIC SYSTEMS

The article describes conceptual approaches, which are the basis of the state policy of overcoming the institutional dysfunctions of modern
economic systems. The article's topic is a relevant theoretical problem within the framework of research into the new institutional theory, as it
substantiates practical ways of counteracting the negative impact of inefficient institutions on the process of developing economic systems. In the
research process, the author applied the methods of interdisciplinary, comparative and statistical analysis, as well as a systematic approach together
with the use of tabular and graphic data visualization methods. The author analyses the main features of the destructive impact of institutional
dysfunctions on modern economic systems, the theoretical basis of the implementation of institutional choice by individuals between two
alternatives. The practical experience of institutional reforming in various countries in the context of the implementation of state policy to overcome
inefficient institutions is described, and the effectiveness of these measures is indicated based on additional analysis of statistical data from recent
years. According to the results of the study, scientific and practical recommendations for overcoming institutional dysfunctions of national economies
as an essential component of the strategy of national economies’ institutional reforming. The process of overcoming institutional dysfunctions by
the economic system requires the active involvement of the authority, which not only monitors compliance with the ‘game rules’ established in society
but also actively changes them based on its long-termed strategic goals. The author also warns that the described measures should not be carried
out as an exception but purposefully in the form of implementing a long-term strategy with reforming all areas of social life.

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TEMPORALITY IN THE COORDINATES OF THE 215T CENTURY SOCIAL AND LABOR DEVELOPMENT:
THE NATURE AND DRIVERS OF TRANSFORMATION

The quintessence of the article is the author's concept of temporality and the argumentation of the hypothesis regarding the need to transform
fragmentary judgments of a spatio-temporal nature in the field of social and labor development into a coherent system of knowledge that covers the
temporal essence and temporal dimension of phenomena and processes in social and labor sphere, revealing the nature of "time crisis", contain
theoretical and practical foundations for improving temporal processes management.

The research carried out is of a pioneering nature, in which a new approach and non-traditional view on social and labor issues through the prism
of spatio-temporal perception of phenomena and processes are implemented. The proposed theoretical-applied construct of temporality opens up
new facets of complex, multi-vector drivers of social and labor dynamics in the modern digital age.

Philosophical, theoretical, and methodological foundations, arguments, and conclusions, which are the content of this article, relating to the
general phenomenon of temporality and its leading varieties — technological, economic, and social. Variants of combining parameters of economic,
technological, and social temporality are revealed. The circle of temporal trends that appear as paradoxes of "social time" is outlined.

Invariant approaches to the introduction of non-standard time models of employment as an economic form of manifestation of temporality with
the identification of modes of duration of working time by the length of the working day, working week, and number of working days per week are
proposed. The current state and prospects for the introduction of various (non-standard) working time regimes are considered in the context
of J. M. Keynes's well-known forecast of the transition to 3-hour shifts by 2030.

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EFFICIENCY OF THE CURRENT SYSTEM OF REMUNERATION IN THE PUBLIC SECTOR

The range of public sector entities was defined in accordance with the effective legislation. The current remuneration in the public sector was
studied, that allowed to identify the system's main problems. Also, the main aspects were summarized that must be considered when reforming
remuneration costs in the public sector, particularly in budgetary institutions. The difference in the interpretation of the categories "remuneration”
and "wages" is considered. The structure of the general public management sector and the structure of the employee benefits fund were approved
by the salary statistics instruction and were graphically depicted. The forms and systems of the wage fund and the structure of remuneration in the
public sector are considered. The reform of the remuneration system in public sector is analyzed and ways for its improvement are proposed.

Public demand for high-quality and highly qualified public service posed many problems for the public administration system. Indispensable
changes in the principles and approaches to public management begin with motivated, depoliticized specialists capable of qualitatively performing
the assigned tasks. One of the critical factors in forming such motivation is the projected remuneration system. On the other hand, the lack of stability
and predictability of remuneration leads to low-quality public administration and politicization. The paper explores the mechanisms of politicization
of civil service through remuneration and analyzes the legal framework for calculating remuneration and in-depth interviews with civil servants
regarding their motivation.

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DEMOGRAPHIC SITUATION IN UKRAINE: THE SECOND DEMOGRAPHIC TRANSITION AND UNCERTAINTY

In recent years, Ukraine and most regions and countries are experiencing rapid demographic changes. The demographic transition is
characterized by the exhaustion of demographic potential caused by the unfavorable socio-demographic situation in the country.

This article aims to describe the current demographic situation in Ukraine and reveal major demographic trends leading to economic, social, and
environmental unbalances and malfunctions of development models in Ukraine.

Tendency for the Ukrainian population decline is caused predominantly by a decrease in the birth rate and an increase in mortality. Women's
fertility has dropped rapidly, and life expectancy has stagnated, driven primarily by unfavorable economic situation, political instability, poor health
care system, and social inequality. In Ukraine as in many countries, regardless of the level of their economic development, fertility rates are now
below 2.15 children per woman, treated as a long-term replacement rate. Past trends in fertility and mortality have led to an increasingly older
population. The aging of society is a challenging phenomenon which characterizes the current stage of the global demographic transition. Migration
is another trend that leads to unprecedented demographic changes resulting in more evident variation in aging at the regional level. Ukraine is
experiencing the move from rural to urban areas within countries and across borders which causes deprivation of the rural regions and redistribution
of the working-age population.

Nowadays, the demographic situation results from the adverse impact of internal and external factors. Russia's invasion of Ukraine may lead to
a demographic catastrophe. However, the scale of war consequences is hardly estimable. It is unknown how this war will evolve or when and how it
will end, but it has already substantially affected Ukraine's population.

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THE APPLICATION OF PATTERN MIXTURE MODELS AND TIPPING POINT ANALYSIS
IN SOCIAL RESEARCH

Nowadays, social economics focuses on many critical issues; among them, public health and morbidity are among the highest
priorities since they directly impact human capital formation, which is an important component in the development of the economy.
Within public health issues, one of the crucial directions is the analysis of the effectiveness of drugs, which is typically performed
on micro-level involving patients in hospitals. The data collected usually is not complete, and it causes problems during the
analysis as if a significant part of the critical data is missed, that invalidates finding. The multiple imputation method is one of the
most common approaches in dealing with this problem.

Both primary and sensitivity analysis were performed involving multiple imputation approaches. While the preliminary analysis
was performed assuming that the missing-data values are overlooked at random, the sensitivity analysis was conducted on the
two approaches of missing not-at-random algorithm — the pattern mixture models and the tipping point method. In the paper, the
methodological aspects of the usage of these methods were highlighted. Also, the practical implementation of these methods was
given in the example of imputing the missing values of the laboratory parameter at different time points with subsequent calculation
of AUC and testing the hypothesis of drug efficacy using the analysis of the covariance model. The primary analysis showed the
effectiveness of the new drug compared to the placebo. A sensitivity analysis proved the results of the primary analysis. The
tipping point method showed that if the assumption that the mean value of dropout is more significant than observed values for

more than 196, then the result of the primary analysis is questionable.

Introduction. The problems of public health and
morbidity are important social issues nowadays. Human
health is an important factor in human capital formation. It
impacts demographic processes, quality of life, and
productivity, which directly affect the level of development of
the national economy.

Considering the specifics of data collection and
processing methods, the methodology of analysis of
phenomena and processes in the field of health care
requires a separate thorough study.

After all, the collection of clinical and morbidity data is
usually carried out at the micro-level by medical staff, where
information comes directly from the study subjects (patients)
in most cases. Therefore, this process is influenced by
human factors, which often leads to incomplete data
collection for qualitative analysis.

One of the most effective data imputation methods is the
multiple imputation method. It creates several different
plausible imputed data sets that allow considering the
uncertainty about the missing data. The multiple imputation
method offers many approaches depending on data
specifics. Two approaches have gained increasing
popularity in recent years. It is a pattern mixture model and
tipping point analysis.

Research analysis and problem definition. The
subject of this paper is the methodological principles and
features of the usage of multiple imputation methods in the
sensitivity analysis of social research results. The object of
this research is to the missing data of the medical indicators
results in the framework of the liver incidence study.

