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SELF-IDENTITY DISCOURSE OF PHILOSOPHY
IN THE MODERN INTELLECTUAL CULTURE OF UKRAINE

Background. This article presents the results of the study of the main essential features and problems of self-identification of philosophy
in the context of modern intellectual culture in Ukraine. The purpose of the research is to analyze the discourse of self-identification, its features,
specific features and structure. In conditions where the history of Ukrainian philosophy is thoroughly researched, the current state of intellectual
culture and the place and role of philosophy in it remain relevant. Among the Ukrainian philosophers who developed new narratives in Ukrainian
philosophy, it is worth mentioning famous figures: M.V. Popovych, S.B. Krymskyi and V.S. Gorskyi, V.G. Tabachkovskyi, and others.

Methods. The article uses a combination of historical-philosophical and general scientific methods, including content analysis of
philosophical texts, critical discourse analysis, historical-comparative and descriptive methods. This methodology contributes to a comprehensive
study of the role and self-identification in modern Ukrainian intellectual culture.

Results. The results demonstrate the dynamic interaction between the philosophical discourse and the intellectual culture of modern
Ukraine. The article identifies the key themes and trends of self-identification in philosophy, focuses attention on the discourse of self-identification,
its features, structure, and specific features.

Conclusions. It was found that the discourse of self-identification of philosophy in Ukraine, in its modern intellectual culture, is a
multifaceted and constant process, deeply connected with the intellectual and cultural development of the country. The peculiarities of the discourse,
which are related to the iteration of the national philosophy, the influence of Ukrainian studies and the reinterpretation of the heritage, specific features
are identified, the specific features of the discourse are analyzed, such as, for example, the three main worldview foundations of the discourse: neo-
archaizing-postmodern Byzantine-"Kiev Russian" Christianity (S. Krymsky and V. Horskyi), analytical-philosophical (M. Popovych), philosophical-
anthropological (V. Tabachkovsky), and three main levels of manifestation of the main features of the discourse are demonstrated: intergenerational,
inter-institutional and international levels. The structure of the self-identification discourse of philosophy in modern Ukrainian culture is analyzed,
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three conditional levels of the structure are defined: 1. intergenerational, 2. inter-institutional, 3. international. The article notes that continued
interaction with both Western and domestic philosophical traditions will be crucial for the future development of Ukrainian philosophy.

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KANTIAN "PERPETUAL PEACE" IN THE LIBERAL DISCOURSE OF DEMOCRATIC PEACE THEORY

Background. This article represents a reconstructive analysis of the idea of perpetual peace in the works of Immanuel Kant and liberal
thinkers of the second half of the twentieth century as the forerunners and representatives of the democratic peace theory. The study examines the
process of development and evolution of the concept of perpetual and universal peace in liberal discourse and its difference from the original project

of I. Kant.

Methods. Currently, the following methods are used in the work:

- the principle of abstraction, that is, the rejection of a number of properties, connections and relations of the object or phenomenon under study,
which are not essential for solving the assigned problems, to concentrate on its separate elements;
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- the principle of objectivity, that is, taking into account all factors that simplify the process of studying selected objects, phenomena and
processes;

- the principle of unity of theory and practice, taking into account their interdependence.

- the principle of rational reconstruction, that is, consideration of the history of the development of selected issues within the framework of the
rational requirements of scientific discourse.

Results. In the process of research, tendencies towards the development of the idea of perpetual peace within the framework of liberal
humanistic discourse were revealed, which certainly led to changes in the fundamental provisions of the original concept of perpetual peace,
endowing it with democratic and market-liberal elements more characteristic of current scientific discourse.

Conclusions. The Kantian project of perpetual peace forms the fundamental basis of the liberal democratic peace theory. The idea of a
world without war, as well as the mechanism for its establishment and support through the creation of a single political and economic space within
the framework of a world federation, served as the ideological basis for the democratic peace theory, however, in the process of its adaptation to the
conditions of the new discourse, the original project underwent serious changes in its basis. Using the example of the evolutionary historical process
around the "perpetual peace” project, we can trace the general mechanism for the development of scientific knowledge within the framework of a
changing discourse, which, on the one hand, adapts a dynamically developing idea to the more current requirements of scientific knowledge, but on
the other hand, preserves the main direction of the chosen problematic for preservation integrity of scientific discourse.

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CONCRETE TRUTH IN NONLINEAR SCIENCE

Background. Considering a scientific truth as a process is connected with the understanding a concrete truth as unity of absolute and
relative moments of such process. Beginning by Hegel, truth was regarded as linear process with final point of its development. It was absolute truth,
as return of absolute idea to itself in absolute spirit by Hegel. It was the third world by Popper as the world of objective truth. Ukrainian philosopher
Pavilo Kopnin opened development of truth for future, eliminating from it the final point in his materialistic interpretation of the truth as a process.
However, such process was still regarded as linear process. It was natural for the stage of linear science. As | have already wrote (Dobronravova,
2017), modern stage of nonlinear science actualizes the considering of a scientific truth as nonlinear process. In situation of many variants of
nonlinear dynamics the understanding of concrete truth needs to be updated. Such updating is the goal of the article.

Methods. Dialectic method in addition to scientific realism is the most natural approach to research the modern nonlinear science.
Methodologic conception of genetic constructivism by V. Stepin is foundation to consider the relations between theoretical and empirical levels of
nonlinear knowledge. Criticism of correspondent conception of truth in internal realism by H.Putnam is initiative position in looking for right
epistemolology of nonlinear science.

Concrete truth as nonlinear process means the description of real nonlinear dynamics with knowledge about a choice, made by a self-organizing
system between alternatives in bifurcation point. Nonlinear theories reconstruct few options of further development for nonlinear system. To explain
a real situation in certain moment of such development means to describe the real choices by system in points of branching the possibilities. It means
that nonlinear science becomes historical one that describes irreversible change of events.

Methodologically it means the restriction for claim to repeat the results of empirical checking the predictions of theory, because of choice by
chance in bifurcation points. This claim can work for nonlinear medium if different options can be realized in it simultaneously (like Benar's cells in
layer of heated liquid or different parties in democratic societies).

Otherwise things are going in the situations of historical kind, where the irreversible choice between alternatives has place (like historical choice
between right-hand and left-hand traffic in different countries). Repetitions in empirical checking the predicted variants are not possible in principle
because of random nature of choice in bifurcation points.

R e s ults. Non-linear physical theories are descriptive, just like biological, geological and geographic theories. So arrogant condemnation of
such theories by physicists and philosophers of science who took physics as a sample in many previous years founded on misunderstanding the
specificity of different kinds of theories and their objects.

Logical structure of explanation and prediction are not the same in non-linear theories. Non-linear theory can predict a set of possibilities but not
the realization of certain one in certain moment. Concrete truth can be justified if human intervention provides the realization of special condition to
choose selected variant.

Conclusions. We have to understand that such task is more complicated, if we take into account the quantitative way to solve the non-
linear equations. The chain of iterations in approximate solution of such equations can rather give computer simulation of non-linear dynamics. Exact
prediction with iteration formula of each next step of unfolding non-linear dynamics, does not guarantee the long scale prediction of complex
nonlinear system state.

It does not mean that knowledge we got about nonlinear phenomena are not useful for human practice. Thus, the change of dimension in fractal
structures of "noise” in cardiograms lets to admit the first signs of heart illness and to cure heart in time. Meteorologists can warn pilots about
oncoming storm, defining speed of rising flows in atmosphere by fractal dimension of pictures on the screen of radar. Those are the predictions in
nonlinear science. Are they the proofs of concrete truth? Perhaps, yes, they are if we recall old formulation about practice as criteria of truth.

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THE SOCIO-POLITICAL CONTEXT OF THE CONCEPT OF NATURE BY H. D. THOREAU AND R. W. EMERSON

Background. The article reveals the connection between the concept of nature of the transcendentalists R.W. Emerson and H.D. Thoreau
and the Socio-Political Discourse of the 19th century United States of America. Specific socio-political aspects that formed the basis for the formation
of manifestations about nature in the United States in the 19th century were: growing industrialization, the anti-slavery movement, and policies
regarding the indigenous population. The article will note the impact of these factors on the formation of the concept of nature.

Methods. The method of historical reconstruction was used to reveal the socio-political context of the philosophy of nature of American
transcendentalism. The hermeneutic method was used to interpret the philosophy of nature of R. V. Emerson and G. D. Thoreau, taking into account
the socio-political context. A comparative method was used to find common and distinctive features in the philosophical views of American thinkers.
The problem-based method made it possible to focus attention precisely on the problems in philosophical views and on the ways of their solution.
And the contextual method, the purpose of which is to clarify the context of the appearance and development of a particular idea, this article focuses
on the concept of "nature”.

Results. As aresult of the study, affinities between the theorization of abolitionism, reflection on industrialization, debate on the indigenous
population and the philosophy of nature of American transcendentalism were revealed.

Conclusions. The philosophy of the nature of American transcendentalism of R. W. Emerson and H. D. Thoreau is deeply rooted in the
socio-political context of the United States of America before the Civil War and became the theoretical foundation of the abolitionist movement. The concept
of nature in the philosophy of American transcendentalism is closely related to the socio-political discourse of the United States of America in the 19th century.

Radical changes in society before the civil war stimulated the development of both social philosophy and the philosophy of nature.

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UKRAINIAN FUNDAMENTAL SCIENCE — AN INTELLECTUAL FACTOR IN SHAPING
THE TRADITIONS AND VALUES OF EUROPEAN CIVILIZATION

Background. This scientific investigation conducts a constructive-critical, comprehensive, and systematic analysis of the state, paradigms,
and trends in the development of Ukrainian and European fundamental science. It highlights, at a synthetic level, the epistemological and social
functions, historical mission, and vision of domestic science in shaping the traditions and values of European culture.

The article draws attention to the significant contributions made by domestic scientists to the research of theoretical-methodological,
epistemological, and worldview foundations of Ukrainian fundamental science as an intellectual phenomenon. This topic is covered in extensive
monographic works, articles, discourses, and scientific investigations by such scientists as B. Paton, A. Zahorodnii, A. Naumovets, D. Zerbino,
O. Habovych, V. Kuznietsov, L. Kurylo, N. Semenova, S. Honcharenko, A. Pavko, Z. Partiko, A. Filipenko, and others. Valuable, little-studied, and
debatable aspects of this issue have also been highlighted in the works of foreign scientists. Among them, the author of the article includes
interdisciplinary publications by J. Barroso, J. Gorgon, V. Humboldt, K. Popper, and other Western thinkers and researchers. At the same time, there
are practically no professional generalizing works in domestic socio-humanitarian thought that consider Ukrainian fundamental science from a
comprehensive, synthetic perspective as a powerful intellectual factor in shaping the traditions and values of European culture.

