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DHYANA: SOTERIOLOGICAL GNOSIOLOGY
IN THE TEXTS OF HATHAYOGA

Dhyana in the period of hathayoga acquires new shades of meaning and changes its significance. The texts clearly articulate the opportunity to
practice dhyana, regardless of belonging to different religious and philosophical trends in India. Dhyana acquires a new direction, paving the way
for the understanding of the hidden knowledge about the body. The practitioner of dhyana acquires the ability to attain "true understanding”,
revealing the psychological potencies that are deeply embedded in the human mind and hidden there. In "Amanaska Yoga" indicates the rejection
of the stereotypical understanding. of dhyana and its objects. One of the new meanings that dhyana acquires during this period is "gazing at”
(DTYS). The gnosiology of dhyana during this period consists in a deep knowledge of the physical and metaphysical body, as well as in the
comprehension of the metaphysical space in which it dwells. Only when such a gnosis becomes natural for a practitioner can one be considered of
mastering dhyana. The resulting knowledge, in its turn, leads to liberation.

The results of such research contribute to the establishment of the scientific and theoretical foundations of the practice of management of
innovations and technologies with the purpose of conscious humanistic direction of scientific and technological progress.

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MIMESIS AND THE PROBLEM OF SIGNIFICATION MODE: PHILOSOPHICAL AND AESTHETIC ASPECTS

The purpose of the work is to formulate the problem of mimesis in terms of semiotic approach and to determine its specific mode of
signification.

The results of the study were obtained through the application of semiotic and hermeneutic approaches, which allow the complex using of
aesthetics tools as to reveal the problem of meaningful generation and the organization of signifiers in the logic of mimesis. On the basis of this
scientific research, the authors developed and implemented the working curriculum of the academic discipline "Aesthetics" into educational
process of Kyiv National University named after Taras Shevchenko, which is included into the Educational Curriculum "Philosophy" for bachelor
degree on the specialty 6.020301 "Philosophy”. Originality of this is to reveal mimesis mode of signification through the definition of the ratio of the
signifier, the signified and the referent. The results obtained suggest that the development of a semiotic approach reveals the possibility of
improving aesthetic component of the professional training of philosophers at Kyiv National University named after Taras Shevchenko.

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THE BASIS THEORIES OF SYSTEMS' TRANSFORMATION

The purpose of the article is to justify the theoretical basis and methodological foundations of the systems' transformation in the context of the
influence of external and internal factors. The author substantiates the regularities and principles of system' transformation, determines the
external and internal factors of this process, reveals their objectivity and subjectivity; the general law of transformation of systems is defined and
formulated; An approach to mathematical modeling of systems is proposed on the basis of complex consideration and application of external and
internal factors. The general law of systems transformation is definite for the first time. The law objectively takes into account all existing theories
and concepts concerning transformation, self-organization and modernization of systems.

The obtained research results allow at the present stage of development of science to create a universal approach and the corresponding
equipment for modeling, analysis and evaluation of the degree of transformation of systems of any origin.

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COGNITIVE APPROACH OF MENTAL REALITY

Conceptualization of the peculiarities of interaction of social and mental representation, revealing features of mental reality,
establishing the ontological status of objects of mental reality. Conceptualization of the relationship between social and mental
representations is realized. The structure of the representation hierarchy was revealed, the relationship between the representation
hierarchy and the mode of being the objects of mental reality was clarified, the role of mental and social representations in the formation
of mental reality was revealed. The significance of mental representations in preserving the autonomy of the individual as the basis of a
democratic society is revealed. For the first time, the mental reality was investigated on the basis of the interrelation of social and mental
representations. A feature of the ontological status of objects of mental reality is determined.

Taking into account the peculiarities of mental representation is the basis to research the relationship between social and mental
representations. The study of the relationship between social and mental representations can be used in the social practices of a
democratic society.

Key words: mental reality, objects of mental reality, representation hierarchy, social representations, mental representations.

Introduction. Relevance of mental reality study is
conditioned by the need to identify the mechanisms that
determine the generation of a person and society's idea on
the objectivity of object existence. Introduction of the
concept mental reality actualizes the study of social and
mental representation relationship. Information products
play a mediating role here. The urgency of introducing into
the consideration of mental reality is conditioned by the
necessity of studying the interaction of social and mental
representations in the conditions of global information
flows. Objects of mental reality are considered objectively
existing. They are formed under the influence of social
representations widespread in the information space,
through the interaction of information space of different
countries and the influence of global information flows.

Analysis of the recent achievements. The research
is based on the consideration of mental representations
both internal and external (Dilts), the consideration of the
mental representation as a format for information storage
(Rebecco), the peculiarities of mental representations
(Engelkamp, Denis), the study of the relationship between
social and mental representations, revealing of cognitive as
the function of a social system (Muscovitchi), social
cognition research (Jackendoff), features of reality
construction (Baksansky, Kucher).

Presentation of the main research.

Mental reality is created on the basis of mental and
social representation disposition. The category of mental
reality reflects the special status of object existence.

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Objects exist objectively, at the same time they exist in a
specia form and in a special mode. The mode of object
existence is the mode that characterizes mental processes.

Mental reality needs to be explored. Social
representations are transmitted through information
products. They infill the information space. The mode of
this filling is to create a representation hierarchy.
Representation hierarchies include the object into the
system of various relationships. For example, the object is
a murder on a racist ground. On its basis, the system of
representations is created: information about the event,
information about participants of the event, representation
about the nature of the event, representation about the
attitude of different persons to this event (parents, relatives,
administration, etc.), information on the use of this event by
different persons, information on the use of information
about this event in other processes, such as political ones,
information about the condemnation of this event by other
parties and, ultimately, information about the condemnation
of the use of this event in political or other processes.

Each event creates its own representation hierarchy.
Representation hierarchies characterize the informational
status of the event. The most important information status
reveals a more rational mental structure. Events with a low
informational status have an underdeveloped structure.
Under the conditions of the information war, an
underdeveloped structure can characterize an event that
they do not want to expand on a topic or do not want to
attract attention to. The development of the representation
hierarchy shows that the events are in the focus of
attention. Representation hierarchies reproduce complex
information products. The complexity of these information
products reproduces the social representations of certain
social forces. The ruling forces create social
representations that infill the information space. Social
representations of the ruling forces dominate the
information space. One way of this domination is to
recreate their social representation on most television
channels or even all the TV channels.

