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PECULIARITIES OF CONTENT AND TRENDS IN THE DYNAMICS
OF PUBLIC PERCEPTIONS OF WAR AND VICTORY

Background. This study is relevant due to the significant dependence of the moral and psychological state of the troops in a belligerent country
and the success of combat operations on the perception of the war and its end in the public consciousness, as supported by scientific sources. The purpose
of this article is to reconstruct the primary content characteristics and dynamic trends of war and victory images in the Ukrainian public consciousness, along
with highlighting the factors that influence their formation.

Methods. The research was conducted through secondary analysis of data from two monitoring studies: one focused on the state of public
consciousness, with a questionnaire consisting of psychosemantic descriptors, and another addressing public opinion related to pressing socio-political
issues. These studies are conducted annually by the Institute of Social and Political Psychology of the National Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine,
utilizing a sample that represents the adult population of Ukraine aged 18 and older (1,200 respondents were interviewed).

Results. The study reveals that the perception of war in public consciousness is complex and not merely a sensory experience. It is shaped by
various factors, including historical family experiences, literary and documentary representations, and media portrayals of the current conflict. Since the onset
of the Russian invasion, the predominant image of the Russian-Ukrainian war has emerged as a struggle of the people against occupiers. This image is
reinforced by diverse elements within public consciousness, although some perspectives can weaken this prevailing narrative. Ambiguities in the war's
progression and inconsistent messages from state leadership have led to a diversification of attitudes regarding the anticipated victory, blending militaristic
and pacifist sentiments from the Soviet era.

Conclusions. Basedon the analysis, the author draws practical conclusions advocating for a reformatting of public perceptions concerning war
and Victory, freeing them from elements of pacifism and unrealistic expectations; raising society's tolerance for uncertainty; and proactively developing
strategies and technologies to mitigate the negative psychological effects of unfulfilled expectations, which may pose a significant risk to social stability in the
postwar period.

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CONCEPTUALIZATION OF THE PHENOMENON OF THE MENTAL MODEL OF THE WORLD
IN COGNITIVE-BEHAVIORAL AND NARRATIVE PSYCHOTHERAPY

This article analyzes the conceptualization of the phenomenon of the mental model of the world, which mediates behavior, in A. Beck's cognitive
therapy, J. Young's schema therapy, functional contextualism, and narrative therapy by M. White and D. Epston.

In A. Beck's classic cognitive therapy, this phenomenon is conceptualized within the framework of "schema." Cognitive therapy emphasizes the
cognitive nature of schemas and proposes only cognitive methods for their correction.

In J. Young's schema therapy, the concept of schemas pertains not only to the cognitive sphere of personality but also to emotional experiences,
bodily sensations, and easily activates memories in which it was formed. Accordingly, schema therapy offers emotionally oriented techniques, such
as imaginative rescripting and the chair technique, alongside cognitive techniques.

In M. White's narrative therapy, the concept of narrative is utilized as a means for individuals to interpret their life events and construct their
worldview and identity. The narrative therapist assists individuals in crafting a narrative that aligns with their values, highlighting unique life episodes
that challenge their existing narrative.

In functional contextualism and behavioral therapy, the concept of rule-governed behavior is employed. Rules can be learned directly through
experience or indirectly through derived verbal relations. The behavioral therapist's work focuses on modifying the rules that govern behavior by
changing the context in which the individual's behavior occurs.

The article emphasizes that despite the different conceptualizations of the phenomenon of the mental model of the world, which is formed in
individuals and mediates their behavior, the analyzed approaches, although differing in theoretical and methodological positions, utilize similar
mechanisms for modification. Specifically, behavioral experiments in A. Beck's cognitive-behavioral therapy and the limited reparenting style and
imaginative rescripting of J. Young's schema therapy can be seen as changes in the context of the individual's behavior that lead to correcting the
governing rules. Conversely, the various conceptualizations of the mental model phenomenon enrich the therapist's arsenal of techniques.

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THE BRIEF INVENTORY OF PSYCHOSOCIAL FUNCTIONING (B-IPF):
UKRAINIAN-LANGUAGE ADAPTATION AND PSYCHOMETRIC EVALUATION

Background. The adaptation and psychometric evaluation of the Brief Inventory of Psychosocial Functioning (B-IPF) address the need for
a quick, reliable tool to assess psychosocial impairments in the Ukrainian context. This study fills a gap in available diagnostic methods for evaluating
psychosocial functioning in both clinical and research settings. Given the importance of assessing psychosocial functioning for determining mental
health, the B-IPF enables the evaluation of aspects such as relationships, work, education, and self-care, which are crucial for both clinical practice
and research.

Methods. The primary approach was a two-phase adaptation involving forward and backward translations, expert evaluation, and testing on
a sample (N=786) in the first phase and (N=315) in the second phase.

Results. Theresults of the reliability assessment demonstrated that the Brief Inventory of Psychosocial Functioning in the Ukrainian sample
showed high reliability scores according to Cronbach's alpha and McDonald's omega. An exploratory factor analysis revealed a two-factor structure,
where the first factor reflects functioning issues in a broad context (friendship, work, education, and self-care), and the second factor relates to a
close context (romantic relationships, parenting, and family). The results also demonstrated a high degree of model fit in the confirmatory factor
analysis for both the structure identified in the exploratory factor analysis (RMSEA = 0.028, CFI = 0.995, TLI = 0.992) and when testing the original
structure (RMSEA = 0.074, CFI = 0.960, TLI = 0.940). The evaluation of convergent validity indicated that the adapted questionnaire shows significant
correlations with related constructs. The B-IPF also demonstrated a high level of stability in results over time.

Conclusions. Thefindings support the B-IPF as a reliable tool for assessing psychosocial impairments. However, further research with a
more diverse sample is needed to enhance the validity of broader results and establish testing norms.

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ANALYSIS OF ATTACHMENT TYPES AMONG LGBTQ INDIVIDUALS

The analysis of attachment types among LGBTQ individuals is crucial because this group frequently faces additional challenges such as
discrimination, internalized homophobia, and social isolation. These factors can significantly affect the formation of attachment types and overall
mental health. Research in this area contributes to the development of effective psychotherapeutic approaches designed to support the LGBTQ
community. The purpose of this study is to analyze attachment types among LGBTQ individuals to determine their impact on mental health and
interpersonal relationships. This article is based on a systematic literature review.

The study found that attachment types among LGBTQ individuals differ significantly from those among heterosexual individuals due to specific
social and psychological factors. Peer relationships among sexual minorities influence their well-being and the formation of attachment types.
Specifically, in homosexual men, attachment types significantly affect the quality of intimate relationships, underscoring the importance of secure
attachment for a satisfying interpersonal life.

Based on the analysis of scientific literature, it has been established that attachment types among LGBTQ individuals are shaped by minority
stress, discrimination, social support, and interpersonal interactions. These factors can lead to the development of insecure attachment types,
negatively impacting the mental health and quality of life of LGBTQ individuals. It is essential to understand that minority stress and discrimination
create additional barriers to forming healthy interpersonal relationships and trust in others.

The practical significance of this study lies in the necessity to develop support programs for LGBTQ individuals that focus on strengthening
secure attachment. Such programs should include individual psychotherapeutic interventions aimed at overcoming the effects of discrimination and
minority stress, along with group therapy sessions that provide support and opportunities for sharing experiences among LGBTQ individuals.

Future research prospects include identifying effective methods to diminish the negative impact of discrimination and promote secure attachment
among LGBTQ individuals. This encompasses both individual and group psychotherapeutic interventions that offer emotional support, foster self-
regulation skills, and enhance self-esteem.

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RELIGION AND RITUALS AS COPING STRATEGIES DURING WAR

Background. This article explores religion and rituals as coping strategies during wartime. By analyzing contemporary studies and
theoretical models in neuropsychology, it investigates mechanisms for overcoming stress through faith and rituals. The study aims to integrate
existing knowledge to form a comprehensive understanding of the role of religion and rituals in alleviating chronic stress.

Methods. Thisis aclassical theoretical study based on an analysis of contemporary literature in neuropsychology, the psychology of coping
strategies, and studies on social and religious phenomena under crisis conditions. The primary sources include peer-reviewed scientific publications,
monographs, findings from previous empirical research, as well as international and Ukrainian reports on the psychological state of the population
during wartime.

Results. The article demonstrates that religion and rituals serve as powerful coping strategies during war. Religion provides a sense of
meaning, rituals establish structure and an illusion of control over the situation, and social support (whether from family, friends, volunteer
communities, or religious organizations) fosters emotional stability. These adaptive mechanisms help manage chronic stress, reduce anxiety levels,
and strengthen mental health overall. However, the lack of comprehensive studies limits a full understanding of the scope and specifics of these
strategies within Ukrainian society during the war.

Conclusions. Wartime conditions compel individuals to seek adaptive mechanisms for preserving mental health. Religion, rituals, and
social support play a crucial role in combating chronic stress. Nonetheless, there is a need for more extensive studies (potentially experimental ones)
on coping strategies to develop effective approaches for supporting Ukrainian citizens under crisis conditions.

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NEURAL BASIS OF HUMAN AGGRESSION: A SYSTEMATIC REVIEW OF BIOLOGICALLY
BASED APPROACHES TO AGGRESSION FROM 2010 TO 2024

Background. Given the current realities in Ukraine, particularly the war and the escalating societal tensions, the importance of studying
aggression cannot be overstated. However, when examining this phenomenon, it is crucial to avoid oversimplification and seek deeper explanations
that account for its multifaceted nature. Generally, there are several explanations for aggression: the genetic explanation, which posits that
aggression is influenced by the perinatal effects of genes and their polymorphisms, or their expression through phylogenetic influences; the hormonal
explanation, which analyzes aggression through the mechanisms of specific neurotransmission process; and the neuroanatomical explanation, which
examines aggression based on the functioning of particular brain areas.

The aim of the study was to analyze research conducted over the past 15 years and to provide a comprehensive overview of the factors involved
in the development of aggressive behavior by describing various concepts pertaining to its emergence.

