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Abstract. Egypt is the demographic giant of the world with strategic location at the cross-
roads between different continents. The country was under rule of military generals since 1952
and the first competitive presidential elections in its history took place only in 2012. The latest
period of military rule under the President Hosni Mubarak lasted from 1981 till 2011. It was a
time of a relative stability and the lack of crucial reforms when Egypt was supported by gener-
ous US aid and tourism expenditures. Is this about to change after the «Arab Spring» and short
term of Mohammed Morsi's presidency? Such issues as demographic explosion and high levels
of unemployment, forced military conscription, the lack of affordable housing and scarcity of
water resources are examined. The author makes an attempt to analyze how Egypt is trying to
cope with those challenges under the rule of Abdel Fattah el-Sisi. To this end he looks into the
development of different spheres of economic activity like tourism, the transit via Suez Canal,
remittances and cotton agriculture.

Key words: Egypt, population explosion, military rule, river resources, Suez Canal, tourism.

The current problem. Egypt is the most important player in the Middle East and Northern
Africa if to consider her strategic land area and demographic resources. However, the country
became a hostage of failed demographic policy, restrictive economic regime and omnipresence
of military in public life. Even the events of the violent «Arab Spring» did not change this sit-
uation. The research assumption of the author is that overpopulated and water-scarce Egypt,
whose ruling elite has also created a vicious circle of subsidies and overwhelming reliance
mainly on state employment, can not develop herself without the profound liberalization of
economy and the program of population control. The aim of the article — is to explore the pe-
culiarities of internal challenges to Egypt in the wake of the fall from the power of “Muslim
Brotherhood” and to analyze the most pressing problems of that country, which are tightly con-
nected to demographic explosion and economic mismanagement. Main research steps include
defining the reasons behind the demographic explosion, consequences of its influence on Egypt-
ian economy and formulation of recommendations for necessary reforms.

Analysis of the latest publications. The sources of information, used in this article, are
taken from regional mass-media outlets Al-Ahram Weekly, Egypt Independent, Middle East Eye,
The Daily News Egypt, The National, The Times of Israel. Among Ukrainian authors P. Bov-
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sunivskiy claims that Mohammed Morsi’s attempts to get as much power as possible along with
the swift contraction of forex reserves set general public against him and made military circles
popular again [1, c. 38—41]. Several Russian authors 4. Vasiliev, A. Korotaev and L. Isaev be-
lieve that the events of 2011 forced many tourists to leave Egypt and Islamists could not oper-
ate efficiently without monetary support of the Gulf monarchies [2, c¢. 2—7]. In his another
scientific work L. Isaev links the return of the military rule to the unwillingness of Egyptians to
participate in new protests, the support of Sisi by business circles and the assumption of popu-
lation that political Islam has failed [3]. So, it is necessary to say that the comprehensive analy-
sis of Egypt’s challenges under the rule of Sisi was not contemplated by any of aforementioned
researchers.

Egypt with more than 92 million residents is the holder of different population records. This
is the largest Arab country in the world and the third largest country in Africa demographically
only behind Nigeria and Ethiopia. But if to add 8 millions of Egyptians abroad, Egypt would be
on a par with Ethiopia [4]. The majority of population resides on the shores of the Nile — the
longest river in the world, which has a length of 6650 kilometers. Capital Cairo (this name can
be translated as “Victorious”) is the prominent African megacity with 12 million residents and
20 million occupants in the Greater Cairo zone [5]. Only Peruvian Lima and Egyptian Cairo are
the two major urbanized centers situated within a vast desert area with limited water resources.

Egypt is the most prominent example of population explosion in Africa. The birth rate in the
country constitutes 3,5 children per woman and each year the population increases by 2 million
people [6]. This is because Egyptians predominantly live in rural areas where opportunities for
jobs and education are limited but working hands always in great demand. Moreover, the abor-
tions here are outlawed except the cases of threat to the health of a mother. The people in the
countryside are also religious and believe that the state does not have a right to regulate sexual
activity of parents because only God decides who and when should be born [7]. The proof of re-
ligiosity can be seen on the foreheads of ordinary Egyptians that are badly bruised because of
five prayers during the day.

22% of citizens of Egypt occupy the region around the Greater Cairo, and the majority of
the rest — the belt of fertile land along the Nile. The Nile Delta encompasses 25 thousand square
kilometres and houses almost half of the population [8]. This is a principal source of Egyptian
food. The water of the river also allows for year-round fishing. The most famous local predator
is a Nile perch, which can grow up to two meters and whose meat is widely consumed by lo-
cals. However, the river’s biomass is under the risk of vanishing under the influence of popula-
tion explosion. Overpopulation near the Mediterranean coast also forced local fishermen to
search for a catch in the waters of another Northern African states and to deal with a profitable
smuggling of refugees to Europe.

Because of pressure on land and lack of jobs around 27,8% of Egyptians are living in a dire
poverty. By local classification the poor are those people that are getting less than 428 Egypt-
ian pounds per month since 1 US dollar equals 18,5 pounds in 2017. Higher levels of this phe-
nomenon are typical for the rural areas of Upper Egypt where poverty exceeded 56%, while the
level of it in Lower Egypt did not grow over 19,7% [9]. Unemployment rate constitutes 12% de-
spite the pledge of the President Abdel Fattah el-Sisi to reduce the number of jobless people to
10% [10]. The floating of the pound and inflation in 2016 will cause more poverty and also
mean more unemployment. To make matters worse, slow economic growth can not catch up
with demographic explosion, which causes the hike in purchases of the foodstuff.

The military-dominated state is not in a position to liberalize economy, but have to employ
young Egyptians that en masse enter workforce market on annual basis. As a result, at least 6
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million people are working in a bloated and ineffective public sector. All rulers of Egypt tried
to redistribute the wealth in order to calm down their growing population. Several years ago
Egyptian Civil service constituted a whopping 25% of the whole workforce and each state em-
ployee served 13 ordinary Egyptians — a proportion not seen in anywhere in the world. Annu-
ally those people, who largely do little work and are not highly qualified, receive an increment
to their wages because of a rising inflation and the process of hiring them continues to be driven
by family connections [11].

Moreover, what is highly unusual, military enterprises account for a considerable share of
GDP and own hotels, recreational clubs, construction companies, and factories producing pop-
ular consumer goods. This can be considered a legacy of military rule since 1952, when all ten-
ders went to affiliated with generals entities or to private players connected to army in any way,
thus killing the competition and providing inferior services to general population. The last major
war for Egypt ended in 1977 and afterwards the numerous armed forces had to find another oc-
cupation. After the peace treaty with Israel in 1979 defence budget was diminished due to in-
troduction of American military assistance and generals decided to get a new source of
enrichment in a civil economy. Today this system encompasses almost all spheres of economic
activity. Military retirees work as consultants or directors of state enterprises and they also su-
pervise a production of a wide range of consumer goods. Generals sell or let to big businesses
expensive land plots in coastal recreational zones or in areas of priority development near the
Suez Canal. At least 45% of economy is controlled by the armed forces that routinely use the free
workforce of 500,000 conscripts and a cheap subsidized fuel provided by the state for the pur-
poses of national defence [12].

All males aged 18-30 years have to serve in armed forces and by doing so they create a
huge labour pool, whose representatives are completely unable to protect their rights. Only sol-
diers in the Sinai Peninsula are relieved of such duties because of the counter-insurgency oper-
ations against Islamic State, which they perform by manning the numerous roadblocks. However,
the President Abdel Fattah el-Sisi claims without any justification that military enterprises con-
tribute only 2% to Egypt’s economic output [13]. On the other hand, their owners back up the
state and increase popularity of the regime among the population with generous loans and hand-
outs of different socially-oriented goods like milk powder, frozen meat or flour to urban poor.

Safa Joudeh claims that the long rule of the President Gamal Abdel Nasser created a pre-
condition for a military control over economy, because trusted generals were tasked with the
supervision of the most important national projects. Today army contributes to the problems of
private sector with unfair competition. Military enterprises don’t pay taxes, enjoy an access to
cheap state resources and subsidized labour force. The ruling class does not allow the supervi-
sion of the activities of those companies by society under the pretext of the matters of national
security [14].

Egypt also has an acute water problem, which threat about to grow in correlation with pop-
ulation explosion. The ancient civilization in the country was born on the shores of the Nile and
farmers waited for the annual flooding of that mighty river that brought silt to their lots as a nat-
ural fertilizer. But Egypt is a low riparian state and depends on all other countries of the Nile
basin in question of water distribution. The opening of the Aswan High Dam in 1970 put to the
end the flooding of the Nile and allowed to store flood water in a huge 550-kilometers long ar-
tificial Lake Nasser — one of the largest man-made lakes in the world between Southern Egypt
and Northern Sudan. However, the liquid in this storage facility with a depth of 180 meters is
prone to heavy evaporation under constant desert sun in extremely arid climate. The water also
disappears from canals emanating from Nasser Lake, since they are open to the sun and have
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cracks in the walls. Finally, the layers of silt constantly grow in the lake instead of fertilizing the
fields of the farmers. Egypt is annually consuming a whopping 60 billion cubic meters of water
with a deficit constituting more than 30 billion, since each Egyptian citizen needs at least 1000
cubic meters in order to meet the most basic needs [15].

Randa el Bedawy claims that Egypt is simultaneously facing the scarcity of fresh water and
the growing threat of salt water from the Mediterranean Sea as a result of construction of Aswan
High Dam and the harmful effect of global warming. Despite the fact that country uses a lion’s
share of the Nile resources in process of irrigation, it still satisfies 50% of demands in grains via
import. The author points out that the rulers of Egypt should limit demographic explosion, pro-
tect water from pollution and establish friendly relations with other states of the Nile basin for
the sake of joint projects of water-sharing [16].

Only 6% of Egyptian land area of 1 million square kilometres is arable and the Blue Nile
remains a principal source of the water. Moreover, the country suffers because of low annual rain-
fall of 51 mm. Under those circumstances the decision of Ethiopia to go ahead with construc-
tion of the «Great Renaissance Dam» («GERD») in 2010, poses a serious danger for Egypt.
Upon its completion the mega object is designed to generate 6000 megawatt of energy and to
store more than 70 billion cubic meters of water, which also might be prone to evaporation [17].
“GERD?”, as continent’s largest hydropower plant in the nearest future, will allow Ethiopia to ex-
port the current to neighbouring countries of Eastern Africa like Kenya and Tanzania at Egypt’s
expense. In the long run this mountainous «Diplomatic Hub of Africa» is striving to become
continent’s largest exporter of current. Moreover, only a quarter of Ethiopians have an access to
electricity and because of this the transmission lines are not developed [18].

Since 2009 the Nile Delta has faced the threat of loss of drinkable water because of the ris-
ing levels of saline currents from the Middeteranian Sea. But the problem of «GERD» may ag-
gravate this phenomenon even further by helping the seawater to prevail over the Nile. Official
Cairo under the President Hosni Mubarak largely ignored African affairs and today pays a heavy
price, since the countries of the Nile basin are indifferent to Egyptian position in anticipation of
cheap Ethiopian electricity. The «Arab Spring» in Egypt and subsequent turmoil after the mili-
tary coup in 2013 along with break-up of old Egyptian ally Sudan into two countries allowed
Ethiopian regime to complete a lion’s share of work over GERD without fuss. Moreover, some
rulers of other 10 Nile riparian state actors are considering a generous use of water by Egypt as
unresolved colonial question, forced upon them by the British Empire on Egyptian behalf in
1929.

Tobias von Lossow and Stephan Roll claim that for Ethiopian leadership «GERD» is im-
portant national project, which is entirely funded by the country. Egypt is too far away to wage
a war against Ethiopia effectively and lacks allies for such a campaign since official Addis-
Ababa is a vital partner of the USA in anti-terror campaign in Eastern Africa and strategic asset
for the Gulf states because of their considerable investments in Ethiopian fertile land with abun-
dant rainfall [19]. One should add that Ethiopia is considered a diplomatic capital of Africa and
the most important partner of the UNO in the region as a host of numerous refugees.

Egypt is the fifteenth among the most densely populated countries in the world, what puts
a heavy toll on water resources. But this is not the only problem, since she is notorious for ille-
gal settlements, where people clandestinely gain an access to water supply pipes in the cities. The
Nile water is also used to cool down the equipments of plants, which discharge industrial waste
directly into the river. The population of the banks contributes to rising levels of pollution with
garbage because of its huge numbers and low ecological awareness. Moreover, the construction
of Aswan High Dam led to the proliferation of a river plant — giant water hyacinth, which gen-
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erously consumes water and quickly increases the size of swamp areas. Before 1970 the fast
current of the Nile uprooted hyacinths and carried them to the Mediterranean Sea but today they
are safe and continue to spread at alarming rate. This weed is recognized among the top 10 most
aggressive in the world because of the speed of growth and exceptional environmental toler-
ance. For example, one flower can release 3000 seads annually [20].

The scarcity of water and arid sandy nature of a landscape directly influences the stability
of Egypt. Today the population puts a heavy toll on overstretched economy. Since January 1977
bread riots with massive death toll under the rule of the President Anwar Sadat, the authorities
did not dare to abrogate generous food subsidies. As a result of continuity of state policy, a
whopping 68 million of the total 92 million people receive subsidized food. This situation de-
teriorates further if to take into account that country is self-sufficient only in rice, potatoes, toma-
toes, onions and citrus fruits, but rice cultivation is water-extensive and local farmers are forced
to reduce areas under rice plants in order to save a precious water. All other types of foodstuff
have to be imported. Egypt satisfies with purchases abroad 32% of sugar, 60% of corn, 70% of
wheat and beans and 97% of its cooking oil requirements [21].

Moreover, this country has the largest aquaculture industry in Aftrica as the second largest
producer of tilapia in artificial water reservoirs only after China. In 2015 Egyptian aquaculture
provided population with some 1,56 million metric tons of fish satisfying almost 79% of the re-
quirements in meat consumption. Therefore local companies working in this field of economic
activity are forced to import feed grain and soybean meal from abroad at a large scale [22].

At the same time Egypt is world’s top importer of wheat with 11 million tonnes of annual
purchases and thus remains sensitive to the hikes of world prices on this commodity. The
favourite food of the poor koshary and traditional flat street bread aish of pita type grow in price
on a daily basis. Koshary is a vegetarian dish of rice, noodles and lentils together with a tomato
sauce with fried onions and usually sold from street carts to majority of blue-collar workers dur-
ing the midday break. Since Egypt is only self-sufficient in rice production, all other ingredients
of it have to be imported in times of a rising American dollar [23]. The same problem concerns
also black tea — the national drink of Egypt, which local residents typically sweeten with huge
loads of sugar and consume many times during day.

The dependence on the countrywide net of subsidies along with huge import needs create
numerous opportunities for corruption. Many state servants, responsible for distribution of cheap
food supplies, are corrupt, since they are withholding essential goods and resell them at black
market. Moreover, the lack of accountability of military enterprises adds to the problem. In 2016
the ranking of «Transparency International» defined the position of Egypt as 108" out 176 coun-
tries [24].

Egyptians are forced to buy the cheapest goods available instead of healthy food and are also
reliant on street vendors that sell koshary, falafels, sugary tea, and as a result — are increasingly
becoming the victims of obesity. For example, 85% of Egyptian women are suffering from ex-
cessive weight and 48% are seriously obese because they are unable to afford a food of good
quality and usually give birth to many children, consuming a huge number of calories in process
of pregnancy [25]. This causes a surge in numbers of heart deceases and contributes to diabetes
epidemic leading simultaneously to constant demand of expensive Western medicines.

Moreover, the population explosion puts a heavy strain on a housing infrastructure. The
country lacks 3 millions of houses in order to resolve the current problem, but developers con-
struct only 20 thousand units on a yearly basis [26]. The remittances are playing increasingly im-
portant role in the growth of this industry during the periods of Egyptian pound devaluation,
since prices are quoted in local pounds, but the majority of Egyptians are too poor to buy houses
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in major cities and need to join programs of construction of low-cost panel houses made from
the cheapest materials available and built in suburbs on a desert land. Not everyone agrees to
leave cities, where jobs in informal economy are widespread. There are considerable pockets of
illegal settlements in Cairo and Alexandria with the most infamous place in the Middle East
known as «Necropolisy is situated in a capital of Egypt. In that area more than 500 thousand peo-
ple found their new home within the old cemetery. The explosive growth of population also
forces Egypt, one of Africa’s top energy producers, to import more crude oil and gas, because
local energy resources can not make up for it. Country’s economy not diversified enough to pro-
duce a wide selection of consumer goods, what created preconditions for the development of a
huge trade deficit.

One must say that Egypt needs a strict program of population control, probably the intro-
duction of measures of gradual redistribution of food subsidies and cheap drugs towards small
families and heavy fines against parents with many children. The state should also advertise the
advantages of families with one or two children, provide population with means of protection
and introduce lessons about population control in schools.

Egypt is unable to meet the challenge of population explosion without developed economy.
This North African country has relatively few sources of income despite the fact that it represents
continent’s third largest economy after Nigeria and South African Republic. First of all, the
«Land of Pharaohs» gets considerable amounts of hard currency from the industry of hospital-
ity. Egypt, Morocco and South Africa are three most popular countries in Africa for interna-
tional tourists [27]. The main reasons for this are following. First, Egypt is situated close to
Southern Europe and can be considered a cheap winter holiday resort for Europeans with famous
recreational places like Hurgada, Sharm-el-Sheikh and Dahab, despite its cold nights and peri-
odic sand storms from the Sahara desert. Second, The Red Sea is suitable for swimming during
the whole year as well as for scuba diving in a search for corals. By the number of pyramids
Egypt is the second in the world only after neighboring Northern Sudan but those structures in
Cairo’s Giza district along with a nearby Sphinx are the most famous. Sacred places of Jordan
or Israel are not far away and can be reached via a daily excursion from the resorts in the Sinai
Peninsula. Finally, The Nile, world’s longest river, is popular destination for cruise ships and
tourists also can rent a local wooden boat felucca with triangular sails or to fish for giant Nile
perch from a modern yacht. The trip on a board of the ship allows to see Southern Egypt with
famous temples of Abu-Simbel, Karnak and Luxor as well as a Aswan High Dam during one
week, 10 or 17 days. Hotel capacity in Egypt exceeds 210 thousand rooms and another 120
thousand rooms are being constructed [28].

