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Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of such threats of regional and global
security as "frozen conflicts", and the approaches of their settlement in the post-Soviet space.
The aggressive policy of the Russian Federation in relation with Ukraine, actualize this topic,
because there is a threat of appearance a similar conflict on the territory of Ukraine.

The paper analyzes the theoretical approaches to the research of "frozen" and
ethnopolitical conflicts by domestic (G.Perepelitsa, O.Kartunov, A.Kisse, V.Kotygorenko) and
foreign (R. Bruebooker, E. Hobsbawm, R.Dahrendorf, J. Rothschild, E. Smith) scientists.
Considerable attention is paid to the study of the understanding of such conflicts by russian
scientists (M. Lebedeva, A. Zdravomyslov, A. Tsigankov).

The paper determined the main reasons and preconditions of interethnic contradictions
on the post-Soviet area. Also determined the main approaches to the category of "frozen
conflict” and their peculiarities in the region. The process of resolving such conflicts and
their mechanisms, proposed by different scientific schools, is thoroughly studied. In the paper
is determined the role of mediation in resolving conflicts of this kind.

Key words: "frozen conflicts”, interethnic relations, ethnopolitical conflict, settlement,
post-Soviet space, political science.

The current problems. The conflict in the east of our state provoked by the armed
aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine actualized the theme of the ethnic
conflicts that usually represent a legacy of the former empires. It is known that after the
breakup of the Soviet Union in 1991 a number of the post-soviet states encountered the
problem of the settlement of the ethnic armed conflicts. Some of them, like the conflict
between the Chechen Republic of Ichkeria and Russia or the war of clans in Tajikistan were
fortunately resolved one way or another, the rest of the conflicts — in the Trans-Dniester
region of Moldova, Abkhazian and Tskhinvali regions of Georgia, as well as the Armenian-
Azerbaijani conflict in Nagorny-Karabakh — evolved into the “frozen” ones and became a
threat to the regional and international security. Therefore, the development of the approaches
to the settlement of the “frozen conflicts” has now become not only an important political
issue but also a pressing scientific problem for scholars — foreign affairs experts, conflict-
resolution experts and ethnopolitical scientists.

The researchers of the past and present time have created a rich body of scholarly works
devoted to the definition of the theoretical and methodological approaches to the studying
ethnic and ethnopolitical conflicts. Among Ukrainian researchers we mark out the papers by
O. Kartunov [12-13], A. Kisse [14], V. Kotyhorenko [17], O. Maiboroda [19], H. Perepelytsia
[24-29], and among the foreign scholars — the scientific research results achieved by R.
Abdulatipov [1-2], R. Brubaker [6], R. Dahrendorf [7-8], E. Hobsbawm [11], M. Lebedeva
[18], E. Pain [22-23], J. Rothschild [35-36], E. Smith [39], V. Tishkov [41-43], A.
Zdravomyslov [46-48]. The authors of these papers define the essence, typology and conflict
resolution mechanisms, but the theme of the settlement of the postponed or the “frozen”
conflicts is still on the periphery of the scientific discourse. We will try to fill up this gap
focusing on the definition of the essence of the “frozen conflicts,” the analysis of the theories
of and the mechanisms for their resolution remembering that all the postponed conflicts we
study have a common origin — they are engendered by the imperial practices of Russian
tsarism and bolshevism based on the assimilation of peoples of the former imperial entities.

The aim of the article. The aggressive policy of the Russian Federation in the post-
Soviet area, the emergence of new and the prolongation of the existence of old conflicts in the
region, requires elucidation of the basic approaches to understanding the concept of "frozen
conflict". The main objectives of the paper are to analyze the scientific approaches to the
study of the problem of "frozen conflicts" in the post-Soviet space in domestic and foreign
political science of international relations.

Important research results. The contemporary scientific literature studying conflicts
in the field of interethnic relations does not offer the clear-cut division of the conflicts into
interethnic and ethnopolitical ones. The interethnic conflicts defined as a variety of social
conflicts where interests of two and more peoples/ethnicities intersect are inherent in any
empire-type state entity, as the Soviet Union undoubtedly was. For a long time, the interethnic
antagonisms in the USSR whose potential had been laid in the formula of the arbitrary
definition of frontiers among the constituents of the soviet federation without regard to the
ethnic factor were contained by the repressive nature of the communist regime, the official
course of the soviet government towards the strengthening of the so-called “peoples’
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friendship” and the military might of the state. All these, combined with the course of the
communist party towards the creating ofa classless, hence deprived of the ethnicities society,
was not conducive to the obtaining even by the titular nations of the union republics of the
“official” authorization to create a structured group aware of their difference from the rest. In
that way, according to the German researcher of totalitarianism H. Arendt, the “fragmented
sameness” was necessary created to strengthen totalitarianism [3, pp. 217-233].

It is known that the ruling stratum imposed on the population of the USSR the idea of
the absence of conflicts in the national development of different ethnic groups in the
communist society disregarding the generally accepted definition of the conflict resolution
scholars stating that a conflict as the social interaction whose participants (individuals,
groups, organizations) consciously and openly stand in the opposition to each other because
of the real or imagined incompatibility of their interests, aspirations, views, is an integral part
of the functioning of any society. Such opposition is not a pathology of the social life but a
mode of the existence of society. That is why, widely promoted in the Soviet Union the idea
of the conflict-free development of the society is utopic, since, as R. Dahrendorf said, “where
the society exists, there are also conflicts...” [8, p. 31]. The scholar believed that such
communist ideologemes as the “unity of the people” and the “classless society” are only two
of many manifestations of the suppression of conflicts under the guise of their resolution [31,
p.710].

Therefore, as long as the regime of the communist party’s total power functioned in the
USSR, such science as conflict resolution studies and conflicts themselves were tabooed. The
age of perestroika and glasnist in the USSR revealed the interethnic antagonisms hidden for
years and triggered a mechanism of their escalation on the wave of the national state rebirth of
the peoples oppressed by the communist empire. The official myth of the “final resolution of
the issue of interethnic relations” in the USSR and the “creation of a particular community of
the soviet people” set in the text of the last soviet constitution was then ultimately buried,
instead, the communist government in the USSR, and after its collapse — the leaderships of a
number of the new independent states faced the problem of the resolving interethnic conflicts,
which evolved in the early 1990s into the ethnopolitical conflicts where the basic struggle is
for the power, territories, and resources.

The international practices in the resolving conflicts and the conflict resolution studies
argue that any conflict, including an ethnopolitical one, has a typical structural-semantic form
the key elements of which include the subobject, the object and the matter of a conflict, the
conflict-ridden consciousness and the conflict behavior. The subjects of the ethnopolitical
conflicts commonly involve 1) an ethnically and politically conscious individual; 2) the ethnic
groups, nations, indigenous peoples and the ethno-national minorities; 3) the ethno-national
organizations, associations and movements; 4) the state and its agencies” [31, p. 501]. The
experience in the developing and the functioning of the criminal oligarchic model of power
established in the bigger part of the territory of the former USSR enables, in our opinion, to
add to the list of subjects of conflict also the representatives “of the criminal groups pursuing
certain goals” [47, p. 210].

“The political power, the material and spiritual values of the members to a conflict
(land, human and natural resources, culture, language and so on) usually serve as the object of
an ethnopolitical conflict,” while its matter or the basis consists in “an endeavor of an
individual, ethno-national communities, society and the state to create the most favorable
conditions for their existence and development” [31, p. 501].

The conflict-ridden consciousness is an indispensable element of the conflict structure
representing a special, specific state of the social consciousness when conflicting parties are
aware of the differences, even antagonism of their interests, goals, interests, needs and values
and their transformation into the motivation of their behavior and activity. According to the
noted Ukrainian conflict resolution scholar H. Perepelytsia, the conflict-ridden consciousness
is characterized by the presence of a specific, ideal, unique to it entity — “an enemy image” in
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the form of the certain perceptions, ideas and ideological deviations regarding the other party.
In “an enemy image,” the conflicting party is reflected and assessed subjectively, perversely,
through the prism of such notions as the “hostility,”, the “evil,” the “hate,” the “aggression,”
the “anti-humanity,” the “damage,” the “inferiority,” and the “meanness.” An “enemy image”
is shaped at both the everyday and the ideological levels” [32, p. 31].

The enemy image building technology was the most effectively employed for the
political purposes by the soviet totalitarian system, for whose authorities the creation of an
“image of the enemy,” especially domestic, became a convenient and the effective tool for the
suppression of any manifestations of the ethno-national consciousness. Under the slogan of
the struggle against the “enemies of the people,” the ethnic and the national rights, the the
equality in interethnic and the cross-national relations were unprecedentedly violated, which
was displayed not only in the cultural and spiritual but also in the political spheres.

Consequently, it is arguable that the real conditions developed under the totalitarian
system in the USSR for the emergence of the conflict-ridden consciousness in the
ethnopolitical area, but the repressions, the “purges’ and the other heavy-handed methods, as
well as the “ideological brainwashing” of the population kept them in an embryonic latent
state. The breakup of the USSR the “unfroze’ conflict-ridden consciousness and, accordingly,
the fostered conflict behavior development, having provoked a number of the interethnic and
the ethnopolitical conflicts resembling the “frozen conflicts,” which is the subject of our
study.

Officially pursuing a unique policy of the ethnonationalism cultivation, the soviet
leaders forged in fact a weapon for the destruction of the USSR. It is noteworthy that as early
as in 1976 the renowned American sovietologist R. Pipes had predicted at the international
conference ““ The nationalities and the nationalism in the USSR” the future collapse of the
USSR just for the ethnic reasons [37, pp. 23-24]. Since by the time of the demise of the USSR
a crisis hit both the political and the ethnic spheres of the social life, their symbiosis resulted
in a number of the ethnopolitical conflicts based on the desire of the elites of the ethnic
communities to establish their own states.

The essence of the ethnopolitical conflicts, the American ethnopolitical scientist J.
Rothschild believes, that there occurs the so-called “politicization of ethnicity” (or identity),
that is, the “mobilizing ethnicity from a psychological or cultural or social datum into the
political leverage for the purpose of altering or reinforcing such systems of structured
inequality between and among ethnic categories” [35, p. 2]. The process of the politicization
of the ethnicity accelerates or hinders the political development of a state so that the old and
new international actors respectively disappear and appear on the political stage of the world.
The politicization of the ethnicity is accompanied with the conflicts on the ethnic, cultural,
social and economic grounds, while the political component of such conflicts is central. That
is to say, the interethnic antagonisms in any case move to the political level where an
ethnopolitical conflict arises.

Consequently, if the ethnic datum, as defined by J. Rothschild, turns “into the political
leverage” [35, p. 2], a conflict in the society becomes inevitable. The ethnopolitical conflicts
usually assume a destructive nature and cannot serve (unlike other forms of the social
conflicts) as a source of the positive changes. The ethnic separatism, which often takes the
form of the armed confrontation, is the most dangerous among the ethnopolitical conflicts.

The armed separatism represents a special form of the ethnopolitical conflict, where one
of the parties identifying itself in the ethnic terms declares its intention to set up its own state
and forms the armed groups holding themselves out as a basis for the future army. The state,
which faced the problem of the territorial integrity, acts as the other part to the conflict. In
addition to an armed struggle, separatists launch the information warfare against the state and
the society. As the Russian scholar V. Tishkov notes, the slogan of the attaining independence
is supplemented with the propaganda based on a hostile stance towards the state and the rest
of the population, the creation of a distorted picture of the state of affairs in the state — the
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subject of the secession [43, p. 351]. The example of the Russia’s armed and the information
support for the separatists in Ukrainian Donbas once again convinces us of the urgency of
information countermeasures against the threat of separatism.

The public consciousness manipulation technologies are crucial in the mobilization of
the ethnicity. At present, according to J. Smith, the political leaders can quite easily
manipulate the ethnicity to mobilize the population, especially during the fundamental
socioeconomic changes in society [10, p. 126]. The separatist movements in the territory of
the former USSR whose intensification fell on the time of its collapse are a dramatic
confirmation there.

Consequently, the process of the politicization of the ethnicity (identity) leads to the
disintegration from the complex society into its integral components. Therefore, politicization
of the ethnicity, the aspiration of the ethnic minorities for the self-determination, the power
and the resources, in particular, the own territory, inevitably lead to the confrontation, which
gradually passes into the stages of violence, disintegration of the social system and further
into that of non-violence and a lengthy negotiating process.

The ethnopolitical conflicts are peculiar and inimitable in time. At the same time, the
researchers in the ethnopolitical conflicts engage in an attempt to classify or typologize them.
One of the generally accepted typologies provides for the division of the ethnopolitical
conflicts by the specifics of the character of the conflicting parties. There are conflicts
between and the ethnic group and the state (Abkhazia, Nagorno-Karabakh, and Basque
Country in Spain) and the conflicts between the ethnic groups (Serbs and Albanians in
Kosovo; Kyrgyz and Uzbeks in the Osh region of Kirgizstan).

The practice of settling “frozen conflicts” in the post-soviet area has shown that an
ethnopolitical conflict is the most difficult to resolve, since as distinct from an interethnic
conflict it is characterized by a larger scale, severity, sphere of its outbreak, and settlement
complexities [45, p. 342].

The ukrainian researcher M. Plaksenko defines the “frozen conflicts” in the post-soviet
area as the “mothballed ethnopolitical conflicts which cannot be resolved because of the
reluctance of the conflicting parties to settle contradictions, which is fraught with the
destabilization across the region and the dependence on the external influence” [30, p. 8].
Examining the “frozen conflicts” in Moldova’s Transdniestrian region, Nagorny-Karabakh,
Georgia’s Abkhazian and South Ossetian regions, the author concluded that the definition of
the “frozen” conflict M. Plaksenko formulated and the features peculiar to the Transdniestrian
conflict she studies are also the characteristic of the other “frozen’ conflicts in the post-soviet
area (differing in the prevalence of a particular conflictogenic factor -- linguistic, religious,
economic, and geopolitical).

The russian researcher A. Bolshakov considers the “frozen conflicts” as a phenomenon
of the post-soviet area and defines them as “conflicts that were not politically settled but
already went through the stage of the direct armed confrontation™ [4, p. 28]. Comparing the
“frozen conflicts” with an overt armed confrontation, A. Bolshakov gives the preference to
the former, since, in his opinion, the “freeze” of the ethnic armed conflicts halts the process of
the ethnic cleansing, allows time for a truce and attempts to develop a political solution”
despite the fact that “it cannot completely resolve the problem of the refugees and the forced
migrants, effectively develop the process of the post-conflict recovery of the economy and
social sphere” [5, p. 17].

Thus, the advantages of the “frozen” conflicts over, tentatively speaking, the “hot” ones
lie in the cessation of the hostilities, the attainment of a truce and in an attempt to find a
settlement formula mutually acceptable to the parties to the conflict using the political and
diplomatic tools.

