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PUBLIC DIPLOMACY AS A TOOL OF SHAPING THE PERCEPTION
OF UKRAINE IN THE WEST AMID THE AGGRAVATION OF
RELATIONS WITH RUSSIA
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Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of Ukraine s public diplomacy in terms
of aggravation of relations with Russia. Public diplomacy is researched as an instrument for
shaping the perception of Ukraine in the West that is exposed to constant threats of
information influence by the Russian Federation.

The paper analyses the role of public diplomacy in shaping the favorable image of the
state in the mass consciousness and ensuring national interests in the international arena.
The peculiarities of the development of public diplomacy of Ukraine at the institutional and
practical levels being intensified since 2014 after the beginning of Russian aggression against
Ukraine, are determined. Conceptual documents and specially created institutions for
shaping a positive perception of Ukraine abroad and disrupting negative influence of Russian
propaganda are examined. As a result, the main directions of Ukraine's public diplomacy are
the development ties with the public and media; realization of image, cultural and
informational projects abroad; cooperation of governmental bodies for supporting foreign-
policy interests.
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Through the content analysis of the Western media space on the coverage of Ukraine
and the expert assessment of public diplomacy of Ukraine, the peculiarities of the influence of
Ukrainian public diplomacy on shaping its perception in the West were identified and a set of
recommendations was developed to improve Ukraine's perceptions in the face of aggravation
of relations with Russia. These include developing West and Russian directions of public
diplomacy, intensifying media coverage of Ukraine, changing narratives about Ukraine as
well as engaging civil activists and artists for promotion the national interests abroad.

The current problem. The new hybrid world order is drastically transforming the
relations among the states highlighting the information dimension of existence. Thus,
information and communication in the forms of public diplomacy, strategic communications
or propaganda are becoming the main asset and weapon in the hands of the states. The
defining role of communication tools in the international arena became increasingly evident
since the launch of Russian information aggression in 2014 which operationally directed
against Ukraine but strategically against the whole Western world. Ukraine found itself in the
spotlight of Russian propaganda aimed at undermining its territorial integrity, independence
and image of the state in the international arena. Such situation requires from Ukraine to take
efficient communication countermeasures to restore its international reputation and to curb the
negative impact of Russian information influence.

The aim of the article is to analyse the use of public diplomacy by Ukraine in shaping
the perception of the country abroad amid expansive propaganda of the Russian Federation
and to develop a set of recommendations for strengthening efforts of Ukraine to eliminate the
negative impact of Russian information aggression and to improve its perception in the
Western world.

Analysis of the latest publications. The communication as an integral part of the state
policy has been researched since the beginning of the XX century. The close attention to this
issue was paid by J. Ellul [Ellul, 1973: 61], Cull N., E. Gullion [Cull, 2006], J. Nye [Nye,
2008: 97], L. Lapham, M. McLuhan [McLuhan, Lapham, 1994: 264]. The shift to focus on
phenomenon of public diplomacy as a foreign communication technology was made due to
circumstances of political agenda. The term ‘propaganda’ prevailed in the political narrative
since World War Il with extremely negative connotation, thus, required a substitute. In 1965
an American diplomat E. Gullion coined the term ‘public diplomacy’ defining it as ‘the
influence of public attitudes on the formation and execution of foreign policies. It
encompasses dimensions of international relations beyond traditional diplomacy . . .
[including] the cultivation by governments of public opinion in other countries; the interaction
of private groups and interests in one country with those of another . . . (and) the transnational
flow of information and ideas’ [5]. Subsequently, the phenomenon of public diplomacy
became a household name in the U.S. and the concept was emulated by other Western
countries. The public diplomacy was used as a tool of ‘soft power’, concept elaborated by
J. Nye [Nye, Owen, 1996: 21]. Since the phenomenon of public diplomacy is relatively
modern, it is being actively researched by scholars nowadays from different angles as an
instrument of interaction [Zaharna, 2010: 233], shaping public opinion [Ross, 2003: 25] or as
an integral part of strategic communications [Department of Defence, 2009].

Among the Ukrainian scholars, the significant contribution to the study of public
diplomacy was made by O. Zernetska [Zernetska, 1999: 177], O. Kondratenko [Kondratenko,
2017: 196], I. Khyzhnyak [Khyzhnyak, 2018: 217], O. Kuchmii [Kuchmii, 2016: 157],
E. Makarenko [Makarenko, 2016: 55], E. Tykhomyrova [Tykhomyrova, 2004: 114] and others
which focus their research on the role of public diplomacy in the system of foreign-policy
communication.

The important research results. The strengthening of Russian information and
military aggression against Ukraine in 2014 put into question the position of our country in
the international arena. The policy of Ukraine was hardly articulated to international
community due to the lack of consistent and pro-active communications of the state. Though
the official statements of Ukraine were communicated by default, they were perceived poorly
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and dominated by Russian assertive communications. As a result, the public diplomacy
surfaced as an efficient tool and strategy on the agenda of Ukrainian Government.

The development of Ukraine’s public diplomacy was enshrined within legal framework.
The key strategic papers in this regard are the Doctrine of Information Security of Ukraine
approved in 2016 and the Concept of Ukraine's popularization in the world and promotion of
Ukraine's interests in the global information space approved in 2016 [1-3]. The development
of public diplomacy of Ukraine is determined as a priority of state information policy directed
to shaping positive international image [1]. The set of communication and information
activities for the promotion of Ukraine’s image in the world is outlined in the Concept of
Ukraine's popularization in the world and promotion of Ukraine's interests in the global
information space [2]. In order to insure the practical realization of public diplomacy the Plan
of Action on Implementing Concept of Popularization of Ukraine in the World was developed
and came into force in 2017. It includes the following activities [3]:

e Developing unified standard of elements for the promotion of Ukraine, in other
words— brand development;

¢ Conducting comprehensive campaigns of popularization of Ukraine in certain regions
of the world;

e Increasing the level of Ukraine's presence in international events and on information
platforms in the academic, cultural and public domains;

e Fulfilling projects of cultural diplomacy and strategies for popularizing Ukraine's
potential in the world;

e Strengthening tourist potential of Ukraine;

e Distributing information about export opportunities of Ukraine.

The institutional role in the realization of the above public diplomacy activities belongs
to different state bodies, namely the Ministry of Information Policy of Ukraine, the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine, the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine, the Ministry of Education
and Science of Ukraine, the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of Ukraine. Such
intergovernmental approach in public diplomacy requires efficient coordination mechanisms.
For this purpose, the Interdepartmental Commission on Ukraine's Popularization in the World
was established, coordinating the efforts of the above ministries and involving non-
governmental representatives.

The specific institutional role in public diplomacy belongs to the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Ukraine. The structural unit known as the Division of Public Diplomacy was set up
in the Ministry to prioritize public diplomacy in the policy of foreign communications of
Ukraine. The scope of work of the Division of Public Diplomacy includes [Kuleba, 2015]:

¢ Developing relations with the public, public associations and media of other countries
and Ukraine;

¢ Realizing image, cultural and informational projects of Ukraine abroad,;

¢ Coordinating measures of other governmental bodies in these spheres.

The specialized institution known as the Ukrainian Institute is established within the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs to ensure cultural promotion of state abroad. The format of this
institution is based on the international prototypes such as the British Council, the Goethe-
Institut and the French Institute. The central bureau of the Ukrainian Institute is to carry out
planning and strategic coordination of the cultural and image presentation of Ukraine in the
world while the branches of the Ukrainian Institute in the most prioritized for Ukraine
countries are to take activities in such public events. The central bureau of the Ukrainian
Institute has been fully operating since the end of 2018 with the ambition to realize a number
of activities in 2019 planned in its strategy of work [Vyshnytska, 2018].

The newly established Ministry of Information Policy of Ukraine in 2014 aimed at
countering Russian information influence hit the track of public diplomacy with the special
competence on foreign broadcasting. The Ministry fully supervises the two state foreign
broadcasting channels, the international broadcasting multimedia platform UA/TV and
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national information agency Ukrinform. Besides this specific competence, the Ministry of
Information Policy takes a number of information activities to popularize Ukraine in the
world. The other sectoral ministries involved in public diplomacy have specific tasks assigned
to them.

Under increasing information impact of the Russian Federation legal and institutional
development of public diplomacy of Ukraine takes place concurrently with the practical
implementation of public diplomacy activities, including national branding development,
international broadcasting, movies promotion, hosting of international events and conducting
strategic communication campaigns.

Ukraine presented its brand platform ‘Ukraine NOW’ which became a significant step
in nation brand building. The unified visual and vision framework of presenting our country is
to strengthen its identity in the perception of the international community. All the Ukrainian
governmental bodies and institutions are obliged to use the unified brand platform in the
communications while all non-governmental bodies and Ukrainian citizens are welcome to
promote it by all possible means in accordance with developed brand book [Bidenko, 2018].

Ukraine initiated the launch of international broadcasting system in order to counter
expansive propaganda by Russia Today. Primarily, the private initiative of 1+1 media holding
called Ukraine Today served for this purpose but subsequently the state took a leading role in
developing international broadcasting in the form of public multimedia platform UA/TV.
Multimedia platform UA/TV is available via satellite in Europe, North America and Asia, via
cable operators in 15 countries of the world, via the Internet as YouTube channel and website.
The overview of Internet traffic of platform demonstrates extremely low number of total visits
per month in comparison to Russia Today with 89% share of visits from Ukraine (pic.1).

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The analysis of content of UA/TV multimedia platform revealed the lack of a clear
understanding of the audience to which the content is directed, the way of coverage resembles
the Soviet style including usually only comments by officials, the selection of news is chaotic
and often contains information not interesting to foreign audience, the presence of political
bias in the coverage, unclear visual newsfeed (several running lines of news in different
languages which are often not related at all) [23].

Besides public international broadcasting a number of initiatives for civil society have
been successfully established and operated, including Hromadske International, Ukrainian
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Crisis Media Centre, StopFake, Euromaidan Press, Magazine ‘The Ukrainian: Life and
Culture’. Though the exposure of the above platforms is not expansive, their content is
relevant and targeted to key audiences.

Since 2014 Ukraine has given a fresh impulse to its movie industry. The number of
movies produced by Ukraine increased, they were more actively presented to international
audience and the Ukrainian film festivals were organized internationally. In this regard, the
following movies should be highlighted: ‘The Tribe’ (the first Ukrainian movie in the U.S.
box office and the one got 3 Cannes Award), animation movie ‘The Stolen Princess’ (shown
in more than 40 countries worldwide) and ‘The Cyborgs’ (presented with the support of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine in a number of world renowned cities).

The other public diplomacy activities worth mentioning are international events hosted
by Ukraine during the recent years. In 2017 Ukraine organized European Song Contest at a
very high level according to assessment by the European organizers. The hosting of
Eurovision strongly contributed to improving perception of Ukraine by foreigners. According
to results of survey prepared by JfK Ukraine, 47% of respondents stressed that Ukraine
surpassed their expectations, 51% of the guests said that Ukraine fully met their expectations
and 92% of respondents expressed their desire to visit Ukraine again [24]. In 2018 Ukraine
also hosted UEFA Champions League Final very professionally. The number of cultural and
entertainment events were organized for tourists in Kyiv though no special communication
campaigns or newsbreak were prepared by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine or the
Ministry of Information Policy of Ukraine.

The public diplomacy activities of Ukraine within the period of 2014-2018 includes
different communication campaigns launched by the governmental bodies together with civil
society organizations. The campaign #MyUkrainels is one of the most prominent examples.
The idea of the campaign was to present Ukraine as a diamond cut by dignity, freedom and
creativity of Ukrainian people and was realized through modern interactive landing page,
campaign in social media and creative hand-outs [22].

The other communication campaign #LetMyPeopleGo was dedicated to political agenda
— liberating Ukrainian prisoners of war and was presented through the campaign in social
media, national initiative of creating postcards etc. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine
also launched campaign to promote the correct use of the Ukrainian cities’ titles
(#KyivNotKiev) by international media and airports in order to eliminate Russian based
transliteration [Dovbenko, 2018].

For the first time a huge long-term public diplomacy project was conducted abroad —
The Year of Ukrainian Language in Germany which was dedicated to the 25th anniversary of
establishment of diplomatic relations between Ukraine and Germany. As a part of this project
the Embassy of Ukraine in Germany launched creative campaign in social media called
‘Proverbs’. The idea of campaign was to present Ukrainian proverbs in the entertaining
animated format and to link them with German analogues, thus, contributing building a bridge
between two cultures [25]. The communication campaigns mentioned were actively
distributed by Ukrainian side, both at the governmental level and by Ukrainian citizens but
there was no outreach of international media.

Through the content analysis of the Western media space on the coverage of Ukraine
and the expert assessment of public diplomacy of Ukraine, the peculiarities of the influence of
Ukrainian public diplomacy on shaping its perception in the West were identified. In
particular, the analysis of international media on the coverage of Ukraine demonstrated that
the attention of international outlets to Ukraine was extremely high in 2014 and has been
decreasing subsequently (pic.2).

Such close attention of the Western media to Ukraine in 2014 results from a number of
newsbreaks about Ukraine in this period. The Western media outlets actively covered
shooting down Malaysia Airlines Boeing, Russian annexation of Crimea and intervention of
the Russian Federation in Eastern Ukraine. The other injects about Ukraine in the following
years included Minsk agreements on the truce in Eastern Ukraine, Manafort scandal
disclosing, among others, his connections with former Ukrainian president V. Yanukovych,
cyberattack ‘Petya’ directed against Ukraine and other countries, assassination of Russian
journalist A. Babchenko in Ukraine, introduction of martial law in Ukraine (pic. 3).

The analysis of top topics related to Ukraine demonstrated that Ukraine was usually
covered in relation to war (29 357 media pieces) and corruption (5 914 media pieces). The
other topics such as reforms, investments, culture, sport and music are covered not so actively
but still the total mentioning amounted to 13 792 media pieces. The narrative shaped in the
Western media is outlined in the diagram (pic. 4).

The coverage of Ukraine in the Western media in 2014-2018 concerned mostly war in
the country caused by Russian aggression and some other events which had international
dimension. The information about positive changes in Ukraine and its cultural assets were in
the peripheral attention of the Western media.

The assessment of public diplomacy of Ukraine by Ukrainian and international experts
outlined the current state of public diplomacy and the vision of its improving for shaping
positive perception of Ukraine in the West.

The efficiency of public diplomacy of Ukraine is assessed slightly above middle value.
There is a full convergence in the assessment by Ukrainian and international experts of the
efficiency of public diplomacy in the part of improving the perception of Ukraine and in the
part of countering Russian propaganda which amounts to 2.8 points from 5 (pic. 5).

It should be noted that 85% Ukrainian and 80% international experts believe that for the
improvement of perception of Ukraine in the West a specific communication strategy towards
strategic countries should be developed by the Ministry of Foreign Policy of Ukraine. Most
experts consider that Ukraine should work within public diplomacy in the Russian direction
as well (72% Ukrainian experts and 94% international experts). According to assessment of
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experts, the most positive impact on the perception of Ukraine belongs to the strengthening of
civil society (international experts) and conducting of reforms (Ukrainian experts) while the
most negative impact belongs to corruption.

Experts determined the key measures and topics of public diplomacy of Ukraine, the
key groups of target audience to which they should be directed and the most influential
subjects who should direct them. The key target audience should be media and journalists (3.8
and 4.2 points out of 5 by Ukrainian and international experts accordingly), followed by
political establishment (3.6 and 3.8 points accordingly) and international organizations (3.4
and 3.9 points accordingly). The main public diplomacy measures should include publications
about Ukraine in top world media (4.0 and 4.1 points by Ukrainian and international experts
accordingly), organization of cultural events (4.0 and 3.6 points accordingly) and participation
in the international events (3.8 and 4.1 points accordingly). The above events should primarily
cover the topics of conducting reforms (3.9 and 4.0 points by Ukrainian and international
experts accordingly) and fighting corruption (3.8 and 4.1 points accordingly). The public
diplomacy measures should be taken by the President and by civil activists and artists as they
have the strongest influence (4.1 points for President by Ukrainian and international experts,
3.3 and 3.9 points for activists and artists by Ukrainian and international experts accordingly)
in the change of perception of Ukraine.