The research interest of pattern mixture model and
tipping point analysis methods is to show the approaches
that confirm the correctness and validity of the results
received by classic and well-researched forms of data
imputation based on MAR (missing at random). Additionally,
this problem has not been deeply studied by Ukrainian
scientists, so the research on this issue becomes of great
interest for the development of domestic statistical science.
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Ukrainian researchers such as N. Kovtun, A.-N Fatalieva,
O. Mishchuk, and R. Tkachenko studied the statistical
methods of data imputation. Foreign scientists such as
Ratitch and O'kelly, Yuan, Smuk, Rubin D. B, and Little have
made significant contributions to developing these methods.

N. Kovtun, A.-N. Fatalieva investigated different
approaches to implementing automated methods for
recovering missed data [1]. O. Mishchuk and R. Tkachenko
considered the methods of imputing the missing data in
ecological monitoring [2]. Ratitch and O'kelly developed a
strategy for implementing a pattern mixture model and
tipping point analysis using standard SAS/STAT procedures
[3]. Yuan reviewed the concepts of multiple imputations and
explained how to apply the pattern-mixture model in the
analysis [4]. Smuk compared the results of filling in missing
data using different methods of data imputation and
confirmed the feasibility of using the tipping point method as
part of the sensitivity analysis [5].

Methodology. The research used methods of analysis
and synthesis, system and logical analysis and also specific
statistical methods such as multiple imputation method, and
analysis of covariance (ANCOVA).

One of the areas of research in the field of public health
is the analysis of the effectiveness of drugs. Usually, it
includes comparing new treatments with control treatments
(mostly placebo). Typically, this process involves conducting
two types of analysis: primary and sensitivity analysis.

The most common method to handle missing data in the
primary analysis is the method of multiple imputations under
MAR (missing at random) assumption. MAR assumption
means the missing-data values do not contain any additional
information given observed data about the missing-data
mechanism. Thus, the process that causes missing data can
be ignored. However, the MAR assumption may not always
be clinically probable. That is why it is good practice to
perform the sensitivity analysis that allows evaluating the
robustness of the results to the deviations from the MAR
assumption. The sensitivity analysis takes into account the

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possibility of the data being missing, not at random (MNAR).
Missing not at random is defined when a variable's missing
values are related to that variable's values.

Typically analysis of the data with multiple imputation
methods includes three phases:

1) The missing data are imputed with estimated values,
and a complete data set is created. This process of fill-in is
repeated m times. As a result, there are m complete
datasets identical to the observed data entries but differ in
the imputed values.

2) The parameters of interest from each imputed dataset
are analyzed using a statistical method of interest. This
includes, for example, the FREQ, MEANS, MIXED, and
GENMOD SAS procedures.

3) The parameter estimates (e.g., coefficients and
standard errors) obtained from each analyzed data set are
then combined for inference [4].

In this paper, the focus is conducted on the two
approaches of sensitivity analysis — the pattern mixture
models and the tipping point method.

The pattern mixture model (PMM) is a general
approach that contains several distinct methods and allows
several approaches to their implementation. Still, all of
them have a common idea: assume there are
2 components — observed data (Y, ;) and drop-outs (Yp,;s)-
Let R represents a matrix of indicators of missingness.
PMM methods allow to decompose the joint probability of
data and missingness as follows:

p(X) = P(X) p(R’X) = p(X) p(R'X)'p(Ymislyobs' R, X)
In the PMM methods, subjects are supposed to be
grouped into cohorts so that subjects in the same cohort
share the same pattern of missing data. p(X) can be
considered as a probability distribution of various
missingness patterns. A complete data analysis model
p(R, X) is then estimated within each pattern (cohort).

p(R, X) represents a model for observed data within
each pattern, and p(Ypis|Yops, R, X) represents a model for
missing data conditioned on observed data within each
pattern.

The partial case of this method is PMM with control-
based imputation. The idea of the method is that subjects
that take new treatment after drop-out follow the path of
control (placebo) group subjects with the same future
evolution of the disease. Subjects that withdraw from the

placebo group are assumed to evolve in the same way as to
control subjects that remain in the study [6,7].

Tipping point analysis (TPA) allows to identify and
discuss clinical plausibility of assumptions (the "tipping
points") under which there is no longer evidence of efficacy —
usually performed as sensitivity analysis and doubt the
results obtained in the primary analysis.

The assumption in this method is that the true mean
value for study completers is greater or smaller (depending
on the nature of the parameter) by the delta value (also
called shift) than the true mean in dropouts. And the idea is
to test different shifts to determine the one that could doubt
the results of the primary analysis.

Typically, delta-adjustment is performed only for a new
drug, while allowing the control (placebo) drug to follow the
MAR assumption.

Implementing TPA for continuous endpoints includes the
following steps:

1. Determine the adjustment group (typically, it is a new
drug) and adjustment direction.

2. Impute values and generate m complete data sets.

3. The m complete data sets are analyzed by using
standard procedures (ANCOVA, etc.).

4. The results from the m complete data sets are
combined.

5. Then step 2 should be repeated to generate multiple
imputed data sets with a specified shift parameter (with
adjustment the experimental or both experimental and
control groups).

6. Steps 3 and 4 should be repeated for various shift
values.

7. See if the p-value obtained from the analysis is still
less than the given level of significance.

8. Find the ‘tipping point' value of the parameter when p-
value greater than the given level of significance [8].

The implementation of these methods was done in SAS.

Conducting research and results. The statistical study
of the drug's effectiveness was conducted involving patients
who have liver disease. There was a laboratory parameter
(Bilirubin) collected weekly from Week 1 to Week 5. All
patients were treated by either placebo or a new treatment.
They were categorized by age group (6-11 vyears,
12-17 years and >=18 Years) and by type of disease (where
1 — mild, 2 — severe). Table 1 represents the structure of
collected data where x — observed data, . — missing data.

The primary efficacy endpoint is the area under the curve
(AUC) from Week 1 to Week 5, based on the percent change
from baseline (the latest assessment before treatment) in
collected laboratory parameters. Multiple imputation (MI)
approach under MAR assumption was used to handle the
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missing data. Then, the AUC-related efficacy endpoint was
calculated involving the following steps:

1) A wholly conditional specification (FCS) regression-
based multiple imputation model was used in SAS PROC M
procedure. The outcome at that visit is the dependent
variable and observed data (other visits, treatment, age
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category, type of disease, and baseline value) are
independent variables. The missing data were filled in
30 times to generate 30 complete data sets.

2) The corresponding AUC endpoint was calculated
based on the imputed data for each patient and for each of
the 30 completed analysis datasets.

3) 30 complete data sets were analyzed by using the
ANCOVA analyses. Primary efficacy parameter was
compared between treatment groups using the treatment
group as the main effect, age category, type of disease, and
baseline values of lab parameter as covariates.

The results were combined for the inference using the
SAS MIANALYZE procedure and presented in Table 2.

The least square (LS) means obtained from ANCOVA
model calculated for AUCweek 1-week 5 Was equal to —744.6
for the new treatment group and 390.4 — for the placebo,
and the LS mean difference was -1134.9. P-value
<0.0001 allowed rejecting the null hypothesis of no
significant difference in for AUCweek 1-week 5 between new
and placebo treatment.

The first approach in the sensitivity analysis was the
pattern mixture model. Control-based pattern imputation
explored the assumption that patients revert to the control
group (placebo-treated group) after drop-out. Thus, it was
assumed that after discontinuation, the unobserved
values in the new treatment group followed the path of

observed values in the placebo group. This approach
considered a rather pessimistic scenario of imputation,
assuming the effect of the study drug stopped and did not
remain after drop-out.

After imputing missing values under MNAR assumption,
the same subsequent steps, as were done for the primary
analysis, were performed for this sensitivity analysis: the
AUCweek1-weeks Was derived for each of the imputed datasets.
The ANCOVA analysis was performed separately for each
of the 30 completed analysis data sets, and the results were
combined into one multiple imputation inference using the
SAS MIANALYZE procedure. The following results were
obtained and presented in Table 3.

Table 3 shows that the point estimate of LS means
obtained from ANCOVA model calculated for AUCweek1-weeks
using the pattern-mixture model with control-based pattern
imputation were the following: -590.42 for the new treatment
group and 323.85 —for placebo, and the LS mean difference
was equal to -914.26. P-value that was equal to 0.0004
allowed rejecting the null hypothesis of no significant
difference between the new and placebo group for this
sensitivity analysis; hence there was a significant difference
in AUC between these two treatment groups.