Methods. The article uses a set of methods (analysis, synthesis, inductive and deductive methods) as well as general scientific approaches
such as dialectical, systematic, and interdisciplinary methods to study this socio-humanitarian problem. This has led to the revelation of the internal
contradictory nature of trends in the development of fundamental science, the evaluation of Ukrainian science in the system of European values and
culture. Meanwhile, the dialectical method provides the theoretical and methodological foundation for a deep, essential understanding of the
intellectual potential of fundamental research. In contrast, the systematic approach used in the article is extrapolated to conduct a correct,
comprehensive analysis of the integral components that determine the regularities and features of the development of domestic science in modern
conditions. The interdisciplinary approach, creatively applied in the article, made it possible to combine achievements in the field of social humanities,
which significantly determine the determinants of the methodological culture of scientific analysis, critical thinking in the process of producing and
assimilating scientific knowledge.

Results. The article identifies the following trends in the development of Ukrainian fundamental science as an institutional factor in shaping
the traditions and values of European culture:

Powerful, systematic development of fundamental science is a necessary condition for improving the mechanisms of deepening European
integration processes in Ukraine.

Modern fundamental science is one of the components of the socio-cultural progress of humanity and defines such important characteristics as
the differentiation and integration of science, computerization, and humanization of each of them.

The historical experience of the development of European civilization shows that science, both in the past and in the present, has been and
remains an important intellectual factor, a reliable rational foundation of strong states and nations.

Conclusions. The conclusion establishes that the scientific potential of the state is an integral component of European culture and the
intellect of the modern Ukrainian nation. It is important to consider that European values should have a profound and irreversible nature for domestic
science rather than a temporary one. The preservation and modernization of national intellect, intellectual capital are essential conditions for its
integration into the educational, scientific, and cultural space of Europe, and for the preservation and development of Ukraine as a modern,
scientifically powerful democratic state with established civilizational traditions. The article emphasizes that the constant pursuit of intellectual and
political freedom, patriotism, tireless industriousness, intelligence, education, creativity, intellect, healthy pragmatism, persistence, courage,
ingenuity, and a sense of humor are precisely the universal, distinctly defined, characteristic traits of our compatriots that make them resilient and
open up a unique intellectual space in Europe, a wonderful European world of existence.

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SPECIFICITY OF CULTURAL STRATEGIES WITHIN BRI: CHALLENGES AND TASKS FOR UKRAINE

Background. The article examines the philosophical and worldview foundations and specifics of the functioning of cultural strategies
within the framework of the "One Belt, One Road” (BRI) Initiative, as well as their potential and risks for Ukraine in the context of possible
implementations. It was revealed that the theoretical basis of the formation of the cultural strategy of the BRI is the idea of a new democracy, which
provides for the creation and development of a "new culture”. This idea includes preserving the traditional priorities of Chinese civilization and
introducing new aspects that take into account both the Marxist considerations of the leaders of the Chinese Communist Party and contemporary
global trends.

Methods. The research methodology includes content analysis of official documents and strategies, critical discourse analysis of scientific
articles and studies, as well as comparative analysis of cultural strategies in different regions. These methods make it possible to deeply study and
evaluate the specificity and effectiveness of cultural initiatives in the context of the BRI.

Results. Itis revealed that modern researchers in China focus on a number of strategies for cultural development within the framework of
the BRI, including increasing the level of spiritual culture formation, ensuring the long-term development and inheritance of cultural values, increasing
the overall level of state power through cultural promotion, forming a state with "strong” culture, the transmission of cultural values from generation
to generation, the promotion of the building of a harmonious society through cultural initiatives, the use of foreign experience for the benefit of China,
the expansion of influence outside the country through cultural initiatives, the development of "cultural” product brands, and the use of historical
heritage for development of modernity.

It is substantiated that for the effective and full implementation of these cultural strategies within the framework of the BRI, the Chinese authorities
have formulated a powerful state policy for the training of personnel in the field of culture, developed and identified key challenges and tasks for their
implementation. Particular attention is paid to the peculiarities of the implementation of China's cultural strategies both in countries culturally close
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to China (regions of Southeast Asia and the Pacific Ocean), and in countries that are significantly different from the traditions and customs of China,
which is the founder of the BRI Initiative (countries of Europe, Latin America and the Persian Gulf).

Conclusions. Itis proven that for the possible implementation of the BRI cultural strategies in Ukrainian realities, it is necessary to
understand both risks and advantages. If among the key advantages it is possible to single out the spread of the network of Institutes of Ukrainian Studies
(such as the Confucius Institutes), which will contribute to the dissemination of authentic information about Ukrainian culture, tradition and language,
then among the risks insufficient attention to cultural differences may cause misunderstandings between partners from different countries, which may
lead to breaches of contracts or non-fulfillment of the terms of the agreement. This can affect the trust between the parties and cause conflicts.

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GENEALOGY OF HADEWIJCH'S CONCEPT OF MINNE:
SECULAR AND RELIGIOUS ASPECTS

Background. The article is devoted to the Minnemystik of Hadewijch of Brabant in the Xlll century. It deals with the
genesis of Hadewijch's concept of Minne in its relation to the monastic Cistercian mysticism of Bernard of Clairvaux, William of
Saint-Thierry in the Xll century and Beatrice of Nazareth in the Xlll century. It also considers the conception of theologist and
philosopher Richard of Saint-Victor in the Xll century. Considering the existing advances of researchers on Hadewijch's
Minnemystik, since the XX century, this investigation especially focuses on the primary role of the secular tradition of minnesingers
and trobairitz of the mid-Xlll century in her texts.

Methods. The main method of the article is a comparative analysis. It is used to find the common meaning of Minne in two
traditions: secular and religious minnesingers. The historical-philosophical approach allows us to demonstrate the conceptual link
between monastic theology in the XII-XIIl centuries and Hadewijch's beguinal Minnemystik.

Results. The article sheds light on Hadewijch’s concept of the Minne and stresses the primary role of the secular and
religious conceptions of predecessors and contemporaries in Hadewich's Minnemystik.

Conclusions. The author underlines that Hadewijch's concept of Minne comes from the secular tradition of minnesingers
and, especially, trobairitz. It also derives from the XlI-century male and female mystic theology, which follows Augustine. Thus, the
concept of the Minne is deeply connected with the notion of Amor and the tradition of "courtly love", and with Caritas and the
tradition of "pure love".

Background

Despite the increased search interest in Hadewijch's
texts since the XX century, her figure is completely unknown
today, as pointed out by Rob Faesen (Faesen, 2023, p. 66).
She was the "first mystical author in the Dutch language
area — who wrote an extensive oeuvre consisting of visions,
forty-five poems [...] and forty-seven letters [...]" (Faesen,
2023, p. 66). Most researchers accept the hypothesis that
Hadewijch was a beguine from Brabant in the XIII century.
According to her didactic letter, she was a leader of one of
the beguinal groups and had a personal mystical experience
of Divine presence.

Hadewijch's Minnemystik is a part of the great tradition
of the Unio Mystica in the XlII century. It appeared under the
influence of different cultural phenomena. This article aims
to articulate the main of them, which indirectly formed the
polysemantic meaning of Hadewijch's concept of Minne.

The main objective of this research is to consider the
Cistercian's tradition of Bridal mysticism, and secular and
religious traditions of minnesingers in the XII-XIIlI centuries
which were the main sources of Hadewijch's conception of
the Minnemystik.

This investigation uses the English translation of
Hadewijch's and Beatrice's of Nazareth texts. It is also based
on the works of Paul Mommaers, Bernard McGinn, Rob
Faesen, Winfried Corduan and Anita Mir about Hadewijch's
Minnemystik and minnesingers' tradition of Minne.
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Methods

The research belongs to the area of history of Medieval
mysticism in the XlII century. This article uses a method of
analysis and comparative method to explicate the
conceptual connection between secular and religious
traditions of minnesingers. It also applies a hermeneutic
approach to make clear all meanings of the Minne of
Hadewijch's texts.

Results

From the secular to the religious image of Minne:

1. The literary tradition of minnesingers (from German
"Minnesédnger™) or Middle Dutch minstrels was popular in
the XII-XIII centuries in Germany and on the territory of the
Low Countries. Thus, minnesingers founded brotherhoods
in Hennegau, Liege, and Antwerp. The phenomenon of
minnesingers dates back to the Provencal troubadours, who
wrote mainly lyric vernacular texts (southern France), and
trouvéres (northern part of France), which were
characterised by an epic genre. One of the popular subjects
for both of them was Amor/fin'amor — sensual and emotional
love to the domina, domna or feignaire. Troubadours and
trouveres wrote texts (love poetry or "gai saber"), that were
performed by jugglers — vagrant musicians. Troubadours
could also perform their songs, which they dedicated to the
noble ladies, travelling from court to court. Another name of
this cultural tradition of the feudal society is "courtly love" —
the name came from the name of the place corteis or royal
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courts, where it was developed. The mediaeval literary world
of the XII-XIll centuries has been represented not only by
troubadours but also by trobairitz — female troubadours (e.g.,
Comtessa de Dia, Eleanor of Aquitaine, Ermengarde of
Narbonne). Besides trobairitz who were noble women, there
also existed jouglaresses — female jugglers from the lower
class of society who led a vagabond way of life, writing and
performing poetry. Trobairitz performed their songs, using
mediaeval musical instruments such as harp or vielle. Their
realistic folk songs about self-determination and experience
of love were more popular than fictional troubadours' songs
of courtly love and, probably, became one of the sources of
inspiration for lyric texts of female minnemystik.

Minnesingers in their turn incorporated lyric and epic
genres of courtly love. At the same time, they transformed
troubadours' art of love poetry into idealistic and
metaphysical songs about pure Minne with the shade of
religiosity. Thus, poetry about the divine power of Frau
Minne or Liebesgéttin drunk ideas from the religious cult of
the Virgin Mary (e.g.,, Ulrich von Liechtenstein
"Frauendienst" (Service of the Lady).