In the absence of information from other sources, social
representations are believed to turn into mental
representations. But in reality, the picture is sure to be
more complicated. Sociological surveys show the level of
public confidence in a particular TV channel. If this
indicator is 10-15 percent, then this means that the majority
of the population in these areas rejects the social
representations that come through information products.
Social representations do not go into mental
representations in this case. Social representations are not
part of the mental reality. They keep being only information.
This information causes a negative or critical attitude. With
a negative attitude people change the channel. They block
the sensory canals of information processing: | do not want
to see, | do not want to listen to, it is a lie, etc.

An average person does not think over the content of
an information product. They either accept it or do not. If
they do, then they start expressing their opinion. The range
of assessments is very wide — from positive to negative
ones. Critical acceptance affords the opportunity for the
object to enter a mental reality. The object exists in a
mental reality. However, this object is the object of
criticism. A democratic society has a common mental
reality which involves different approaches to the same
objects. Social representations of various political forces
recognize the existence of the object (for example, war).
But at the same time, social representations create
different images, the vision of this object. Thus, mental
reality is an important category of the formation of this
mental reality. The formation of mental reality characterizes

the existence of a common ground for the object to be
considered.

There exist commensurable and noncommensurable
social representations. Commensurable social representations
form an integrated mental reality. Noncommensurable social
representations can not create a mental reality. Thus, the
"Russian world" is noncommensurable for the mental reality of
the Ukrainian society.

Mental representations are the basis of various mental
realities. Mental representations characterize the way
people think. Mental representations are conceptual
entities. They reveal an other cross-section of reality.
Mental representations are the basis for finding new
approaches to problem solving. They reveal the degree of
human integrity in society. If a person is integrated into
society, they will seek solutions to their problems
(employment, training, housing, etc.), directing their
activities to solve social problems. At a low level of
integration into society, a person will solve personal
problems at the expense of emigration.

The low percentage of trust in TV channels does not
indicate a desire to emigrate. People who are critical about
the social representations widely spread in the information
space can be very stable in determining their current
residence. At the other extreme, people who support
government social representations may have low
integration in society. Immigration indicators from different
regions of Ukraine are of special concern. Most often,
representatives of the western regions of Ukraine travel to
Poland. They share pro-governmental social
representations. Representatives of the central and
southern regions travel there less. But the representatives
of the southern regions have a very low level of trust in TV
channels (10-15 percent).

The diversity of mental representations forms the
mental basis of a democratic society. A democratic society
recognizes human rights. The cognitive basis of human
rights is the right to make decisions. The autonomy of the
individual determines their freedom, including the freedom
of thought and assessment, examples of democracy in the
world — American democracy, democracy of European
countries which do not discredit the autonomy of a person.

The cognitive index of this autonomy denotes the
existence of diverse mental representations. Electoral
systems in different countries may differ. But their basis is
always the autonomy of the individual. This is in fact the
belief that people can make right decisions. Mental
representations characterize their own vision of the world,
life and social circumstances. Mental representations are
related to cognitive information. Only cognitive information
is converted into information that is important to reproduce
the identity of the system. Cognitive information reveals the
potential to adapt to the environment. At the same time,
cognitive  information reveals the potential for
transformation, i.e., the transformation of the medium itself,
and its approximation to the conditions of human life.

Mental representations reveal different levels of
conceptual mastery of people of their status. At the same
time, mental representations determine different ways to
change the situation, improve it. Developed democratic
society is based on developed mental representations.
Developed mental representations show the ability to
adequately assess the situation. The variety of mental
representations characterizes an intellectual democratic
society. It is the society that is looking for and can find a
solution to solve problems.

The disposition of social and mental representations
creates tension. It stimulates imposing some objects as
actually existing into the mental processes. The difficulty is
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in the fact that the object is not an object itself, but a certain
semantic formation. Moreover, for real-life objects,
semantic formation opens up all time dimensions. Thus, for
an object that really exists (for example, conducting
elections) social representations introduce a semantic
formation — non-recognition of the results in the future. In
the same way, the space of the past opens up in the
mental reality. Through a social representation a new,
previously unknown object can be introduced in the mental
reality (for example, compatible actions of the Polish and
Ukrainian underground during the Second World War).

This unknown object appears as actually existing in two
time dimentions — in the past (the way it was) and in the
present (how the object that enters real mental processes
forms a new historical reality). This existence concerns not
only things or events (the congress took place, they signed
the declaration). It concerns feelings, emotions, as well as
the ways of their formation and expression (for example,
the formation of neglect, the emergence of distrust, a
sense of solidarity, etc.).

The disposition of social and mental representations
outlines the space of objects of mental reality. These
objects exist simultaneously — in relation to the very mental
reality and its changes in time. This synchronism of
existence of these objects determines the plasticity of
mental reality, its relief. The plasticity of mental reality is
great. For almost 5 years of the war in Ukraine, the mental
reality has changed more than 5 times, and has gone
through all phases — from the shock at the beginning of the
war through deep experience of losses and the
incomprehensibility of what happened under llovaysk and
Debaltsev and to the current emotional experience of the
forthcoming elections on the mainland Ukraine.

Objects of mental reality may be not quite sufficiently
defined and outlined. However, this does not prevent them
from being objective. Moreover, the lack of precision and
insufficiency characterize the objects that cause the
greatest concern. Objects are marked by insufficient
certainty. These objects refer to the objects of mental
reality. They exist today, but characterize events that will
take place in the future. This can be explained by non-
linearity. Nonlinearity reveals a wide range of possibilities.
It also involves changing existing structures, reformatting
them, moving from one law to another.

Insufficient certainty, understatement surprisingly
reside in the objects that exist today as objects of mental
reality. These objects can also characterize the past and
present. The past, as you know, has absolute necessity. It
has already happened. It is no longer possible to be
changed. However, mental reality constantly changes this
state of things. Through the objects of mental reality, the
past opens every time. Mental reality differs from
hermeneutics. Hermeneutics refers to the interpretation of
texts. The object itself cannot be found in hermeneutics. It
simply does not exist. There is only an understanding of
the tradition expressed in the form of a language. And in
the process of hermeneutic attitude a verbal structure of
experience appears.