Methods. Inline with the objective of thoroughly covering recent research on diverse mechanisms of aggression, methods of abstraction
and information synthesis were employed in the literature analysis. The findings are organized into separate structural elements following a clear
framework, starting from perinatal development and work of general neurotransmitter systems to the specific functions of individual brain areas.

Results. This study consolidates and structures information from different approaches to the aggression studies. It describes the genetic,
hormonal, and neuroanatomical determinants of aggression. The influence of various systems on aggressive behavior is emphasized, whether it is
pathological or non-pathological in nature.

Conclusions. The challenge of studying aggression as a unified phenomenon stems from the inadequacies of its research mechanisms
and the frequent contradictory conclusions regarding the same manifestations. This complicates addressing the root causes of aggression and
improving societal psychological well-being. Nevertheless, emphasizing the diversity of its nature and promoting diverse research directions,
especially considering varying environments and the imperfections in brain system functions, offers hope for developing targeted methods to address
the complex system of aggression. The foundational study of aggression holds promise for furthering a comprehensive theory of aggression that
investigates various studies into a cohesive discourse.

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THE ROLES OF HEALTH LOCUS OF CONTROL, EPISTEMIC BELIEFS,
VACCINATION BELIEFS, CYNICISM - HOSTILITY, AND CHEMOPHOBIA
IN DECISION-MAKING REGARDING SELF-VACCINATION AND VACCINATION OF CHILDREN

Background. Vaccine hesitancy represents a significant challenge to public health, particularly in countries like Ukraine. This
issue has been exacerbated by the ongoing military conflict, which has disrupted healthcare systems and increased societal stressors.
Psychological factors such as chemophobia, health locus of control, epistemic beliefs, and vaccine conspiracy beliefs play pivotal roles
in shaping attitudes toward vaccination. This study aims to identify the psychological and sociodemographic determinants influencing
vaccination decisions in Ukraine, with a focus on self-vaccination and the vaccination of children.

Methods. Across-sectional survey design was utilized, involving 392 participants. Data were collected through online platforms,
employing validated scales to measure chemophobia, health locus of control, epistemic beliefs, vaccine conspiracy beliefs, and cynicism-
hostility. Vaccination attitudes and sociodemographic variables were also assessed. Statistical analyses included descriptive statistics,
correlation analysis, generalized linear modelling (polynomial logistic regression), and mediation analysis.

Results. Psychological antecedents of vaccination emerged as significant predictors of vaccination rates. Collective
responsibility and confidence in vaccine safety positively correlated with the number of vaccinations received, while excessive
calculation—characterized by critical information seeking—negatively impacted vaccination uptake. Chemophobia, although not a
mediator between psychological antecedents and vaccination behavior, independently influenced lower vaccination rates. Epistemic
beliefs were not associated with adult vaccination decisions but positively influenced decisions to vaccinate children. Sociodemographic

factors, including gender, age, education, and religiosity, did not significantly predict vaccination behaviours.
Conclusions. This study highlights the complex interplay of psychological factors in vaccination decision-making.
Emphasizing collective responsibility and trust in vaccines could enhance public health campaigns, while addressing chemophobia

through targeted education may help mitigate its negative effects.

Background

Problem statement. \Vaccination is widely recognized
as one of the most effective public health interventions,
preventing the spread of infectious diseases and protecting
individuals and communities from potential outbreaks of
these infections. Despite the proven benefits of vaccines,
vaccination rates can vary widely between regions and
populations. In recent years, Ukraine has struggled to
maintain high vaccination coverage, leading to outbreaks of
vaccine-preventable diseases and related public health
problems. The situation has worsened significantly since
Russia's large-scale military invasion of Ukraine on
February 24, 2014, which also disrupted the national health
system (Kalaitzaki et al., 2022). In addition to the
consequences of COVID-19, the Ukrainian community has
experienced the severe traumatic effects of war, expressed
in post-traumatic growth (Kurapov, Balashevych, et al.,
2022; Kurapov, Pivoriené, et al., 2023), increased frequency
of symptoms of anxiety, depression, and stress (Kurapov,
Danyliuk, et al., 2023; Kurapov, Kalaitzaki, et al., 2023;
Pavlenko et al., 2022), and deterioration of general psycho-

emotional status (Kurapov, Pavlenko, et al., 2022). Against
the background of the traumatic experience and due to the
limited access of Ukrainians to health services, the
vaccination situation in Ukraine has deteriorated
significantly. In this context, understanding the factors that
influence people's attitudes toward vaccination is critical to
developing targeted interventions that could improve
vaccine uptake and use in Ukraine.

In this regard, this study aims to fill the gap in the
literature regarding the psychological factors that shape the
attitudes of the Ukrainian population toward vaccination,
with an emphasis on the concept of chemophobia. By
focusing on locus of control, epistemological beliefs,
vaccination beliefs, cynicism-hostility, and chemophobia,
this study aims to contribute to the development of evidence-
based vaccination promotion strategies tailored to the
specific context of Ukraine. Ultimately, the results of this
study can be used for targeted public health interventions to
increase vaccine acceptance and coverage, thereby
strengthening the country's immunization efforts and
protecting the health of its citizens.

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Literature review. By a general definition, chemophobia
is an irrational fear or aversion to chemicals, especially
synthetic or artificial ones, which is often based on
misconceptions or exaggerated fears about the potential risk
from using them (Nieto-Villegas et al., 2023; Saleh, 2020).
This fear can cause the rejection of products, technologies,
or substances perceived as "chemicals", regardless of their
actual safety (Saleh et al., 2020).

The public tends to perceive synthetic chemicals as
more dangerous than natural ones, even when scientific
evidence suggests otherwise (Rollini et al., 2022). In a
survey, 82 % of respondents considered chemicals used in
food products to be harmful, even if their packaging did not
bear a hazard symbol (Buchmdiller et al., 2020). People are
more concerned about synthetic chemicals than naturally
occurring, although both types may have similar chemical
structures, and at least 40% of European consumers do not
want to live in a world where such chemicals exist (Siegrist,
& Bearth, 2019). Chemophobia mostly arises from a lack of
understanding of the diverse nature of chemicals and their
important role in various aspects of daily life (Nieto-Villegas
et al., 2023; Saleh et al., 2020). Fear of chemicals can
prevent the acceptance and use of beneficial products such
as pharmaceuticals, fertilizers, and nutritional supplements
and cause the rejection of proven technologies based on
chemical processes. In addition, chemophobia is often
fueled by misconceptions and a lack of scientific literacy
(Bearth et al., 2021; Bearth et al., 2019; Saleh et al., 2021).
People may associate "chemicals" with toxicity or harmful
effects without realizing that everything, including natural
substances, is made up of chemicals (Saleh, 2020). This
misconception can lead to the rejection of safe and well-
tested chemical products and technologies. Chemophobia
can also create problems for policymakers and regulators
(Homburg, & Vaupel, 2019). Unrealistic concerns can lead
to establishing unnecessary and overly restrictive
regulations that hinder scientific progress and innovation but
do not necessarily increase actual safety.

Chemophobia and ideas about vaccination may be
linked through a combination of psychological and social
factors. In particular, earlier studies suggest that
chemophobia may extend to concerns about synthetic
substances found in vaccines. This fear can contribute to
hesitancy or refusal to be vaccinated based on
misconceptions or unreasonable safety concerns. People
with chemophobia may have misconceptions about vaccine
ingredients, believing that the presence of certain chemicals
makes vaccines inherently harmful (Entine, 2011).
Chemophobia can also heighten concerns about possible
adverse reactions to vaccine ingredients. Despite the low
incidence of severe reactions, people with chemophobia
may be alert to the presence of certain chemicals, even if
scientific evidence supports the safety of vaccines. The
influence of the media and the impact of misinformation may
also play an important role in shaping public opinion about
vaccines and chemicals. Misinformation and sensationalism
can exacerbate chemophobia and fuel distrust of vaccines,
also contributing to distrust of the vaccination procedure.
According to Cameron, people's beliefs also depend on the
influence of the social environment; in particular, Internet
communities and echo chambers can reinforce
chemophobic sentiment and anti-vaccine sentiment,
creating a self-reinforcing cycle of fear and misinformation
(Cameron, 2020). In turn, Goldenberg notes that
chemophobia and fear of vaccine ingredients are associated
with  reduced parental acceptability of vaccines
(Goldenberg, 2021). These findings generally comply with
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the study by Cameron, according to whom concerns about
vaccine ingredients, including chemicals, are one of the
reasons given by parents who have chosen not to vaccinate
their children (Cameron, 2020). The World Health
Organization (WHO) has named vaccine hesitancy as one
of the top ten global health threats. According to the WHO,
vaccine ingredients concerns caused by chemophobia are
one of the factors that contribute to vaccine hesitancy.

There are many psychological and social factors that
shape a person's attitude toward vaccination. The most
important and common among them include the health locus
of control, epistemic beliefs, vaccination beliefs, cynicism-
hostility, chemophobia, and social determinants (Cadeddu
et al., 2020; Hotez et al., 2020; Pisl et al., 2021; Rollini et al.,
2022; Rountree, & Prentice, 2021). According to Pisl et
al.(2021) , the concept of the health locus of control refers to
people's perceptions and beliefs about how much they
control their own health outcomes. In turn, epistemic beliefs
cover people's views on the nature of knowledge and the
sources from which they obtain information (Rosman et al.,
2021). Vaccination beliefs are examined in terms of people's
perceptions, attitudes, and knowledge about vaccines and
immunization methods (Cameron, 2020). Aspects such as
cynicism and hostility relate to negative attitudes and distrust
of other people and social institutions (Rountree, & Prentice,
2021). These traits can affect people's willingness to accept
vaccination advice from healthcare professionals or
government agencies.