Tourism industry represents one of the main drivers of economy, however, the number of no-
torious developments put it to the test. Only in 2010 close to 15 million tourists paid a visit, but
subsequent events of the «Arab Spring» and military coup made Egypt the one of the least sta-
ble countries in the region and caused the flight of capital [29]. On 13 September 2015 «Apache»
gunships and fighter jets attacked a group of people in Bahariya oasis of the Western Desert
during a lunch stop in the area 350 kilometers away from Cairo. As a result, 8 Mexicans and 4
Egyptians died, because they were mistaken by the pilots for terrorists. The army blamed the
tourist company ‘Windows of Egypt’ for the event, since the later supposedly sent tourists to re-
stricted area without warning. So far 3 families of slain Mexicans agreed to receive a compen-
sation of 140 thousand dollars and not to sue Egypt, but others did not decide what to do [30].
During the same year unknown assailants blowned up Russian Airbus A-321 with 224 passen-
gers and crew members that was flying from the Sinai Peninsula to Saint Petersburg. Later, in
March 2016 the flight from Cairo to Alexandria was hijacked to Cyprus. Even before this event
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Egypt received only 6 billion dollars of tourist profits in 2015 [31]. Finally, to add insult to in-
jury, in May 2016 the jet of «Egypt Air» travelling from Paris to Cairo with 66 people onboard
crashed while in Egyptian airspace [32]. Such events are extremely rare for generally safe avi-
ation industry even in the least developed countries of Africa and forced international tourists
to stay away from Egypt. This means that security of airports is lax or that numerous accomplices
of terrorists work here.

In general terrorist attacks in country were highlighted in mass-media to such extend that
even considerable devaluation of pound in 2016, which gave euro more purchasing power, did
not encourage European tourists to return. In 2016 only 4,9 million foreigners visited Egypt,
what can be considered a catastrophic number if to compare with 2015 with 8,1 million tourists
and 14,7 million in 2010 [33].

The problem of terrorism, skirmishes in Sinai, and attacks against Copts and their churches
forced foreign governments to include Egypt into the list of dangerous countries in respective
travel warnings. As a result, many hotels were closed and the rest has to decrease the prices in
order to lure international tourists. In 2010 there were 3,8 million workers in hospitality indus-
try and 60% of them later temporary lost their jobs because of the lack of international tourists.
Especially dangerous for Egypt is the loss of Russian and British tourists since the citizens of
both countries represented 43% of foreign visitors [34]. In order to mend situation the govern-
ment tries to attract Chinese and the citizens of Muslim countries, but complicated relations
with the biggest regional powers Saudi Arabia, Turkey and Iran put those efforts into question.
On the other hand, the lost of value of Egyptian currency may be considered as incentive for
tourists from euro zone to attend Egypt.

The profits of the Suez Canal are also vitally important for the economy. The 163-kilome-
ters long waterway links Europe with Asia by connecting the Mediterranean Sea to the Red Sea.
But the problem with it concerned inability of simultaneous movement of the ships in both di-
rections. 17,483 vessels used the Canal in 2015 transporting a total load of 998 million tons
[35]. The President Abdel Fattah el-Sisi decided to widen this strategic route in 2014 with a help
of 72-kilometers long bypass canal and ordinary Egyptians spent 8,2 billion dollars by buying
special non-transferable shares with an attractive interest in order to finance the project. The
head of state himself opened a new Canal in 2015 on the board of «El-Mahrousa» — the Presi-
dential yacht that was the first vessel to cross the original Suez Canal in 1869 and remains the
oldest active yacht in the world [36]. By executing such grand-scale project of symbolic im-
portance Abdel Fattah el-Sisi wanted to increase his popularity among the population in the
wake of rising food prices.

But the timing for extensive works was inappropriate. In 2016 cheap oil prices limited the
number of tankers and LNG ships transiting the Canal, since many companies prefer to storage
fuel and not to sell it. Some ship crews also chose to cruise around Africa, capitalizing on af-
fordable fuel, in order not to pay exorbitant tolls to Egypt. In 2015 the Canal Authority trans-
ferred to budget 5,18 billion dollars, what is understandable if to take into account that the owner
of the middle-sized container ship has to pay around 350 thousand dollars for a passage, but the
figures for 2016 are only slightly more promising [37].

The lack of dollars forces the Canal Authority to unprecedentedly demand from ship own-
ers the fees with a discount of 3% for 3 years advanced payment and 5% — respectively for 5
years advanced payment [38]. Moreover, the huge nationwide scandal with Suez shares contin-
ues to rage on. 1,1 million of Egyptians bought investment bonds with 12% annual interest and
paid for them whopping 64 billion Egyptian pounds. But after the sudden depreciation of the na-
tional currency in 2016 they already had lost some 5 billion dollars of value of their shares and
the government largely ignored their demands for a just compensation [39].
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During colonial times Egypt and Sudan were famous for cotton fields with the plants of ex-
ceptional quality. Today Egypt specialises on production of extra-long cotton, which is well
known for its softness and sold to Indian and American markets. However, the events of the
«Arab Spring» and following chaos in the economy defined the preoccupation of several Egypt-
ian governments with other developments and many producers took advantage of the situation
in order to mix together the cotton seeds of different quality. Egypt also had seven different min-
isters of agriculture after the removal of the President Hosni Mubarak what ensured a chaos in
the industry [40]. As a result, international buyers have lost interest in Egyptian cotton, which
became a synonymous with a fake. This causes problems for textile industry that account for 30%
of industrial production in the country and employs 1,2 million people [41]. In 2015 export of
textiles brought to Egypt 682 million dollars and garments also contributed another 690 million
[42].

There are several other branches of economy as automotive industry, cement, iron and steel,
production of aluminium and glass, but they are not contributing to foreign trade in such a cru-
cial way as mentioned ones and mostly oriented towards inner market. However, the business
activity inside of Egypt is limited because of low purchasing power of the population.

One of the main drivers of consumption in Egypt is represented by remittances from 8-mil-
lion strong Diaspora. As a country with an excessive workforce, Egypt traditionally exported
blue collar workers to the Gulf. Today their remittances account for 7% of Egyptian GDP and
provide incentive for consumption. Egypt is the leader in the Greater Middle East and tied to the
most popular African country Nigeria as the receiver of money transfers with 20 billion dollars
a year. Geographically country is divided from the Gulf monarchies with only the Red Sea and
Egyptian workers find it easy to work here because of proximity and shared Arabic language.
Moreover, this is the sixth most important destination for the remittances worldwide [43]. The
banking system of country also remains relatively important in the region since it caters to
Africa’s third largest economy. 8 Egyptian banks with assets of 205 billion dollars are in the list
of 100 most influential financial institutions of the Middle East and in general Egypt occupies
6™ place in the regional banking system [44].

The narrow export base coupled with food scarcity and population explosion causes serious
economic problems. Hard currency reserves are totally inadequate, if to compare them to pop-
ulation strength. The main threat to the balanced budget of Egypt and stable Egyptian pound is
a constant negative balance of foreign trade caused by rising costs of imported food, fuel and
medicines and as a result — a deficit of currency needed for purchases of social goods abroad.
To illustrate this it is necessary to give the numbers of a severe trade imbalance: Egypt imported
goods to the tune of 67 billion dollars in 2015 but its export constituted only 18,5 billion dollars
[45].

The government, trying to get hold of dollars, imposes numerous rules for international
companies, willing to move profits out of Egypt. Restrictions on transfers of currency from
country make it unpopular among investment destinations. European aviation carriers complain
that current rules make flights to Egypt highly unprofitable and help to accumulate their debts.
As a consequence, the Cabinet of Ministers and Parliament are looking for additional funds
everywhere. The deputies are excessively tax tobacco goods and alcoholic drinks, increase the
rate of a corporate tax and import tax. In 2016 the President Abdel Fattah el-Sisi ordered to hike
import duties by 50-60% on electronic devices, fridges, soaps, cosmetics, various types of shoes,
chocolate and fruits. It was done in order to attract investment in underrepresented fields of eco-
nomic activity and to encourage local producers to substitute foreign goods, but in reality the
prices grew fast and many businesses that borrowed dollars in banks in order to buy goods
abroad and resell them with profits are on the verge of bankruptcy [46].
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Dollars and euro are in a short supply and current forex reserves are unable to support na-
tional currency. In order to get 12 billion dollar loan from the IMF the President Sisi ordered Cen-
tral Bank to float pound in 2016 from 8,8 to dollar to 16 [47]. Today official course of Egyptian
currency almost equals the one on the black market what puts to the test the purchasing power
of the population. Moreover, the importers of food and medicine incurred considerable losses be-
cause of the surge of dollar rate. As a result, the owners of shops are forced to keep prices at ex-
tremely high level in order to protect themselves from imminent fluctuations of Egyptian pound.

Probably many Egyptians cherished hopes of positive political changes after the return of
army to power. The representative of «Muslim Brotherhood» Mohammed Morsi became the
first elected President in the history of country in 2012. However, Abdel Fattah el-Sisi, as the de-
fence minister in the government of Morsi, who was chosen by Morsi as supposedly religious
military officer of young age of 57, capitalized on mistakes of Islamists. In July 2013 he organ-
ized military takeover of power under the cover of mass protests against the politics of Morsi
[48]. Later, in June 2014 he triumphantly won general elections, promising stability and order,
and the foremost — improved security after the chaos of the «Arab Spring». Abdel Fattah el-Sisi
was portrayed in mass media as a favourite of the GCC monarchies (as former military attaché
in Saudi Arabia) that would invest huge amounts in Egypt in order to sustain his rule and counter
the threat of political return of «Muslim Brotherhood». In general he was depicted by state-
owned news outlets as the savour of the country and the embodiment of strong hand, intended
to return her to former glory [49]. It raises the question: For the sake of what Egyptian people
organized the «Arab Spring», when instead of aging Hosni Mubarak and his favorite son Gamal
as his heir the state power was grabbed by another general without experience?

Despite pledges and promises of stability, after taking over the power he organized system-
atic repression among the members of «Muslim Brotherhood» and allied Islamist political par-
ties. On 14 August 2013 police and military forces killed at least 817 people in Rabaa Square,
where moderate [slamists organized their camp for unlimited sit-in protest [50]. This action was
intended to make an intimidating example and to coerce the rest of opposition into submission.
According to «Arabic Network for Human Rights Information», there are 60 thousand political
prisoners in Egypt out of 105 thousand prison population and 1250 people are missing [51]. The
journalists and representatives of NGOs are also under heavy scrutiny, because they are fol-
lowed and harassed. In 2016 Egypt was the third country in the world only after Turkey and
China with some 29 imprisoned journalists and a much bigger number of mass media workers
temporary detained [52]. Moreover, even the most popular newspapers with the largest turnout
are suffering from lack of the printing paper and necessity to import it on exorbitant prices.

The magnitude of economic problems in Egypt does not allow Abdel Fattah el-Sisi to remain
widely popular without painful reforms. In order to avoid them and thus not to lose economic
monopoly of the military circles in the short term, the President decided to find several gener-
ous donors abroad. Among them — the USA, China and the countries of Gulf Cooperation coun-
cil, since the members of the EU are not in hurry to assist a new regime.

The strategic tasks of impoverished country are many. First — to stop demographic explo-
sion by any means possible. Second — to win again a trust of foreign tourists in Egypt as in a
promising destination. Third — to revive industry and create substitutes for foreign goods, which
became prohibitively expensive under the influence of a rising dollar and depreciated Egyptian
pound. And finally — to attract foreign direct investment in mining, oil and gas extraction, and
agriculture in desert areas, in short in all field of economic activity that are not properly ex-
ploited. Egypt with year-round sun radiation also a suitable place for investments in green en-
ergy and can follow the path of Northern African leader Morocco in this respect. However, the
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country needs to open up to the process of globalization and this means the threat to the mili-
tary domination in economic life.

Conclusions. The fall of Hosni Mubarak was caused by the chain reaction in the region
after the revolution in Tunisia, the deterioration economy as a result of 2008 world economic cri-
sis, the impunity of police in dealings with ordinary people and perceived corruption of presi-
dential clan. It seemed to outsider that military circles would not be able to come back into
political life after tragic events in Tahrir square. However, the violent and chaotic “Arab Spring”
created the nostalgia for order and stability among the wide circles of local population on the
backdrop of crisis of the main hard currency earner — tourist industry, what Abdel Fattah el-Sisi
successfully exploited for his own good and became the head of state, promising to restore order.
He supported his authoritarian rule with generous assistance from the Gulf monarchies and later
turned for help to the IMF, simultaneously crushing the opposition. As a result, Egyptian soci-
ety received instead of instability and encroaching Islamic takeover of political liberties by
«Muslim Brotherhood» even more unpredictable regime of another Hosni Mubarak but without
even minimal political liberties. There are no new elections soon and young people are getting
more poor and desperate. All this can lead to popularization of radical opposition and further de-
terioration of political situation. Overpopulated country simply can not go on like this — with high
subsidies and small revenues, limited civil rights and without modernization. To put it simply
Egypt needs to change and foreign donors should encourage the leadership of country to take
necessary steps towards liberalization.

General statement of problem. For the past twenty five years economic sanctions acquired
growing prominence in foreign policy of the great powers. The US, the EU, China and Japan em-
ploy economic sanctions in responding to the Iranian and North Korean nuclear crises that
threaten their security. Economic sanctions these are means of great powers by which they seek
to influence the behavior of target states, to demonstrate leadership, to resolve international con-
flict and to express common values. The growing centrality of economic sanctions is partially
a reaction to the limits of military power exposed during difficult and protracted operations in-
side the territory of the former Yugoslavia, in Afghanistan, Iraq, and Libya. Moreover, military
interventions in the postbipolar international relations are difficult to justify. Without any chal-
lenger on the horizon, it is highly unclear what constitutes a threat to national security that needs
to be addressed with military force together with its inherent sacrifices in life and expenditure.
In J. Galtung’s terms: “When military action is impossible for one reason or another... eco-
nomic sanctions serve as a clear signal to everyone that what the receiving nation has done is
disapproved of” [Galtung, 1967: 411-412]. Above all, because economic rather than military
strength is increasingly seen by states as the prime determinant of international power, economic
sanctions may begin to assume an even more prominent role.

Recent researches and publications. Notwithstanding the fact that the debate on the na-
ture of economic sanctions has been in existence for five decades, the investigation on their ef-
ficacy has not yielded satisfactory results. Scientists in the West have long argued that there is
no automatic link between the effectiveness of economic sanctions in inflicting economic pain
and in compelling policy changes in the target. D. Drezner, B. de Neuilly, C. Portela, emphasize
that sanctions regimes with a remarkable economic impact have failed to induce changes in the
conduct of target non-democratic states. D. Drezner, conversely, stresses that mere threat of eco-
nomic sanctions has sometimes succeeded in bringing about the desired policy change [Drezner,
1999]. Ukrainian scientists S. Galaka [ Galaka, 2003], V. Pahil [Pahil, 2000], and S. Romanenko
[Romanenko, 2001] are strong supporters of this wide-spread concept. Works by contemporary
researchers on issues related to the economic sanctions and financial statecraft, among whom are
Margaret Doxy [Doxy, 1971], Richard N. Haass [Haass, 1998], Zachary Selden [Selden, 1999],
Brendan Taylor [7aylor, 2010], play an important role in understanding the nature of economic
coercion in foreign policy making, but they say a very little on how to estimate the economic
sanctions effectiveness. Thus, the determinants for the success and failure of economic sanctions
have not been ascertained. The inherent difficulty of the task has been further compounded by
a transformation of the instrument itself in the contemporary system of international relations.

Purposes of article. The purpose of this article is to analyze the nature of economic sanc-
tions as the tool of foreign policy within the international relations theory, because this instru-
ment is becoming increasingly central to shaping strategic outcomes in the XXI century. After
addressing some essential definitional questions, we will try to outline the progress is made in
international relations scholarships in identifying the determinants of the success of economic
sanctions.

Main research results. At first, we will try to conceptualize the definition of the economic
sanctions in the international relations theory. There is no generally accepted definition of eco-
nomic sanctions. The term “economic sanctions” is one of the more confused and confusing to
have entered the lexicon and discourse of international politics. Part of the ambiguity surrounding
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the term stems from the fact that the word “sanctions” in everyday usage carries multiple mean-
ings. According to the Oxford Concise Dictionary, the term can connote the granting of official
permission or approval and, at the same time, a penalty or punishment for disobeying a law or
rule [7aylor, 2010: 11]. Confusion also results from the tendency of many scholars to use the term

“sanctions” interchangeably with a raft of other descriptors, such as “economic statecraft”, “eco-
nomic coercion”, “economic warfare”, “economic diplomacy” [ Weintraub, 1982: X]. In the view
of the above different definitions of economic sanctions we will analyze more thoroughly.

For instance, Daniel Drezner, a towering figure who made path breaking and enduring con-
tributions to political analysis of the economic sanctions, the author of the “sanctions paradox”,
defines economic sanctions as “the threat or act by a nation-state or coalition of nation-states,
called the sender, to disrupt economic exchange with another nation-state, called the target, un-
less the targeted country acquiesces to an articulated political demand” [Drezner, 1999: 2]. R. J.
Ellings ascertains economic sanctions as the governmental policies that cut or curtail economic
relations in order to coerce the target country(ies) into behaving in accordance with the sanc-
tioner’s(s’) objectives [Ellings, 1991: 16]. G. Lopez and D. Cortright qualify economic sanctions
as the “coercive foreign policy action of a nation(s) in which it intentionally suspends custom-
ary economic relations such as trade and/or financial exchanges in order to prompt the targeted
nation to change its policy or behavior [Lopez and Cortright, 1998: 15]. N. Crawford deter-
mines economic sanctions as “the denial of customary interactions (strategic, economic, or so-
cial); they are intended to promote social, political, or economic change in a target state”
[Crawford, 1999: 5]. According to J. Blanchard, N. Ripsman and Shambaugh, economic sanc-
tions strategy is the particular form of the coercive foreign policy in which a state disrupts its
normal economic relations with another state in order to achieve one of the following objec-
tives: (1) to induce the targeted state to change its behavior; (2) to generate popular pressure on
the government that causes it to change its policies; or (3) to provoke a coup or revolt that leads
to the emergence of a new government that will act in accordance with the sanctioning state’s
wishes [Blanchard, Ripsman 2000: 219; Shambaugh 1999: 4]. Rennack evaluates economic
sanctions like “coercive measures imposed by one country, or coalition of countries, against an-
other country, its government or individual entities therein, to bring about a change in behavior
or policies [Rennack, 2000]. American theorist in economic sanctions policy M. O’Sullivan
characterizes economic sanctions as the deliberate withdrawal of normal trade or financial re-
lations for foreign policy purposes [O 'Sullivan, 2003: 12].