The presence of the disinterested mediators working solely towards the reaching of a
compromise solution is an ideal theoretical construct, but in reality, it does not exist. From a
logical point of view, any ethnic armed conflict passes through three main stages (phases): an
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initial stage of the conflict development, an armed (power) stage, and a stage of the political
settlement of the conflict. All these stages are no more than the ideal types, although
scientifically important for comparative the analysis and analysis structuring.

Such an important parameter of the methodological pattern of an ethnic armed conflict
as the “conflict completion” is considered in the current conflict resolution studies as a part of
three basic theoretical models — the “model of the conflict settlement,” the “model of the
conflict resolution,” and the “model of the conflict transformation.” All these models are in
demand both academically and practically when settling current ethnic armed conflicts.

It is just the settlement of conflicts that is actually the only possible strategy of its
completion. At the same time, the before-the-fact prevention of the overt ethnic conflicts,
particularly in their armed forms, also seems the important. The conflict resolution studies and
the political science have developed the various methods of settlement, the resolution and the
transformation of the ethnic armed conflicts. The negotiations, the mediation, the arbitration,
the public diplomacy, and the controlled communication are rather effective means of the
performing the current peacemaking activities. They are of a universal nature, that is to say,
applicable in different regions, countries, cultures, although their expediency depends, of
course, on the specific conditions of a given ethnic armed conflict. Such methods as the
federalization, the building of a communal democracy, humanitarian intervention and so on
are only suitable in a limited number of cases under certain circumstances.

The search of the mechanisms of the reconciling hostile parties promoted the formation
in the research environment of a separate scientific field — the settlement of conflicts. It is
relatively young and consists of the mutual influence and the interaction of various academic
disciplines with the leading role of the political science, whose environment gave rise to a few
scientific schools that suggest mechanisms for the resolution of conflicts [18, p. 6].

The representatives of the “conflict settlement school” regard the conflict as an art of
the choosing such forms of the intervention that enable to come to a political agreement,
which will be implemented by the authorized officials having adequate resources and powers
to make the conflicting parties to enter into an agreement [10, p. 76]. Instead of trying to end a
conflict, the conflict settlement provides for, according to the representatives of this school,
the cooperation of the parties to a conflict. Thus, it is the search of the mutually acceptable
agreement between the parties to a conflict by way of the negotiations and the mediation
procedures that forms the basis for the political settlement of the conflicts [18, p. 28].

For the most representatives of the “school of the ethnopolitical conflict resolution,”
consideration of the latter of the point of view of the power politics is unacceptable. An
emphasis is put here on the intervention of the third parties not vested with the authority and
their search for the solutions based on the careful examination of the causes of a conflict and
the building of the new relations. The prominent British conflict resolution scholar C.
Mitchell refers to the true completion of a conflict only its resolution reached in the course of
the lengthy mutual analysis by the adversaries of both the origins and the content of their
controversy whereupon a stable balance of the parties emerges. C. Mitchell regards a
compromise reached through the settlement as fragile and short-lived, since the underlying
cause of antagonism is not eliminated, and the settlement itself is only a result of the
successful compulsion of one of the adversaries to an action advantageous to the other party
or mediator [20, pp. 89-90].

The representatives of the “school of conflict transformation” consider as a priority the
providing support, including military, to the groups within a conflict rather than the mediation
of the third parties [38]. But in general, the conflict transformation theorists advocate for the
integration into the conflict settlement process of the largest possible number of actors and the
maximum use of the multi-track diplomacy.

The category of the “institutionalization of the conflict” holds an increasingly important
place in the conflict resolution theoretical discourse. According to the Russian scholar
M. Kosolapov, an institutionalized conflict differs from a non-institutionalized one only in
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having been entered into the certain limits, while the resolution is the subject to rules whose
violation entails rather stringent sanctions oftentimes not only against the violator but also vis-
a-vis all parties to a conflict [15, p. 176].

Amid increasing proneness to the conflict in the international relations, the problem of
the international intervention in conflicts to prevent, the settle, the resolve them, as well as to
mitigate negative implications comes to the fore, as the conflicts represent a threat and the
destabilizing factor to some of the neighboring nation states and entire regions. When it
comes to intervention in a conflict of someone other than its sides, the general concept of the
“third party” is used for the settlement purposes [18, p. 181]. It is customary to distinguish
such means of the influence of the third side as the provision of the assistance in the seeking a
peaceful solution and the using of the negotiation approach, including by the direct mediation
and the supervision of the course of the negotiations, on the hand; as well as by enforcement,
exertion of pressure through application of sanctions, blockades and other restrictive
measures. The mediation is considered as the most common form of the influence on the
conflict on the part of the third side being understood more widely than as one of the
procedures performed by the diplomacy along with such procedures as the accommodation or
the shuttle diplomacy [9, p. 49].

The russian scholar A. Nikitin rightly notes that currently it is difficult to draw a
distinction between the intervention in conflicts of outside forces in their own interests, as
new sides of a conflict and relatively impartial intervention in order to restore international
peace and stability [21, p. 3]. Also, it is rather widely believed among researchers that in the
event conflict situations arise outside the field of the geopolitical interests of the great powers,
the international activities aimed at settling a conflict come down to simulation of the activity
without exerting significant efforts [16, p. 292].

It is rather widely believed among the representatives of the western school of the
conflict resolution studies that the impartiality of the third side is not necessarily a key to
success of negotiations. Despite the fact that as far back as several decades ago the need for
the impartiality of the third side was generally acknowledged, today, as disputes over the
expediency of the outside intervention in a conflict without the consent of the conflicting
sides, as well as without an appropriate mandate from the international legal institutions
intensify, the issue of the admissibility of partiality of the third side emerges full blown. Thus,
for example, C. Reimann holds that “given the nature of the most global intra-state conflicts,
it seems appropriate not to treat the notions of impartiality and partiality as mutually exclusive
characteristics of the third sides, but rather to focus on their somewhat ambivalent and
complementary nature” [10, p. 53].

The american researcher R. J. Fisher concludes in one of his papers that the mediators
most often join the settlement process solely “to advance their own unilateral interests, with
no intention of compromise or joint problem-solving, and at times to stall for time while they
develop new capacities to pursue the alternative strategies” [10, p. 232]. At the same time, he
comes to a conclusion that “if biased mediators with the political agendas and tangible
interests in the dispute can be effective, the range of the mediation possibilities is broadened”
[10, p. 232].

The international peacemaking is one of the conflict settlement activities having become
over the last years one of the priority lines of the foreign and domestic policies of many states.
Peacemaking is based on a whole system of conflict settlement tools, international legal
means, and the international treaty framework. Today, peacemaking acts simultaneously as a
political process of the accommodation and interaction of interests of political entities and
diplomatic activity, as well as a form of the interference in affairs of the individual states, and
a type of the military operations, forms of armed struggle [21, p. 5].

The application of sanctions — trade, financial, and political — is a common method of
the third side’s influence on the sides to a conflict. The introduction of sanctions does not
depend on the will of the conflicting sides and in its classical form should occur based on a
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the decision of the specially authorized international institutions in the case of a threat to
peace, breach of peace or an act of aggression. In practice, sanctions are quite often applied by
the decision of one state or a group of states and in situations where the probability of an
armed scenario development is extremely low. It is not uncommon that sanctions are imposed
in the guise of the applying some restrictive measures or new regimes (customs, frontier etc.)
to the conflicting sides or one of them.

As the Russian researcher M. Lebedeva notes, sanctions do not resolve the problem of
political settlement and quite often lead to the isolation of a country from the outside world,
which limits the opportunities for the seeking conflict resolution by peaceful means [18, p.
236]. Moreover, sanctions can result in both enhanced internal unity and cohesion, and the
polarization of society, which, in its turn, can also lead to the hardly predictable consequences
and escalate the conflict. Overall, the application of all types of sanctions inevitably gives rise
to their adverse impact on the development of the economic processes in the country on which
they are imposed and, as a result, can provoke all kinds of the social deformations: changes in
the demographic processes, increased migration, especially that of the employable population,
from the zone of conflict, declining social living standards in the zone of conflict, and
impossibility for the state to maintain social guarantees. All this is able can encourage the
radical sentiments both within political elites and among various segments of the population.
These consequences most often influence both the course of the negotiation processes and the
degree of the public confidence in the mediation institutions, since impartiality of the third
side is challenged.

When talking about the negotiations as a mechanism for settlement of conflicts their
quality evolution should be noted. Thus, today multilateral comprehensive mechanisms
significantly prevail over traditional bilateral political negotiations. Currently, multilateral
negotiations on the settlement of conflicts provide for availability of a three-level format: the
highest political level — the heads of the state or government, the diplomatic level and the
expert level. Higher effectiveness of the multilateral diplomacy mechanisms as compared to
the traditional bilateral format of negotiations is exemplified by the history of the negotiations
on the Transdniestrian settlement. Thus, for example, in 2001, when the authorities of
Moldova and those of the self-proclaimed Transdniestrian Moldovan Republic stopped the
official high-level negotiations, the guarantor countries and the third side intermediaries had
to establish in a very short time an auxiliary negotiation mechanism that would have enabled
to maintain a dialog between the sides to the conflict at the level of their political
representatives. For that end, the establishment of the “Permanent Conference on the Political
Issues in the Framework of the Negotiation Process for the Transdniestrian Settlement” was
initiated. At present, it is just the consultative forum that represents the sole permanent
multilateral comprehensive negotiation mechanism operating in the Transdniestrian
settlement process.

As to the current interpretation of negotiations as a means of settling conflicts, the
special mention should go to the most general definition of negotiations as a special type of d
the iscussion focused on the resolving contradictions of interests of its participants in the
event that the participants consider contradictions as a problem subject to the resolution by the
means of an arrangement and (or) agreement between the sides.

However, the practice has shown that seeking of compromise to resolve a specific
problem by no means always underlies the motivation for the negotiation process. For
example, when a conflict is not resolved for a long period, and it is hard to find motives for
reaching a compromise, the sides often simulate the negotiations intended to stall for time or
discredit the other party. Quite often negotiations begin just to accuse after some time the
adversary of their failure, reluctance to resolve the problem through the negotiations and
engaged in armed activities against it. The political science defined this phenomenon as
” “camoutflaging negotiations” and so forth

“quasi negotiations,” “instrumental negotiations,
[18, p. 241].
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The british conflict resolution scholar C. Mitchell refers voluntary acceptance (without
any outside pressure) of an agreement, its adequacy and lack of necessity for its support by a
third side to be executed to the key parameters of the conflict resolution [20, pp. 89-90]. The
russian scholar M. Lebedeva distinguishes three types of the agreements on conflict
settlement —a truce (ceasefire) agreement in cases where a conflict was at the armed stage
before signing; a conflict settlement agreement (to be reached as a result of negotiations); a
conflict resolution agreement (moving negotiations to a fundamentally new level) [18, p. 42].
The russian researcher P. Tsygankov discerns four conflict resolution methods: 1) an
agreement by consensus of all sides; 2) an agreement according to the legislative or moral will
of an external force; 3) an agreement imposed by one of the sides to the conflict; 4) a situation
where an old conflict becomes irrelevant and is resolved by itself [44, p. 150].

Generally speaking, the ultimate objective of a mediation mission consists in the
implementation of the arrangements formalized in an agreement and ensuring their
observance by the parties to the conflict. Because there are many examples in the world
practice when peace agreements imposed from outside met with the very first obstacle and did
not exercise any guarantee function. The research data presented by the russian author O.
Stepanova can partially lend evidence thereof; she points out that in spite of 144 peace
agreements concluded after the end of the “Cold War” to settle conflicts, the armed
confrontation resumed in the territory of about 40% of the countries sides to conflicts [16, p.
37].

The scholars of the University of Notre Dame (USA) calculated that in 2008 the
international mediators participated in the process of settling nearly 77 conflicts of various
degrees of intensity. Overall, they contributed to signing of 52 peace agreements half of
which were not implemented even at the initial stage [34]. In that context, the Transdniestrian
settlement during which several tens of agreements were concluded none of which the sides
of the conflict execute provides an illustrative example. In this connection, the most conflict
resolution scholars hold that the settlement process is effective only provided those
agreements made with the assistance of the mediators are backed by a safeguards system and
the third-side supervision of their implementation, so that conflict resolution ensues as a result
of the compliance with an agreement.

Usually, the ethnopolitical conflicts are hard to resolve, because there arises an
extremely difficult task to find ways to meet both non-material interests and demands as to
raising of the status, the recovery of the “ancestral” territories, the increasing economic
opportunities, and greater access to the political power and the like. Therefore, one may talk
rather of settlement, the “freeze” or the transformation of the ethnopolitical conflicts into a
less destructive than of their resolution [33].

The “frozen conflicts” represent a phenomenon of the post-soviet area; they are
preferable to overt the armed confrontation of antagonists, which results in numerous victims,
refugees, material losses and destruction. The “freeze” of the ethnic armed conflicts halts the
ethnic cleansing process, allows time for a truce and attempts to develop a political solution
but it cannot completely solve the problem of refugees and forced migrants, effectively
develop the process of the post-conflict recovery of the economy and social sphere.

Most often, to settle the ethnopolitical conflicts coercive (ethnic dominance) and
consensual (consolidation, arbitration) methods are used; the provision is also made for the
territorial methods of power distribution (regional autonomy, federalism, and cantonization).
Since the political self-determination within the framework of territorial integrity of the state
is unacceptable to the unrecognized states of the post-soviet, division (secession) serves as an
important territorial method of settling the ethnopolitical conflicts as part of the strategy of the
depoliticizing ethnic antagonisms. In the context of the secession, a territory inhabited by an
ethnic minority withdraws from a state; as a result of this, the ethnic minority becomes a
majority in a new state entity. The right to self-determination constitutes the regulatory
framework for secession based on the territorial division; in practice, however, the secession
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iIs a rare phenomenon. The International community responds rather cautiously to the
secession processes (Transnistria, Abkhazia, Chechnya and so on). The principle of self-
determination successfully works where there is no large discontented minority. Norway’s
withdrawal from the union with Sweden in 1905, the establishment of Slovakia and the Czech
Republic in 1993 are perfect examples of the secession. In other cases, the secession
engenders more problems than achievements (the partition of India, breakup of the USSR and
SFRY). The analysis of the political practice shows that it is next to impossible to resolve an
ethnopolitical conflict, while its settlement presents one of the most challenging problems of
the international relations.

Conclusions. Hence, the determination of a conceptual and theoretical framework for
studying ethnopolitical conflicts and developing the “frozen conflict” settlement mechanisms
has convinced us that most views and concepts developed by the political scientist and
conflict resolution scholars and available to researchers contain the heuristic potential and can
be productively used in scientific analysis of the causes and the mechanisms for the settlement
of the “frozen conflicts” in the post-soviet area.