The recommendations from experts for improving public diplomacy of Ukraine are as
follows:

¢ Conducting efficient reforms (‘Focus on domestic scene, making substantive progress
in the reform agenda’, Advisor to Government Communication Service, UK);

¢ Developing comprehensive public diplomacy strategy (‘Act strategically and create
institutions in charge of public diplomacy’, Permanent representative of Ukraine to Council of
Europe);

e Ensuring ‘one voice’ communication ("Make synergy in work of MFA, Ukrainian
Institute, embassies and civil society initiatives’, Head of Programme sector of Ukrainian
Institute; ‘Unified public statements by diplomats, civil servants’, Head of Sector of
Information Security of the Secretariat of National Security and Defense Council of Ukraine);

ePromoting information about Ukraine to international media (‘Impartial and
professional coverage of events about Ukraine’, Head of Art Programme of British Council in
Ukraine);

e Improving content about Ukraine (‘The messages content to be modernized and made
as practical as possible’, Head of Cultural Sector of EU delegation to Ukraine);

¢ Building dialogue (‘To look for commonalities, build bridges and develop dialogue’,
Consul of Consulate General of Ukraine in Munich; ‘Ukraine should become an integral part
of global discussions’, Head of Committee on Foreign Affairs of Verkhovna Rada).

Conclusions. In terms of expansive information aggression of the Russian Federation
undermining Ukrainian existence, our country had to take resilient countermeasures to defend
its national interests and to restore its stability and reputation in the international arena.
Taking into account democratic principles adhered to by Ukraine, our country decided to have
resort to the instrument of soft power — public diplomacy. Ukraine developed a conceptual
and institutional framework of public diplomacy and took a bunch of practical activities to
improve its perception in the Western world. Though some advancements in presentation of
Ukraine have been made, the efficiency of public diplomacy in the part of improving
Ukraine’s perception and in the part of countering Russian propaganda seems to be not high
according to the assessment by Ukrainian and international experts. Therefore, some major
steps based on the recommendations from experts should be taken into account. These include
developing public diplomacy strategy (with two separate directions — West and Russia),
stepping aside from Ukrainian centric approach to world oriented one, intensifying media
coverage of Ukraine, shifting narratives about Ukraine (depends on success in reforming
internally) and engaging subjects with credibility (such as civil activists and artists).

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Summary. The current state of development of geopolitical processes marked a
tendency towards a bipolarization of the world order. Global economic processes are
evidence of China’s aspiration for wider representation in global politics and trade, if not the
economic expansion. In this context, the implementation of the One Belt, One Road strategy
opens up new opportunities not only for China itself, but also for its strategic partners. In the
course of study of the prospects of Chinese-Ukrainian relations, it was established that there
are a number of important prospects of Ukraine’s involvement in this geo-economic project.
Analysis of the dynamics of foreign trade in goods between Ukraine and China revealed the
need to intensify domestic industrial production. As a result of study of the prospects for
expanding Ukraine’s participation in the One Belt, One Road project, not only the need to
increase export earnings to China, but also identify opportunities for expansion into new
markets in eastern direction was established. An important conclusion of the study was that
the main emphasis in the further development of Chinese-Ukrainian relations should be
directed at active attraction of the Chinese investment in domestic infrastructure projects.
Special attention is also paid to the Ukraine’s initiative regarding the expansion of the New
Silk Road in the direction of the Danube shipping, which will make it possible to more fully
realize the trade and infrastructure potential of Ukraine.

Problem statement in general and its connection with important scientific or
practical tasks. The current development of the post-bipolar world is marked by tendencies
towards a new understanding of globalization trends. Sales markets and trade routes are being
redistributed; the formation of industrial production is being changed based on the principles
of revising the policy of energy dependence of large industries. In such conditions, the
concept of international integration and the model of international relations are being
reviewed. New forms of transnational cooperation arise based on joint infrastructure projects
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and building new trade routes. The rapid movement of goods, the reduction of transaction and
transport costs, the development of infrastructure projects - all these are the main trends of the
new model of economic growth in developed countries. This is most clearly demonstrated by
an example of China, which has for the past ten years been successfully implementing foreign
trade and foreign policy expansion under the One Belt, One Road program. This policy is
aimed not only at establishing trade communication between China and Europe, but has also
much deeper strategic goals of PRC’s foreign economic development. A new bipolarization of
the world is taking place, opening up new opportunities for Ukraine as a transit country and
potential regional leader in its relations with China in the course of implementation by the
latter of its infrastructure projects under the One Belt, One Road concept. At the same time,
China has an increasing interest in the countries of Central and Eastern Europe and in
Ukraine, which is the first gateway to Europe: it is indicated by the presence of the big
Chinese companies like Lenovo, Huawei, COFCO, CNNC, CCEC, China Harbor Engineering
Company (CHEC) in Ukraine, proposals to sign a free trade agreement and to launch a mutual
visa-free regime etc.

Analysis of recent research and publications which provide the solution to this issue
and on which the author relies. Traditionally, the Chinese-Ukrainian relations are the subject
of active scientific discussion in terms of the prospects for the development of the domestic
economy. But it is Ukraine’s participation in the implementation of the New Silk Road policy
that has recently been considered by the scientific community as a new opportunity for
diversification of foreign economic and foreign policy ties. The most relevant in this context
are the studies of A.Z. Honcharuk, O.V. Hobova, V.O. Kiktenko [1], S.A. Koshovyi [4], P.
Cai [8], X. Pu [10], D.S. Pokryshko, S.O. Radziievska, I.V. Us [6], Ch.E. Ziegler [11], Guan
Jinlin, A. Halchynskyi, V. Heets, M. Hrymska, P. Lenskyi, D.O. Oliinyk, Yu. Pakhomov, V.
Sidenko, Shi Ya-Jun and others.

Obijective of the research paper. The objective of this research paper is to analyze the
current state and prospects of further cooperation between Ukraine and China within the
framework of the Belt and Road Initiative.

Research findings. The model of globalization and economic cooperation used by
China is one of the best and most effective strategies of intergovernmental integration at the
beginning of the 21* century. Under the conditions of unipolar world, China managed to turn
into a powerful trading partner of not only the United States, but also of most other
industrialized countries, which provided China with currency earnings in the amounts that
made it possible to rebuild their own economy and realize political ambitions. China is trying
to position itself as a counterweight to the US in the global arena; to do so; China’s political
leadership understands the need for expansion into other countries, thus providing itself with
stable markets for its own products.

In this context, the policy line of China’s leadership is extremely prudent, and its geo-
economic strategies are systemic and cover all spheres of public relations. ‘At the end of 2013
Chinese President Xi Jinping announced one of China’s most ambitious foreign policy and
economic initiatives. He called for the building of a Silk Road Economic Belt and a 21°
Century Maritime Silk Road, collectively referred to as One Belt, One Road (OBOR) but
which has also come to be known as the Belt and Road Initiative. Xi’s vision is an ambitious
program of infrastructure building to connect China’s less-developed border regions with
neighbouring countries. OBOR is arguably one of the largest development plans in modern
history’ [Ommbka! McTtounuk cceiiku He HaiaeH., p. 5]. These initiatives, according to S.O.
Radzievska, 1.V. Us, D.S. Pokryshko, confirm ‘China’s attempts to become a leading, and
even the main global player. To achieve this, the implementation of the One Belt, One Road
concept will contribute to providing the economy of China and other Eurasian countries with
urgently needed energy resources from the Near and Middle East, Central Asia’ [5, p. 152-
154]. That is, the actual implementation of China’s new trade strategy is a “soft expansion”
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policy through building new transport corridors and developing trade between Asia and
Europe with the simultaneous implementation of infrastructure projects in transit countries.

Pu X. Notes: ‘As China’s geo-economic strategy, OBOR will largely depend on the
resilience and strength of China’s economic power. The Chinese economy faces increasing
challenges, and OBOR cannot solve all of China’s economic problems. Ultimately, China’s
domestic reforms will determine whether its economy will be transformed into a more
sustainable model. In this sense, Chinese foreign policies are an extension of China domestic
politics’ [Ommubka! Mcrounuk ccpuiku He Haizen.]. With such an understanding of the One
Belt, One Road concept, it seems quite reasonable to join Ukraine to it through the
intensification of bilateral relations with China, since one way or another, Ukraine is an
integral part of the New Silk Road (Fig. 1).

As Ye. Yaroshenko, V. Perebyinis rightly point out, ‘in the strategies of Beijing,
Ukraine is assigned the role of an “axial state”, which may be the bridge between China,
Russia and the EU. In turn, despite the promising nature of the Chinese vector, Ukraine
passively joins the initiatives of the new global center of power. Thus, Ukraine shows low
political will to build joint infrastructure projects. In particular, China has repeatedly declared
its desire to invest in the modernization of Ukrainian ports, which can serve for the transport
of Chinese products to EU markets’ [6, p. 18]. According to A.Z. Honcharuk, Ye.V. Hobov et
al., ‘the advantage of Ukraine among all other countries in the region of Central and Eastern
Europe is that it is possible to deliver goods through the ports of Ukraine in two directions:
from China to Europe and from Europe to China, because a big problem for the Chinese is
that the trains coming from China to Europe with goods return empty’ [1, p. 34].

All this demonstrates the potential for the development of bilateral relations within the
framework of the implementation of the One Belt, One Road Concept. But to our opinion, the
reasons and even the need for Ukraine to join this project is expressed in the following:

o The need to diversify the foreign policy vector in order to find new strategic partners
not only in the economy but also in geopolitical projects and cooperation;

o The need of the domestic economy for the investment resources available in China;

. The need for additional leverage and additional potential for Ukraine’s influence on

the process of its accession to the EU. (As part of the implementation of the One Belt,
One Road concept, Ukraine will turn into a powerful, if not the major, transit country
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between Europe, Central Asia and the Far East, which can have a significant impact on
the cost of transportation, with rates to be regulated by the political leadership of
Ukraine depending on the degree of achievement of their own interests in Europe);

o Intensification of trade, which can increase the economic activity of the regions
involved in the processes of cargo transportation, creating the preconditions for
stimulating the economic activity associated with the maintenance of infrastructure

facilities;
. Renovation of Ukraine’s transport infrastructure;
. Realization of Ukraine’s potential as a regional economic and political leader in the

post-Soviet space and among Eastern European countries.

The latter is revealed through the mechanism and feature of building the whole
concept of One Belt, One Road. The fact is that it involves the simultaneous availability of
several geopolitical and geo-economic projects. Thus, ‘one of the ways of expanding
cooperation between Ukraine and China could be Ukraine’s participation in the format of
existing cooperation of the PRC with the countries of Central and Eastern Europe “16+1” in
view of Ukraine’s belonging to this region and its status as an associated EU member. In this
regard, it is also important for Ukraine to build its own agenda, primarily focusing on its own
economic interests, while objectively evaluating opportunities and benefiting from the
integration mechanisms that are in the formation stage’ [3, pp. 108-110].

With $8 billion in bilateral trade and a pledge of at least $7 billion from China for
major infrastructure projects in Ukraine, the relationship between the two countries appears to
be both strong and profitable — particularly so for Ukraine, which is constructing new energy
projects, highways, and a fourth metro line in Kyiv all with Chinese-supplied credit.

As it is estimated by authors, the main potential and basic preferences of Ukraine’s
participation in the new geopolitical strategy of China will be revealed in the field of foreign
trade, due to increased exports and growth of its own industrial potential and Ukraine’s trade
with China. The availability of infrastructure and trade routes financed by China open up
access of domestic goods to new markets without the need to invest in transit corridors
through using the existing New Silk Road and Maritime Silk Road within the One Belt, One
Road concept. As for the economic component of the cooperation between Ukraine and
China, the demonstration of the dynamics of foreign trade in goods between the two countries
and its commodity structure (Table 1, Table 2, Figure 2).

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So, several conclusions can be drawn at once:

Firstly, the analysis starts from 2012 - the actual year of Ukraine’s decision to
intensify relations with China, and therefore it can be argued that there are certain positive
trends in the period of 2012-2015, when the balance of foreign trade between Ukraine and
China was lined up towards Ukrainian exports;

Secondly, the aggression of the Russian Federation towards Ukraine led to objectively
negative consequences of the reduction of industrial production, which was one of the reasons
for the reduction of real GDP of Ukraine;

Thirdly, there is a systematic decrease in the dependence of the Ukrainian economy on
imports from China, which manifests itself in a certain stable volume of imports of goods
from China in the range of $4.6-5.6 billion, accompanied by steady decline in domestic
exports to China.

This does not mean, however, that Ukraine does not receive preferences from the
implementation of China’s One Belt, One Road strategy, as this strategy provides for the
possibility of implementing new vectors of foreign trade throughout the New Silk Road.
Instead, there is a concern about the change in the structure and dynamics of domestic exports
of goods to China by main groups of goods (Table 2, Figure 2), which indicates the need to
find new models and new strategies for the development of foreign economic relations
between Ukraine and China, especially considering the transport and transit potential Ukraine

in the aspect of increasing international pressure on Russia, which has a considerable length
of trade routes.

As evidenced by the data presented, the structure of domestic exports to China is

dominated by raw materials. The exception is precision mechanical engineering, but its

products’ share in the aggregate is only over 9% in 2018, although it has been steadily

increasing over the past five years. Instead, the share of slags or ashes used in China for

metallurgical production, as well as cereal crops, is tangible. In general, the dynamics of

changes in the structure of foreign trade with China (Figure 2) shows that the export of goods
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to China in the price terms is constantly fluctuating. On the one hand, this can be explained by
the seasonality and peculiarities of certain technological processes, on the other hand, by the
general decline in exports, and in particular the China’s demand for domestic products. Under
these circumstances, it is quite logical to conclude that Ukraine’s participation in China’s One
Belt, One Road strategy is ineffective, fragmentary, and does not reveal the domestic potential
and capacity of domestic industry, but rather creates an obstacle to economic growth and
expansion of the economic potential through access to cheaper products from China.

Analyzing the above statistics, it is worth pointing out that the Chinese-Ukrainian
relations should be developed taking into account the needs of the domestic market of
Ukraine, as well as satisfaction of the strategic prospects of development of the domestic
economy, rather than through the extensive development of the domestic industrial sector by
replacing domestic products and raw materials with cheap goods from China. As we can see,
the trade in the agricultural sector from Ukraine to China is growing and it composites one
very profitable option. But, as the specialists pointed out, it is important to take into account
that China often establishes unspoken instructions on the policy of cooperation with other
countries. For example, there are periods when Chinese state companies received subsidies
for cooperation with Ukrainian enterprises in the agrarian sector. There were periods when
subsidies were given for cooperation with other CIS countries [11]

The availability and arrangement of the main transport arteries within the framework
of One Belt, One Road demonstrates the necessity of promoting the following directions of
development of the national geo-economic strategy:

Expanding the export range in the eastern direction within the framework of the New
Silk Road, with the aim of gaining access to new markets in Central Asia that do not have the
same strategic significance for China as the more capacious and solvent European market;

Development of projects within the framework of the Maritime Silk Road of the 21
century, with the involvement and expansion of the role of such ports as Odesa and Izmail in
order to join Danube shipping to the One Belt, One Road concept. In my opinion, this is one
of the most priority directions of further development of the given One Belt, One Road
strategy. Ukraine, initiating the accession of the Danube ports to this trade route, will turn into
a powerful cargo hub of river shipping, which will simultaneously increase the turnover of
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goods, as well as provide an opportunity to stimulate the renewal of its own merchant fleet. In
doing so, the infrastructure component of this area of implementation of the One Belt, One
Road strategy will be financed at the expense of China. Such a direction will ensure economic
growth of the south-western region of Ukraine, and will transform Reni, Illichivsk into even
more powerful ports, and Odesa - into the center of commercial shipping throughout the
south-eastern region of the EU. In this way, Ukraine obtains two important preferences at
once: the potential protection of trade route by China in the event of possible Russian
aggression against Ukraine, which will actually transform China into a real strategic partner
of Ukraine. Secondly, it will enable to intensify domestic demand in such fields as:
mechanical engineering, shipbuilding, ship repair, construction, etc.