So, following the assumption of this sensitivity analysis
(that drop-outs in the new treatment group follow the path of
the placebo group), the conclusion is that the results
obtained in the primary analysis under the MAR assumption
are true, and the drug is effective.

The second approach of the sensitivity analysis was the
tipping point analysis. In this analysis there was an
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assumption that the assessments were missed due to the
high value of the evaluated parameter (missing under
MNAR). Hence the supposition was that the true mean in
completers and dropouts differs by the particular shift value.
The true shift value is unknown, so the examination of
several possible shift values between the particular range
was performed. Taking into account the nature of the
parameter and range that it follows, testing was performed
with the assumption that the shift is between 100 and 500. It
was assumed that missing values for the new treatment
group had greater values compared to the observed values,
which meant the pessimistic scenario.

For the purpose of conducting the analysis, the
modification of the SAS macro, described by Yang Yuan in
his paper [4] was applied. The following results were
obtained and presented in Table 4.

Table 4 shows that for a two-sided Type | error level of 0.05, the tipping point for the shift parameter is between 190 and
220. Graphically the changing of p-value depending on shift value is presented in Figure 1.

The next step was to define the accurate value of shift in the range between 190 and 220 which calls into question the
results of the analysis assuming MAR. Table 5 shows the subset of the results.

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Table 5 shows that the study conclusion under MAR is
reversed when the shift parameter is 196. So, following the
assumption of this sensitivity analysis, the deduction is that
the results obtained in the primary analysis under the MAR
assumption could be true if the difference between observed
and dropouts is less than 196; otherwise, the conclusions
under the MAR assumption are questionable.

Prospects for further studies and conclusions.
Solving the problem of missing data allows for conducting
high-quality public health research.

Multiple imputation as a common method of dealing with
missing data, usually assumes that data is missed at
random, but this assumption could not be verified for sure.
For the purpose of testing the validity of results obtained
under MAR, the sensitivity analysis is performed assuming
data is missed not at random (MNAR), and such approaches
as the pattern mixture models and the tipping point method
could be used for this.

This paper presents a brief overview of these methods
and implements them in SAS on the example of imputing the
missing values of the laboratory parameter at different time
points (week 1-week 5) with subsequent calculation of AUC
and testing the hypothesis of drug efficacy using the
ANCOVA model.

A pattern-mixture model with control-based pattern
imputation assumes that unobserved values in one
treatment group (new) follow the path of observed values
in another treatment group (placebo); considering the
pessimistic scenario, that effect of the drug is leveled out
after the drop-out. This sensitivity analysis proved the
results of the primary analysis and showed the
effectiveness of the new drug compared to the placebo
since there was a statistically significant difference in AUC
between these two treatment groups.

The tipping point method as another approach used in
sensitivity analysis proceeds from the assumption that the
true mean of observed data and drop-outs differ by a given
value (called shift value). The idea of the analysis is to test
cases with different shifts and find the one that questions
the validity of the preliminary result. In case if shift value is
plausible, taking into account the nature of the parameter
that was analyzed, then there is a high probability that
results under MAR are not valid. The implementation of
this method showed that if the assumption that the mean
value of dropout is more significant than for observed
values for more than 196, then the result of the primary
analysis is questionable.

The approaches highlighted in the article allow covering
the problems of missing data for continuous variables, but

there are cases that involve the analysis of binary or
categorical variables. This problem requires further research
and the development of statistical tools.

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ANALYSE UND BEWERTUNG DER DIGITALISIERUNG
VON VERTRIEBSPROZESSEN IM AUTOHAUS

Der Automobilhandel befindet sich in einer momentanen Phase des Umbruchs. Der Trend zum Kauferlebnis online, verstérkt
durch die Pandemie, und die durch die Dieselproblematik entfachte Diskussion zum EmissionsausstoB und Fahrverboten fiir
Verbrennungsmotoren im Fahrzeugbereich, treibt den Wandel zu elektrischen Antriebstechnologien an [1]. Durch diese Umstellung
ergeben sich neue Méglichkeiten fiir das Fahrzeug im Bereich der Digitalisierung [2]. Die brancheniibergreifende Digitalisierung
findet sich auch in den neuen Vertriebssystemen der Automobilhersteller wieder [3]. Hierbei ist zudem eine Verdnderung der
Absatzkanéle zu beobachten. Der Kunde weicht beim Autokauf davon ab, exklusiv zu dem Héndler seines Vertrauens zu gehen
und sich hier durch den gesamten Verkaufsprozess hinweg betreuen zu lassen. Vielmehr verschieben sich einzelne Teilbereiche
in das Internet. So miissen etablierte Prozesse neugestaltet werden, um weiterhin im Markt und im Wettbewerb bestehen zu kénnen.

Das Ziel dieser Arbeit ist die Beantwortung zweier Forschungsfragen. Zum einen soll der Status-Quo der Digitalisierung von
Vertriebsinstrumenten im Autohaus untersucht werden. Konkret geht es dabei um die Frage, in welcher Art und Weise die
Digitalisierung den Vertrieb beeinflusst und welche Effekte sich daraus ergeben. Zum anderen stellt sich die Frage wie die
Digitalisierung in Form des Internets, als Absatzkanal fiir die Automobilindustrie geeignet ist, und ob derart komplexe Produkte
wie ein Neufahrzeug iiber diesen Kanal abgesetzt werden kénnen. Weiterhin soll betrachtet werden, welche Verdnderungen in den
Vertriebsstrukturen das beim stationdren Autohéndler verursacht.

Die Arbeit befasst sich ausschlieBlich mit der Digitalisierung bei Vertragshédndlern mit Volumenzielen im Neuwagen-Bereich.
Damit sind die Luxus- oder Premiummarken ausgeschlossen. AuBlerdem wird im Autohaus in zwei Kundenkategorien
unterschieden. Es gibt die GroBabnehmer und die Einzelkunden. Die GroBabnehmer sind Unternehmen, die durch eine
vordefinierte Anzahl an Mindestabnahmen einen besonderen Status und Konditionen genieBen. Die Einzelkunden sind private
Abnehmer oder gewerbliche Kunden, die die Mindestabnahme nicht erreichen. Die Arbeit beschréankt sich ausschlieBlich auf die

Analyse und Auswirkungen der Verdnderungen im Segment der Einzelkunden.

1 Introduction

1.1 Digitalisierung im Handel

Der Handel ist eine der Branchen, die von den
Auswirkungen der Digitalisierung am meisten betroffen
sind. E-Commerce setzt den stationaren Handel
zunehmend unter Druck [4]. Ob Preis, Lieferzeit oder
Verfligbarkeit, ein Anbieter im Internet hat in vielen Fallen
die besseren Konditionen. Wahrend sich in der
Anfangsphase noch viele Handler durch den neuen Kanal
in Ihrer Existenz bedroht fiihlten, steigen sie nun vermehrt
auf Multi-Channeling-Vertrieb um.

1.2 Der  Verkaufsprozess:
Nachkontakt

Im Folgenden wird der etablierte Verkaufsprozess
beschrieben. Die Aufgaben eines Verkaufers sind klar
definiert. Zuerst wird eine Bedarfsanalyse mit dem Kunden
durchgeflihrt. Hierbei soll durch offene Fragestellungen
ermittelt werden, welches Produkt zu dem Kundenbedirfnis
passt (Die Bedarfsanalyse, o. D.). Wenn ein passendes
Fahrzeug feststeht, wird eine Probefahrt angeboten um
dieses besser kennen zu lernen. Daraufhin wird das
Wunschfahrzeug mit Farbe, Sonderausstattung und
Zubehor konfiguriert. Dabei erklart der Verkdufer etwaige
Details und Funktionen. Danach wird das Preisgesprach
gefuhrt, hierbei gilt es nicht nur einen mdglichst geringen
Rabatt auszuloben, sondern auch Zusatzprodukte wie
Versicherungen, Reifen- oder Inspektionspakete zu
verkaufen. Wenn sich der Kunde fiir den Kauf entscheidet,
werden anschlieend die Vertragsunterlagen vorbereitet
und unterschrieben. Das Fahrzeug wird nun durch die
Disposition im Back-Office beim Hersteller bestellt. Wenn
das Fahrzeug im Autohaus angekommen ist, folgt die
Benachrichtigung an den Kunden und es wird ein
Auslieferungstermin vereinbart. Bis zum Ubergabetermin

Bedarfsanalyse  bis
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mit dem Kunden findet die Vorbereitung des Fahrzeuges
durch die Werkstatt und die Aufbereitung statt. Bei der
Ubergabe weist der Verkaufer den Kunden in das Fahrzeug
und dessen Funktionen ein. Einen Monat nach der
erfolgreichen Auslieferung, ist es die Abschlussaufgabe des
Verkaufers den Nachkontakt mit dem Kunden herzustellen
und die Zufriedenheit mit dem Vorgang und dem Fahrzeug
abzufragen. AuRerdem konnen angefallene Rickfragen
gegebenenfalls direkt geklart werden. Dies ist eine wichtige
Aufgabe, um bei der Kundenbefragung des Herstellers tber
den Ablauf eine gute Bewertung zu erhalten.