According to Paul Mommaers Minne is the Middle Dutch
(from the old Dutch — "Mina") and the Middle High German
notion. The etymology of Minne refers to the Latin word
memini (to remember). This word means: "[...] that another
person, notably the be-min-de (beloved), is present in one's
consciousness. This psychological phenomenon — being
internally occupied with, or being won over by a loved one —
was a fundamental discovery of courtly love (fin'amors),
which found its first literary expression in the songs of the
French troubadours and trouvéres" (Mommaers, 2004, p. 4).

The Latin word "memini" is connected with the Latin
words "mens" and English "mind". Thus, "Minne — memini —
mens — mind" is the strong etymological chain (Mommaers,
2004, p. 4). Consequently, as conceals Clara Auvray-
Assayas: "In short, Minne is love insofar as it occupies the
lover's mind and leads him to resort to poetry, for instance,
to testify to his psychic experience" (Auvray-Assayas, &
Cassin, 2014, p. 599). This sense of Minne is very close to
the ancient Greek daydrmn, in the sense of the apostles Paul
and John — "essence, that in me remaining, dwelling".

Thereby, minnesingers' poetry about the psychological and
idealistic phenomenon of Minne became one more inspiration
for the mystical texts of female religious minnesingers.

The tradition of the religious minnesingers in the
XIll century began with a well-educated Cistercian nun
Beatrice of Nazareth from Lier (Brabant) and her
contemporary — beguine Hadewijch of Brabant. Ida from
Nivelles, a spiritual daughter of Beatrice, and Ida from
Leuven are the Cistercian nuns who are also worth
mentioning. The spiritual, and mystical experiences (visions)
of both nuns were described by their biographers and
received development in further mystical texts.

Beatrice and Hadewijch talentedly assimilated the
values of the secular phenomenon of Minne by trobairitz and
minnesingers to characterise the mystical experience of
God. But unlike secular minnesingers' tradition, religious
Minne is not an idealistic abstraction, or, just a psychological
phenomenon, its fundamental reality of Divine Love: "God is
not just an object of thought or of faith; he is a reality that
makes itself felt, an object of contact and impact — this truth
Hadewijch illuminates by calling him by a new name, a name
that sounds alive: minne (Love)" (Mommaers, 2004, p. 5).

Tracing back the preceding monastic theology,
especially Cistercian's, they portrayed the love to God as
pure, simple, mutual and violent, influenced by the "feeling
mysticism of the heart" of Bernard of Clairvaux and by the
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concept of "violenta caritas" of Richard of Saint-Victor. They
also emphasised that Reason and Love — both lead to God
and stressed the importance of love over knowledge
(according to William of Saint-Thierry). At the same time,
religious female minnesingers added a new existential and
individual meaning to the image of Divine Love — Minne,
which is also strikingly different from the scholastic
understanding of God as pure Esse: "Holy love' is a what
happens between an individual human being and the Divine.
This love is unique, as well as the shared process towards
its sublime manifestation" (Beatrice of Nazareth, 2016, p. 7).
Thus, Beatrice was one of the pioneers, who worked out the
"language of Minne". In the work "On Seven Ways of Holy
Love", she defined Minne (Holy love) as disinterested divine
"active power" (begete) or "desire" that renews the soul. The
"aim" of this divine power becomes one spirit (fruition) with
the Groom (God). Beatrice used the style of the Bridal
language which she, one of the first in the female Christian
mystical tradition, supplemented with language of
Dionysius's "abyss" and "madness of love" to describe the
personal unity with God/Godhead/high Trinity. She
described unity with God as a rest in the sweet embrace of
love (highest bliss, which includes "great pleasure" and
"great sorrow") or immersion of the soul: "[...] into the
eternity of love, into the incomprehensible wisdom and the
silent highness, into the deep abyss of the Deity, who is
everything in all what exists, elusive, elevated above all things,
imperishable, almighty, all-encompassing, and who powerfully
execute everything" (Beatrice of Nazareth, 2016, p. 25).

Also, unlike the tradition of monastic Cistercians, female
religious minnesingers emphasised the importance of the
female voice in the mystery of love between God and the
human soul. They described feelings of love from afar
(amour de lonh), where the central experience is "longing"
for a Beloved instead of a monastic "possession" or
experience of Beloved/Divine presence: "[...] the fruition of
love comes to reside in the paradoxical nonfruition of
continual yearning for the Beloved" (McGinn, 1998, p. 169).
But one of the striking differences is that the human soul
becomes equal to Infinite Love in the union as opposed to
Cistercians, who wrote about unity between Infinite and finite
love (McGinn, 1998, p. 170).

Consequently, the tradition of Minnemystik incorporated
both — secular and religious genesis of the concept of Minne.
On one hand, secular tradition demonstrated the evolution
of Minne from an individual experience of a real love by the
trobairitz to the female minnesingers' idealistic and
metaphysical concept of a holy Minne: "Hadewijch took the
term "minne" (beloved) from the minnesingers. In their work,
"minne" simply replaces the "Dame Amour" of courtly love
lyrics. There are similarites between the Dame
Amour/minne of courtly love lyrics and minne as Hadewijch
uses it, the chief of which are that both are the object of love,
both depict figures that are capricious in their loving, and
both describe female figures — minne being a female
gendered noun in both the German and Dutch of that period"
(Mir, 2018, p. 184).

On the other hand, the religious meaning of Minne had
evolved inside Cistercian monastic theology from the concept
of pure love to the concept of mystical feelings and flourished
inside the female Cistercian and beguinal movement in the
conception of an individual experience of Divine unity.

Hadewijch's concept of Minne. Hadewijch's Minnemystik
absorbed the Cistercian tradition of the Bridal mysticism, that
replaced hierarchical language (Father-Son-human soul) with
the language of Holy Caritas, and clothed it into literary forms
of "mystical visions", "didactic letters" and poetry in the
tradition of religious minnesingers. Winfried Corduan
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underlines: "Hadewijch is credited with inventing a new literary
form, namely transforming mediaeval poetry of courtly love
into Christian mystical poetry" (Corduan, 2001, p. 201).

Hadewijch described the process of unity with God
through the Minne as a renewal of lasting eternal equal
unity. In addition, Hadewijch combined Neoplatonism,
according to which all forms have their pre-existence in
Divine Great Reason, with Augustine's conception of original
sin, as a consequence of which we lost our initial unity with
God. This type of unity still keeps two separate subjects but
narrows the gap between the human Will and God's
Spirit/Will. It also may be described as the expiration of one
into another or being engulfed by God. Hadewijch, following
the tradition of predecessors, also described God as the
abyss and depth: "Where the abyss of his wisdom is, he will
teach you what he is, and with what wondrous sweetness
the one and the Beloved dwell one in the other, and how
they penetrate each other in such a way that neither of the
two distinguishes himself from the other. But they abide in
one another in fruition [ghebruken], mouth in mouth, heart in
heart, body in body, and soul in soul, while one sweet divine
Nature [ene soete godlike nature] flows [doer] through them
both (2 Pet. 1:4), and they are both one thing through each
other, but at the same time remain two different selves — yes,
and remain so forever" (Hadewijch, 1980, p. 66; Hadewijch,
1952, pp. 79-80).

Such unity is a kind of theosis, in which the human soul
restores lost perfection — pure free Will (liberty) and achieves
deification: "But when by fruiton man is united to Love, he
becomes God, mighty and just" (Hadewijch, 1980, 84).
Hadewijch added, that "[...] God is a way for the passage of the
soul into its liberty, that is, into his inmost depths, which cannot
be touched except by the soul's abyss" (Hadewijch, 1980, p. 86).

Although Hadewijch's vernacular theology relates to the
affective mystical tradition. "Ghebruken" or fruition is an
enjoyment of a union with God, but the purpose of a union
is to see God's face (e.g., "an eternal fruition" in Vision 8:30,
"the Six-Winged countenance" in Vision 13:24), not sweet
feelings. Hadewijch in equal measure described
"ghebruken" (to have a fruition) and "ghebreken" (not to
have a fruition). Thus, she wrote about the experience of
"weelde" (sufficiency) and "wee" (grief of unsatisfied desire).
Both results do not depend on the person. When a person
prepares his soul through virtues, he realises his limitations
and understands that unio depends on God and it is His
gesture [gracien] (Mommaers, 2004, p. IX).

Minne in Hadewijch's texts is the characteristic on one
hand, of the human soul, on the other hand of God's Being.
Through Minne, a human person knows himself and knows
God as a great Love.

Minne regarding God is:

* the ontological principle or essence that manifests all
created beings (following Beatrice of Nazareth);

* Godhead (Goetheit), beside the persons of the Trinity
(Corduan, 2001, p. 201);

* Christ (Beminde, Lief) — real live Minne and way to
God. To achieve perfection is not possible without the desire
of living God: "Now you have tasted me and received me
outwardly and inwardly; and you have understood that the
ways of union wholly begin in me™ (Hadewijch, 1980,
p. 284). As well as, in the vernacular theology of that day
imagination plays a key role in knowing Christ. Keeping the
image of Christ (Minne) in mind was a very popular practice
which contributed to a personification of Minne itself as an
individual, separated entity;
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* the Divine Love (Caritate/Karitate) towards us that
manifests itself in the mission of our life and is the principle
of unity in the Trinity — a model of "active love". Hadewijch
writes: "You must also live in joyful hope and strong
confidence that God will allow you to love him with that great
love wherewith he loves himself, Three and One [...]"
(Hadewijch, 1980, p. 80).