The objects of mental reality, which are introduced
today and reveal the past, objectively exist. Moreover, they
appear as objectively existing objects of the past. If mental
representations do not recognize the event that is
introduced into the mental reality through social
representations, then they (mental representations) refuse
to recognize certain objects of the past as objectively
existing. But the very fact of the existence of objects of the
past is beyond any doubt. Historical memory is stored in
the form of artifacts. These artifacts are only verbalized and
actualized in a certain period (certain dates). Letters sent

from the front are quoted. Material artifacts (things of
soldiers, etc.) are shown publicly. It nourishes historical
memory. But if these images are not part of mental and
social representations, they do not become objects of
mental reality (a number of holidays that have been
introduced recently have not entered into mental reality yet
and have not become its essential part).

It also means that not all the objects of the information
space which are broadcast every day through television
channels, become objects of mental reality. Many of them
pass like water through the sand, leaving no trace behind.
Only those that enter the intense interaction that exists
between social and mental representations become the
object of mental reality.

This interaction of mental and social representations
characterizes the tension of human existence. Mental
representations characterize all-out efforts of a personality.
Through mental representations, a person enters the world,
defines his/her behavior in the present, outlines the future
and shapes his/her attitude towards the past. Through
social representations, various social groups open up their
vision of the world. They define the world through their
place in it and determine the destiny of the world on the
basis of an attempt to strengthen their position in the world.

The disposition of social and mental representations is
revealed through the tension and struggle between what a
society offers to a person and what people think fit for
themselves. The constant tension between social and
mental representations characterizes the aspiration of
society to unite people and integrate them in order to
accomplish certain actions. But the message of society,
embedded in social representations, does not always find a
response in mental representations. A complex palette is
formed. There exist no simple relation, absolute
acceptance or denial. Even those social representations
which a person cannot admit, introduce new objects into a
mental reality. A negative field is formed. It is created by
various mental representations of these objects.

It is of interest to note that the objects whose existence
mental representations deny become the most noticeable as
objects of mental reality. There is a fierce struggle of
thoughts, mental attacks and criticism. And this emphasizes
the feature of the ontological status of mental reality objects.
It is not just the existence of objects as objective ones,
independent of people. This is the existence of a flurry of
emotions, feelings, verbalized response to the existence of
these objects. Mental reality includes objects whose
existence is concerned with society and man. But the mental
reality does not include all the objects that really should have
worried people and society. Almost nobody cares about
nuclear safety during the war, the problem of regeneration of
land damaged during amber mining, constant loss of
drinking water, critical accumulation of garbage in landfills,
etc. From time to time, notification of these and other objects
(for felling forests, illegal building, etc.) fall into the
information space. But it does not change anything. People
skip these messages not bothering with it.

Conclusions:

1. Mental reality is a special kind of reality along with
the others. Unlike the virtual reality, its objects appear as
objectively existing ones. Mental reality arises as a
disposition of social and mental representations. Mental
reality thus characterizes the world, which is formed
through interaction.

2. The peculiarity of the ontological status lies in the
fact that its objects have a special nature. They are not
divided according to different categories of being — social
being, natural being, human being, etc. The objects of
mental reality can belong to any world — society, global
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community, nature. Mental reality includes objects that
apply to all these worlds.

3. Mental reality characterizes the dynamics in which
objects arise and disappear. The dynamics of the mental
reality reveals the complexity of the existence of the
modern world. The modern world is integral, with the
interrelation of phenomena in politics, economics,
transport, the state of nature, natural disasters, etc.

4. The formation of mental reality is influenced by social
representations. Social representations characterize the
view of the world from the point of certain social groups.
Social representations are part of the information space in
the form of information products — representations of news,
analytics, comments, talk shows, etc. Some events are
widely covered in them, some are silenced, some are
considered only in the form of information from globalized
communication systems. Migration of the population (labor,
tourism, etc.) makes it impossible to isolate information. In
other countries, people are faced with other mental
realities. These mentalities are formed on the basis of
social representations of other social groups.

5. Mental reality appears as a disposition of mental and
social representation. This reveals the specificity of the
ontological status of objects of mental reality. The objects
of mental reality do not only objectively exist. They exist in
the context and terms of certain emotions, feelings, critical
or encouraging attitudes they cause. Mental realities can
be objects, the characteristics of which are disclosed in
different ways. Social representations of the existence of
some properties of an object can be asserted. In the
mental representation of this object, other characteristics
may belong. The most relevant in the mental
representation are the objects in relation to the existence of
which there are discussions, and different points of view
are expressed. The complexity of the objects of mental
reality pass the representation hierarchy. Each object
creates such representation hierarchies. Representation
hierarchies reveal various ontological dimensions of the
object. Indisputability of their objective existence makes
these levels ontological ones.

6. Hierarchy of representations — these are the
interconnected sides of the objects. Such sides may be the
existence of a particular event, the peculiarities of its
course, information related to business people, the change
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of this information, which opens up a new view on their
objective existence, the use of this information (about the
event, about the person, about changes in the views on their
objective existence), attitude to the event itself and
information about it, attempts to use this information in the
interests of different forces, evaluation of these attempts, etc.
Representation hierarchies are also dynamic: new
representations are constantly introduced, existing
representations are changing. Changes in the representation
hierarchy reveal a complex relief of the mental reality. Mental
reality is characterized by constant dynamism.

7. Mental representations form a relation to objects of
mental reality. If mental representations completely reject the
existence of an object (that is, denying its existence as an
object of the mental reality), then another situation arises in
the formation of the mental reality. Mental reality is not
formed due to the disposition of social and mental
representations. There arises a lack of confidence in social
representations. An alternative mental reality is formed.
Under democracy, mental representations characterize the
autonomy of the individual. Individual autonomy is
characterized by the right to independently extract, evaluate
and process information and make their own conclusions. In
a democratic society, mental representations are valuable.
They show the intellectual potential, the ability to adapt and
the desire for development.