The conducted literature review allows understanding
that a person's beliefs about vaccination depend on many
factors. It is also necessary to pay attention to such a
component as the social determinants of vaccine
acceptance, which are expressed in such aspects as
gender, age, education, and religiosity. However, there are
not enough studies that have examined them in
combination. The existing literature also does not contain
sources that would relate to the Ukrainian audience and
factors that explain the willingness or unwillingness of
Ukrainians to accept vaccines. In this regard, this study
addresses the following research questions:

e Do the health locus of control, epistemic beliefs,
vaccination  beliefs, cynicism-hostility, and socio-
demographic characteristics (such as age, gender,
religiosity, and education) explain the antecedents of
vaccination and the number of COVID-19 inoculations
Ukrainians have made before the war?

e Is chemophobia a mediator of antecedents of
vaccination and the number of COVID-19 inoculations made?

e Do the health locus of control, epistemic beliefs,
vaccination beliefs, cynicism-hostility, socio-demographic
characteristics (such as age, gender, religiosity, education),
and chemophobia explain the difference in adults' attitudes
to vaccinating themselves and their children?

The aim of the research was to investigate the determinants
shaping Ukrainians' perceptions towards vaccination, with a
specific focus on the role of chemophobia, health locus of
control, epistemic beliefs, vaccine conspiracy beliefs, cynicism-
hostility, and sociodemographic factors as potential predictors.

Methods

This study is a cross-sectional correlational study. We
collected data that included the sociodemographic
characteristics of participants, the overall number of
vaccinations received, and the number of COVID-19
vaccinations. We also used the following scales:
Chemophobia Scale (a = 0.84). Antecedents of Vaccination
5C Scale (with subscales Confidence (a = 0.93), Compliancy
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(a=0.72), Constraints (a=0.69), Calculation (a=0.76),
Collective Responsibility (a=0.83) (Danyliuk, Kurapov,
Malysheva, and Lytvyn, 2023), Health Locus of Control Scale
(with subscales Internal (a =0.78), Chance (a=0.78), and
Powerful (Influential) Others (a=0.73) (Danyliuk, Kurapov,
Malysheva, Yahiiaiey, et al., 2023) Epistemic Beliefs Scale (with
subscales Faith (a =0.84), Need (a=0.77), Truth (a=0.87)
(Danyliuk, Kurapov, Yahiiaiev, et al.. 2023). Conspiracy
Mentality Beliefs Scale (a = 0.87) (Danyliuk, Yahiiaiev, et al.,
2023), and Cynicism-Hostility Scale (a=0.80) (Danyliuk,
Kurapov, Yahiiaiev, et al., 2023).

Statistical analysis. In this study, statistical analysis was
performed using R (version 4.2.2). Significance levels were set
at 95% confidence intervals. In order to process the obtained
data, we used such types of analysis as descriptive statistics,
correlation analysis, and generalized linear modeling
(polynomial logistic regression) with mediation analysis.

Data Collection and Participants. A total of 685 people
with Ukrainian citizenship who lived on the territory of
Ukraine or were displaced due to hostilities (N = 685) took
part in the study. Fully completed questionnaires were
returned by 392 participants (N =392), with 320 people
being female and 72 participants being male. The study
included respondents who were in the age range of 18 to 65.

All respondents who were included and completed the
surveys previously signed an informed consent. The
participants were recruited through the social platforms
Telegram and Facebook. In turn, the survey and subsequent
data collection were carried out on the 1ka.si platform.

Results

Descriptive Statistics of Vaccination Attitudes. The
table 1 presents a comprehensive overview of various
demographic and health-related aspects of the surveyed
participants.

Considering the proximity of the distributions, the
absence of hypothesis and research questions, we did not
conduct one-way ANOVA with number of COVID-19
vaccinations as a fixed effect. Figure represents only the
mean differences and descriptive statistics of dependent
variables according to the number of COVID-19 vaccines
made by the participants.

Relationships Among Attitudes to Vaccination and
the Number of Individual COVID-19 Shots. To identify the
relationship among our dependent variables and the number
of COVID-19 vaccinations made, we have used generalized
linear modelling utilizing the forward method. Detailed
results are presented in table 2.

Results show that only psychological antecedents of
vaccination are significantly related to the number of COVID-19
vaccines. In particular, collective responsibility and confidence
in the quality of vaccine increase the number of vaccinations
while calculation (extensive information searching and
weighing the pros and cons before making a decision about
vaccination) reduces the number of vaccines.

The Role of Chemophobia in Explaining the Number
of COVID-19 Shots. Since only psychological antecedents
of vaccination are significantly related to the number of
COVID-19 vaccines, the role of chemophobia was evaluated
in correspondence to them. We hypothesized that
chemophobia can mediate the relationship between
psychological antecedents of vaccination and the number of
COVID-19 vaccines made.

In line with psychological antecedents of vaccination,
chemophobia is not significantly related to the number of
COVID-19 vaccines (3 =-0.008, SE =0.02, p =0.695),
however, it is as a single predictor (8 =-0.058, SE = 0.013,
p <0.01). Thus, mediation analysis was conducted using
mediation package with a quasi-Bayesian approach to
estimate confidence intervals. Results show low effect of
chemophobia as mediator in line with psychological
antecedents of vaccination (ACME = 0.9) while its strong
effect as independent fixed effect (ADE < 0.01; ¢ < 0.01). As
such, chemophobia cannot be viewed as a mediator but
rather as a single fixed effect suggesting that higher scores
refer to lower number of vaccines made.

The Role of Psychological Attitudes towards
Vaccination in Decision to Vaccinate Children. We
hypothesized that vaccination of children is a more sensitive
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issue than vaccination of self. As such, we have applied
generalized linear modeling (polynomial logistic regression)
in order to define differences in decision regarding
vaccination of self and children. Using the same approach
as for self-vaccination, we also distinguished the total

number of required vaccines made to children of participants
and COVID-19 vaccine (tabl. 3). For the analysis, we have
removed participants that reported having no children thus
reducing our sample size to 182 (N = 182).

Regarding the relationship among attitudes toward
vaccination and the number of COVID-19 vaccines made for
children only epistemic belief of need was significant
(B=0.1359, SE =0.0608, p =0.025). Thus, we observe
significant differences between the attitudes towards
vaccination of self and children.

Discussion and conclusions

This study aimed to examine the factors that influence
Ukrainians' attitudes toward vaccination, with a particular focus
on predictors such as chemophobia, health locus of control,
epistemological beliefs, vaccination conspiracy beliefs,
cynicism-hostility, and sociodemographic characteristics. The
findings provide insight into the determinants that shape the
Ukrainian population's perception of vaccination, allowing for a
re-examination of public health actions aimed at minimizing the
issue of vaccination refusal.

The study used several measurement tools that,
according to preliminary expectations, would be able to
explain Ukrainians' willingness to get vaccinated. At the
same time, the results show that, on average, the
components of these scales do not explain the number of
COVID-19 vaccinations received by participants. However,
despite the general lack of significant relationships, we have
identified exceptions for specific components. In particular,
components such as Collective Responsibility and
Confidence are exceptions. The results have shown that
only psychological antecedents of vaccination are
significantly associated with the number of COVID-19
vaccines received. This finding implies that psychological
aspects play a critical role in influencing vaccination
behaviors among the factors considered in the study. We
have found that the variable Collective Responsibility is
positively associated with the number of COVID-19
vaccinations. This fact suggests that people with a stronger
sense of collective responsibility to the community or public
welfare are more likely to be vaccinated. Confidence in
vaccine quality is also positively associated with vaccination
rates, indicating that people who trust and have confidence
in the effectiveness and safety of a COVID-19 vaccine are
more likely to receive it. Another result, important from the
point of view of research purposes, is the identification of
the negative impact of such a component as Calculation
on vaccination. In this case, the Calculation variable, which
involves extensive information searching and weighing the
pros and cons before deciding to vaccinate oneself,
negatively correlates with the number of vaccines
received. This finding suggests that people who engage in
more thoughtful and analytical decision-making and rely
more on external information and sources will be less likely
to get vaccinated.
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In this regard, the findings highlight the importance of
psychological factors in shaping COVID-19 vaccination
behaviors. We hypothesize that people who feel a sense of
collective responsibility and confidence in the vaccine are
more likely to get vaccinated, consistent with the idea that
social and trust factors play a critical role in vaccine
acceptance. Accordingly, in contrast, the negative
relationship with the Calculation variable suggests that
people who carefully consider and critically evaluate
information before deciding to vaccinate themselves are
less likely to be vaccinated. This situation may indicate the
presence of potential barriers associated with over-analysis
or skepticism. In this case, we can suggest that public health
interventions and communication strategies could benefit
from emphasizing collective responsibility and building trust
in vaccine quality to encourage higher vaccination rates
among the population. In turn, in order to address problems
or hesitations associated with information seeking and
decision-making processes, it may be important to create
relevant, credible, and authoritative information content to
reach more analytically oriented people.

Another important research question was to examine the
role of chemophobia in vaccination decision-making
processes. The results have shown that, in terms of
psychological antecedents of vaccination, chemophobia is
not significantly associated with the number of COVID-19
vaccines. However, we have found that it can be considered
the only predictor of vaccination rates. In particular, the
mediation analysis results have indicated a low effect of
chemophobia as a mediator in the relationship between
psychological antecedents of vaccination and the number of
COVID-19 vaccines. However, chemophobia has a strong
independent effect, indicating that higher rates of
chemophobia are likely to be associated with fewer COVID-19
vaccines received because people who experience fear of
chemicals are more likely to perceive vaccine components as
dangerous or carrying health risks (Buchmiiller et al., 2020;
Nieto-Villegas et al., 2023; Rosman et al., 2021). Therefore,
these findings may have implications for understanding the
psychological factors influencing COVID-19 vaccination
behaviors. The fact that chemophobia has a significant
negative association with vaccination rates, even when not
considered as a mediator, highlights its importance as an
individual factor influencing vaccination decisions and,
therefore, should be considered in information campaigns.
At the same time, we should note that the results of the
current study do not provide information about the specific
components of chemophobia that might influence
vaccination decisions. For this reason, further study of the
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components of chemophobia and their influence on the
decision to vaccinate, considering additional variables or
factors not included in the current analysis, is required. In
addition, we can note that filling information campaigns on
vaccination with content related to a comprehensive and
detailed description of the substances included in vaccines
and their pharmacological effects on the human body could
potentially help people overcome fear and focus on a
positive decision about vaccination (Bearth et al., 2019). In
this case, the emphasis should be on reducing the spread of
misinformation in society.