Theorists in international politics distinguisheconomic sanctions from economic wars. For
instance, R. Pape illustrates the difference between these two categories. According to the sci-
entist, economic sanctions “seek to lower the economic welfare of a target state by reducing in-
ternational trade in order to coerce the target government to change its political behaviour”
[Pape, 1997: 93-94]. By contrast, an economic war takes place “when a state threatens to inflict
economic harm... in order to persuade the target state to agree to terms of trade more favorable
to the coercing state” [Pape, 1997: 94].

Economic sanctions operate in a similar way to military warfare. Both share the same end,
the “political disintegration of the enemy so that he gives up the pursuit of his goals. The method
used is value deprivation” [Galtung, 1967: 386]. The theory foresees a roughly proportionate re-
lation between both phenomena: the more intense the value-deprivation, the more widespread
the political disintegration in the target state. J. Galtung explains: “The idea is that there is a
limit to how much value deprivation the system can stand, and that once this limit is reached (re-
sulting in a split in leadership or between leadership and people), then political disintegration will
proceed very rapidly and will lead to surrender or willingness to negotiate” [Galtung, 1967:
388].
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Thus, two central definitional elements can be discerned in the concept of economic sanc-
tions: the coercive measures need to be economic in nature and its aim needs to be political.

It is necessary to note that the basic methodological approaches to the study of the nature
of economic sanctions as the tool of foreign policy formed over decades within the paradigm of
realism, liberalism and constructivism.

Realism is concerned with the efficient use of economic sanctions for the pursuit of national
interests. Realists conceptualize (economic) sanctions not as punishment on illegal or immoral
acts but as a state’s foreign-policy instrument used for the pursuit of national egoistic interests.
In classical definition of the realism, sanctions entail “the deliberate government-inspired with-
drawal of trade or financial relations to obtain foreign policy goals” [Hufbauer, 1985:2]. James
Barber defined economic sanctions simply as “economic measures directed to political objec-
tives” [Barber, 1979: 367].

Realist scholars of economic sanctions assume that:

1) a primary sanctioner in world politics is not a collective international actor as international
organization, but state;

2) economic sanctions are not measure of law enforcement but a foreign policy instrument;

3) the key role of economic sanctions on the world stage is not to reduce the number of de-
viant acts but is to coerce the target state to fulfill a sanctioning country wishes;

4) economic sanctions are realized in the anarchical international system which consists of
states as the primary actors.

Realists explain the nature of economic sanctions through the logic of power, interests, and
rationality. All are attributes of states’ power, not of structure. In this context E. H. Carr notes
that “The economic weapon is pre-eminently the weapon of strong powers” [Cedasp, 2013: 72].
Hossein G. Askari, for instance, emphasizes: “The imposition of economic sanctions, whether
in the form of embargoes, blockades, or other economic restrictions, requires the accompany-
ing resources and means to enforce the sanctions and that the sender country commands signif-
icant influence over commercial activities. This is a capacity of the largest and most powerful
nation-states and international entities. Yet, the asymmetry of power does not negate a small
state’s use of economic sanctions” [Askari, 2003: 4].

Thus, realists assume that a state is more or less rational actor. Without this assumption re-
alists cannot explain the asymmetrical use of economic sanctions among states. This is because
the majority of states’ non-use of economic sanctions cannot be explained solely by the logic of
opportunity. It is not physically difficult for small states to stop or restrict import from or export
to another country. It is also hard to believe that conflicts of interests between a small state and
a big power do not exist. Then, why does not the former impose economic sanctions on the lat-
ter? Realists must argue that this is because policymakers in a small state are not irrational
enough to have the willingness to impose economic sanctions that are unlikely to be successful
for changing target’s behaviors. The rationality assumption is the hard core of realist approach
[Cednsap, 2013: 72-75].

On the other hand, liberalists borrowed their ideas of economic sanctions from municipal
laws. Overall, the nature of economic sanctions within liberalism can be characterized by the fol-
lowing provisions: 1) economic sanctions should be applied by the international organization in
order to maintain international peace and security. For instance, Quincy Wright claimed that the
use of sanctions must be authorized by an international organization [ Wright, 1965: 206].

Liberalists argue that the United Nations Security Council applies economic sanctions to
deal with four different categories of threats to international peace and security:

1) armed conflict between states;

2) armed conflict within states;
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3) international norm-breaking states (the so-called “rouges”); and

4) international terrorism [Charron, 2011: 1-8].

They stress that: economic sanctions are applied in the international system which is not
anarchical, but should be understood as community that is composed of state and none-state ac-
tors who share common interests; economic sanctions should be governed not by power politics
but by the rule of law. Moreover, liberal scholarship proves that the use of the mechanism of eco-
nomic coercion should be regulated not by the balance of power but by collective security [Ceo-
aap, 2013: 71].

How does collective economic sanctions system work? M. S. Daoudi and M. S. Dajani sum-
marize liberal arguments articulated in the interwar period concisely:

1. The balance of power system is dead. It has failed to prevent wars and maintain the
peace. What is the alternative?

2. By the establishment of an international organization. How will this system enforce the
law without military conflicts?

3. By the establishment of international economic sanctions. This weapon is powerful, ef-
fective, relatively cheap, bloodless, and moreover, easy to use to bring any aggressor to knees.

4. Economic sanctions have a moral power. They enjoy universal public support.

5. States are innately rational. With the economic threat hanging over their heads, they will
not find it worthwhile to deliberately wage wars aggression.

6. Neutrality is a precarious concept which the community of nations needs to abandon
[Daoudi and Dajani, 1983: 18—19].

Liberal ideas of economic sanctions were based on domestic analogy. As Kim Richard Nos-
sal notes, “The ‘League experiment’ was explicitly designed to bring the conditions of domes-
tic order to the international system. A set of rules was laid out in the Covenant; transgressors
were threatened with the imposition of clearly specified hurtful penalties if they broke the ‘law’;
and the penalties were to be exacted by an institution that was supposed to come as close to
being an international public authority as possible. The penalties against a Covenant breaking
state — harms legitimized by the international community — had all of the structural properties
of punishment as we know it in a domestic context” [Nossal, 1989: 310-311].

Member-states must prioritize collective interests over national interests for maintaining
collective security system. As Arnold Wolfers notes, “it was the basic assumption of all collec-
tivist thinking that with the establishment of the League of Nations a universal community of
nations had come into existence, to be the acting center of world affairs. The individual sover-
eign nations were merely the parts of an embracing whole, to which they and their inhabitants
owed loyalty. National interests in the traditional sense of the word, therefore, should be subor-
dinated to the interests of the community” [ Wolfers: 1962: 268-269].

Liberalists assume the existence of laws and/or norms for the constitution of economic sanc-
tions. According to liberal paradigm, there are no economic sanctions without common norms
or laws that specify deviant behaviors. The distinction between coercion and sanctions is im-
portant in liberal paradigm. The possession of coercive power is not a sufficient, albeit neces-
sary, condition for the resort to sanctions. Sanctions are coercive acts but not all coercive acts
are sanctions. Sanctions are coercion that is used for promoting common interests. All coercive
acts from self-interest are treated as acts of hostility, not sanctions. Liberalists believe that norms
or laws must preexist for the exercise of economic sanctions because they work as constitutive
rules that specify which practices are counted as legitimate coercion, that is, sanctions. Liberal
scholars of sanctions consider that economic sanctions are modern phenomena. States started to
engage in the practice of sanctions, they believe, only after international system was transformed
into international society [Koga, 2005: 45-49].
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At last, constructivism as the methodological approach in the international relations theory
holds the view that: economic sanctions are not objective phenomenon, but the social construc-
tion is shaped by shared ideas as well as material forces; economic sanctions are based on the
identities and interests of political actors are shaped primarily by shared ideas [Wendt, 1999: 1].
Constructivism does not specify empirical puzzles, the nature of economic sanctions, interna-
tional system, key political actors in international society, their preferences, and the logic of ac-
tions in international politics. This is what Alexander Wendt calls “a variation question” of
constructivist analysis [Wendt, 1999]. To paraphrase his expression, there is no such thing as
“logic”. That is why there is no logic in economic sanctions. Thus, economic sanctions are not
a brutal fact, nor rational fact. They are social entity that cannot be reduced to material entity.
In other words, economic sanctions are the means by which social construction of reality has
been created. What is the main goal of economic sanctions in international policy? According
to constructivists, the sanction strategy is aimed to ensure common values in the international
society but not in the international system which is based on the power balance whether nor-
mative rules of the international institutions.

Theorists in international politics are primarily interested in answering two questions: 1) do
economic sanctions work?; and 2) under what conditions do economic sanctions work?

The determinants of the efficiency of economic sanctions in international relations studies
could be characterized by the following provisions:

* economic sanctions are to be designed to maximize pressure on the culpable actors, to
inflict pain and suffering upon the leaders whose policy the sender tries to influence. Sanctions
should be appropriately targeted to minimize humanitarian impact on population in the objec-
tive state;

+ the evidence from the cases suggests that the presence of political opposition in the tar-
get which oriented on sanctioning state makes economic sanctions more fruitful. The political
groups that lose from economic sanctions will find themselves in a financially diminished po-
sition, which may reduce their political influence. The “fifth column” effect is probable response
of groups in the political elite of the target to economic sanctions and that rely on imports or ex-
port-oriented producers;

 scientists in international relations stress that economic sanctions are of limited utility in
achieving foreign policy goals like regime change and democratization. The security, political
or other costs of complying with the sender demands may simply be higher than any pain that
can be imposed with economic sanctions. That is why economic sanctions succeed if they are
designed to achieve moderate political goals in the target;

* multilateral cooperation among the sanctioning states is a necessary and/ or sufficient
condition for generating a successful outcome. In this regard, scientists in international politics
have observed that cooperation problems can be parsed into bargaining and enforcement phases.
Cooperation could be sabotaged by bargaining difficulties and / or a lack of enforcement. Eco-
nomic sanctions involving multilateral cooperation involve two separate cooperation dilemmas:
one between the sanctioning states and the target, and one between the primary sanctioner and
other sanctioners. Without the support of an international organization, ad hoc coalitions of sanc-
tioners are inherently fragile. International organizations are the coordinating mechanism for
reassurance and information. They enable governments to resist domestic pressure, and provide
side payments to increase the value of continued cooperation [Drezner, 2000].

+ theorists in international politics assume that economically punishing sanctions are less
likely to succeed against a nondemocratic target than they are against a democratic target. The
reason for this conditional relationship is twofold. First, sanctions increase a leader’s ability to
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extract rents. Greater rents increase a nondemocratic leader’s ability to hold onto power, but
greater rents do not increase a democratic leader’s ability to retain office. Second, the pressure
to yield to sanctions depends critically on who is bearing the brunt of the costs in the targeted
state. To succeed, sanctions need to target the regime’s winning coalition, the size and compo-
sition of which depend on a state’s political institutions. Against a democracy, where the win-
ning coalition is large, economic sanctions are more likely to produce a policy change if they are
relatively broad and affect many groups in society. Sanctions that are high in cost will generally
have this effect. When dealing with nondemocratic countries, states should avoid broad sanctions
that impose high economic costs on the population at large because most people in the country
are not part of the autocratic leader’s winning coalition, so the economic costs imposed on the
larger population do not translate into political costs for the regime. In brief, because nonde-
mocratic leaders generally have a narrowly defined winning coalition, broad and costly sanctions
will be less successful against them than against democratic countries. To make nondemocratic
leaders yield, states must be able to impose narrow sanctions affecting the core groups support-
ing the regime [Portela, 2010].

Conclusions. Summing up the above mentioned we admit that economic sanctions as the
foreign policy tool that prescribes the disruption of economic relations in order to coerce the tar-
get state to change disapproved policy. Theorists assume that the main goal of economic sanc-
tions is to change target country’s behavior as desired by a sanctioning state. Thus, scientists
suppose that compellence is the main aim which pursues sanctioning country. Other goals of
economic sanctions are specific deterrence, weakening, international and domestic symbolism.

Scholars are unanimous in the opinion that economic harm leads to political disintegration
brought about by an unwillingness of the population in the target country to suffer economi-
cally because of internationally unpopular policy.

It is determined that the key methodological issue of identifying the variables of the eco-
nomic sanctions efficiency remains unresolved in international relations scholarship. It was
found that none of the three schools discussed above has emerged uncontested through its ca-
pacity to provide an unequivocal answer to the puzzle of why economic sanctions in some cases
fail to achieve desirable outcome. Generally, the study determined that the policy of economic
sanctions effectiveness as a mechanism of the states’ national interestsquarantee depends on the
wide international political support of the sanctions on the part of the great states on all stages
of their implementations. It is provided by the coincidence of their national interests in the tar-
get country and foreign political attraction of the geopolitical surrounding states of the target
country towards realization of the sanctioned measures. The policy of economic sanctions ef-
fectiveness also depends on such a factor as the formed normative and legal base which defines
the principles and regulates the peculiarity of the policy of economic sanctions implementation
related to the target country. The next factors are: institutional providing of the sanctioned meas-
ures realization; export and import dependence of the target country on the state-sanctioner
which is often quaranteed by the previous positive political relationships between the state-sanc-
tioner and the objective state. It also depends on the moderation of diplomacy goals the policy
of sanctions is aimed at, which are to be corrected in the foreign political activity of the objec-
tive state but are not directed on the changing of political regime in the target country. Additional
factor is the presence of formed political opposition in the objective country which is oriented
on the state which realizes the policy of sanctions, demonstrate readiness to satisfy its goals
when the mechanisms of the population influence on making political decisions exist.

Prospects for further research and development of the issues raised in this article are to con-
ceptualize the determinants of the efficiency of economic sanctions which have been introduced
against Russia for the annexation of Crimea, and for backing separatists in eastern Ukraine.

Abstract. The subject of this research is one of the most pressing problems of today's
Ukraine — military conflict with Russia, also known as “hybrid war”. Among the specific fea-

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tures of this war is the usage of non-military, especially propaganda means along with the mil-
itary ones. The aim of the research was to analyze possible connections between the Russian
backed separatist forces, as well as Russian special operation forces on Ukrainian East, and the
Russian media propaganda. It was proved that separatists’ activities are more influenced by
Russian propaganda, than by international activities aimed at peaceful resolving of the conflict.
As a result, the reversed regression model was created, which can prove direct connection be-
tween the number of firefights and specific propaganda phrases used by Russian “Russia Today”
propaganda channel. The model can be used to predict occurrence and the number of firefights
by analyzing the propaganda content according to the key words.

Current problems. Transformation of the Yalta-Potsdam order, which began in the late
1980s. was resulted in the collapse of the bipolar international system in 1991. The unique po-
sition of the United States as the sole superpower has opened before them the opportunity to in-
fluence the course and essence of international relations in a single-handed way. All the US
administrations of the post- bipolar era were guided by several basic principles. They were based
on the fact that the USA is a protector, initiator of liberal and religious values. Therefore, the US
should deal with authoritarian regimes and spread the neoliberal model of democracy as the uni-
versal and the best form. But in the end of Obama’s presidency, it became clear that the United
States faced with problems related to the preservation of leadership in the world. It caused the
discussion that many scientists point out on the existence of the neoliberal model of globaliza-
tion and democracy crises.

Analysis of recent research and publications revealed actual problems and prospects of im-
plementation of the strategy of US global leadership post-bipolar era. They have been reflected
in publications of Ukrainian, Western and Russian specialists and scientists in this field. Among
the western school of scientists it is possible to distinguish such researches as Zb. Brzezinski
[1], R. Dole, W. G. Hyland [2], R. Kagan [3], Sh. Schwenninger [4], J. White [5] etc.

Scientific achievements of the Ukrainian political science are represented by such scholars
as [. D. Dudko [6], D. M. Lakishyk [7], M. V.Ponomarev [8], G. A. Piskorska, I. I. Pohorska, M.
M. Ryzhkov [9], M. V. Fesenko [10], S. O. Shergin [11], N. L. Yakovenko [12].

Among the Russian scientists the most noteworthy scientific works are represented by D.
Zhilzov [13], A. P. Kabachenko [14], R. S. Mursalov [15], M. A. Troizky [16], A. V. Torkunov
[17], T. A. Shakleina [18] and so on.

The aim of the article is to compare and analyze the strategy of US global leadership for
the presidency of Bill Clinton, George. W. Bush and Barack Obama.
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The important research results. In the early 1990’s. the ruling US administration was the
Republican one with President George. W. Bush Sr., whose foreign policy as well as his prede-
cessor’s Ronald Reagan, was determined by neoconservative ideologues of US foreign policy.
It featured a strong ambition to gain global leadership and a readiness to provide the conditions
for this at all costs. Approval of US leadership served as a necessary counterbalance to the ex-
pansion of the Soviet Union, which threatened the freedom and security in the world.

However, the collapse of the USSR has not made significant changes to the policy settings
of Republicans. In this respect Zb. Brzezinski characterizes the beginning of the new post-bipo-
lar era in the following way: “As a result of the collapse of the rival the United States found them-
selves in a unique position. They became the first and the only true one global power ... The
situation that has arisen put on the Republican Administration three global missions that are not
identical to the traditional problems of national security. The success or failure of the United
States in their implementation of ambitious plans had to serve as a test of their capability for
global leadership against the background of strengthening the national aspirations of the inhab-
itants of all continents and sudden shifts of geopolitical balance” [19].

The end of the “Cold War”, loss of the global enemy and alongside with it the global threat,
weakened the position of neoconservatives that came to power in the US in 1993. The Demo-
cratic administration of Bill Clinton (1993-2000) has adopted a liberal-conservative conception
of global leadership. In this context, the analysis of foreign policy strategy of Clinton adminis-
tration allows us to make political examination of the US global leadership strategies on the
early stage of post-bipolar period. In broad-spectrum, the US strategy under the presidency of
B. Clinton was aimed at achieving global leadership based on force and the regulation of inter-
national relations involving allies such as the EU and international organizations such as NATO.
In general, for the period of the presidential administration of B. Clinton the force regulation or
aspiration for hegemony was liberal.

Three National Security Strategies of the United States of 1994, 1995 and 1996 were de-
veloped and adopted during B. Clinton’s presidency under one and the same name — “The strat-
egy of involvement in international affairs and the spread of democracy in the world”. The
abovementioned Strategies focused on the security and prosperity of the country by supporting
the US status as a major world power, strengthening active leadership of the country abroad as
a necessary factor in improving safety, the recovery of the US economy and opening it to the new
markets. But the long-term goal of Washington was to build a new world order led by the United
States and the leading countries of the world that belong to the Western democracy, with a grad-
ual accession to it by many other countries which share the principles of market economy and
other Western values. Thus the main objectives set out in the abovementioned documents are
based on the ideas that complement each other and directed to enhance security by means of
armed forces effectiveness. Much attention is paid to the ways of promoting the economic growth
of the USA and strengthening democracy abroad [20, p. 6, 7].