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Abstract. The article explores the practical aspects of Indonesia’s foreign policy
agenda on the issues of democracy and human rights in multilateral dimension. It was
clarified that state policy in this area is being implemented in the context of regional
cooperation in Southeast Asia within ASEAN framework, as well as the Bali Democratic
Forum and the Institute for Peace and Democracy created by Indonesia. At the international
level, Indonesia’s position was expressed through the participation of the country in the UN
Security Council work as a non-permanent member. It is emphasized that the ASEAN
principles of regional cooperation impede Indonesia’s leadership efforts in the area of
democratic transformation and complicate multilateral cooperation between the countries of
Southeast Asia, and therefore Indonesia attracts other actors to this cooperation. It was found
that, given Indonesia’s own problems in this area, the increased attention to democracy and
human rights is indicative of their instrumental nature in Indonesia’s foreign policy, in
particular its importance for strengthening Indonesian prestige abroad. At the same time, it is
noted that such an agenda can stimulate Indonesia to implement more effective policy at the
national level.

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Abstract. The article deals with the strategic approaches and interests of Ukraine in
the context of the crisis of the European security system in connection with the Russian-
Ukrainian conflict. Russian aggression against Ukraine from 2014, including the
annexation of Crimea and deployment of a major war in Donbas, further aggressive and
unpredictable actions of a large nuclear power have sharply increased instability of global
security environment, greatly exacerbated the effect of negative factors aimed at destruction
of the existing world order. Recent threats arise from the very nature of contemporary
international relations and have become an objective phenomenon. The authors focuse on
the causes of the current crisis of the European security system. The factors of formation
and essence of the political position of the EU and NATO concerning the military-political
aggression of Russia against Ukraine in 2014, are revealed. The peculiarities of the
European security policy, strategic interests of the EU in conditions of the restoration of
elements of block-civilization confrontation are analyzed.

Introduction. The Ukrainian crisis, mutual sanctions, and the results of the elections in
the United States would suggest that states are gradually coming back to power politics. In
conditions of confrontation between the powerful geopolitical players — the United States,
NATO and the EU on the one hand, and on the other — the Russian Federation on the
European continent and the vast Euro-Atlantic region of cooperation that arose with the
beginning of Russian-Ukrainian conflict in 2014, the European security system as well as the
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system of international relations in general, entered the period of obvious sharpening of the
latent crisis. This situation is largely caused by miscalculations in the policies of «Western
democracies». Among them, it should be noted, first of all, the failure of the European Union
to reach consensus on the security policy of the subjects of integration and thus to act as a
single center of international politics. For a long time, there was a lack of adequate strategy of
European structures regarding the invariably aggressive foreign policy of the Russian
Federation and its neglect of the basic norms of international law. Because of the growing
challenges and threats to the European security system and the need for its reform in the
context of the present renewal of elements of the block-civilizational confrontation, the
peculiarities of the EU security policy should be analyzed.

Formulation of the problem. European integration processes have created a powerful
core of gravity of dynamic, progressive development, which increasingly involve the EU's
neighbors. The practice of the EU international relations has shown the aspiration of this
supranational organization for such forms of interaction that predetermine the avoidance of
force methods, but the Russian aggression against Ukraine from 2014, including annexation
of Crimea and the start of a large-scale war in Donbas, further aggressive and unpredictable
actions of the large nuclear power are causing problems for the European security system. By
expanding the scope of its force policy, Russia consistently contributes to the growth of chaos
in the international security environment, considering the increasing unpredictability on the
international scene as a major instrument for increasing its own foreign policy influence.

The problem of formation of common European security and defense policy, taking into
account the presence of numerous conflict factors in the world and in the European region in
particular, has naturally been reflected in theoretical and applied research papers of foreign and
domestic experts: conceptual approaches to the basic problems of European security are
presented in the works of Zb. Brzezinski, B. Buzan, O. Vever, T. de Ville, J. Gau, J. Goodby, K.
Deutsch, S. Key, G. Kennan, R. Cooper, S. Lynne-Jones, N. Maiers, J. Nye, D. Sidzhanski,
D.A. Strauss, T. Wilborn, S. Walt, R. Ulman, T.L. Friedman, R. Holbrooke; the problem of
strategic planning of common European security and defense policy was considered in the
fundamental work of A. Dumulen, R. Mathew and G. Sarl; the correlation between the
processes of EU enlargement and the establishment of security policy was analyzed in the
papers of J. Delors, experts of R. Schumann Center for Security, Center for Security Studies,
EU Institute for Strategic Studies, ‘Our Europe’ Center, Institute for Security Studies of Europe,
International Institute for Peace Studies, etc.

The European security issues in contemporary political science are presented by the
papers of such Ukrainian scholars as Ye. Kaminsky, M. Ozhevan, B. Parakhonsky, O.
Litvinenko, A. Kudryachenko, V. Kopijka, V. Manzhola, O. Bodruk, A. Lipkan, L.
Chekalenko, V. Golovchenko, G. Perepelytsya and others, the characteristic feature of which
was the substantiation of Ukraine's integration into the European security system, based on
objective circumstances and peculiarities of the development of Ukrainian state and the
provision of national interests in the international background.

Among the publications dealing with the problems of the latest transformations of the
system of international relations and European security (the period of the first decade of the
XXI century) the works of Ukrainian scholars A. Martynov [15] T. Sidoruk [18], A. Grubinko
[13] are of special interest as well as papers by foreign scholars E. Lucas, R. Cooper, S. Lehne
[8], K. Nielsen [10].

It is also worth mentioning some new papers by foreign authors on the crisis of relations
between Western institutions and Russia due to 2014 Russian-Ukrainian conflict (works by S.
Erlanger [7], A. Sytas [12], L. Mangasarian [9], M. Pagano [11], B. Raitshooster [17]).

While analyzing European security processes, Ukrainian scholars in their research
formulated ideas that significantly influenced on the formation of a conceptual vision of
Ukraine's relations with the EU, in particular at the level of state power structures, in the form of
political concepts and integration strategies into the Euro-Atlantic area. As it is noted in recent
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studies, the pragmatic approach to Ukraine's cooperation with the EU has been considerably
increased, which involves taking into account various factors in shaping the foreign policy of
the state. The Russian Federation's war against Ukraine in 2014 created a new situation that
undoubtedly affected many aspects of relations between both actors of interstate cooperation

[3].

The European Union Treaty not only established a mechanism for the formation of
foreign and security policy, but also formulated main objectives of the European integration
policy: protection of core values, interests and independence of the European Union;
strengthening of the EU and its member states’ security in all its forms; promotion of
international co-operation; development and strengthening of democracy; respect for human
rights and fundamental freedoms [4].

In order to achieve the stated goals within the framework of the EU foreign policy
activities, mechanisms were used to coordinate and exchange information of common interest:
developing a "common position” in perceiving and analyzing certain international events,
harmonizing the positions of national governments with European political behavior in defining
the goals and priorities of the EU concerning the third countries; the use of the armed forces by
the European Union both autonomously and in common operations within the framework of
NATO or the OSCE in case when diplomatic instruments are insufficient to ensure the security
of the EU and its member states [5].

Accordingly, the European Council of the EU in Lisbon (1992) and in Brussels (1993)
clearly defined the basic principles and conditions that could be used for joint actions and rapid
reaction forces of the EU: the territorial proximity of the region to the conflict zone; strategic
interests in the region or certain state; threats to the EU security interests. In particular, these
principles concern those regions where the EU announced about its intentions to support the
global peace process, primarily in Central and Eastern Europe, the former Yugoslavia, Russia,
the Mediterranean and the Maghreb, the Middle East and South Africa. The problem of the EU
role in the European security architecture is also conditioned by the position of the EU common
foreign and security policy and the European defense policy; the attitude of the EU member
states towards these political strategies; the ability of the EU after enlargement to propose a
clear neighborhood policy with the border states, given that the modern European security
architecture is evolving under the influence of external and internal factors of contemporary
international system [14].

In the middle of the XX century Europe, as a part of Transatlantic Alliance, did not need
additional security mechanisms, since, on the one hand, there was an American "nuclear
umbrella™ and NATO forces that were, and will continue to remain a key instrument for
maintaining security in the European region in the event of a direct military threat or
aggression; on the other hand, the UN and OSCE played a significant role in maintaining peace
and stability in the world including the European region.

It is worth to mention subsequent delineation of functions and specification of forms and
methods of interaction between the leading international organizations, whose activities include
security and stability issues at many levels. The manifestation of this trend was a practical
attempt to apply the distinction between NATO and the EU in the Balkans: NATO was reliant
on purely military and military-political aspects of subregional security, while the EU was
allotted police and humanitarian and political functions. Subsequently, political and economic
strengthening of the EU led to creation of a purely European military-political potential, certain
distancing of the latter from NATO and the accelerated development of common European
security and defense policy [16].

In new constructive European situation, for the EU member states it became necessary to
solve essentially new difficult problems related to ensuring their own protection from internal
and external threats under the unpredictability of international processes, as well as rethinking
the role of traditional European security institutions and allied relations with the United States,
which was undergoing profound changes in the context of adopting a common European
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security and defense policy that can simultaneously cover all levels of security — from basic to
highest ones, and also function on the brink of authority of international security institutions.

Controversy over the EU common foreign and security policy emerged during the Iraqi
crisis (2003-2006), when French and British governments did not support the EU
participation in Middle East peacekeeping operations; during the referenda on ratification of
the EU Constitution, as among 25 EU member states only 15 ratified it; while agreeing on a
common security policy that was to be approved by a consensus, rather than on a permanent
international legal basis; during the riots in Egypt, Syria, and Libya, when the political
positions of European countries differed in their decisions concerning internal conflicts
regulation. Consensus on a common security policy remains the only EU-level security
decision-making instrument that defines the principles and guidelines of strategy, joint
actions, and at the same time it sometimes contradicts the positions and approaches of EU
member states to specific regional and global situations [6].

Within its competence, the EU promotes the creation of rapid (operational) reaction
forces to counter new challenges and threats, including terrorism, spread of high-tech
weapons and weapons of mass destruction, regional conflicts, state failure, and organized
crime. EU member states participated in peacekeeping operations in Congo, Afghanistan,
Timor, Macedonia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Irag, Kosovo, Libya, and others. However, as
showed the development of the system of international relations in Europe at the turn of XX—
XXI c., Western states made two major strategic mistakes in the post-bipolar period, which
resulted in a situation when Europeans are unable to defend themselves from military
aggression [Lehne, 2012: 4].

The first is that since the EU creation, the development of its defense resources, which
are formally stipulated in the constituent treaties, has been slowed down. The union remained
in traditional situation of strategic military-political and military-technological dependence on
NATO and the United States. Deprived of strategic means of direct military influence, the
European Union is suspended as an auxiliary organization for NATO with amorphous and
limited functions of conflict prevention, police regulation in post-conflict areas and
humanitarian assistance. NATO has retained the role of strength force in resolving military
conflicts. The EU forces were actually deprived of their own operational command
headquarters by including the EU Operational Planning Center into the structure of
Headquarters of NATO's United Armed Forces in Europe. The EU states, due to the lack of
material resources and conflicting international interests, cannot form an international center
of strength within the structures of the community for its own operational protection. In its
activities, the EU is dependent on political will and resources of the "big three" (Great Britain,
France, Germany), whose share the military expenditures of the association makes up over 60%.
Thus nobody is ready for a full-scale war in Europe [8].

Starting from 2014, the uncontrolled flow of refugees to Europe, the growth of terrorist
threat from IGIL and Russia's aggression against Ukraine urged on rethinking the issue of the
EU security policy.

A vote on Brexit in the UK has also triggered the idea of revitalization of the EU defense
component. After the British referendum, 27 member states agreed to launch a dialogue on the EU
reform. As a result, on March 1, 2017, the European Commission presented the White Paper on the
future of Europe, which described five possible scenarios for the development of the European
Union till 2025 [20].

Among them: 1. to preserve the EU in its present form; 2. to concentrate exclusively on the
single market; 3. to allow countries that want greater integration, to interact more closely together in
a number of areas; 4. to focus on deeper integration in areas of common interest; 5. to move on to
deeper integration across all policy areas. Such a number of scenarios demonstrated that there
was no single vision for the development of the organization. At the EU summit on March 25,
Poland gave up signing a joint declaration, opposing the idea of multi-speed Europe, backed
by Germany and France. In the end, the interpretations in the declaration were mitigated, but
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the basic idea was preserved. In the adopted document, states agreed that they would move at
different rates and intensity, but would adhere to a unified policy.

During 20162017, the European Union implemented several steps aimed at deepening
cooperation within the framework of common European security and defense policy.

A Global Strategy for the European Union’s Foreign and Security Policy adopted in
June 2016 "Shared Vision, Common Action: A Stronger Europe™ offers a new vision of the
global role of the European Union and emphasizes the readiness of the organization to
guarantee peace and security of its borders and citizens.  In the Foreword to the EU Global
Strategy, the EU High Representative Federika Mogherini stressed that our whole region has
become less secure and less protected [1]. That is why the Global Strategy raises security-defense
issues to the highest level of the EU attention — the level of heads of states. The creation of the EU
Muilitary Planning Conduct and Capability Facility was a milestone in the implementation of the EU
Global Strategy. Though it is not a classical full-fledged military headquarters, it will be responsible
for EU military operations.

The Global Strategy emphasizes that the EU must achieve its own strategic autonomy. And
this is possible only if the EU creates its own European army. However, the representatives of the
European Union do not have a common understanding of how such a structure will function. In
their view, the formation of the "European Army" creates risks of splitting the transatlantic unity,
because not all EU countries support this idea, and it is extremely difficult to draw a line between
the EU-NATO defense and security powers. As it was noted, in the EU, the forces of rapid
(operational) reaction are already operating — battle tactical groups (Battlegroup), which today still
have limited capabilities and are mainly peacekeepers. Since the EU does not have a clear intention
to create its own army, cooperation between the EU and NATO, as foreseen by the Global Strategy,
has intensified. For the European Union, the Alliance remains a pillar in Europe in terms of
confronting military threats, since no EU member state has sufficient military capabilities. The EU-
NATO Joint Declaration, signed in June 2016, identified the directions for this cooperation, which
were detailed in the package of EU proposals in December 2016.

EU countries are to reconsider their national defense expenditure. The process of
implementation of the EU Global Strategy was influenced by the UK decision to leave the the EU,
because it makes Brussels review many things, for example, the cost of defense needs. To date, only
four EU member states spend at least 2% of their GDP on defense needs. During the NATO summit
in Warsaw (2016), a joint declaration on cooperation was signed by the EU and NATO, according
to which the North Atlantic Alliance will remain the cornerstone of European security, while
cooperation between the two organizations to combat hybrid threats, defense capabilities, cyber
security and other issues will deepen [2].

The action plan proposed by the European Commission in November 2016 foresees the
creation of a European Defense Fund to support investments in joint research and
development of defense equipment and technologies that should address the problem of
duplication of military production in the EU member states. The size of this fund can be 5-6
billion euros per year.