Revival of a number of regional unions, in particular GUAM, in the format of
Georgia, Ukraine, Azerbaijan, Moldova, which will actually provide access of Ukrainian
goods to the markets of these countries, as well as significantly reduce transaction costs for
the transit of domestic goods through these countries to new markets in Central Asia. It
should be understood that global shifts towards the Chinese market today are extremely
difficult and almost impossible for Ukraine (excluding precision engineering and heavy
mechanical engineering, electronics, aircraft building, etc.). All other sectors of the domestic
economy have a low level of competitiveness in the aspect of the primary cost element in
comparison with Chinese goods;

Promotion of the role and participation of Ukraine in political processes within the
framework of the One Belt, One Road concept, which will allow finding new partners, access
to which markets can provide sustainable economic growth of a number of priority export-
oriented branches of the national economy: mechanical engineering; agro-industrial sector;
rocket production; pharmaceutical industry, etc. The political component, if shown through
the example of China, actually enabled the latter to pursue a soft, gradual expansion in
relation to the countries with relatively weak economies. Similarly, Ukraine’s expansion may
be possible, not so large-scale, albeit due to more technological products;

Implementation of large infrastructure projects; this direction of promotion of
Ukraine’s participation in the One Belt, One Road is the most urgent given the current
problem of working capital and the state’s inability, in the conditions of the martial law
imposed on part of the territories, to divert state funds for the renewal of transport corridors.
On the other hand, such renewal will be considered as investment, and should be carried out
to increase Ukraine’s importance within the framework of the One Belt, One Road. However,
the current state of the Chinese-Ukrainian relations shows the greatest PRC’s interest in
infrastructure projects. Thus, there are promising projects for deepening the water area of a
number of domestic ports in the framework of the development of merchant shipping.
However, recent Russian actions against Ukraine in the Azov Sea significantly reduce the
interest of Chinese investors in Ukraine.

Thus, it can be concluded that Ukraine does not use the potentials available in the
China’s geo-economic strategy of One Belt, One Road to the maximum possible extent. The
main problem is that its implementation does not involve bilateral relations, but the
development of the network of certain strategic territorial or regional unions and alliances, the
existence of which is dictated by the short-term interests of the implementation of
infrastructure projects and temporary transit. Instead, after the One Belt, One Road is
implemented to the maximum possible extent, and transport corridors turn into established
infrastructure networks, there will be prospects for the so-called secondary effect - the
development of local economic initiatives and the intensification of economic activity of
business entities of the regional and territorial level aimed at servicing the existing transport
corridors and the needs of the movement of goods. As it was mentioned, since One Belt —
One Road initiative is designed specifically to improve transportation across continents,
China is more interested in building lanes and logistic hubs along the route to service massive
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exports it will dispatch to European countries and beyond. Ukraine can obviously help China
facilitate its trade as a storehouse of materials or as a logistic hub [9]

Conclusions. Summing up the current state and prospects of China-Ukraine relations
within the framework of the Belt and Road Initiative, one should focus on the following key
factors:

Firstly, there is a need to intensify domestic exports to China within the already
established trade and transport corridors in China, which will significantly reduce the
transport costs of domestic producers.

Secondly, it is necessary to expand cooperation with China within the framework of
implementation of infrastructure projects on the territory of Ukraine. It is important to pay
attention to the opportunities associated with the intensification of rail, sea and air
connections. Attracting Chinese investors to the implementation of the most priority
infrastructure projects in Ukraine will help address one of the main tasks - modernizing and
expanding the transport corridors.

Thirdly, it is necessary to shift the emphasis from purely Chinese-Ukrainian relations
in the direction of expanding strategic prospects for economic cooperation with the member
countries of the Belt and Road Initiative. In this way, Ukrainian exports will find new
markets, and Ukraine will get new strategic partners to potentially turn economic cooperation
with them into political interaction.

It seems that he Ukrainian government ought to pay much more attention to the
projects with Chinese investments and provide if not guarantees, than surveillance or
regulatory facilitation, so that they are successfully completed. It is crucial since creating
positive precedents of cooperation will surely inspire new deals. Ukraine should make the
most out of its being situated very close to the OBOR roote, since it would increase the profits
of our country through attracting more resources from China. Chinese entities tend to
generously invest in the countries along the route, so Ukraine’s government should actively
merchandise its advantages that could be targets of China’s surging investments.Vice-Prime-
Minister of Ukraine S.Kubiv, as a head of Ukrainian delegation took part in May 2017 OBOR
Forum in Beijing and pointed out: “Ukraine is a principal logistical hub between Europe and
Asia So, for the construction of the new “Ukrainian part” of the Belt we are ready to facilitate
the collaboration between China and Ukraine with the final realization of the products in the
European Union market” [14, p.14].

To conclude, some common estimation could be provided: Ukraine-China relations
have a serious background and good perspectives for the future, right now only 12 % of the
potential of Ukraine are used for this collaboration. The main reasons of low level of
relationship:

o Stagnation in the political dialog on the official level (there were no mutual state visits
since 2013)

. There is no clear understanding of the B&R initiative’s main objectives at the
governmental level

o Lack of the information in both countries and as a result the sides are not trusted
enough

o Different state strategies (long-term in China and short-term in Ukraine)

o Financial problems and instability in Ukraine (weak legal bases, change of the rules

and regulations, corruption).

Way forward to improve the collaboration should include, as we estimate, lays on the
intensification of bilateral political dialog, mass-media direct cooperation (without 3-d
parties) and active information policy in both countries, government’s support to Ukrainian
businessmen and companies, exchange of specialists and experts on the different levels:
national, regional, municipal and, finally a special attention to infrastructure projects to insure
that the transit potential of Ukraine will be taken into consideration.
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In general, it should be noted that the Chinese-Ukrainian cooperation within the
framework of the Belt and Road Initiative shall not be considered as a purely economic
opportunity. The political leadership of Ukraine should proceed from the fact that it is
necessary to establish new unions and alliances, in which Ukraine must realize its own
potential to become a regional political and economic leader, within the framework of the
implementation of this ambitious project of geopolitical and geo-economic orientation.
Ukraine sees OBOR as a geo-economic project, an initiative to stimulate the growth of the
Eurasian economy, which in general coincides with Chinese views. One very important fact is
that OBOR does not contradict Ukraine’s aspirations for further economic cooperation with
the European Union and, on the other hand, can strengthen the merits of Ukraine and offer
incentives for the development in general.

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Abstract. In the context of information development, new opportunities have
emerged to solve humanitarian issues by supporting programs for the modernization of
developing countries, based on the widespread achievements of science and technology.

Abstract. The article analyzes the features of Sino-Vietnamese asymmetric relations
with a powerful destructive potential. The focus is on the elements of the confrontation
between China and Vietnam, which prevent the acceleration and expansion of the scope of
strategic cooperation. It has been found that bilateral relations between China and Vietnam,
although they are developing in the format of "comprehensive strategic cooperation and
partnership”, did not avoid a confrontation caused by territorial disputes in the South China
Sea. Vietnam is experiencing serious discomfort from the strengthening of China’s aggressive
regional policy, acquiring a systemic and clearly structured character. The key
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configurations and trajectories of Vietnam’s basic strategies aimed at containing China,
which is trying to gradually reformat the space around it is borders, are explored. It has been
established that Sino-Vietnamese relations are a combination of political, ideological and
cultural contacts with a complex of contradictions. Despite the weakening of the role of
ideological tenets, the Communist Parties of China and Vietnam are too close and control the
most important vectors of development of bilateral relations. It was noted that despite the
intensification of contradictions, Sino-Vietnamese relations are dynamically developing and
evolving and their cooperation to a certain extent is based on the search for compromises,
common points of contact between positions and mutually acceptable solutions.

Abstract. The state of formation of a new system of world order and international
relations is outlined. It was found out that there is a transition from post-bipolar to multi-
polar world order. At the moment, the world is in a state of transit or transitive order, since
the old world-system, which took shape after the end of the Cold War, went back to the past,
while the new paradigm of the world order is the subject of uncertainty. The new world order,
whose outline is more and more clearly distinguished by a distortion, is to be understood
rather as a global mess that is a hallmark of the present stage of globalization. Under these
circumstances, large, medium and small states are trying to find their place in the future of a
multipolar world, which, according to the forecasts of most experts, will be multipolar. The
United States is gradually moving away from its role as a world leader trying to focus on
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domestic issues. Among the new centers of power are traditionally China, which is
increasingly expanding its influence by expanding its economic presence in different regions
through investments in industrial and infrastructure projects. The Russian Federation is
compelled to seek a compromise from the West in the sense of recognizing its Russian sphere
of strategic interests at the regional and partly global level in order to affirm the status of one
of the centers of influence comparable in its power with the USA and China. A major
geostrategic task for Russia is the return of the world to the realities of the twentieth century,
or during the rhetoric of classical realism, which prevailed such categories as "zones of
influence™, "buffer zones™, "balance of power", "balance of interests". It has been found that
the resources available in Russia do not serve as a full-fledged geopolitical basis for
designing global influence. That is why the Russian Federation has resorted to aggression
and destabilization of the transitive world order in order to support controlled chaos in
different directions.

Abstract. The article provides a scientific analysis of theoretical and practical
problems that exist when implementing the criminal-legal policy of the state in the field of the
protection of military security of Ukraine. Taking into account the existing challenges and
threats facing the Ukrainian, sovereign, democratic state, and before the whole civilized
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world today, the place, tasks and goals of the criminal-legal policy of the state are
determined, its role in the sphere of military security of Ukraine is comprehended. The work
focuses on the concept and essence of criminal-law policy, clarifies its place and role in the
state in counteracting the socially dangerous acts of the present.

Attention is drawn to the fact that the state policy in the sphere of counteracting crime,
which is being conducted now in Ukraine, should be developed taking into account new
scientific developments, theoretical and practical recommendations of scientists, first of all,
lawyers. The absence of a holistic, modern concept of the criminal-law policy of the state, as
well as the development of the national legislation on criminal liability, leads to
inconsistencies and inconsistencies with certain norms of the criminal legislation of Ukraine
and other subordinate normative legal acts, including the Basic Law - the Constitution of
Ukraine, which, in its turn, entails significant problems in the activity of law enforcement
agencies of Ukraine.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the legal nature of principles and
values of the European Union, their ethimology and genesis, as well as their place and role in
the legal order of the EU. One can argue that in the contemporary legal order of the
European Union principles and norms that are enshrined in the founding documents of the
European Union, stipulate the founding basics of the legal system of the EU. Besides, they
execute the regulatory function in the relations between an individual and society. It is
pointed out in the work, that principles and values appeared in the European Union law not
at the same time. If principles were fixed in the first founding treaties when they were
concluded, then the provisions on values were included in the founding treaties only recently,
that is in the latest Lisbon edition of 2007.

It is underlined that the infringement by a EU Member State of values may result into
imposing of sanctions against the infringer. However, EU principles and values acquire the
particular importance in the course of the conclusion of international agreements with the
third countries. With this regard the provisions of the Association agreement between
Ukraine and the European Union and its Member States.

Special attention is paid in the article to the investigation of the legal mechanism of
the implementation of the EU-Ukraine Association agreement in the legal order of Ukraine as
well ae the effect of principles and values on the process of legal reforms in Ukraine.

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Problem

The European Union is a constitutional entity based on the principles and the
determined values, which constitute a legal basis for the EU legal order. The EU principles
and values are enshrined in the Treaty on the European Union and specified in the EU
Fundamental Rights Charter and have internal and external dimensions. The Association
agreement between the EU and Ukraine, as many other EU international agreements, contains
EU principles and values. By means of the conclusion of the association agreements the EU
law extends its effect on the internal legislation of the associated countries. Thus the EU
principles and values become an integral part of the national legislation. In this connection,
the study of the peculiarities of the Association of Ukraine with the EU becomes topical for
Ukrainian science of European law. Unfortunately, the legal problem of influence of the EU
law on the nature and content of the association agreements, which creates preconditions for
expansion of the Union acquis in the internal legal order of third countries, has not given
sufficient attention in the Ukrainian and foreign literature on European law. The study of
these issues is the actual problem of modern science of international and European law and its
solution will be of considerable practical importance for Ukraine.

Aim of the article. The aim of the article is to highlight the theoretical and practical
problems of effect of the EU principles and values on the internal legal order of Ukraine. The
association with the EU may be considered as the first step to the integration of Ukraine in the
EU. The influence of the European Union acquis on the law of Ukraine is being investigated.

Analysis of latest researches and publications. The issues of the association
between Ukraine and the European Union were elucidated mainly in the latest works by R.
Arnold [14], N. Mushak [15], N. Sishkova [16]. Unfortunately, so far, the Ukrainian and
foreign publications have not payed sufficient attention to the investigation of the role of the
EU values and principles in the process of legal integration between Ukraine and the EU.
However, new realities connected with the association between EU and Ukraine require
special research of this problem.

Exposition of the main material of the research

The European Union law is a separate legal order the legal bases of which is formed
by the principles and values. The principles and values can be treated as a kind of a ‘grund
norm’, the foundation of the whole EU legal system. However, these phenomena are not the
same. As not the same is their role in the EU legal order.

In terms of etimology a principle (principum) means the main source, initial,
guideline for the EU activities.

Values are some phenomena of social consciousness in the form of the notions of
good and evil, justice, moral considerations, principles. With the help of values people give an
assessment of the phenomena of reality, require their implementation. Thus, values exercise
regulatory functions in relation to an individual and society

Values designate moral and ethical aspect of a legal phenomenon.

Where did these principles and values come from? Most of them found their
consolidation in the national constitutions of European states.

Before that, they were formed in the era of enlightenment and were politically
declared during the Great French Revolution.

After the Second World War, the establishment of democratic values and, along with
it, the development of civil society, its institutions in the states of Western Europe gained a
special weight. Similar constitutional foundations for democratic values and human rights and
freedoms have been and continue to be characteristic of the European states of developed
democracy. This is confirmed by the Article 6 of the Treaty on the European Union (TEU),
which states that the fundamental rights guaranteed by the European Convention on the
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Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and provided for by constitutional
traditions common to all member states form the general principles of the law of the Union

[1].

For the first time values were enshrined in the Lisbon treaties on the European
Union. They may be considered as the main sources of the EU law even for the principles.
Many of them then are fixed in international agreements between the European Union and the
third countries.

In the European Union the violation of the values by a Member State may result in
the imposition of sanctions upon it in the form of suspension of certain of the rights deriving
from the application of the Treaties to the Member State in question, including the voting
rights of the representative of the government of that Member State in the Council (Article 7
TEU).

It should be noted that, in general, the EU often uses its foreign policy as a tool to
consolidate the political principles that create political obligations for the parties including
Ukraine. Therefore, very often the EU agreements on cooperation with third countries contain
provisions concerning the requirement to respect human rights and democracy in these
countries (so-called essential element of international agreements - Bulgarian formula) [18].
In addition to the principles of democracy and human rights the respect for the principles of
market economy is also related to the essential elements of cooperation agreements.

Thus, the Association agreement between the EU and Ukraine enshrines in its
Preamble some of the provisions of the Treaty on the European Union (TEU) and the Treaty
on the functioning of the European Union (TFEU) [2]. The issue is primarily about the shared
values of the Union (Articles 2 and 3 TEU). In addition to respect for democratic principles,
the rule of law, human rights and fundamental freedoms, including the rights of national
minorities, non-discrimination, respect for diversity, human dignity the Association
agreement adds to them the principle of good governance, the principles of the market
economy, which should facilitate the participation of Ukraine in European policies.

The preamble also recognizes Ukraine as a European country that has a shared
history and common values with the Member States of the Union. This provision, together
with the provisions on the common values is important, first of all, since it opens the
possibility for Ukraine joining the EU in the future, since a member of the Union can be any
European country that respects the values specified in the Article 2 and shall implement them
in life.

The significant support for the implementation in practice of the rule of law in
Ukraine can be provided by the cooperation with European organizations. Their members are
the states in which the rule of law and democracy has been functioning successfully for a long
period of time.

However, it should be borne in mind that the practical realization of all those
principles and norms substantially depends on their interpretation of each of these by the
parties. To prevent possible differences regarding the interpretation of these principles and
values political dialogue has been established within the framework of the majority of the EU
agreements on cooperation.

The EU — Ukraine Association agreement provides for the continuation of the
political dialogue, initiated by the Agreement on Partnership and Cooperation (PCA) [3], the
EU-Ukraine Action plan [4], the EU-Ukraine Association Agenda [5]. The Parties shall hold
regular political dialogue meetings at the Summit level, at the ministerial and at the
parliamentary level.

Political dialogue shall be aimed at strengthening respect for democratic principles,
the rule of law and good governance, human rights and fundamental freedoms.