Somit ist der gesamte Verkaufsprozess ohne den
Einsatz digitaler Unterstiitzung als Status-Quo dargestellit.

1.3 Die Online-Plattformen zum Autokauf

Neben den herkémmlichen Absatzmdglichkeiten wie
Messen, Ausstellungen oder im Autohaus vor Ort, spielt das
Internet eine immer grofRere Rolle. Hierbei werden die
Fahrzeuge im Internet auf Plattformen angeboten. Der
Handler kann entscheiden, ob er eine eigene Plattform
aufbauen mochte, oder ob er auf einer bestehenden
Plattform, quasi einem Vermittler, seine Fahrzeuge anbietet.
Der Kunde kann sich durch eine Suche mit
Filtermdglichkeiten das passende Fahrzeug heraussuchen
und Uber das System ein unverbindliches Angebot anfordern.

Eine weitere Mdglichkeit ist Handlerprasenz auf
Onlineplattformen zur Akquise von Kunden. Der Kunde
informiert sich vermehrt lGber den Werbetrager Internet,
bevor er sich auf den Weg zum Handler macht. So ist es
fur den Autohandler selbstversténdlich, neben dem Betrieb
einer attraktiven Firmen-Website, auch auf den gangigen
sozialen Medien mit einem Geschéaftsaccount vertreten zu
sein. Hier soll durch gut inszenierte Beitrage die
Reichweite und der Bekanntheitsgrad gesteigert werden.

1.4 Die Unterscheidung:
Vertragshandler

Das Agenturmodell ist eine indirekte Vertriebsform.
Hierbei ist der Handler der Agent bzw. Vermittler zwischen
dem Endkunden und dem Hersteller. Das bedeutet, dass
alle Vertragsgeschafte im Namen des Herstellers
geschlossen werden. Damit  entfallen lediglich
Aufgabenbereiche wie die Akquise, die Durchfihrung von
Probefahrten, Beratung, Betreuung und die Abwicklung der
Auslieferung auf den Handler. Bei diesem Modell erhalt der
Agent eine festgelegte Provision vom Hersteller und kann
nur unter kalkulatorischer Einbeziehung dieser Provision
einen Rabatt vergeben. Die genauen Konditionen und
Bedingungen werden in einem Agentur-Vertrag zwischen
dem Hersteller und dem Handler festgehalten [5].

Das Vertragshandlersystem ist eine  direkte
Vertriebsform [6]. Dabei schlief3t der Handler alle Geschéfte
im Rahmen des Vertrags auf eigenen Namen und fiir eigene
Rechnung ab. Der Handler ist bei diesem Modell nicht
befugt, den Hersteller in Rechtsgeschéaften zu vertreten. Er
erhalt eine festgelegte Marge und kann in diesem Rahmen
seine Produkte rabattieren. Die genauen Konditionen und
Bedingungen werden in einem Handlervertrag zwischen
dem Hersteller und dem Handler festgehalten [7].

1.5 Die Prozesse im Autohaus

1.5.1 Die Abwicklung einer Probefahrt

Um dem Kunden einen Fahreindruck seines
Wunschmodells zu verschaffen, werden im Autohaus
Probefahrten angeboten. Dies ist ein Mittel zur
Unterstitzung des Verkaufsprozesses. Der Verkaufer
vereinbart mit dem Kunden einen Termin. Am Ereignistag
wird das Fahrzeug fiir die Probefahrt in Form von Waschen,
Volltanken und auf Schaden kontrollieren vorbereitet. Wenn
der Kunde vor Ort ist, werden seine personlichen Daten
sowie Fuhrerschein- und Personalausweis Kopien
aufgenommen. Danach wird der Kunde in das Fahrzeug
eingewiesen und erhalt die Anweisungen das Fahrzeug
nachgetankt und ohne Mangel zuriickzubringen. Nach

Agenturmodell und

Gegenzeichnung des Probefahrtenvertrages darf sich der
Kunden auf den Weg machen. Nach der Riickkehr des
Kunden, werden Tankfillstand, Zustand des Fahrzeugs und
die gefahrenen km geprift. Diese Daten werden im
Ricknahmefeld des Benutzervertrages notiert und der
Kunde darf seine Unterschrift fir die Ruicknahme leisten [8].
Damit ist der Probefahrten-Prozess abgeschlossen.

Zur Digitalisierung dieses Vorgangs gibt es inzwischen
Programme, die Planung, Ausgabe, Riicknahme und die
Archivierung abbilden.

1.5.2 Die Arbeit im Back-Office

Nach der offiziellen Bestellung des Kunden, beginnt die
Arbeit der Disposition. Diese erledigt im Autohaus die
gesamten Back-Office-Arbeiten fur den Verkauf. Zunachst
werden die Fahrzeuge im Handlersystem bestellt und eine
Akte zum Vorgang angelegt. Wenn das Fahrzeug dann auf
dem Weg in das Autohaus ist, wird es durch die Disposition
in der Werkstatt eingeplant und die Unterlagen zur
Auslieferung werden vorbereitet. Dazu gehorte die
Erstellung einer Rechnung, das Drucken der griinen
Plakette und des Ubergabeprotokolls, sowie die Buchung
fur den Slot in der Auslieferungshalle. Nach der Auslieferung
werden durch die Disposition die  mdglichen
fahrzeugspezifischen Pramien beim Hersteller angefordert
und die Akte wird vervollstandigt. AuRerdem wird die
Provisionshohe pro Verkaufer am Ende des Monats an die
Personalabteilung tGbermittelt.

Neben der Hintergrundbetreuung des Kundenfahrzeugs,
prift die Disposition auch Zahlungseingange, erstellt
Auswertungen fiir die Verkaufsleitung und wickelt die
Bestellung und Aufnahme von Lagerwagen ab.

2 Status Quo Situation in the Car Dealership
Industry

2.1 Der Vertriebskanal Internet

2.1.1 Die verdnderten Kundenkontaktpunkte

Die Zeit, in der die Kunden ausschlieRlich angerufen
haben oder in das Autohaus gekommen sind, ist vorbei. Mit
der Digitalisierung sind fir den Autohandel neue
Kontaktpunkte zum Kunden entstanden.

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Durch das Internet kann die Informationsbeschaffung
unabhangig von Raum und Zeit erfolgen. Das fihrt zu
einer immer gréRer werdenden Distanz zwischen dem
Handler und dem potenziellen Kunden. Ofter wird der
Handler nur in der letzten Phase des
Entscheidungsprozesses eingebunden, beispielsweise
um das Fahrzeug bei einer Probefahrt testen zu kénnen.
Wahrend heute der Kunde vor dem Kaufabschluss nur
noch 1,4-mal das Autohaus besucht, waren es vor zehn
Jahren noch fiunf Besuche. Dies unterstreicht den
wachsenden Trend zur Informationsbeschaffung Uber
andere Kandle. Das stellt die Handler vor die
Herausforderung, die Wege der Kommunikation zu
Uberdenken, um in jeglicher Informationsphase im
Kaufprozess Einfluss nehmen zu kénnen [2].