Minne concerning the human experience of "Unio
Mystica" is:

« the binding force (amor ligans, according to Richard of
St. Victor) (McGinn, 1998, p. 203) that acts in the human
soul as the bond (bant) or glue (ljm). Hadewijch writes:
"Love is truly a chain because she binds and grasps
everything in her power" (Hadewijch, 1980, p. 352);

« the transformative power that prepares the soul for the
union through three stages: a light (licht) — "In this light we
can learn How we shall love the God-man" (Hadewijch,
1980, p. 354; Hadewijch, 1952, p. 78), this light enlightens
the human Reason — "enlightened reason"; a live coal (cole) —
"sets afire and extinguishes by the madness of Love"
(Hadewijch, 1980, p. 354; Hadewijch, 1952, p. 80); a fire
(vier) — burns out all the differences of the soul; then a gentle
dew (dau) descends on this scorched desert and brings
union with God (Hadewijch, 1980, p. 354; Hadewijch, 1952,
p. 81). "Between God and the blissful soul that has become
God with God, there reigns a spiritual charity. So, whenever
God reveals this spiritual charity to the soul, there rises
within it a tender friendship (cf. Rom. 8:28)" (Hadewijch,
1980, p. 111). The next stage is a living spring (leuende
borne) (Hadewijch, 1952, p. 82) or a new life in the
transformed calm soul. Hadewijch describes: "If two things
are to become one, nothing may be between them except
the glue wherewith they are united together. That bond of
glue is Love, whereby God and the blessed soul are united
in oneness" (Hadewijch, 1980, p. 80). The last stage is a hell
(helle) — chains of love hold the human soul firmly in the
waiting for the next union with God (Hadewijch, 1952, p. 83).

Therefore, Hadewijch's concept of Minne refers to the
two dimensions of reality: divine and human. It also
combines psychological and metaphysical aspects and
belongs to the great tradition of Christian mysticism in the
XIII century.

Discussion and conclusions

We resume on the one hand that Hadewijch's concept of
the Minne has been influenced by the secular psychological
meaning of Amor by troubadours and metaphysical holy
Love by minnesingers. It was also formed due to the key role
of the idealistic and individual meaning of Love by trobairitz.
These female troubadours were popular on the territory of
the Low Countries, especially contemporary France,
Germany and Belgium during the XIII century. Their realistic
image of Love, in turn, influenced the existential meaning of
the Minne of Cistercian's nuns. Thus, the works of Beatrice
of Nazareth were the source of inspiration for Hadewijch's
religious concept of Minne.

On the other hand, Hadewijch's concept of the Minne
comprised the meaning of "rational Caritas" from texts by
Cistercian monastic theologist William of Saint-Thierry and
the meaning of "violence Caritas" from texts by Richard of
Saint-Victor School. However, it was formed with the
conception of affective mysticism by the Bridal mystic
Bernard of Clairvaux. Thus, the monastic concept of the
Caritas in the XIlI-XIII centuries, which refers to the early
Augustine's tradition, is one of the aspects which formed
Hadewijch's concept of the Minne.
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We can sum up that Hadewijch used the notion of Minne-
Karitate to describe God itself and God's Love. It also used
the notion of Minne as a divine transformative power in the
human soul, which leads to union with God.

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THE EMERGENCE AND DEVELOPMENT OF OXFORD PHILOSOPHY AS A PREREQUISITE
FOR THE FORMATION OF THE ORDINARY LANGUAGE PHILOSOPHY

Background. According to a common prejudice, especially prevalent among philosophers in the continental tradition, the philosophy of
everyday language (sometimes referred to as Oxford philosophy), with its focus on what we usually say and mean, fundamentally expresses a
positivist attitude. Herbert Marcuse (1898-1979), who significantly contributed to the spread of this view, interprets the appeal to the concept analysis
in these philosophers' writings as purely ideological: it fails to recognize the constructed nature of the social and views the social as a domain of
brute facts where critical thinking should cease. Therefore, to grasp the essence of the ordinary language philosophy, it is crucial to identify the
prerequisites for the emergence of this philosophical style and delve into its historical context.

Methods. In this article, the author employs the method of historical-philosophical reconstruction to clarify the conditions of the formation and
genesis of Oxford philosophy. General scientific methods of cognition — such as analysis, synthesis, and generalization — are used to elucidate key ideas and
concepts that influenced the development of Oxford philosophy's method. Additionally, methods of systematization and comparison are applied.

Results. The article identifies the historical prerequisites for the formation of Oxford philosophy, specifying the key ideas and concepts that
impacted the development of the ordinary language philosophy. It clarifies the distinctions and interconnections between the concepts of the
philosophy of everyday language and Oxford philosophy.

Conclusions. Forten years following the end of the Second World War, the University of Oxford became a hub of exceptionally productive
philosophical activity. This period laid the groundwork for the emergence of a new and original philosophical movement known as the "Ordinary
language philosophy" or "Oxford philosophy". However, equating the ordinary language philosophy entirely with Oxford philosophy is not accurate.
The former term pertains specifically to the methodology of analyzing natural language expressions in the post-World War Il era. In contrast, Oxford
philosophy encompasses a broader historical context, including the pre-war period of philosophical activity at the University of Oxford. Thus, Oxford
philosophy should be understood as a historical-philosophical stage that ultimately led to the formation of the philosophy of everyday language.
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MAIN TASKS OF THE UNIVERSITY DURING THE RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR

In the Middle Ages its meaning varied in different places,
and changed somewhat in the centuries between 1200
and 1500 A.D. In these pages it signifies in general an
institution for higher education; and "institution" means,
not a group of buildings, but a society of teachers or
students organized, and ultimately incorporated, for
mutual aid and protection, and for the purpose of imparting
or securing higher education. Originally, universities were
merely guilds of Masters or Scholars; as such they were
imitations of the numerous guilds of artisans and
tradesmen... of these guilds grew the elaborate
organization... of universities" (Norton, 2005).

Today, the Law of Ukraine "On Higher Education"
states that a university, as a higher education institution, is
a distinct type of institution that constitutes a legal entity of
private or public law, operates under a license to conduct
educational activities at certain levels of higher education,
conducts  scientific, technical, innovative and/or
methodological activities, ensures the organization of the
educational process and the obtaining of higher education
and postgraduate education by persons, taking into
account their vocations, interests and abilities. The
university has its autonomy — self-reliance, independence,
and responsibility of the higher education institution in
making decisions on the development of academic
liberties, organization of the educational process, scientific
research, internal management, economic and other
activities, independent selection and placement of
personnel within the framework established by this Law.
Participants in the educational process must adhere to
academic integrity (On higher education..., 2014).

That is, the University has always been and remains
today an association of those who teach and those who
study. In fact, the university is a specific association, a unity,
where both study continuously, throughout their lives. The
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university became a place where restless students who were
eager for science turned into its committed students. Therefore,
the main goal of the University since its foundation has been to
teach and be educated. To date, nothing has changed in this
regard. Universities constitute a kind of union of people whose
main goal is to acquire new knowledge and use it in various
ways. No wonder the University is called "alma mater" because
its essence is the generation of new knowledge.

The university in Ukraine is constantly experiencing certain
upheavals related to historical events within the country and
global events. Let's recall COVID-19. This has been a
challenging period for both the global university community
and Ukraine. Since 2019, universities have been trying to
generate new ways of transferring knowledge, or to make the
most of the existing ones, adapting them to the current
situation, as the rapid spread of the disease has made it
impossible to teach in the usual, established classroom.
During the pandemic, educators were in a terribly unique
position. Teachers and students were deprived of the
opportunity to conduct the educational process the way they
were used to: direct communication in classrooms. A new
reality has emerged for educators, and we can say that
educators have found themselves in a certain experiment. The
pandemic period led to a situation when the educational
community had to master new tools and means to make
teaching the subjects possible. In fact, each teacher has made
a certain breakthrough in mastering new technologies to
convey material to students. And remote learning has indeed
made it possible to continue the educational process. During
the pandemic period, higher education was functioning as a
distinct open university where education was provided without
visiting the campus. The university used the Internet at 100 %.
We can ask the question: Is there anything new to be
incorporated into distance learning that is different from what
we already have? We think that it is. Human thought is
unpredictable! New applications and web tools will definitely
be developed, and computer technology will improve — that is
our near future. This raises another question: could remote
education completely replace in-class education? No web
tools, artificial intelligence, presentations, or zooms will be
able to replace in-person teaching, lectures, and seminars.
Practice shows that people are eager for live communication,
including in-class education. The question may be asked: will
remote education disappear in the future? Not likely. It has
now entered our lives in a very profound and lasting way. But
this is not bad, there is an alternative, and there is an
opportunity to continue education even during the war. The
educational process is becoming more flexible, it will be a
combination of different forms of education, both for now and
after Ukraine's victory in the russian-Ukrainian war. The most
noticeable advantage is the flexibility of the schedule. This is
perfect for those who have difficulty attending in-person
classes on campus. Programs for purely remote study have
already been developed. Universities use mixed studying
(distance and in-class), and of course, one hundred percent
classroom-based classical education remains in place. Thus,
Ukrainian universities have begun to gain new experience in
the educational process, again together, both teachers and
students. And it was this new experience that helped a lot
when russian invaders with hypersonic missiles and tanks
invaded the territory of our sovereign independent country. It
turned out that the pandemic period has prepared Ukraine's
educators, meaning that they have gained experience in how
to continue education during military operations.

So how did the war change the educational process, how
did it affect university education, and what challenges did
Ukrainian education face? After surviving the first shock of
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February 24, 2022, it became clear to educators, like to
every citizen of the country, that they have to fight and
continue to work in the field of education. Thanks to
remote technologies, this could and should have been
done. Educators were supposed to become armed forces
of education similar to the Armed Forces of Ukraine. And
educators began to build their own line of defense. After
all, education is something on which the development of
the society of the whole country depends, so during the
war, university education should not only hold the front line
of the educational struggle but also try to build a new line
based on the realities in which we find ourselves.
Therefore, at this stage, the university community is in
dynamic synergy with the military situation. Moreover,
each of us can and does influence these circumstances.
These circumstances encourage us to work creatively.
The most important role is performed by the philosophical
comprehension of the situation, which constantly
responds to new realities and helps to create something
new even in such a difficult time. Therefore, the university
community in Ukraine (faculty and students) has long
realized that active civic engagement builds moral
fortitude; shapes the integrity of human exploration of the
world through the unity of mind, feelings, faith, and
intuition; develops creative ways to address problems; and
creates a set of personal values based on the principles of
freedom and independence.

That is why this article will also focus on how the
Ukrainian University develops its own authenticity and
defends its independence during the war. And in this
regard, one cannot but agree with the thoughts of the great
philosopher José Ortega y Gasset: "...no matter how
perfect English secondary education and the German
University are, it would be useless to borrow their models,
because they are only a part of themselves. Their
collective reality is the whole country that created and
supports them " (Ortega y Gasset, 2002). That is to say, at
this very moment, a certain number of generations (those
who teach and those who study) are creating a new format
for the Ukrainian university, putting their spirit, their values,
and their ideas into it. This new image of the University is
being created based on the already-established idea of a
medieval university with all its transformations. The new
image of the University does not reject it, but rather
expands and complements it. We are currently witnessing
the formation of the contemporary Ukrainian University,
which is being created before our eyes during the war. This
is reflected in Ukrainian society.