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The purpose of the article is to analyze the views of I. Kant, F. Nietzsche, and M. Scheler on the problem of personality in the context of the
principle of spiritual hierarchy. To do this we need to solve the following problems: first, to make a comparative analysis of their views; and second,
to formulate the main theses of the author's metaphysical concept of personality. To analyze the problem of personality, the methodology of
knowledge of K. Mannheim and the ideas of P. Ricker have been applied. On the basis of the principle of the spiritual hierarchy, the author's
understanding of the meaning of the concept of "personality” is formulated. The metaphysical concept of personality, revives the hierarchical
approach to the understanding of a person, on the one hand, and, formulates a new theoretical apparatus for the enhanced understanding of a
person and personality in particular, on the other hand.

The proposed concept of personality lays the foundations for rethinking the content of the educational process, places on the agenda the study
of mechanisms for the perfection of man and society.

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COMPETENCE APPROACH IN THE FORMATION OF EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS
(IN THE EXAMPLE OF THE PHD PROGRAM IN PHILOSOPHY)

This article discusses the main positions and orientations of the European approach to education and the Ukrainian realities of their
implementation. The PhD program in philosophy and the main "competence” requirements of the Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine on the procedure for the preparation of applicants for higher education, Ph.D. and Doctor of Science degrees in higher
education institutions are analyzed. The importance of forming general and professional competences in philosophy is emphasized not
only for the formation of a professional scientist, but also for a highly developed person who is able to study during whole his or her life
and easily overcome the social challenges of our time.

Key words: education, philosophical education, general and professional competences, educational PhD program in philosophy,

competence approach.

The educational sphere was and remains one of the
most important areas of social development. It provides the
society with highly skilled specialists and contributes to its
development and improvement. Therefore the quality of
modern education is so important and for one country and
for the entire public space. The quality of education meets
certain requirements of society and therefore it is dynamic
and volatile. The modern paradigm of education, meeting
the challenges of a changing society, forms the ideal of an
individual who is capable of making decisions independently
and adapting to new social demands. For the formation of
such a full-fledged personality, we need to change the
direction of our education from the standpoint of "education
for all life" to "education during the whole life". Moreover,
only this position allows you to constantly improve your skills
and develop new knowledge that will allow to solve various
problems. The problems of contemporary philosophical
education are detailed in the monograph "Methodological
Bases of Modernization of Philosophical and Political
Education and Science of Ukraine" [4].

Such an approach was followed by such well-known
scholars as A. Bazhenov and L.E. Pelevin, who believe that
education during the whole life at the state level should take
into account the present realities and provides some
protection for pupils and students. M.V. Clarin, in the theory
and practice of lifelong education emphasizes the education
of adults beyond the framework of basic education, that
allows a specialist to increase his or her own qualifications in
the process of adaptation to constantly changing social and
production conditions. O.V. Gluzman considers that core of
development of education during all life is a competent
approach to learning that covers the motivational, value,
social and behavioral components and helps in the formation
of the ones own worldview [1].

Therefore, the purpose of this article is to analyze the
competence approach as a methodology for the formation
of new educational programs. The object is the general
and professional competence basis for creating new
educational programs. The subject is competent PhD
programs in philosophy.

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So this article has several tasks: to highlight the
international guidelines for modern education; to explain
the term "competence" in accordance with the European
vision of this concept; the disclosure of basic national
normative documents on the procedure for the preparation
of applicants for higher education in the degree of doctor of
philosophy and doctor of sciences in higher educational
institutions; analysis of professional and general
competences of the PhD program in philosophy.

Taking into account the modern social development,
the demand to reform education in Ukraine has become
necessary. The education should be adapted to the new
conditions as much as possible, should be made relevant
and effective in accomplishing such tasks as: providing
citizens of Ukraine with the opportunity to realize the
constitutional right to acquire professional qualifications in
accordance with their vocations and abilities, retraining and
improve the qualifications; meeting the current and future
needs of the country in skilled and competitive workers,
employees, scientists; promoting the state policy of
population employment in the conditions of an unstable
market economy. According to researchers of philosophical
education Rudenko S., Sobolievskyi Y., Tytarenko V. the
task of philosophical education is to demonstrate that:
"main question of science: "what is this?" is supplemented
by the question: "what does this mean?™ [5]. An
international UNESCO commission was convened for the
change of priorities in education. It formed the following
guidelines for modern education:

1 to teach learning and using knowledge, that is, to
acquire education during the whole life, to work in its
narrow area with rather broad general knowledge;

2. to teach doing business, not only using standard
skills, but more widely, to learn in the framework of both
formal and informal social experience to cope with different
situations and work in a team.

3. to teach living together, developing and
understanding other people and their aspirations for
independence (by performing joint projects and learning to
resolve conflicts), strengthening pluralism, mutual
understanding and peace;

4. to teach being yourself, that is, to develop more of
the personality and ability to act with greater
independence, guided by his own judgments and personal
responsibility. Education should not ignore any aspect of
human potential: memory, intelligence, sense of beauty,
physical ability and communication skills [3].

These positions are the main ones in the competent
approach to education and whole European education is
based on them.

In the European Tuning project, which has been
developed to determine the path to the improvement of the
European educational system and the adjustment of
educational structures in Europe, competences represent a
dynamic combination of knowledge, understanding
(theoretical knowledge of a particular industry, ability to
know and understand), skills, abilities (knowledge, how to
act: the practical and operative application of knowledge in
specific situations), attitudes and relationships (values as
an integral part of the way of perception and life with others
in the social context) and are divided into special
(professional) and general competencies [9].

Promoting the formation of competences is the main
task of the educational process and education. According
to the Tuning project, the learning outcomes indicate the
level of competence that was received by the one who
studied. Learning outcomes are formulated by the

teaching staff, usually on the basis of data obtained from
internal and external stakeholders (employers, students,
teachers, researchers ...).

Taking into account the peculiarities of the European
system of education, on March 23, 2016, the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine approved the Decree of the procedure
for the preparation of applicants for higher education, Ph.D.
and Doctor of Science degrees in higher education
institutions (Scientific Institutions), which determines the
mechanism for training applicants for higher education in
the educational and scientific levels of higher education.