Another topic we focused on in the current study was
examining the role of adults' psychological attitudes toward
vaccination in decisions to vaccinate their children. It is
important to note that the only significant variable among all
the components studied is participants' epistemic beliefs in
the need for vaccines. In particular, the positive coefficient
(B = 0.1359) suggests that stronger epistemic confidence in
vaccination is associated with a higher number of COVID-
19 vaccines administered to children. At the same time, the
results show that there are significant differences between
attitudes toward vaccinating themselves and attitudes
toward vaccinating children. This situation may indicate that
the factors that influence a person's decision to get
vaccinated may be different from the factors that influence
their decision to vaccinate their children. In this regard, the
findings suggest that beliefs in the need or importance of
vaccination (epistemic beliefs in necessity) are a key factor
when it comes to vaccinating children against COVID-19. It may
also indicate that parents or caregivers who strongly believe in
the importance of childhood vaccinations are more likely to
have their children receive a COVID-19 vaccine. Accordingly,
we can hypothesize that public health campaigns and
educational efforts aimed at parents or caregivers could benefit
from emphasizing the importance of childhood vaccination if
their content emphasizes the perceived need for the vaccine.
In this case, understanding the specific factors determining
parents' attitudes toward vaccinating their children could help
guide targeted interventions to increase vaccination rates
among this population.

The study conducted on the determinants of vaccination
in Ukraine has uncovered a complex interplay of
psychological factors that influence the attitudes towards
both COVID-19 and routine vaccinations. Central to these
determinants is the role of people's collective responsibility
and confidence in vaccines. The high degree of collective
responsibility and high level of confidence in vaccines has
been found to significantly affect vaccination uptake,
highlighting the need for nuanced public health messaging.
Interestingly, despite the initial assumption, epistemic
beliefs were not substantial predictors of vaccination rates
among adults, suggesting that efforts to address vaccine
hesitancy need not focus heavily on correcting knowledge
but rather on mitigating skepticism and mistrust. However,
regarding childhood vaccination, epistemic beliefs are a
primary consideration. In addition, it is possible to conclude
that most of the psychological correlates in the studied
sample did not have an effect despite expectations. In
particular, we have found that sociodemographic
characteristics such as gender, age, education, or religiosity
are not significant predictors, nor is the level of cynicism-
hostility. At the same time, the identified effects of variables
such as collective responsibility, trust, calculation, and
epistemic beliefs regarding childhood vaccination indicate
the possibility of integrating these aspects into information
campaigns, and the need for more detailed study.

Moreover, the implications of these findings extend to
the realm of parental responsibility, revealing a dichotomy
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where adults show hesitancy to vaccinate themselves but
less so when deciding for their children, a nuance that public
health strategies must address. This distinction stresses the
importance of acknowledging the unique concerns that
parents harbor and designing interventions that resonate
with parental instincts to protect their offspring.

The multifaceted nature of vaccine hesitancy in Ukraine
demands a multifaceted response. Efforts should prioritize
debunking vaccination myths, especially conspiracy
theories, while amplifying the trusted voices of medical
professionals. Education-based interventions must be at the
forefront, aiming to empower the populace with reliable
information and emphasizing collective responsibility over
individual control. Tailoring approaches to account for the
intricate web of personal beliefs and societal influences will
be pivotal in increasing vaccination rates and, consequently,
safeguarding public health in Ukraine.

Future research directions. Future research should
focus on developing and testing intervention models that
specifically address vaccination conspiracy beliefs, as these
have been identified as a critical barrier to vaccine
acceptance. There is also a need to explore the underlying
causes of chemophobia and how this fear can be effectively
mitigated through public education. Further studies could
examine the nuanced effects of different educational
approaches on vaccination rates across various educational
levels. Additionally, research might explore the
psychological mechanisms that lead parents to vaccinate
their children despite their own hesitancy, which could
inform strategies targeting family health decisions. Finally,
longitudinal studies would be beneficial in assessing the
long-term effectiveness of tailored public health campaigns
on changing vaccination attitudes and behaviors.

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PASTORAL WORK OF A MILITARY CHAPLAIN IN THE ARMED FORCES OF UKRAINE AS PSYCHOLOGICAL
SUPPORT FOR MILITARY SERVICEMAN: CONTENT AND FEATURES

Background. ltisestablished that pastoral work is a vital important component in nurturing the spiritual well-being of the Ukrainian soldier
during the aggressive war with the Russian Federation. The goal was to emphasize the content of military chaplaincy and the findings of preliminary
research into individual aspects of chaplain's activities. Considering the religious affiliations of most Ukrainians, chaplaincy efforts were examined
from a Christian perspective.

Methods. Theoretical methods used included analysis and generalization. For the empirical research, an author-designed questionnaire was
administered to explore the psychological aspects of military chaplains’ roles.

Results. The analysis of the literature led to the development of a basic framework outlining the elements of pastoral work. A comparative
analysis of the roles of military chaplains and military psychologists was conducted, identifying the boundaries of their respective competencies and
the overlap in their activities. An author-led survey included 44 servicemen affiliated with military chaplaincy, representing varying lengths of service.
The survey revealed the challenges faced in deciding to become a military chaplain, difficulties encountered in their work, and what support was
beneficial to them.

Conclusion. The chaplain can enhance the positive impact on personnel through collaboration with the psychologist at the intersection of
their activities or by redirecting one's attention to improve the effectiveness in working with a special attention group, focusing on the recovery of
servicemen after combat, treatment of PTSD, and other specialized functions. The most challenging aspects of a military chaplain's role include
coping with personnel loss, establishing rapport with the command, and earning authority and trust. To address these issues, it was found that
regardless of chaplaincy duration, 86% of the primary psychological resource is derived from "God and prayer to Him".

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THE IMPACT OF PSYCHOLOGICAL PERSONALITY TRAITS
ON THE HEALTH DEVELOPMENT OF SCHOOL-AGED CHILDREN
IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

Background. Theinfluence of psychological personality traits (PPT) on the health formation of school-aged children in extreme
social environments is increasing, making its study essential from both theoretical and practical perspectives for enhancing the healthcare
system.

Methods. Arandomized controlled study involving 1,110 patients aged 9-17 years was conducted using a double-blind method.
The study examined the dynamics of health formation in school-aged children influenced by issues stemming from established
psychological personality traits (anxiety, aggressiveness, insecurity, impulsiveness, asociality, introversion, externality, and aesthetic
insensitivity). Data collection and processing were conducted using the automated project system Universal online, version 45.

Results. The study explored the impact of established psychological personality traits (impulsivity, aggressiveness, insecurity,
externality, dishonesty, asociality, and aesthetic insensitivity) on the development of respiratory and digestive system diseases. It was
found that anxiety is a significant risk factor for the development of digestive system diseases (DSD) — OR = 2.16, indicating more than a
twofold increased risk of disease development among individuals with anxiety, though not for respiratory system diseases (RSD) —
OR = 1.29, where this risk is not statistically significant. Dishonesty is identified as risk factor for respiratory system diseases. Asociality
is a notable risk factor for both types of diseases, with its impact on DSD being slightly stronger (OR = 1.89, 95% CI: 1.23-2.91, p < 0.05)
compared to RSD — OR = 1.53, 95% Cl: 1.00-2.36, p < 0.05, indicating that asociality is an important risk factor for the formation of both
respiratory and digestive system diseases, necessitating consideration of this characteristic in the prevention of both types of diseases.

Conclusions. Theimpactof established psychological personality traits (PPT) on the development of respiratory and digestive
system diseases in school-aged children during their education has been recognized. If not promptly identified, the detrimental influence
of PPT may lead to systemic dysfunctions due to atypical clinical forms of respiratory and digestive system diseases. Special attention
should be given to addressing manifestations of anxiety, dishonesty, and asociality. Enhancing the overall health in children may alleviate

social issues, improve social adaptation, and boost academic performance.

Background

The health and well-being of school-aged children
largely depend not only on their physical condition but also
on their psychological, emotional, and social development in
the short and long term. The idea that certain personality
traits can determine a person's behavior has historical
traditions (Allison et al., 2007; Allport, 1937; Allport, 1955;
Boers et al., 2019; Burt, & Donnellan, 2008).

The term "psychological personality traits"(PPT) remains
crucial in modern medicine and psychology, as it helps study
and explain why children behave differently in similar
situations (Cattell, & Eber, 1950; Currie et al., 2012).
Research has shown a connection between psychological
personality traits and health problems in children as well as
their academic performance (Wit, 2009; Eysenck, 1967;
Fenwick-Smith et al., 2018; Godin et al., 2015; Jouanna,
2012, pp. 335-359). Scholars emphasize that the conditions
of the modern educational process have a significant impact
on both the somatic and mental health of students.
Increased psycho-emotional stress leads to a higher
frequency of stressful situations and states, potentially
weakening the body's protective and adaptive functions,
eventually contributing to the development of pathological
conditions or diseases (Kyrychuk, & Rudenko, 2014; Leach
et al., 2021; Lopez-Sanchez et al., 2023; Maslach, & Leiter,
2016). Anxiety arises in situations of uncertainty and danger,
manifesting in the expectation of unfavorable outcomes. A
mental state characterized by emotional tension, vigilance,
worry, deep psychological discomfort, heightened sensitivity
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in stressful situations, a sharpened sense of guilt, and self-
devaluation in situations of expectation, uncertainty, or
foreboding of an unknown threat to comfortable existence
can lead to a state of insecurity in the child (Maslach, &
Leiter, 2016; O'Farrell et al., 2023; Mohammadpour-
Ahranjani et al., 2014, 83-90). Aggressiveness may result
in more frequent conflicts and stressful situations, affecting
overall health (Patalay et al., 2020; Reiss, 2013). Impulsivity
is a significant trigger for substance abuse (Smith, & Gallo,
2001; Vincent et al., 2017; Webb et al., 2022), while
introversion manifests as psychological detachment, with
the child withdrawing from social contact and delving into
personal experiences and problems.