It should be noted that often the views of representatives of liberal, neoliberal, conservative
and neo-conservative directions in the science of international relations coincided concerning the
methods of the US ambition implementation towards global leadership and priorities in foreign
policy. Namely for these reasons, the official US national security strategies are ideological sym-
biosis with certain differences between the conceptual views. It is stated that supporters of the
Democratic Party had more rhetoric about democracy, collectivism and diplomacy. On the other
hand the supporters of the Republican Party often underline a threat to national security and ex-
istence of the enemies of the United States. But both Democrats and Republicans were unani-
mous on the issue of ways to use the US military power to implement their global strategies. It
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was aimed at protecting the US interests that are focused on the transformation of the interna-
tional system based on the ideas of liberal democracy [21, p. 36].

President Clinton was able to realize ambitious plans to implement the US strategy of global
leadership because he had a new vision of the problems of the United States at the turn of the
twenty-first century. In the era of globalization and the formation of post-industrial society, the
rapid development of information and communication technologies the Clinton administration
put emphasis on human capital development, that was accompanied by investments in educa-
tion and health care. Against this background of all the above mentioned the considerable at-
tention was paid namely to economic development, that allowed steady growth in the US
economy. Thus, from 1992-2001 the US GDP grew in more than 1.5 times, from 6 trillion of
USD to 10 trillion of USD. An important contribution to the US economic growth made by the
Clinton administration turned to be the creation of NAFTA, which created a common market
with population of over 400 million of people that are the residents of the USA, Canada and Mex-
ico. These achievements were accompanied by the implementation of the strategy of spreading
American values, culture and especially the neo-liberal model of democracy. It allowed to char-
acterize the Clinton administration’s foreign policy course as “democratic leadership” with el-
ements of “liberal hegemony” because of the comprehensive control over all international
processes, regions and definite states.

George Bush Jr., the third US president (2001-2009), alongside with the Republican Party
made significant changes in the US foreign policy, which is meant to support policy of the global
US leadership. The new approach is often characterized as a “neoconservative”. Abstract ideo-
logical foundations of the new administration soon appeared in the US foreign policy, which
gradually began to take shape of a new doctrine. The starting point came a few months after the
inauguration of George Bush Jr. to the presidency when on the September 11, 2001 a series of
terrorist attacks took place. This sorrow event empowered the new Republican administration
to declare a “war against terrorism”.

Thus, the beginning of the presidency of George Bush Jr. in the United States was marked
by the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001 that dramatically affected the doctrinal dimension
of the US foreign policy strategy. In the whole, the “Bush doctrine” was based on a number of
documents, among which one can single out the National Strategy of information exchange,
National Strategy for combating terrorism, National Security Strategy of the USA in 2002, the
National Security Strategy of the USA in 2006, National Strategy for Homeland Security and in
the document named “Five years after the September eleventh”.

Central place in the conceptual dimension of the strategy of US global leadership under the
President of George Bush Jr. takes the concept of the so-called “hard” hegemony. It was imple-
mented by Bush’s Republican Administration and was developed by scientists and politicians
who represented “the right direction” of traditional conservatism. Among the American schol-
ars of US foreign policy primarily distinguishes scientific refinement of Zb. Brzezinski that jus-
tifies the need for American global leadership. In this context it should be especially noted that
scientific views of M. McFaul and M. Albright has also became the significant background for
traditional conservatism development. Their views could be described as liberal ones with ex-
treme conservative positions. According to this concept, the United States had exclusive rights
and the possibility for the formation of a new international order for the American model, ac-
cording to the Western values, based on existing international political, military and economic
organizations that have proved effectiveness and ensured the victory of the West in the Cold
War. According to the supporters of this approach, other members of the international commu-
nity had to adapt themselves to the new system.
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Security Strategy 2002 identifies the main aim of preserving peace by “fighting terrorism
and tyranny” [22]. The problem of terrorism as a major threat to the national security had to be
solved through “the use of any available weapon in the arsenal — military power, homeland and
internal security improvement, enforcement of the law, work of intelligence and other important
events to discontinue the financing of terrorist organizations” [23]. The “Bush Doctrine” made
a significant emphasis on the military component of the US foreign policy. The main thesis be-
came the one that concerned elimination of threats using preventive operations of military and
paramilitary nature, performed either solely by the USA or in coalition with other countries [24,
p. 60].

National Security Strategy of the United States of 2006 is often referred to as security strat-
egy in war [25]. Having identical structure with the previous document, the new strategy fo-
cused on the global war on terrorism and included aspects such as resolving regional conflicts,
strengthening allied formations and overcoming the challenges of globalization. Security Strat-
egy of 2006 contained a report on the results achieved according to the objectives of the previ-
ous strategy (2002), and identified the main priorities for the future. In this context it should be
mentioned that the military achievements in Iraq and Afghanistan were undoubtedly exagger-
ated. Thus, among the achievements of the US foreign policy it is worth mentioning the loss of
“Al Qaeda’s” positions in Afghanistan and the development of democratic system in Iraq. For
sure it clearly contradicts to the present-day views on the situation and the US military action in
these countries by B. Obama’s Administration. In the final part of the 2006 Security Strategy it
is stated that “America has faced with significant challenges, but has huge potential and oppor-
tunities to deal with them”, which once again confirms the belief in the existence of unipolar
world led by the US [23].

That same year, in addition to the National Security Strategy of the USA (2006) the Na-
tional Strategy for combating terrorism was adopted [26]. Under conditions of having war against
terrorism the fundamental ground of the new document became “the destruction of the largest
network “Al Qaeda” and opposition to the radical ideology that inspires others to join the ter-
rorist movement”. Methods to achieve this goal correspond to the methods specified in the Na-
tional Security Strategy (2002, 2006), and also include the fight against proliferation of weapons
of mass destruction and the existence of the phenomenon of extremist states. In September 2006,
a document called “Five years after the eleventh of September: successes and challenges” was
developed. It analyzed the achievements and potential threats that the international community
faces in the global war on terrorism [23].

Within the liberal-realist conception of leadership the doctrine of Barack Obama represents
notable scientific interest as it analyses the future prospects of the US leadership in the world.
According to many analysts Barack Obama rejected the American leadership, an idea that for
decades defined the US role in the world and consciously reduced American global commit-
ments. However, against this background declarative rhetoric of Obama is based on thorough
conceptual support of foreign policy, including the National Security Strategy of 2010, 2015.
Thus Obama’s declarative rhetoric indicates that the USA would not abandon the policy of world
leadership, and even with the new approaches and available resources the USA would be able
to strengthen their leading positions.

In February 2015, the US President Barack Obama presented the new National Security
Strategy to the Congress. This is his second and the last official and binding document that re-
flects the strategic vision of the democratic administration of the contemporary world order, the
place and the role of the USA in it. Achievements of the democratic administration that were pre-
sented in it are positioned as a vector for further development of the USA. It is notable that the
first Obama’s National Security Strategy of 2010 corresponds much better to the changing in-
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ternational conditions than the new strategic vision of 2015. It is completely built on the con-
cept, formulated in 2010, the key points of which have not undergone to significant changes. It
was the concept of national renewal and the return of US global leadership. The strategy was
aimed at constructing the foundations of American power and global influence. It is based on the
idea of “reasonable force” represented by the Obama administration in 2009, which provided that
the power and influence in the world begin from renewal inside the country. That’s why Obama
has placed into the foundation of national security strategy all the major social priorities of his
presidency — a strong economy, affordable education and health, energy security, innovation
[27].

In the National Security Strategy of 2015 the abovementioned idea of “inner power” as the
ground for global influence was completely preserved. Moreover the leadership strategy im-
plementation is completely moved from the National Security Strategy of 2010 as it has all the
components of “smart power”: a strong military, a strong economy, skilful diplomacy and uni-
versal values. The new strategy also provides the US orientation on joint action through part-
nership, coalitions and international organizations. The USA still reserves the right to unilateral
use of force, but only in the case of imminent danger to its national security. The list of the major
threats in general remained unchanged: nuclear weapons, climate changes and pandemics. The
place of terrorism, that in 2010 was the main threat, took a broader concept — extremism. The
threat of the spread and use of nuclear weapons is still on the first place [27].

Barack Obama’s foreign policy strategy is very different from the strategy of global lead-
ership of George. W. Bush Jr. and suggests carrying major efforts to restore the capacity of
“moral leadership the US”, the formation of pro-American world public opinion. The National
Security Strategy of Barack Obama recognizes the value of partnership. It gives more importance
to civil as opposed to military dimension and underlines the importance of dialogue and na-
tional need to strengthen international institutions. The strategy also highlights the political as-
pirations of the USA to support the formation of the international order that can solve the
problems of international security for the sake of US global leadership. [28] Taking it all into con-
sideration, changes in the forms and methods of implementation of American leadership were
directed to eliminate imbalances that destabilize the international political system [29].

Conclusions. Nowadays, the US strategy of leadership is increasingly exposed to criticism.
It is reported that attempts to unilaterally solve global military, economic, ideological and po-
litical problems turned to be the main reason of the US power “overloading” and led the US to
the loss of their dominant role in the globalizing international system. Apart from the integra-
tion component, in the context of globalization, the disintegration vector that includes region-
alization of world economy and politics became clearly apparent. There is a potential threat to
the US leadership in the global economy. Before the third year of the war in Iraq, the status of
world moral leader which came to the US after the collapse of the Soviet Union was finally lost.
There was a need to formulate a new strategy for US global leadership. American political sci-
entists have proposed a new vision of global leadership strategy: to proclaim a “polarless world”
and haven taken under the control the key, from a resourceful and a strategic point of view, re-
gions of the planet, in fact to regain leverage of the global governance. The spread of freedom
and liberal democracy are declared to be the main goals. These concepts are approved by dis-
appearance from the “Defensive strategy of the USA 2008, one of the major national strategies
after 1991, thesis that in the USA in the nearest future there would be no global rivals.
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Abstract. The present article reviews the current set of interests of the United States of
America in respect of Latin American countries. The author believes that the key groups of in-
terests pursued by the US in Latin America are as follows: political and security interests, eco-
nomic interests, and combined interests, the most important of the latter being the interests
relating to combating drug trafficking.

The author believes that the economic interest, albeit being a secondary one in terms of for-
mal hierarchy of interests, is in fact one of the core US interests in the region at present. The US
is interested to preserve its influence upon the Latin American market, and further engage the
Latin American workforce and industrial capacities to the benefit of the US economy. The US
pursues its interests in Latin America, inter alia, through various integration projects, includ-
ing NAFTA, CAFTA-DR, FTAA, and a range of free trade areas.

The article also addresses the interest of the US in the field of prevention of drug traffick-
ing, which constitutes an important area of cooperation between the US and the Latin Ameri-
can countries concerned. The author argues that, despite the fact that the current outcomes of
the ongoing war on drugs may be perceived as controversial, the issue in question serves as a
strong factor contributing to the growth of the US influence over, and its presence within, the re-
gion.

The article also reviews key methods used by the US to further its interests in Latin Amer-
ica, including the classical methods and those relating to soft power.

Problem description. Contemporary studies of the American influence in Latin America
and the Caribbean (LAC) are of significant scientific and practical interest. Having preserved for
a long historical period the status of a key military, political and economic player in the region,
the US nevertheless more and more frequently encounters challenges to its influence on the
LAC states. The aforementioned status of the US in Latin America is undermined by both in-
ternal and external regional factors — in the first place, the growing impact of other global power
centers such as the EU, China, and the RF. Therefore, attempts become relevant to understand
how the US is trying to respond to the modern challenges and preserve representation of its in-
terests in the LAC.

The aim of the article is to explore the principal contemporary interests of the US in Latin
America, and to identify the methods used by Washington to promote these interests in the re-
gion.

Analysis of the latest publications. The US policy in the LAC is one of the traditional
spheres of academic interest both for North American and for Latin American researchers, which
fact is explained by high practical relevance of this subject for the politics and economics of all
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participants of inter-American relations. The specific nature of US involvement in the LAC af-
fairs, the place and role of this superpower in the development of the Latin American sub-sys-
tem of international relations became the topic of studies by such scientists as P. Meyer, J. Bagley,
J. Livingston. The US economic interests in the LAC are furthermore discussed by S. Khan, N.
Soroka, and others. B. Bagley, ] Hornbeck, and others put a special focus on studying the prob-
lem of combating trans-border drug-related crimes and drug trafficking, which is a serious as-
pect of inter-American relations and at the same time one of the spheres of promotion of US
interests in the region.

At the same time, it should be acknowledged that researchers’ interest in the problems of
inter-American dialog is currently lower in Ukraine than in the West. However, respective works
of such Ukrainian scientists as N. M. Vesela, O. 1. Kovaliova, Yu. P. Palii, and A.V. Bredikhin,
should be mentioned.

Presentation of the key material of the study. The end of the Cold War and development
of new realities in Latin America led to a new agenda for the US in the region. The issue of
defining and protecting the principal US interests in Latin America became more relevant.

In a researcher’s opinion, at the current stage the following key interests of the US in the
LAC can be identified: political, security, economic, and specific interests placed at the junction
of these main issues.

Based on the results of analysis of the US strategic thinking heritage, the formal priority
focus of Washington in Latin America is a set of interests in the political and security sphere.
First, the US is interested in the stability of friendly political systems and governments. Second,
it is interested, as in the times of bipolar world, in preventing political forces, which the United
States considers hostile, from coming to the region. During the Cold War, this force was repre-
sented by the Communist ideology and its supporters. At present, the key problems the US is try-
ing to overcome within the framework of protection of its political interests in the region also
include international terrorism, trans-border crime, and other challenges for the US national se-
curity, which in one way or another are manifested in the LAC. However, despite a significant
formal status of this interest in the hierarchy of foreign political priorities of the US in the LAC,
it should be mentioned that, in fact, the political interests of Washington in the region are focused
mostly on the area of maintaining a regular dialog with Latin American states, and they are not
related to any form of political struggle in the spirit of the Cold War times.

Another key interest of the US in Latin America that can be named as the second in terms
of its formal status and the leading in terms of its significance, is the economic interest. More
specifically, the US is interested in cooperation with Latin American states that brings profits and
facilitates development of the US economy. This being said, one can assume that the Latin Amer-
ican region performs three functions: it is a large market for sales of products made in the US,
a large investment object, and an important link of American economy being a supplier of raw
materials and labor force as well as a kind of an “assembling station” for American corpora-
tions.

Trade takes the leading place in the context of economic cooperation between the US and
Latin America and is one of its main driving forces. It is estimated that its volume reaches ap-
proximately one trillion dollars a year. At present, Latin American countries account for ap-
proximately a quarter of the overall American exports. According to the results of 2015, the US
exported to Latin America nearly $422 billion worth of goods and services [31]. It should also
be mentioned that according to the US government experts, every billion received from export
creates workplaces for approximately 5,600 Americans [29]; hence, the Latin American market
alone makes it possible to maintain approximately 2.4 million workplaces in the US.

In its turn, in 2015, Latin American countries exported to the US almost 43% of all its prod-
ucts in the amount totaling 412 billion dollars [24]. This fact makes it possible to state that for
every country in the region but Cuba, the US is a trade partner number one or number two in
terms of significance. It can also be claimed that the majority of countries in this region have crit-
ical dependence on the American market whereas trade between the United States and Latin
America is an important aspect of cooperation and a large factor of economic development for
both sides.

In addition to trade, investment cooperation is developing dynamically. One should mention
that American investors actively invest money in Latin America. Today, the US is one of the lead-
ers in terms of direct investments in the region, although it does not take the first place (losing
ground to the EU). For instance, approximately 30% of direct foreign investments to Mexico are
of “American” origin, the same is true about approximately 15% — to Columbia, and nearly 33%
—to Central American countries [21]. In the author’s opinion, these figures fail to show the com-
plete picture of the US penetration in Latin American economy. It should also be mentioned that
the US brings its production and other facilities to Latin America, which makes it possible to save
on labor force and transaction costs [27]. According to the data for 2015, out of 25 largest
transnational corporations working in Latin America, 10 were US-owned companies [17]. At the
same time, D. Trump’s coming to power in the US and his initiatives concerning the transfer of
production facilities back to the United States will hardly change the aforementioned realities
since the economic advantages of investing in the LAC and using it as one of the links in the US
economy form a strong objective factor that will continue to dictate the logics of behavior of the
American entrepreneurship community.

These realities give us grounds to state that the economy in the US and Latin America is
characterized by a high degree of mutual penetration. This results in a trend toward integration
of the US economy and economy of Latin American states. The author believes that economic
integration is becoming one of the important formats of representation of American interests,
which is used by the US to ensure connection of the LAC to its national economy and to
strengthen its presence in the region.

In this vein, Washington offered a number of projects to Latin American countries in the in-
tegration sphere; the key projects included the initiative for creation of the NAFTA and FTAA
(or Free Trade Area of the Americas).

The North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) became an important explicit step
toward strengthening the economic and political influence of the US in the southern hemisphere
by means of integration. NAFTA, which includes the US, Canada, and Mexico, is the key free
trade zone in North America. The organization has a clear regional protectorate nature; stimu-
lating commodity exchange inside the block by eliminating the barriers for free trade and flow
of capital, it discriminates external manufacturers and suppliers.

NAFTA became a powerful instrument of the US influence on Latin America. Involvement
into this association of such a leading country in the region as Mexico, enabled the US to insti-
tutionally strengthen its influence on this state and — indirectly — on the entire LAC region.