On June 22, 2017, at the meeting of the Council of the EU, Heads of the EU states
approved the Permanent Structured Cooperation (PESCO) plan of the member states, in
military-political sphere. Summit participants also agreed on the creation of a single fund to
finance the development of weapons systems and their joint procurement. At the meeting, it
was stressed that strengthening the military cooperation would not allow the EU to compete
with NATO, but would increase its ability to carry out its own large-scale operations, in
which, besides the armed forces, diplomacy and assistance for the development of other
countries would be used. In the context of growing international tensions at its borders, the
European Union is ready to step up defense cooperation to further integrate military
capabilities and improve its interaction with the North Atlantic Alliance to achieve effective
cooperation in overcoming new threats.
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Security problems in Ukraine—EU relations became extremely important when Ukraine
appeared in a situation of a dividing line along its western border. In fact, the events in Ukraine
caused another split between the EU states, this time according to the level of loyalty to
Russia's policy. The anti-Russian group includes Britain, Sweden, and above all the Baltic
states, Poland and Romania. The latter are a potential target of Russian aggression. Austria,
Finland, Hungary and Slovakia are against the introduction of sanctions. The EU Common
Security Strategy on Ukraine has declared principles of cooperation to ensure stability and
security on the European continent. In the context of EU enlargement, it was about
recognition of Ukraine as a sphere of common important interests of EU member states; and
the relationship between Ukraine and the EU as a strategic and unique partnership.

According to conclusions of the round table discussion on "The EU Global Strategy:
Place, Role and Contribution of Ukraine”, held in 2017 with the support of Conrad Adenauer
Foundation in Ukraine, Ukraine's primary contribution to Europe's security is to strengthen its
own defense capabilities and deter Russian aggression at its eastern borders. Taking into
account the factors of Ukraine's geographical location, its understanding of the situation in
Eastern Europe, the experience gained in confronting Russian aggression, and mechanisms to
counter hybrid threats, in the future Ukraine could be included in the formats of EU foreign
policy and security activities, participate in EU missions and operations, as it is now done, for
example, by Switzerland and Norway [19].

Ukraine is an important partner of the EU in the east of Europe. Ukraine is mentioned in
the section on "European Security System" in the context of counteraction to Russia's
aggression, which confirms its key importance for EU security and determines the prospects
of such a dimension of cooperation. According to expert V. Martynyuk, a small number of
references concerning Ukraine in the EU Global Strategy in comparison with the countries of
the Middle East and the Sahel shows that the EU regards Ukraine not as a source of threats
but as a partner in creating a security environment in Eastern Europe. Expert A. Najos noted
that Ukraine, despite the war that has been lasting for the fourth year, did not become an EU
source of illegal migration and refugees, in contrast to Syria, since during three years of the
war, only about 500 Ukrainians have requested asylum in neighboring Poland, although in
Ukraine itself there are about 1.8 million internally displaced persons. The security of Ukraine
and EU security, as noted by M. Masarikova, are closely interconnected.

Majority of Ukrainian experts positively assessed the degree of Ukraine’s integration into the
EU Common Foreign and Security Policy: 46.9% consider it to be satisfactory and sufficient; 18.8%
— that it corresponds actual opportunities of Ukraine and the EU. The best contribution to European
security is the deterrence of Russian aggression in the East by the Ukrainian Army [19].

The European Union recognizes that today Russia is a major strategic challenge, as it annexed
Crimea and strengthened its military presence in the region. In particular, the Global Strategy stated
that Russia’s violation of international Law and destabilization of Ukraine as the top of prolonged
conflicts in the Black Sea region have called into question the European security order on its very
basis. Therefore, the priority objectives of security cooperation between Ukraine and the EU are
recognized the expansion of the format of military-political dialogue, assistance in professional
training of Ukrainian military, joint military exercises and participation in peacekeeping operations,
etc. [1].

Ukrainian experts identified energy security (17.5%) and information security (16.2%) as
important directions for further development of Ukraine's foreign and security cooperation with
the EU. The second group of priority spheres includes the following: military cooperation and
participation in EU operations (12.5%); counteracting illegal migration (10%); cyber security
(8.7%); counteraction to hybrid aggression (7.5%). The third-rate group consists of: reforming
the security sector (5%); military and technical cooperation (MTC) (5%); fight against terrorism
(5%). And the least important directions of Ukraine—EU cooperation development mentioned
by the experts were: ecological security; fight against organized crime; science and education;
fight against corruption; social security; cooperation in other regions; sustainability.
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The Ukrainian context of cooperation with the EU in the field of information security is
due to realities of the hybrid war, lack of effective protection against negative external
information influence. After all, the Russian Federation has one of the largest and most
powerful media potential in the world, especially in the field of broadcasting [21]. It should be
noted that the primary objects of the Russian operation in Crimea at the end of 2013 - beginning
of 2014 were Television and telecommunication networks.

The European Union has also undergone a powerful informational attack, carried out by
the RF in recent years and from the stage of "denial of the problem”, the EU is passing to its
"adoption”. It is expressed, in particular, in the adoption of the "Common principles of
combating hybrid threats - the response of the European Union”, the refusal of part of Russian
propaganda resources in European countries, and so on [22].

Therefore, in the cooperation of Ukraine with the EU, the information component
becomes more important and at the same time it becomes one of the elements of ensuring
national security, since the use of information technologies determines the structure and quality
of weapons, the protection of information resources (electronic networks, banks and databases,
etc.) from unauthorized access or destruction, development and implementation of appropriate
means of protection; creation of information security system. Ukraine can share with the EU its
results concerning timely identification of Russia’s preparation and conduct information
campaigns and the definition of effective countermeasures.

The course towards European integration occurs from the very nature of Ukraine's state
independence, its desire to become an integral part of the European family of nations. The
European choice is the movement of Ukraine towards real democracy, information society,
socially oriented market economy based on the rule of law and safeguarding of human rights
and freedoms.

That is why for Ukraine, European integration must remain a strategic priority of foreign
policy, but we should realize that at the present stage the European Union cannot fully
guarantee Ukraine's national security. We can rely only on political, diplomatic, informational,
financial and economic support from the European Union, as well as on its promotion of
necessary reforms for Ukraine in all spheres of public life.

Conclusions. Recent threats arise from the very nature of contemporary international
relations and have become an objective phenomenon. In view of this, the national level of
security assurance is not enough to prevent and overcome them. Overcoming these threats,
considering their transnational nature, requires global efforts of the world community. Along
with the need to find collective forms of security assurance at the global and regional levels,
the modern world puts shared responsibility on all its actors. Ignoring negative and
threatening trends that emerge in some part of the world, sooner or later, but inevitably causes
them to spread and reach the far-away countries. Recent years have proved to be critical to
international security. Russian aggression against Ukraine from 2014, including the
annexation of Crimea and deployment of a major war in Donbas, further aggressive and
unpredictable actions of a large nuclear power have sharply increased instability of the global
security environment, greatly exacerbated the effect of negative factors aimed at destruction
of the existing world order.

Abstract. This article is devoted to sense, features, history and current tendencies of
subversive operations that are conducted by special services. Such operations are
cornerstone of governing chaos as a part of hybrid war and hybrid peace.
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Possible ways of weakening and preventing negative influences of such operations on
national security and defense of Ukraine are analyzed. One of key elements of policy in “grey
zone” of hybrid war and hybrid peace is subversive activity inspired by special services and
aimed at deconsolidation of victim state. In other words its dismantling under pressure of
chaos.

Hybrid threats may be connected to governmental and nongovernmental actors that are
practicing regular and irregular warfare, cybercrime, cyberterrorism and other asymmetric
means.

Following abovementioned trend role of subversive activity of special services linked
with various terrorist and rebel cells is growing. They are focused on decreasing level of
loyalty to current political regime by big political and social groups inside the country.
Ideally it may result in total or partial subordination of victim state to symbols and
institutions of aggressor (external administration similar to colonization). In practice it
means activities aimed at subversion of military, economical, psychological, political and
moral influence of victim state government.

Abstract. On the basis of distinguishing the main features of public administration and
interaction between the state and society in the period of a complex multi-level systemic
crisis, the essence of the power and political organization of anti-crisis management in the
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context of formation of the foreign policy identity of Ukraine is determined. Stable
interrelations between the state and society are revealed to play the key role in the process of
the foreign policy identification of an actor nowadays.

The historical features and relevant social and spiritual values of the society are proved
to be decisive determinants while building the foreign policy identity of the state. They form
key identity markers that the state extrapolates into the external space. This process provides
a comparable stability of the foreign policy identity of an actor when implementing its foreign
policy and during its interactions with other subjects of the world politics.

The anti-crisis management on the state level is determined to be currently carried out
within the general system integrity, which functioning is conditioned by the natural and
geographic, social and economic, political and spiritual and moral systems. Interaction with
these systems provides implementation of the anti-crisis management inside the state. In this
sense, the most important role is played not only by the institutionalization of the power and
political organization of anti-crisis management, but also by the formation of spatial images
that contribute to the formation of the foreign policy identity of the state on the international
arena.

Current problems. Environmental policy is an integral part of sustainable economic
development, and its principal aim is to meet the needs of the current generation without
compromising the capabilities of future generations. The environment and its features
constitute a significant factor in the present-day economic progress, giving a "greener" look to
the international economic policy.

Environmental policy covers a variety of national and international laws and regulations
on environmental protection, including those addressing the issues of air and water pollution,
global warming, depletion of renewable and non-renewable natural resources, the
disappearance of endangered species, destruction (loss) of the natural habitat, the use of
genetically modified organisms (GMOSs) [Smith, 2014: 215].

At the current stage, environmental policy gains a global dimension (for instance, the
issues of climate change, biodiversity loss, etc.) and this international context determines its
aims and objectives.

The Aim of the article is to describe the principles, mechanism and instruments of
international environmental policy on national, geo-regional and global levels. Also is
important to analyse institutional framework of the international environmental policy and
criteria for policy evaluation. Particularly the major International Environmental Agreements
have to consider.

Important research results. In 1992, the United Nations World Summit in Rio de
Janeiro adopted Agenda 21 and the framework of the Convention on Climate Change. In
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1997, quantitative goals were set in Kyoto (92 % reduction in GHG emissions by 2012
compared to 1990). In December 2011, at the United Nations Climate Conference in Durban,
the road map for the Climate Change Agreement was developed and an agreement was
reached to amend the Kyoto Protocol on new greenhouse gas emission reductions by 2017 or
2020. The Paris Climate Change Agreement was adopted in 2015 and ratified in 2016. In
November 2016, Marrakesh, Morocco, hosted the 22" Conference of the Parties to the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change. Starting in 2020, the Global Climate
Fund will allocate € 100 billion annually for climate conservation and protection projects. At
the same time, the US President Donald Trump decides on the country’s withdrawal from
Paris Climate Agreement.

The EU principles of environmental policy and its main objectives are formulated in the
European Strategy for Sustainable Development of 2006 and in the new Europe 2020
Strategy. The overall objectives of sustainable growth, efficient and sustainable use of
resources, and the development of a competitive low carbon economy are complemented by a
number of environmental measures (emission reductions, biodiversity, the development of
new, environmentally sound technologies), the creation of effective intellectual networks, the
improvement of conditions for small and medium-sized businesses, and changes in consumer
behavior.

Environmental policy rests on the following principles:

The polluter pays principle. In accordance with this principle, the polluter is always
responsible for the cause of the damage (e.g. road tolls).

The equity principle. It applies in case when the polluter pays principle cannot be
imposed. Similarly, the state or local community charges for damage to the environment (e.g.
the destruction of the ozone layer).

The precautionary principle. This principle implies taking preventive measures, thus
avoiding further damage (e.qg., reforestation following the damage caused by an avalanche).

The participation principle. This is approach where the responsibility of the parties
stems from design and implementation of common environmental policies (e.g. the
environmental education).

These principles are implemented through appropriate instruments that combine
environmental and economic efficiency.

Pigovian tax. This principle refers to taxes caused by the difference between the
respective private and public (social) costs. Thus, the said tax applies in individual cases
related to the endamagement of the environment, and only in a socially justified and socially
weighted expression. Its main challenge consists in the identification and monetary
assessment of environmental damage. Large amount of information is required to measure
the degree of damage, its spatial and temporal framework, which will then determine the
appropriate tax rate.

Principle of negotiation. This approach stems from the lack of accurate definition of
environmental property rights. Due to unclear distribution of environmental rights of polluters
and victims, the negotiations help them reach a certain socially acceptable level of pollution.
The state's obligation here is to create and secure a viable negotiation and legal system.
However, it is worth noting that the negotiations may also encompass operating costs,
information, and strategic behavior, which may ultimately lead to a prisoner's dilemma.

Principle of legal liability. According to this approach, the polluter will be forced to pay
damages. This entails additional public spending. Unlike the similar principle of the Pigovian
tax, this principle depends on the nature of the liability (a debt obligation that arises only
when the terms of the obligation are violated or the strict liability, in which all subsequent
losses must be paid) and the degree, to which social costs are taken into account separately. In
addition, additional public expenditures are needed to ensure the functioning of the state
institution. On the one hand, damage can often not be measured accurately, and thus it is not
possible to ensure recovery of damage from the polluter. On the other hand, the risk of
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contamination can lead to insufficient use of environmental resources [Kronberger/Hofer,
2012: 195].

Overall, the main instruments of environmental policy include regulatory frameworks,
taxes, subsidies, tradable permits, voluntary approaches, and information-based incentives
[OECD Environmental Outlook to 2030, 2008: 434-435]. They are used in various
combinations in order to ensure the highest environmental impact and optimal cost-
effectiveness.

Thus, the principles and mechanisms of environmental policy comprise the following
components:

e a regulatory framework that determines what is allowed and what is prohibited in the
context of environmental protection;

e market-based instruments such as taxes, subsidies and certificates that intervene with price
or quantitative methods of regulation;

e public spending on public goods, such as environmental investments (e.g. water pollution)
and planning (e.g. greening);

e environmental education, i.e. dissemination of information, provision of consultations and
trainings.

Since environmental policy is a global challenge in many areas (for example, climate
change, biodiversity loss, depletion of the ozone layer, etc.), international conventions and
institutions regulating these issues are important and necessary. Environment is an extremely
heterogeneous and complex systemic structure that requires the development and
implementation of large and diverse environmental projects with the participation of various
stakeholders.

Agenda 21 clearly demonstrated some of major some difficulties and obstacles to the
implementation of environmental initiatives. The United Nations organized the World
Summit known as Earth Summit in 1992 in Rio (Brazil) to address these key issues with the
largest number of participants. Several thousand people attended the summit - including
numerous representatives from various NGOs. As a result, a political and environmental
action plan and the Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) were adopted. In
2002, the World Summit on Sustainable Development held in Johannesburg, saw the
quantitative targets first used for the first time (e.g. a halving of the proportion of people
without access to clean water and sanitation).