Some legal instruments adopted by the institutions and bodies of the Union also
govern the relations between Ukraine and EU besides the agreements on cooperation. The
Common strategy became such a tool after the entry into force of the Treaty of Amsterdam
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[6]. It contained the references to the EU contribution to the appearance in Ukraine of a
stable, pluralistic and legitimate democracy and market economy [7].

The EU neighborhood policy provides for the establishment of special relations
between the EU and Ukraine as such entities, which share a common border. Such a
relationship should promote prosperity and good neighborhood, founded on the values of the
Union [8].

The EU-Ukraine Action plan, which became an instrument of the neighborhood
policy, has replaced the Common strategy on Ukraine, detailed the principles and values of
the EU as a basis for partnerships. The maintenance of stability and efficiency of the bodies
that promote democracy and the rule of law (continued administrative reform) is one of the
main priorities of the cooperation between the EU and Ukraine. Other priorities include:
carrying out judicial and legal reforms to ensure the independence of the judiciary and
strengthening of its administrative capacity, ensuring the impartiality and effectiveness of the
Procuracy, the effective fight against corruption, respect for human rights and fundamental
freedoms, the development of civil society, the respect for freedom of media, freedom of
expression, equality, respect for the rights of children.

Action plan in the field of Justice and Home Affairs calls for judicial reform in
Ukraine, combating corruption etc [9].

The EU policy of the Eastern neighborhood also aims at building of the relations
between Ukraine and the EU on the basis of the principles of international law and
fundamental values, including democracy, the rule of law, respect for human rights and
fundamental freedoms, the market economy [10].

One more legal tool for cooperation between the EU and Ukraine is EU-Ukraine
Association's agenda, adopted in 2015. The document marks the beginning of the first stage of
the European integration of Ukraine into the EU, since an integral part of the EU-Ukraine
Association agreement is the formation of the free trade area. The EU-Ukraine Association's
agenda is a recommendation. It pertains to so called soft law. However, it becomes a very
practical one among the other documents which determine the framework of the EU-Ukraine
cooperation. The very aim of its adoption is to facilitate the implementation of the EU-
Ukraine Association agreement.

The EU-Ukraine Association's agenda emphasizes that as a European country
Ukraine has its history that it shares with Europe as well as it shares common values together
with the EU Member States.

As both the EU principles and values were transposed into the Association
agreement with Ukraine, they became an integral part of the Ukrainian legislation after its
ratification.

According to the 1996 Constitution of Ukraine (Article 9) [11], international treaties
duly ratified by the Supreme Rada of Ukraine become part of the national legislation of
Ukraine. Norms of international treaties approved by the Supreme Rada acquire the status of
norms of national law by means of bringing this constitutional mechanism into operation.
This means, that Article 9 of the Constitution of Ukraine establishes the legal basis for the
respective application of norms of international treaties in the national legal order of Ukraine.
However, Article 9 of the Constitution formally did not determine the absolute priority of
norms of international law relative to norms of national law.

On the other hand, granting norms of international law the status of norms of
domestic law creates the legal foundation for the direct application of such norms in the
domestic legal order of Ukraine. This legal approach may be regarded as de facto monism in
resolving problems of the interaction of international law with domestic law, on condition of
the existence in the country of a stable tradition of the direct application of norms of
international treaties in the domestic legal order with the granting of priority significance to
such norms relative to norms of national law which are adopted after their ratification.
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It should be noted, that Ukrainian legislation included some of the democratic
principles even before its cooperation with the European Union has started.

Since the beginning of 90-ies of the last century Ukraine started building the rule of
law state after receiving its independence. Therefore, for Ukraine the notions of
"constitutional state”, "democracy"” are those which pass its test in the course of the state-
building. The principle of the rule of law was enshrined in the Article 8 of the Constitution of
Ukraine (Article 8).

However, the main core of issues concerns the very understanding of the rule of law
and democracy and how those concepts shall be adapted to Ukrainian realities [19; 20].

In case of an idealization of the situation, it is possible to announce that Ukraine’s
legal order is based on the model of the rule of law in that meaning that the Ukrainian State
operates on the basis of laws, i.e. it establishes rights and it is obliged to abide to those rights.
While adopting laws, the State extend the obligations not only to the subjects of internal law,
but also to itself. So one can talk about the symbiotic relationship of the State and the law.
However, this is not enough. Legal restrictions of the State and enforcement of the provisions
of the legal acts by the State bodies, regardless of their content are not the only elements of
the rule of law, because it means the rule of legislation. The concept of the rule of law is much
wider and also includes such elements as: the adoption of legal acts by the State bodies in
accordance with the rules and regulations established by the authority; the principle of legal
certainty and the lawfulness; prohibition of the retroactivity of laws; responsibility of the
individual solely on the basis of his breach of the positive law; the equality of citizens before
the law; the right of citizens for trial; and free access to the courts; procedural guarantee of
human rights. Thus, the rule of law is not functioning if there is no respect for the rights and
freedoms of the individual.

It is believed that in Ukraine the rule-of-law state is synonymous with democracy.
Democracy is based on the Constitution. And the Constitution enshrines the dominant role of
the Parliament in making laws. So, the parliamentarianism is the Crown of the constitutional
regime in Ukraine.

In practice, however, the situation is to a large extent different from the ideal. Model
of the rule-of-law state in Ukraine has not yet been implemented to the full extent.

Although democracy in Ukraine is much more than, for instance, Russia's or
Belarus's, however, Ukraine is not democratic in terms of Slovak or Austrian statehood.

In Ukraine the middle class that forms the foundation of the social and economic
stability practically vanished.

The social unstructuredness of the society has led to that the power remains to be an
object of interests of political elites and oligarchic groups.

The media serve the interests of their owners.

Political parties are unstable, ideologically amorphous party blocs. They have not
become a form in which social self-realization takes place.

Human rights are being still violated and that manifests itself in different forms. The
most famous examples of such violations include torture of detainees by police; detention for
long periods without indictment; denial of access of lawyers to persons under arrest.
Prisoners' rights are not abided. The State Department of Ukraine for the Execution of
Sentences is not reformed. The penitentiary system in Ukraine is still far from the European
type. People may not get their wages for the work done for several months. The corruption of
the state apparatus flourishes. This list can be very long.

On the other hand, Ukraine cannot immediately become different. Ukraine is on the
road to transformation into a socially-oriented society with transparent democracy. There is a
replacement of value systems, which provides a clear orientation to the European scale of
values.

A catalog of European values has already been formed. They are laid down in
legislation and in international agreements.
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In the process of building the rule of law state in Ukraine, one of its most important
criteria is to create a fair, transparent and effective judiciary.

The judicial system of Ukraine has three major problems.

The first problem is that the judiciary is politically dependent. Today it is the
President and the Verkhovna Rada that decide on the appointment and career of judges. High-
ranking politicians tell the judges in which way the disputes shall be settled. As a
consequence of such political dependence, the judges have got used to this system and
consider it their role to serve the interests of the political power and earn money, instead of
protecting human rights and asserting the rule of law.

The second problem is corruption which has penetrated into the judiciary and is
convenient not only for judges, but also for those who have a chance to ‘settle’ their disputes
in the courts by means of corruption.

The third problem is inefficacy of the judiciary. This issue needs optimizing human
and material resources and streamlining the legal procedures.

Any reforms are null until there is justice that can ensure law and order.

On June 2, 2016, the Parliament of Ukraine adopted amendments to the Constitution
of Ukraine in the sphere of justice and jurisprudence, which had been proposed by the
President of Ukraine [12]. These constitutional amendments were directed at decreasing the
courts political dependence and elimination of corruption that gives chance to move towards
building independent and efficient judicial system in Ukraine. The changes came into force
three months after their official publication (30th September 2016) [21].

The Law of Ukraine on the Constitutional Court was adopted on October 3, 2017
(“Law”) [13].

The Law still provides for the model of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine (“CCU”)
that has proved itself inadequate to secure the full independence of this institution from
political interests of various groups or personalities. The political confrontation led to the fact
that in 2017 the CCU made only one judgment.

On the other hand, the Law provides for the requirement for the obligatory
competition to select candidates for the CCU. Unfortunately, the wording of this requirement
is exceedingly general thus allowing for all kinds of distortions at the legislative level. For the
same reason, it would have been much more progressive to insert directly into the
Constitution explicit and detailed provisions on the procedure and grounds for dismissing
judges of the CCU and on the guarantees of the Court’s financial sustainability [17].

There are some other innovations introduced by the Law. Thus, the Constitutional
Court will no longer be entitled to provide for official interpretation of parliamentary laws. Its
interpretational authority will be limited to the Constitution only. At the same time, the
Court’s jurisdiction will encompass the constitutionality of questions put on referendum.

In addition, individuals shall have the right to lodge a constitutional complaint with
the Constitutional Court if a parliamentary law is, in their view, breaching the Constitution,
whereupon the Court may declare such law unconstitutional (currently, individuals may
submit only requests for interpretation of the Constitution). An individual may exercise this
right provided all other available legal remedies (an ordinary court procedure) have been
exhausted. A special parliamentary law shall govern the procedure for exercising this right.
This novelty corresponds to the practice of many European countries providing for a
constitutional complaint as the last resort of individuals to protect their rights [22].
10However, the question remains whether legal entities may exercise this right alongside
individuals. On 4™ October 2017 the first constitutional complain has been submitted to the
Court.

Finally, the Constitutional Court will be able to determine the moment from which
an unconstitutional legal act becomes ineffective, which cannot have a retrospective effect,
though.
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The renewed law on Constitutional Court of Ukraine will show how the President is
willing to release the Court from politics and the views of experts will be taken into account.
If duly implemented in statutes, the constitutional amendments may give a chance for an
independent and widely respected Constitutional Court of Ukraine.

There is also a need to review the powers of the Public Prosecutor's Office, removing
from her the functions that limit the powers of other authorities, including the executive and
judicial branches.

Thus, the legal prerequisites for the realization of the provisions of the international
agreements, that enshrine the principles and values of the European Union, are granted by the
national legislation of Ukraine.

It cannot be said that Ukraine has built a rule of law state with a developed
democracy. This process is still going on. The state still protects the interests of a small group
of people and not necessarily the Ukrainian citizens (many oligarchs have dual nationality,
etc.).

In the process of European integration Ukraine will be obliged to adhere to the
principles of the rule of law and democracy, and thus in the process of the development of
cooperation with the EU the prerequisites for fostering in legislation and in its practical
implementation of the values on the basis of which the European Union operates will
inevitably appear.

However, Ukrainians themselves must oppose attempts to violate the Constitution
and the law by the authorities and those who use legal nihilism of the Ukrainian people and
use the support of the State apparatus to disrupt existing laws.

Research problem setting. In the diversity of international relations there is a group of
states, which possess a certain priority. To characterize the development of such relationships
and in order to distinguish them from relations with other subjects of international life, the
definition of “strategic partnership” was used [Herasymchuk, 2014: 4]. The issue of legally
binding provisions in bilateral agreements and the regulation approach of such relations
appears urgent. While researchers have reached a certain agreement on determining the
sources of the rules of law, the issue of binding legal effect recognition creates numerous
discussions, indicating that the chosen topic is becoming of current interest and the need for
further study.

The aim of the article is to analyze the content of the “soft law” phenomenon and the
feasibility and prospects of its application in strategic cooperation between Ukraine and PRC.

Analysis of the latest researches and publictions. Various aspects of Ukrainian-
Chinese relations evolution were highlighted in works of such outstanding scientists as V.
Urusov, V. Sednev, S. Pron, I. Pogorelova [16] and others, while V. Shamraeva, V.
Gerasymchuk, V. Kiktenko [15], G. Gulevska focused their researches on a deeper and more
profound understanding of strategic partnership as a new model of international relations. All
these precious investigations could be organically combined with studies of the legal nature
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“soft law” norms. These were undertaken by such well-known scholars as R. Bekster, D.
Trubek [10], H. Hillgenberg, F. Snyder [8], I. Shalinska [17], V. Butkevych, V. Mytsyk, O.
Zadorozhnii, K. Smyrnova [7, 18], O. Demin [20], A. Rykova [21] and other prominent
scientists.

Taking into account recent and developing changes on the path towards efficient
Ukrainian-Chinese bilateral strategic cooperation it is important to conduct a
multidimensional investigation of the issue.

Basic research material. In recent decades, strategic partnership has become a major
leverage in understanding the bindings and obligations between states. Obtaining a privileged
status of strategic partnership with strong global players is an indirect means of demonstrating
its importance on the international scene. The use of this concept goes beyond mere
cooperation between countries, but rather points to a more global and systematic
reconfiguration of the international relations development [Kiktenko, 2013: 4]. Therefore, the
intensification of Ukrainian-Chinese relations becomes of key importance in the foreign
policy strategy of our country in the context of current dynamic realities.

The parties see mutual benefit in cooperation and show interest in using each other’s
resources for common goals, which is reflected in the relevant agreements. Analyzing bilateral
agreements within the framework of the declared strategic cooperation between states, it is
apparent that the parties generally do not rush to declare the legal formalization of closer
relations, which can lead to serious consequences and responsibilities [Herasymchuk, 2014: 2].

While “soft law” has drawn increasing attention in recent years, it has not received
uniform support and got significant attacks on its use in various settings. It covers those weak
provisions of international agreements (and acts) not entailing obligations. A soft law
instrument might not seem to introduce new legal obligations, it might promote a very radical
interpretation of an obligation provided in a “pure” legal act. This large variety of effects
shows that soft law matters and has important practical and legal consequences for
institutions, Member States or individuals. Indeed, one can envisage that in the absence of the
soft law instrument, the national or European authorities might interpret the specific
obligation provided in the hard law provision in a more lenient or indeed more stringent way
[7].

Objections to the use of “soft law” include lack of clarity and precision needed to
provide predictability and a reliable framework for action; treaties include “hard” law
provisions that enshrine market principles and these can only be offset if equally “hard”
provisions are added to promote social objectives; “soft law” is a device that is used to have
an effect but it by-passes normal systems of accountability; “soft law” undermines the
legitimacy because it creates expectations but cannot bring about change. However, among
the critiques of “hard” law one finds the following observations: “hard law” tends toward
uniformity of treatment while many current issues demand tolerance for significant diversity
among the states; “hard law” presupposes a fixed condition based on prior knowledge while
situations of uncertainty may demand constant experimentation and adjustment; “hard law” is
very difficult to change yet in many cases frequent change of norms may be essential to
achieve optimal results, etc [Trubek, Cottrell, Nance, 2005: 3].

Most of the proclaimed strategic partnerships have declarative nature. Among the most
commonly used forms of documents there are memorandums, declarations and charters -
general documents that do not define specific areas of cooperation and do not include detailed
plans for their implementation [Zarembo, 2010].

Use of “hard law” instruments plays a particularly important role in securing
cooperation because it hedges against the mistrust that characterizes the anarchic international
environment. Legally binding rules deter potential violations because actors are more likely to
factor in such disincentives as reputation costs, issue linkage, reciprocity, and the shadow of
the future into their calculus of whether or not to remain in compliance. In addition, hard law
often forces actors to consider the threat of sanctions [Trubek, Cottrell, Nance, 2005: 9].
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This may lead to postponement of initial establishment of bilateral relations. Therefore
the current peculiarity of an increase in the role and significance of acts that are not formally
and legally binding, but have a significant impact on the formation of international legal
norms and practice of international relations, is worth noting here. For the definition of such
acts, various terms are being used, for example, “non-treaty agreements”, “program law”,
“informal instruments”, “international documents without official status” or “unofficial
international acts”, “green law”, “sub-law”, “imperfect law”, “quasi-right”, “non-right”, “non-
standard norms” etc., but the most common and applicable one is “soft law” [Hulievska,
2017: 248].

“Soft law” is a very general term, and has been used to refer to a variety of processes.
The only common thread among these processes is that while all have normative content they
are not formally binding. Francis Snyder describes “soft law” as “rules of conduct which in
general have no legally binding force but which nevertheless may have practical effects.”

It’s worth noting that “soft law” is better equipped to promote cooperation while
preserving sovereignty. It allows states to adapt their commitments to their particular
situations rather than trying to accommodate divergent national circumstances within a single
text. The greater flexibility of non-binding legal instruments allows for renegotiation or
modification of agreements as circumstances change [Trubek, Cottrell, Nance, 2005: 12].