2.1.2 Der Kaufabschluss im Netz

Um weiterhin im Wettbewerb konkurrenzfahig zu sein,
mussen die Autohauser am Markt "Internet" teilnehmen. So
meint  auch Prof. Dr. Stefan Reindl, dass
"Automobilhersteller aktuell keinen Zweifel daran lassen,
dass der stationdre Handel in der heutigen Auspragung

wenige Zukunftschancen hat." Damit muss sich der Handel
entscheiden. Entweder es werden Absatzhelfer in Form von
Online-Vermittlungsplattformen mit einbezogen oder man
konzipiert eine eigene Plattform. Mit Ausnahme fiir grof3e
Héandlerketten ist Letzteres jedoch schwer umsetzbar, da
dies einen hohen Kapitalaufwand bedeutet [2].

Wenn der Handler sich also fir die Variante des
Absatzhelfers entscheidet, muss eine genaue Ubersicht der
Konditionen ausgehandelt werden. Der Kunde hat hierbei
den Vorteil, dass sich die Probleme des stationaren Handels
wie Kapazitatsbegrenzungen, Vermittlungsrestriktionen und
mangelnde Preistransparenz deutlich entzerren lassen. Die
Besonderheit dieses Geschafts ist, dass nicht der
vollstdndige Verkaufsprozess ins Internet verlagert wird.
Lediglich die Bedarfsanalyse und Handelspartnersuche
geschehen online. Durch einfache Suchfunktionen und den
gebiindelten Informationen an einem Ort, wird Druck auf den
Handel ausgetibt. Die fuhrt zu auRerordentlichen Rabatten
von bis zu 20 Prozent gegeniiber dem Listenpreis. Die
glinstigen Preise zahlen fir den Endkunden zu den
Hauptvorteilen beim Geschéft liber das Internet [10,11].

Der Ablauf im Internetverkaufsprozess uber die
Vermittler-Website kann wie folgt beschrieben werden. Der
Kunde geht mit einer ernsten Kaufabsicht auf die
Internetplattform. Hier bekommt er alle bendtigten
Informationen zu den Fahrzeugen, um eine Bedarfsanalyse
durchzufihren. Zudem bekommt er, abweichend vom
Autohaus, bereits den festen Preis angezeigt. Dieser ist im
Normallfall im Vergleich zur unverbindlichen
Preisempfehlung stark rabattiert. Somit besteht eine
vollstdndige Preistransparenz im Onlinegeschéaft. Wenn sich
der Kunden nun fiir den Fahrzeugkauf online entscheidet,
wird er zu dem jeweiligen Handler weitergeleitet, der das
Angebot auf die Plattform eingestellt hat [10]. Die
Finalisierung des Kaufprozesses erfolgt vor Ort, via E-Mail
oder Telefon im direkten Kontakt mit dem Verkaufer.
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Alternativ kann der Handler auch seine eigene
Vertriebsstruktur aufbauen und eine eigene
Leasingplattform griinden. Dieses Projekt ist jedoch mit
grollem Aufwand verbunden. Hierbei missen
IT-Dienstleister engagiert werden, die auf Basis von
genauen Vorgaben, die Website programmieren. In diesem
Umfang darf neben den Kosten auch die Personalkraft nicht
unterschatzt werden, die das Erarbeitete testet und validiert.
Neben den Entwicklungskosten fallen weiterhin erhebliche
Kosten fir den Unterhalt der Plattform an. Neben dem
Aufwand fiir die Organisation und Anfragenverteilung, muss
ein monatliches Budget flir Marketingausgaben geplant
werden. Insbesondere in der Anfangsphase ist das zur
Steigerung des Bekanntheitsgrades der Seite unerlasslich.
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Um das Online-Potenzial voll auszuschopfen, ist es fir
das Autohaus sinnvoll, ein LMS in den Prozess zu
integrieren. Damit kdnnen eingehende Anfragen zentral an
die betreffenden Verkaufsstellen verteilt werden. Zudem
sind durch die transparente Erfassung genaue Messungen
der Erfolge und Reaktionen zu den Vertriebs- und
Marketingmafinahmen mdglich [2].

Der Kunde muss aktuell im Autohaus den besten Preis
erst durch hartes Verhandeln erkdmpfen. Online wird von
vornherein der feste und zudem beste Preis angezeigt.
Unterstreichend zeigt das eine Studie zu Online-Kaufen,
die als ausschlaggebende Motive den giinstigen Preis
und die Bequemlichkeit des Kaufs von zuhause
aufzeigt [10]. AuRerdem vorteilhaft sind die
unkomplizierten und schnellen Ablaufe. Fir viele Kunden

ist der Kauf eines Fahrzeuges kein emotionaler Akt mehr,
sondern lediglich die Beschaffung eines alltaglichen
Gebrauchsgegenstandes. Dafiir besteht kein Bedurfnis,
einen Glaspalast in Form eines Autohauses zu besuchen
und sich dort mit einem Verkaufer auseinander zu setzen.
Vor allem jungere Kundensegmente mdchten neue und
verschiedene Kauferlebnisse erfahren. Es geht darum die
Interaktion mit dem Handler selbststdndig wahlen zu
kénnen [13]. Eine Umfrage des Marktforschungsinstitutes "plus
Markiforschung" mit dem Ziel, Argumente fir den Autokauf via
Amazon zu sammeln, unterstreicht die bisherigen Argumente
fir die Motive zum Online-Kauf des Kunden.

Ein weiterer Punkt ist die digitale Unruhe, die viele
Menschen erfasst. Heutzutage ist es selbstverstéandlich alle
Produkte online bestellen zu kénnen. Durch die ganztagige
Erreichbarkeit und das Verstandnis, rund um die Uhr im
Internet einkaufen gehen zu kénnen, macht es das fiir den
stationdren Handel schwer mitzuschwimmen. Bei
Fahrzeuganfragen wird eine kurze Reaktionszeit erwartet.
Im besten Fall durch eine Chat-Funktion [2]. Kritisch fiir das
Autohaus am Onlinevertrieb ist die zweifelhafte Abwicklung
der Inzahlungnahme-Fahrzeuge. Wenn ein Kunde das
momentan genutzte Fahrzeug fiir ein neues Fahrzeug in
Zahlung geben moéchte, muss dieses vom Autohaus
bewertet werden. Das geschieht im Normalfall, anhand
verschiedener Kriterien. Online sind die Kriterien nur
teilweise Uberprifbar. So kann ohne Probleme uber die
Fahrgestellnummer eine online Fahrzeug-Bewertung fir die
ungefahre Preisbildung genutzt werden. Hier ist jedoch zu
beachten, dass von einem durchschnittlichen Fahrzeug
dieses Typs ausgegangen wird und damit nicht das explizite
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Fahrzeug gesichert ist. Trotz alledem fallen Kriterien wie
eine Probefahrt und die Priifung des Fahrzeugs auf optische
oder verdeckte Schaden weg. Es kann also nur eine
unverbindliche Preisangabe gemacht werden [15].

2.2 Die Digitalisierung im Verkaufsraum

Wahrend sich das Internet als neuer Absatzkanal
etabliert, werden auch im stationdren Handel digitalisierte
Prozesse und damit verbundene Tools eingeflihrt. Dies
erfordert zusatzliche Investition in Infrastruktur und
Software-Lizenzen, sowie in die Schulung des Personals.

2.2.1 Die Probefahrten (iber das Tablet

Um Probefahrten genauer und nachvollziehbarer
durchfihren zu kdénnen, gibt es den digitalen
Probefahrtenplaner. Dieser ermdglicht eine papierlose
Ausgabe und Rucknahme. Daneben kénnen hier auch die
Fahrzeuge eingeplant werden.

Wenn der Verkaufer eine Probefahrt plant, tragt er diese
in den digitalen Kalender ein. Hierbei werden direkt erste
Kundendaten aufgenommen, um diesen bei Rickfragen
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erreichen zu koénnen. Innerhalb des Zeitraums ist das
Fahrzeug nun geblockt. AuRerdem kann sich der Verkaufer

den Termin auch in seinen zentralen Kalender (z.B. Outlook)
importieren, um all seine Termine im Uberblick zu haben.