If we look at the history of universities, we will see that
the first universities were in a certain sense a social and
intellectual innovation of the late twelfth century (Ortega y
Gasset, 2002). At that time, "universitas" referred to the
student and faculty guilds. The official name of the university
was "stadium generate". And only in the 15th century
"stadium generate" was replaced by "universitas". The first
universities had one thing in common-they were located in
cities, as rural monastery schools were unable to fulfill the
educational needs of the time. Only cities were able to
provide accommodation for the growing number of
students. In fact, this remains the case today. These centers
quickly achieved international status and had a high
international prestige. They welcomed students from all over
Europe who were educated as doctors, lawyers, and
theologians. In a certain sense, the success of universities
was linked to the social benefits that their graduates enjoyed.
For instance, the creation of the "studium generate" with a
legal specialization addressed public demand, as there was
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a huge shortage of qualified lawyers, doctors, and theologians
at the time (Wulf, 2008, p. 17).

In other words, in the Middle Ages, the purpose of university
education was already formalized: to train certain professions
and prepare future researchers who would nurture science.
Since early universities already had researchers who were
engaged in "sciences" without the obligation to teach, they were
called "magistri non regens." And this is despite the fact that
such academic subjects as mathematics, geometry, and
astronomy occupied an insignificant place in the thirteenth-
century curriculum. An example of those who were engaged in
science was Robert Grosseteste in Paris and Roger Bacon in
Oxford, who achieved great success in the development of
optics. That is why, today, the purpose of university education,
from one perspective, remains the original one: it supplies a
society with high-quality professionals (doctors, engineers,
teachers...). Obviously, universities must establish scientific
laboratories, institutes, and various research centers
surrounding them in order to advance the sciences. On the
other hand, this goal can be specified in certain tasks that are
dictated by certain historical events.

One of the most important tasks of university education in
Ukraine nowadays is to form and preserve the culture of the
Ukrainian people and preserve its spirit. This idea is supported
by Ortega y Gasset. "Gideon would say regarding this very
profound question that a person is always born in a certain
epoch. That is, they are called to live out their lives at a certain
height in the evolution of human destinies. By birth, a person
belongs to a certain generation, and each generation is not
located anywhere, but rather slightly above the previous one.
This means that they inevitably live at the peak of their time,
or rather, at the peak of their ideas and perceptions" (Ortega y
Gasset, 2002). In other words, the University of Ukraine
becomes a center in which the cultural identity of the Ukrainian
people is formed and preserved. And it is this cultural identity
that will be the basis for the political unity of the Ukrainian
people. In turn, cultural identity will represent a "deep and
solidary brotherhood" (Anderson, 2001, p. 22), which will
become the basis for the creation of Ukraine's new political
culture. The Ukrainian University becomes a center in which
"a homogeneous moral community worthy of its heroic
ancestors and renewed through a politicized oral folk culture"
(Smith, 2006, p. 102) is concentrated, which requires the
eradication of all that is alien.

When forming the contemporary political culture, the
political community of Ukraine safeguards the common
political institutions, rights, and responsibilities of all members
of the community in times of war, including the territory that
ethnically belongs to it and where the people enjoy their
independence. The notion of "cultural identity" is closely linked
to the notion of "national identity" of a certain community of
people. E. Smith in his work "National Identity" lists the traits
of "national identity": its own historical territory, common myths
and historical memory, common mass and public culture,
common economy, and common legal rights and
responsibilities for all members (Smith, 1994, p 20). After all,
"modern nations are formed mainly on the basis of pre-existing
ethnic bonds and feelings" (Smith, 2009, p. 12).

Thus, it is during the war that Ukrainian universities are
developing a certain system of ideas, and contemporary
Ukerainian culture is emerging. First and foremost, it is a culture
of reconsideration of the place and purpose of man in the
world. It forms the attitude to war, it shows the value and cost
of human freedom. It reveals the potential of the spirit of the
Ukrainian people in the struggle for their freedom and
independence. It reveals the significance of critical thinking.
After all, this culture exposes the savagery of the russian
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people to the whole world and demonstrates what kind of
disaster can befall a people who live by the propaganda of
a few and do not think critically. And most importantly: this
culture develops mechanisms of counteraction and rapid
response and resistance to the mass anti-intellectual
primitive consciousness of the russian people.

It is this contemporary culture of Ukraine that now
forms a special class of Ukrainian students. They can be
called a wandering class of students. This is reminiscent
of the wandering students of the Vanguards in the Middle
Ages (since there was a certain specialization in
universities at that time, this led to the fact that many
students had to continue their education at other
universities). The current situation in Ukraine is as follows:
due to the spread of remote education, students can study
at several universities at the same time, not only in Ukraine
but also in other countries.

On the other hand, the guild of Ukrainian students has
abruptly become significantly older. From the first days of the
war, students joined the total resistance against the russian
invasion. Some went to war, and unfortunately, many have
already lost their lives. The Faculty of Philosophy of the Taras
Shevchenko National University of Kyiv alone lost 6 students
defending Ukraine so far: Oleksandr Davydov, Yaroslav
Otrok, Dmytro Hubarev, Kyrylo Krotov, Astamur Humba, and
Yevhen Khmelovskyi. Eternal Glory and Everlasting Memory
to the Heroes of Ukraine!

University students create volunteer organizations, such
as the "Free" founded by Vasylisa Lebedynska, a fourth-year
philosophy student at Taras Shevchenko National University
of Kyiv. Volunteers are doing a tremendous job, helping
Ukraine's defenders to the limit of their human strength.
Regular fundraisers to help the Armed Forces are announced
by both universities and faculties. At the very beginning of the
war, first-year students of the Faculty of Philosophy,
Department of Political Science, founded a volunteer group
at the Kyiv Humanitarian Headquarters' Department for
Volunteers, which delivered food and medicine to disabled
and elderly people in different parts of Kyiv. These are Polina
Goncharova, Anastasia Khmelik, Andriy Dotsenko,
Kostyantyn Sevostyanov, Evita Voroh, Damir Rakhmatullin,
Vladyslav Surkov, and Oleksandr Loboda. Students and
alumni of TSNUK organize various activities, events, and
fundraisers for the needs of the Armed Forces of Ukraine. For
instance, Anton Tymoshenko, a philosophy alumnus and
political scientist, raised UAH 5478799 during the Eurotour
and donated it to the Armed Forces of Ukraine. University
alumni have launched several media projects. Media
"Rubrika", for example, is the first in Ukraine to use the format
of decision journalism. The founder of this media is Anastasia
Rudenko, originally from Sloviansk.

If we look at the history of university education, we will
see that students have always been its driving force. As
universities quickly won an important position in the urban
environment, a large group of students became a source
of public concern until the University, thanks to a Pope's
bull of 1231, was granted the right to have its charter and
rights. In fact, this made it possible to harmonize the
student spirit, focus it on studying, and give students
certain responsibilities and rights. And these rights were
quite broad. Medieval universities, despite their
weaknesses, had democratic rights. For example, in
Bologna, student guilds could elect and dismiss rectors
and professors. Students could also penalize the lecturer
if he started the lecture too late did not follow the syllabus
they announced or did not clarify difficult parts of the text
being taught. To this day, the students remain a guild of
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free-thinking, quick to respond to the challenges of the times,
a guild of the brave and determined. This confirms the idea of
a unique philosopher: "...University should be first and
foremost a student. It is absurd that it is still believed that a
university building is the home of a teacher who welcomes
students when it should be the other way around: the first
owners of this house are students, who are complemented in
the institutional body by the teaching staff. ... It is the students,
once united, who must maintain order within the university,
protect the integrity of rules and behavior, impose discipline,
and feel responsible for it" (Ortega y Gasset, 2002). So, the
student guild is the driving force of the University, and this is
proven today. Teachers are also inspired by the inspiration and
determination of students. Now, as the war in Ukraine
continues, teachers are also devotedly fighting some are
fighting for our freedom in the trenches, while others are
volunteering and helping our defenders at home. Not only
educators, but also cultural activists of Ukraine and the world
cultural community, friends of Ukraine, and foreign partners
who impose sanctions against the aggressor country and its
cultural activists join the fight for Ukraine's freedom.

The war makes the sense of duty and responsibility even
more pronounced, both to teachers and students. It takes a lot
of fortitude. The responsibility for the teacher multiplies,
because the teacher must be a special energy that ignites the
souls of students to discover new knowledge, even in this
extremely difficult time for all of us. At the same time, that
sense of responsibility is becoming common to both those who
teach and those who study. In other words, an extremely
strong and powerful union of those who teach and those who
study has been formed in universities. This union not only
produces new knowledge but also forms a new cultural space,
a new cultural spirit of university education during the war.
That is, life and circumstances themselves indicate the
formation of a new cultural university space. It is inspiring. The
events that are currently taking place in the university space
are a confirmation of Ortega y Gasset's words. He writes about
the historical mission of the University, according to which a
university should educate a person "in the whole culture of
their time, to open for them with clarity and precision the vast
contemporary world in which their life must be incorporated in
order to become authentic" (Ortega y Gasset, 2002).

In her article "Oakeshott's Countercultural Education,"
Elizabeth Corey recalls Oakeshott's words from his work "The
voice of liberal learning" about "the almost sacred quality that
a university may embody" (Corey, 2021). The university is a
place that offers a "young person an interval" that Oakeshott
calls a "middle moment". This is a certain break that precedes
a student's career. In this break, students can gain more
universal knowledge with the guidance of teachers. "Each of
us is born in a corner of the earth and at a particular moment
in historic time, lapped round with locality", writes Oakeshott
(Oakeshott, 1989). But "school and university are places apart
where a declared learner is emancipated from the limitations
of his local circumstances and the wants..." In places like this,
"the din of local partialities is no more than a distant rumble"
(Oakeshott, 1989), and the learner may be initiated into a great
tradition of culture, which before may have been entirely
obscure (Corey, 2021).