According to the Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers, the
educational and scientific program of postgraduate studies
(adjunctures) of a higher educational establishment
(scientific institution) must include not less than four
components, which include the acquisition of postgraduate
(adjutant) of such competences in accordance with the
National Qualifications Framework [7]:

1. obtaining deep knowledge in the specialty (group of
specialties). According to it the graduate student (adjunct)
should conduct his or her own research, mastering of the
basic concepts, a conscious understanding of theoretical
and practical problems, the history of development and the
current state of scientific knowledge in the chosen
specialty, to know and practical apply terminology of his or
her own scientific direction (1) ;

2. mastering of general scientific competencies aimed
at forming a systemic scientific outlook, professional ethics
and general cultural outlook (2);

3. acquiring the universal researcher skills, which include
the ability to present orally and in writing the results of one's
own scientific research in the Ukrainian language, apply
modern information technologies in scientific activity,
organize and conduct training sessions, manage scientific
projects and / or make proposals for the financing of
scientific research, registration intellectual property rights (3);

4. Obtaining the linguistic competencies sufficient to
present and discuss the results of their scientific work in a
foreign language (in English or another one according to
the specifics of the specialty) in oral and written form, as
well as for a complete understanding of foreign scientific
texts in the corresponding specialty [7] (4).

These requirements were fully taken into account when
were formed the program competencies of the Philosophy
Faculty of Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv.
Program competencies are the most important
competencies that determine the specifics and are included
in the program profile [2]. They include general and
professional competencies. General competencies (GC) is
a system of intellectual, psychological, moral and active
specialist positions that reflect the level of acquired
knowledge, skills, experience, information saturation and
other properties in the wide field of social activity [8].

Professional (special) competencies are research
competencies that characterize the knowledge and skills,
the specifics of the educational program and the
qualifications of the graduate, provide the individuality of
each educational program.

In the PhD in Philosophy program [6] is assumed that
the graduate student will acquire such general
competencies that can be attributed to one of the four
compulsory components of the educational and scientific
programs of the graduate school of higher education
institutions approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine. Schematically belonging to one or another
component of the educational and scientific program can
be identified with numbers (1) — profound knowledge in the
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specialty, (2) — general scientific competence, (3) —
universal skills of the researcher, (4) — language
competencies. Considering this, we have the following
'picture’ of the general competences (GC) of the
educational and scientific program for the preparation of
PhD students at Taras Shevchenko National University of
Kyiv, specialty 033 — philosophy:

e (GC-1) possession of the most advanced
conceptual and methodological knowledge in the field of
research and professional activities and on the boundary of
subject areas (1);

e (GC-2) the ability to critical thinking, the ability to
apply critical thinking to the analysis of the results of his or
her own scientific research, his or her scientific novelty,
theoretical and practical value (1);

e (GC-3) possession of critical analysis and
assessment in a situation of synthesis of new and complex
ideas (2);

e (GC-4) skills of using the latest information and
communication technologies for the organization and
implementation of the cognitive process (3);

e (GC-5) the ability to search, process and analyze
various data from different sources in the context of
creating an information base for the research process (1);

e (GC-6) the ability to generate new ideas (creativity),
use the most up-to-date methodological approaches in
complementarity (2);

e (GC-7) linguistic and communicative ability to work
in the international scientific space, making full use of its
resources for the formation of its scientific position, for
scientific cooperation, as well as for the promotion of
postgraduate student's research projects (4);

e (GC-8) the ability to practice the foreign language in
scientific work, pedagogical and innovative activity (4);

e (GC-9) organizational and leadership ability to
develop and manage scientific projects that require a
complex level of cooperation between scientists in one
industry and adjacent (3);

e (GC-10) the ability to identify, put and solve
problems, systematically and consistently forming a scientific
study of a high level of abstraction and complexity (1);

e (GC-11) the ability to communicate with experts
from other fields for the formation and support of
interdisciplinary scientists' interaction (3);

e (GC-12) the ability to work autonomously, based on
constant self-development and self-improvement (1);

e (GC-13) the ability to participate in the organization
of the scientific and pedagogical work of the profile
department, to know and understand the principles of the
profile department organization (division of functional
duties, distribution of pedagogical load, place of the
department in the system of research work of the faculty
and university) (1);

e (GC-14) to be the responsible subject of the
scientific community, to comply with the requirements of
the ethos of science and the scientific community, its ethical
rules and norms, to share its values and goals, and to
transfer in the process of pedagogical practice to others (2);

e (GC-15) the ability to act socially and civic
consciously, presenting in his or her activities and results
for the general community the social science institute and
humanistic values in general (3);

The professional competences (PC) of the educational
and scientific program of preparation PhD programs in
postgraduate study at Taras Shevchenko National

University of Kyiv in specialty 033 — Philosophy, as well as
general ones, can also be divided into four groups:

The first is the profound knowledge of philosophy and
the ability to conduct their own philosophical research. It
includes such philosophical competencies as knowledge of
the essence, specific features, properties and criteria of
new scientific knowledge in the field of theoretical and
practical philosophy; the ability to formulate the general
methodological base of postgraduate student's scientific
research from new research positions (PC-1); the ability to
effectively use modern methodology of scientific knowledge
and the latest methods of scientific research in the field of
theoretical and practical philosophy (PC-4); the ability to
practically apply modern philosophical knowledge in the
process of performing postgraduate student's scientific
research (PC-5); ability to initiate, organize and conduct
comprehensive theoretical and experimental research (PC-6);
have knowledge of philosophical traditions, use them in the
pedagogical process (PC-15).

The second is the development and application of
philosophical competences that manifest themselves in the
knowledge of the specifics of the pedagogical process in the
field of philosophical sciences (PC-14); practical skills in the
methodical organization of the pedagogical process with the
obligatory consideration of the specifics of philosophical
knowledge (PC-17); the ability to use the specifics of
philosophical knowledge for self-reflection and self-
perfection (PC-18); the ability to work within the modern
(post-classical) type of scientific rationality (PC-19).