Changes in a child's behavior can lead to improve health,
academic success, and cognitive abilities. Understanding
the influence of established psychological personality traits
on health can lead to the development of more effective
prevention and rehabilitation strategies, ultimately ensuring
adequate support for the harmonious development of
school-aged children. This is especially relevant within the
educational environment, which some authors identify as a
dominant factor; therefore, the diagnosis and correction of
established psychological personality traits play a vital role
in the formation of a child's harmonious development
(Whitehead et al., 2002). Despite the relevance of studying
psychological personality traits and their impact on the
health of school-aged children, we have found that this issue
has not been sufficiently explored, which has motivated the
choice of topic for our scientific investigation. An important
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aspect of this research is the acknowledgment of the need
to develop comprehensive preventive, therapeutic, and
rehabilitative programs that consider the diagnosis and
prevention of the formation of psychological personality
traits.

The work aimed to examine the characteristics of health
development in school-aged children influenced by
established psychological personality traits (such as
aggressiveness, insecurity, impulsivity, anxiety, asociality,
introversion, externality, and aesthetic insensitivity) and to

justify the need for comprehensive medical, psychological,
and social measures for prevention and support.

Methods

A randomized controlled study was conducted involving
1,934 students, aged 7 to 14 years in middle schools.
Participants were divided into the main group (n = 1,199) and
the control group (n=735). The study was carried out with
written parental consent and involved school psychologists,
teachers, and doctors who provided social, psychological, and
medical support to the participants. The number of children and
their age distribution are presented in table 1.

A statistically significant correlation between data from
different samples was demonstrated in the statistical
analysis. Statistical significance at the level of p < 0.05 was
confirmed for children of different age groups.

The analysis of morbidity was conducted for respiratory
and digestive system diseases by medical professionals
during routine preventive and dispensary examinations, using
systematic observation data over eight years (2013-2021). A
systematic meta-analysis method was applied to create the
database, ensuring the careful selection of randomized
controlled groups for comparison by age and gender.

The physical development of children (weight, height,
and chest circumference) was assessed using age-specific
percentile tables, a harmony index, and the Rurer weight-
height index.

Statistical analysis was performed using methods of
descriptive statistics, regression analysis, and determining
the validity of sample indicators. The reliability of the data
was confirmed by calculating the odds ratio (OR) with
confidence intervals (Cl).

The assessment of psychological personality traits was
carried out using the Ukrainian version of the "DVOR"
questionnaire (Kyrychuk, & Rudenko, 2014), which allows
the identification of the characteristics of personality
development deviations in children aged 9 to 17 years
through a double-blind method for both participants and
researchers. The survey results allowed for determining the
structure and ranking of established psychological
personality traits. A correlation matrix was used to identify
the interdependence between health indicators and
psychological personality traits. The creation of a
multifactorial correlation matrix enabled the computation of
multiple linear regressions.

To analyze the dynamics of health indicators and the
prevalence of diseases in the context of PPT formation, the
primary documentation analysis method was used over eight
academic years (2015-2023). Data registration and
processing were performed using the automated project
system Universal, version 43.1 (Kyrychuk, & Rudenko, 2014).

Results

The main objective of the study was to establish the
relationship between health indicators and psychological
personality traits in school-aged children within the
educational environment. To assess the presence of
established psychological personality traits (PPT) in children
(n=1110), the "DVOR"methodology was used, which allows
for the identification of such deviations as anxiety, impulsivity,
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aggressiveness, dishonesty, asociality, introversion,
insecurity, externality, and aesthetic insensitivity. The study
results characterizing the prevalence of psychological
personality traits (PPT) are presented in table 2.

The statistical analysis revealed a significant difference
(p < 0.05) in the levels of anxiety, impulsiveness,
aggressiveness, insecurity, and externality between the
main and control groups, indicating a different degree of
their manifestation in these samples. However, no
statistically significant difference was found between the
groups regarding aesthetic insensitivity, suggesting similar
levels of this trait in both groups. Overall, the analysis shows
that most psychological characteristics, except for aesthetic
insensitivity, exhibit varying degrees of expression between
the main and control groups.

An analysis was conducted on six key personality traits
in school-aged children: anxiety, impulsiveness, aesthetic
insensitivity, aggressiveness, insecurity, and externality.
Each of these characteristics was examined at different
levels of manifestation (high, medium, and low) in both the
main and control groups. The analysis was based on
calculating the odds ratios (OR) and determining the 95%
confidence intervals (Cl).

For anxiety, it was found that at high (OR = 0.69, CI
[0.51, 0.93]) and medium levels (OR = 0.58, CI [0.46, 0.75]),
it was less pronounced in the main group compared to the
control group. At the low level, however, anxiety was more
frequently observed in the main group (OR = 2.16, CI [1.69,
2.75]), which may indicate the influence of psychological
personality traits (PPT) on reducing high and medium levels
of anxiety. Impulsiveness at a high level was less expressed
in the main group (OR =0.45, CI [0.31, 0.64]), while no
significant difference was found at the medium level
(OR =0.84, CI [0.66, 1.08]). At the low level, impulsiveness
was significantly more common in the main group
(OR =1.68, CI[1.33, 2.13]).

Regarding aesthetic insensitivity, no significant
differences were found between the groups at any level:
high (OR =1.02, CI [0.63, 1.65]), medium (OR =1.11, CI
[0.86, 1.43]), and low (OR=0.90, CI [0.71, 1.15]). This
suggests that this personality trait is equally expressed in
both groups. Aggressiveness was significantly less
pronounced in the main group at the high level (OR = 0.33,
CI[0.23, 0.48]), while no significant difference was observed
at the medium level (OR = 1.16, CI [0.90, 1.49]). At the low
level, aggressiveness was more frequently found in the main
group (OR =1.52, CI [1.20, 1.93]).

Insecurity was significantly lower in the main group at the
high level (OR =0.35, CI [0.18, 0.71]), but at the medium
level, it was more frequent in the main group (OR =1.73, CI
[1.29, 2.33]). At the low level, a slight decrease in insecurity
was observed in the main group (OR = 0.75, CI [0.57, 0.99]).
Externality was more often observed in the main group at
the high level (OR=1.75, CI [1.35, 2.28]), while no
significant difference was found at the medium level
(OR =0.90, CI [0.71, 1.15]). At the low level, it was less
expressed in the main group (OR = 0.66, CI [0.51, 0.86]).

These results suggest that psychological personality traits
(PPT) can differ significantly between groups, particularly at
different levels of expression. Such differences may indicate the
importance of social factors in shaping the psychological
characteristics of school-aged children.

For anxiety-related PPT, statistically significant differences
were identified at all levels (p < 0.05), confirming the
distributional differences between the main and control groups.
Impulsiveness revealed significant differences at the high and
low levels (p < 0.05) but not at the medium level. Aesthetic
insensitivity showed no significant differences at any level
(p > 0.05), indicating similarity between the groups.

Aggressiveness demonstrated significant differences at
the high and low levels (p < 0.05), while no statistically
significant difference was found at the medium level. For the
personality trait "insecurity," significant differences were
observed at all levels, although the p-value for the low level
was close to the threshold (p =0.047). Externality also
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showed significant differences at the high and low levels (p
< 0.05), while no significant difference was noted at the
medium level.

To study the mutual influence of health factors and
established psychological personality traits (PPT), a
randomized controlled trial was conducted using a
multifactorial model combining indicators of physical health
and PPT. The analytical database of the study included the
results of medical and psychological assessments of 1,255
students from two educational institutions, with n1 =546
(43.5 %) and n2 =709 (56.5 %). The percentage of girls in
the main group was 54.9%, and in the control group, 53.5%,
with no significant differences in gender distribution between
the institutions. The age of study participants in both groups
ranged from 9 to 16 years, with the mean age being the
same in both groups, at 12.5 years.

To characterize the influence of PPT on health, a
multidimensional model (Model Ne1) was developed to
describe the impact of factors on the occurrence of respiratory
system diseases (RSD). The model included 208 components.
The results of studying the influence of PPT on the formation of
respiratory system diseases are presented in table 3.

The data in table 3 indicate that psychological personality
traits can significantly influence the development of respiratory
system diseases (RSD). The study analyzed nine different
psychological  characteristics:  anxiety,  impulsiveness,
aggressiveness, dishonesty, asociality, introversion, insecurity,
externality, and aesthetic insensitivity.

Based on the obtained odds ratios (OR), p-values, and
confidence intervals (Cl), it can be concluded that dishonesty
and asociality are significant risk factors for the development of
respiratory system diseases. Specifically, the psychological
characteristic "dishonesty" demonstrated a significant increase
in the risk of developing RSD with an OR of 1.61, indicating that
school-aged children with this trait are 61% more likely to suffer
from RSD compared to those without it. A p-value < 0.05
confirms that this result is statistically significant.

The presence of the PPT "asociality" is also associated
with an increased risk of developing respiratory system
diseases (OR = 1.53), indicating a 53 % higher likelihood of
developing RSD among individuals with this characteristic.
A p-value < 0.05 further confirms the statistical significance
of this result. These findings suggest that individuals with
such psychological traits as dishonesty and asociality
require special attention in the context of preventing
respiratory system diseases.