At the same time, one should mention the controversial nature of Mexico’s participation in
NAFTA both for this country and for the further dynamics of the US influence on Latin Amer-
ica. On the one hand, large manufacturers of industrial products (e.g. automobiles, pharmaceu-
ticals, technical equipment) came to the country and brought certain elements of their production
cycle. The US was able to receive a large number of labor migrants, and mutual trade increased
significantly. On the other hand, the most polluting production facilities were moved to Mexico,
which significantly deteriorated the environmental situation. Negative consequences for the en-
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vironment were furthermore strengthened by the fact that, in view of the growing competition
in the agricultural sector caused by the appearance in the Mexican market of subsidized Amer-
ican products, local agricultural producers were forced to actively use more environmentally
aggressive technologies of growth stimulation. According to the Carnegie Fund’s estimates,
Mexico’s direct losses alone from the deteriorated ecological situation amount to approximately
36 billion dollars per year whereas adding new lands to the turnover results in the annual loss
of 630,000 hectares of forests. In terms of labor resources, the most mobile and educated peo-
ple began to leave the country in the first place, which could not have a positive impact on Mex-
ico’s economic development. In financial terms, having become an attractive place for short-term
investments, Mexico went through a brief investment boom in the mid-1990s, yet this boom
was replaced with a serious financial crisis whose consequences continued to be seen through-
out the following decade. Having opened its market for the NAFTA partners, Mexico faced com-
petition from their subsidized agriculture, which resulted in a loss of 1.3 million jobs in the
agricultural sector [3, p. 23-27]. The mixed effects became visible also in the trade and eco-
nomic sphere. After signing the NAFTA agreement, Mexico ended up with a significant surplus
in trade with the USA. Whereas in 1994 Mexico had a surplus in trade with its northern neigh-
bor totaling 1.3 billion dollars, in 1995 the surplus reached 16 billion dollars; as of 2015, the pos-
itive balance of Mexican-American trade fluctuated at the level of around $58 billion. However,
this surplus does not create the desired positive effect for Mexican economy since, in fact, it is
formed by the tax-free added value received from the processing of American semi-finished
products and raw materials by the American companies located in Mexico. In general, partici-
pation in NAFTA rendered Mexico dependent on the US economy, which had a destructive im-
pact on the less protected, structurally balanced, and technologically intensive Mexican economy.
Therefore, this projection of trade and economic interests of the USA in the Latin American re-
gion had a controversial effect in Mexico.

In the international politics dimension, the obvious US hegemony in this structure had a
mixed impact on Mexico’s status in the context of its relations with the rest of the Latin Amer-
ican countries. Powerful LAC countries, first of all, Brazil, Argentina, and Venezuela, which
are moving towards the establishment of a common free trade market in South America (Mer-
cosur), are forced to increasingly distance themselves from Mexico. The Mexican example (as
a negative one) is actively used in the Latin American scientific, social, and political discourse.
In general, Mexico’s participation in this integrational organization distanced this country from
the rest of the countries in the region in the foreign political sense, and led to its partial isola-
tion.

Nonetheless, one can say that NAFTA has been implemented as an ideology and a form of
integration as well as a specific regional trade group. NAFTA enabled the USA to tie Mexico to
the US economy and solidify its political and administrative influence on one of the largest and
most influential Latin American countries. At the same time, NAFTA helped to actually exclude
Mexico from the integrational processes in Latin America on which the USA has no impact. It
was done regardless of the displeasure of a certain part of the population, enterprises and man-
agerial elites of all participants of the bloc, the most influential part of which support NAFTA.
This, combined with the deep mutual penetration of economies of the member states, ensures the
further prospects for the existence of this structure. The author believes that this all is in line with
the American interests, and objectively facilitates strengthening of the USA’s impact in the re-
gion.

At the same time, the significance of NAFTA experience for the US politics concerning pro-
motion of its interests in Latin American countries is not limited to the foregoing. For instance,
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after the introduction and beginning of activities under NAFTA, the American administration ini-
tiated expansion of its effect on the entire Latin American region. It was suggested that the Free
Trade Agreement of the Americas (FTAA, or ALKA in Spanish transcription) should be estab-
lished. In other words, NAFTA became a kind of a prototype for the Pan-American free trade
area project.

It should be mentioned that the US foreign political department for the first time presented
the idea to develop a region-wide organization of not only political but also of economic nature
(the idea to create a union “from Arctic to Antarctic”) in the 1960s. However, at that time it was
not supported by Latin American countries. As a result, for a long time the US focused on bi-
lateral relations with the countries in this region by developing and using special approaches to
each individual partner. Such a position looked even more logical from the viewpoint of the
American foreign policy effective at the time, which made it possible to separate Latin Ameri-
can countries, differentiate them, and in this way strengthen the USA’s presence in the region.
The attitude of Washington to economic integration strengthened against the background of a
gradual growth of Latin America’s own integrational projects. Seeing the threat presented by
Latin American integration to its position of a leader and an arbiter in the region, the USA placed
its stake on directing these integrational processes so as to make them controlled by Washing-
ton.

Another important motive that forced the USA to do this was the historical aspiration of the
US leadership to consolidate the economic potential of this hemisphere under its own patronage,
to develop the Pan-American economic system on the basis of preferential relations in the trade
and investment sphere. The model for a new integrational group was supposed to be based on
NAFTA.

The first top-level meeting at which the specific task related to the FTAA (ALKA) estab-
lishment was discussed took place in 1994. Thirty-four countries of North and South Americas
(except Cuba) supported the idea of gradual elimination of trade and investment barriers in order
to create all necessary conditions for the FTAA launch by 2005. The FTAA was supposed to be-
come a half-planetary financial and economic zone with the population of over 800 million peo-
ple and the total GDP exceeding 13 trillion dollars [1, p. 26].

However, they did not succeed in achieving this ambitious goal at once. On the one hand,
at the beginning of the XXI century, economic conditions for the USA were not favorable for
implantation of this unprecedentedly large-scale project. On the other hand, differences in the
participants’ goals were rather deep. For instance, not all Latin American countries and integra-
tional associations assessed the prospect of the FTAA as positive from the point of view of their
interests. Later on, the global economic crisis became an additional powerful factor having a neg-
ative impact on promotion of this integrational initiative. Not only did it force the participants
of the process to transfer the focus of their active attention to their own domestic affairs having
moved the integration agenda lower in the list of priorities and tasks, but it also narrowed the in-
tegration resource base.

At the same time, the USA had to deal with the consolidated opposition from a number of
Latin American countries and the existing groups. For instance, there was an opposition to the
FTAA from the South American common market, Mercosur. One of the main disagreements be-
tween the USA and the Mercosur association (as well as with other Latin American regional as-
sociations) referred to the US governmental subsidies for domestic farmers. In the opinion of
Latin American states, it significantly harms the South American export of agricultural products
and runs contrary to the principles of market relations. Furthermore, representatives of Latin
American countries had a concern that a gap between the competitive power of their goods and
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products and that of goods and products manufactured in the US economy is too large, and this
can potentially lead to the local business losing its positions [2, p. 31].

A consistent position of several Latin American countries became another factor that had a
significant negative impact on perception of the prospect of this association in Latin America.
These countries were afraid that the USA would place the leading role in the free trade zone. The
example of NAFTA, the introduction of which as described above had a mixed effect in Mex-
ico, was also taken into consideration. Among the countries that actively opposed the estab-
lishment of ALKA within the timelines identified at the end of XX century were such big Latin
American players as Brazil, Argentina, and Chile. The concerns of Latin American partners of
the USA were not only of economic but also of political nature. For instance, the then president
of Venezuela, Hugo Chavez (and later also his political followers in the LAC region) strongly
opposed the establishment of ALKA since, in his opinion, this structure could enable the USA
to officially control its southern neighbors [10].

In view of these circumstances, the implementation of the ALKA idea came to a dead end.
It became obvious, among other things, during the “meeting of two Americas” that took place
in November 2005 in the Argentinian town of Mar del Plata. The meeting was attended by lead-
ers of 34 countries (except for Cuba), who had to discuss the problems related to the FTAA
(ALKA) establishment. At the very beginning of the meeting, participants split themselves into
two diplomatic camps. One included the US President and heads of the supporting countries,
where the majority was formed by small Central American and Caribbean countries (the main
group being members of NAFTA and CAFTA-DR), and the second included the leaders of
Brazil, Argentina, Uruguay, Paraguay and Venezuela (the main group being the Mercosur mem-
bers). The meeting was held in the environment of deep controversies, tension, and massive
anti-American demonstrations. In general, the summit ended in a failure: it demonstrated that at
this stage, the way to the continental free trade zone could not be continued, and its participants
had diverse interests and, as a result, belonged to different camps. A group of 26 states partici-
pating in the process agreed on the feasibility of holding a similar summit one year later, but it
was never organized [2, p. 34]. One can say that, regardless of the efforts of American diplomacy,
the idea of development of the Pan-American free trade zone was temporarily frozen.

However, it seems that despite the aforementioned factors, the creation of such structure as
the FTA/ALKA, i.e. a kind of its “own” international market, remained an important task for the
USA for the future. The establishment of the trade and investment zone that would cover the
Western hemisphere would significantly help the USA to strengthen its regional “rear area” by
consolidating economic, military and political assets of the countries in this region under the con-
trol of Washington, which would enable the latter to secure its role of the economic and politi-
cal “super-leader” of XXI century. These considerations became particularly important against
the backdrop of such adverse circumstances for the United States as the global economic crisis,
the EU strengthening with its own currency, which became a significant rival for the US dollar
over the recent several years, growth of China’s importance as well as development of other in-
tegrational structures in the increasingly globalized world. Furthermore, the existence of the
inter-American military and political system created after World War II, which functions under
the “umbrella” of the Organization of American States (OAS), still enables the USA to keep
Latin American countries within the orbit of its influence, and this is an additional tool of the
“vertical” integration. Hence, it can be concluded that the USA will continue, in one form or an-
other, to implement the idea of establishment of ALKA (or a similar association) in the practi-
cal sphere in the upcoming decades.
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As discussed above, simultaneously with the work on creating a large regional economic
community, the USA was promoting its own local integration project in the LAC, which had the
same goal — to secure the US economic interests and political influence in the region.

First, the USA continued to work on changing its economic positions in the Caribbean and
Central America. This region traditionally depends on the USA politically, and therefore the US
integrational projects here were progressing much more efficiently compared to the rest of Latin
America. As of today, a multilateral integrational association has been created in the region
known as DR-CAFTA (Dominican Republic-Central America Free Trade Area). This free trade
area was introduced in 2003 under the name of CAFTA and initially encompassed the USA,
Nicaragua, Costa Rica, El Salvador, and Honduras. In 2004, they were joined by the Domini-
can Republic. In general, the free trade area conditions were similar to those under NAFTA and
envisaged a gradual mutual decrease of the trade tariffs, creation of the most favorable condi-
tions for the participating states’ enterprises, and liberalization of investment laws [18].

Second, work continued on developing bilateral free trade areas. For instance, in 2004, the
USA signed a free trade agreement with Chile. Since 2009, the free trade regime has been im-
plemented in relations between the USA and Peru. Similar agreements were signed with Co-
lumbia and Panama; both agreements came into effect in 2012 [22].

The introduction of free trade areas in all cases significantly revived trade between the USA
and Latin American countries that signed respective agreements. More specifically, during the
first five years after implementing a free trade agreement with Chile, the commodity turnover
between these two countries increased by more than 140% [19]. In general, at the beginning of
the current century, the total trade volume between the USA and its partners under free trade
agreements reached approximately half a trillion dollars. This facilitates the economic devel-
opment of the USA and Latin American countries, and strengthens the American positions in the
economic and political life of these countries. At the same time, local integrational projects — bi-
lateral and multilateral — are leading step by step to the general regional integration with the
United States. Even if the FTAA project is never resumed, it can gradually happen so that all
Latin American countries or a majority of them will find themselves in free trade relations with
the US.

Therefore, trade, investments and international integration are important elements of the
methodology of promotion of the US interests (primarily, economic) in the LAC region.

Specific US interest in Latin America is placed at the intersection of politics, security and
economy. It refers to such a sensitive sphere as combating drug trafficking.

The drug trafficking problem has an objective nature. The United States, the population of
which has high living standards and incomes, is a large consumer of drugs, whereas compara-
tively poor Latin American countries act as producers. The USA is the world leader in terms of
drugs consumption. According to experts, the amount of drugs sold in the USA every year to-
tals $150 billion. The Americans spend approximately 40 billion dollars per year on cocaine
alone [5, p. 18]. The main drugs consumed in the United States are heroin, cocaine, and mari-
huana. According to the economic logics, demand stimulates respective supply whereas the huge
profit margin makes drug trafficking extremely attractive for criminals both in Latin America and
in the USA.

The principal suppliers of heroin to the US market are Mexico, which produces 9% of all
heroin on the planet, and Columbia, which is responsible for 1% of global production thereof.
Cocaine is produced by three leading countries, where the coca crop is traditional, and where
mountainous conditions make its growth possible: Columbia (45% of the American market),
Peru (35-40%), and Bolivia (15-20%). Marihuana for the US consumers is grown mostly in
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Mexico, whose criminals annually “supply” to the United States around 1,100 tons of this plant;
Mexico also accounts for the production of 80% of methamphetamine sold in the USA. The
countries for cocaine and heroin transit are the Caribbean and Central American countries. In all
of them, growth, processing, transportation and sale of drugs are a highly profitable business con-
trolled by mafia groups, drug cartels (such as Mexican Los Zetas and Sinaloa) as well as rebel
armed groups functioning in Columbia (first of all, FARC — the Revolutionary Armed Forces of
Colombia) and Peru (the Shining Path group). Mexican drug cartels alone earn on drug traf-
ficking from 18-20 to 39-50 billion dollars per year [13, p. 10-12]. Access to financial and
armed resources at this scale turns the respective criminal groups into a serious trans-border
player at the regional level, struggle with which requires significant systemic and closely coor-
dinated international effort.

Drug trafficking has a considerable negative impact on the USA. It is estimated that the
number of drug addicts in the United States at present exceeds 20 million [26]. Every year, 30
to 50 thousand people die in the USA because of drug consumption; in total, from 2004 to 2014,
drug overdose resulted in the deaths of almost half a million US citizens [32, p. 101]. Tens of
billions of dollars that could go to economy and the state budget are spent on drugs and crime
financing.

Consequently, drug trafficking presents a significant challenge to security of the United
States; combating drug trafficking took a serious place in the context of foreign political activ-
ities aimed at promoting the interests of Washington in Latin America.

It is only natural that the US government is consistently working on overcoming this acute
problem. Since 1971, the USA has been officially waging the “war on drugs”, that is, imple-
menting a set of political measures aimed at decreasing the demand for drugs and reducing their
accessibility. The latter aspect of these activities is directly related to the tasks of the US foreign
policy in Latin America. Within the framework of the war against drugs, the US actively coop-
erates with the governments of producing and transit states to reduce the areas under drug crops,
destroy production, disorganize transportation and sales networks, fight mafia cartels as well as
military-political groups involved in drug trafficking. The United States provides financial and
military support to local governments for combating drugs. For instance, within the framework
of the Dignity Plan supported by the United States, in the early 2000s Bolivia was able to sig-
nificantly reduce the area sown with coca. Thanks to the Columbia Plan of the US, which was
adopted in 2000, this country began to receive a large-scale support from the US for organiza-
tion of efficient armed forces and conducting military operations against drug cartels and FARC.
Within the framework of the Merida Initiative approved in 2007, Mexico received $2.5 billion
for provision of training and technical equipment to the armed structures involved in the “war
on drugs” [8].

However, despite the huge financial expenses, results of the “war on drugs” are ambiguous.
Destruction of plantations in the most “problematic” districts results in the growth of raw ma-
terials for drugs in other places, which leads to geographic “spread” of the drug business and its
expansion to the previously safe places (such as individual regions in Argentina and Brazil).
Elimination of large cartels in the 2000s resulted in fragmentation of the drug business, its ac-
quiring a “network” character, and upgrade of criminal actions against the law.

When talking about this aspect of ensuring the US interests in the LAC, one should men-
tion that drug trafficking and fight against it have serious negative consequences for Latin Amer-
ica. One of the main consequences is lower security and higher physical violence in the
producing and transit countries. For instance, in Mexico since 2006, when this country started
the official war against drug trafficking, more than 100,000 people were killed in the armed
clashes between the competing drug gangs and law enforcement officers [20]. Over a period of
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20 years, from the mid—1990s to the mid—2010s, more than 15,000 people were killed in the
course of special anti-drug trafficking operations of governmental and the US forces in Colum-
bia [9]. With the growth of drug traffic in all producing and transit countries, crime and murder
rates have significantly deteriorated. As of the beginning of the 2010s, an average murder rate
in Latin America was the worst among all regions worldwide and totaled 33 persons per 100,000
[15] (for comparison, an average murder rate in the world is 6.2 persons per 100,000 a year). It
should be noted that the highest indicators are reported for the producing and transit states. In
2014, the sad “leadership” was held by Honduras with 85 murders per 100,000 people [23], and
in 2015 it was outdone by El Salvador with 103 murders per 100,000 people. They are followed
by such transit states as Jamaica (45 murders per 100,000), Belize (34 murders per 100,000 peo-
ple) and Guatemala (30 murders per 100,000 people) as well as the producing country Colum-
bia (27 murders per 100,000 people) [7]. These figures are related to production, transportation,
and sales of drugs as well as the fight of criminal groups for control of the drug flows.

Furthermore, the society in respective countries finds itself under the deforming impact of
drug trafficking. Immense amounts of money circulating in the drug trade and belonging to
criminal cartels criminalize the economy and society in these countries, corrupt their politics, and
disrupt the psychological and business climate. All this does not facilitate democratic reforms
and normal economic development of Latin American counties.

At the same time, it should be mentioned that vulnerability of a number of countries (first
of all, Columbia, Peru, Mexico and Central American countries) to drug trafficking creates el-
ements of objective dependence of Latin American countries on the USA and its politics. Para-
doxically, the drug trafficking challenge is one of the factors that strengthens the United States’
impact on the region. The USA objectively has to interfere in order to solve this problem on the
ground, which necessitates the increase of its military and political presence in the LAC, which
respectively strengthens the efficiency of the tools the US uses to promote and protect its own
interests. In general, it can be said that the problem with drug trafficking and combating will re-
main one of the relevant problems in the dialog between the US and Latin America in the future,
and at the same time — one of the important spheres of their cooperation.

The US protects these basic interests in the region using a wide range of methods and means
that include the classic “tough” and the modern “soft” methods of influence. The “tough meth-
ods” include bilateral and multilateral diplomacy, the military power factor, and economic pol-
icy. The “soft” methods of influence, so-called “soft power”, include active public and media
diplomacy, cultural impact, and information policy.

In terms of politics and diplomacy, the US has accumulated an immense volume of bilateral
relations with Latin American countries. These relations are actively used by the United States
for achieving their own agenda in the region. The scale and intensiveness of inter-state, inter-gov-
ernmental, inter-departmental, inter-party and other contacts existing between the United States
and Latin American countries are very significant. In the author’s opinion, this is natural since
the Western hemisphere is the domain of the US exclusive interests, and the United States is the
leading driving force not only in the region but in the contemporary world as well. In the entire
context, it can be said that relations with the United States are either the key or an important el-
ement of foreign relations of any country in this region even if such country has a critical or hos-
tile attitude to the USA, for instance, modern Cuba or Venezuela under Presidents Chavez and
Maduro. At the same time, a majority of the LAC countries are connected to the USA in one or
another form of “special relations”, “special partnership” and the like.