The United Nations Climate Change Conference is another central global initiative, held
annually. New priority objectives as well as targets for emission reduction were negotiated
within the framework of the Convention on Climate Change. At the flagship conference in
Kyoto in 1997, the Kyoto Protocol (in force since 16/02/2005) was developed with a
commitment to reduce greenhouse gas emissions (in the EU, the overall decline in average
values between 2008 and 2012 corresponds to 92% compared to 1990).

The main tools for implementing the provisions of the Kyoto Protocol are, on the one
hand, tradable emission quotas provided that they are introduced between countries, and, on
the other hand, countries that implement emission-reduction projects in other countries (either
through ‘Joint Implementation’ in countries that have commitments for emission reductions,
or through the ‘Clean Development Mechanism’ in the developing countries) earn credits for
retained emissions (Table 1).

Agreement, known as the successor to the Kyoto Protocol approved at a conference in
Copenhagen in 2009, aims at limiting the effects of global warming. Even greater results have
been achieved due to the goals set out in the section of the UN Climate Conference held in
December 2011 in Durban, along with the Road Map for the Climate Agreement, the key
agreement on the extension of the Kyoto Protocol and other provisions on the Global Climate
Fund.

The Kyoto Protocol was fundamentally a market-based instrument, i.e. a certificate
(tradable property right), effective in the field of environmental policy. However, its ultimate
goal, a significant reduction in emissions, was not achieved. Not all industries and not all CO2
productions have been integrated into emissions trading. The environmental policy toolkit
was used in the European Semester as well as in the national reform programs. One should
also mention the initiative on a unified European System of Environmental Information
(EUELI) proposed in February 2008. It also includes the Geospatial and Global Environment
and Security Monitoring and integrates them with the Global Earth Observation System of
Systems (GEOSS).

The established institutions and measures they propose are aimed at improving
environmental policy-making. However, their real impact will be assessed much later.

In recent years, especially at the European level and in the frameworks of OECD, the
term eco-innovation is used to refer to the technological advancement in the field of
environmental technology, which is a key element that opens the way to establishing a
balance between economic growth and environmental burden.

Institutional framework of the international environmental policy

The efforts of international community in the area of environmental protection
traditionally cover two main periods: the first period lasted from 1960 to 1990; the second
period started in 1990 and continues to the present days.

There are three types of international environmental agreements. The first type concerned
the protection of deserts and wildlife and covered such agreements as the Pacific Fur
Agreement (1911) and the International Convention on the Regulation of Whaling (1946). The
second type of agreement was aimed at regulating marine pollution and was embodied in the
International Convention for the Prevention of Oil Pollution from the Sea (1954) and the
Convention on the High Seas (1958). The third category of environmental agreements
comprised agreements limiting the proliferation of nuclear weapons, which were enshrined in
the Antarctic Treaty (1959) and the Treaty on the Prohibition of Testing of Nuclear Weapons in
the Atmosphere, Outer Space and Underwater (1963). These treaties were important, but they
were not part of an integrated environmental protection system.

In the early 1970s, the OECD countries approved the principles of payments for
pollution, which concerned exclusively domestic pollution. These principles stipulate that the
polluter shall reimburse the cost of pollution-reduction measures. In connection with the
overly general nature of these principles and the development of transboundary pollution, the
United Nations has recommended the adoption of multilateral compensation principles.

The first major UN conference on human rights issues (UNSEGE) was held in
Stockholm in 1972. Following the conference, the Stockholm Declaration adopted 26
principles, an action plan containing 109 recommendations, and established the United
Nations Environment Program (UNEP).

The United Nations Conference on Environment and Development (UNCED) was the
result of the decisions taken by the Rio Summit in Rio de Janeiro (1992).
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The WTO Ministerial Conference, held in Doha in November 2001, called for the
preparation of multilateral environmental agreements®.[Lee, 2012: 343]. It referred to the
harmonization of principles, norms, rules and obligations of the WTO and corresponding
provisions, stipulated in multilateral agreements on the environment. In particular, it
concerned the Convention on Biological Diversity, the Montreal Protocol on Substances that
Deplete the Ozone Layer, the Basel Convention on the Control of Transboundary Movements
of Hazardous Wastes and their Disposal, and the United Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change. Due to the presence of certain differences and conflicting positions in
multilateral agreements and WTO agreements related to trade and the environment, a decision
was taken to establish an advisory mechanism in the WTO with a view to reconciling the
positions among countries.

Two WTO environmental protection instruments regulate environmental issues, as well as
human and animal and plant life and health. This is the Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade
and the Agreement on the Application of Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures.

Agreement on Application of Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures is devoted to the
protection of humans, animals and plants from the risks to their lives and health, including the
risks of additives, contamination or food toxins.

The Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade refers to voluntary and mandatory standards
for products that are not defined as sanitary or phytosanitary measures under the previous
Agreement [Lee, 2012: 348-349]. Table 2 gives an overview of the main international
environmental conventions.

The International Organization for Standardization has developed fourteen thousand
voluntary environmental standards series that have adopted by consensus of 148 countries and
154,600 firms.

The Global Environment Facility (GEF) was established as a pilot project on the eve of
the Conference on Environment and Development in 1991. It acquired its permanent status in
1994 after three institutions, the World Bank, the United Nations Development Program and
the United Nations Environment Program, officially founded it. The GEF Board consists of
14 donor countries and 18 recipient countries. The Facility is open to non-governmental
organizations. It finances global environmental programs, mainly in developing countries,
including depletion of the ozone layer, biodiversity, climate change and persistent organic
pollutants. GEF contributes to the implementation of almost 2,500 projects in 165 countries.
The total amount of grants in 2009 exceeded $ 8.6 billion.

As mentioned above, the issue of environmental protection in the work of the WTO is
of prime importance. In particular, regulations on environmental issues have been included in
the WTO Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade and Agreement on Sanitary and
Phytosanitary measures. These measures protect the life and health of humans, animals and
plant life from the growing risks associated with ‘pests and diseases’ or with ‘additives,
contaminants, toxins or disease-vector organisms’. In addition, the Agreement on Technical
Barriers to Trade includes measures on genetically modified organisms, the prevention of
potential threats to biodiversity from genetically modified plants and seeds. The WTO Trade
and Environment Committee also explores the interaction between the various environmental
rules formulated by the WTO to eliminate contradictions and duplication.

Particular attention is paid to the relationship between multilateral environmental
agreements (MEAS) containing trade restrictions. To this end, coordination and cooperation
between the WTO Secretariat and international environmental organizations, in particular
UNEP, is being implemented.

Discussions on the problem of trade in environmental services were launched during the
Uruguay Round of the GATT, when 38 WTO member countries undertook individual sewage
obligations (29 items), sanitary and related services (30 items) and some other segments of
environmental services.

The negotiation process for the trade in services began in January 2000 and continued in
November 2001 within the Doha Round. The central negotiating body is the WTO Council on
Trade in Services. The main environmental services, according to the OECD / Eurostat
classification, include air pollution control, water management, solid waste management, soil
remediation and purification, noise reduction and vibration, environmental research and
development, environmental commitments and engineering, analytical services, data
processing, analysis and evaluation, education, training, and information. However, the lack
of an internationally recognized list of environmental services, as well as a similar list of
environmental goods, hinders the process of regulating trade in environmental services. The
controversial nature of the negotiation process for the classification of environmental goods is
presented schematically in Fig. 1.

The unresolved issue of classification of environmental goods complicates trade and

economic relations between countries, endangers operations of companies with green profile,
and may harm the environment and health of people. Consequently, there is a need to consider
these problems when developing and applying adequate instruments of international
environmental policy.

Abstract. The article analyzes the essence and scale of multinational enterprises
(MNESs) international production. The questions of methodology and terminology of MNEs
definition, evolution of views as well as the main approaches on this issue in the world and
domestic economic literature are considered. It is argued that the concept of multinationality
is a key attribute of modern international firms, the main feature of creating value process in
their global chains and one of the most important competitive advantages of these firms over
national companies. The development of the international production fragmentation theory
and the terminology of global value chains is shown, as well as theoretical macroeconomic
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assessments of fragmentation and global value chains on the participating countries. Also
paper shows the role of multinational firms in the world economy, modern tendencies of
international production, dynamics of new annual foreign direct investments inflow and other
indicators of the international production of multinational enterprises. It is argued that the
reasons for a different trends of such indicators dynamics are the peculiarities of MNEs
foreign affiliates financial mechanism after the global financial crisis and the development of
network outsourcing mechanisms for the externalization of international production.

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Abstract. In this article the authors have considered and summarized results of
previous scientific studies as well as some actual events and issues of comprehensive
evaluation of determinants and factors of influence in particular on the development of
international or domestic e-commerce. With the use of the system analysis e-commerce
activities have been considered as a result of interactions between endogenous and exogenous
environmental factors. Exogenous determinants of the international electronic commerce
include micro- and macroenvironmental determinants. The microenvironmental determinants
define a system of relations among consumers, competitors, potential competitors including
manufacturers of substitutes, suppliers and intermediators.

The macroenvironmental determinants are represented by economical, political and
legal, scientific and technical, natural and social factors. Such an approach is a subject of
our further scientific studies and it encourages the next stage of searches - research into the
international aspects of institutional provisions for controlling international e-commerce
activities.

Key words: digital economy, determinants, electronic (e-) business, electronic (e-)
commerce, e-commerce, Internet, information and communication technologies, international
electronic trade and economic activity.

Statement of a problem. Until now the issues of a comprehensive evaluation of effects
of some determinants and factors in particular on the development of international or national
e-commerce have been disregarded by specialists. Therefore the theme of studies is topical
due to necessity of determination of key determinants and a degree of their impact on
innovative changes in the international e-commerce business systems. Analysis and
accumulation of provisions for businesses in particular e-commerce business with proper
production factors for improving international e-commerce activities is the main feature of
these determinants. As it has been stated in the Project for International Hub of projects for
sustainable development management, under the conditions of globalization the economic
sovereignty (the rights for development) can only be maintained by developing the exogenous
factor (determinant) that generates new forms of the economic genesis by expanding the
space-time boundaries of the economy. According to the control theory if a system loses the
exogenous factor (the dimension expanding factor) it is absorbed by another system.
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The article's goal is to determine major global determinants and evaluate impact
factors for formation and development of international e-commerce activities.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. The study has been carried out on the
basis of the fundamental works of the well-known economists: A. Giddens, P. Drucker, M.
Castells, M. Porter, A. Toffler and others. The modern problems of the methodological
principles of some determinants and factors that impact on the formation and development of
international or national electronic business have become a subject of studies performed by a
few native scientists and experts among whom there are O. Belova, O. Zozul'ov, N.
Karas'oov, N. Kramorenko, A. Kudinov, K. Poltorak, O. Romanenko, I. Semeniuk, S.
Sidenko, T. Shapovalov, O. Yatsenko and others.

Recognizing the achievements of domestic and foreign economists we note that these
problems have not been solved definitively in Ukraine and without doubt some aspects of the
problem demand more detailed scientific studies and this makes the theme of studies actual.

Presentation of the basic material of the study. On the one hand the global space of
the Internet mirrors the trends of progressive informatization of the global economy
development, on the other hand it is an active global factor of the development of
international e-commerce. The term ‘factor' is originated from a Latin word ‘factor'
(who/which acts) and in dictionaries it is explained as a stimulating force of a certain process
or phenomenon; a motive force of a process that defines its nature; a feature or a group of
causes united by a certain attribute [5, page 1526]. The term "influence" is also interpreted as
a leading force of a process, a cause and also as a factor [5, page 1601]. So, in this study, in
accordance with the above interpretation the terms "factor” and "influence" have the same
meaning.

Generally the term "factor” is related with the term "determinant™ (Lat. "determiner”, to
determine or to cause). The determinant is one who/which causes a causal relationship
between some phenomena, it also means an ingredient, component, qualifier, cause, condition
[5, page 289]. The term "determination” is a derivative term from the words "determinant”,
"to determine”. Now the system determinacy of objective and subjective processes that take
place in the sphere of international e-commerce businesses does not raise any doubts of
researchers. Despite this complexity, the ambiguity and topicality of the determinacy
processes have led to too wide use of these terms in the scientific community, in particular, by
A. Kudinova [21, pages 14-25], O. Yatsenko [39, pages 66-100 ] and others.

Thus, there is no any common idea of contents of the terms "determinant™ and "factor"
and a few scientists have studied their use in relation to the development of e-commerce. In
Ukraine this issue was studied in a number of scientific works [2, pages 235-240; 19, pages
351-358; 23, pages 5-20; 24, pages 5-17; 28, pages 373-378; 30; 31, pages 167-173; 38,
pages 131-134]. Taking into account that the meaning of terms "factor” and "determinant” is
the same we do not distinguish them in this work. Therefore, the most important task is to
define key determinants and a degree of their influence on innovation changes in the systems
of international e-commerce business, whose general structure may be presented by a scheme
depicted in Fig. 1.

In our opinion, now the number of factors increases significantly in particular the
macroeconomic environmental factors, which define features, regularities and trends in
development of a totally new kind of the international commerce - international e-commerce.
Among these factors we can single out the most important ones that have stabilizing effects
on the development of e-commerce business:

— macroeconomic factors: dynamics of the national production and consumption
indices; level of the economy's monetization; stability of the economic situation; share of the
shadow sector in the economy; size of the national economic complex; level of the economy's
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monopolization; the taxation and investment climate; level of price differentiation for
homogenous products and development of means for e-payments; availability of convenient
and relatively inexpensive ways of delivery goods to consumers;

— infrastructure factors: development of information technologies, first of all
telecommunications; size and growth rates for Internet audience; level of intellectual potential
in the sphere of developing computer technologies;

— control and legal factors: efficiency of corporate management; dynamism in
perception of innovations by management; level of corruption; level of legal control over e-
commerce;

— factors that determine the development of e-commerce: share of cash means in
payments for supplied products; level of product unification - level of business process
automation - level of development of network infrastructure; fragmentation of markets and
level of competition; intensity of finance flows and export or import orientation; system
organization for sales and supply activities; degree of provision with IT-staff; degree of
utilization of Internet potentialities; level of investments into information technologies - level
of management; character of mutual relations between managers and shareholders.

On the whole we share the opinion of A. Mazaraki and T. Mel'nyk that concerns their
analysis of M. Porter's theoretical studies [24, pages 5-17]. Analyzing his conclusions about
the concept of national competitive advantages the scientists illustrate it by an imaginary
structure in the form of "the national diamond" whose vertexes are four determinants:
competition for intellectual and finance capital, competition among various kinds of
telecommunications; intellectual resources, information technologies; demand for information
products from businesses, non-commercial institutions, households; supporting industries and
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infrastructure. In addition to the factor conditions specified in the model of comparative
advantages M. Porter added two additional ones to the first determinant: the scientific and
information potential that embraces all knowledge (scientific, technical, market etc.)
accumulated in the country and the infrastructure (market, education, social and cultural etc.).
Among them the scientists single out the most developed knowledge which is generated and
permanently developed due to creative efforts of highly qualified specialists.