The underlying reason is that subjects may not have the primary intention of concluding
an international agreement and therefore do not provide a document with the appropriate
form. Or the subjects do not want to establish clear rights and obligations for themselves, but
they intend to put down on paper a certain level of relations between them [Buromenskyi,
2006: 51].

As a result, various “soft law” instruments used by countries in bilateral cooperation can
be singled out: unilateral general acts (communiqués, multi-annual programs), bilateral
general acts (joint declarations), sectoral bilateral acts (Memorandum of Understanding,
administrative agreements), and sectoral agreements.

The analysis of current international treaties, which constitute the contractual basis of
bilateral relations between Ukraine and China, can be carried out taking into account their
classification according to different classical criteria, but the general tendency is a gradual and
phased transition from the prevalence of “soft law” to the enaction of specific agreements and
commitments considering legally binding norms of treaties.

Agreements that were formed at the stage of laying the foundations of the bilateral
cooperation are generally framework agreements on political issues, which determined the
overall course of bilateral international relations between Ukraine and the PRC and
framework sectoral agreements of general content. Among the basic documents, in a point of
fact, we should mention the Joint Communiqué on the establishment of diplomatic relations
between Ukraine and the People’s Republic of China (04.01.92) [3] and the Memorandum of
Understanding to the Communiqué, the Joint Ukrainian-Chinese communiques (31.10.92 and
24.06.95) [4], the Joint (Kiyv) Declaration between Ukraine and the People’s Republic of
China (06.09.94) [2], the Declaration on development and intensification of friendship and
cooperation between Ukraine and the People’s Republic of China (04.12.95) and other
agreements which incorporate the penchant of their norms for the “soft law” instruments.
Most of cases in these documents do not stipulate legal provisions that create specific rights
and obligations of the parties, but determine the general scope of the contract.

For these agreements the following wording is typical: “the parties expressed their
readiness to continue to work together,” “the parties reached a common ground,” etc [4],
which are intended to lay the foundations of friendship and consolidate the common views
and interests, as well as the commitment to the basic general principles of international law.

The use of “soft law” in early stages of bilateral relations establishment is logical and
convenient, since a greater flexibility of recommendatory legal instruments leaves the
possibility of subsequent discussion and modification of arrangements under new conditions.
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A distinctive feature of “soft law” acts is their existence on the verge between legal norms and
norms of a moral and political nature [Shalinska, 2013: 56] which is reflected in the
provisions of the above-mentioned agreements, that stipulate, in particular, the readiness of
the parties “to develop friendship and cooperation between the two countries based on the
principles of peaceful coexistence, mutual respect for sovereignty and territorial integrity,
mutual non-hostility, non-interference in the internal affairs of each other, equality, mutual
benefits, as well as peaceful settlement of disputes” [3].

Each of the founding documents reflects the next step on the path to cooperation and
contains provisions that reflect the general position of the parties on the current situation in
the relationships. These documents contributed to the principles harmonization of the
Ukrainian-Chinese relations development on the basis of recognition of mutual sovereignty,
the establishment of consular relations and the potential transition to a diplomatic level.

We recognize that the question is not necessarily one of “hard” versus “soft law”: there
is also the issue of the possible interaction between these two approaches to governance and
thus of “hybrid” constellations in which both “hard” and “soft” processes operate in the same
domain and affect the same actors [Trubek, Cottrell, Nance, 2005: 3].

The development of bilateral relations leads to the legal forms modification and the
deepening and improvement of contractual framework. The desire to strengthen trade and
economic relations and active cooperation in this field opened a new stage in the
establishment of contractual relations between Ukraine and the People’s Republic of China. It
Is at this stage that we see a gradual transition from the general principles outline of
cooperation to the specification of the agreements.

The Agreement between the Government of Ukraine and the Government of the
People’s Republic of China on trade and economic cooperation (of 08.08.1992) was the first
official document which stipulated the parties’ agreement to take all necessary measures to
promote the continuous and stable development of trade-economic relations between the two
countries on an equal and mutually beneficial basis. It contained “hard” legal provosions in
presence of a wide range of “soft law” instruments.

The document provides for the mutual assistance of the most favored nation regime
with regard to the collection of export and import duties for both countries, other fees, and
customs formalities. The parties also agreed to encourage investments in the territory of the
other party [5].

In this way we can see, that instruments of “hard” law and “soft” law can be combined
sequentially as mutually reinforcing complements to lead to greater international cooperation
[Shaffer, Pollack, 2010: 707].

On October 14, 2003, three documents were signed which regulate specific issues and
processes in the field of economic cooperation and trade and indicate the establishment and
intensification of processes in this area - these are the Memorandum of the 8th Meeting of the
Intergovernmental Ukrainian-Chinese Commission on TEC, the Agreement between the State
Export Control Service of Ukraine and the Ministry of Commerce of the People’s Republic of
China on the use of import certificates and a Memorandum of Understanding between the
State Export Control Service of Ukraine and the Ministry of Commerce of the People’s
Republic of China on the establishment of cooperation in the field of export control.

This cooperation envisages, first of all, the exchange of information and documentation
and aims to establish long-term cooperation in the field of high technology and trade in goods
which are a subject to export control, ensuring strict compliance with relevant international
norms and rules [1].

Signing of the Protocol between Ukraine and China on access to the markets of goods
and services within the framework of Ukraine's accession to the WTO on December 16, 2005,
was a significant step for Ukraine and has become one of the greatest achievements of the
whole negotiating process on the way of our country to the WTO.
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The Treaty on Friendship and Cooperation between Ukraine and the People’s Republic
of China of December 5, 2013 is an agreement of great significance - the basic political
document, which was under discussion for almost 15 years. For the first time in history of our
bilateral relations, a legally binding document has been signed, which defines key principles
and establishes the foundations for the further development of the Ukrainian-Chinese strategic
partnership. This document represents a totally new step in relations, characterized by the
prevalence of “hard” law and the presence of specific legally binding rules.

The fact of ratification of such document itself for the term of 25 years with automatic
prolongation for the next five-year periods in the absence of parties’ intentions to terminate its
action indicates the readiness of both sides to put specific agreements and cooperation into
action. The formulation of norms gradually departs from general and neutral phrases and
“soft” law concepts. The preamble, articles 1 and 9 of the Treaty contain a clear wording
“strategic partnership relationship”, Article 2 provides the wording “parties undertake”
regarding non-use of force or threat of its use and peaceful means of disputes resolution, and
Article 6 contains provisions that both of the Contracting Parties “do not allow” any kind of
encroachments on the sovereignty, security or territorial integrity [6].

The Joint Declaration of Ukraine and the People’s Republic of China on the further
deepening of the strategic partnership relations and the Program of Development of the
Strategic Partnership between Ukraine and the People’s Republic of China for 2014-2018
identified the specific directions and areas of practical cooperation and implementation of
joint projects for this period for the first time in the history of bilateral relations [Honcharuk,
Hobova, Kiktenko, Koval, Koshovyi, 2016: 18].

Conclusion. Partnership establishment on today’s world scene is a rather multifacet
process that requires unconventional approaches, but it is worth noting that it is possible to
achieve a high partnership level with the help of a set of measures, aimed at developing long
term cooperation. It is necessary to take into account the awareness of the needs of each party,
which leads to interaction. Cultural peculiarities of the partner countries are also undoubtedly
an important factor in establishing and evolution of stable and flourishing relations. These
factors need adjustment of global strategy, approaches and the use of diverse legal tools.

Therefore, serving as a regulator of relations, “soft law” in the end may entail certain
legal consequences. First of all, it can be the basis for a document that is legally binding
source of law, in addition, the rules of “soft law” are able to independently regulate social
relations, complementing the official source of law or filling its gaps [Demin, 2016: 76].

“Soft law” comes in many varieties and the choice between “hard” and “soft” law is not
a binary one. Different domains have different needs, and “hard” and “soft” legal processes
come in many different shapes and forms.

Abstract. The article reveals the peculiarities of legal regime of related-party
transactions in which insiders of a joint-stock company are interested, explores theoretical
categories of conflict of interests and interest in corporate relationship as key determinants
for qualification of certain group of transactions as related-party transactions, discovers
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specific features of legal regulation of such transactions within the Ukrainian legal
environment related to the need for disclosure of information about available conflict of
interests and specific procedure of ‘ratification’ of such transactions by the competent
governing body of a company, as well as focuses on drawbacks of existing legislative rules
and possible ways of their improvement. The author examines the consequences of non-
compliance with the legal rules in respect of the related-party transactions and focuses its
attention on the need for protection of interests of bona fide third parties, as well as considers
the issue of filing an action against a related party by the joint-stock company itself and
minority shareholders. The author of the article emphasizes that a non-disclosed conflict of
interests and non-compliance with the internal corporate procedures of a joint-stock company
should not affect the validity of rights of third persons — counterparties under related-party
transactions.

Key words: related-party transaction, conflict of interests, joint-stock company,
disclosure of information, derivative action.

Abstract. The article examines the international legal aspect of the EU's cooperation
with Norway regarding the supply of natural gas. It was investigated that this cooperation is
regulated by legal acts related to different legal order. These are: 1. Bilateral and
multilateral international treaties concluded by the EU and the member states with Norway;
2. Agreements concluded by the EU with Norway; 3. Acts of EU law and joint bodies with the
participation of the EU and Norway; 4. Norwegian legislation and EU member states; 5.
Private gas contracts concluded between the legal entities of Norway and the EU member
states. The key in this sense is the Norwegian legislation, the obligations of the parties under
the Agreement on the European Economic Area (EEA) and the rules of secondary and
primary law of the EU. As part of its commitment to the SES, Norway has adopted most of the
EU primary energy law rules for energy in 1994, but Norway's renewal of legislation in line
with the further liberalization of the European energy market is slow. So far, Norway has only
included in its legislation the norms from the acts of the Second EU energy package (2003),
but the latest trends in the EU energy law - from the Third Energy Package (2009) - have not
yet been implemented.

Abstract. The article contains a brief review of historical roots and process of
development of the non-violation clauses in various international legal agreements, including
the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade and other WTO agreements. It points out the
connection between the gradual transition from conditional to unconditional most-favored-
nation treatment and the introduction of the clause about nullification or impairment of
benefits. Finally, the article points out the fact that even though the WTO system of legal rules
iIs much more detailed than the GATT system of legal rules, the non-non-violation clause not
only remained in the original text of the GATT, but also was included in a number of other
WTO agreements.

The article notes that the very need to introduce non-violation clauses in international
trade treaties is connected with the global process of gradual introduction of unconditional
most favored treatment clauses (in contrast to earlier treaty practice, where most-favored-
nation treatment was provided on a conditional basis).

The article points out that one of the earliest attempts to establish the principle of
unconditional most-favored-nation treatment as a global uniform approach was made at the
London World Economic Conference, the most ambitious global attempt to do so before the
successful conclusion of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade in 1947.

Even though the original cause for non-violation complaints has been a relatively limited
scope of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade, the significant expansion of the scope
of application of this multilateral trade system as a result of the Uruguay Round of
multilateral trade negotiations did not result in the removal of the original non-violation
clause from the text of the GATT. Moreover, non-violation clauses were included in a number
of other WTO agreements. This, in turn, leads to a question, whether indeed it would be
possible at any time in the future to conclude an international trade agreement, which would
cover each and every measure affecting international trade, available to national
governments.

The text of the article

The description of the issues

It is important in the current context of regionalist and globalist tendencies in the
regulation of regulatory activities of the states to understand the historical origins of the
concept of non-violation complaints.

The objective of the article

The objective of the article is to summarize and analyze the available information on the
historical tendencies that led to the establishment of the current WTO system with its
combination of such clauses as the clause on the most-favored-nation treatment and the non-
violation clause.

The most recent research and publications on the topic

Some of the most recent works in the area relevant for the article include the works by
Robert W. Staiger, Alan O. Sykes and Douglas A. Irwin. The article provides systemic
analysis of the available publications to provide a consistent summary of the context for the
current regionalist and globalist tendencies in international economic law.

The main text of the article
The non-violation clause, as included in Article XXIII of GATT 1947, is in subsection (b):

“Article XXIII Nullification or Impairment

1. If any contracting party should consider that any benefit accruing to it directly or
indirectly under this Agreement is being nullified or impaired or that the attainment of any
objective of the Agreement is being impeded as the result of (a) the failure of another
contracting party to carry out its obligations under this Agreement, or (b) the application by
another contracting party of any measure, whether or not it conflicts with the provisions of
this Agreement, or (c) the existence of any other situation, the contracting party may, with a
view to the satisfactory adjustment of the matter, make written representations or proposals to
the other contracting party or parties which it considers to be concerned. Any contracting
party thus approached shall give sympathetic consideration to the representations or proposals
made to it”.

It is notable that in GATT 1947 neither the term “nullification of benefits” nor the term
“impairment Of benefits” were defined. Also, the agreement did not determine how certain
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benefits accruing directly or indirectly are to be defined. Instead, it was left to GATT (and
later WTO) dispute settlement panels to interpret these terms in the context of specific cases.

The very need to introduce non-violation clauses in international trade treaties is
connected with the global process of gradual introduction of unconditional most favored
treatment clauses (in contrast to earlier treaty practice, where most-favored-nation treatment
was provided on a conditional basis).

One of the earliest attempts to establish the principle of unconditional most-favored-
nation treatment as a global uniform approach was made at the London World Economic
Conference, the most ambitious global attempt to do so before the successful conclusion of
the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade in 1947.

In 1931 U.S. President Herbert Hoover called for an international conference to discuss
policies with regard to establishment of tariffs and tariff policies. His call resulted in a series
of interactions and negotiations between the interested parties and led to the expansion of the
agenda topics for potential discussion to include reparations and war debts.

As a result of these and other political efforts, in 1932 the Lausanne Conference
Protocol called for an international economic conference. The London World Economic
Conference, which gathered representatives of 66 states from June 12 to July 27, 1933, put
issues of liberalization of international trade at the center of the conference agenda. However,
the London World Economic Conference failed to reach many of its objectives, in part due to
disagreement by the parties on a number of interconnected issues of finance and trade.

As a partial response to this failure to achieve international consensus on the principles
of trade liberalization, the United States at the national level adopted in 1934 the Reciprocal
Trade Agreements Act. By 1945, more than 25 RTAA treaties had been concluded, reducing
U.S. overall import duty rates by around 45 percent.

The need to reform the U.S. tariff policies based on 1930 Smooth-Haley Act, which
instead of reducing only aggravated the effects of the Great Depression, was obvious. It was
also clear that a more robust and flexible system of negotiation procedures had to be
introduced to order to attain the goals of such reform.

The unilateral reduction of tariffs, which was quite easy in terms of procedure, was very
difficult to achieve politically, as it was not realistic to aim to garner support from U.S.
Congressmen for such unilateral action in the light of the ongoing economic problems in the
United States.

Another option would be to engage in bilateral trade negotiations and coordinated
reciprocal reductions of tariffs, which would achieve the double objective of providing the
U.S. exporters with much needed opportunities to export their products and also allowing for
increased healthy competition between imported and domestic products.

With regard to formulating the most-favored-nation (MFN) treatment clause U.S.
President Harding explicitly adopted the unconditional MFN principle (which implicitly
appeared in Section 317 of the Fordney - McCumber tariff of September 1922) in negotiating
trade agreements, which was in contrast to the most of the earlier U.S. trade policies.

An example of conditional provision of the most-favored-nation treatment was the
clause envisaged in the 1911 Treaty of Commerce and Navigation between the United States
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of America and Japan, whereby future preferences would be extended to the other party only
with the expectation of an adequate compensation.

The unconditional provision of the most-favored-nation treatment was summarized in a
statement by U.S. Senator Smoot:

“We would use the commercial policy of the United States upon the twin ideas of
granting equal treatment to all nations in the market of the United States and of exacting equal
treatment for the commerce of the United States in foreign markets. We do not believe that
the United States should pursue a general policy of special bargains and special reciprocity
treaties.... We stand for a simple, straightforward, friendly policy of equal treatment for all,
without discriminations against any country except as that country has first discriminated
against us” [2].

William Smith Culbertson, U.S. diplomat, as well as a member and later the President
of the U.S. Tariff Commission, while arguing against conditional application of most-favored-
nation treatment, indicated that such application “affords no security against discrimination in
foreign countries, and in this period of reconstruction, when many countries are revising their
treaties and reconsidering their grants of most-favored-nation treatment, the conditional most-
favored-nation principle is liable to be applied against us” [5, 364].