Am Ereignistag kommt der Kunde in das Autohaus und
der Verkaufer nimmt direkt an einem Tablet seine restlichen
personlichen Daten, sowie Flhrerschein- und
Personalausweisdaten auf. Er kann die relevanten
Dokumente mit dem Tablet fotografieren und sie zum
Buchungsvorgang hinterlegen. Dann werden die Daten zum
Fahrzeug aufgenommen. Hierbei sind der aktuelle km-
Stand und Tankflllstand von Bedeutung. Daraufhin wird das
Fahrzeug auf Vorschaden geprift. Diese kénnen in einem
Schadensprotokoll erfasst und mit Bildern hinterlegt werden.
Eingetragene Schéaden bleiben gespeichert und kdnnen zu
jedem Zeitpunkt nachvollzogen werden. Nachdem die
Parameter maximale km-Laufleistung, Selbstbeteiligung
und die Mehr-km-Kosten besprochen sind, darf der Kunde
direkt am Tablet seine Unterschrift zur Fahrzeugausgabe
abgeben. Den gesamten Datensatz kann der Verkaufer dem
Kunden nun direkt aus dem System heraus per E-Mail
zusenden. Aufderdem bleibt er im System gespeichert und
ist bis zu 10 Jahre einsehbar. Wenn der Kunde samt
Fahrzeug wieder von der Probefahrt zuriickkommt, wird die
Rucknahme ebenfalls auf dem Tablet abgewickelt. Hierzu
werden wieder die relevanten Daten abgeglichen. Also km-
Stand, Tankfillstand und mdgliche neu hinzugekommene
Schaden. Der Kunde unterschreibt erneut digital und die
Fahrzeugriicknahme ist damit abgeschlossen. Die
Dokumente werden automatisch generiert und im Archiv
abgespeichert [17]. Dies hat den Vorteil, dass bei
nachtraglichen Einsichten aufgrund von Verkehrsdelikten,
wie Dbeispielsweise Geschwindigkeitsuberschreitungen,
oder nicht dokumentierten Schaden, klar sichergestellt
werden kann, wer der Verursacher war.

Neben dem Probefahrt-Prozess kann Gber den Planer
auch ein Transfer-Prozess zwischen zwei Verkaufsstellen
des gleichen Unternehmens dargestellt werden. Wenn ein
Fahrzeug bendtigt wird, das an der Betriebsstelle nicht
zugelassen ist, kann der Verkaufer lber das System das
Fahrzeug in der gesamten Unternehmensgruppe suchen.
Wenn das passende Fahrzeug gefunden ist, kann eine
Transferanfrage an das betreffende Autohaus gesendet
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werden. Mit der Bewilligung dieser Anfrage ist das Fahrzeug
verbindlich an das andere Haus verbucht. Durch eine
verkirzte Ausgabe und Rucknahme wird das Fahrzeug
intern transferiert. Da auch fur diesen Prozess Pflichtfelder
wie km-Stand, Schaden und Sauberkeit gelten, kdnnen
praventiv Differenzen vermieden werden.

Neben der Abwicklung von Prozessen, steht das
System auch flr interne Buchungen oder Blocker zur
Verfiigung. So kann eine strukturierte Fuhrparkplanung
gewahrleistet werden.

Zusammenfassend soll die Digitalisierung dieser
Prozesse eine bessere Planungsmoglichkeit und den
Uberblick gewahrleisten. Durch die Einfiihrung sind
aulBerdem Kosteneinsparungen in den Abschreibungen
des Fuhrparks realisierbar. Wenn ein bestimmtes
Fahrzeugmodell in der Unternehmensgruppe Uber einen
transparenten Prozess getauscht werden kann, miissen
beispielweise keine 20 Fahrzeuge diesen Modelltyps fir
Probefahrtenzwecke zugelassen werden, sondern
lediglich die Halfte.

2.2.2 Die Wunschfahrzeug Konfiguration rund um die Uhr

Ein Internet-Tool, das die Bedarfsermittlung, sowie die
Konfiguration samt Beratung ersetzt, ist der Neuwagen-
Konfigurator auf der Hersteller-Website. Hier kann der
Kunde selbststindig sein Wunschfahrzeug konfigurieren.
Durch die Bilder und ausfiihrlichen Ausstattungsdetails,
sowie allen Angaben zu technischen Daten kann sich der
Kunde auch selbstandig informieren und muss hierzu nicht
mehr zwingend den Handler aufsuchen. Durch einen Code,
der sich automatisch bei jedem fertigen Fahrzeug generiert,
kann der Kunde nun sein "fertiges" Fahrzeug mit zum
entsprechenden Handler seiner Wahl nehmen und dieses
beim Verkaufer bestellen.

Alternativ zum Konfigurieren des Wunschfahrzeuges
daheim, ist es auch moglich den Kunden im Autohaus zu
empfangen. Dann jedoch nicht am Schreibtisch, sondern
in der sogenannten "Kundenlounge". Dies ist ein separater
Bereich mit einem groen Bildschirm und bequemen
Sesseln [19].

2.2.3 Die Zentraleinheit Verkaufsprogramm

Um mit dem Kunden ein Fahrzeug zu konfigurieren und
anschlieRend ein Preisgesprach zu fihren, wird das
Verkaufsprogramm genutzt. Dieses ist zum einen mit dem
Handlersystem vernetzt. Dadurch werden aktuelle
Verkaufsforderungen und Lieferzeiten zu dem jeweiligen
Fahrzeug sichtbar. Zum anderen ist es mit dem DMS zum
Back-Office verbunden. Damit kodnnen die aktuellen
Lagerwagenbestdande samt Ausstattung eingesehen
werden. Zur Preiskalkulation stehen dann alle relevanten
Daten wie Restwert, maximaler Nachlass oder auch
Zusatzprodukte wie Versicherungen, Wartungs- oder
Reifenpakete zur Verfliigung. Im System haben alle
Verkaufer Zugriff auf einen gemeinsamen Kundenstamm.
Dieser wird bei der Erstellung eines Angebotes automatisch
gepflegt. Damit werden auch die Uberschneidungen von
Kundengruppen pro Verkaufer, also die Dopplung eines
Kunden durch mehrere Verkaufer vermieden [20].

2.2.4 Die digitalen Back-Office-Systeme

Um die Papierflut in den Dispositionen zu reduzieren,
bieten sich digitale Fahrzeugakten an. Hierbei werden alle
relevanten Daten mittels Barcodes eingescannt und dem
jeweiligen Fahrzeugakt zugeordnet. Das hat den Vorteil,
dass alle Mitarbeiter im Autohaus ebenfalls auf die Akten
der Fahrzeuge zugreifen kodnnen. Dies erspart
Kommunikationshirden und die Beteiligten kénnen
flexibler handeln [21]. AuBRerdem koénnen bei den
regelmafRigen Revisionen durch den Hersteller, die Akten
in digitaler Form zur Verfligung gestellt werden und es
missen keine groRflachigen Aktenarchive begutachtet
werden. Auf Basis der eingescannten Informationen kann
das Controlling Analysen und Bewertungen von
Kennzahlen wie Absatz, Vorlauf und Auftragseingang fiir
die Geschaftsfihrung vornehmen.

Um die erreichte Verkauferprovisionen pro Fahrzeug an
die Personalabteilung Ubermitteln zu koénnen, gibt es
anstelle von Blatt und Stift die Moglichkeit einer digitalen
Lésung. Hierbei gibt der Verkaufer im ersten Schritt die
Kriterien seiner Provision an, d. h. welche Dienstleistungen
wurden verkauft, welcher Bruttoertrag wurde generiert und
unter welchen Konditionen wurde eine Inzahlungnahme
eingenommen. Im zweiten Schritt prift der zustandige
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Verkaufsleiter diese Angaben gegen den Kaufvertrag.
Nachdem hier die Freigabe erteilt wurde, wird der Vorgang
in die Personalabteilung Ubermittelt. Die Provision kann
damit ausgezahlt werden. Durch standardisierte
Konfiguration kann durch das System ein zeitlicher Vorteil
erlangt, sowie die Fehlerquote bei der Eingabe gesenkt
werden. AulRerdem besteht auch hier die Moglichkeit einer
Auswertung der Zahlen, um die Verkaufer zu vergleichen.

3 Conclusion

3.1 Die Einfiihrung der Robotics

Auch im Autohaus werden Kosteneinsparungen durch
Robotics ein aufkommendes Thema. So kdnnen am POS
durch VR- und AR-Systeme neue Mdglichkeiten geschaffen
werden, dem Kunden digitale Erlebnisse zu bieten. Robotics
wird zum Berater oder informiert iber aktuelle Highlights
[22]. In der Entwicklung befinden sich bereits Prototypen der
Firma Aldebaran SoftBank Robotics, die die Gestik und
Mimik des Kunden analysieren und entsprechend reagieren.