We would like to draw attention to another important
component of university education. It is well known that the
University teaches how to apply doctrines, expands knowledge,
and trains professionals. In addition, the University produces
and teaches how to produce liberties. Universities exist not
only to train future professionals in various fields but also to
promote freedom of thought on various topics, from religious
to sociological and political. This is a space of freedom for
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everyone. Itis a space where a person can find themselves,
recognize their potential, and realize their level of courage
in certain challenges that come their way. This space of
freedom in Ukraine is created not only by Ukrainians, it is
multicultural: "Ukraine's battle for its land, identity, and
freedom has always been multicultural and multinational.
Today, representatives of various Ukrainian national
communities are fighting, volunteering, and working in
various fields side by side, united against the common
enemy. russia has once again used the narrative of
"liberation of fraternal peoples from 'fascism' and 'neo-
Nazism' to start a great war in Ukraine" (National
Communities..., 2023). But this war has turned into a war of
the whole world, committed to preserving human values
and freedoms, who has seen the ugliness of the russian
people. This struggle against the "russian world" is ongoing
and unfolding. For example, the Ukrainian Institute and
Ukrainer launched a joint communication campaign. A
series of videos in ten languages — short monologues by
foreigners and representatives of various national
communities in Ukraine who share their experience of
helping during the war and call on the world to support
Ukraine. They are shared on social media in France,
Germany, Turkey, Hungary, Greece, Austria, South Africa,
the UAE, Qatar, Israel, Spain, ltaly, and Great Britain.

University education has another major task: to teach
a person to think freely and preserve the freedom of their
own thought (Trush, 2020). And given the fact that human
opinion can be easily manipulated, this becomes one of
the main tasks of the university. An example of total
manipulation is the russian people itself, which has long
existed in the state of a "vegetable." This is an illustration
of how any society, even a democratic one, can be easily
transformed into a totalitarian through information
technology. And this is becoming not just a threat to an
individual or an entire nation. This is becoming a threat to
the whole world. This is exactly what we are witnessing
now. Totalitarian rule strives for unlimited control over its
subordinates. Total control in all spheres of human
existence. Such totalitarian rule implies complete
submission to political goals from above. It prohibits and
destroys free thought.

This means that the task of education (school,
gymnasium, university) is to teach people to think critically.
At the same time, of course, one should not neglect self-
education. Every person should broaden their horizon of
knowledge in different directions. Such knowledge will
enable you to have your own perspective on various
matters. It would be difficult to manipulate such a person.
It is this kind of person who will be focused on self-
development. Individuals like this will try to be independent
of the model of others' opinions. Friedrich Schiller once
wrote that it is reason, freedom, and morality that make an
individual independent of the opinions of others. For,
according to the philosopher, a sensible person liberates
themselves from any dependence in order to be able to
act morally. Indeed, man was born to be free and to think
freely. This means that a person can make themselves
free and strong. Naturally, personal freedom, and freedom
of thought, can be gained through comprehensive
education: philosophy, culture, art, and morality. It is one
of the University's other tasks.

The example of russia shows that it does not have a
free informational space. It uses the technology of "post-
truth”, global or "cloud" fakes that are spreading rapidly.
Numerous manipulations occur on this basis. Today,
russia is avoiding the truth, and telling lies is becoming its
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normal social behavior. Such state behavior plays on emotions
(the theory of geopolitics of emotions). Unfortunately, this
allows political actors to manipulate the consciousness of
citizens in the desired way for quite a long time. The question
is: why is this happening? Because the level of education of
russian citizens is very low. When there is no culture of
education, rationality is replaced by emotion. Emotions such
as fear, envy, resentment, dissatisfaction with life, and the
desire to get something for nothing take over critical thinking.
Such emotions act as a tool that controls the thinking of a large
number of people. The University itself teaches you to control
your emotions in order to preserve your own freedom.
Because the University is the reason of the people. That is,
now and in the future, after Ukraine's victory in the russian-
Ukrainian war, this is and will be one of the most important
tasks of university education. And this task necessarily
includes the cultivation of moral virtues in an individual.
University education is therefore a path to independence and
freedom.

At this stage, Ukraine is under martial law. The war
continues. Educators must remain strong and united. Since
Ukrainians have ancient and glorious origins, they must gather
their spirits, and make every effort to win. The Armed Forces
of Ukraine is an example for all Ukrainians, and educators
should become the armed forces of education, combining
intellectual abilities, fortitude, and cutting-edge technology.
The university must preserve everything it has, multiply it, and
develop new things.

These are the main tasks of university education during the
russian-Ukrainian war. Naturally, the university remains
responsible for the provision of higher education.

The University makes a professional out of a student; it
stimulates scientific research and nurtures new scientists.

The University cultivates a society of free and responsible
people who consciously choose to defend Ukraine or volunteer.

At the time of the war, the university became a center of
"liberal education” (Corey, 2021). It forms a personality that will
continuously strive for self-realization. Because it is "liberal
education requires that each person develop something like a
philosophy of life, in which we understand ourselves both as
inheritors and artists" (Corey, 2021).

The university forms a culturally competent person out of
an average one. Because "Culture is the ultimate need of all
life, a core dimension of human existence, just as hands is an
indispensable attribute of man" (Ortega y Gasset, 2002).

The university remains a center that preserves and
transmits the culture of the spirit of the Ukrainian people during
the war on the basis of universal human culture.

The University shapes the contemporary culture of Ukraine
in wartime. During the war, the university is the guardian of the
Ukrainian language and history. Moreover, the contemporary,
glorious history of Ukraine is being created in Ukraine and
Ukrainian universities. This culture develops countermeasures
and rapid response mechanisms to counter the mass anti-
intellectual primitive consciousness of the russian people.

The University stands as the guardian of education in
Ukraine. But it should not only preserve education but also
make it better and of higher quality. And this task applies not
only to educators but also to students.

In this war against russian aggression, the University is
entrusted with the mission of uniting the university community.
University is a place that unites, consolidates, and encourages
you to keep going. He serves as an example of unity for the
entire Ukrainian people, who remain steadfast in their desire
to be free and independent, and in their desire to live in a
democratic world. Therefore, the University is one of the main
centers that supports the Armed Forces of Ukraine.
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Consequently, the University is a place where the
contemporary political culture of Ukraine is formed.

The University of Ukraine and its community form an
active civic position, moral stability, uniting mind, feelings,
faith, and intuition. University teaches creative ways to
solve problems. It is the University that cultivates human
values based on the principles of freedom and
independence.

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THE HISTORICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL BASES OF TRUTH INTERPRETATION BY REPRESENTATIVES
OF UKRAINE'S ACADEMIC PHILOSOPHICAL CULTURE IN THE SECOND HALF
OF THE 20TH CENTURY DURING THE SOVIET ERA

Background. The current research focuses on Ukraine's academic philosophical culture in the second half of the 20th century during the
Soviet era, emphasising the historical and methodological bases of truth interpretation by its representatives. Using descriptive methodology and
comparative analysis, it was found that the Ukrainian academic philosophy of this period, represented here by the legacy of recognised figures often
referred to in the philosophical literature as the Kyiv School of Philosophy, is a revival of philosophy in Ukraine based on so-called "authentic”
Marxism-Leninism.

Methods. Inparticular, to analyse the concept of truth, representatives of the Ukrainian academic philosophical culture of the studied period
employed the dialectical method, which is interpreted in dialectical materialism through the concept of the "development” of the material universe.
Specifically, within this dialectics of nature, dialectical negation is considered a stage of object development in which the achievements of the earlier
stages are not eliminated but rather "removed” — contained within it.

Results. The interpretation of logic as a theoretical reflection of historical patterns in theoretical form enabled them to define truth as
correspondence to reality and analyse it through the lens of the dialectical inter-transformation of the categories of subjective and objective, relative
and absolute. The application of the dialectical method to the concepts of "relative” and "absolute” resulted in the identification of "relatively
absolute,” "absolutely relative"” truth, and the opposition of the "relatively absolute truth" to the "absolutely absolute truth.” They regard the latter —
absolutely absolute truth — as an unreachable ideal that serves as a regulative principle, the pursuit of which promotes cognitive progress through
the accumulation of partial, relative truths.
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Conclusions. Thus, in the second half of the 20th century, during the Soviet era, representatives of Ukraine's academic philosophical
culture employed dialectical materialism methodology to define the concept of truth, allowing them to justify the process of cognition as complex
and endless. At the same time, as representatives of that era's academic philosophy have emphasised, on the path to achieving relative truths, in
addition to objective dialectical contradictions, there are also subjective formal-logical errors and mistakes that can only be distinguished from
objective contradictions through practical verification.

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DIFFICULTIES OF INTERPRETING THE CONCEPT OF "HUMAN RIGHTS™:
A LOGICAL AND PHILOSOPHICAL ASPECT

Background. The article examines the concept of human rights. This concept in modern philosophical discourse is both
vague and imprecise. Although most authors recognize the lack of unanimity in the definition of the concept of human rights, few
have tried to find out the reasons for this situation. The purpose of this study is to identify the sources of the problematic definition
of the concept of human rights by means of a logical analysis of the concept and to propose ways to overcome the identified
difficulties in the interpretation of this concept.

Methods. A philosophical hermeneutic approach combined with a comparative and terminological analysis of the concept
of human rights was used in the study.

Results. Human rights discourse is fundamentally open: it is normatively undetermined, and anyone can join it. It is
therefore inevitably polyphonic and multilingual. As a result, this discourse contains very different understandings of the most
important thing: what human rights really are. Efforts to find a universal definition of the concept of human rights seem to be an
attempt to unite under one roof things that are poorly or not at all combined: different ontological understandings, different scopes
of the concept, and different logical characteristics.

Conclusions. The difficulty of logical analysis of the concept of human rights, i.e. its assignment to a specific type, and
its unambiguous interpretation and definition, is related to: 1) the lack of definition of the limits of scope of the concept of human
rights in philosophical discourse and the insufficient definition of the limits of this concept as a legal notion; 2) the need to assess
the legitimacy of the retrospective extrapolation of the term ‘human rights' to the entire body of works created before the adoption
of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, in which it was not used (in the Ukrainian context, this aspect is not obvious due to
historical and linguistic peculiarities); 3) different ontological understanding of human rights by different actors in the discourse
that makes it impossible to combine their positions under the same umbrella (e.g. according to one position, human rights are
seen as anthropological attributes of a person; according to another, they are norms regulating social relations).