The third is acquiring the ability to present in oral and
written form the results of postgraduate student's scientific
research in Ukrainian, apply modern information
technologies in scientific activities, organize and conduct
training sessions, manage scientific projects. This group
includes the learning of such special competencies as the
ability to participate in multidisciplinary projects of complex
scientific research of complex systems (PC-3); ability to
organize and conduct scientific discourse on the basis of
philosophical knowledge of its nature, purpose and
meaning (PC-12); the ability to participate in the
organization of scientific and pedagogical work of the
profile department (PC-16); knowledge of the specifics of
the pedagogical process in the field of philosophical
sciences (PC-14); the ability of practical use of information
technology in organizing and conducting philosophical
scientific events (conferences, scientific seminars,
workshops, etc.) and presentation of the research (PC-10);
the basis and specifics knowledges of the management of
the research work of the philosophical faculty (PC-11).

The fourth is the acquisition of language competences
sufficient for presentation and discussion of the results of
postgraduate student's scientific work in a foreign language
in oral and written form. This group includes the following
competencies: the ability of written and oral possession of
a philosophical foreign language (PC-7); the ability to write
with a philosophical foreign language in accordance with a
specific style with knowledge of special terminology (PC-8);
the ability to orally use the philosophical foreign language
in scientific and innovative activities orally (oral speech at a
conference, use of a foreign language in business
negotiations on the commercialization of scientific research
results (PC-9)), etc..

The analysis of the PhD program in the Philosophy of
Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv showed that
it fully corresponds to the "competent" guidelines of
modern  education, developed by the UNESCO
International Commission and the Decree of the procedure
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for the preparation of applicants for higher education, Ph.D.
and Doctor of Science degrees in higher education
institutions (Scientific Institutions), which determines the
mechanism of preparation of higher education graduates at
the third educational and scientific levels of higher
education in our country. According to these documents
graduates should be able to use their own knowledge and
critical thinking, to be able to work in a team to organize
and conduct joint projects, to be independent and to
develop their personal qualities, to have their own outlook
and to be able to effectively use their knowledge of
philosophy for the conduct of philosophical research,
presentations of its results both in Ukraine and in the
international arena. The competency will be needed by any
specialist in the professional field, as well as in solving any
problems at the household level and will help graduates to
become competitive employees.

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POLITICAL PHILOSOPHY OF WILLIAM OF OCKHAM

The purpose article will deal with the works by William of Ockham, an English scholastic philosopher Franciscan. Interconnection of
the thinker's philosophical views with his political judgments is highlighted. The tasks and duties of the Church and the state are
defined. The results of this study have been developed and introduced into the educational process of the Taras Shevchenko National
University of Kyiv. This is a discipline "History of Philosophy" in "Political Science”. The results of the article give an opportunity to
broaden and deepen theoretical knowledge of students in the field of historical and philosophical science of the Middle Ages.

This article deals directly with William of Ockham's political thought. The influence of Ockham's philosophical opinions on
political views is also shown. The political illness of papacy plenitude potestatis and the possibilities of solving it is clarified. As
Okkama's authorial position in solving political issues is far from perfect, the article shows the progress in solving Marsilius of

Padua'’s political issues.

The obtained results allow stating that such studies give a possibility to deepen the theoretical knowledge of the students "political
science" and "public service" at the Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv.

Key words: philosophy, Middle Ages, William of Ockham, "plenitudo potestatis”, mind, Church, state, law.

Introduction. "The English Franciscan, William of
Ockham (c. 1285-1349), was one of the most important
thinkers of the later middle ages. Summoned to Avignon in
1324 to answer charges of heresy, Ockham became
convinced that Pope John XXII was himself a heretic in
denying the complete poverty of Christ and the apostles
and a tyrant in claiming supremacy over the Roman
empire... Ockham's political writings were a result of these
personal convictions, but also include systematic
discourses on the basis and functions of spiritual and
secular power as well as exhaustive discussions of
Franciscan poverty and the general problem of papal
heresy. Ockham emerges in this study as a man deeply
committed to natural and Christian human rights, who
found these fundamental values so seriously menaced in
his time that their survival could be assured only by radical,
even revolutionary, personal action and by a basic
reworking of traditional political thought" [1, p. 271].

In the first half of the XIV century William of Ockham
took part in debates of the Church and countries of
Western Europe. In 1324 he was summoned to the court of
papal curia in Avignon to answer the question about
correspondence of his theological and philosophical works
concerning the question of faith. Here charges of heresy
come up. Pope John XXII demands explanations, having a
list of suspicious quotation by Ockham, which was made by
Oxford University chancellor. After three years' work of the
commission appointed by the Pope, 7 points were
announced heretical, 37 — false and 4 were called
dangerous. By that time William of Ockham hadn't written
anything on political issues. After that an "Invincible
Doctor", as Ockham was called, takes up political
philosophy. Dialogues | and Il were written in Avignon.
Later "Eight Questions on the Power of the Pope" (1340-
41), "The Work of Ninety Days" (1332-34), "Letter to the
Friars Mino" (1334), "Short Discourse" (1341-42) were
created when Ockham was under the protection of the
Emperor Ludwig of Bavaria in Munich.

Such experience led him to two conclusions: firstly,
the philosophers were unable to define the limits of
natural mind; secondly, papacy can't perceive the limits
of its power.

The thing is that Christian philosophers raised God to
something philosophically recognizable. But from Ockham's
point of view, God isn't philosophically recognizable.
Ockham thinks that theology isn't able to indicate the limits of
philosophy when philosophers forget about them. The
thinker believes that philosophers — Christians can create

philosophy which will know its limits. For this reason they
have to acknowledge divine omnipotence. When the limits of
natural mind will be set up, then the differences between
philosophy and theology will become clear and
understandable. For Ockham God the Creator belongs
exceptionally to theology. God, according to William isn't a
common topic of philosophy and theology. Philosophers and
theologians have different point of view and use various
methods of learning. Exactly such thoughts found their
reflection in his political philosophy.