The PPT "externality" serves as a protective factor
against the development of respiratory system diseases
(RSD), with an OR of 0.60, indicating that school-aged
children with this trait are 40 % less likely to develop RSD.
This is the only statistically significant OR value (p < 0.05)
among the factors that reduce the risk of disease. Other
psychological  characteristics, such as  anxiety,
impulsiveness, aggressiveness, introversion, insecurity, and
aesthetic insensitivity, showed OR values close to 1,
suggesting no substantial effect of these traits on the risk of
developing RSD. For these characteristics, the p-values
exceeded 0.05, indicating a lack of statistical significance
and suggesting that these results may be coincidental.
Accordingly, these traits should not be considered as
important risk factors for RSD prevention.

Since dishonesty and asociality were identified as
significant risk factors, it is necessary to implement
psychological and educational programs aimed at correcting
these traits, particularly among children and adolescents.
Such interventions can help reduce the risk of developing
respiratory system diseases. Additionally, strengthening
protective  factors, particularly  externality,  which
demonstrated a protective effect, is crucial. Supporting this
trait by developing self-regulation skills and a sense of
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responsibility in children can contribute to reducing the risk
of respiratory system diseases.

The influence of PPT on the development of digestive
system diseases (DSD) was also studied. The results of
studying the impact of PPT on the formation of digestive
system diseases are presented in table 4.

According to the data presented in table 8, there is a
statistically significant association between the presence of
anxiety and the development of digestive system diseases
(DSD). Students with anxiety have approximately 2.16 times
higher odds of developing DSD compared to those without
this psychological trait. It was also found that impulsiveness
is associated with a slightly increased likelihood of
developing DSD; however, this association is not statistically
significant as the p-value exceeds 0.05. Similarly,
aggressiveness does not show a statistically significant link
with digestive system diseases.

There is a statistically significant association between
asociality and digestive system diseases. Students with
asocial traits have nearly twice the odds of developing DSD
compared to those without these traits. The odds ratio (OR)
for asociality is 1.89 (95 % CI: 1.23-2.91), with a p-value <
0.05. Traits such as introversion, insecurity, externality, and
aesthetic insensitivity do not show a significant impact on
the formation of DSD. Although the OR values below 1
suggest a potential reduction in risk, this association is not
statistically confirmed.

The aim of the comparative analysis of the data presented
in Tables 7 and 8 was to identify which psychological traits
affect the development of respiratory system diseases (RSD)
and digestive system diseases (DSD) and to compare their
impact. The comparative analysis revealed that anxiety is a
significant risk factor for digestive system diseases (DSD),
increasing the risk of these diseases by more than twofold
(OR=2.16). However, in the case of respiratory system
diseases (RSD), this risk is not statistically significant. This
indicates that anxiety has a greater influence on the digestive
system compared to the respiratory system.

Impulsiveness did not show a significant effect on the
development of either RSD or DSD. However, the OR for
DSD is higher, which may indicate a slightly greater
influence on the development of digestive system diseases,
although this association is not statistically significant.
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Similar to impulsiveness, aggressiveness also did not
demonstrate a significant impact on the development of
either type of disease. Although the OR for DSD is

somewhat higher, this effect does not reach the level of
statistical significance.

Dishonesty is a significant risk factor for respiratory
system diseases (RSD), but not for digestive system
diseases (DSD). This suggests that dishonesty has a
greater impact on the risk of developing respiratory
diseases, which requires special attention from
psychologists in the context of RSD prevention.

Introversion did not show a significant effect on the
development of either type of disease. Although an OR of less
than 1 might indicate a possible protective effect, none of the
results are statistically significant, suggesting a lack of clear
evidence for the impact of this trait. Similarly, insecurity did not
show a statistically significant effect on the development of
either disease type, although an inverse relationship was
observed for DSD (OR < 1), indicating a potential protective
effect. However, this association is not significant.

Externality demonstrated a significant protective effect
against respiratory system diseases (RSD) (OR = 0.60, p <
0.05), but not against digestive system diseases (DSD). This
suggests that externality may play an important role in
protection against RSD, while the effect on DSD is not
statistically significant. Aesthetic insensitivity did not show a
significant impact on the development of either type of
disease. While the OR values suggest a potential protective
effect, none of the results are statistically significant.

The results of the data analysis show that the coefficient
of determination, R?=0.474, indicates that 47.4 % of the
variation in the dependent variable for digestive system
diseases (DSD) can be explained by this regression model.
This points to a moderate level of explanatory power for the
model. The adjusted R? = 0.298, which takes into account the
number of independent variables, indicates that the model
may not be highly robust for predicting DSD outcomes.

The obtained results indicate the need for further
research to confirm or refine the identified associations.

Discussion and conclusions

The Cochrane Library and PubMed scientific databases,
which are leading resources in modern evidence-based
medicine, contain a significant number of studies dedicated
to the impact of psychological personality traits (PPT) on the
health of school-aged children. However, most of these
studies do not focus on investigating the influence of already
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developed PPT on the health of schoolchildren. This hinders
the identification of interrelationships between psychological
traits and the physical condition of children, subsequently
limiting the ability to develop effective, comprehensive
medical and social measures for prevention and
rehabilitation, particularly within the educational process.

Social factors are among the most prevalent and influential
determinants of the physical and mental health, development,
and functioning of schoolchildren. For instance, children
growing up in poverty face a wide range of adverse health
outcomes, including higher levels of chronic diseases and
mental health issues. Digital technologies and social media can
negatively impact sleep, physical activity, and mental health,
contributing to increased levels of anxiety, often in ways that are
not yet fully understood by researchers. The school
environment also plays an important role in shaping the mental
health of children; a more positive school climate is associated
with lower levels of emotional and behavioral symptoms, an
effect that has proven stronger than the school's
socioeconomic status (Allport, 1937; Allport, 1955; O'Farrell et
al., 2023). Social factors significantly affect the quality of
children's nutrition during schooling, which may lead to the
development of chronic diseases and psychological deviations
(Allison et al., 2007; Godin et al., 2015; Whitehead et al., 2002).
Moreover, family and the child's microsocial environment have
a significant impact on the formation of health and mental
development in the context of education (Cattell, & Eber, 1950;
Fenwick-Smith et al., 2018).

According to randomized controlled trials (Allison et al.,
2007; Burt, & Donnellan, 2008; Maslach, & Leiter, 2016),
anxiety has negative effects on the formation of physical
health. Our comparative analysis of the influence of
psychological traits on the development of respiratory and
digestive system diseases confirmed that anxiety is a
significant risk factor for the development of digestive
system diseases (DSD) — OR =2.16, 95 % CI: 1.45-3.22, p
< 0.01, indicating more than a twofold increased risk of
developing these diseases among individuals with anxiety.
In contrast, for respiratory system diseases (RSD), this risk is
not statistically significant — OR = 1.29, 95% CI: 0.89-1.89,
p > 0.05. Impulsiveness is also an important psychological
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trait, underlying the formation of risk behaviors (Wit, 2009).
However, in this analysis, aggressiveness did not demonstrate
a significant impact on the risk of developing diseases.

Dishonesty is a significant risk factor for the development
of respiratory system diseases (RSD) — OR =1.61, 95 %
Cl: 1.09-2.36, p < 0.05, but not for digestive system
diseases (DSD) — OR = 1.46, 95% CI: 0.97-2.19, p > 0.05.
This indicates that dishonesty may have a greater impact on
the risk of developing respiratory diseases, while its
connection to digestive system diseases is less pronounced.
At the same time, we did not find studies in the scientific
literature that confirm or refute these findings regarding the
influence of dishonesty on the development of physical
diseases. The study of the impact of dishonesty on the
formation of PPT requires further investigation.

In the study (Cacioppo et al., 2003), the authors pay
significant attention to the impact of asociality on health
formation, particularly the influence of social isolation on the
development of psychosomatic diseases. According to the
results of our study, asociality is a significant risk factor for
the development of both digestive system diseases (DSD)
and respiratory system diseases (RSD), with its impact
being somewhat stronger on DSD (OR=1.89, 95%
Cl: 1.23-2.91, p < 0.05) compared to RSD (OR = 1.53, 95 %
Cl: 1.00-2.36, p < 0.05). This indicates that asociality is an
important risk factor for both groups of diseases, highlighting
the need to consider this trait in preventive measures for
both types of diseases.

Randomized controlled trials have indicated a link
between aggressive behavior and an increased risk of
cardiovascular diseases. A systematic randomized study
has demonstrated the importance of a comprehensive
approach to implementing social-emotional learning, which
contributes to the elimination of negative social factors and,
consequently, improves both physical and mental health
(Cacioppo et al., 2003; Currie et al., 2012; Lépez-Sanchez
et al., 2023; Patalay et al., 2020). Another systematic review
and meta-analysis (Maslach, & Leiter, 2016; Patalay et al.,
2020; Smith, & Gallo, 2001) suggest that future research
should focus on identifying mechanisms that link physical
and social health. The authors of this study emphasize that
children with a low socioeconomic status are at a higher risk
of developing chronic diseases and psychological problems.
They are more likely to suffer from stress, anxiety, and
depression, which are associated with unstable home
conditions and limited access to health-supportive
resources (Allison et al., Currie et al., 2012; Reiss, 2013).

The authors pay considerable attention to the influence of
externality and aesthetic insensitivity on health formation.
Research indicates that children who receive emotional
support from parents and teachers exhibit better mental and
physical health, as well as higher self-esteem. The absence
of such support can lead to the development of mental
disorders, making it crucial for children to receive professional
psychological assistance during their schooling (Burt, &
Donnellan, 2008; Patalay et al., 2020; Vincent et al., 2017).

To address these issues, it is crucial not only to develop
educational and professional programs but also to provide
psychological and social support to children and their
families. The growing problems among school-aged children
highlight the need for joint preventive measures involving
doctors, educators, and psychologists. A comprehensive
approach to analyzing social and psychological factors is
necessary for understanding and improving the health of
school-aged children, as confirmed by research presented
in scientific literature.

Conclusions. The conducted analysis, supported by
data from PubMed and the Cochrane Library, indicates a
close relationship between children's health and established
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psychological personality traits (PPT). Improving children's
overall health through the correction of PPT may contribute
to reducing social problems, enhancing social adaptation,
and improving academic performance. A comprehensive
approach to monitoring the dynamics of health quality
development among school-aged children, involving
medical professionals, educators, and psychologists, is key
to effectively addressing these issues.