One of the important elements of the ways of exercising the American influence in the LAC
is multilateral diplomacy. Inter-American conferences are the oldest forum for a political dialog
between the USA and Latin American countries. The first such conferences were organized
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under the auspices of the USA as far back as 1889-1890. Later, in 1948, based on the inter-
American conferences the Organization of American States was created that became the key in-
ternational forum for the Western hemisphere [25].

The US frequently used the Organization of American States and the inter-American dialog
in general to promote its political and security agenda in Latin America. More specifically, it in-
volved the OAS for countering the “Communist expansion” in the Western hemisphere. When
a revolution broke out in Cuba, and Cuba turned toward the Soviet Union and Marxist ideology,
the US mobilized its diplomatic potential in the OAS to demand Cuba’s exclusion from the Or-
ganization, which was done in 1962. In 1964, the USA managed to persuade all OAS members
except Mexico to sever diplomatic relations with Cuba. The purpose of it was to block Cuba and
place it in isolation, thus decreasing the probability of shaking the region and leading to its “com-
munization” as a result of its destabilizing politics and the role as the Soviet Union’s outpost. In
another situation, when a threat of the leftist revolution emerged in the Dominican Republic in
1965, the OAS was used for provision of political support for the American intervention pre-
sented as the OAS peacekeepers.

Using a similar scheme, with the help of this organization the US diplomats ensured legit-
imization of international intervention aimed at preventing instability and undemocratic trans-
formations in the member states. In accordance with the amendments introduced to the OAS
mandate in 1991, the Organization is officially authorized to interfere in domestic affairs of
American countries where democracy is under threat. This OAS mandate was used for respec-
tive interventions during political crises and revolutions in Haiti (1991), Peru (1992), Guatemala
(1993), Paraguay (1996), Ecuador (2004), Honduras (2009) etc. [6].

The USA also used the inter-American dialog to support its economic integration projects
mentioned above. For instance, the FTAA (ALKA) idea was announced in 1994 in Miami dur-
ing the summit of the Organization of American States.

It should be mentioned that it would not be correct to see the OAS exclusively as a US in-
strument. In practice, the inter-American dialog became a “two-way road” where every side re-
ceived some benefit. It was not only the US that promoted its interests using this format, but also
Latin American countries were able to present their opinion on the issues relevant for them and
to achieve better understanding among themselves and with the United States.

More specifically, within the framework of the Organization of American States, principles
of peaceful co-existence were formulated for supporting international stability. More specifi-
cally, under the auspices of the inter-American dialog, such international documents were de-
veloped as the Treaty to Avoid or Prevent Conflicts between the American States, the Convention
on Duties and Rights of States in the Event of Civil Strife, and others. Within the context of
inter-American conferences and the OAS is the development of numerous international legal
norms that are applied in the Western hemisphere, as well as their codification. Within the frame-
work of this format, Convention on Private International Law (1928), Pan-American Conven-
tion of Air Navigation (1928), American Convention on Human Rights (1969), Inter-American
Convention on International Commercial Arbitration (1975) and dozens of other key interna-
tional legal documents were developed.

Despite the change of epochs and official rhetoric, military force remains one of the main
“trumps” of the United States in a dialog with Latin America, one of the main means of protec-
tion of the USA’s interests in the region. The USA is objectively the strongest country in the re-
gion, and no country in the Western hemisphere can ignore this fact. Furthermore, elites in a
number of Latin American countries at present see the US as a defender and a guarantor of their
independence that not only safeguards foreign security, but also supports internal stability. For
instance, the US provides consistent military assistance to Columbia and Mexico in their fight
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against rebel groups that for a long time have been fighting against the central governments.
Such assistance includes both financial support, provision of weapons and equipment, training
of local military personnel, and direct participation of Americans in military operations.

In this context, the USA exercises wide-scale military presence in Latin America. US mili-
tary bases are one of the main forms of such presence. In the early 2010s, there were 22 mili-
tary bases and similar objects present in the region [30]. The United States preserves one of its
oldest overseas bases — Guantanamo base in Cuba. Large US military bases are present in Hon-
duras (Soto Cano), on the islands of Aruba and Curacao, and in Colombia. At the same time, it
should be mentioned that the USA is gradually moving away from the “classic”” model of using
military bases as its influence outposts. Responding, on the one hand, to public and political re-
sistance of part of the Latin American society to the US military bases, and on the other hand,
reducing the expenses, in the early 2000s, the USA started the process of “dispersal” of its mil-
itary presence in the region. Pentagon’s new approach reflects the principles of the “networking
centrism” concept, and envisages creation of a well-coordinated network of military facilities,
posts, and mini-bases scattered over the territory of Central America and the northern part of
South America. This network is used for performing intelligence functions (including technical),
communication, military and police cooperation with Latin American countries, and for creat-
ing an infrastructure for prompt deployment of mobile forces. The key link of this network are
the so-called “cooperative security locations” (CSL) — military bases and facilities that are jointly
used by the USA, its private military subcontractors, and the hosting partner states. Within the
framework of this change of concept, the USA has closed its large military bases in Panama
(1999) and Ecuador (2009), instead having opened a number of “cooperative security locations”
in other countries of the region, namely in Columbia, El Salvador, and Peru [4]. Other US mil-
itary facilities in Latin America within this network include approximately 20 radar stations
[28], big military training centers located in Peru and Chile, a military Center for humanitarian
assistance in the province of Chaco in Argentina [30] and others. It stands to reason that all or
the majority of the US military facilities in Latin America are used not only by the military, but
also by the intelligence community of the United States.

Furthermore, the “network centrism” of military presence and the cost saving are supported
by a package of agreements on military cooperation and access of the US armed forces signed
with the majority of Caribbean and Central American countries. Among other things, within the
format of military access, the US military personnel have a right to use Panamanian airports, Sal-
vadoran ports and other infrastructure in the region, suitable for military operations [11].

In general, it can be said that the USA retains considerable military presence in Latin Amer-
ica. In the context of representation of the US interests, such presence plays a dual political role.
First, it safeguards the special status of the USA as the most powerful country in military terms
in the region, and creates a huge potential for exercising political influence on all Latin Ameri-
can countries. Second, it is actively used as a current tool in the US politics — more specifically,
for supporting friendly democratic regimes and combating terrorism, rebel movements, and drug
trafficking.

The economic methodology of promoting US interests consists of a vast spectrum of lever-
ages. One should mention such specific feature of this methodology as the US granting prefer-
ential regimes of trade and economic cooperation to those partners that it wants to support for
political or economic reasons. For instance, in order to support friendly governments in Co-
lumbia, Ecuador, Peru, and Bolivia, and in order to reduce their economic losses from fighting
drug trafficking, the United States unilaterally granted significant commercial preferences to
these countries. In 1991, within the framework of the Law on Trade Preferences for Andean
Countries, the USA lifted its import tariffs first for 5,600 commodity groups from these coun-
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tries, and in 2002 — for 6,300 commodity items. As a result of introduction of such unilateral pref-
erences, exports from these countries to the USA increased several times within just a few years.
During the period of implementation of the Law, the Andean states achieved a huge surplus in
their trade with the USA, which exceeded 10 billion dollars a year.

Moreover, the United States widely provides economic assistance to Latin American coun-
tries. Annual expenses of the US budget on assistance to Latin America fluctuate at the level of
$1-2 billion (for instance, in 2011 it totaled nearly $1.9 billion, and in 2015 it exceeded $1.3 bil-
lion). According to the estimations, from 1946 to 2014, the USA spent a huge amount of money
on supporting Latin American countries totaling $160 billion [12]. Economic methods of influ-
ence have an effective impact on Latin American governments that are interested in US assis-
tance coming to their countries as well as proceeds from trade. These methods strengthen
pro-American orientation of the US partners, enhance its political stability and economic po-
tential, and facilitate advancement of American interests.

An important instrument of promoting the US interests in Latin America is the “soft power”
means. The US actively works in the region using the methods of “public diplomacy” and in-
formation influence to solve a number of political tasks. More specifically, it is trying to improve
its own image in the eyes of the Latin American population, propagate American values, and ex-
plain the goals of the US policy in the region. An important task of the US “public diplomacy”
is countering anti-American attitudes and stereotypes that are deeply rooted in perception and
the political discourse in Latin America. Within the framework of this policy, the US govern-
mental structures, and the Department of State in the first place, work in conjunction with non-
governmental organizations and private-public partnerships allocating money for numerous
projects that are implemented in Latin America.

Simultaneously, the USA is transforming itself into an even more influential source of in-
formation for Latin American countries. All large American media holdings and channels (CNN,
ABC, NBC, FOX, etc.) regularly broadcast in Spanish and Portuguese paying significant atten-
tion to local developments and their interpretation from the point of view of the United States
[16]. All these steps facilitate the increase of the USA’s role in Latin America, and the growth
of its capacity to influence the countries in this region in terms of “human dimension”.

Conclusions. The USA is the key player in Latin America in geopolitical, military, strate-
gic, and economic terms. The United States exercises significant impact on the region’s devel-
opment, its economic and political life. The principal US interests represented in the region are
political, economic, and security. The USA is interested in stability of political regimes in Latin
America and their democratic orientation. The United States actively promotes the ideology of
market liberalism and free trade at the level of the Western hemisphere. To achieve this goal, the
USA works to create the Pan-American Free Trade Area and simultaneously develops bilateral
and multilateral formats of free trade and economic integration with Latin American countries.
An important interest of the USA in the region that is placed at the intersection of political, eco-
nomic, and security interests is combating drug trafficking and the system of drugs delivery to
the illegal market in the US. To fulfil its interests in Latin America, the USA uses a wide range
of classic and soft methodologies, which include political, diplomatic, power-based, economic,
and information means.

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Abstract. The research is dedicated to the study of methodological problem of emergence
and evolution of the notion of “region’ within political studies of international regional systems
and institutions. Transformation of approaches and multiple aspect under investigation by the
scholars who study international regionalism, define importance of terminology for these re-
search endeavors. The notion of the region is central for understanding of the role of territory
in research of international regionalism. Thus it is crucial to define directions and outcomes of
transformations of the notion to succeed in studies of international political issues of regional
systems.

The article investigates evolution of the approaches to the term “region” from the first en-
counters made by political geographers to define international regions as a phenomenon of in-
ternational relations research, to the emergence of specific research approaches by international
relations scholars to the essence of region in the study of international issues, international re-
gionalism and regionalisation. The very emergence of the international regionalism as a sepa-
rate phenomenon within international relations area depend upon multiplicity of definitions of
the region, elaborated by scholars throughout history of the discipline.

The article uncovers link between the notion of the region in the international political re-
search and evolution of approaches to the study of the phenomenon of international regional-
ism, multiple aspects of regionalism in international relations, complexity of the regionalism
typology amid international cooperation evolution in different parts of international system.

Formulation of the problem. The multi-layered realm of climate change governance is
marked by fragmentation in both substance and scale [Khan, 2017: 132]. It’s impossible to ef-
fectively tackle climate change problems without enhanced interdisciplinary cooperation be-
tween different international self-contained regimes such as climate change, ozone protection,
and protection of the atmosphere from pollution, weather modification, marine environment,
biodiversity, human rights, trade and energy. The same is true for the national governance of
climate change topics. Climate change-related issues gradually transcend the borders of inter-
national law and become an additional topic of national legal agenda of states. As a result, there
are problems with effective domestic implementation and enforcement. In order to ensure that
a country safeguard system is developed and implemented efficiently, one should examine syn-
ergies with other safeguard systems of related processes in the country [Zegegne, 2017: 2],
namely, in Ukraine.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The issue of international climate change
regime as well as its fragmentation and synergies was studied by the following foreign schol-
ars: S. A. Khan, R. Rayfuse, Sh.V. Scott, W. Boyd, H. van Asselt, F. Sindico, M. A. Mehling, K.
W. Abbott, Th. Etty, V. Heyvaert, C. Carlarne, D. Farber, J. Scott, E. Fisher, E. Scotford, E. Bar-
ritt, L. Rajamani, A. Huggins, M. S. Karim and many others. The study of international climate
change regime and implementation of relevant international legal rules into national law has re-
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cently become the subject of special attention of Ukrainian scientists, legal practitioners and ex-
perts of different fields. Among the doctrinal legal research of these issues the works of A. An-
drusevych, S. Kravchenko, O. Bardina, S. Kozhushko, A. Samura, N. Shpeg, K. Prohorenko, N.
Udodand other scientists are worth mentioning. However, recent trends of legal regulation of this
sphere in Ukraine require an individual research.

The main research. Climate change is an issue that cuts across many domains, deeply im-
plicates all areas of international law and policy [13: 5]. The CC regime is fragmented into var-
ious functional and sector-specific areas [Boyd, 2014: 515].Climate change challenges demand
high level of coordination and cooperation in different sectors of international and national law.
At first blush, international environmental law may be recognized as best suited for this task, but
it suffers lack of coherence itself, thus, more integrated approach is needed. As Patricia Birnie,
Alan Boyle and Catherine Redgwell rightly point out, ‘the sectoral approach, which has tradi-
tionally dominated international regulation of the environment, is plainly inappropriate to the in-
terconnected and global character of climate change’ [Birnie, 2009: 356]. Thus, policy-makers
need to build synergies within climate change regime, as well as between climate change regime
and regimes for the protection of 0zone, atmosphere, marine environment, biodiversity, human
rights and governing the geoengineering, trade or energy activities.

don Protocol (1996) to the Convention on the Prevention of the Marine Pollution by Dumping
of Wastes and Other Matter (1972), the Convention on Biodiversity (1992), the Energy Charter
Treaty (1994), the Energy Charter Protocol on Energy Efficiency and Related Environmental As-
pects (1994), the Energy Community Treaty (2005), Human Rights Council resolutions, WTO
rules, ICAO instruments (e.g. Resolution for a global market-based measure to address CO,
emissions from international aviation), etc. There are some examples of efficient cooperative ef-
forts between the climate change regime and other relative regimes. Still, much has yet to be
done to overcome the negative consequences of fragmentation and existent inconsistencies be-
tween climate change and other international legal regimes through cooperative efforts and uni-
fied position on the nature and impacts of the climate change phenomenon.

Ukraine ratified the UNFCCC, Kyoto Protocol and Paris Agreement. It defined that its Na-
tional Determined Contribution will not exceed 60% of 1990 GHG emissions level in 2030 [16].
Ukraine is also a Party to all above-mentioned agreements, except the Gothenburg Protocol.
Ukraine didn’t ratify the Doha Amendment to the Kyoto Protocol [8], though expressed its in-
tention to be bounded by the second commitment period. Ukraine was a leader in the amount of
Clean Development Projects implementation due to the efficient national legislation on this par-
ticular topic. There are some other achievements that should be mentioned. Ukraine has laws on
Energy Efficiency (1994), Electricity (1997), Alternative Types of Fuel (2000), Alternative Types
of Energy (2003), amendments to some laws concerning competitive conditions for electricity
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from alternative energy sources (2015), National Action Plan on the Implementation of the Kyoto
Protocol Provisions (2005), the Sustainable Development Strategy till 2020 (2015), the Con-
ception of the Implementation of Climate Change National Policy till 2030 (2016). Ukrainian
law on refugees and persons who need additional or temporary protection (2011) incorporates
the notion of climate refugees.

The international standards of the above-mentioned self-contained regimes are being in-
corporated into Ukrainian legislation, though mainly through secondary legal acts. Meanwhile,
Ukraine experiences huge problems in implementing the international standards on the climate
change mitigation and adaptation in its national legal order. The legal regulation of these ques-
tions in Ukraine is fragmented and lacks synergies. There is no long-term low GHG emission
development strategy in Ukraine as envisaged in Article 4 (19) of the Paris Agreement [7]. Strat-
egy for the Development of Agriculture and Agricultural Areas for 2015-2020 (2015) does not
have any obligations and measures in the climate change mitigation and adaptation sector [5].
There is no reference to the climate change in the Ukrainian Law on the Protection of Natural
Environment (1991) [3]. Law on the Protection of the Atmospheric Air (1992) contains respec-
tive references in Articles 16 (obligation to cut down the emission of pollutants impacting cli-
mate), 22 (on benefits in introducing the energy efficient technologies and regulation of activities
impacting climate) and 33 (on responsibility for unlawful activities impacting climate and
weather) [2]. However, there is no proper implementation mechanism except for the environ-
mental tax provided in the Tax Code (2010): Article 243 stipulates tax rates for emissions of
pollutants from stationary sources into the air, including GHGs (methane, CO, and nitrogen ox-
ides) [1]. The tax rate for carbon dioxide emissions comprises of 0.37 hryvnia per 1 ton, which
is considerably cheaper in comparison to developed countries. There is no tax rate for emissions
from civil aviation, shipping or automobile transport in Ukraine.

Ukraine acceded to the Energy Community Treaty in 2010 and is obliged to implement EU
Directives 2006/32 on energy end-use efficiency and energy services, 2010/31 on the energy
performance of buildings, 2010/30 on the indication by labeling and standard product informa-
tion of the consumption of energy and other resources by energy-related products which are
most linked to the issue of combating climate change. Despite Ukraine adopted National Plan
on Energy Efficiency till 2020, National Plan on Renewable Energy till 2020 and Energy Strat-
egy till 2030 with a goal to enforce some relevant EU directives, Ukraine still lacks legislation
on energy efficiency fund. Ukraine has obligations on climate change mitigation and adaptation
due to the EU — Ukraine Association Agreement (2014) [6]. Thus, Ukraine has to implement EU
Directive 2003/87 establishing a scheme for GHG emission allowance trading within the Com-
munity, but there is no national law on this subject yet.

The National Agency of Environmental Investments, responsible for the implementation of
the Kyoto flexible mechanisms which also had accumulated some experience in integrated cli-
mate policy management, was liquidated; its functions were transmitted to the Climate Policy
Department of the Ukrainian Ministry for Environment and Natural Resources. Intergovern-
mental Commission on the UNFCCC implementation is not active, meanwhile, national policy
on specific industrial sectors that are major sources of GHG emissions is formed by different
ministries (of energy, regional development, construction and housing, agriculture and food, in-
frastructure, etc.), which lack proper coordination and synergy.