M. Porter attributed invention, significant technological breaks-through, sharp changes
in prices for resources, situation changes on the world financial markets to the incidental
determinants. Some of them can result in cardinal changes in the company’s positions
reducing their advantages and the level of competitiveness [24, pages 5-17; 36; 52, pages
127-128].

In our opinion these determinants by M. Porter (individually or all together as a system)
initiate an environment in which e-commerce businesses are formed and acted and which
have maximum chances for success in those industries or their sectors where the components
of the national "diamond" are mutually strengthened. That is each determinant affects all
others.

The term "globalized determination” may be interpreted differently as a separate
philosophic category that represents the interaction of various global phenomena of the
objective reality. In our opinion the use of this concept in scientific studies of international e-
commerce has a future and is innovative in the theory of economics.

Under the influence of modern globalized determinants of development related to the
processes of establishment of the economy of postindustrial type and accelerated
informatization of the world economy significant and totally new positive changes occur in
the development of international e-commerce. According to Aad Weening, head of the
research center of Interactive Media Retail Group the development of e-commerce markets in
Europe and other countries is directly connected with rapidly growing economies or their
economic problems. In particular, he said, -'The future electronic retail commerce will be
global. If the development of a market in one country becomes slower it can put the brakes on
the development of a market on a whole continent and even in the world. We observe a high
level of growing confidence in online purchases. In the developed countries electronic
commerce is actually supported by their governments and those governments that dare to do
such steps act wisely and rightly. The Internet becomes an integral part of the economy of any
country and this fact cannot be ignored.” [20].

According to O. Romanenko, under the conditions of development of global
informatization the following determinants may be singled out among many others that define
Internet communication potentiality: high speed of data transmission in the "transparent”
(without borders) space; hypermedia presentation of information and significant rates of
growth of the number of users; wide possibilities of distribution of information; personal
character of communications; information is an object of active interactions between a sender
and a receiver on the basis of navigation; permanent dialogue of the "one with one" type is
transformed into the "one with many" and "many with many" types; at the same time every
user can be both a sender and a recipient of information; information exchange has a form of
dialogue; high degree of geographical penetration and unique possibilities of feedback on the
basis of interactivity [31, pages 167-173]. In our opinion these factors (without any doubts)
directly affect the future development of e-commerce. Nevertheless the new determinants of
development of electronic commerce markets demand totally new approaches and methods
for implementation of unique possibilities ensured by the worldwide network. Taking into
account the difficulties in establishing the above-mentioned factors, which determine
processes in international e-commerce within the new global trends and changes, and in the
context of informatization of the world economy it is also important to trace the impact of
globalization processes on some most significant determinants. In particular, researchers of
the European fund of e-commerce (Ecommerce-Europe.eu) forecast that up to 2020 some
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global trade platforms of retail e-commerce of world level (e.g. Amazon (the USA) and
Alibaba (China)) will have a share of about 40 per cent of the world market of online retail
trade. This indicates the growing impact of global marketplaces on international e-commerce.
It should be noted that the Fund's employees have performed this research for assisting
participants in e-commerce in establishing their competition strategies on the market where
the global trade platforms become a new dominant force. According to the research data
obtained by Payvision, the payment company (as on 2015) 70 per cent of large Internet shops
in the world are interested in the development of international e-commerce [3; 54].

It is also important to study negative problematic phenomena and processes which are
the factors of the modern system of international e-commerce development. Thus, taking into
account dynamism of environment the need of studies of new factors, forms, preconditions
and parameters of the development of export-oriented businesses of economic entities among
the participants of international e-commerce. Some aspects of conflict-generating nature
which destabilize some determinants of the national systems of e-commerce have influence
on occurrence of some insignificant crisis phenomena within international e-commerce. This
results in biased attitudes of online buyers to global changes in the Internet and e-commerce.
The major feature of these determinants becomes apparent in analysis and accumulation of the
proper production factors for economic entities of international e-commerce for the purpose
of improving trade collaboration over the Internet.

The virtual space becomes the most important tool of mass trade communications with
the aim to represent information transmission processes, exert influence on economic entities
of international e-commerce and ensure them the bilateral or multilateral regime of
communicative interactions with the use of Internet-technologies and implementation of
communication potential. Just the communication potential of the Internet creates advantages
for both sellers and potential buyers - opportunity of increased rate of turnover and operative
reaction for variable conditions of electronic markets. Hence a scientific problem of
identification of major components (determinants), which in their totality form the
communication potential of the Internet, emerges. Just this international potential ensures
significant advantages for both online sellers and potential online buyers. Under these
conditions the necessity of identification of the most important determinants which form the
communication potential of the Internet and create new opportunities for interactions between
partners in market relations has emerged. In his day E, Giddens, the English sociologist,
reasonably asserted "the modern world depends on ceaseless communications or interactions
between people who are far from each other" [8, pages 414-415].

Today the globalization is at critical turning point when the growing flows of data and
information have a higher economic value than the global products trade. In the report of
McKinsey, the competent research institution, "Digital globalization: a new era of global
flows" experts James Manika and Susan Lund consider the trends of transborder exchange of
goods, services, finances, people, data and information. According to their forecasts
transborder flows of data are anticipated to grow by a factor of nine (9) up to 2020; about 1
billion of buyers will spend 1 trillion USD within the scope of international trade; now there
are about 50 million of small and medium enterprises (SME) which join the global social
media and 10 million SMEs carry out the production operations at the e-commerce web-site
Alibaba (China) and 2 million SMEs - at Amazon [42]. According to eMarketer, the
international research company, now the cumulative rates of retail sales slow down but
revenues from e-commerce sales are booming. According to the forecasts until 2020 the total
world volume of retail sales over the Internet will be 4058 billion USD, that is 14,6 per cent
of all expenditures on convenience goods of the world population [55].

Thus, the scale of coverage by world e-commerce, the depth of its penetration , the
variety of its effects on open economies, the national features and transborder opportunities
have clearly demonstrated to the mankind that a new global information configuration of
world economy and international trade is gradually taking place now. In this process, which
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A. Toffler prophetically characterized as "superstruggle of the tomorrow" between adherents
of industrial and information societies, the information factor acquires the importance of
"...the most important resource of the Era of power transformation” [35, page 202].

In our opinion, the main elements of international e-commerce in the global economy
gradually acquire totally new features and factors, which are not appropriate for the
traditional off-line trade, and this process is caused by wide informatization of production and
turnover processes and specificity of online information products and services. In particular,
on this occasion Manuel Castells, the researcher of information (postindustrial) societies,
noted that new economic forms are constructed on the basis of global network structures of
capital, management and information and now the access to technological knowledge and
know-how acquired in these networks is a basis of productivity and competitiveness.
Companies and firms are united in various network configurations in a greater degree than
other organizations and institutions. The structure of these configurations signifies a deviation
from traditional differences between large corporations and small businesses and covers
sectors and business groups organized according to the geographic principle. Under these
conditions the informatization factor is among the fundamentals.

M. Castells defines the economy of a new type as global and informative. The economy
is informative because "... productivity and competitiveness of factors or agents of this
economy depend on their ability to generate, process and apply information based on
knowledge". In M. Castells' opinion the economy is global because "... the main types of
economic activities such as production, consumption and circulation of goods and services as
well as their components (capital, labor, raw materials, management, information,
technologies, markets) are organized directly or with the use of an extensive network that
connects economic entities"” [16, pages 39, 81; 17, pages 494-505].

Other American researcher, the author of the concept of creation of the information
society, Peter Drucker stated that for the information revolution e-commerce has become the
same as the railroads were for the industry: a totally new, unprecedented and unexpected
circumstance. However any local companies or definite geographical opens do not exist for e-
commerce. This cardinally changes economies, markets and industry structures, products,
services and their flows, segmentation of consumer markets, consumer values and consumer's
behavior as well as jobs and labor markets [12].

In our opinion, now many interrelated factors affect the development of international e-
commerce with both positive and negative consequences. Criteria for classification of certain
factors such as basic and advanced, general and specific shall be considered dynamically as
they are time-dependent. The task of studying and systematization of these factors is rather
complicated but its solution will allow us to determine strong and weak sides of international
e-commerce, develop measures for improving efficiency of worldwide competitiveness of this
type of commerce under conditions of crisis phenomena. During establishing an economic
and organizational mechanism for functioning international e-commerce the need in analysis
of some factors affecting its efficiency arises.

Some factors have performed functions of the main driving force of the dynamic
development of international e-commerce, in particular, the transition from the postindustrial
society to the society of consumption with clear reorientation to various and growing
demands of online consumers. The continued global development of information and
communications technologies as well as scientific and technological advance has assisted the
development of modern information and telecommunication technologies that are universal
by their nature. They expand their influence not only over e-services trade but become a basis
for production of many nonmaterial products, significantly reduce time losses in the global
information space, become key factors that ensure rapidity of making decisions, transmission
of information, opportunities for cooperation and e-commerce development, formation of new
competitive advantages, further strengthening the role of e-services as an impact factor for
efficiency and competitiveness, development of the national systems of information society.
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Among the scientific and technological and innovation and globalization determinants that
affect the development of international e-commerce the growth of mobile and multichannel
commerce should be singled out. According to the experts' evaluations "the explosive rate of
growth” of mobile commerce used in the international trade increases from 57 per cent in
2014 to 79 per cent in 2015 [3]. As M. Porter noted, "Technological changes are increasingly
considered as ones that possess inherent values and any technological innovation
implemented by the company is considered as a positive factor” [51, page 132].

The today development of the world economic knowledge, according to Ukrainian
scientists S. Sidenko and O. Stadnik, implies a new degree of importance of technologies and
innovations at both national and international levels. Innovations in the form of intellectual
property objects being one of the defining development factors of the world economy and
trade also become an economically important asset such as labor or capital and are an object
of trade relations between residents of various countries.

In this context let's consider the factors of intellectual property more particularly. As a
matter of fact international e-commerce in objects of intellectual property is a transfer of
rights to new knowledge. The term "transfer of rights” means consent of the owner of all
exclusive rights for intellectual property and acquisition of these rights by the buyer
irrespective of his status as a natural or legal person. According to "Handbook of international
trade statistics™ jointly developed by the UN and IMF all transactions with intellectual
property objects may be related to trade of services or operations with capital. Expanded
international practices of trading in the Internet-services significantly complicate the ways for
improvement of the current mechanisms of protection of intellectual property rights. Taking
into account the factor of information globalization such an improvement shall be
implemented by harmonization of laws, improvement of functioning of transnational
institutions and development of new techniques o evaluation of intellectual property objects
[34, pages 4-7].

There are a number of problems that concern with performing international e-commerce
in compliance with the rights to intellectual property objects. In the first, electronic piracy
remains the actual problem due to easiness of making ideal digital copies of books, photos,
music pieces and films and efficacy of their distribution across the international systems of e-
commerce. In the second, when any protected object of intellectual property is placed at the
Internet network the authors do not control accessibility to this information. Since the number
of sold copies may be accurately determined for traditional media but in a case of a network
only one copy may be sold. If a license to use the object of intellectual property is bought
from the author and placed at the network it becomes available to all. The share of
commercial operations over the Internet, which ensure protection of author or patent rights, is
only 25 per cent of their total number. Thus, an increase in non-controlled e-commerce with
intellectual property objects, level of piracy with respect to objects of author rights,
distribution of counterfeit products, and activation of plagiarism are observed. The practice
shows that the most part of infringements in the Internet is related to the intellectual property
rights to trade marks, less frequent are unlawful use of others commercial names and
geographical directions [4, pages 35-40; 10, pages 153-165].

Thus, in our opinion, it is important to apply new approaches to facilitate solving the
urgent problems of e-commerce development in the sphere of intellectual properties:

— regulate the use of domain names which allow identification of persons who produce
goods or providers of e-services within the scope of World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPQO) by means of elimination of contradictions between the system of their names and the
rights of intellectual property;

— enlarge participation of countries in the international cooperation in developing
practices for protection of rights for intellectual property objects in the Internet environment
and regulate online procedures of submission and processing of international applications
within the scope of WIPO;
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— increase responsibility of providers on online services in the sphere of intellectual
property.

The practical opportunity to use a unique mechanism of tax-free e-commerce from
offshore zones has led international Internet-retailers to establish transborder sales channels,
register legal persons in neighboring countries and sales goods from abroad directly to natural
persons reducing their expenditures on payments for import VAT. customs, certification and
other overhead costs. These issues have become the object of detailed studies by
representatives of countries-members of G20 and OECD. On the basis of the results of the
joined efforts of international working groups "Plan on measures against erosion of taxation
bases and removal of profits from taxation” has been approved and in 2016 it was agreed with
83 countries. This plan proposes a global redistribution of VAT between budgets of various
countries for preservation of the principle of fair taxation in the sphere of international e-
commerce. As due to flaws in the regulations for taxation of this type of trade large
multinational companies have obtained a possibility to use advantages of the offshore trade
where the most effective solution, which can level the conditions of business operations for
foreign and national companies, is collection of VAT from every delivery of goods at the
place of generation of profits (a place where goods or services are consumed), or
implementation of the national unified electronic system for proper VAT-registration of all
foreign e-shops (on the British model). Therefore, in our opinion it is important to apply the
same approach to e-services rendered remotely and realization of e-content [11, pages 92—
95].

Today the gradual modification of existing factors and occurrence of totally new factors
take place. These factors affect volumes of demanded and proposed goods and services via
international systems of e-commerce, reduction of transaction costs, domination of price
competition at electronic markets. In particular, in 2017 the Zebra Technologies company
published their study under the name "2017 Retail Vision Study". This large-scale study was
devoted to global process trends that significantly improve the retail industry and systems
used to evaluate quality of customer servicing. According to the obtained results about 70 per
sent of the participants who make decisions in the sphere of retail sales are ready to begin
operations with innovative technologies on the basis of Internet goods until 2021 and 65 per
cent plan investments into a technology of automation of warehouse inventory and
presentation of goods. According to the experts' forecasts until 2025 the market of Internet
goods will exceed the current volumes of global e-commerce by several fold and amount to 8
trillion USD. It will promote a fast growth of delivery, transportation and warehousing
services all over the world, Logistic companies will be obliged to provide for flows of
automatic orders of Internet goods which will ensure them about 1,9 trillion USD annually in
profits. Until 202 there will be 50 billion of devices connected to the network in the world
[27; 37].

Among new important social-economic and financial-globalized determinants which
directly affect the development of international e-commerce the current state and forecast of
development of this kind of trade within the known social networks is the first to be
considered as they are characterized by large-scale implementation of network forms of
organization of business activities. According to the statement of American scientist M.
Jackson, now on the many countries social networks cover more and more spheres of
economic life and their importance for information floes exchange, carrying out business,
trading in goods and services permanently increases [46, pages 17].