The conclusion made by Culbertson indicated that “now that Congress has taken a
definite stand for the policy of equality of treatment, it would seem to follow logically that in
the revision of our commercial treaties we should adopt the unconditional form of the most-
favored-nation clause” [5, 365].

The new U.S. approach was implemented, inter alia, in the Treaty of Friendship,
Commerce and Consular Relations between Germany and the United States of America,
signed in Washington, D.C. on December 8, 1923.

Article VII of the Treaty provided:

“Between the territories of the High Contracting Parties there shall be freedom of
commerce and navigation. The nationals of each of the High Contracting Parties equally with
those of the most favored nation, shall have liberty freely to come with their vessels and
cargoes to all places, ports and waters of every kind within the territorial limits of the other
which are or may be open to foreign commerce and navigation. Nothing in this treaty shall be
construed to restrict the right of either High Contracting Party to impose, on such terms as it
may see fit, prohibitions or restrictions of a sanitary character designed to protect human,
animal or plant life, or regulations for the enforcement of police or revenue laws.
Each of the High Contracting Parties binds itself unconditionally to impose no higher or other
duties or conditions and no prohibition on the importation of any article, the growth, produce
or manufacture, of the territories of the other than are or shall be imposed on the importation
of any like article, the growth, produce or manufacture of any other foreign country.

Each of the High Contracting Parties also binds itself unconditionally to impose no higher or
other charges or other restrictions or prohibitions on goods exported to the territories of the
other High Contracting Party than are imposed on goods exported to any other foreign
country.

Any advantage of whatsoever kind which either High Contracting Party may extend to any
article, the growth, produce, or manufacture of any other foreign country shall simultaneously
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and unconditionally, without request and without compensation, be extended to the like article
the growth, produce or manufacture of the other High Contracting Party”.

It should be noted that the global history of unconditional most-favored-nation treaty
clauses dates back to the Cobden-Chevalier Treaty (UK-France Treaty of 1860). However, the
events in the U.S. of 1920s and 1930s signaled a fundamental shift in foreign economic
policies of one of the leading major economic powers of the world, which was a very
significant development with global consequences. In the light of the failure by the London
World Economic Conference of 1933 to achieve many of its goals in the trade sphere, the
steps by the United States to adopt and implement the Reciprocal Trade Agreements Act
(RTAA) are especially notable.

The resulting treaty practice as embodied in dozens of U.S. trade agreements not only
implemented this approach but also dealt with another potential problem - multiple
opportunities for parties to such agreements to introduce various trade regulations which
would negatively affect the potential of the relevant producers to export.

For example, the most-favored-nation clause, contained in Article X of the Reciprocal
Trade Agreement between the U.S. and Venezuela, singed on November 6, 1939, is to some
extent similar to the clause included in Article | of the General Agreement on Tariffs and
Trade, namely with regard to its reference to any advantage, favor, privilege or immunity,
origin of goods, as well as the immediacy and unconditionality of the most-favored-nation
treatment.

At the same time, Article XVI1I of the same agreement contains the following clause:

“In the event that the Government of the United States of America or the Government
of the United States of Venezuela adopts any measure, which, even though it does not conflict
with the terms of this agreement, is considered by the Government of the other country to
have the effect of nullifying or impairing any object of the Agreement, the Government which
has adopted any such measures shall consider such representations and proposals as the other
Government may make with a view to effecting a mutually satisfactory adjustment of the
matter”.

This is an earlier form of what later became a nullification or impairment (non-violation
complaint) clause in GATT and other WTO agreements, such as Article 26 of the WTO
Understanding on the Rules and Procedures Governing the Settlement of Disputes (DSU),
Article XXIII (section 3) of the General Agreement on Trade in Services (GATS) and Avrticle
64 of the Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPS).

Avrticle 26 of the DSU provides:

“Where the provisions of paragraph 1(b) of Article XXIII of GATT 1994 are applicable
to a covered agreement, a panel or the Appellate Body may only make rulings and
recommendations where a party to the dispute considers that any benefit accruing to it directly
or indirectly under the relevant covered agreement is being nullified or impaired or the
attainment of any objective of that Agreement is being impeded as a result of the application
by a Member of any measure, whether or not it conflicts with the provisions of that
Agreement. Where and to the extent that such party considers and a panel or the Appellate
Body determines that a case concerns a measure that does not conflict with the provisions of a
covered agreement to which the provisions of paragraph 1(b) of Article XXIII of GATT 1994
are applicable, the procedures in this Understanding shall apply, subject to the following:

(@) the complaining party shall present a detailed justification in support of any
complaint relating to a measure which does not conflict with the relevant covered agreement;
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(b) where a measure has been found to nullify or impair benefits under, or impede the
attainment of objectives, of the relevant covered agreement without violation thereof, there is
no obligation to withdraw the measure. However, in such cases, the panel or the Appellate
Body shall recommend that the Member concerned make a mutually satisfactory adjustment;

(c) notwithstanding the provisions of Article 21, the arbitration provided for in
paragraph 3 of Article 21, upon request of either party, may include a determination of the
level of benefits which have been nullified or impaired, and may also suggest ways and means
of reaching a mutually satisfactory adjustment; such suggestions shall not be binding upon the
parties to the dispute;

(d) notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 1 of Article 22, compensation may be
part of a mutually satisfactory adjustment as final settlement of the dispute”.

Article XXIII (section 3) of GATS provides:

“If any Member considers that any benefit it could reasonably have expected to accrue
to it under a specific commitment of another Member under Part Ill of this Agreement is
being nullified or impaired as a result of the application of any measure which does not
conflict with the provisions of this Agreement, it may have recourse to the DSU. If the
measure is determined by the DSB to have nullified or impaired such a benefit, the Member
affected shall be entitled to a mutually satisfactory adjustment on the basis of paragraph 2 of
Article XXI, which may include the modification or withdrawal of the measure. In the event
an agreement cannot be reached between the Members concerned, Article 22 of the DSU shall

apply”.
Article 64 of the TRIPS Agreement provides:

“1. The provisions of Articles XXII and XXIIl of GATT 1994 as elaborated and
applied by the Dispute Settlement Understanding shall apply to consultations and the
settlement of disputes under this Agreement except as otherwise specifically provided herein.

2. Subparagraphs 1(b) and 1(c) of Article XXIII of GATT 1994 shall not apply to the
settlement of disputes under this Agreement for a period of five years from the date of entry
into force of the WTO Agreement.

3. During the time period referred to in paragraph 2, the Council for TRIPS shall
examine the scope and modalities for complaints of the type provided for under
subparagraphs 1(b) and 1(c) of Article XXIIl of GATT 1994 made pursuant to this
Agreement, and submit its recommendations to the Ministerial Conference for approval. Any
decision of the Ministerial Conference to approve such recommendations or to extend the
period in paragraph 2 shall be made only by consensus, and approved recommendations shall
be effective for all Members without further formal acceptance process”.

It should be noted that the original five year moratorium on non-violation complaints
with regard to intellectual property has been extended by WTO members.

The 2001 Doha Decision on Implementation-Related Issues and Concerns (in
Paragraph 11.1) instructs the TRIPS Council to make a recommendation to the Cancun
Ministerial Conference. Until then, members agreed not to file non-violation complaints under
TRIPS.

However, no consensus has been reached so far. The moratorium has been extended
several times, the latest being the extension from the 2017 Buenos Aires Ministerial
Conference to the next meeting. At the time of writing of this article this moratorium was still
in place.
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It should be kept in mind that non-violation clauses are not the exclusive feature of the
WTO system. One of the relatively recent examples of a non-violation complaint clause in a
trade treaty outside of the WTO agreements is Australia-United States Free Trade Agreement
(AUSFTA), which came into effect on January 1, 2005 and which provides in Article 21.2
(©):

“Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement or as the Parties otherwise agree, the
dispute settlement provisions of this Section shall apply with respect to the avoidance or
settlement of all disputes between the Parties regarding the interpretation or application of this
Agreement or wherever a Party considers that:

(a) a measure of the other party is inconsistent with its obligations under this Agreement
(b) the other Party has otherwise failed to carry out its obligations under this Agreement; or
(c) a benefit the Party could reasonably have expected to accrue to it under Chapters Two
(National Treatment and Market Access for Goods [including Annex 2C on
pharmaceuticals]), Three (Agriculture), Five (Rules of Origin), Ten (Cross-Border Trade in
Services), Fifteen (Government Procurement) or Seventeen (Intellectual Property Rights) is
being nullified or impaired as a result of a measure that is not inconsistent with this
Agreement”.

Conclusion

Considering the above information, it is possible to conclude that even though the
original cause for non-violation complaints has been a relatively limited scope of the General
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade, the significant expansion of the scope of application of this
multilateral trade system as a result of the Uruguay Round of multilateral trade negotiations
did not result in the removal of the original non-violation clause from the text of the GATT.
Moreover, non-violation clauses were included in a number of other WTO agreements. This,
in turn, leads to a question, whether indeed it would be possible at any time in the future to
conclude an international trade agreement, which would cover each and every measure
affecting international trade, available to national governments.

The current problem. The application of travaux preparatoires is practiced in
various international courts both at the global and regional levels. The most authoritative is
their use as supplementary materials by the International Court of Justice (ICJ), because in
this case they become the source of international law. Academics note the skeptic attitude of
the ICJ to travaux, but at the same time they recognize its repeated use in the
proceedings [Ris, 1991]. The travaux preparatoires (“preparatory work™), borrowed from
French, denotes all documents (memorandums, conferences protocols and draft agreements
used during negotiations for the interpretation of the treaty [26], which may include various
materials: preliminary draft agreements, correspondence of the negotiating states, records of
their comments to the plenary committee, the reports of the committees, the reports of the
speakers, and sometimes public statements by theex officio of negotiating states, the state
figures, and the materials recorded as "authentic interpretation™.

Analysis of the latest publication. The problem of travaux preparatoires is mainly in
the focus of Western academics. Among the scholars who pay attention to the problem of
travaux preparatoires applications within international courts, it is worth mentioning such as
Marco Benatar, Marc J. Bossuyt, Matthew C.R. Jef, Djeffal Christian, Sharon Detrick, M.
McDougal, Gerald Fitzmaurice, Erik Frank, Hersh Lauterpacht, Mark van Hook, Francisco
Lertora Pinto, Jonathan Pratter, Dietrich Rauschning, Lars A. Rehof, Martin Ris, Detrick,
Sharon, Detlev F. Vagts, William A. Schabas, Paul Weis, Ralf Giinter Wetzel, Peter Quayle.
Among Ukrainian researchers it is worth highlighting Y. Movchan. However, there are no
general, systematic and comprehensive studies of the specifics of travaux preparatoires
application.

The aim of the article. The aim of the article is to determine the nature, essence and
mechanism of the application of travaux preparatoires by the ICJ in the process of
interpreting international law.

Important research results. In contrast to the American tradition, in Europe,
individual scholars, in particular, Mark van Hook, include to travaux preparatoires only the
legislative materials that make it possible to identify the intentions of the legislator, contain
information that is important for understanding the meaning of the law [Van
Khuk, 2012: 192]. Their classification depends on what kind of information they contain: 1)
the genesis of the bill (evolution of the bill in the process of consideration in parliament); 2)
explanatory notes accompanying various texts, critique of draft laws, answers to questions,
etc.
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It is commonly accepted that documents used as travaux preparatoires are usually
official, and exist, firstly, in writing, and secondly, available and known to all negotiating
states. They relate to the fixing of the negotiations, development and discussion during the
conclusion of the treaty, statements, reservations, etc. Moreover, this process is quite lengthy;
it can take place over several years, "with careful preparation and discussion” [Van
Khuk, 2012: 192-193]. Documents are considered and even taken into account not only during
the conclusion of the treaty, but also for the interpretation of them, and therefore the
importance of such materials cannot be underestimated.

However, scholars are confronted with the incredible complexity in their search, since
most of these documents are not published, or they are published on the sites of international
organizations, they are often not available to the general public, or confidential (most treaties
of the Council of Europe), and when they are published in collections, it is often difficult to
identify the right document among thousands of preparatory materials. The difficulty lies in
the fact that, according to Detlev F. Vagts, "there is no way to know it for sure, since there is
no international registry where all treaties are filed to create a complete inventory" [25], and
needless to say about the preparatory materials.

Well-known collections are the travaux preparatoires for the Convention for the
Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms (1951) [4], the Refugee Convention
(1951) [Weis, 1995] the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights
(1966) [Bossuyt, 1987], the International Covenant on Economic, Social, and Cultural Rights
(1966) [Craven,1995], Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties (1969)
(VCLT) [Detrick, 1992], the United Nations Convention on the Elimination of all Forms of
Discrimination Against Women (1979) [Craven, 1995], the United Nations Convention on the
Rights of the Child (1989) [Giinter, Dietrich, 1978]. However, most of the materials are
contained on the websites of organizations, or not available for study. Martin Ris proposed a
series of amendments to Art. 32 of the VCLT, 1969 [Ris, 1991: 133]:

First, the author emphasizes that the ICJ is charged with determining the certified
categories of preparatory work that make up the official travaux préparatoires. But at the
same time, Martin Ris notes that the amount of travaux préparatoires should be limited so
that the habitual appeal is not overly burdensome for judicial practice. It is logical to conclude
that at the same time the amount of travaux préparatoires materials should allow the parties
to communicate their opinions on issues related to the interpretation of the treaty. Secondly, it
IS very important and appropriate to suggest the creation and retention of official travaux
preparatoires documents by the UN Depositary. The ICJ shall appoint a depositary of travaux
preparatoires.

Of course, the main source of interpretation of treaties is the VCLT, the three articles
of which contain general rules of interpretation for all founding treaties of international
organizations, however, according to M. McDougal, "they are completely eclectic, embracing
all interpretive approaches™ [McDougal, 1967]. Detlev F. Vagts states that most observers
consider them to be the "normal simulation™ hierarchy at the top. The original intention gets a
secondary role when it turns out that the parties determined a particular meaning. In this case,
the use of travaux preparatoires is justified [25]. However, problems of interpretation can, of
course, be resolved within the framework of the VCLT, but social and technological changes
and consideration of the concepts of "state policy”, "protection of morality”, "internal
jurisdiction™, "territorial sea", "continental shelf" and others violate issues of improvement of
Art. 31 and 32 regarding travaux preparatoires, in particular. The interpretation of the
conventions of the United Nations on the basis of travaux preparatoiress not very extensive -
up to two dozen cases, but its analysis leads to considerations of revision in the context of
expanding the doctrinal approaches of traditional perception of travaux preparatoires
precisely as an auxiliary instrument.

Scholars have not reached a common ground on the main approaches (schools) when
using travaux preparatoires in the interpretation of international treaties by the ICJ. In this
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regard, Christian Djeffal poses the question: "Is it compatible with the VCLT to apply
principles, presumptions, or schools of interpretation? And are these tools compatible with
each other? Which rule should outweigh? [Djeffal, 2016: 35]. The scientist characterizes the
discourse around this issue as "perfect polyphony: many voices sings different tunes that are
harmonious to themselves, but not to each other," and states that the authors generally suggest
an approach without discussing alternatives or justifying why this approach should be
followed. As a conclusion: it is possible to follow the decisions of those who prepared the
draft of the conventions, i.e. travaux preparatoires.

To find out the effectiveness of one approach or another, we will analyze the practice
of the ICJ in cases where it used travaux preparatoires. We can confidently speak of the
benefits of a textual approach to interpretation at the initial stage of the functioning of the I1CJ.
Much less, the ICJ sought clarification of intentions when it was necessary to follow the
behavior of the parties before and after the conclusion of the treaty, to analyze historical
aspects, to identify true intentions regarding the goals and objectives of the parties, the
jurisdiction etc. But over the time, the ICJ gives more attention to the school of intentions
than to other approaches, especially in the context of the use of travaux preparatoires, which
can shed light on what the parties have foreseen when entering into the treaty. Increasingly,
the importance of authentic means of interpretation led to a reduction in the importance of
literary interpretation, which prevailed in the initial mechanical phase.