Auch im Back-Office sollen Roboter einige Teilprozesse
Ubernehmen. So kdnnen die Dispositionen von
zeitaufwendigen, aber monotonen Arbeiten entlastet
werden. Konkret sind damit Themen, wie z. B. die
Rechnungsschreibung gemeint, bei der die gesamte
Ausstattungsliste samt Preis erfasst werden muss. Der
Vorteil ist, dass die Robotics Systeme 24 Stunden am Tag
Informationen verwerten kdénnen. Dadurch wird die
Bearbeitung eines Vorgangs durch den Roboter bei gleicher
Zeit trotzdem effektiver.

Da trotz Robotereinsatz auch zukiinftig die Mitarbeiter
wichtige Funktionen wahrnehmen, ist deren Schulung nicht
zu vernachlassigen [23]. Die Scharfung des Bewusstseins
fur die Notwendigkeit der Veranderung und die Bereitschaft
diesen Weg mitzugehen, ist eine wichtige Grundlage fur den
erfolgreichen Einsatz von automatisierten Vorgangen.

3.2 Der Umstieg auf das Agenturgeschaft

Mit der Digitalisierung und der Umstellung der Antriebe
auf alternative Energien wie den Elektromotor und die
angekiindigte Abschaffung der Antriebe mit fossilen
Brennstoffen, werden auch die Vertriebsmoglichkeiten neu
sortiert [24]. Ein Beispiel fur diese Entwicklung ist der
deutsche Automobilhersteller Volkswagen. Hier wurden in
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der Vergangenheit alle Privatpersonen und gewerblichen
Kunden (mit Ausnahme von GroRRabnehmern) durch den
Vertragshandler betreut und abgewickelt. Mit der Einflihrung

des Vertriebs von Elektrofahrzeugen werden alle
Kundengruppen durch das Agenturmodell bedient. Hierbei
verandert sich das Aufgabenfeld des Handels.

Mit diesem Umbruch werden die Autohduser zur
Digitalisierung von Verkaufsprozessen gedrangt. Wenn bei
der gesamten Umstellung des Absatzmodells die
essenziellen  Grundpfeiler, wie ein  qualifizierter
Internetauftritt und die Teilnahme am Online-Geschaft nicht
vorhanden sind, wird es flir den Handler schwer sich am
Markt weiterhin durchzusetzen.

3.3 Comments

Die Digitalisierung in den Autohdusern nimmt
kontinuierlich Fahrt auf. In meinem Partnerunternehmen, wird
taglich an Konzepten und Projekten zur Digitalisierung von
Prozessen im Autohaus, aber auch an digitalen
Vertriebskanalen gearbeitet. Ich durfte die Ausarbeitung und
Einflhrung des digitalen Probefahrtenplaners betreuen und
sehe in diesem Zusammenhang das Unternehmen gut fiir die
zukinftige Veranderung ausgerichtet. Der Automobilhandel
befindet sich, wie bereits in der Einleitung angesprochen, in
einer Phase des Umbruchs. Die Digitalisierung mit
Nebeneffekten wie dem Agenturgeschaft oder Online-
Plattformen, wird den Markt an Vertragshandlern ausdiinnen.
Nur mit einem durchdachten Konzept oder als groflie
Handelsgruppe kann ein Bestehen gesichert werden. Wie
eine Studie das Consultingunternehmen  Deloitte
prognostiziert, sinkt der Gewinn fiir den Handel bis 2035 um
53 Prozent [25]. Dies ist vor allem auf die unabhangigen
Mobilitatsdienstleister zurlickzufiihren, die sich zwischen den
Hersteller und den Endkunden stellen. Die Handler sind also
gut beraten, ihre eigenen  Online-Vertriebskanale
aufzubauen, um weiterhin Zugriff auf den Kunden zu haben.
Durch die digitale Vernetzung treten auch neue
Markiteilnehmer wie Car-Sharing oder autonome Shuttle
Dienste auf. Flr den Handler gilt es, das Neuwagengeschaft
mit den Firmen- und Flottenkunden zu forcieren, da hier die
gewinnbringenden Finanzdienstleistungen starker abgesetzt
werden kénnen [26].

4 Future Perspectives

Zu weiteren digitale Veranderungen im Automobilhandel
werden auch die hauseigenen Auto-Abo-Angebote der
Hersteller beitragen [27]. Neben herkdmmlichen Mietwagen
Unternehmen wie SIXT oder Europcar wollen Volkswagen
und Co. nun eigene Auto-Abonnements anbieten. Dies soll
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dem Kunden mehr Flexibilitdt im Alltag bieten. Die Rolle des
Handels ist in diesem Vorgang klar formuliert. Ausgaben,
Ricknahmen und die Wartung der Fahrzeuge sollen
abgewickelt und gewahrleistet werden. In einem weiteren
Schritt sollen die Handler dem Kunden eigene Fahrzeuge
zur Verfugung stellen. Die gesamte Buchungs- und
Auswahlthematik soll rein auf Online-Plattformen stattfinden
und erdéffnet einen weiteren Kontaktpunkt zum Kunden [28].

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SUSTAINABLE INTERNATIONAL PORTFOLIO INVESTMENT: CONCEPTS AND CHARACTERISTICS

The article is devoted to analyzing the concept of sustainable international portfolio investment and the main features and differences from
traditional international portfolio investment. It was found that there are practically no definitions of sustainable international portfolio investment in
academic literature of domestic and foreign authors. The notions of the categories "sustainable investment” and "international portfolio investments”
were considered and analyzed discretely. The sustainable international portfolio investment is treated as the process of investing funds by investment
market actors through purchasing foreign securities of issuers (companies or countries) conducting business activities in compliance with
environmental, social, and governance factors or green bonds to obtain investment benefits with mandatory consideration of (ESG) criteria.
Comparative characterization of traditional and sustainable international portfolio investment was carried out regarding for such features as the
essence, time period, and ultimate goal. Specific features of sustainable international portfolio investment were identified: investing in foreign
financial instruments (mainly shares and bonds) taking into account social, environmental and governance criteria of companies or countries;
investment objects do not include such traditional investment instruments as derivative financial instruments due to the fact that they have a
speculative focus; the primary goal is to maximize profits and minimize risks, with mandatory consideration of ESG criteria; consideration of specific

types of risk (ecological, social and governance).

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CONCEPTUAL APPROACHES OF STATE POLICY TO OVERCOMING INSTITUTIONAL DYSFUNCTIONS
OF MODERN ECONOMIC SYSTEMS

The article describes conceptual approaches, which are the basis of the state policy of overcoming the institutional dysfunctions
of modern economic systems. The topic of the article is a relevant theoretical problem within the framework of research into the new
institutional theory, as it substantiates practical ways of counteracting the negative impact of inefficient institutions on the process of
developing economic systems. In the process of research, the author applied the methods of interdisciplinary, comparative and
statistical analysis, as well as a systematic approach together with the use of tabular and graphic methods of data visualization. The
author analyses the main features of the destructive impact of institutional dysfunctions on modern economic systems, the theoretical
basis of the implementation of institutional choice by individuals between two alternatives. The practical experience of institutional
reforming in various countries in the context of the implementation of state policy to overcome inefficient institutions is described,
and the effectiveness of these measures is indicated based on additional analysis of statistical data from recent years. According to
the results of the study, scientific and practical recommendations for overcoming institutional dysfunctions of national economies as
an important component of the strategy of national economies’ institutional reforming. The process of overcoming institutional
dysfunctions by the economic system requires the active involvement of the authority, which not only monitors compliance with the
‘game rules’ established in society but also actively changes them based on its own long-termed strategic goals. The author also
warns that the described measures should not be carried out as an exception but purposefully in the form of implementing a long-
term strategy with the reform of all areas of social life.
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TEMPORALITY IN THE COORDINATES OF THE 215T CENTURY SOCIAL AND LABOR DEVELOPMENT:
THE NATURE AND DRIVERS OF TRANSFORMATION

The quintessence of the article is the author's concept of temporality and the argumentation of the hypothesis regarding the
need to transform fragmentary judgments of a spatio-temporal nature in the field of social and labor development into a coherent
system of knowledge that covers the temporal essence and temporal dimension of phenomena and processes in social and labor
sphere, revealing the nature of "time crisis", contain theoretical and practical foundations for improving temporal processes
management.