The above testifies to the complexity of an unambiguous logical characteristic of the analyzed concept. It seems that the
situation does not allow for a single definition of the concept of "human rights". It is assumed that it is not a single concept, but a
plurality of concepts. In this case, the position of the discourse participant in relation to a certain system of criteria and its
justification may be a way to overcome the difficulties we have identified.

Keywords: human rights, concept of human rights, legal concept, logical analysis of a concept, vagueness, impreciseness.

Background

The concept of human rights in modern philosophical
discourse is both vague and imprecise. Human rights as a legal
concept, with some reservations, can overcome the problem of
imprecision, but it still remains vague. As a result, the very use
of the term "human rights" itself can lead to equivocation and,
consequently, to serious misunderstandings. At the present
stage of the discourse, this problem seems fundamentally
unsolvable.

Although most authors recognize the lack of unanimity in
the definition of the concept of human rights, few have tried
to find out the reasons for this situation. The purpose of this
study is to identify the sources of the problematic definition
of the concept of human rights by means of a logical analysis
of the concept and to propose ways to overcome the
identified difficulties in the interpretation of this concept.

Methods

A philosophical hermeneutic approach combined with a
comparative and terminological analysis of the concept of
human rights was used in the study.

Results

The problem of vagueness is well-known in various
types of contemporary discourse. It has been addressed by
such researchers as T. Williamson, R. Keefe, S. Shapiro,
R. T. Cook, R. Sorensen, and others. Among the Ukrainian
scholars who have dealt with this issue are O. Shcherbyna,
|. Khomenko, O. Sharko.

Expressions that have disputed cases of application are
said to be vague (Sharko, 2018, p.4). G. Frege speaks
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metaphorically of vague concepts as "an area that had not a
sharp boundary-line all round, but in places just vaguely
faded away into the background" (Geach, &, Black, 1970).
As Sharko writes, "vague (in modern logic and philosophy of
language) are those predicates whose limits of application
are fundamentally uncertain. For such predicates, no clear
line can be drawn to separate positive extension from negative
extension" (Sharko, 2018, p. 37). Impreciseness refers to the
indefiniteness of the semantic meaning of a name (Khomenko,
2010, p. 33). Iryna Khomenko points out the presence of
linguistic expressions that are both imprecise (a name whose
objective meaning cannot be clearly defined) and vague (a
name whose semantic meaning cannot be clearly defined).
Therefore, it is impossible to clearly establish the class of
objects that these expressions denote, and the meaning of
such names lacks certainty.

Charles Beitz uses Rorty's phrase that human rights are
"a fact of the world". He writes of human rights as an
emergent social practice that is not yet mature and
established. This practice is both discursive and political, it
expresses the idea of social justice and is a common
language of morality. However, he notes that the boundaries
of this discursive community are indistinct, there are no rules
for inclusion or exclusion from this community, and therefore
the understanding of the idea of human rights itself is
unavoidably undefined (Beitz, 2009, pp. 1-12).

In fact, in the case of Ukrainian society, we can see that
the discursive practice around human rights has taken over
all aspects of modern life. It can be observed both at the
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level of everyday language and at the level of specialised
discourses (philosophical, political, legal, etc.). Human
rights permeate all aspects of life. It is difficult to find a
person who does not refer to this concept, or at least can
say that they have never heard of it. The "practice of human
rights" touches everyone's life, even if they are not aware of
it: the ability to gather for a rally, to criticise the authorities,
protection from arbitrary detention, and privacy in one's own
home — all this shapes the world we live in.

At the same time, only a small proportion of people can
define what human rights are. In those cases where
someone can (usually specialists, but not even every
lawyer), such definitions create an inconsistent polyphony,
and in the most extreme cases such definitions can directly
contradict each other.

German philosophers Georg Lohmann and Stefan
Gosepath, in their introduction to a collection of works on the
philosophy of human rights, emphasise that there is no
single, universally accepted definition of human rights. They
note that although there is an international debate on the
understanding of human rights, there is no agreement in this
area and the generally accepted understanding of human
rights is highly uncertain (Gosepath, & Lohmann, 2012,
p. 16—18). We turn to several other sources to illustrate this
point. This will be illustrative, as it is not possible to provide
a complete overview of the full range of approaches within
the scope of this paper.

Let us begin with the opinion promoted by the Council of
Europe as one of the most influential international
organisations in the world in charge of human rights. Human
rights are defined as super claims distinct from the other
rights. These claims are not dependent on promises or
guarantees by another party. "An acceptance of human rights
means accepting that everyone is entitled to make these
claims... Human rights are inherent to all human beings as a
birthright... A human rights claim is ultimately a moral claim,
and rests on moral values... Without human rights, we cannot
achieve our full potential. Human rights simply extend this
understanding on an individual level to every human being on
the planet. If | can make these claims, then so can everyone
else as well" (Brander et al., 2020, p. 384).

Winston Langley in the Encyclopedia of human rights
issues since 1945 defines human rights as an international
term that refers to certain moral and legal entitlements,
which all human beings are said to have. "These rights differ
from others that individuals have been recognized to have
throughout human history... By virtue of membership in the
human family, one is said to have rights that are inherent,
that is to say, rights that are an inseparable part of what it is
to be truly human" (Langley, 1999, p. 143-144).

James Nickel, author of the respective article in the
Stanford Encyclopedia of Philosophy, defines human rights
as norms that aspire to protect all people everywhere from
severe political, legal, and social abuses (Nickel, 2019).

Burns H. Weston in his article for Encyclopedia Britannica
writes of human rights as rights that belong to an individual or
group of individuals simply for being human, or as a
consequence of inherent human vulnerability, or because they
are requisite to the possibility of a just society. He continues:
whatever their theoretical justification, human rights refer to a
wide continuum of values or capabilities thought to enhance
human agency or protect human interests and declared
universal in character, in some sense equally claimed for all
human beings, present and future (Weston, 2023).

The Ukrainian Philosophical Encyclopaedic Dictionary
defines human rights as a set of fundamental moral and
legal norms that formulate the principles of relations
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between an individual and society represented by
government institutions. Human rights define the scope of
negative and positive obligations assumed by a state
governed by the rule of law (Human Rights, 2002, p. 506).

As defined by the authors of the collective monograph
"Human Rights: Socio-Anthropological Dimension", human
rights are certain opportunities that are necessary to meet
the needs of human existence and development in specific
historical conditions, are objectively caused by the level of
development of society, and should be universal and equal
for all people (Rabinovych, 2006, p. 117).

In the article "Human Rights in Globalization" for the
Great Ukrainian Legal Encyclopaedia, L. Udovyka defines
them as legal opportunities for a person to take certain
actions to satisfy his or her spiritual and material interests,
to ensure his or her existence and development, which have
specificities related to the peculiarities of the content of the
globalization process (Udovyka, 2017, p. 603)

In his article for the Great Encyclopaedic Legal
Dictionary, Y. Shemshuchenko defines human rights as the
defining principles of the legal status of a person. They
belong to a person from birth and therefore are natural and
inalienable. Without these rights, a person cannot exist as a
full-fledged social being (Shemshuchenko, 2007, p. 669).

An important moment in the history of human rights is
the period after the end of the Second World War and the
giving of a positive form to human rights. During this period,
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights was adopted and
proclaimed by the UN General Assembly on December 10th,
1948 (Universal Declaration of Human Rights, 1948).

A manual provided by the Human Rights Education
Youth Programme of the Council of Europe notes that
philosophers may continue to argue about the nature of
human rights, but the international community started its
astonishing commitment to human rights through the
adoption of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights in
1948 (Brander et al., 2020, p. 385).

The Universal Declaration established a particular list,
content, and wording of what are sometimes referred to
today as human rights standards and became a bridge from
abstract theoretical and philosophical debates to further
legal formalisation. Based on the Universal Declaration, the
European Convention on Human Rights of November 4th,
1950 (further in the text — ECHR) (Council of Europe, 1950),
the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights
(further in the text — ICCPR) (International Covenant on Civil
and Political Rights, 1966), the American Convention on
Human Rights (American Convention on Human Rights,
"Pact of San Jose", 1969), and several other universal and
regional international human rights treaties were
subsequently adopted.

It may seem paradoxical, but the adoption of the
Universal Declaration not only failed to eliminate the
problem of the vagueness and imprecision of the concept
itself but on the contrary, manifested and amplified it.

The French philosopher Jacques Maritain witnessed the
preparation of the text of the Universal Declaration. He was
authorised to write the introduction to the collection of works
"Human Rights: Comments and Interpretations". Maritain
noted, "Where it is a question of rational interpretation and
justifications of speculation or theory, the problem of Human
Rights involves the whole structure of moral and metaphysical
(or anti-metaphysical) convictions held by each of us. So long
as minds are not united in faith or philosophy, there will be
mutual conflicts between interpretations and justifications. In
the field of practical conclusions, on the other hand,
agreement on a joint declaration is possible, given an
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approach pragmatic rather than theoretical and cooperation in
the comparison, recasting and fixing of formulae, to make
them acceptable to both parties as points of convergence in
practice, however opposed the theoretic viewpoints. <...> Itis
not reasonably possible to hope for more than this
convergence in practice in the enumeration of articles jointly
agreed" (Maritain, 1948, p. 1).

Thus, the Governments had agreed on the formulation
of a certain list of norms which, in the extensional context,
clearly belong to human rights. However, there is no
agreement that even the adopted in such a way list is
complete. In fact, even the scope of this concept is not
defined. It is not defined either within the limits set by
international treaties or in general philosophical discourse.

For example, a comparison of the list of norms contained
in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the European
Convention on Human Rights, and the International
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights already reveals
certain differences. We can ignore those differences that
can be overcome by interpreting the existing norms (for
example, the right to recognition of legal personality under
Art. 6 of the Declaration and Art. 16 of the Covenant, which
can probably be interpreted as an element of the right to
respect for private life under Art. 8 of the European
Convention), but this does not solve the problem: the
Declaration refers to the right to a nationality (Art. 15),
whereas neither the Covenant nor the European Convention
guarantees such a right, either explicitly or implicitly (Art. 24
of the Covenant contains only a narrow formulation on the
right of the child to acquire a nationality). Article 21 of the
Declaration and Article 15 of the Covenant provide for the
right to take part in the conduct of public affairs, including
access to the public service of one's country, while the
European Convention guarantees only the right to
participate in legislative elections. These examples are not
exhaustive and have been provided in the context of only
three international human rights protection instruments,
which can be considered analogous to each other to some
extent. In fact, the list of international human rights treaties is
much longer than we have just quoted (Beitz, 2009, p. 26-27).
As the list of such treaties grows, so does the list of
differences. It is worth noting that the differences also relate
to the list of countries that have agreed to a particular
international treaty. In this sense, only the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights is truly universal.