Presentation of the main research. Ockham believes
that it is important to define strict limits of power both inside
the Church and the state. So he tries to set the limits of
papal power. We know that the Pope was the highest
authority, who resolves the questions of the truth of faith.
But the Pope may be a heretic as well. Moreover, the post
can't secure the Pope against mistakes and sins and also
from heresy. The Pope can be sinful like any other ordinary
person. But the Pope, having such post, sins harder, more
seriously and destructively than any other Christian. How to
behave in such situation? Who will decide whether the
Pope has become a heretic? Ockham reckons that there
should be a theological expert appraisal. Because the

Pope himself can't resolve this question. Under a
theological expert appraisal the philosopher means
professional university theologians. Actually, Ockham

advocates a transfer of power from the Church to
Universities. He tries to create a new church structure
which is above the Pope, but officially he didn't want to
recognize that. Professional theologians are University
lecturers (they could not hold church posts). Thus, a
theological expert appraisal is: firstly — professionals and
secondly these professionals could resolve theological
questions in public. Thirdly, the Pope didn't have a right to
appoint masters at Universities (Universities had their own
autonomy) they were independent of the Pope.

A theological expert appraisal is very important as it
broadens freedom of an individual and sets a limit on the
Pope's power. It gives an individual a possibility to feel
freedom inside the Church. Because not priesthood has to
have the supreme authority over the Church activity, but
knowledge, Ockham thinks. Theological scholarship gives
a high degree of freedom against any coercive power, both
state and church. It gives a Christian a chance to defend
himself from despotic power of church authority. The task
of the Church, from William of Ockham's point of view, is in
preserving rights and liberties via knowledge.

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Which form of church rule is the best? Ironically,
resolving this question, Ockham turns to Aristotle's
thoughts, especially to his political philosophy. At that time
plenitudo potestatis was the best form of church rule.
Plenitudo potestatis was the Pope's power, as the sole
source of spiritual and secular life. The question arises: can
plenitudo potestatis be the best form of rule of the Church?
Under such form of rule the Pope is the owner, the tsar and
the Church subjects are slaves. Please note that they are
the Pope's slaves, not God's. The Pope therefore is the
vicegerent of God on earth, i. e. the Pope actually replaces
God in this life. Thus, the actual substitution of Christian
doctrine takes place. The Pope transforms into God.

It is interesting that on the one hand William of Ockham
opposes plenitudo potestatis, and on the other hand he
even makes an argument for the support of plenitudo
potestatis. The more developed society, the more perfect
the form of submission of the members of this society.
Therefore, slavery is the most perfect form of submission
from Ockham's point of view. So, the highest order requires
a single perfect master. It must be the Pope, believing
Christians must be slaves.

But Ockham has an argument against plenitudo
potestatis. Ockham again holds to Aristotle's thoughts.
For Great Stagier the best form of rule exists for the
common benefit, and not for the personal benefit of a
ruler. If all benefits were for a ruler, it would be tyranny.
But before that we wrote that plenitudo potestatis is
slavery. Thus, plenitudo potestatis isn't the best form of
rule. It doesn't serve the common benefit. Therefore
plenitudo potestatis can't be the best form of church rule.
But for William of Ockham the Church is the best social
system. What about the subjects, then? Ockham thinks
they should be treated as equal to the Pope. Such rule
will be better than to rule slaves. So, the Church power
doesn't have to treat Christians like slaves. Plenitudo
potestatis can't be the best form of church rule.

What is the task of the Church, then? The Church has
to serve for common benefit, protecting freedom of every
Christian. And plenitudo potestatis is aimed at enslavement
of Christians. Such form of the Pope's church rule
eventually leads to tyranny.

As Christians strive for perfection following the
commandment of Christ, the best form of church rule has
to give the subjects the utmost possible extent of freedom.
Ockham suggests replacing the Pope's power (plenitudo
potestatis) with power of aristocracy. The latter are a small
number of patriarchs. In this case Christians have a right to
change church rule. Because papal power is of human
origin and that is why it has a lot of defects. If the purpose
of church rule is the common benefit and monarchy of the
Pope doesn't serve the common benefit any longer,
Christians can freely change monarchical church rule to
aristocratic one. That is, for Ockham freedom of Christians
is important. If Christians under papal rule turned into the
Pope's slaves, they have a right to change the form of rule.
Instead of plenitudo potestatis the philosopher proclaims
church aristocracy, that must protect freedom of every
Christian. It is clear, that the Pope could hardly have liked
such thoughts of William of Ockham. In that way the Pope
would be controlled and lose his individual power.

What does Ockham say about the best secular form of
rule? Which relations should be established between the
Church and the state? Can the Church claim absolute
power? In Dialogue Il Ockham thinks that monarchy is the
best form of secular rule. Interestingly, the philosopher

thinks that a ruler doesn't have to obey the laws which he
himself has passed. A state is an absolutely legal
association of people after the Fall. The main function of
the rule is to avoid violence. The earthly peace has to be
made in the state by restraining evil. And any way to
achieve this goal will be acceptable for the Emperor.
Because only the Emperor is able to cope with this task via
individual power. From the philosopher's point of view it is
impossible to achieve a high extent of freedom in political
life. It is possible to achieve freedom only by refusing to be
a citizen of the state and using its protection.

For reasons of Ockham it follows that the Church and
the state have their own rights and freedoms. The state
and the Church are separated: a secular state follows the
positive law and the Church follows the gospel one. A state
governs people — citizens, and the Church governs
believing Christians.

The Pope is free from the coercive power of the
Emperor and laymen until he falls into heresy. The
Emperor, in turn, is free from coercive power of the Pope
and the Church, until he becomes a heretic. If he becomes
a heretic, he automatically becomes incapable. In his
political philosophy Ockham opposes relations between the
Church and the state. Because the Church and the state
have different tasks. A Christian can renounce to be a
citizen of a state but he cannot but belong to the Church.

Ockham belonged to the Franciscan Order. "The
Franciscan Order at this time was divided into two parties,
which came to be known as the "Conventuals "and the"
Spirituals" (or "zealots"). The Spirituals, among whom were
Ockham, Michael of Cesena, and the other exiles who
joined them in fleeing Avignon, tried to preserve the original
ideal of austere poverty practiced and advocated by
St. Francis himself (c. 1181-1226)" [2, p. 303].