The comparative analysis of the impact of PPT on the
development of respiratory system diseases (RSD) and
digestive system diseases (DSD) showed that anxiety is a
significant risk factor for DSD (OR = 2.16, 95% CI: 1.45-
3.22, p < 0.01), indicating more than a twofold increased risk
of developing these diseases among individuals with
anxiety. However, this risk is not significant for RSD
(OR =1.29, 95 % CI: 0.89-1.89, p > 0.05). Dishonesty was
identified as a significant risk factor for RSD (OR = 1.61,
95 % CI: 1.09-2.36, p < 0.05), but not for DSD (OR = 1.46,
95 % CI: 0.97-2.19, p > 0.05), suggesting that dishonesty
has a greater impact on the risk of developing respiratory
diseases, whereas its association with digestive diseases is
weaker. Asociality was found to be a significant risk factor for
both disease types, with a more pronounced effect on DSD
(OR=1.89, 95 % CI: 1.23-2.91, p < 0.05) compared to RSD
(OR =1.53, 95 % ClI: 1.00-2.36, p < 0.05). This indicates that
asociality is an important risk factor for both RSD and DSD,
emphasizing the need to consider this trait in the prevention of
both types of diseases. Other psychological traits, such as
impulsiveness, aggressiveness, introversion, insecurity, and
aesthetic insensitivity, did not show a significant impact on
the risk of developing either disease type in this analysis.

In creating a correlation matrix to establish the odds
ratios (OR) for respiratory system diseases (RSD) and
digestive system diseases (DSD), the correlation coefficient
between OR for RSD and DSD was found to be 0.64,
indicating a moderate positive relationship. This suggests
that factors influencing the risk of one type of disease may
have a similar effect on the other. The relationship between
OR for RSD and the p-value for DSD showed a weak
negative correlation coefficient of -0.20, indicating that as
the OR for RSD increases, the significance of the effect on
DSD decreases, although this association is weak. The
correlation coefficient between OR for DSD and the p-value
for DSD was -0.63, indicating a noticeable negative
relationship. This implies that as the OR for DSD increases,
the significance of this indicator decreases, which is typical
in the analysis of statistical data.

The applied model has a moderate level of explanatory
power, with R? = 0.474, indicating that approximately 47.4 %
of the variation in the dependent variable p for digestive
system diseases (DSD) can be explained by this regression
model. With a moderate level of explanatory power,
the overall statistical significance of the model is low
(p-value = 0.146). The effect of the OR for respiratory
system diseases (RSD) is minimal and positive, while the
OR for DSD has a negative effect on the dependent variable
p for DSD. These results highlight the need for further
research to confirm or clarify the identified relationships.

Comprehensive support for children with established
psychological personality traits (PPT) from parents, teachers,
and psychologists can help them better adapt to these
characteristics and use them for their personal development.
Psychological counseling and social skills development
programs may be beneficial for strengthening positive traits and
reducing the negative health impacts, particularly concerning
respiratory and digestive system diseases. Comprehensive
child development support programs should be tailored to the
needs of different age groups, considering the specific
challenges faced by schoolchildren in the educational process.

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PSYCHOLOGICAL FEATURES OF THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN MUSIC
AND EMOTIONAL STATES OF PERSONALITY DURING WARTIME

Background. Global research underscores the significant potential of music as a tool for emotional and physiological regulation, reducing
stress reactions, and enhancing overall psychological well-being. In the context of a prolonged war, music can serve as readily accessible resource
for maintaining emotional stability among the population of Ukraine and displaced individuals abroad. Investigating the relationship between music
and psychological well-being, along with stress coping strategies, while also considering the impact of various musical styles and individual
personality traits, is both relevant and practically significant.

Methods. Online surveys were conducted with respondents utilizing questionnaires and a comprehensive set of psychological methods to
explore five personality factors (BFI-10), psychological well-being (PGWBI), dominant coping strategies (CSI-SF), music preferences (STOMP), and
the use of music for mood regulation (B-MMR). Data analysis employed descriptive statistics, Spearman's correlation analysis, confirmatory factor
analysis (CFA), exploratory factor analysis, Cronbach's alpha, and Shapiro-Wilk's coefficients.

Results. For81% ofrespondents, music holds an important role in their lives. High involvement in musical activities correlates with proactive
coping strategies, such as seeking social support and expressing emotions, as well as decreasing distancing behaviors. The predominant personality
trait associated with the role of music is agreeableness. Respondents favor reflective and intricate music genres, including classical, jazz, and blues,
which they use to experience profound emotions, seek comfort and introspection. The second most notable category includes optimistic and
traditional music, such as country, religious or choral music, and pop. Intense and rebellious music styles (alternative, rock, heavy metal) are primarily
employed by respondents for emotional release. Emotional regulation strategies like entertainment and distraction show no significant correlation
with any particular music style. A slight correlation between music and psychological well-being is observed solely among those for whom music
plays a significant role.

Conclusions. The study illustrates the connections between the role of music and emotional states, personality traits, music-based
regulation methods, psychological well-being, coping strategies, and musical preferences.

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THE IMPACT OF TRAUMATIC EXPERIENCE ON THE SOCIALIZATION OF ADOLESCENTS

Background. Despite aconsiderable number of studies in trauma psychology, there remains a lack of research focused on how traumatic
experiences influence socialization during adolescence. Understanding how traumatic events affect the development of social connections, self-
perception, and adolescents’ ability to integrate into society is particularly pertinent.

Results. The study identifies the crucial role of traumatic experience in shaping behavioral models and social adaptation in adolescents.
Trauma alters not only an individual's psychological structure but also affects their perceptions of social norms and values and their ability to integrate
into society. Traumatic experiences can result in social isolation, disruption of interpersonal relationships, and the emergence of antisocial or deviant
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behavior. Post-trauma socialization becomes a challenging process requiring specialized support and corrective measures. The study analyzed the
characteristic features of traumatic experiences and their impact on social behavior, revealing specific changes in the perception of social roles and
values that influence the socialization process after traumatic events.

Conclusions. Traumatic experiences significantly affects the process of socialization in adolescents, determining their ability to integrate
into society and adapt to social norms. Socialization after trauma involves overcoming internal conflicts, restoring social connections, and
reintegrating into the social environment. The process of socialization depends on how well individuals can align their experiences with social norms
and values, as well as on the support provided by social institutions. This emphasizes the importance of developing effective support and
rehabilitation programs for adolescents who have experienced trauma.

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THE HYPOTHETICAL MODEL OF PROFESSIONAL BURNOUT IN THE UKRAINIAN ARMED FORCES

Background. Restoring the mental health of servicemen, regarded as a crucial strategic resource of the Armed Forces, is a highly relevant
issue today. Professional burnout, as a factor that negatively affects efficiency, productivity, and the quality of combat missions, is increasingly
drawing the interest of military professionals worldwide. This article focuses on analyzing contemporary theories of burnout, exploring scientific
works on various aspects of this condition, which is essential for developing corrective programs.

The purpose of the article is to construct a hypothetical model of burnout, considering the causal relationships inherent to the phenomenon
under study, to analyze related concepts, characteristics, and classifications used to describe processes and consequences, to identify the primary
components, and to substantiate the specifics of the formation and development of the syndrome in a particular group of individuals.

Methods. The study employed several methods: abstraction, analysis, and synthesis of scientific literature, allowing for an examination of
burnout both historically and currently, exploration of psychological experiences related to this problem, observation of military personnel’s
professional activities, and generalization and specification to form conclusions.

Results. The study examined the theoretical basis of this phenomenon, considered the specifics of burnout development in military
personnel, and identified the causes of this phenomenon. In addition, a hypothetical model of military burnout, specifically adapted to the context of
military service and considering the unique stresses and challenges of today, was proposed, identifying its key components and their development

dynamics over time.

Conclusions. Theissue of studying the problem of emotional burnout today is quite controversial and causes discussions, as it correlates
with comorbid conditions such as depression, anxiety, stress disorders, etc. The proposed model accounts for the peculiarities of this phenomenon,
the individual characteristics of each serviceman, and the influence of socio-psychological factors on the risk of servicemen's burnout, allowing for
the development of effective strategies for preventing and managing this phenomenon.

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THE INFLUENCE OF CHARACTERISTICS OF A CHILD WITH AUTISM SPECTRUM DISORDER
ON THE PSYCHOLOGICAL WELL-BEING OF PARENTS

Background. The ability of parents to effectively promote the development and successful adaptation of children with autism spectrum
disorders depends on their own emotional states and psychological well-being. Parents' subjective evaluation of their child's difficulties stemming
from autism symptoms significantly affects their sense of self and overall life satisfaction. The aim of the study was to identify the influence of a
child's characteristics on the main indicators of psychological well-being in parents.

Methods. Empirical data were obtained through a questionnaire method (author's questionnaire) and the "Psychological Well-being Scale”
by Carol D. Ryff, and their processing was carried out using the nonparametric statistical criterion of Mann-Whitney and the Kendall's Tau-b method.

Results. Thefindings revealed a predominant low level of psychological well-being, particularly concerning parents' perceptions of personal
growth (50% of the surveyed respondents reported a low level of this indicator). Satisfaction in the areas of environmental management, personal
growth, positive relationships with others, and self-acceptance tends to decline with an increase in the number of difficulties caused by the diagnosis
of autism spectrum disorders. No significant differences in psychological well-being indicators were found in relation to children's speech and

sensory issues.

Conclusions. The mostsensitive aspects of the psychological well-being of parents raising children with autism spectrum disorders were
identified as: "Environmental management”, "Personal growth", "Positive relationships with others", "Self-acceptance"” (including the number of
types of difficulties, behavioral issues, sleep disorders), and "Life goals". Behavioral problems, their frequency, and sleep disorders were the most
significant factors influencing differences in the levels of psychological satisfaction of caregivers.