The most vivid examples of national climate change legal regime’s fragmentation and in-
consistency are cases concerning non-compliance by Ukraine with relevant international treaties.
On 12 October 2011, the Enforcement Branch of the Kyoto Protocol Compliance Committee
adopted a final decision concerning Ukraine and declaring that our country was in non-compli-
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ance and not eligible to participate in the market-based mechanisms of the Kyoto Protocol. The
question of implementation related to compliance with the Guidelines for national systems for
the estimation of anthropogenic GHG emissions by sources and removals by sinks under Arti-
cle 5 (1) of the Kyoto Protocol. In particular, the expert review team found that the national sys-
tem of Ukraine failed to perform some of the general and specific functions required by the
Guidelines and didn’t ensure that Ukraine’s 2010 annual submission was sufficiently transpar-
ent, consistent, comparable, complete and accurate [9]. Very shortly, however, this sanction was
lifted: in March 2012 the Enforcement Branch adopted a decision that Ukraine’s implementa-
tion was no longer questioned [10]. In 2012, however, two more questions of implementation
concerning Ukraine appeared on the agenda. The first question relates to the late submission by
Ukraine of its true-up period report and inconsistencies between information submitted by it
and the international transaction log maintained by the Secretariat. The second question relates
to Ukraine’s emission reduction target for the first commitment period of the Kyoto Protocol
[17]. In the final decision, the Enforcement Branch confirmed its preliminary finding that
Ukraine was not in compliance with Article 7 (1) and 7 (4) of the Kyoto Protocol and the guide-
lines adopted thereunder; reversed its preliminary finding with respect to compliance with the
registry requirements and prescribed the following consequences to be applied with immediate
effect to Ukraine: Ukraine was declared to be in non-compliance and required to submit a plan
to address its non-compliance within three months [17].

There are also two cases of non-compliance concerning Ukraine within the framework of
the Energy Community regime. In September 2016, the Secretariat opened the case ECS-13/16
addressing the lack of complete transposition of the EU Directive 85/337 on the assessment of
the effects of certain public and private projects on the environment. In its preliminary legal as-
sessment, the Secretariat points out the lack of transposition of the Directive’s provisions on
transboundary environmental impact assessment and the improper or incomplete transposition
of the provisions on the projects to be covered by an environmental impact assessment, on the
information to be included in the impact assessment report and on public participation, therefore,
the Secretariat concluded that Ukraine did not fulfill its obligation to transpose the Environ-
mental Impact Assessment Directive into national law [18]. On 12 January 2017, the Secretariat
sent a Reasoned Opinion to Ukraine in this case. On 19 May, the Secretariat submitted this dis-
pute settlement case to the Ministerial Council, which will take a decision on the alleged breaches
of the Energy Community acquis by Ukraine at its meeting on 20 October 2017.0n 11 Febru-
ary 2013, the Energy Community Secretariat sent Opening Letters to Albania, Bosnia and Herze-
govina, FYR of Macedonia, Serbia and Ukraine noting that these five Contracting Parties have
not yet transposed and implemented the requirements of Directive 1999/32 relating to a reduc-
tion in the sulphur content of certain liquid fuels as required by Article 16 and Annex II of the
Treaty (see case ECS-5/13 regarding Ukraine) [19].

Ukraine’s failure to adopt a Law on Environmental Impact Assessment became the corner-
stone of the case ECS-13/16. Among activities subject to obligatory environmental impact as-
sessment, Article 3 lists all sectors of energy industry, including all types of power plants; it
explicitly refers to climate, climate change and GHGs emissions in Articles 1(1)(1), 6(2)(4) and
6(2)(5). The proposed law was vetoed by the President of Ukraine in October 2016. Then the re-
vised and amended law was sent to Ukrainian Parliament for reconsideration. It was finally
adopted and took effect on 23 May 2017, but it will become operative just on 18 December
2017 [4].

Some cases initiated by Ukrainian NGOs against governmental institutions dealing with the
climate change or related topics also indicate existing problems with enforcement of international
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obligations of the state and lack of integrated coherent climate change policy. National NGO ‘En-
vironment-People-Law’ has a record of such cases dealing with the failure of the Ministry of En-
vironmental Protection of Ukraine to duly fulfill its climate change obligations, violation of the
legislation on the right to information and public participation in climate change issues, inaction
of the governmental bodies towards information dissemination and disclosing the information
on international emissions trading under the Kyoto Protocol to the UNFCCC, and failure of the
National Agency of Environmental Investments to provide access to information in National
Electronic Registry of Anthropogenic Emissions, etc. [20].

Conclusions. Once predominantly a global issue addressed by the international commu-
nity, the climate change slowly transcends the borders of international law and appears on na-
tional legal agenda. However, this does not necessarily bring about positive results, as there are
still problems with efficient domestic implementation and enforcement.

Ukrainian legislation on the climate change mitigation and adaptation is sporadic and not co-
herent, it lacks integrated and systematic governance. Ukraine does not have any strategic doc-
ument on cutting down the GHGs emissions. All sectoral legal acts on energy, energy efficiency,
renewable energy sources, agriculture, protection of the atmosphere, etc. require deep recon-
sideration in light of Ukrainian international obligations on the climate change mitigation and
adaptation. New legislation on monitoring, reporting, and verification of the GHGs emissions
in various sectors should be adopted. The most vivid examples of national climate change legal
regime fragmentation and inconsistency are cases concerning non-compliance by Ukraine with
relevant international treaties.

By means of enhanced cooperation at universal, regional and national levels, strong politi-
cal will and enthusiasm of different state and non-state actors, the dream of harmonious, safe and
integrated Earth may finally become the reality.

Abstract. In the article is studied of concept «state sovereigntyy, his international legal
properties and features of conception of state sovereignty in an international law on the mod-
ern stage. The special value undertaken a study acquires in connection with a loss Ukraine of
sovereignty above separate parts of territory of Ukraine. Given the international legal acts,
which contain legal opinion of the events of 2014 in Crimea.

The legal envisaged concept of state sovereignty is absent in an international law formally.
The analysis of doctrine approaches of lawyers-specialists in international law is conducted to
the concept «state sovereignty». The analysis of legal literature witnessed, that a concept «state
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sovereigntyy in an international law is characterized by next signs: political and legal inde-
pendence, value as primary international legal subject; needed for exceptional supremacy of
state power and envisages insubordination of power of other state; conditioned by legal equal-
ity of the independent states and is in basis of modern international law.

State sovereignty is characterized international legaland internal aspects. Under the exter-
nal aspect of sovereignty is understood independent of other subjects of international law. The
internal aspect of territorial supremacy means the right of the state exercise its authority within
its territory

Sovereign equality is a concept, what derivant from a concept «sovereignty». But in most in-
ternational legal acts, the concept of «state sovereignty» is used primarily in combination with
the principle of territorial integrity of states. Principle of territorial integrity essentially comes
forward as a major backer-up of state sovereignty, as exactly territory is an obligatory sign of
any state, sphere of action of his sovereignty.

The concept of state sovereignty in international law is based on the principles of interna-
tional law, primarily the non-use of force and threat of force in international relations, the sov-
ereign equality of states, non-interference in the internal affairs of states, inviolability of borders
and territorial integrity of states. At the national level, appropriate to speak of sovereignty as a
property of the state, and at the international level, the principle of respect for state sovereignty.

Thus, state sovereignty remains the base of the international legal system. The most serious
crime against state sovereignty in an international criminal law is a crime of aggression. In the
framework of international law, it is expedient to develop more effective mechanisms for the
protection of state sovereignty, taking into account the need to protect it from contemporary
forms of manifestation of an international crime «aggressiony, which is accompanied by infor-
mation, trade, as well as «hybrid» wars.

Key words: state sovereignty, territorial integrity, principles of international law.

Abstract. The article investigates the main approaches in the field of economic methodol-
0gy. There are two methodological trends that emerged under the philosophy of science: natu-
ralistic and constructivist. The first originates from Aristotle’s materialism, the second — from
Plato’s ideas. Naturalized approaches eliminates distinction between the “context of discovery”
and the “context of justification”. Constructivism related to cognitive methodological para-
digm. It means that it is more sociological in nature, concerned with connections between indi-
viduals — with learning, inter-subjectivity, and social knowledge. Thus, the main methodological
views on economic theory can, on the one hand, explain the economic life in all its dimensions
— the micro — macro — and geo-economic levels, establish certain patterns and trends. On the
other hand, using a variety of methods — logical, mathematical, statistical, computer models
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ates conditions for accumulation of empirical and theoretical material that enriches the eco-
nomic theory, generally shaping the economic science.

The current problem. There are two main approaches in the field of economic methodol-
ogy. The overwhelming majority of scientists consider implicitly the feasibility and the absolute
need of its elaboration and application in research as an important part of economics: first, to de-
termine the subject and method of economics, its ontological and epistemological dimensions;
second, to verify, test and calibrate the existing or new economic theories and models; third, to
obtaining new knowledge, new theories and models; fourth, as the theoretical basis of empiri-
cal data exercising the process of economic measurement. However, there is a belief that method-
ology is the prerogative of philosophy of science and just a small group of economists-
methodologists. The author endorses the first position as the methodological principles, meth-
ods, tools, methodological culture, methodological standards result in the formation of a more
or less homogeneous scientific economic area, give the opportunity to avoid “The Tower of
Babel” effect under the diversification of economic knowledge, strengthening of interdiscipli-
nary research under conditions of “economic imperialism”.

The aim of the article is the first, to analyze the nature of economic methodology and to
investigate the scope of economics as a science. This means that economic methodology ex-
amines the basic and grounds for the explanations economists give to answer why questions
about the economy. For example, economists use the shifting of demand and supply curves to
answer the question of why prices change. Economic methodology attempts to understand the
specific role these relationships play in an explanation. Second. In article is used to both de-
scriptive and prescriptive approaches. Descriptive economic methodology aims to describe the
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different types of economic research practices and their results. In philosophy of science de-
scriptive methodology is often denoted as positive methodology (Latin positus which means
“put” or “place”). Positive methodology concern the question of how science is actually prac-
ticed. Prescriptive economic methodology distinguishes between good and bad explanations in
economics and considers how good explanations should be formulated. Prescriptive method-
ology in philosophy of science is denoted as normative methodology, and concern the question
of how science ought to be practiced. Third. One of the most important questions in economic
methodology is whether an explanation of the status and character of economics as a social sci-
ence involves issues that are significantly different from those involved in explaining the status
and character of the natural and character of the natural and physical sciences (M. Baumans; J.
Davis 2010, 2—4).

The important research results.

Two worldviews. How does methodological discourse of economics look like at the begin-
ning of XXI century? Its content and paradigm structure depends on the overall worldview or
scientific outlook that provides the interpretation of any natural or social phenomena. In the
years since Plato and Aristotle a discussion has been hold on the ways and methods of human
perception of the world. Plato argued that ideas and their mathematical expression are primary
in gaining the insight into the universe. Views of Descartes, Leibniz and others were close to the
above-mentioned. Contemporary Polish philosopher Zbigniew Krol stated that “the sociolo-
goical, economic, political, psychological and other factors are secondary. For this reason, in the-
ory of knowledge creation, it is necessary to consider both basic and secondary levels. The basic
level is determined by purely rational and ontological factors. This means that the scientific
change in mathematics is a rational one and based on objective conditions prior to every sci-
entific theory” [Z. Krol 2015, 339].

Based on mathematical priorities the model of axiomatic structure of the world and ax-
iomatic methodology has become widespread. Patrick Suppes, a famous scholar and advocate
of this method stated that “the axiomatic method has this old tradition. It was probably really first
introduced in an important mathematical way by the ancient Greeks” [P. Suppes 2016, 336].

Aristotle had the opposing view, defending a metaphysical concept based on the real events
and processes reflection at the level of philosophical abstractions. Bacon, Spinoza, Kant, and oth-
ers also supported this approach. The philosophy of positivism followed the abovementioned
school at the turn of the XIX and XX century. Nothing more than facts (bare bones) were taken
into account by the followers of positivism — neo — positivists and post — positivists in the twen-
tieth century.

Two methodological trends. In general terms the two main methodological trends emerged
under the philosophy of science: naturalistic and constructivist. The first originates from Aris-
totle’s materialism, the second — from Plato’s ideas. British school of philosophy (Bacon, Locke,
and Hume) formulated the naturalistic methodology basic principles further elaborated by their
followers. The naturalist approach embraces the following six features. There are exist regular-
ities or patterns in nature that are independent of the observer (that is, a Real World). These pat-
terns can be experienced (observed), and these observations can be described objectively.
Experiential statements can be tested empirically according to a falsification principles and a
correspondence theory of truth. It is possible to distinguish between value-laden and factual
statements. The scientific project should be aimed at the general at the expense of the particu-
lar. Human knowledge is both singular and cumulative [J. W. Moses & T. L. Knutsen 2012, 8—
9]. Naturalized approaches to philosophy of science eliminates distinction between the “context
of discovery” and the “context of justification” in terms of Popper, Hempel and Kuhn, putting
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the actual process of discovery prior to the logic of justification and urging a thoroughgoing his-
torical and empirical study of this process.

Constructivism methodology starts from the premise that there is an intimate and recipro-
cal connection between human subjects and the social world. According to Vernon Smith, “con-
structivism involves the use of the human mind for consciously shaping the human activity rules
within the social and economic institutions” [V. Smith 2008, 427]. Constructivists see beliefs
and values as something that have to be explained and as crucial in shaping and determining re-
ality. Constructivism posits that norms and values go beyond shaping actors” interests — they in
themselves constitute identities and hence interests. On the other hand, constructivism related
to cognitive methodological approach. It means that it is more sociological in nature, concerned
with connections between individuals — with learning, inter-subjectivity, and social knowledge.
The spotlight of constructivism is on the independent effect of norms on state behavior [B. Cohen
2014, 18].

In a post-modern doctrine there are three constructivist logics — meaning, cognition, and
uncertainty. Particularly Knightian uncertainty [F. Knight 1921] — emphasize the social con-
struct that inform agents and the communities of which they are a part. This style of analysis
makes discourse central to its narration of economics, and the position a subject takes within that
discourse then defines the subject identity. For post-modern constructivists methodological
norms are objects of power that determine the boundaries of possible speech and action (com-
munication of Habermas discourse) and operate by exclusion of alternatives as much as by con-
stitution of identities. Constructivism corresponds to Gadamer’s hermeneutics, French decon-
structionists, post-structuralists. In this way of approaching scholarship the context — the struc-
ture , or the discourse within which agents are situated — is decisively influential for the very
“thinkability” of options.

The third methodological trend — scientific realism — is opposed to both — the naturalism and
constructivism, at the same time adopting some of their principles. The wide range of literature
of this approach reveals differentiation in positioning of the schools defining themselves “tran-
scendental realists”, “relational realists™, “critical realists”, “‘empirical realists”. Occasionally, sci-
entific realism, tending to the naturalism by its ontological characteristics (recognizes the
existence of the real world independent of our experience), tries to represent itself as a synthe-
sis of the two leading contemporary methodological trends — naturalism and constructivism.

Going back to the beginning of the thesis, it can be argued that in economics there is a
qualitative and quantitative methodology. The first is based on the philosophy of science, phi-
losophy of economics, the second — on mathematics, statistics, econometrics, computer models.
The application of one of the methods in economic analysis is known as monomodel method-
ology. In our case we are dealing with bimodal methodology as it was denoted by Kurt Dopfer
[K. Dopfer 2011, 329].

The philosophical component of economic methodology

Philosophy of economics is one of the important area of philosophy of science, which de-
fines the general, universal trends and patterns of economic development in the world based on
broad philosophical categories.

Five statements of the philosophy of science have a fundamental importance for economic
theory.

1. Objectives. What are the objectives of science and scientific theorizing? Is science pri-
marily practical activity aimed at identifying useful generalizations, or should it be seeking ex-
planations and finding the truth?

2. Explanation. What is the scientific explanation?
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3. Theories. What theories, models and laws? How do they relate to each other? How are
they being discovered and structured?

4. Verification, induction and demarcation. How are the scientific theories, models and
laws verified and confirmed (or refuted). How do the settings and practices of scientists and
representatives differ from other disciplines?

5. Do all sciences answer to these four questions identically both now and always? Is it
possible to carry out research on human behaviour and institutions the same way we study na-
ture? [D. Hausman 2008, 5].

The answers to these and similar questions are formulated from different ideological, philo-
sophical, methodological positions.

The philosophical bases of economics were put in place in ancient times by Plato and Aris-
totle, and were further promoted by medieval theologians and philosophers.

The schools of Modern philosophy in UK and Continental Europe introduced the term “Phi-
losophy of Economics”. In particular, the philosophical problems of the economy were consid-
ered by John Stuart Mill in “Principles of Political Economy with some of their Applications to
Social Philosophy” (1848).

In 1904-1907 Fritz Berolzheimer (1869—-1920), the German writer, published his work “Sys-
tem der Rechts — und Wirtschaftsphilosophie”. The works of Bentam, Fichte, Hegel, Foucault,
Heidegger and others deeply rooted the philosophical bases of economic development [ 7h. Hoff-
mann 2009, 12—15].

When considering the philosophical bases of economy, three fundamental questions gain
importance.

1. How do we define the essence or nature of economic reality? An answer to this question
is provided by economic ontology or ontology of economy.

2. How do we collect information about the economic reality or, in other words, which are
the reliable sources of information about it? This issue is investigated by epistemology.

3. How do we structure the acquired information on the knowledge content and its practi-
cal application? There is the outline of the subject matter of methodology [P. Keizer 2015, 22].

The subject matter of Philosophy of Economics

A broad explanation considers interpretation of the philosophy of economics as a subject that
includes ontological, epistemological and methodological aspects of the economy, or that is a
philosophical theory on economic reality. Other definitions of the philosophy of economics are
close in meaning as well. Ontological, epistemological, methodological, axiological and logical
dimensions form the bases, the core of philosophy of economics, its conceptual core, removing
doubts and limitations regarding the economy as a science. Historical and economic approach
focuses on the historical origins of philosophy of economics, specifically emphasizing on the pri-
macy of economic and business ethics under the philosophical concepts from antiquity till mod-
ern age [Th. Hoffmann 2009, 15]. A term “wirtschaftsphilosophie” (economic philosophy)
established by German philosophers Fichte and Hegel and British Bentham and Mill is applied
in German literature. Economic philosophy means the philosophy of economic life and eco-
nomic thought worldwide. It is considered as a social philosophy and acquired rational justifi-
cation in Descartes’ time. History and economic version considers historical resources (source)
of the philosophy, economy, having in mind the natural, human and intellectual components.

One of the important components of the philosophy of economics is a philosophical verifi-
cation of economic rationality. First, it is determined by the relation between utility theory and
individual choice theory. Secondly, is taking into account the assumption of selfishness or self-
interest as a condition of the pure theory. Thirdly, philosophers indicate that real psychological
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actors rely on actions, far from pure theory of economic rationality. Fourth, more emphasis is
put on the assumptions of the game theory. Finally, some philosophers analyze the economic ra-
tionality characteristics for real individuals by means of experiments. Economical ethics and
ethical value in the economy are also vitally important in philosophy of economics [A4. Sen 2009,
358-361].