Impact of this factor may be traced in the following sequence: from simple forms of
social network integration with sites of e-shops (access through the social networks, widgets,
likes i shares) to socialization of e-shops themselves and utilization of data obtained in social
networks for personalization of online-buyers. It shall be noted that e-commerce has gained
some development in the system of classic social networks, in particular, from direct sales (at
the sites of these networks or additions to e-shops) to direct integration of global marketplaces
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such as Amazon, eBay, Alibaba in the social networks (i.e. with Google, Facebook, Twitter,
LinkedIn). It is also should be noted that until 2020 the share of marketplaces in international
e-commerce will be about 40 per cent. In the opinion of Jorij Abraham, Research & Advice
Director at the Netherland E-commerce Foundation, e-commerce global platforms can
significantly increase domestic and international sales of retailers and brands, by helping them
to reach more customers. It has been established that 62 per cent of retailers in the world have
e-shop (in the Netherland - 76 per cent). There are 70 per cent of such sellers in Britain, but
only 48 per cent - in France. Only 20 per cent of retailers in the countries, where the study
was carried out, can show a mobile addition to their e-shops. Such sellers actively record a
positive effect of e-commerce on the level of sales and 75 per cent of them expect a more
rapid growth of future sales. Sixty (60) per cent are sure that retailers who do not invest into
e-commerce will meet serious problems in near future. The most part of them consider that
the key to success is availability of both real shop and e-shop. According to data of the annual
research into e-commerce (Global Online Shopping Study) the buyers from South Korea (21
%), China (21 %), India (15 %), and Japan (15 %) consider that purchases shall be mainly
made at national e-shops. On the contrary the residents of Australia (63 %), Canada (54 %)
and Russia (54 %) seek to order goods at foreign Internet-retailers. According the data of this
research high costs of delivery (68 per cent of buyers), additional payments during receipt of
goods such s customs duties and taxes (58 %) and time of waiting of deliveries (42 %). Only
46 per cent of respondents consider purchases in foreign e-shops as completely safe. Sixty
eight (68) per cent of respondents are ready to make purchases abroad because it allows them
to save money [44; pages 45, 47; 29; 40].

According to the research of the international analytical agency Forrester Research, in
which more than 13000 buyers from 7 European countries took part, until the end of 202 53
per cent of retail sales in Europe will be made over the Internet. The data showed that online
traffic of mobile gadgets very quickly moves to the turning point when mobile purchases in
EU countries come to 50 per cent of online sales. Before the end of 2020 five main categories
of product groups will amount more than a half of the total volume of cross-channel sales in
particular the following: garden and home improvement, cosmetics, jewelry and watches,
clothes and footwear. In the experts' opinion, until 2020 the total volume of cross-channel
retail sales in Europe will amount 704 billion euros that is by 247 billion more as against
2015. Taking into account the cross-channel sales together with the online sales the total
volume will increase up to 947 billion euros that is 53 per cent of all European retail sales. At
that, the UK will have the most share of sales over the Internet [49]. Nevertheless, despite the
fast growth of e-commerce such as in EU countries on the beginning of 2016 there were only
12 per cent of participants who exported goods to other countries over the Internet due to high
costs of shipping transborder deliveries. At the same time, according to the recent research
B2C Europe, in which the behavior of online consumers in 8 countries of the euro area was
analyzed, 37 per cent of retail trade enterprises sale goods over the Internet in their own
countries. The main obstacle to trade over the Internet sector is a fact that the above-
mentioned costs may be five times as the costs of domestic transactions in every EU country.
In addition, only 15 per cent of consumers make purchases over the Internet in other EU
countries but 44 per cent spend money at online shops in their countries. These data convince
that the international logistics related to e-commerce shall be considered as a key factor of
development of the world economy informatization and international e-commerce. The high-
production logistic environment stimulates the country's ability to competition. For example,
the role of mail logistics for e-commerce is to create a system that ensures deliveries of
parcels with ordered goods within the terms agreed with the customer, obtaining information
about the progress of delivery of orders via the tracking system, prompt returning of goods,
taking charge of safety of investments, making deliveries in accordance with the acceptable
rates and providing the financial efficiency of the participants in the process. Now 40 per cent
of Europeans reject purchases over the Internet due to high costs of delivery and additional 20
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per cent due to lack of an acceptable for them way of payment. Long time of waiting of goods
is also a cause of 15 per cent of refusals, non-availability of rules of return of goods accounts
11 per cent of refusals of online purchases. Thus, in the near future solving the above
problems in international e-commerce among some EU countries will depend on quality of
logistic management [13; 43; 47; 48].

Economic entities shall consider the specified factors and trends upon making decisions
on production, exchange, distribution and consumption of information and network goods
(services) for the purpose of improvement of their utilization. According to the conclusion
made by A. Suvorov, head of department of IBM EE/A corporative systems, on the basis of
the research performed by IBM, in which about 1700 top managers of IT companies from 64
countries and 18 industries took parts, within the next 3-5 years the ICTs will become the
strongest catalyst of organizational changes that the economic factors [7].

To find the features of e-commerce markets and factors that affect their development
the largest private consulting institution Cushman & Wakefield published a report "Global
Perspective on Retail" in which the volumes of retail trade and infrastructure were compared
for the more than 100 countries of the world. In general, this report comprises an analysis of
the international e-commerce market, evaluation of infrastructure, legal and regulatory
frameworks and sizes of retail and e-commerce markets. Weighed indices on the basis of
thirteen indicators which are used for determination of the level of development of e-
commerce have been calculated for each country [26].

Therefore it makes sense to consider some indicators and positions of the authors and
experts of this research consistently.

One of the authors, John Strachan, head of international services at Cushman &
Wakefield (the USA) considers that the Internet has cardinally changed the picture of global
retail trade and continues to exert no less influence on the way by which we make purchases.
If retailers and developers will promptly adapt themselves to new conditions they can achieve
not only a significant rise in sales but also strengthen the positions of traditional shops and
business centers. The other participants of the research, Matt Winn, head of retail property at
Cushman & Wakefield consider e-commerce as a global phenomenon that has its specific
features related primarily to economy, culture, legal and infrastructure systems in various
countries. All this factors affect not only the real trade industry but also the volumes of online
sales. The researcher James Hawkey, managing director of retail property in Asia at Cushman
& Wakefield, is convinced that e-commerce has a necessary potential to change totally the
pattern (for example) of international retail trade. Now the brands which want to come to Asia
can firstly "sound out™ the market by opening e-shop and only then open real ones. David
Hutchings, head of EMEA research at Cushman & Wakefield is convinced that combination
of online and offline trades may be a significant factor and competitive advantage for retailers
and business centers in the world. In this case e-commerce will facilitate personalization of
services for customers and at the same time e-shops in business centers will availability and
direct interactions between the brand and customers. He also concluded that e-commerce
significantly changes a pattern of costs and this finally affect demands for real property [26].

"In prospect, the success of companies that operate at already established growing
markets will depend on such factors as innovation development of all points of contacts with
customers, in-depth analysis of causes that motivate customers to make purchases over the
Internet and do not use other channels, as well as clear understanding of consumer
expectations from the stage of ordering to the stage of delivering of goods," - considers
Parvaneh Nilforoushan, consultant at AT Kearney. In particular the world largest marketplace
of e-commerce Amazon.com (hereinafter "Amazon™) will be the first company with market
capitalization in the amount of 1 trillion USD. This was stated by Scott Galloway, professor at
the New York University, the founder of L2 Inc., the service of intellectual business-analytics.
According to him, too many retail shops are operated in the USA and therefore in near future
the situation will change. "The most part of retailers will face a threat of stagnation of middle
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class wages and departure from typical retail goods. The USA may lose one third of shops but
we will not notice their disappearance. This will be beneficial for customers and shareholders
of Amazon, but the global ecosystem, which comprises 11 million cashiers, will be the loser",
- said Scott Galloway. The expert admits that the company can increase annual expenditures
of households from 1300 USD to more that 7000. Due to this Amazon outranks such
companies as Google and Apple and attains such a high level of capitalization. In spite of an
early phase of occurrence of "shops of future” professor Galloway takes note of an
announcement of "Amazon Go" - shops without cashiers". "May be three of eleven million
cashiers in the USA have been signed off at this day. Simply they do not still know about this.
In our country there are more cashiers than teachers. | frequently communicate with retailers
who use a term "optimization" but its real meaning is "dismissal of employees" [9; pages 41,
47].

In our opinion, any optimization of personnel shall take into account best practices. For
example, In China the factors that affect creation of jobs are priority. According to the report
of BCG consulting company, until 2035 the giant of e-commerce, Alibaba will create 122 of
415 million (29,4 %) jobs by opening their own factories, construction of housing habitation
and others in the Chinese IT industry. According to the data of the Chinese People University,
only one platform of Alibaba e-commerce created 31 million jobs in the beginning of 2017. In
addition, the company put into operation 15 000 tao-factories (mini-production facilities
which allow the sellers registered at site Taobao to produce small lots of goods). It also has
opened 1300 villages Taobao which become centers of e-commerce in rural areas. According
BCG data, until 2035 the IT industry in total will amount 48 per cent of the national economy
and its calculated turnover will be 16 trillion USD. It should be noted that in 2015 it was only
13 per cent of the general indices of the China's economy and its calculated volume was 1,4
trillion USD and 100 million jobs were created. It is expected than until 2025 the country's IT
economy will create more than 400 million jobs [1].

In 2016 PayPal company presented the third annual global report on development of
international e-commerce. During its preparation 28 000 online consumers from 32 countries
were interviewed (how and why they participate in e-commerce, including at foreign sites)
[50, page 22]. This research revealed a number of factors that can have both positive and
negative effects on development of trade activities (Appendix E). The key trends are as
follows: for online-buyers from all over the world today China is the most popular country in
e-commerce (21 % share). Even more: according to the research of the McKinsey Global
Institute the online purchases in China are not simple replacements of usual ones: retail e-
commerce actively supports additional consumption. For example, 1 USD of online
consumption generate about 0,40 USD of additional sales. By now China can easily overtake
the USA as to competence of consumers and their skills in spending money. The other
countries are as follows: the USA (17 %), the UK (13 %), Germany (7 %), and Japan (4 %).
As on the beginning of 2017 about two thirds of all international online purchases were made
via Amazon.com, eBay (the USA) and Alibaba (China). The most popular categories of goods
are footwear and clothes (33 %), consumer electronics (21 %), books, music and media (14
%) as well perfume and cosmetics (13 %). Generally the goods ordered by online consumers
are light and inexpensive. Example: 45 per cent of all goods acquired over the Internet
network have a mass up to 500 g, 16 per cent of them cost less than 10 euros. Another 40 per
cent are within the cost range 10 to 49 euros [14; 22; 32; pages 50, 22].

According to the research of PayPal customers from East Europe are less willing to buy
at global online shops than customers from other parts of the world. The key factors of such
approach are cost of delivery, a level of taxation and a system of selection of payment
options. To buy a thing at foreign e-shop customers shall be seriously interested in it. The
main reason of making such a purchase 76 per cent of respondents indicate "good price" and
65 per cent indicate a possibility to buy goods that are not available in their countries.
However, when we consider other motivations to make international online purchases and the
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factors that affect a choice of payment option the most important reasons are: free-delivery
(46 per cent of interviewed customers) and safety and easiness of a payment option (44 per
cent) [ 50, page 22].

In Ukraine the ICT systems and e-commerce market which now are forming as leading
facilities of the national production during a long time were developed without any real state
support. The role of such a support was reduced to collection of statistical data, random
checks of IT sector (quite often unreasonable) which did not reflect the real state of things.
Well-founded scientific studies of this sphere, specifically in relation to the EU nearly didn't
carry out. The current situation in Ukraine indicates strongly the necessity of immediate
increase of the state's impact of the economic processes with the use of a wide range of
mechanisms of state regulations. First of all it concerns a system of further improvement of
state control over external economic activities (EEA) and customs procedures in context of
implementation of European mechanisms and tools. In this regard there are substantial
obstacles for further development of EEA including international e-commerce in Ukraine. For
example, now the Law of Ukraine "On external economic activities" which was revolutionary
26 years ago does not comply any international practice or laws of the EU to which Ukraine
intends to adapt its regulations. This law and by-laws related to it show disorder and often
lack of proper regulations over the state supervision in the sphere of EEA and this
significantly retards the development of international e-commerce in Ukraine as against the
other countries of the world.

With the aim to study principal directions for improving state regulations of e-
commerce in Ukraine it is useful to analyze the law of Ukraine "On electronic commerce"
(No. 675-VIII of September 03, 2015; hereinafter as "the Law™") [29].

In our opinion, the term "electronic commerce"” of this Law shall be interpreted more
loosely to cover the issues that related to all relations occurring under electronic business
activities, contractual and non-contractual. Therefore we do not agree with the authors of the
new Law who reduce the concept “electronic commerce™ to the variant of ordinary business
"... in the sphere of electronic sales and purchases, sales of goods to a buyer by a remote
method by means of fulfillment of legal electronic transactions with the use of information
and telecommunications systems", where this activity (it should be noted) is not yet aimed to
gaining profits. It should be highlighted that the authors "have forgotten™ to include the
concept "e-services" in the determination of the term "electronic commerce" and consider that
e-commerce is carried out only in the sphere "... of sales of goods by a remote method"”. At
the same time, in this Law e-commerce is defined as "relations directed to gaining profits,
which occur during fulfillment of legal transactions related to acquisition, change or
cancellation of civil rights and liabilities and are made remotely with the use of information
and telecommunications systems, and which are resulted in origination of property interest
and liabilities™ [29].

As to the conclusions of the Chief Scientific Expert Department of the Verkhovna Rada
of Ukraine with respect to the draft of this Law, in particular of expert V.M. Shamota, the
conclusions stated that the terms "commerce” and "commercial activity” were not actually
used in the laws of Ukraine. Based on these conclusions and also on the fact that the most part
of the provisions of this draft, according to the evaluation of the expert, is directed at the
regulation of conducting e-trade activities V.M. Shamota proposed to the authors of the Law
to adjust the name of the draft in particular to replace it by a new name: the law of Ukraine
"On electronic trade”, and amending its text in accordance with the change, including
amendments to its scope. It should be noted that we fully support the view of expert V.M.
Shamota as to the name of this Law. However, unfortunately the authors of the new law
adopted by the Verkhovna Rada in 2015 fully ignored this conclusion of the experts. In
practice it may finally result in legal uncertainties in the conceptual and categorical
framework as to the terms: e-trade, e-commerce and e-business [6].
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According to the evidence of one of the authors of the adopted Law, people's deputy O.
Bel'kova admits that the main purpose of this document was to give an impulse to
development of e-commerce at the domestic market of Ukraine. The same position is adhered
by the known Ukrainian expert, president of the investment holding Internet Invest Group O.
Ol'shanskyi who persists that a sole chance for the new Law to be adopted at all was to make
it highly specialized. Otherwise it will be never adopted [15].