Yes, it was in order to confirm the intentions of the developers of the Geneva
Convention for the Protection of Victims of the War, 1949 [3]. The ICJ used travaux
preparatoires to advise on the legal consequences of the construction of the wall by the
occupying lIsrael forces in the occupied Palestinian territory, including in and around East
Jerusalem (Legal Consequences of the Construction of a Wall in the Occupied Palestinian
Territory dated 9 of July 2004) [6]. Its use was connected with the interpretation of Art. 2 of
the aforementioned Convention on the conditions for its application to the Palestinian
territory, which, before the 1967-armed conflict, was located on the east of the demarcation of
the 1949 ceasefire (the Green Line) and was occupied by Israel during this conflict [6]. Such
conditions include the presence of an armed conflict (or a recognized state of war) and the
existence of a conflict between the two parties. Under these conditions, Convention 1V applies
to any territory of one of the parties. The court interpreted the content of this article in the
context of the possibility of its application for the protection of civilians in the hands of the
occupying state, even if the occupation carried out during the conflict did not encounter the
use of weapons [6]. That is, unlike the authors of the Hague Convention, 1907, the developers
of the Convention 1V sought to protect civilians during the war regardless of the status of the
occupied territories in accordance with Art. 47 [6]. The ICJ had confirmed these arguments by
referring to the travaux preparatoires of the draft works on Convention IV. In particular,
during the 16th Conference of Government Experts convened by the International Committee
of the Red Cross for the preparation of new humanitarian agreements, it was stated: "The
Convention is equally valid in the case of the occupation of territories in the absence of any
state of war. This provision should also be outlined in the Convention ... regarding the
protection of civilians during the war" [6]. At the conference, as in the 1937 Commission,
unanimous agreement was reached that the Convention should be applied to all cases of
armed conflict between states, even in the absence of a declaration of war, and the
humanitarian principles that it contains should be respected at any time, even if the
Convention is not legally applicable [6]. The analysis of the text allowed the I1CJ to ascertain
the intention of the drafters of the Convention to foresee cases of occupation without the
hostile activities. This understanding was confirmed and endorsed by the states parties to the
Convention IV at the conference in 1995. That is, the use of travaux preparatoires confirmed
the applicability of the Convention to the occupied Palestinian territory, including East
Jerusalem, and the need for the state of Israel to fulfill its obligations [6].
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At the same time, in terms of clarifying the intentions of the parties, the application of
travaux preparatoires by the 1CJ would be ineffective, for example, when it concerns the
interpretation of Paris Peace Treaties (1947) and Peace Treaties with Bulgaria, Hungary and
Romania dated 30 of March 1950 [12]. For example, the use of negotiation materials between
the other parties to the treaty would be inappropriate, as they were deliberately avoided by
representatives of the delegations of the defeated countries, using them only when it was
necessary to sign the treaties drawn up and presented by the winning states. The ICJ’s
decision would be based de facto on the understanding of the circumstances of the treaties,
when they signed "dictated" texts, and not agreed upon in negotiations with the defeated state.
They agreed mainly on the positions of the victorious states and their post-war influence in
the region [Zhignya, 1981: 223].

The textual approach to the application of travaux preparatoires has been used by the
ICJ in the case (Romania v. Ukraine) (2008) [7] concerning the establishment of a single
maritime border between the two states in the Black Sea and the delineation of the continental
shelf and the exclusive economic areas belonging to them. The ICJ used the three-step
approach to maritime delimitation previously developed in a case Maritime Delimitation and
Territorial Questions between Qatar and Bahrain, Jurisdiction and Admissibility, in
particular: 1) setting a temporary boundary of uniformity; 2) taking into account the factors
that impact the correction overall and the correction of the boundary; 3) confirmation that the
boundary adjusted this way will not lead to an unfair result by comparing the ratio of coastal
lengths with the length of the corresponding maritime areas [10]. It was at the first step,
during the setting of the line of uniformity, when it was necessary to select the appropriate
bases for the line (on Romanian side - the Sakalin peninsula and Sulin Dam, on Ukrainian
side - Tsyganka Island and Cape Tarkhankut), the ICJ referred to travaux preparatoires to
substantiate the choice of Sulin Dam as a point. It analyzed the following factors for adjusting
delimitation:

1) Possible imbalance between the lengths of coastal strips;

2) The closed nature of the Black Sea and the delineation already made in the region;

3) The presence of the Serpents™ Island in the delimitation region;

4) The behavior of the parties (oil and gas concessions, fishing activities and naval
patrols).

5) Any possible restriction on the continental shelf or exclusive economic zone by the
law of one of the parties;

6) Security considerations of the parties.

The 1CJ considered the possibility of characterizing the nature of the Sulin Dam as a
"port facility" and "an integral part of the port system," since this definition is not a part of the
Convention on the territorial sea and adjacent zone dated 29 of April 1958 [2]. That’s why it
appealed to travaux preparatoires to Article 8 of the abovementioned Convention that deals
with the distinction between dyke and port functions and stated that the concept of a dyke is
no longer used by international bodies, but refers mostly to the pier (Article 10) [para 134].
The ICJ used the expert's conclusions, who claimed that the port facilities, the piers in
particular, are part of the continental territory at the conference in 1958 [13]. The
International Law Commission (ILC) in a report sent to the General Assembly of the United
Nations was doubtful about the possibility of application of Art. 8 in case if the pier is too
long (protrudes into the sea for several kilometers), however, it has not determined the
conditions/limits for which the dyke, pier or object cease to be "an integral part of the port
system”. Therefore, the ICJ used an individual approach to the deciding that case, since Art.
11 and travaux preparatoires "do not foreclose the possibility of a limited interpretation of the
concept of port facilities in order to prevent or simplify the concept of excessive length
defined by the ILC" [8], and therefore it can also be used to the case of delimitation of areas
that extending territorial waters. That is, in this case, the ICJ departed from usualapproach to
understanding the essential terms of the treaty, since the meaning of the treaty, namely the
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Convention on the Territorial Sea and the Adjacent Zone, changes evolutionarily, since the
words "dyke, "pier”, "port facility” and " an integral part of the port system "are used as
general concepts, and not as words of fixed content.

The ICJ emphasized that, since the case had had an international aspect, it relied on
the choice of ascending points by both parties, and the choice of ascending points by Ukraine
was not contested [8]. Apparently the ICJ applied the classic for travaux preparatoires
method of textual interpretation of Art. 8 of the Geneva Convention on Territorial Sea and
Contiguous Zone. However, if the subjects of interpretation mostly seek to specify the
purpose and object of the treaty, then in this case it was about clarifying the "agreed
definitions".

The sufficiently successful was the application ofthe travaux preparatoires for the
interpretation of the Treaty between Costa Rica and Nicaragua from 1858 and other
documents dealing with maritime delimination (exclusive economic zone and continental
shelf) in the Caribbean Sea and the Pacific Ocean (Maritime Delimitation in the Caribbean
Sea and the Pacific Ocean (Costa Rica v. Nicaragua) and Land Boundary in the Northern Part
of Isla Portilos (Costa Rica v. Nicaragua) 2 February 2018 [9]. In its decision from 2015, the
ICJ found "the lack of detailed information”, which "left the geographical position of the area
somewhat unclear on the configuration of the Isla Portilos coast". This led the ICJ to the
consideration of the historical context of the contractual consolidation of the formation of
borders and the use of textual interpretation of treaties. The 1CJ faced the question of the entry
into force of the Treaty from 1858, which consolidated the land borders between the two
states. It was confirmed by the Arbitration Decision of the US President Grover Cleveland in
1887, “11 points of dubious interpretation” of which were presented to Nicaragua and Costa
Rica in the Treaty of 1886, which allowed to establish with certainty the "validity of the
Treaty of 1858", Art. Il of which contained a description of the passage of the border, and in
paragraph 3(1) it was recorded that the "borderline between the two states on the Atlantic
side™ begins at the end of the Punta de Castile at the mouth of the San Juan de Nicaragua, as
both of them existed on April 15, 1858" [9].

Historical context was also studied by the ICJ in the context of the Convention on
Border Demarcation concluded between Costa Rica and Nicaragua in 1896 and the
subsequent process of demarcation by US General Eduard Porter Alexander in 1897, that
reported the beginning of the plot and the coordinates of the starting point of the land
boundary defined concerning the center of Victoria Square in the ancient San Juan de
Nicaragua (Greytown) and other points on the ground"” [9]. In general, textual and historical
methods have enabled the ICJ to clarify the issue of the territorial sovereignty of the coastal
states, which it considered "because of the possible consequences for the delimitation of the
seaside in the Caribbean Sea" [9].

A particular example of the reference to the travaux preparatoires is the case of the
Maritime Delimitation and Territorial Questions between Qatar and Bahrain
(Qatar v. Bahrain) dated 15 of February 1995 [8] on the sovereignty over the Hawar Islands
and the sovereign rights over the Dibal and Qit'at Jaradah shoals and delimitation of their
marine areas (areas of the seabed, subsoil, surface of the sea). The need to use these materials
arose at the stage of establishing the jurisdiction of the 1CJ, as both parties insisted, and which
was to be determined by the so-called "Bahrain formula”. It was proposed by Bahrain, and it
was determined to set forth in the correspondence between the King of Saudi Arabia and the
emirate of Bahrain and the King of Saudi Arabia, the Emir of Qatar in December 1987; it was
specified during the Tripartite Commission meeting in December 1988 (through Saudi
Arabia) and Qatar accepted it in 1990, when in the Doha foreign ministers signed the
Protocol, which was deemed to be the treaty, under which the "two parties” were obliged to
submit the case to the ICJ and that was the essence "Bahrain Formula". However, on 8 of July
1991, only Qatar appealed to the ICJ, which, according to Bahrain, contradicted the theaty,
the text of which provided for a joint appeal to the ICJ, and therefore the ICJ had no
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jurisdiction to consider it [8]. The different vision of the text of the theaty was not due to the
so-different interpretation of the Arabic text of the expression "al-tarafan”, which Qatar
translated as "the party"”, and Bahrain as "parties”, but due to the interpretation of these Arab
terms in their context, because, in essence, in Arabic this expression implies two units. But
whether this is one side or two, courts had to find out by analyzing the content and scope of
this phrase. As of 1994, the parties filed Memorials containing the materials necessary for the
deciding the dispute. In deciding the issue of jurisdiction, the ICJ examined the content of the
documents on "the creation of rights and obligations of the parties” in detail, which, in the
Court's opinion, were international treaties [8].

Note that both Qatar and Bahrain believed that the application of Art. 31 of the VCLT
IS inappropriate, because for them this controversial expression is neither ambiguous nor
obscure, nor does it lead to a result which is manifestly absurd or unreasonable [10], and in
general, "the Arab-Islamic legal position precludes the application of travaux preparatoires
even when interpreting t within the framework of the legislation of different Arab
countries» [10]. However, the statements have been denied by the opinions of the members of
the ILC of Iragi and Egyptian origin, Mr. Mustafa Kamil Yasseen and Mr. El-Erian, who
"unreservedly support the principle of access to travaux preparatoires in the proper
conditions” [10]. In particular, Mr. Yasseen believed that in the case "if the textual
interpretation leads to an absurd or unreasonable result, it would be justified to assume that
the wording was defective and we must rely on the statements of those who formulated the
text. This case is very similar to the error case, and no one denies that the error can be
corrected. There is no reason to believe that the analysis of travaux preparatoires and the
circumstances, in which the text was composed, will lead to a reasonable value" [10].

The court used a textual and grammatical interpretation, analyzing the forms of words
and the logical consequences of the second sentence in paragraph 2 of the Protocol of 1990
and sought to understand why this document, which was intended to facilitate dispute
settlement by putting into effect the forms and obligations of the parties to submit it to the
ICJ, had limited the possibility of joint action for them. The ICJ also had the task of
examining the possible consequences of interpreting Saudi Arabia's mediation conditions, that
is, the text was considered in terms of the impact on the parties' right to choose the court, as
well as to continue mediation. So, it analyzed the meaning of the treaty and its terms. As a
result of the interpretation, in accordance with the usual meaning of the terms in its context,
taking into account the object and purpose of the Protocol, it was decided to allow the
possibility of a unilateral appeal to the ICJ [8]. This was confirmed by the text of the draft
proposed by Oman, which was then taken as the basis of the treaty, where it was clearly stated
that the term "al-tarafan" was replaced by the words "any of the parties” [8] and other
important edits. This fact, of course, had the advantage of clarifying the circumstances of
concluding the treaty, since it was signed during a meeting of the Cooperation Council for the
Arab States of the Gulf in Doha in December 1990, convened, first of all, to resolve the
conflict between Irag and Kuwait [8]. Along with this, in order to resolve the conflict between
Qatar and Bahrain, Saudi Arabia and Oman have offered draft materials for its settlement,
which were used as travaux preparatoires. Thus, the jurisdiction of the ICJ in that case was
established.

Conclusions. So, the travaux preparatoires is official, written, available and known to
all negotiating states documents, used during negotiations for the interpretation of the treaty:
memorandums, conferences protocols and draft agreements, preliminary draft agreements,
correspondence of the negotiating states, records of their comments to the plenary committee,
the reports of the committees, the reports of the speakers, and sometimes the public
statements by theex oficio of the negotiating states, the state figures, and the materials
recorded as "authentic interpretation”, official letters, maps, ratified documents etc.

The interpretational practice of the ICJ shows the extension of the doctrinal
approaches of the traditional perception of the travaux preparatoires as an auxiliary tool. The
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ICJ uses travaux preparatoires 1) to identify the intent of the legislator; 2) to provide
advisory opinions; 3) to clarify the intentions of the parties to the treaty; 4) to determine the
jurisdiction of the ICJ; 5) to identify the true intentions of the parties to the dispute; 6) to
decide questions regarding the text, context, purpose and object of the treaty as a general rule
of interpretation, fixed in Art. 31 of the Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties, 19609.

Abstract. This article analyzes a multinational enterprise (MNE) theories from the first
pioneering papers of S. Hymer and the modern approaches to studying these institutions. A
special focus is placed on the one of the research schools that studied the fragmentation of
international production and the global value chain (GVCs) creation. In this context, various
theoretical approaches to the study of modern global MNE networks are considered, the
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theory of trade in tasks and the macroeconomic approach to the evaluation of fragmentation
effects.

The paper argues that the concepts of MNEs international production and GVCs are
interlinked, although not equal. Sometimes they are used as synonyms, but they characterize
the contemporary process of internationalization from different perspectives. It shows the
various types of organization of global value chains, such as the horizontal and vertical
integration of production. Within such networking systems of multinational enterprises there
are complex hierarchical relationships between individual participants and links.
Technological slicing of production into separate fragments requires MNE to use not only
own equity- controlled affiliates, but also the offshore production of partner firms.

Key words: multinational enterprises, international production fragmentation, foreign
direct investment, global value chains.

Introduction

The latest two decades are marked by radical change in international production of
multinational enterprises (MNES). This change pertains to organization of value creation and
forms for its control [1, p.225-226]. It covers production, institutional and organizational
structure of MNE organizing their production in form of global value chains (GVCs). The
process of value creation is splitting into the increasingly narrow functional phases, or
segments of international production of commodities and services. This change in the global
operation of MNE is referred to as fragmentation of international production in economic
literature [2, p.1978-1980]. This “clipping” of international production in MNE occurred first
in electronics, IT industry, electrical industry and car making. Later on, the fragmentation
spread on other manufacturing and services sectors: chemical and pharmaceutical industries,
mechanical engineering, business and financial services. Today, hundreds of thousands of
companies across the world are engaged in GVCs. Some of the countries could already feel
significant effects from fragmentation of international production. They could gain additional
advantages and expand their export capacities. Other countries have just started the rapid
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connection to MNE production networks, still other face considerable problems related with
their engagement in this process.

Theoretical approaches review

Beginning with the pioneer papers of S.Hymer that actually initiated the study of FDI
and MNEs as a new special area of economic theory in 60-70s of the XX century, the issue of
direct control or specific assets of international firms was considered in various aspects [ 3 ].
S.Hymer was among the first to draw attention to the need of distinguishing between foreign
direct and portfolio investments, based on the criteria of direct control over foreign assets.
Such control is required for the company, engaged in international investment, primarily to
overcome the competition of other foreign enterprises and companies of the country, where
the capital is exported.