The research carried out is of a pioneering nature, in which a new approach and non-traditional view on social and labor issues
through the prism of spatio-temporal perception of phenomena and processes is implemented. The proposed theoretical-applied
construct of temporality opens up new facets of complex, multi-vector drivers of social and labor dynamics in the modern digital age.

Philosophical, theoretical and methodological foundations, arguments and conclusions, which are the content of this article,
relate to the general phenomenon of temporality and its leading varieties — technological, economic and social. Variants of
combining parameters of economic, technological and social temporality are revealed. The circle of temporal trends that appear
as paradoxes of ‘social time' is outlined.

Invariant approaches to the introduction of non-standard time models of employment as an economic form of manifestation of
temporality with the identification of modes of duration of working time by the length of the working day, working week and number
of working days per week are proposed. The current state and prospects for the introduction of various (non-standard) working
time regimes are considered in the context of J. M. Keynes's well-known forecast of the transition to 3-hour shifts by 2030.
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EFFICIENCY OF THE CURRENT SYSTEM OF REMUNERATION IN THE PUBLIC SECTOR

The range of public sector entities was defined in accordance with the effective legislation. The range of public sector entities
was defined in accordance with the effective legislation. The current remuneration in the public sector was studied, that allowed to
identify the system's main problems. Also, the main aspects were summarized that must be considered when reforming
remuneration costs in the public sector, particularly in budgetary institutions. The difference in the interpretation of the categories
"remuneration” and "wages"” is considered. The structure of the general public management sector and the structure of the
employee benefits fund were approved by the salary statistics instruction and were graphically depicted. The forms and systems
of the wage fund and the structure of remuneration in the public sector are considered.

Public demand for high-quality and highly qualified public service posed many problems for the public administration system.
Indispensable changes in the principles and approaches to public management begin with motivated, depoliticized specialists
capable of qualitatively performing the assigned tasks. One of the critical factors in forming such motivation is the projected
remuneration system. On the other hand, the lack of stability and predictability of remuneration leads to low-quality public
administration and politicization. The paper explores the mechanisms of politicization of civil service through remuneration and
analyzes the legal framework for calculating remuneration and in-depth interviews with civil servants regarding their motivation.
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DEMOGRAPHIC SITUATION IN UKRAINE: THE SECOND DEMOGRAPHIC TRANSITION AND UNCERTAINTY

Recently Ukraine, and most regions and countries are experiencing rapid demographic changes. The demographic transition
is characterized by the exhaustion of demographic potential caused by the unfavorable socio-demographic situation in the country.

This article aims to describe the current demographic situation in Ukraine and reveal major demographic trends leading to
economic, social, and environmental unbalances and malfunctions of development models in Ukraine.

A tendency for the Ukrainian population decline is caused predominantly by a decrease in the birth rate and an increase in
mortality. Women's fertility has dropped rapidly, and life expectancy has stagnated, driven predominantly by unfavorable economic
situation, political instability, poor health care system, and social inequality. In Ukraine, as in many countries, regardless of economic
development, fertility rates are now below 2.15 children per woman, treated as a long-term replacement rate. Past trends in fertility and
mortality have led to an increasingly older population. The aging of society is a challenging phenomenon that characterizes the current
stage of the global demographic transition. Migration is another trend that leads to unprecedented demographic changes resulting in
more evident variation in aging at the regional level. Ukraine is experiencing the move from rural to urban areas within countries and
across borders which causes deprivation of rural regions and redistribution of the working-age population.

Nowadays, the demographic situation results from the adverse impact of internal and external factors. Russia's invasion of
Ukraine may lead to a demographic catastrophe. However, the scale of war consequences is hardly estimable. It is unknown how
this war will evolve or when and how it will end, but it has already substantially affected Ukraine's population.
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THE APPLICATION OF PATTERN MIXTURE MODELS AND TIPPING POINT ANALYSIS IN SOCIAL RESEARCH

Nowadays, social economics focuses on many critical issues; among them public health and morbidity are one of the highest
priorities since they have a direct impact on human capital formation, which is a very important component in the development of
the economy. Within public health issues, one of the crucial directions is the analysis of the effectiveness of drugs, which is
typically performed on micro-level involving patients in hospitals. The data collected usually is not complete and it causes
problems during the analysis as if a significant part of the critical data is missed that invalidates findings. The multiple imputation
method is one of the most common approaches in dealing with this problem.

Both primary and sensitivity analyses were performed involving multiple imputation approaches. While the preliminary analysis
was performed assuming that the missing-data values are overlooked at random, the sensitivity analysis was conducted on the
two approaches of missing not-at-random algorithm — the pattern mixture models and the tipping point method. In the paper, the
methodological aspects of the usage of these methods were highlighted. Also, the practical implementation of these methods was
given in the example of imputing the missing values of the laboratory parameter at different time points with subsequent calculation
of AUC and testing the hypothesis of drug efficacy using the analysis of covariance model. The primary analysis showed the
effectiveness of the new drug compared to the placebo. A sensitivity analysis proved the results of the primary analysis. The
tipping point method showed that if the assumption that the mean value of dropout is more significant than observed values for
more than 196, then the result of the primary analysis is questionable.
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ANALYSIS AND EVALUATION OF DIGITIZATION OF SALES PROCESSES IN THE CAR DEALERSHIP

The automotive trade is currently in a phase of upheaval. The trend towards the online shopping experience, reinforced by the
pandemic, and the discussion on emissions and driving bans for internal combustion engines in the vehicle sector sparked by the
diesel problem, is driving the change to electric drive technologies [1]. This change creates new possibilities for vehicle in the field
of digitization [2]. The cross-industry digitization can also be found in the new sales systems of automobile manufacturers [3]. A
change in the sales channels can also be observed here. When buying a car, the customer deviates from going exclusively to the
dealer he trusts and being looked after here throughout the entire sales process. Rather, individual sub-areas are shifting to the
Internet. Established processes must be redesigned in order to continue to survive in the market and in competition.

The aim of this work is to answer two research questions. On the one hand, the status quo of the digitization of sales instru-
ments in car dealerships is to be examined. Specifically, it is about the question of how digitization influences sales and what
effects result from this. On the other hand, the question arises as to how digitization in the form of the Internet is suitable as a
sales channel for the automotive industry, and whether such complex products as a new vehicle can be sold via this channel.
Furthermore, it should be considered which changes in the sales structures this causes at the stationary car dealer.

The work deals exclusively with the digitization of authorized dealers with volume targets in the new car sector. This excludes
the luxury or premium brands. In addition, a distinction is made between two customer categories in the car dealership. There are
bulk buyers and individual customers. The bulk buyers are companies that enjoy special status and conditions due to a predefined
number of minimum purchases. The individual customers are private customers or commercial customers who do not reach the
minimum purchase. The work is limited exclusively to the analysis and effects of changes in the segment of individual customers.
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SUSTAINABLE INTERNATIONAL PORTFOLIO INVESTMENT: CONCEPTS AND CHARACTERISTICS

The article is devoted to analyzing the concept of sustainable international portfolio investment and the main features and
differences from traditional international portfolio investment. It was found that there are practically no definitions of sustainable
international portfolio investment in academic literature of domestic and foreign authors. The notions of the categories
"sustainable investment” and "international portfolio investments” were considered and analyzed discretely. The sustainable
international portfolio investment is treated as the process of investing funds by investment market actors through purchasing
foreign securities of issuers (companies or countries) conducting business activities in compliance with environmental, social,
and governance factors or green bonds to obtain investment benefits with mandatory consideration of (ESG) criteria. Comparative
characterization of traditional and sustainable international portfolio investment was carried out regarding for such features as the
essence, time period, and ultimate goal. Specific features of sustainable international portfolio investment were identified: investing
in foreign financial instruments (mainly shares and bonds) taking into account social, environmental and governance criteria of
companies or countries; investment objects do not include such traditional investment instruments as derivative financial
instruments due to the fact that they have a speculative focus; the primary goal is to maximize profits and minimize risks, with
mandatory consideration of ESG criteria; consideration of specific types of risk (ecological, social and governance).