The above shows that the scope of the concept of
"human rights" is not sufficiently defined, even as a legal
concept. The scope can be narrowed by specifying the
treaty in question.

However, if we go beyond the understanding of the
analysed concept as a purely legal one, the scope of the
concept of "human rights" ceases to be clear. The legal
concept of human rights is only a "dry residue": the fact that
the norms and rules that make up the scope of the legal
concept of human rights actually belong to this category is
not discussed. However, the discourse on human rights
exists actively beyond these boundaries and is not limited to
analysing the content of the positive provisions of
international treaties.

The above can be demonstrated by discussions about
the human rights generation and human rights inflation. In
particular, 3 generations of human rights are generally
recognised. They include civil and political rights as the first
generation rights, social, economic, and cultural rights as the
second one, and solidarity rights as the third generation
(Brander et al, 2020, pp.397-400; Zieck, 1992).
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Nevertheless, a discussion regarding the fourth generation
also emerged (Risse, 2023, pp. 137-159; Baroni, 2024).

At the same time, there is pressure from a number of
political movements to expand the list of human rights to
include new areas, which leads to inflation, "devaluation" of
human rights (Nickel, 2019). The understanding of which
norms should be considered human rights is thus blurred.
Similarly, the wording of the articles of the Declaration
adopted by the governments is rather vague, which has also
created a lot of ambiguity.

If we go back to the legal concept of human rights as
defined by the European Convention or the ICCPR, we can
speak of human rights as certain obligations of states or
governments. This definition needs to be elaborated, but it
reflects the main generic characteristic. The grounds for
such a definition can be found in the text of the above-
mentioned treaties — Article 1 of the European Convention
or Article 2 of the ICCPR. In particular, Article 2 of the ICCPR
provides that each State Party to the Covenant "undertakes
to respect and to ensure to all individuals within its territory
and subject to its jurisdiction the rights recognized in the
present Covenant". Article 1 of the European Convention
provides that "the High Contracting Parties shall secure to
everyone within their jurisdiction the rights and freedoms
defined in <...> this Convention."

However, this definition becomes questionable as soon
as we turn to the so-called second-generation human rights.
Such rights are enshrined in the texts of the International
Covenant on Economic, Social, and Cultural Rights
(ICESCR) or the European Social Charter (Revised) (ESC).
Article 2 of the ICESCR provides that "each State Party to
the present Covenant undertakes to take steps <...> to the
maximum of its available resources, with a view to
achieving progressively the full realization of the rights
recognized in the present Covenant" (International
Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, 1966).
Article 1 of the ESC contains even more conditional wording:
"the Parties accept as the aim of their policy, to be
pursued by all appropriate means both national and
international in character, the attainment of conditions in
which the following rights and principles <defined in the
Charter> may be effectively realized can be effectively
exercised" (Council of Europe, 1996).

When we speak of second-generation human rights in
terms of state obligations, we lose their main content: the
subject of these obligations is no longer so much the
realisation of the rights themselves, but only measures to
ensure the exercise of certain rights in the future, taking into
account economic opportunities (it should be acknowledged
that the Charter contains more specific obligations in some
respects, but in general they are not as direct as those
provided for in the ICCPR or the ECHR). The main
difference is that, unlike other generations of human rights,
first-generation rights do not require the state to expend
large amounts of resources, as they mainly relate to the
state's non-interference in certain sets of freedoms.

Other phenomena, however, pose a much greater
problem in defining the content of the concept. Since the
adoption of the Declaration, along with the approval of the
list of norms, implicitly declared the rejection of existing
theories or philosophical positions as a justification of human
rights, human rights have found themselves in the position
of survivors of fire: they survived but lost all previous
achievements. All previous justifications of human rights can
be compared to Wittgenstein's ladder, which was thrown
away as soon as the roof was reached.
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Meanwhile, almost immediately after the Declaration
was adopted, the debate about whose ladder was actually
helping to achieve the goal was revived. Even Maritain
himself could not resist making statements such as "Shall
we try to reestablish our faith in human rights on the basis of
a true philosophy? This true philosophy of the rights of the
human person is based upon the true idea of natural law".
"Sorry that we cannot find another word" (Maritain, 1951,
p. 80, 84). This example demonstrates that despite the
existence of the agreement on a certain list of norms and
their wording, theoretical and philosophical discussions
continued with renewed vigour, remaining in the format of
irreconcilable positions.

The term "human rights" itself only comes from the
Universal Declaration (Weston, 2023). This is not easy to
understand in the Ukrainian context, given the certain
terminological insensitivity of the Ukrainian language to the
difference between words naming man and human being.
This difference can be seen in the terms "Human Rights" and
"Rights of Man". Richard Rorty, in his book Human Rights,
Rationality and Sentimentality, describes the development of
human rights by distinguishing between "man-animal", "man-
child" and "man-woman" (Rorty, 1993, p. 134).

The very phrase "Rights of Man", which was common
before the Second World War, was to some extent a
reflected the neglect of the role of women in society.
Therefore, the terminological change marked a real
transition to a universal concept of human rights. The latter
term also works better for gender diversity.

But it also raises the question of the validity of extending
the term "human rights" to philosophical concepts that did
not use it. Locke, for example, wrote of "natural rights" or
"natural law" and did not use the term "human rights" (Locke,
& Shapiro, 2003). The French Declaration of the Rights of
Man and of the Citizen concerned only the rights of the
citizens of the Republic, not all human beings (French
Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen, 1789).

Some researchers talk about the genesis of human
rights, starting from the time of ancient Greece and Rome,
and argue that certain philosophers reflected on this very
thing (Weston, 2023; Langley, 199, p. 144).

Maritain, among other things, mentions the existence of
a conflict between "new" and "old" human rights which he
finds partly artificial. He supposes that the antagonism
derived either from the passion for theoretical disputes or the
absolutist human rights rhetoric of the 18th century
(Maritain, 1948, p. 1). Although Maritain finds this distinction
to be somewhat far-fetched, Samuel Moyn argues that the
difference between modern human rights as we know them
today and the concept that existed before 1948 is sharp
(Moyn, 2010, p. 12)

Defining the concept of human rights requires
formulating its essential features. At the same time, what
exactly are the essential features depends on the worldview
and the relationship with the basic categories of a particular
philosophical position. For example, the concepts of "God"
or "fate" will have different meanings in Marxist and religious
contexts. In other words, the definition of a concept depends
on its ontological understanding in a particular philosophical
system. In this sense, it is important for us to list the main
categories used by the respective philosophical system,
their interconnection, and the place of the concept of "human
rights" among these categories.

Alain de Benoist notes the difference in the ontology of
understanding human rights. He argues that the first human
rights theorists tried to justify human rights by claiming that
they derive from human nature. Modern approaches give
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more weight to the social nature of man (Benoist, 2011, p. 105).
"An individual is an isolated knot, a person is the entire fabric
that is outside this knot, a fragment of the total fabric that
constitutes the real... It is undeniable that, without the knots, the
fabric would come undone; but without the fabric, the knots
would not even exist" (Panikkar, 1982, p. 100).

As Beitz has noted, the human rights discourse is
fundamentally open: it is normatively indetermined, and
anyone can join it (Beitz, 2009). Unlike most other
discourses, it concerns every human being, and it is not
limited to specialised knowledge, as is the case in traditional
scientific disciplines. Anyone can participate in it, and many
do. Politicians, lawyers, philosophers, human rights
activists, businessmen, and laypeople are just some
examples of its contributors. It is therefore inevitably
polyphonic and multilingual.

Since human rights discourse is not normatively defined,
no one runs the risk of being ostracised. The worst that can
happen is that certain views are ignored. As a result, this
discourse contains very different understandings of the most
important thing — what human rights really are.

At one end of the spectrum, human rights are seen as
anthropological attributes of human beings; at the other, they
are norms that regulate social relations. Some scholars insist
on the continuity of the idea of human rights almost from
antiquity, while others believe that human rights after the
Universal Declaration have little in common with anything that
came before. The question arises as to the possibility and
relevance of the Enlightenment language of Locke and other
philosophers of that period to today's discourse.

All this looks like an attempt to unite under the umbrella
of human rights things that are poorly or not at all combined:
different ontological understanding, different scope of the
concept, different logical characteristics. For example, in
terms of the logical characterisation of the concept human
rights can be an abstract or concrete concept (as an
anthropological property and as norms defining social
relations), singular or general, collective or non-collective.

We suggest that the search for a universally accepted
definition of human rights may prove unproductive (at least,
at the current stage of discourse development). Instead, it
may be more productive to recognise that there are several
different definitions of the concept and to try to identify a list
of criteria that determine the position of a particular
participant in the discourse and thus, to some extent,
overcome the general vagueness.

Discussion and conclusions

In our opinion, the difficulty of logical analysis of the
concept of human rights, i.e. its assignment to a specific
type, and its unambiguous interpretation and definition, is
related to:

« the lack of definition of the limits of scope of the concept
of human rights in philosophical discourse and the insufficient
definition of the limits of this concept as a legal notion;

« the need to assess the legitimacy of the retrospective
extrapolation of the term "human rights" to the entire body of
works created before the adoption of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, in which it was not used (in
the Ukrainian context, this aspect is not obvious due to
historical and linguistic peculiarities);

« different ontological understanding of human rights by
different actors in the discourse that makes it impossible to
combine their positions under the same umbrella (e.g.
according to one position, human rights are seen as
anthropological attributes of a person; according to another,
they are norms regulating social relations).
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The above testifies to the complexity of an unambiguous
logical characteristic of the analyzed concept. It seems that
the situation does not allow for a single definition of the
concept of "human rights". According to the above, we can
assume that it is not a single concept, but a plurality of
concepts. In this case, the position of the discourse participant
concerning a certain system of criteria and its justification may
be a way to overcome the difficulties we have identified.