It was the problem which the philosopher tried to solve.
William of Ockham called for confiscation of the Church
property as the property can only be in possession of a ruler.
Ockham's political philosophy generated by debates between
Franciscans and Pope John XXIl about what gospel poverty
is? The solution of the issue about gospel poverty makes
Ockham turn to the definition of the natural law.

Ockham gives "the natural law" three meanings. In the
first meaning the natural law appears absolute and
unconditional. It works for each and every individual.
Ockham thinks that the natural law is a part of the law of
God. In this sense from Ockham's point of view philosophy
and theology are inseparable in terms of law and morality.
Since those moral values given in the Revelation are also
recognizable in the sphere of philosophy.

In the second meaning the natural law appears neither
absolute nor unconditional. It works only for pure
individuals, for those who are in an innocent state, before
the Fall. There is no private property for a person in this
state. In this state property is common. And private
property is a sin.

In the third meaning the natural law is a foundation of
human laws after the Fall. In this state a person has a right
for private property. The latter is protected by state laws. In
this sense, the natural law is limited by the earthly world.
Just for the protection of private property a person creates
a state and laws which will protect it. Actually, in this case
Ockham follows the thoughts by Augustine of Hippo. The
latter considered a sin to be a foundation to create a state.
For Augustine a state appeared when some begin to
govern others, i. e. this state of submission for the thinker
is slavery. Ockham thinks that Christians can live beyond a
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political life is not necessary. A Christian canre nounce
private property and refuse from protection of state laws,
gaining accordingly freedom.

Such consideration of the natural law in the three
meanings provides an interesting solution of the problem,
which Augustine once raised in his writing "About the City
of God". For Augustine Christians are true citizens because
they believe in and respect true God. But then a questions
arises: how can they be citizens and not be companions in
sin (private property, governing one another....)? Ockham
resolves this question by refusing to obey the state. Thus a
Christian gains freedom.

To some extent, Ockham presents power of the Church
over the state, because a person can gain freedom only in
the Church. The way to this is the replacement of the
Pope's comprehensive plenitudo potestatis by church
aristocracy. That is it, which is undamaged unlike secular
power of the Emperor. "He flatly denied the priority of
social or political whole over constituting it individuals,
having declared the individual a Criterion of what is
politically reasonable and legitimate, emphasized attention
on the individual as true subject of the policy" [2, p. 184].

Conclusions. Ockham was a great and original
political philosopher. His political views became an
important stage in the development of the political thought
of the Middle Ages. The time came when complex power of
the Pope had to be limited. At last a clear division of tasks
and responsibilities between the Church and the state was
proclaimed by William of Ockham's mouth. Thus, Ockham
is made a significant contribution to the preparation of a
typical for Modern history political thought. Naturally, that
the author's position of Ockham in resolving political issues
is specific and far from being perfect. But we can see a
progress in resolving political questions in works by
Marsilius of Padua, an Italian philosopher and a
contemporary of William of Ockham. For reasons of
Marcilius it follows that the there is only one legislator — all
citizens, and one law — human. The clergy is not
empowered by coercive power. Its functions are
educational. Consequently, there is no peace in Italy
because the Church is trying to take up the reins. The
clergy is convinced that it has the right to make laws. It
encroaches on absolute power. It is an awful disease,
which Marcilius said about at the beginning of "The
Defender of the Peace". He calls this disease "pleniiudo
potesiatis”. Marcilius indents to fight against this disease
with both word and deed. In fact, all his work is aimed at
paying attention to the conflict between the state and the
Church. The political philosophy by Marcilius provides
submission of Christian priesthood to the state. Marcilius is
a rebel and an incredibly courageous person who dared
oppose the papacy and the system.

Thus, the Church and the state cannot be power
simultaneously. Because they are two different laws and
two different forms of power. Let us go to Holy Scripture.
Did Christ seek coercive power in this world? Marcilius
finds out that Christ never had claims on coercive power in
this world. Neither himself nor for his apprentices. Christ
bequeathed his apostles to serve people. So, there can be

no coercion, law, force. Marcilius gives proof from a
conversation with Pilate. Being asked by Pilate whether
Jesus a king or not, the latter replied that he did not intend
to rule, compel or judge in this world. That is, the Kingdom
of Jesus is not of this world and so is not in this world. His
reign will begin only after Judgment Day. That is why
personal priests' duties are in comprehending and
explaining the others that only one coercive power exists in
this world. This power belongs to the state. This power
belongs to the state laws. And everybody, without
exception, must subordinate these laws. Including the
Church. Christians and priests must submit to the coercive
power of the state in everything. Book Il presents a list of
concluding propositions regarding the Church: all temporal
goods of the Church belong to the ruler; Christ did not
establish any positions of leadership in the Church; the
ruler's duty is to correct and depose the pope; all priests
have equal authority; any coercive power of the Church
and its officials comes from the ruler.

Marsilius of Padua defines two main tasks of the Church.
The first task is a duty of the Church to teach about eternal
life and eternal punishment. The purpose of religion is
eternal. The second task is what the Church must teach
Christians in the state. It has to preach submission to the
state law as there is no other law in this earthly world. That
is, the Church is submitted to the state, and faith to mind.
Thus, Latin averroism becomes attractive in the sphere of
politics as it reconciles the Church and the state, separating
the Church from the state and simultaneously subordinating
it to it. That is why for Marsilius the Christian can and will be
a good citizen when he will subordinate to coercive power of
the state. Pope, the Church and the Curia must always be
subordinated to citizens. Laymen themselves can appoint
and dismiss clergymen.

The problems and questions which Marcilius raised in
medieval political philosophy remain relevant today. In his
treatise "Defensor pads" the thinker criticizes the medieval
Church. He denounces angrily papal immorality, which
corrupts the Church. He points out at Aristotle's religion as
an example. There will be no problems in relations
between the Church and the state if we acknowledge that
the clergy has to be subordinated to the state. Today,
unfortunately these problems exist in our country.
Churchmen, being beyond the state law, avoid paying
taxes. Representatives of the Moscow Patriarchate are
trying to influence on the course of political events in the
state. Their attention should be paid to the fact that they
are first of all citizens of Ukraine. So, they must comply
with the laws of the state. Unfortunately, at this stage we
cannot expect from the Church even abiding of virtues
which are direct duties of the church representatives.