The authors explore both historical and contemporary perspectives on understanding the effects of
trauma on individual development. Considering ongoing societal challenges — including natural disasters, social upheavals, military conflicts, and
personal crises — the investigation into the potential for post-traumatic growth is especially relevant. Despite the difficulties associated with trauma,
research has identified opportunities for personal empowerment, shifts in life values, and improvements in interpersonal relationships for those who
have faced trauma.

The article underscores that post-traumatic growth not only encourages a reevaluation of conventional perceptions regarding the psychological
aftermath of trauma but also opens pathways for personal transformation and enhanced overall well-being. The concept of post-traumatic growth
emphasizes the possibility of positive adaptation and transformation in response to extreme life challenges. Special attention is given to the
importance of social support, optimism, and personal qualities in achieving post-traumatic growth. However, it is essential to recognize that post-
traumatic growth is not an automatic outcome of trauma; instead, ongoing personal distress and growth frequently coexist.

In the context of this process, the authors examine the dynamics of post-traumatic adaptation, which includes active adjustment to altered life
conditions and cognitive reinterpretation of experienced events. This can lead to personal strengthening, a deeper understanding of life values, and
enhanced interpersonal relationships. The concepts of post-traumatic growth hold significant potential for psychology and psychotherapy, as they
facilitate the development of effective strategies for supporting and rehabilitating individuals who have experienced traumatic events. A deeper
understanding of the processes of growth following trauma contributes to the development of individualized approaches to strengthening internal
resources, enhancing resilience, and improving overall psychological well-being.

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LIFE MILESTONES AND PSYCHOLOGICAL VISIONS OF IVAN CHETVERYKOV

Background. Despitethe emergence of studies devoted to the history of Ukrainian psychology during the years of Ukraine's independence,
many personalities, and their activities and teachings, remain unknown to both the scientific community and the general public. Ivan Chetverykov is
one such personality.

Results. The article is centered on the autobiographical narrative and ideas of the Ukrainian educator and psychologist I. Chetverykov. The
study emphasizes the analysis of his biography, professional career, and contributions to the development of psychology, pedagogy, and social
science. It also highlights the methodological foundations of his works. The main directions of I. Chetverykov's psychological studies are outlined,
particularly the humanistic approach (viewing psychology as a tool for understanding the individual uniqueness of each person); the connection
between the concept of God as a subject with personal characteristics (consciousness, will, emotions, and capacity for interaction) and the formation
and development of human personality; and the psychology of love (love being not only an emotional or cultural phenomenon but also an intrinsic
component of human nature rooted in attachment needs and evolutionary stimuli). In exploring the relationship between the Person and God,
I. Chetverykov focused on the dialogic nature of this relationship. According to the thinker, dialogue is not only an act of faith but also a pathway to
a fulfilling life and personal improvement.

Conclusions. The main dimensions of I. Chetverykov's educational, pedagogical, and scientific endeavors, particularly the religious and
personal psychological dimensions, are identified and their role in the formation of national psychology is articulated.

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PSYCHOLOGICAL FEATURES OF MOTIVATION FOR ALTRUISTIC BEHAVIOR OF AN INDIVIDUAL
IN THE CONTEXT OF TRANSACTIONAL ANALYSIS

Background. Altruistic behavior in adults during wartime has been studied. Modern research across various methodological approaches
has been analyzed, examining the content and structure of altruism as a psychological phenomenon. The aim of this study is to reveal the content
and structure of the psychological features of motivation for altruistic behavior in adults.

Methods. Methods of analyzing contemporary psychological literature on personality behavior motivation and transactional analysis have
been employed. Additionally, theoretical and empirical methods, psychodiagnostic techniques, and mathematical-statistical data processing methods

have been utilized.

Results. Ithas been determined that behavioral patterns associated with internal drivers influence an individual's inclination toward altruism.
The content and structure of these drivers in the motivation of altruistic behavior have been found to shape its manifestations and connections with

generative altruism.

It has been revealed that in early adulthood, positive correlations are observed between behavioral altruism, the dominant driver "Be Strong,"”
and generative altruism. In middle adulthood, a moderate positive correlation has been identified between behavioral altruism and the "Try Hard"
driver, indicating a stronger orientation toward behavioral rather than generative altruism.

It has been established that personal values significantly impact the manifestation of altruism. It has been suggested that drivers related to
striving for high standards, self-actualization, and self-control may stimulate both behavioral and generative altruism.

Conclusions. Ithas been argued that individuals oriented toward self-realization and self-actualization are more likely to display altruistic
behavior that aligns with their internal beliefs, life goals, and social expectations. Such an altruistic orientation may also be motivated by the need to
confirm one's resilience and responsibility toward others, as well as by the expectation of reciprocal behavior from others. Individual strategies for
each driver have been identified to ensure a harmonious balance between helping others and self-care.

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PSYCHOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF SECURITY AND PRIVACY IN THE DIGITAL ENVIRONMENT

Background. Inthe eraofrapid digitalization and the increase in social network users to 5.5 billion people (67.1 % of the global population),
safeguarding personal privacy in the digital realm has become increasingly significant. According to Pew Research Center (2024), 79 % of users are
concerned about personal data protection, while privacy violations are showing a worrying upward trend. The study aims to conduct a comprehensive
analysis of the psychological mechanisms of privacy management in social networks and to develop evidence-based strategies for safeguarding
users' psychological well-being.

Methods. The research employes a combination of systemic and person-centered approaches along with social cognitive theory. A diverse
range of theoretical methods (systematic literature review, meta-analysis of empirical research, conceptual modeling) and empirical methods
(psychodiagnostic techniques, neuropsychological studies, longitudinal observations) were utilized. A meta-analysis of 166 studies, encompassing
over 75,000 participants, was conducted.

Results. The existence of the "privacy paradox” — the gap between stated privacy concerns and actual user behavior — has been empirically
verified. A significant correlation was found between privacy violations and a decline in psychological well-being, indicated by increased levels of
anxiety and depressive symptoms. Neuropsychological studies revealed the activation of specific brain structures during decision-making related to
information disclosure. The research also examined the digital resilience scale and identified the primary manipulative strategies employed in social
networks: persuasion (33 %), agitation (17 %), and information distortion (15 %).

Conclusions. The needforacomprehensive approach to privacy protection that combines the development of digital competence, media
literacy, and psychological resilience has been established. The effectiveness of a media psychological support system through interconnected areas
of media analytics, media therapy, and media education has been substantiated. The research findings provide a theoretical basis for designing
psychological support programs for social network users and enhancing privacy protection systems.

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TECHNOLOGIES OF PSYCHOLOGICAL SUPPORT FOR THE SUBJECTIVE
WELL-BEING OF MILITARY SERVICEMEN

Background. This article analyzes psychological technologies designed to support individual subjective well-being, developed and tested
by Ukrainian and foreign scholars across various fields. The purpose of this article is to explore modern psychological technologies aimed at
enhancing the subjective well-being of individuals within Ukraine's security and defense forces. This involves analyzing and systematizing scientific
approaches to understanding the characteristics of psychological support of individual's subjective well-being and assessing applied psychological
technologies, their components, methods, directions, and practices in the research of Ukrainian and foreign scientists.

Results. To optimize and enhance personal well-being across various activities, diverse methods, directions, and techniques of
psychological work are found to be effective. These include: cognitive-behavioral psychotherapy, gestalt therapy, body-oriented therapy, positive
and transcultural psychotherapy, positive psychological interventions (both cognitive and behavioral), therapies aimed at increasing mental stability
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in the workplace, fostering resilience in adults facing life and professional challenges, therapy focusing on retrospective and proactive life experience
reviews, meditation techniques promoting self-regulation and eudemonistic well-being, ecological therapy employing therapeutic rest methods,
coaching technologies, and training in various self-help measures and techniques.

Conclusions. Ithas been established that providing psychological support for the subjective well-being of military personnel should occur
within the framework of positive psychology. This approach ensures a clear understanding of the developmental processes related to leading a
purposeful and meaningful life across various spheres, utilizing scientifically measured, manageable components: positive emotions, interaction,
relationships, meaning, and accomplishments. The components, methods, and approaches researched and described regarding psychological work
to support the subjective well-being of military personnel can be effectively integrated into comprehensive professional and psychological training.

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SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL MODEL OF PSYCHOEDUCATION
FOR THE POPULATION EXPERIENCING WAR TRAUMA

Background. Based on the generalization of global experiences in overcoming the consequences of large-scale emergencies on mental
health and well-being, as well as intervention models for addressing more localized individual health issues found in psychological literature, a socio-
psychological model of psychoeducation for the population affected by war trauma has been developed. The aim of psychological education should
be to cultivate psychological resilience within the population, particularly in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war, to support the preservation of
Ukraine's statehood and achieve victory against the Russian aggressor.

Methods. The analysis of scientific literature on the research topic, classification, and theoretical modeling concerning the organization and
implementation of psychological education for the population.

Results. The foundational principles included in psychological education are substantiated, such as: employing a resilient approach based
on personal resources, preventing the adverse effects of war-related traumatic events, and adopting a trauma-sensitive approach in social
interactions, which includes spreading awareness about mental trauma. The principles for organizing psychological education involve utilizing socio-
psychological mechanisms of human social behavior to effectively integrate psychoeducation into practice; viewing psychological knowledge as a
text aimed at mass communication; and presenting psychological knowledge to the population as a valuable tool for addressing life challenges. The
methodological component of the model entails applying a technological approach to mastering basic psychological knowledge and skills that foster
human resilience during war and advance the psychological literacy of the population.

Conclusions. The proposed model of psychoeducation for those experiencing war trauma serves as the conceptual foundation for
practical research on implementing psychological education within mass communication and social interaction processes in society subjected to
potential trauma. The model treats psychoeducation as a distinct socio-psychological process and, based on the criteria of scientific novelty, is
original regarding the mechanisms for developing the population’s psychological literacy.