Thus, philosophy of economy in the broad sense substantially includes economic ontology,
epistemology and methodology of economics, rational choice decision theory, game theory, eth-
ical economy and justice. In the narrow, pragmatic sense the Oxford Dictionary defines the phi-
losophy of economics as an interaction of people, institutions (companies, countries) in their
historical development with application in the study of game theory, linear and dynamic pro-
gramming.

The genesis of economic methodology

Background of economic methodology covers the century between 1850 and 1950™. It con-
sists of the workings by James. S. Mill, work by John. N. Keynes “The Scope and Method of
Political Economy” (1891), the contribution of Mises, Knight and Robbins — adherents of the
Austrian school. There are distinguished works of L. Robbins “The Nature and Significance of
Economic Science” (1932) and T. Hutchison “The Significance and Basic Postulates of Eco-
nomic Theory” (1938). M. Friedman’s publication — “The Methodology of Positive Economics”
(1953) — became to some extent a summarizing work of this period [D. Hausman 2008 31-34].

One of the key provisions of this period is Robbins’ definition of the economics: “Eco-
nomics is the science which studies human behavior as a relationship between ends and scarce
means which have alternative uses...” [L. Robbins 2008, 75].

The next important step in shaping the approach was a normative critique of the economics
during the 1970s known as the Rise of Keynesianism. As response to this criticism, provisions
of the philosophy of science developed back in the 1950—-60s had been applied.

The Formalist Revolution of the 1950s is considered to be a breakthrough in the history of
economic methodology. A new level of mathematical science, which prospered since 1930s to
1970s, made the formalist revolution a real revolution. Mathematical Economics is considered
a science because of its incontestability.

However, there were serious reservations against the dominance of mathematics in the econ-
omy insofar that threatens to render to nullify the content of the subject of economics due to the
loss of its fundamental essential features.

The philosophy of science involvement in the mid—1970s is another breakthrough in the
history of economists’ methodological insight. A necessary condition for the introduction of
philosophical experience was diminishing role, if not distancing, of the context where a method-
ological reflection occurs. It turns out that economists hold implicitly expressed views now — pri-
marily Popper’s views.

Imposing of such views had becoming easier to the extent that the majority of economists
kept themselves from participating in methodological discussions [7. Diippe 2011 166, 171—
172].

In the early 1980s economic methodology acquires the independent character. The first pub-
lication of historians and methodologists appeared in “Research in the History of Economic
Thought and Methodology” journal in 1983. The "Economy and Philosophy" journal was es-
tablished in 1985. The first results of the efforts for economic methodology transfer on a pro-
fessional basis were obtained in the late 1980s. Henry Woo and Dan Fusfeld founded The
International Network for Economic method (International Network for Economic Method,
INEM).
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Establishing of the economic methodology as a separate direction in economic science oc-
curred simultaneously with the increasing number of theories. The economist is faced with both
—a variety of economic theories and methods, and theories of models, theories of causality, the-
ories of explanation and others.

The philosophical certainty, a certain slickness of methodological framework contributed to
the outlining limits of economic methodology and its consolidation around Post—Keynesian rep-
resentatives, who founded the Journal of Economic Methodology (1994).

The main methodological views on economic theory

Economic methodology is the philosophy of science applied in the economy. Philosophy of
science examines the nature of the assumptions, types of causality, forms of explanations used
in science and so on. Accordingly, economic methodology studies the nature of assumptions
(idealizations), types of causality and forms of explanations used in economics [M. Baumans and
J. Davis 2010, 1]. M. Blaug identifies the methodology as “a research of concepts, theories and
fundamental principles of considerations adopted in a particular science. The methodology of
economics — he adds, — must be understood simply as a philosophy of science in its application
to the economy” [M. Blaug 2004, 35].

The main methodological views on economic theory correspond to the three philosophy of
science areas: positivism (Comte, Mill), neo — positivism (Carnap, Reichenbach) post — posi-
tivism (Popper, Lakatos).

J. St. Mill methodological principles relied on causal relationships and economic determin-
ism. He used four methods in his research: experimental, in which scientific facts are fixed, con-
sistent with the philosophy of positivism principles; abstract, when all is due to one reason;
direct deductive (considering a lot of reasons); inverse—deductive — implies that empirically dis-
covered historical laws are explained by human abilities.

The latter method partly resembles Bayes’s conditional probability method, which is cur-
rently experiencing a real renaissance. Distinctive features of the Mill’s Methodology were nat-
uralism, descriptivism and psychologism. Interdisciplinary approach takes into account the
impact of political science, sociology and ethics on the economy.

The bases of methodological views of A. Marshall, representative of late positivism, form:
a synthesis of rationalism with empiricism, typical for the British school of philosophy; gradu-
alist approach, according to which the opposing sides can be combined through a gradual step-
by-step process; identifying the specific economic events that have monetary measurement.

At the neo — positivism stage J. M. Keynes used to concisely express his own methodolog-
ical position. In a letter to R. Harrod he pointed that, firstly, economic theory — is a branch of
logic, way of thinking; secondly, advance in economic theory almost entirely is the gradual im-
provement of our choice; third, statistical studies are needed for both the forecast and verifica-
tion of model relevance and validity; fourth, the purpose of the model is to separate acting
relatively long or relatively unchanged factors from fleeting or changing ones to develop logi-
cal thinking and understand the processes that generate these factors in specific cases [econo-
mia.univ.it/harrod/edition/editionstuff/rth.346.htm].

M. Friedman is considered an outstanding representative of post positivism in economic
science. His methodological credo was formulated in the “The Methodology of Positive Eco-
nomics”. Analysis begins with the reference to the work of John N. Keynes “The Scope and
Method of Political Economy”, emphasizing that positive economics is called the “what is”,
and normative is referred to as the “what should be” economics.

The theory, according to Friedman, is composed of two elements — the “language” (logic and
mathematics), which describes the systematic and organizational methods of argumentation and
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explanation; meaningful hypotheses, revealing the abstract essential features of complex real-
ity. Friedman describes the logics and mathematics as a tautology; Popper defines them as the-
oretical sciences that do not require verification or falsification. Thus, hypothesis ought to be
verified to identify their compliance with economic realities. Verification consists of two inter-
connected stages: justification of the hypothesis concept and testing its effectiveness and accu-
racy.

Friedman attaches a great importance to the assumptions, which perform three essential
functions:

* describing and presenting a theory;

+ facilitate an indirect test of the hypothesis by its implications;

» determination of the specific conditions under which the theory can be effective [M.
Friedman 1953, 23].

Ultimately, the four principles of post positivism have been reflected in M. Friedman’s
methodology. First, it is referred to the theoretical principles of relativity, in which the facts are
always theoretical characteristics. Second, the falsification principle means, on the one hand, that
the conclusions of the theory are always verified by the facts, and that facts cannot prove the the-
ory, but can only reveal its inaccuracy, on the other (Duhem—Quine thesis). Thirdly, Popper’s
growth of scientific knowledge is applied. Fourth, the determining principle of theory compa-
rable strength is applied in the context that the more efficient is the theory, which conclusions
are more precise and the scope of action is the most extensive. Friedman’s methodology is called
methodological instrumentalism, which is a form of positivism or conventionalism [J. Mulberg
1995, 15]. F. Machlup’s concept known as a limited methodological instrumentalism was also
close. This approach is based on the use of set of instruments which are not confirmed by the
theory (assumptions, hypotheses, forecasts, etc.) or that is a methodological approach accord-
ing to which all scientific theories and hypotheses are tools for developing the forecasts. How-
ever, some authors believe that methodological instrumentalism is more efficient (more suitable)
on short periods for solving practical problems.

Economic methodology by J. Dewey is called pragmatic instrumentalism. Its components
are fallibilism, context-sensitivity, anti-teleology. This methodology provides an opportunity of
a broad social engineering and economic planning. The link between economic pragmatism and
methodology can be observed in three directions. First, essentially pragmatism considerably
combines (binds) scientific rationality and economic rationality. Second, pragmatic way of think-
ing belongs to the moral and social sciences, including the economics, while, many aspects of
economic life are developing on the base of instrumental scientific rationality. Third, experi-
mental rationality, experimental forms of life as the key concepts of pragmatism, tend to in-
crease from antiquity to the industrial revolution, taking shape in relationships of “the industrial
revolution — economic progress”, “industrial rationality — scientific rationality” [D. Wade Hands
2004, 261-265].

R. Solow and O. Williamson formulated the practical aspect of pragmatic methodology.
Solow’s methodology took the form of three commandments: keep it simple, get it right, make
it plausible.

Keep it simple: (Occam’s razor) principle is accomplished by stripping away inessentials and
by concentration on the effects of the first order — the most important, following which can be
presented evaluations, clarifications and continuation.

“Get it right” principle entails working out the logic, and «make it plausible» principle
means to preserve contact with the phenomena and eschew fanciful constructions. O. Williamson
added the fourth commandment: derive refutable implications to which the relevant (often mi-
croanalytic) data are brought to bear [O. Williamson 2009 145-146].
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Methodological individualism should be highlighted among the modern methodological
concepts of economic theory, in opposite to it are methodological holism, institutional individ-
ualism, methodological institutionalism.

Methodological individualism means the explanation of social phenomena in terms of in-
dividual behaviour. The principles of methodological individualism are realized mainly in neo-
classical economics (mainstream) in relation with its basic postulates:

» amodel of rational economic agent that has stable preferences;

+ the maximization principle, which determines the economic behaviour of market agents
in accordance with the concept of subjective expected utility;

+ the presence of competition between market agents;

+ the possibility to achieve the market equilibrium.

According to methodological individualism in terms of individual actions, the economic
events should be explained both at micro and macro level. It refers to inflation, unemployment
and other macroeconomic indicators and processes. Due to the fact that the latter requires a ho-
listic, systemic approach, methodological holism principles are more effective for their analy-
sis. P. Keizer describes this approach as methodological collectivism [P. Keizer 2015, 24].

The principles of holism were first applied in institutional thought in the first half of the
twentieth century. Thus, the main attention focused on integrated objects (groups, associations,
corporations, government, supranational unions etc.). Consequently, the first approach (method-
ological individualism) prefers an analysis of individual actions, the second (holism) — a vari-
ety of institutions. The dispute between the two approaches caused the rise of the third trend in
economic methodology — institutional individualism. A distinctive feature of this method reside
in the fact, that individuals do not act arbitrarily as in the case of methodological individualism,
and their behaviour is determined by institutions.

The main characteristic of the institutional individualism is the explanation of human be-
haviour not by the means of rationality, as assumed in the neoclassical doctrine, but on the rules
and regulations (prescriptions). There are three effectiveness preconditions of this economic
methodology approach. First, only actors, not institutions, can care about their interests and
goals. Second, formal and informal set of institutional rules, which affect the interaction be-
tween actors, ranks among the explicable variables. Third, significant institutional changes are
always the result of independent and collective actions of certain subjects and are always car-
ried out in a broad institutional framework.

Another institutional approach is called methodological institutionalism

Its basic postulates are as follows:

» The rejection of social neutrality allegations of scientific knowledge subjects and recog-
nition of their deep involvement in the system of professional division of labour, internal sci-
entific connections and relationships, status interests, informal hierarchies and networks.

» Understanding of specific scientific approaches as specific institutions, that are embod-
ied in the target groups and related agents, in their mutual trust and reputation capital, research
strategies and conventions, the impact on ideology and public policy.

* Focus on the system of interaction between cognitive conflict and status interests of sci-
entific fields’ agents [D. Frolov 2008, 90-91]. These preconditions narrowly interpret the essence
of methodological institutionalism.

In summary, the methodological institutionalism has holistic roots and involves the study of
economic systems as integral structural units which are based on formal and informal rules (in-
stitutional individualism) and the explanation of economic phenomena in terms of operations and
changes in institutional structures, including the scientific community. Examples of method-
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ological institutionalism are found in the works of Karl Polanyi, where he goes beyond the tra-
ditional methodological attitude, considering the interaction of economic and non-economic in-
stitutions. Specifically, the three types of relationships — reciprocity, redistribution and exchange
— are the basis of modern research methodology of social and solidarity economy [Polanyi 2002,
59-67].

The mathematical apparatus of economic methodology

The history of economic science and economic methodology particularly indicates, that el-
ements of mathematics have always been present in economic research. Enough to mention The
economic table by Francois Quesnay (1758), “Mathematical Principles of the Theory of Wealth”
by A. Cournot (1835), A system of equations of L. Walras General equilibrium theory (1874,
1877), “Mathematical psychology” by F. Edgeworth (1881 ), Marshall’s applications of math-
ematics to economics (1890) and their numerous followers in the twentieth century, especially
postwar general equilibrium theories, including Arrow — Debre — McKenzie general equilib-
rium model (ADM) and The New Macroeconomic Concensus model (NCM), to ensure constant
interrelationship and the interaction of these two important fundamental social sciences.

One of the key provisions of the methodology is to determine the relation between theory,
model and the real economic world. Most theories are capable of being realized by several mod-
els, depending on how each factor is specified. Because theories can be realized by several mod-
els, it is usually easier to test a model then a whole theory. If one model fails, the same theory
may yield another model that would be more consistent with the data [Perri 6 and C. Bellamy
2012, 36]. Thus, the task of theory and methodology is to justify models that would adequately
explain the real economic processes. The requirement that all theories must have economic con-
tent causes serious problem in connecting models to data. In general economists work in one of
two models: econometrics reduced form models and chosen for more or less ad hoc reasons and
fit to data. Theoretical model, in contrast, posit fundamental axioms within a set- up in which
agents selfishly maximize utility like in computational agent — based model [Farmer, 2013,
381]. In this regard let us refer to Hausman that economic theory consists of microeconomics,
macroeconomics and econometrics. This relationship is brightly shown in DSGE macroeco-
nomic model, which refers to the microfoundations of macroeconomics. DSGE model must be
derived from microeconomic theory in an internal and external consistency. As S. Wren-Lewis
suggests, it needs a third element, besides internal and external consistency, is intervening: com-
plexity. Complexity, rather than empirical evidence alone, rules out complete or direct internal
consistency, and instead internal consistency has to allow an appeal to additional off-model the-
ory. Such modification of microfoundations methodology, to allow oft-model justifications for
particular relationship, at first sight appears not to compromise the primacy of microeconomic
theory over econometric consistency as the criterion for model admissibility [ Wren-Lewis 2011,
140-141].

Conclusions. The history of economic thought has proved the uneven development of
methodological research. J. St. Mill’s works initiated methodological exploration in mid-nine-
teenth century, which were completed in 1890 during the debate on the “Metodenstreit” method
between representatives of the Austrian school of marginal utility and the German historical
school. Then there came forty years of a methodological vacuum caused by the World War I, eco-
nomic crisis and the Great Depression of 1929-1933, when policy rather than methodology be-
came the priority.

The revival of methodological studies begins in the works of F. Knight, T. Hutchison and
L. Robbins in 1930s. Results of the methodology study by students of economics and applica-
tion of mathematics in economics remained contradicting. Thus, in 1992, Frank Hahn due to
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his retirement as a professor of economics at Cambridge University addressed the students
choosing a profession with the advice to avoid discussions of mathematics in economics like a
plague and therefore give no thought to methodology [Bachhouse 2010, 3]. It should be noted
that such statements are still underway, but they rather consider the dominance of mathematics
in economics, on the one hand, and the formation of methodological paradigms, methodologi-
cal discourse that are designed to confirm the status of economics as a science in the system of
modern knowledge, on the other. The bimodal methodological discourse proposed in the ab-
stract is aimed at achieving this goal. Principles of philosophy define the subject matter of eco-
nomics, its epistemological and ontological status based on the principles of demarcation,
verification and falsification. Mathematical tools, applying the principle of corroboration, pro-
vide economic science with the necessary rigor and precision, mathematical logic and reason-
ableness of economic axioms and hypotheses.

Thus, the main methodological views on economic theory can, on the one hand, explain the
economic life in all its dimensions — the micro — macro — and geo-economic levels, establish cer-
tain patterns and trends. On the other hand, using a variety of methods — logical, mathematical,
statistical, computer models and programs, new phenomena and processes of local or global na-
ture are explored. That creates conditions for accumulation of empirical and theoretical mate-
rial that enriches the economic theory, generally shaping the economic science.

Abstract. Gnoseological framework of contemporary paradigm of international portfolio
investing origin and development is explored. It is revealed and justified that the results of
Markowitz and Roy seminal fundamental research are very similar and they both have paradigm
constituent meaning. The paper proves that unlike the widely spread attitude to Markowitz as
to the portfolio paradigm founder its appearance is bound up with seminal research of both
scholars. Their papers were published simultaneously and independently. It is evidenced that al-
though both approaches are highly identical in terms of such points as portfolio risk identifica-
tion, efficient hyperbola generation etc. Roy foresaw the paradigm development direction much
farther passing Markowitz ahead as to some crucial moments. Amon them are the derivation of
efficient frontier equation, risk adjusted return maximization (similar to future Sharpe Ratio
maximization), optimization resulting in one rather than a set of portfolios. Moreover, Roy op-
timization is not biparametric but a multiparametric approach.

Safety first approaches to international portfolio optimization are explored and their com-
parative analysis is carried out. These approaches include Roy criteria, Telser criteria and
Kataoka criteria. It is proved that the safety first approach underlies the portfolio paradigm of
international investing on the one hand. On the other hand, it gave birth to the widely spread
VaR concept development that was heavily utilized not only in the field of international invest-
ment management but in international banking as well. It is revealed that unlike the bipara-
metric character of portfolio theory safety first criteria imply multiparametric optimization
though both approaches represent the single paradigm.

Abstract. In the article the major trends in the energy sector of Ukraine in modern geopo-
litical conditions are investigated. The status and dynamics of energy security of Ukraine dur-
ing 2007-2015 years are evaluated. The main factors strengthening the energy security of
Ukraine in 2015 — the decrease of energy intensity of GDP and improving of the diversification
of supply sources and kinds of energy resources are detected. The impact of key threats caused
by geopolitical changes on the level of energy security of Ukraine is determined. The probabil-
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ity and preconditions of implementation of optimistic, basic, pessimistic scenarios of changes in
such key factors of energy security, as energy intensity of GDP and the share of the dominant
fuel in total energy consumption are substantiated. Directions of strengthening the energy se-
curity of Ukraine in terms of geopolitical transformations, comprehensive reforms of the pro-
duction and import of energy production, distribution and the use of electricity; further reducing
of energy intensity of GDP through economic restructuring and increasing the share of services
and high-tech industries in GDP, energy efficiency enterprises of old industrial areas and their
technical modernization.