In our opinion, the main deficiency of the Law is also its scope of applications because
it only regulates the mechanisms of development of domestic (national) e-commerce (e-trade)
and does not provide for development of international e-commerce (there is no any
corresponding section). It will not facilitate the efforts of a wide range of Ukrainian exporters,
other participants of business relations between countries under conditions of functioning of
the deep and overall free trade area between Ukraine and the EU countries (from 2016).

At the same time Ukraine, despite the progressive positive trade trend in 2017 as against
2016, worsened its position the World Bank's rating "Doing Business" by 5 positions and took
115 rating position in the category "international commerce”. Under this category the
complex evaluation is made by time and costs which are required for export-import
procedures including execution of documents and customs and border checks. In addition, the
country's business reputation is evaluated by its partners by many factors, in particular,
freedom of trade (capital and goods flows, transparency of procedures, stability of laws) [18 ].

In our opinion, the method of PESTLE analysis is more effective for analysis of
microenvironment factors and their impact on the external economic activities of some
economic entities of international e-commerce. This method has been actively developed
during the last ten years as an analytical tool of strategic planning. Its aim is to determine the
effect of factors of political, economic, sociological, technological, and legal natures as well
as the environmental factors [53, pages 384—-388].

Every type of the PESTLE analysis may be used in accordance with the aims and the
purpose of the study of factors effects, for example, the effect on activities of some economic
entities of e-commerce. In addition, this method gives an opportunity of developing a strategic
business plan for development of such commerce. To carry out the analysis one shall firstly
determine factors that affect the international activities of the subjects of e-commerce,
evaluate their potential impact, possible manifestations and importance. In our opinion, such
factors may be the following: the state's customs and fiscal policy, demand for products in a
foreign market, exchange rate of the national currency, level of inflation, mobility of
population, level of development of innovations in the industry, state of antimonopoly and
labor laws, activities of regulatory authorities. Accordingly, the factors are finally distributed
into political, economic, sociological, technological, legal and environmental groups.

To determine a weight coefficient for every factor one shall evaluate a degree of its
effect on international activities of every economic entity of e-commerce. This can be done
with the use of the 3 point scale (1 point - change of factor does not affect international
business; 2 - significant effect of change of factor; 3 - strong effect of change of factor); carry
out the expert evaluation of probability of changes for every factor with the use of the 5 point
scale (5 points - high probability of changes, 1 point - low probability of changes) and
calculate the average values of expert estimates. Accordingly, the weight coefficient for every
factor is calculated by formula:

Kf = Cexp x (Bf/Zf) 1)
The complex where Kf is the weight coefficient of the factor;
Cexp s the average value of the expert estimates;

Bf is the effect of the factor;
Zf is the total sum of points of the effect of the factor.
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typology of the microenvironmental factors that affect the international activities of
subjects of e-commerce may be also classified in Table 1 [25, pages 63-66; 50].

In such a way practical results of the applied PESTLE analysis of factors that affect the
development of international business of specific economic entity of e-commerce may be
presented in an integrated fashion by means of determination of a weight coefficient for each
factor [33, pages 38-50].
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Conclusions. The nature, preconditions and factors of growth that determine the
formation of the determinants of development of the sphere of global functioning of e-
commerce. The main macroeconomic factors have been defined and the dependence of the
factors of e-commerce development on the key determinants of the process of formation and
utilization of the strategic potential of current transformations of e-commerce economic
activities has been studied. The analysis has shown the necessity of complex evaluation of the
state and trends of investment climate in Ukraine with the use of statistical analytical tools
and harmonization of qualitative and quantitative components of the model for evaluation of
investment appeal of Ukraine and the EU countries. The performed empirical analysis and
obtained results may facilitate further studies for finding and adopting reasonable solutions
for improving the investment image of Ukraine and increasing the volume of attracted foreign
investments and capital investments in the national economy. Thus, the described processes
resulted in formation of a totally new form of making trade and financial transactions and
business processes which mediate them - a virtual one. This form has created a technological
basis for development of international e-commerce. Under conditions of global
informatization of goods and services flows specific nonprice determinants of demand and
proposition of network goods and services are generated. sustained reduction of costs for
search, processing and keeping information about prices, goods, manufacturers, suppliers and
consumers facilitates more effective formation of equilibrium prices as well as increased
transparency of markets and world competition.

Under these conditions the leading
industries of the information networked economy create the corresponding e-sectors of the
global economy without borders: e- (electronic and m-mobile) commerce and finances,
telecommunications sector and IT, electronic media.

Within the framework of behavioural psychology it means that the product, as
the market becomes increasingly saturated, finds it extremely difficultto break through the
filter of buyers’ selective perception.The article highlights the issues of filtering through the
audience selective perception which underlies a powerful informational message. The
conclusion of the author is to change the approaches to the communicative strategies
realization.

Formulation of the problem. We live in time of fleeting pictures, the time
ofinfoshock. The amount of information we receive per day is equal to the amount we
received for a yearlast century. It influences all areas of our life.

For example, in order to master basic knowledge at school nowadays, the training
should be extended for a few decades (in fact, we have this introduced 12- year system of
education now). However, it is not the way out, because the amount of new knowledge will
increase in many timesduring this period. Therefore, we need tochange our approach.
Education of knowledge should turn into education of understanding.

Change of approach concerns marketing area too. Market is oversaturated with
information, goods and advertising, which bringdown the buyer's interest in the product.
Within the framework of behavioural psychologyit means that the product,as the market
becomes increasingly saturated, finds it extremely difficult to break through the filter of
buyers’ selective perception. That is, the product is not perceived, is not memorized in the
consciousness as potentially desirable.

Object of the article. Product Advertising has become a new substance like water or
air. A person receives several thousands of advertising messages per day. Advertising has
become a background. This is the reason ofso-called advertising blindness. So, the question
is: how to fight the way through this wall? How to reach the audience? What is the basis of a
strong advertising message? What is the way to attract people’s attention to you.We need to
change our approaches to marketing. Traditional marketing does not work anymore.

Analysis of the latest researches and publications. The concept of neuromarketing
IS very young. The psychologists of Harvard University started to develop it only in the late
90s.First research in the field of neuromarketing was made by G. Zaltman in 1999. The
method created beforehand prepared images for stimulating strong emotional feedback which
causes the desire to buy. Later this technique was patented as Zaltman Metaphor Elicitation
Method or ZMET. The point of ZMET is to transfer true wishes of consumers from
unconscious mind into conscious one with the help of metaphor-images. Such images create
graphic collages which lay in the basis of commercials [Zaltman, 2003: 117].

In 2002 Al Schmidt, the professor of Erasmus University Rotterdam, made up the
term of “neuromarketing”.

The whole theory of neuromarketing is based on the idea that more than 90% of a
person’s intellectual activity, including emotions, takes place in the subconscious mind, that is
lower the levels controlled by consciousness. The former idea of rational taking decisions is
disproved. Daniel Kahneman, a psychologist and a Nobel economy prize winner, writes a lot
about this issue in his works [Kahneman, 2011:40]. At present, conceptual foundation of
neuromarketing is based on the works of G.Zaltman, A. Trandl, M.Lindstrom, D.Lewisand
others [3; 4; 5; 6].

Basic research material. So, thefirstthingwhichshouldbenoted is -If you want
somebody tolearn about you - hide.

It makes no senseto inform about your existence. Everybody has already got to know
about you or can learn If they want. Otherwise, you're just not interesting. The purpose of
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marketing today is to makeeverybody would like to learn about you, to find you and to get
interested in you. Nowadays it’s not enough to write "We are open!" How can you arise
interest andattract attention, breaking the selective perception of the audience?

First of all it’s necessary to focus on the product itself and its peculiarities, but not on
the information about its existence. Taking into account the fact that current range of goods is
extremely wide, and we have little time for making decisions,we make decisions intuitively,
emotionally but not rationally. So we need to focuson the perception of the product among all
the others [Kahneman, 2000: 153].

Secondly, if you want to be interesting for somebody - hide. It is, so called, keyhole
effect.” The need for recognition and sales growth is the result of your unpopularity, in fact.
Recognition does not make sense any longer. Hide yourself and make them find you.As it was
in yourchildhood.

How should you do it? It’s very simple. Create a boom. Make art your communication
channel. Play the game. Be unobtrusive. Ask riddles. Make vapid things spicy.

Just informing about the product and its price is boring, thereforesuch marketing is not
effective. It is necessary to involve and pick up the audience [Goldhaber,2 011: 67].

Marketing of information becomes marketing of participation. Today everyone
wants to take photos, write, draw, design, think up by themselves. Inspire. Here it does not
matter what you do, it’s important how you do it. Make your audience participantsof
anexciting game.

The neuroscience experts say that the game is a complex, important and necessary
biological process. Within few erasthe game as a process evolves and helps to survive both
animals and humans. The game forms the brain, makes it more intelligent, increases the
ability to adapt. The game helps to develop empathy and creativity, promotes the formation of
complex social groups [Hood, 2015: 264]. The basis of the game is pleasure, which is an
important characteristic of the new marketing. There may be flashmobs, challenges,
performances, whatever you like. It is the best way of delivering your message. And the
process is no less important than the result in this case.

Marketing ""here and now"". We used to have monostandards ofunderstanding things,
everything used to be submittedto logic, time used to be linear. Now we have diversity of
views and understandings, emotions rule the world, andwe have doubtsconcerning the
linearity of time, when we sayabout the existence of different realities. Social communication
has also become different. For example,it used to be clear who your friend was and who your
enemy was, but now, with the appearance of social networks, we have a new system of fast-
changing, various social connections and relationships. With the understanding that in future
we will not move in the same direction, we feelstressed because of uncertainty, therefore
pleasure of "here and now" comes on the stage [Lanham,2006: 43].

But still,we are so interested insomething new in our future that we even begin our
conversation with the question: "What's new?”. As Alice in Wonderland says, “One should
run as fast as one’s legs will carry one in order to stay in the place”. In order to be held up we
constantly need something new: a new proposal, a new approach, a new game. But everything
what is new today, is already old. Current and vital things are more important than new
things. Staying in the moment of "here and now™" brings us joy. Marketing focus changes its
position to the happiness of moment. It’s essential to understand that everything what we do
should bring us joy in our current life. Future does not exist any more [.

Marketing of sense gives place to marketing of emotions. All Western cultures and
antique philosophy praisethe beauty of the human mind. Emotions, on the contrary, have
always been considered as something brute, impulsive anduninteresting for science.
However, researches now state the opposite. Just emotions are a "trigger™” and they determine
most of our consciously made decisions [Kahneman, 2006:196]. There are many good works
on this topic of Daniel Kahneman, thepsychologistwho won the Nobel Prize in Economics.
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All of our mental processes are worked up at several levels. We, initially, perceive all
external irritants of the world by senses. We realize such irritants as sound, image, smell only
in 200-500 milliseconds. What happens before? Before it,neural activity is observed in the
most ancient part of the brain within the limbic system (the place where emotions are born).
We can’t intentionally influence the going on processes there until they don’t reach our
consciousness. From the limbic system information goes to the neocortex (awareness and
other cognitive processes). So during 200-500milliseconds the picture of our vision ofthe
world is created without our help [Lewis, 2016a: 123]!

Our will has theright of veto to modify or discontinue the started motion in the
emotional system. But precisely emotions set in motion the flywheel and are the prime cause
of a particular action. Selection and evaluation of incoming stimuli are going on exactly in the
place where emotions are born. That is, a person perceives only those things which
causeemotions. So rational thinking leads to conclusions, emotions lead to actions.

Traditional marketing is based on the existence of conscious homo economicus, which
actually does not exist. Therefore the price of the product is not so important as it considered
before. Actually, it is a challenge to the mankind. The same asDarwin’s theory. But it is a
fact. We are irrational and emotional. Sincewe perceive the world through five feelings at the
same time, brands should stopappealing to logic and become more sensual. If companies
appeal to a few feelings now, they should use all five [Wu T., 2011: 87].

Less is more. On the one hand, we have seen that the system of decision-making is
not that sort as we previously thought and it’s based primarily on emotions. On the other
hand, for example, Mark Zuckerberg, who wears 10 identical gray T-shirts, says that he tries
to make decisions only in case of vital necessity. He says: “When we spend too much energy
on making trifling decisions, it prevents us from taking global ones”. Why is it so?

It is interesting to follow different views on this issue of Malcolm Gladwell's speech at
TED inspiration lectures in 2004 and the performance of Canadian psychologist Sheen
Ayengar in 2010. The former said that one person had created 45 kinds of sauces for a
company and thecompany made a profit of hundred milliondollars. The lattertold how Procter
& Gamble increased sales by 10% by cutting down a series of shampoo from 25 to 15 types.

This phenomenon is explained by Barry Schwartz, an expert in the field of choice. He
says that a person illusory considers that the wider choice they have, the more freedom they
get. However, consideration of alternative advantages, which were rejected, brings down the
benefits of own choice and brings up a person's anxiety. People are tired of choice [Schwartz,
2004: 137].

So new approaches in marketing should include the possibility of not to chose. It’s
necessary to adjust the architecture of choice and make it more individual.

New marketing is marketing of stories. During the Soviet era we had lessons of
political news. It was hell. The problem was that we did not tell stories, but only informed
each other. Informing itself is boring. The story with its plot involves in its reality, it excites,
shocks and captivates. We used to talk about storytelling, nowit’sstoryliving. Create and
present stories, direct circumstances [Davenport T.H., Beck J.C, 2001: 34].

Marketing of closeness. In the"Person alone" essay,Erich Fromm reflects about
loneliness of a man in the consumer society and theirinternal conflict between "tobe™ and " to
have". Fromm thoroughly considersthe phenomenon of human loneliness. He speaks about
moral loneliness of a person, who can’t correlate their own values with the values of the
society, the person who has lost the connection with other people. He also speaks about the
man’s estrangement from himself. According to Fromm the reason of this estrangementis the
lifestyle of the consumer society, where everything is focused on the production, sales and
consumption, where a man turns into a product and estranges from his personality [13, 14].

To compensatethis estrangement, a man seeksplantom proximity in different external
forms. This trend of illusory proximity exists in all spheres of our life. Sincewe differently
perceive the same reality, and the language is a mediator, communication has also taken a
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course to convergence. The appearance of social networks, for example, makes closer not
only friends, but also a company, a customer, a politician andhis audience. Communication
changes its form. Itbecomes less formal and more friendly. Today the accent in
communication should be placed on being on the same wavelength with the audience, being
equal. Don’t give any instructions, just help and advise [16, 17].

Conclusions. Thus, new marketing rules can be reduced to the following postulates: If
you want somebody to learn about you - hide.Have you been found? Suggest participation.
Participation “here and now”. There is no sense, only emotions.And less is more.Become
closer to each other by telling stories.Finally. Forget whatyou have been taught, what you
have heard and what you have read. Experiment.