R.Vernon analyzed the emergence process of international firms and their networks of
enterprises through the study of new product introduction into the market and its life cycle.
He tried to prove the correlation between the evolution of cross-border exchange and
international production of commodities and the phases of their life [4, p.190-207]. The
product life-cycle model gave a scientific credence to the hypothesis that at the mature
product stage international firms carry out direct investments mainly in the industrialized
countries and organize the production of commodities in its affiliates for sale on local
markets. At the standardized product stage the cost-related motives lead to the search for a
new location of production — with lowest possible wages. The new direct investment flows
occur and the production is transferred to the developing countries with a current demand for
commodities in the bargain (newly industrialized countries). Oligopolistic competition loses
its force and the delocalization of production can be carried out not only in the form of direct
investment, but also through the sale of license or subcontract [5, p.255]. Further empirical
verification of the product life-cycle theory and study of the situation on the example of
individual industries (electronic, oil industry and others) revealed a specific models of the
strategy and features of investment by MNEs.

Within the frame of industrial organization theories the study of internal (intrafirm)
operations and transaction costs also contributed to better understanding of the nature of
international corporations. M. Casson, P. Buckley and R. Caves argued for the need of
analysis of the international production by MNEs through the study of the effectiveness of
transactions between the separate production units most insistently [6, p.32-66; 7]. An
important component of the theory is the introduction of the concept of markets
internalization (exchange), resulting in a reduction of “expenditures for business” —
transaction costs. The study of this issue has not still lost its relevance, especially in the
context of the development of international production fragmentation and intra-firm trade.

Macroeconomic view of the process of FDI export, whether in the interpretation of K.
Kojima and T. Ozawa, or in the context of the theory of capital-market imperfections of R.
Aliber, also expanded the idea of the possible causes of internationalization and motives of
firms to transfer production abroad. They attracted the attention of researchers to the nature of
monopolistic advantages of MNEs, such as ownership of patents and special knowledge, the
role of translation risks and exchange premium in determining of the capital flows directions,
as well as trading strategies of these firms and their impact on the host country [8; 9].

The previously mentioned areas of researches of the international production became
the basis of the formation of MNEs theory at an early stage of its development (60-80s of the
XX century). Subsequently, many of these ideas were reflected in the new methodological
approach to the study of capital internationalization reasons — the eclectic paradigm of J.
Dunning [10]. The name of J. Dunning concept by itself says that it combines some elements
of very different theoretical approaches to the study of MNEs. In this sense it is not a
completely new theory. The eclectic paradigm attempted to offer a general approach to the
study of reasons of international production growth by MNEs. The advantages of ownership,
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internalization and location became its key categories. In terms of these categories J. Dunning
studied why the firm is trying to retain full control over its assets abroad, why it does not
transmit them to other companies through licensing agreements, as well as what determines
the choice of affiliates location of international companies [ 11 ].

Although the eclectic paradigm does not give comprehensive answers to all the issues
related to the emergence of multinational enterprises and the features of their modern
practices, it gave systematic approaches to the study of many aspects of MNESs activities. In
80-90s of the XX century a large number of researchers studied the peculiarities of MNEs
foreign operations in reliance on this methodology. However, at the beginning of the XXI
century an increasing number of scientists began to use other research methodologies of
multinational enterprises.

The evidence of new approaches to the determination of MNEs’ essence became a
development of the network theory of the firm. Ch. Bartlett, S. Ghoshal among the first
offered to treat the international firm as a network of various structural units. The network
character determines the key difference between MNEs and national firms, and hence can be
considered as the distinguishing feature of such firms [12]. MNEs network theory focuses on
the fact that the greatest competitive advantage of these firms is creation of a complex system
of long-term relationships with private and independent enterprises. M. Forsgren, U. Holm, U.
Anderson consider the MNE affiliates to be the main source of its competitive advantage as
they build deep and lasting relationships with local business partners, and with the related
departments of the company. Special competitive assets of the firm can be created and saved
because of these particular relationships [13, p.802]. An important element of MNE network
structure are subcontracting suppliers linked to these firms through the non-equity control
mechanisms. Therefore, the network theory focuses also on the distribution of non-equity
forms of MNE operations in recent years. Namely this network of relationships is the main
asset of the company and creates a synergy of industrial, financial and marketing
effectiveness.

Another group of researchers (B. Kogut, U. Zander) consider the capability to
accumulate, create and transfer knowledge to be a key characteristic of MNE [14, p.625]. The
competitive advantages of MNEs are caused by features of their knowledge. This feature of
MNE knowledge prevents the possibility of its imitation by competitors. There are certain
characteristics of knowledge, such as uncertainty of cause-and-effect relationships,
complexity and lack of a formalized knowledge that makes it extremely difficult to copy these
specific assets. B. Kogut, A.Gupta, V. Govindarajan, N. Foss, U. Zander in their theory of the
firm, based on knowledge, justify that MNE is a social institution that creates knowledge and
organize its international transfer. They believe that the capability to create and transfer
knowledge within the corporation is a key competitive advantage of MNE [15, p.768-790].
The adherents of this approach consider the concept of ‘tacit’ or ‘embedded knowledge’.
MNE is an extremely effective mechanism for the transfer of such tacit knowledge as
compared to traditional external market mechanisms [16, p.340-345]. Tacit knowledge,
opposed to conventional knowledge in form of patents, licenses, drawings, documentation,
are a set of skills, practices and models of communication. They occur on the basis of long-
term relationships with partners — customers, suppliers, subcontractors and other actors of
MNE network.

Knowledge-based theory determines that the main feature of international firms is the
possibility of the tacit knowledge transfer, which cannot be successfully transmitted through
market mechanisms. The capability of the business units of company to assimilate knowledge
is a crucial parameter of the knowledge transfer process within the corporation. The affiliates
differ in their capability to implement innovations and this will significantly affect the nature
and extent of the knowledge transfer from other business units of MNE. As corporate
structure of MNE affects the process of knowledge creation and transfer Ch. Bartlett and S.
Ghoshal offer to consider MNE as ‘differentiated inter-organizational network. The business
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units of MNE differ from each other, so these corporations can be defined as ‘differentiated
inter-organizational systems’. The key knowledge of MNE is created in its various branches
and then moves within integrated business units of the company. Knowledge-based theory
changes the traditional understanding of the role of affiliates in the innovation process.
Instead of wide-spread stereotyped belief that main company (parent company) dominates in
this process and subsidiaries play a secondary role, the theory, on the contrary, drew attention
to the high competence and potential of foreign units of MNE in the creation of knowledge
[17, p.803-805].

Although the earliest publications on these problems came out in 90s of the past
century, later on useful theoretical analysis of global value added chains was provided by
Antras, Garicano, Rossi-Hansberg [18, p.31-34]. Grossman and Rossi-Hansberg offered the
concept “trade in task”, to describe fragmenting of production functions, and constructed a
model of fragmented production, with each country taking on one function in production and
sales of a commodity. Some of the researchers also studied theoretical background of off-
shoring trade between countries with different factor endowment [19, p.793-794]. Another
important issue concerned distribution of advantages from fragmentation, especially between
industrially developed and developing countries [20, p.2-5].

Microeconomic approaches to studying GVCs involved analyses of patterns for
commodity exchange between GVCs participants, the architecture of relations between chief
flagman companies and subcontractors. It was shown that vertical integration determined
network flows of commaodities in GVCs. These flows have various trajectories, the so called
upstream and downstream ones, and various impacts on value creation [21, p.3-6].

Issues of methodologies for studying GVCs, calculating the value added created
domestically and abroad have gained special importance. It is believed that the higher is the
measure of value added created abroad, the higher is the degree of the county’s engagement in
GVCs of MNE [22, p.2-7].

International production and GVCs

Fragmentation of international production triggers radical change in labor division at
corporate and national level. This segmentation of production process has resulted in global
value added chains (GVCs) of MNE. GVCs refer to production processes involved in value
creation, which are organized and controlled by MNE and entail international division of
tasks and work. Fragmentation of international production causes deep structural change in
the contemporary global trade. The increasing numbers of countries and firms start
specializing in selected phases, tasks or functions involved in value creation within GVCs,
which shapes their new specialization in the global economy.

Two types of architecture for process of international production fragmentation can be
distinguished by organizational model of MNEs. Vertically integrated MNEs tend to fragment
production of finished goods through by-phase processing of raw materials, semi-finished or
intermediate products. Examples of such vertically integrated value added chains can be
found in oil refinery, electronics and electrical engineering, where MNEs organize
international production system through successive technological operations [23, p.1-32].

Horizontally integrated MNEs and international firms with widely diversified
production lines tend to build another model for fragmentation architecture. These
sophisticated network systems have looser links to product processing technologies, with the
considerably higher role of participants’ specialization in functions involved in value creation
or their competencies and unique assets. In another case, fragmentation of international
production constitutes a more complex pattern of relations between networking enterprises,
the so called “multi-cell organization” or “differentiated network”. They involve exchange of
components or services, which differs from supplies within vertically integrated production
lines.
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Although the fragmentation process is organized and controlled by MNEs, its
participants, apart from MNE affiliations, are subcontractor partners and market agents. Also,
non-equity participants of the fragmented process of value creation can build their own
subsystems for international production, meaning that they can also transform into MNE. This
results in building up the multi-tier architecture of production links engaging hundreds of
thousands of small or medium companies and suppliers. For example, fragmented production
systems at leading car making MNEs include 3 to 4 tiers of parts suppliers, each covering
great numbers of enterprises.

GVCs of flagman MNEs can often cooperate and work together to fulfill selected
functions or tasks. This is clearly manifested in the so called “strategic alliances”. Much more
often, a strategic alliance is set up by two leading MNEs, to address strategically important
issues, such as R&D, standardization or innovation. It entails building up very extensive and
sophisticated networks of production, R&D and distribution entities exchanging information,
competencies, services or products.

Various terms and concepts are used in economic literature to characterize
organizational, technological and spatial aspects of the complex international architecture for
MNEs production system: supply chains, outsourcing, off-shoring, global value chains,
production sharing, vertical integration, fragmented production. Although these terms refer to
global production networks, they put emphasis on essential features of value creation process,
labor division and networking of international production participants.

The concept of fragmented production provides for the most comprehensive
characteristic of the meaning of change in international production in MNEs: it covers
organization, technology and spatial dispersion of the production process. As mentioned
earlier, fragmentation of international production means physical split of the value creation
process into phases or segments. These fragments of production process are spatially
dispersed and located wherever the optimal combination of production factors occurs.
Sometimes the term “production sharing” constitutes its synonym, because it also emphasizes
that value (product) creation process is split into phases. Therefore, sometimes authors use it
to characterize technological change in contemporary MNEs.

Contrary to the above mentioned terms, the concepts of outsourcing and off-shoring
characterize ultimately different systems of international production. The key analytical
criterion for this characteristic is whether value added is created by enterprises controlled
through shareholding or by subcontractors who are MNE partners. Therefore, these categories
show external (relative to the corporate network of MNEs affiliations) mechanisms for value
creation process, originating from non-shareholding forms of relations between MNEs. In
most part of international production systems in MNEs, external subcontractor partners have
great significance as suppliers of parts, components or services. Sometimes their numbers
exceed the ones of controlled participants of fragmented production. The term “off-shoring”
emphasizes that external sources of value added cover enterprises located abroad.

The concepts of GVCs and supply chains are nearly equal by interpretation. In economic
literature, they are often used as synonyms to illustrate the form for organization of value
creation in production system of many MNEs. They characterize the organizational structure
of production at contemporary MNESs, where each phase of the chain uses the value created at
its previous phase and increase it to the extent depending on factor endowment of a country.

A large part of GVCs and supply chains is built by vertical integration of production
and technological process. Therefore, the term “vertical integration” shows technological
character of fragmentation and directions of networking flows within GVCs. It should be
noted that the term “vertical integration” is narrower than the concept GVCs or fragmentation
of production. Only part of fragmented international production systems and, respectively,
GVCs is built by vertical integration. The other part, which is rapidly growing, consists of
networking fragmented systems not linked to vertical integration.
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The term “fragmentation of production”, therefore, shows the essential meaning of
change in international production systems of MNEs. It is used in the current theoretical
literature devoted to foreign direct investment and MNEs. The term “global value chains” is
the most widespread in business literature, including UNCTAD studies. It characterizes three
main aspects of current MNEs operation: (i) global character of production activities involved
in value creation; (ii) spatial fragmentation of value creation into segments and tasks; (iii)
chain link of production process, from product development to product sales and after-sales
service.

The concepts of international production in MNEs and GVCs are, therefore,
interlinked, although not equal. Sometimes they are used as synonyms, but they characterize
the contemporary process of production internationalization from different perspectives. The
concept of international production in MNEs refers to the whole production system in a
flagman corporation. It underlines the character and scales of cross-firm relations linking
clusters of firms in larger global economic groups. The notion of “chain” reflects the vertical
sequence of events resulting in supply, consumption and technical services of products. Here
the emphasis is made on product approach. GVCs are very mobile and dynamic. Their
reconfiguration and relocation of selected production fragments to other countries occurs
along with the changing comparative advantages of countries.

Large diversified MNEs can have international production systems that cover several
value added chains. While some of them can feature large-scale fragmentation of production
processes, another can have far lesser one. By analogy, while some of the chains within
international production systems can have large spatial dispersion (can be of the global
scales), another can have far lesser one, covering a region or even neighboring countries.

Sometimes GVCs can have comprehensive character and cover selected fragments of
various international production systems. For example, when several flagman MNEs set up a
strategic alliance, their GVCs will overlap and have common participants. This can occur in
manufacturing of related products or various classes of the same products. For example, a
global producer of a certain type of parts can have own international production system and
gain the status of a flagman MNE in this niche. However, its GVC can be a supplier of parts
to international production systems of other MNEs manufacturing various brands of finished
products. But because the MNE supplying parts have no impact on the overall management of
GVCs in manufacturing MNEs, it does not coordinate the whole value creation process. In
this case, the MNE supplying parts constitutes a segment in a larger GVC, as it supplies
components for manufacturing of finished goods [24, p.2-4].

The largest global manufacturer of electronic components, MNE Foxconn, is the
principal subcontractor of MNE Apple. The major part of Apple output, such as iPhone, iPad,
is assembled in Foxconn factories. At the same time, GVCs of Foxconn integrate with
international production systems of other leading MNEs. Foxconn is the principle
subcontractor for manufacturing of cameras for Canon, games consoles for Sony, cell phones
for Motorola, motherboards for Intel and components for other MNEs (see Figure 1 below).

Three types of flagman MNEs are distinguished by operation strategy and
organization of global production networks. The first type is brand leaders (such as IBM,
Compag or Dell), externalizing rapidly their international production systems through
including autonomous supplies. These MNEs build GVCs to reduce costs and differentiate
products. They organize and control the whole process of value creation, coordinate business
of numerous subcontractors and require high productivity and quality from them. The second
type is contracted producers (such as Foxconn, Solectron or Flextronics). They are global
leaders in manufacturing parts and components, and they build their own international
production systems and global chains of supply for servicing MNEs that are brand leaders.

International production of MNEs is, therefore, fragmented in organizational and
technical form of GVCs. Fragmented international production systems have sophisticated
institutional structures. Various entities engaged in GVCs can be distinguished by various
classification criteria. By stock ownership, GVCs include participants controlled by
shareholders, subcontractors and autonomous market agents. By value creation function,
GVCs include producers of intermediary or finished products and services, and firms with key
supplementary functions of sales, logistics or client services. This institutional structure of
GVCs puts strong emphasis on management, control and coordination of all the segments.
This control is exercised by flagman MNEs that are brand leaders acting as main organizers
and initiators of GVCs.
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Conclusions

Advantages from participation in network production of MNEs for host countries’
economies are essentially conditional on types of GVCs. Their heterogeneity results from not
only MNEs strategy, but from the subject of production process. A country participating in
global networks of mass-scale manufacturing of consumer goods (household electronics,
apparel or footwear) has an opportunity to increase employment and social standards or to
build export capacities. However, this type of fragmented production fails to offer significant
advantages in innovation.

Extracting sectors of the economy also generate far lower value added, especially
when domestic firms specialize on primary phases of processing oil and other mineral
resources. Practices of many countries engaged in agricultural chains of value added give
evidence of far lower advantages gained by producers of primary agricultural products
compared with phases of manufacturing, retail trade and marketing. Therefore, economic
policies in a major part of countries dependent on primary commodities seek for stimulating
additional processing of products in order to create higher value added.

Industrially developed countries are actively engaged in high tech product chains
requiring massive innovation, participation of research centers or laboratories, and high
performing R&D.
