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ENCOURAGEMENT OF PRO-ENVIRONMENTAL BEHAVIOUR (A CASE STUDY OF KYIV)

Abstract: Numerous theoretical frameworks have been dedicated to the problem of sustainable development of cities
and regions. Although many practical actions have been undertaken, no perfect mechanism of encourage pro-environmental
behaviour has been found yet.

Non-ecological behaviour is the most arduous barrier to achieving the sustainable development goals because of the
various reasons such as low awareness of environmental issues, traditional values and lifestyle. Pro-environmental behaviours
include such practices as recycling, electricity saving, water saving, using public transportation, bicycle or walking, using LED
lamps instead of fluorescent lamps etc. The promotion of pro-environmental behaviours in people’s daily lives is an important
factor for stimulating the development of different sectors of green economy.

Our article describes a general assessment of the ecological behaviour of the population in the city of Kyiv and Ukraine
as a whole. The regional features of pro-ecological behaviour, which are the differences in people’s practices and attitudes in
Western and Eastern parts of Ukraine, as well as in large cities and rural areas, are revealed. Also models of pro-environmental
behaviour, which correspond to the sustainable development goals, have been distinguished. Formation of the model of
behaviour depends on citizen’s social status, age, education and other characteristics. The key element of the sustainable
development mechanism is considered as a way of changing of behavioural patterns under the influence of certain tools that
can be promoted by the city authorities.

The most effective way to encourage pro-environmental behaviour is combination of informational and structural
strategies. The task of informational strategies is increasing actor’s knowledge about behaviours. Structural strategies are
aimed to change contextual factors such as the availability and the actual costs and benefits of behavioural alternatives. For
implementation of encouraging policy is necessary to make a choice between a large number of measures and instruments
of influence. We propose the individualized social marketing approach, in which interventions is tailored to the needs, wants
and perceived barriers of individual segments of the city residents.

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Abstract: Social networking services are one of the distinctive modern phenomena. They are studied by many sciences.
However, the spatial aspects of the development and functioning of social networking services are not fully explored. There
are some studies in the English-language literature of various geographical aspects of the functioning of social networking
services and their integration into GIS. But scientific publications of the geography of social networking services are practically
absent in Ukraine. The purpose of this paper is to identify the peculiarities of the spatial differentiation of social networking
services in the Volyn region. The main task is to analyze the number of accounts and the structure of users of social networking
services VKontakte, Odnoklassniki and Facebook in the context of administrative districts and large cities of Volyn region. As
a result of the study, it was revealed that social networks VKontakte, Classmates and Facebook have comparable audiences
in the Volyn region. The biggest social networking is VKontakte, the second place belongs to Odnoklassniki, while Facebook
is on the third place. Social network VKontakte dominates in the north of the Volyn region, Odnoklassniki - in the south and
east. Facebook is the leader only in one administrative unit — Lutsk district. All three networks have similar territorial patterns
of user distribution. Two thirds of users are concentrated in the cities of Lutsk, Kovel, Novovolynsk, and Volodymyr-Volynsky.
More than 40% of the accounts are concentrated in Lutsk. The theory of the spatial diffusion of innovations is clearly traceable.
The penetration rate of the social networking services is the highest in the largest cities. In Lutsk, it amounts to 76.5 % for
social networking service VKontakte, 67.3 % for Odnoklassniki, and 70.1 % for Facebook. In addition to large cities, many users
of the social networking services live in the border areas of Lyuboml, Shatsk, Ratne, and Lyubeshiv districts. However, for
most districts of the Volyn region, the penetration rate of the network is 10-20%. This indicates a lack of network formation
and significant perspectives of further development in rural areas. Women are dominating in sex structure, especially in the
Odnoklassniki.

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Abstract: The paper presents the review of previously made schemes of sacral (religious, confessional)
regionalization of the territory of Ukraine, presented in the works of human geographers. Taking into account
these elaborations, their advantages and deficiencies, the author proposes own methodology of confessional
regionalization, including its basic principles and criteria. Confessional regions, sub-regions, areas and localities are
proposed to be the units of confessional regionalization of the territory of Ukraine. The developed methodology
allowed identifying 6 confessional regions in Ukraine, with 2 of them further divided into sub-regions. This approach
to regionalization allowed better trace regional patterns of confessional structure, including dominant confessions
and their relationships. The necessity of this study is dictated by the need to develop a state strategy for the
development of inter-confessional and state relationships, as well as the implementation of the state regional policy
in the field of religion in certain regions of Ukraine. The proposed methodology of confessional regionalization
can be adopted for other countries or their parts.

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Introduction

Modern society, being at the informational stage
of development, has faced many inter-ethnic and inter-
confessional conflicts that have exacerbated the problem
of confessional peace, both in the world as a whole and
in Ukraine in particular. Scientific research of religious
and, eminently, confessional space today is inevitable and
much in demand by the society. Geographical researches,
studying the confessional space and its regionalization,
are of particular relevance, as only they allow clear
identification and tracing the spatial divisions in the
confessional space, understanding the causes of the origin
of religious conflicts and making appropriate forecasts,
as well as developing ways of their alleviation.

Such studies are especially important for modern
Ukraine, where the relationships between two Orthodox
confessions, namely the Ukrainian Orthodox Church and
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the Kyiv Patriarchate,
as well as between the Ukrainian Orthodox Church and
the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, have worsened.
In our opinion, confessional regionalization should be
carried out in compliance with numerous principles and
criteria meeting the methodological requirements of
human geography.

Therefore, the research represented in this paper
seems to be relevant and promising, as it contributes to
the development of the theoretical and methodological
base of human geography in general and the geography
of religion in particular, which in turn provides a
better understanding and generates new approaches
to geographical research of confessional and religious
spaces.

Theoretical and methodological background

The following scholars have focused on confessional
space and spatial patterns of the religious sphere in Ukraine
and its separate oblasts: F. Zastavnyi, O. Liubitseva,
K. Mezentsev, I. Rovenchak, M. Dnistryansky, S. Pavlov,
L. Shevchuk, A. Kovalchuk (the whole territory of
Ukraine), L. Nemets, K. Nemets, L. Kluchko (Kharkiv
oblast), O. Kuchabsky (Lviv oblast), V. Patiychuk (Volhyn
oblast), Yu. Kogatko (Chernihiv oblast), I. Kostaschuk
(Chernivtsi oblast), L. Ataman (Podolian region,
including Vinnytsia, Khmelnytsky and Ternopil oblasts),
and others. Such scholars as O. Topchiev, O. Shabliy,
A. Golikov, Ya. Oliynyk, M. Pistun and others (Ukraine),
H. Park, L. Kong and others (Great Britain), P. Zukerman,
V. Lowell, R. Horace, J. Esposito, S. Hitchcock and many
others (USA), K. Matsui (Japan), S. Gorokhov, T. Khristov
and others (Russia) and many other scholars from around
the world devoted their scientific works to the theoretical
and methodological substantiation of the geography of
religion as an important human geography branch.

Almost every of these scholars studied the issue of
religious-geographical regionalization from the standpoint
of human geography. Their works substantiate the criteria,
principles and grounds of making regionalization based
on religion patterns. However, the existing methods of
religious confessional regionalization practically do not
take into account the religious activity of the population
as a factor in the development and formation of the
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confessional space, being an integral part of the religious
and sacred spaces.

Study goals and objectives

The purpose of this paperistoanalyze and generalize
the existing criteria, principles, approaches and methods
of confessional regionalization with the subsequent the
elaboration of the own regionalization methodology
and its approbation carrying out the confessional
regionalization of Ukraine. In accordance with the
goal we set the following tasks: to analyze the previous
methods and schemes of religious regionalization of
Ukraine; to offer one’s own methodology of confessional
regionalization generalizing the previous experience,
including various criteria, principles, approaches and
methods; to perform confessional regionalization of
Ukraine; to determine the further significance and
prospects of geographical research of religious and
confessional spaces.

Review of existing
regionalization of Ukraine

It should be noted that all existing schemes of
religious regionalization were developed by the authors
using various approaches and methods, as well as
using different criteria for the identification of religious
or confessional regions. Therefore, to improve the
methodology of confessional regionalization, we have
analyzed already existing schemes.

The first religious regionalization of the territory
of Ukraine was conducted in 1994 by O. Shabliy, who
distinguished 4 religious regions: Western (Volhyn,
Zhytomyr, Rivne, Vinnytsia, Khmelnytsky, Ternopil,
Ivano-Frankivsk, Lviv, Chernivtsi and Transcarpathian
oblasts); Central (Kyiv, Chernihiv, Sumy, Cherkasy,
Kirovohrad and Poltava oblasts); Eastern (Donetsk,
Luhansk, Kharkiv and Dnipropetrovsk oblasts); Southern
(Crimea, Odessa, Zaporizhia, Mykolaiv and Kherson
oblasts) [18]. It is worth noting that due to the confessional
heterogeneity, the Western region was further divided
into several more zones, namely: Transcarpathian,
Western Volhynian, Bukovinian, Galician and Podolian-
Volhynian [18]. L. Shevchuk follows this scheme of
regionalization in his scientific works [19]. The main
criterion that underlies such regionalization is the religious
activity of the population, which is characterized by the
number of existing religious communities, as well as their
religious affiliation.

In the scientific work “Geography of religions:
the main tasks and prospects of development” [13],
V. Patiychuk presented a scheme of religious
regionalization with five religious regions: Western
(Chernivtsi,  Volhyn,  Transcarpathian, Ivano-
Frankivsk, Khmelnytsky, Ternopil, Rivne and Lviv
oblasts); Northern (Chernihiv, Kyiv, Zhytomyr,
Cherkasy, Poltava, Sumy, Kharkiv and Vinnytsia
oblasts); Eastern (Kirovohrad, Dnipropetrovsk,
Zaporizhia, Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts); Southern
(Odessa, Kherson and Mykolaiv oblasts); Crimean
(Autonomous Republic of Crimea). The basis of such
regionalization was the number of denominations and
their relative weight in the religious sphere, as well as
factors influencing the process of the religious space
formation and their manifestation.

schemes of religious
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Religious regionalization, proposed by S. Pavlov,
K. Mezentsev and O. Lyubitseva [12], reflects primarily
the confessional structure of the population, the number
of religious communities of different denominations, and
existing trends. This scheme provided for seven religious
regions: Volhynian (Rivne, north of Ternopil and Volhyn
oblast); Halychyna (Ivano-Frankivsk, Lviv, and the
southern part of the Ternopil oblast); Transcarpathian
(Transcarpathian oblast); Central (Kyiv, Poltava,
Chernihiv, Zhytomyr, Sumy, Kirovohrad and Cherkasy
oblasts); Podolian-Bukovynian (Chernivtsi, Khmelnytsky
and Vinnytsia oblasts); Southeastern (Donetsk, Luhansk,
Zaporizhia, Kharkiv and Dnipropetrovsk oblasts) and
Southern (Kherson, Odessa, Mykolaiv oblasts and the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea). It should be noted that
this scheme took into account not only the boundaries of
administrative oblasts, but also historical regions, which
we consider to be certainly a correct and scientifically
grounded approach.

The religious regionalization of Ukraine, done by
A. Kovalchuk [5], deserves a special attention. The main
criteria that underlie this regionalization scheme are
confessional structure, ethno-cultural aspects, as well as
historical peculiarities of the formation of the territory of
each administrative oblast. With this approach, the author
identified 9 religious regions: Galician (Lviv, Ivano-
Frankivsk and almost all Ternopil oblast, except for the
northern part); West Volhynian (Volhyn, Rivne and north
of the Ternopil oblast); Transcarpathian (Transcarpathian
oblast); Bukovynian (Chernivtsi oblast); Volhynian-
Podolian (Vinnytsia, Zhytomyr and Khmelnytsky
oblasts); Central-North (Sumy, Chernihiv, Kyiv, Poltava
and Cherkasy oblasts); Central-Southern (Odessa,
Kirovohrad, Mykolaiv and Kherson oblasts); Crimean
(Crimea) and Eastern (Dnipropetrovsk, Zaporizhia,
Donetsk, Luhansk and Kharkiv oblasts) [5].

In addition to the schemes of religious regionalization
of Ukraine, we analyzed also the relevant schemes at
the regional level, identifying main approaches and
principles used. Particular attention deserves the religious
regionalization of Kharkiv (L. Kliuchko), Chernihiv
(Yu. Kogatko) oblasts and Podolia (L. Ataman).

Proposed  methodology for  confessional
regionalization

The confessional regionalization we understand as a
scientifically substantiated division of a certain territory
into separate parts (regions, sub-regions, areas, etc.), which
are distinguished by the peculiarities of the confessional
structure formed under the influence of various factors,
primarily the historical and geographical features, as well
as religious activity of the population.

It should be noted that in our study we differentiate
between the religious (sacral) and confessional
regionalization that arise from the human-geographical
essence of the religious space and its proposed structure.
Religious space we consider as a part of the sacred
space, which in turn we divide into confessional space,
atheists, agnostics and akirchs. The confessional space
reflects the distribution of individual denominations
and is divided into subspaces (Orthodox, Catholic,
Protestant, Jewish, Muslim, pagan, etc.). Atheists are
people who believe that God, like any other kind of high

powers, do not exist. Agnostics are people who do not
recognize the existence of God and other high powers,
and argue that religion is created only to form moral
and ethical norms in society. Akirchs are people who
believe in God, but do not attribute themselves to any
denomination, direction or course, believing that they
are not needed by society.

Doing the confessional regionalization, which covers
only the confessional figures and does not take into
account the number of atheists, agnostics and akirchs, we
propose to determine the rating place of a certain territory
among others using the following indicators: the index of
religious mosaics, the number of religious communities per
population for each denomination separately; the number
of clerics, presbyters and missionaries per population
for each denomination separately; the number of clerics,
presbyters and missionaries for separate settlements that
is also calculated for each denomination separately.

To study the religious mosaic, we have interpreted the
Ekkel’s index of ethnic mosaicand and got the following
mathematical model:

where Rj stands for index of ethnic mosaic, and
[Ir is a share of religious communities of a certain
denomination in confessional structure of the region.
The higher values of Rj corresponds to more variegated
confessional structure of the region.
We suggest the four following indices to determine
the availability of religious services in certain regions:
1) Availability of religious communities for
population, which can be calculated using the formula:

P =R/N,

where P_is the index of availability of religious
communities for population, R stands for the number of
religious communities in the region, and N signifies the
population of the given region, in thousands of people.

2) Availability of religious communities for
settlements:

R =R/P,

where R is the index of availability of religious
communities in settlements, R stands for the number of
religious communities in the region, while P signifies the
number of settlements in the region.

3) Availability of clergy for settlements:

Ps=S/N,

where Ps is the index of availability of clergy in
settlements, S is the number of clergy of the region, and
N stands for the population of the region.

4) Availability of clergy for religious communities:

Rs =S/R,

where Rs stands for the index of availability of clergy
of a certain denomination for religious communities, S is
the number of clergy of the region and R is the number of
religious communities of the region.
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Thus, having conducted the appropriate calculations
for the denominations submitted in the report of the
Ministry of Culture of Ukraine and the reports of the
relevant regional state administrations (Form 1), we
will receive 221 indicators, which certainly allows us
to accurately determine the similarity of administrative
regions by the confessional structure and religious
activity of the population, which manifests itself
in the number of religious communities and clergy
in reference to the population.

To increase the role of the relative weight of the
main confession and other denominations, we propose
to make 5 rating ranks: the first one is the index of
religious mosaics, the second is the average indicator of
the density of religious communities per 1000 people,
the third is the average indicator of the availability
of religious communities for settlements, the fourth
is the average indicator of the availability of clergy
for settlements and the fifth is the average indicator of
the availability of clergy for religious communities.
The second, third, fourth and fifth rows reflect the
rating of the region as the average value calculated for
55denominations. Thus, theindicatorofthereligiousmosaic
index is not lost among the 221 indicators, but is one of
the five important criteria.

After making appropriate calculations and creating
the rating of Ukrainian regions by the indicators of
availability of religious communities for the population
and settlements, as well as by the indicator of the religious
mosaic index, we received an average indicator reflecting
the religious activity and the confessional structure
of the region.

In our opinion, the territorial structure of
confessional space represents a quantitative and
qualitative combination of all existing denominations
and trends, in particular relevant religious communities.
We propose to use the following elements of the
territorial structure:

Confessional region covers an area having specific
features of the manifestation and the course of inter-
confessional relations, as well as historical, geographical
and religious prerequisites for religious commonalities.

Confessional sub-region includes a part of the
confessional region that slightly differs in some aspects
of confessional structure.

Confessional province is a part of the confessional
region with clear expressed peculiarities of confessional
structure, which itself may include some local territorial
units — confessional localities.

Proposed scheme of confessional regionalization
of Ukraine

As a result of the corresponding calculations,
we found that the high indices of religious mosaic in
Kherson, Kirovohrad and Zaporizhia oblasts (Table 1)
is achieved due to the rather high proportion of certain
Protestant denominations, in particular Christians of the
Evangelical Faith — Pentecostals (CCEP) and Evangelical
Christians — Baptists (ECB), and in Kherson oblast
there is also a significant proportion of the Ukrainian
Autocephalous Church (UAOC) communities. For the
city of Kyiv, as an important administrative, spiritual and
cultural center of Ukraine, the share of all denominations

is significant — Orthodoxy (41.1%), Catholicism (4.3%),
Protestantism (38.1%), the other (16.5%). The high
religious mosaic in the Chernivtsi oblast is achieved due
to a high proportion of different confessions, including not
only the dominating Ukrainian Orthodox Church (UOC),
but also various Protestant denominations (25.0%), the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the Kyiv Patriarchate
(UOC-KP, 14.2%), the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church
(UGCC) and the Roman Catholic Church (RCC, 5.0%).

Low indices of religious mosaic are typical for
Galicia (Lviv, Ivano-Frankivsk and Ternopil oblasts),
where the confessions of the UGCC, the UOC-KP,
and the UAOC remain dominant, which significantly
suppresses the influence of other denominations, as well
as for Novgorod-Sivershchyna and Slobozhanschyna
(Chernihiv, Sumy and Luhansk oblasts), where the UOC
remains the dominant confession, and the population
is not religiously active, as evidenced by the numerous
temples that are closed today.

Such regions as Volhynia (Volhyn and Rivne oblasts),
Podolia (Khmelnytsky and Vinnytsia oblasts), Central
Dnipro (Dnipropetrovsk oblast), where Orthodoxy is
dominant and traditional, are at the stage of transition
to a high religious diversity of denominations and
communities; the same refers to Transcarpathian oblast,
where Orthodoxy and Greek-Catholicism are widespread,
and the Crimea, where the communities of Orthodox and
Muslims are almost equal.

The conducted calculations allowed us to reveal the
following spatial patterns:

1) Regions of the Western Ukraine are the
most active in religious life, which, in our opinion,
can be explained by the fact that these areas were
least influenced by the atheistic power of the Soviet
Union, and they managed to preserve the spiritual
culture and, accordingly, quickly restored the religious
communities of different denominations. In addition,
in the late 1980s, representatives of the UGCC and the
UAOC returned there from exile, which significantly
affected the number of religious communities;

2) Kirovohrad, Zaporizhia and Kherson oblasts
are leaders by the indicator of religious mosaics,
but they are significantly inferior by the other two
indicators. This is due to the fact that in these regions
have small total number of religious communities,
but of different denominations, among which there
is a significant proportion of Protestant trends.
This indicates that in these regions, the Ukrainian
Orthodoxy may lose the prevailing influence in
religious life in some time;

3) Eastern regions of Ukraine, where the UOC is
the dominant confession, remain the least religiously
active, including visiting temples or other prayer houses.

Based on the rating results, we managed to hold
confessional regionalization of the territory of Ukraine
and identify the following confessional regions and sub-
regions (Figure 1):

Western Ukrainian confessional region,
which includes Chernivtsi, Ivano-Frankivsk, Lviv,
Transcarpathian, Ternopil, Khmelnytsky, Volhyn and
Rivne oblasts. It can be divided into four sub-regions:
I) Volhinian sub-region, including Volhyn and Rivne

oblasts, as well as Kremenets, Shumsk and Lanivtsi
districts of Ternopil oblast, where the Orthodoxy
of both directions (UOC and UOC-KP) dominates;
2) Galician sub-region, including Lviv, Ternopil (without
Kremenets, Shumsk and Lanivtsi districts) and Ivano-
Frankivsk oblasts with predominance of the UGCC,
UAOC, UOC-KP and RCC comunities; 3) Podolian-
Bukovynian sub-region, including Khmelnytsky and
Chernivtsi oblasts, where the UOC-MPs dominates in
the confessional structure, while the communities of the
UOC-KP and Protestant movements are also noticeable;
4) Transcarpathian sub-region, which includes the single
respective oblast and is characterized by the significant
share of the UOC, RCC and UGCC communities.

Volhynian-Podolian confessional region, which
includes Zhytomyr and Vinnytsia oblasts. It is
characterized by the domination of Orthodox trends, the
UOC and the UOC-KP, with a significant proportion of
the RCC and the Protestant trends.

Capital Dnieper confessional region, including
Kyiv and Cherkasy oblasts, as well as the city of Kyiv.
This region, due to the powerful gravity effect of Kyiv, is
characterized by an active religious life, the prevalence of
Orthodoxy and the presence of all religious organizations

registered in Ukraine, including a significant proportion
of new religious trends.

Central, Black Sea and Crimean confessional-
geographical region, which includes Odessa, Kirovohrad,
Mpykolaiv, Kherson, Zaporizhia and Autonomous
Republic of Crimea. The Orthodox faith (UOC) is
prevailing, but at the same time there is a considerable
proportion of Protestant communities; however, the
total number of religious communities is quite low.
The Crimean sub-region stands out with a significant
proportion of Muslim population.

Eastern confessional region is represented by
Dnipropetrovsk, Kharkiv, Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts.
It is characterized by low religious activity, the prevalence
of Orthodoxy (UOC) with a significant proportion
of Protestant communities.

North-Eastern  confessional — region  includes
Chernihiv, Sumy and Poltava oblasts, where Orthodoxy
is dominant, but the level of religious activity is rather
low, as evidenced by the rather small number of
registered religious communities.

Thus, by means of the confessional regionalization
of the territory of Ukraine, performed in accordance
with the elaborated methodology, we managed to
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identify 6 regions, two of which have additionally
separate sub-regions.

It should be emphasizes that such a scheme of
confessional regionalization of Ukraine substantially
differs from the previous -elaborations. Firstly, it
takes into account not only the boundaries of modern
administrative territorial units, but also the limits of
historical geographical regions. Secondly, this scheme
is based not only on the ratio of individual confessions
and denominations, but also takes into account a number
of indicators of religious activity — the aspect practically
not covered in the previous analysis. Our approach to
confessional regionalization is based on the following
key basic principles of confessional regionalization:
confessional mosaicism, religious activity, territorial
proximity, as well as specificity of inter-confessional
relations manifested by the level of conflict.

Conclusions

Investigation of the confessional space as an
integral part of the religious and sacred spaces
is relevant scientific task having both theoretical
and practical significance. It solves important
issues concerning inter-faith and inter-ethnic,
cultural, moral, ecthical social relations etc.
The confessional regionalization is quite an
advisable and sometimes necessary instrument
for the development of policy relating to church-
state and inter-confessional relations in separate
regions and the state as a whole. Therefore, the
results of this research can be used by the relevant
departments of regional state administrations, as
well as by the Department of Religious Affairs
and Nationalities of the Ministry of Culture
of Ukraine.
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THE INFLUENCE OF CONFLICTS ON TOURISM DEVELOPMENT:
METHODOLOGY OF SOCIO-GEOGRAPHICAL STUDY
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Abstract: The paper focuses on the methodological issues of socio-geographical research of conflicts in reference
to their influence on the tourism development. The relevance of the investigated question is obvious given great
reduction of tourism development indicators in Ukraine due to the conflict in the eastern part of the country and
touchy situation in the country in general. However, few methodological researches have dealt with the social conflicts
and their influence on tourism. Objective complexity of the research is connected with the fact that the given research
subject has interdisciplinary nature and, therefore, implies the use of wide array of methods. Thus, the author proposes,
lies out and discusses certain general and special scientific methods in reference to the influence of the social conflicts
on the tourism development. Since the substantiation of socio-geographical approach to the study of conflict impact
on tourism was the main objective of the paper, the proposed methods are described in accordance with the scope
and subject of socio-geographical research with specific examples of their possible use additionally provided. The
proposed approach includes six interrelated stages of research: 1. identification of phases and directions of influence
of socio-political conflict on tourism development; 2. assessment of tourism development dynamics, including main
trends, in instability conditions; 3. detection of shifts in the structure of tourism; 4. identification of directions of
tourism transformation as a result of the conflict; 5. forecasting the opportunities for tourism development in the
post-conflict period; 6. providing recommendations for the solution of the socio-geographical problems for tourism
development under the conditions of instability and during the stabilization period. The relevant research methods
are proposed for the each stage of research. The proposed approach was tested by the author on Luhansk and Donetsk
regions of Ukraine as territories affected by the conflict.

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Abstract: Burial sites and places of memory are important sights of the past. Their current state reflects the
attitude of contemporary generations to the history of the family in particular and to the history of the nation and the
country as a whole. These objects can serve as a resource for the development of various types of tourism, including
religious, pilgrimage, cognitive, ethnographic, genealogical, dark tourism etc. There are a large number of Jewish mass
graves and places of memory of the Holocaust victims in Ukraine, which can be considered as historical and cultural
component of the regional ethnocultural potential. The goal of the article is to evaluate the current state of mass graves
and places of memory of the Holocaust victims in small towns in the Capital socio-geographical region of Ukraine as a
component of the ethnocultural potential of the region.

The article reveals the importance of the mass graves and places of memory of the Holocaust victims in small
towns in the Capital socio-geographical region of Ukraine both as a part of historical memory and as a component
of the ethnocultural potential of the region. The historical preconditions of appearance of mentioned objects on the
investigated area are considered. The present state of the mass graves and the places of memory of the Holocaust
victims in the researched towns is analysed. The author proposes key approaches to protect and memorialize Jewish
mass graves and places of memory of the Holocaust victims in Ukraine, emphasizing that honouring the memory of
the victims is a necessary symbol for present and future generations.

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Introduction. The attitude of contemporary society to
the history of the family, the nation, and the country as a
whole is represented by the state of burial sites and places
of memory. The burial sites include graves, cemeteries
and mass graves. Depending on the combination of value
characteristics, such places can serve as a resource for the
developmentofvarioustypesoftourism,includingreligious,
pilgrimage, cognitive, ethnographic, genealogical,
dark tourism etc. [20, p. 137]. The places of memory have
a great importance. According to philosopher P. Nora,
these are the places in which memory is crystallized,
in which it finds a refuge. This place is associated
with this specific moment in history, a turning point in
which a sense of rapture with the past is inextricably
bound up with a sense that a rift has occurred
in memory [4, p. 59].

There are a large number of the Jewish mass graves
and places of memory of the victims of the Holocaust in
Ukraine, which are historical and cultural component
of the ethnocultural potential of the region. Together
with other components that form the structure of such
potential, they can be practically implemented in many
directions, such as support and development of ethnic
groups, improvement of international and interregional
(economic, cultural, informational) relationship with
other peoples similar in ethnic, cultural, religious
features, tourism development, preservation of material

heritage, development of infrastructure, utilities,
transport system of the territory etc. [15, p. 88].
Literature Review. The aforementioned issue

was investigated by many researchers, above all, by
psychologists, philosophers, historians, anthropologists,
ethnographers, sociologists and other scholars. At the
same time, within the framework of social geography,
the study of mass graves and places of memory of the
Holocaust victims as a resource for the development of
tourism is insufficiently explored. The essence of burial
sites as a tourist and recreational resource was depicted
in the works of O. Beydyk [3], I. Smyrnov [21], etc.
The issues of memorialization of the Holocaust victims
in Ukraine were investigated by A. Podol’s’kyy [4],
V. Nadol’s’ka [16], V. Nakonechnyy [17] and others.
Domestic research of the mentioned places in Ukraine
is carried out at the Ukrainian Center for Holocaust
Studies, The Judaica Centre (Kyiv), Tkuma Ukrainian
Institute for Holocaust Studies (Dnipro), etc. Foreign
authors, such as T. Blom, T. Seaton, K. Rozhek [22], etc.,
generally, investigate researched sites in the context of
dark tourism. The works of A. Shapiro [18], O. Bartov [2],
S. Gruber [10] and R. Golbert [6] are devoted to the study
of mentioned sites in Ukraine. Foreign researches are
carried out by The Yad Vashem’s International Institute for
Holocaust Research (Israel), The United States Holocaust
Memorial Museum (USA), The POLIN Museum of the
History of Polish Jews (Poland) etc.

At the same time, mass graves and places of memory of
the victims of the Holocaust in the small towns in the Capital
socio-geographical region of Ukraine, as a factor of tourism
development intensification, require a separate study.
This has resulted in the selection of the researched topic.

Goals. The goal of the article is to analyze the
current state of mass graves and places of memory of the
victims of the Holocaust of small towns in the Capital
socio-geographical region of Ukraine as a component of
the ethnocultural potential of the region.

Results and discussion. Traditional culture of a
certain ethnic group serves as a tourist resource for the
development of various types and forms of tourism.
These resources can be divided into existing, which
can be demonstrated, and latent, which were inherent to
the ethnic groups living in certain territory, and today
are not so much represented with material artifacts,
but with memories and mentions. Historical memory is
significant in determining the latent resource. This notion
is not so much mass knowledge about the past, but the
perception of the past as an inheritance, which becomes
an instrumental value [19, p. 139].

The burial sites are significant if they have historical,
social, artistic, religious, genealogical, technological,
landscape, botanical or representative value. The
most widely accepted definition of mass graves is the
group burial of the dead in similar time period, often
as a result of the military event, famine, epidemic or
natural disaster. The concept of “place of memory” was
suggested by P. Nora in the end of 20th century. The
philosopher defined it as any existing object, material or
non-material in nature, which by dint of human will or
the work of time has become a symbolic element of the
memorial heritage of any community. Such places may
include: places such as museums, cathedrals, mosques,
temples, palaces, cemeteries, archives and memorials;
concepts and practices such as commemorations, mottos,
and all rituals; objects such as inherited property,
commemorative monuments, emblems, basic texts, and
symbols etc. The concept focuses on the identity of
community and covers not only physical remains, but
also intangible cultural expressions [§].

In these sense, the memorial legacy covers both
material and non-material objects which are components
of the ethnocultural potential of a particular territory.
The ethnocultural potential of the region is based on
the ethnocultural spatial system, representing a set
of interconnected components of material and non-
material culture, institutions and ethnic groups that
interact in the corresponding regional geocultural
space [14, p. 113]. The resources of the ethnocultural
potential can be divided into historical and cultural,
socio-economic, spiritual and cultural, manufacturing
and technological, administrative, biosocial [3, p. 69],
socio-cultural, innovative and commercial, educational
and scientific, national-cultural [15, p. 89], investment
and patronage components.

There are a large number of the Jewish mass graves
and places of the Holocaust victims’ memory in the
researched towns. Since July 1940 by June 1941, after
the occupation of the interwar Polish and Romanian
territories by J. Stalin, the number of Jews in the USSR
increased to at least 2.45 million people, making Ukraine
the homeland of the largest Jewish minority [5, p. 11].
In 1941, the German invasion of the Soviet Union led
to a huge tragedy of Ukrainian Jewry. The murder of
the Jewish population in different countries of Europe,
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which was committed by Nazi Germany, with the help
of representatives of other occupied countries during
the Second World War is called Holocaust. In Hebrew
literature the term Shoa (misfortune) is also used.
During the Nazi period and during the war, 6 million
European Jews were murdered in the 27 countries of
the European continent [4, p.58].

Between 1941 and 1944, the German invaders
killed about 1.4 million Jews living in the country
[7, p. 20]. The main features of the Holocaust in
Ukraine were the widespread propaganda of the Jews’
accusations in “yids-bolshevism”, the massive use
of the order of the executions of persons who hid or
provided assistance to the Jews. Murder lasted from
1941 to 1944 [5, p. 378]. Many of the victims were
deported to death camps, tens of thousands of the Jews
were shot in the fields or in the woods. The victims of
these murders were often forced to go in large groups
to the place of execution, where they usually dug their
graves. There is no accurate data on the number of the
Holocaust victims in the towns of the studied area, also
local tragic dates are often approximate. According

to general estimates, most of the Jews were killed
in Radomyshl (more than 2000), Skvyra (more than
1000), and Bohuslav (more than 400) [1, 11, 13]. Within
the Capital socio-geographical region of Ukraine, the
largest number of the mass graves is located in Skvyra,
Tarashcha and Bohuslav (Fig. 1).

Within the studied towns, the largest number of
memorials, monuments and commemorative plaques
to the Holocaust victims are located in Radomyshl,
Koriukivka, Bohuslav and Skvyra (Fig. 2). The
surrounding monuments were also referred to the towns
as they perpetuate the memory of the Jews who were
inhabitants of mentioned settlements.

During the Soviet period places of memory of
the Holocaust victims in Ukraine were not organized
properly. The communist regime did not distinguish
the Jews from the total number of the war victims.
Therefore, many commemorative plaques, located
on the murder sites of entire Jewish communities
indicate that “peaceful Soviet citizens” or “victims of
fascism” etc. are buried here. This completely reflects
the totalitarian policy of Soviet power, based on hiding

the number of the Holocaust victims. After Ukraine
gained its independence, the state neither imposed an
obstacle to the revival of the memory of the genocide
of the Jews, nor participated in it as a rule. For decades,
most of the mass killing sites remained neglected
and undeclared. Today, there is no state position to
preserve the memory of the Holocaust in Ukraine by
installing memorial plaques on the mass killing sites
of the Jews. The Holocaust history was not integrated
into the national narrative of the war. The appearance
of monuments to the victims of the Holocaust, the
publication of special literature, the arrangement of
summer schools and workshops on the Jewish history
in Ukraine were the result of public initiatives [4, p. 61].
In 2010, the American Jewish Committee, in cooperation
with the Yahad-In Unum Foundation and other partners,
launched the Protect the Memory project to preserve
and memorize the mass graves. For the pilot project, five

places in Western Ukraine were selected: the villages
of Bakhiv, Kysylyn, Ostrozhets, Prokhid and the city of
Rava-Ruska. The solemn opening of all five memorials
took place in 2015 [24].

There are no accurate data on the current state
and number of the mass graves and places of memory
of the victims of the Holocaust in Ukraine. The most
complete data on the number of the Jewish burial sites
were provided in 2005 by USA Commission [10].
According to our estimates, there are about 15% of
the Jewish mass graves within the studied towns from
their total number in Ukraine. This data is approximate
because most of these places are weakly marked or not
marked all, so the presence of a memorial with a small
plaque reminding of events that have occurred, already
describes the condition of the object as relatively
satisfactory (Table 1). Given the large number of the
Jewish mass graves, the most attention require the

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mass graves in Kaharlyk, Horodnia (near the village
Aloshynske) — an indication of the Jewish victims on
the burial grounds, in Tarashcha (on the territory of
the Jewish cemetery), the delineation of the relevant
territory, its fencing and marking.

Many places of the tragedy have no memorials.
The protection of the mass graves and places of memory
remains a burning issue. However, to date, only the sites
which are marked as the burial places of “peaceful Soviet
citizens” and / or “victims of fascism” have the status
of the local heritage. Only 30% of the monuments from
their total number in Ukraine have the protective number.
Such monuments are located in Koriukivka, Bakhmach,
Ichnia, Kaharlyk, Mena and Novhorod-Siverskyi (Fig. 2).
About 80% of the graves are in a relatively satisfactory
condition. The installation of memorials is carried out by
non-governmental organizations or private persons.

The Jewish communities of the studied towns
at present consist mainly of elderly people and are
not numerous, due to the waves of emigration to the
western countries, the migration of the population to
large cities. The most numerous Jewish communities
(from 50 to 100 people) live in Bohuslav, Skvyra
and Novhorod-Siverskyi, and in the remaining
towns they account for up to 20 people. At the
initiative of the communities, important national
dates are commemorated, such as the International
Holocaust Memorial Day (January 27), the Yom-
ha-Shoa (second half of April or early May), as well
as local tragic dates are honoured. There can be
various ways to protect and memorialize the Jewish
mass graves and places of memory of the Holocaust
victims in Ukraine. However, considering the small
amount of Jewish inhabitants in studied towns, the
communities will not have sufficient resources for
abovementioned actions. Therefore, the government
programme on protection and memorialization of
these sites must be implemented. In addition, non-
governmental initiatives such as the Protect the
Memory project should be also involved. The tragedy
of the Holocaust deserves deeper consideration in the
school curriculum. The history of Holocaust should
be integrated into the national narrative of war, and
not to be perceived only as part of Jewish history.

The mass graves and places of memory of the
Holocaust victims are of great interest, first of all,
for those who used to live in these towns, those
interested in the history and origin of their families,
the descendants of people who survived the Holocaust
and those interested in the Jewish legacy. However,
these sites are part not only of the Jewish historical
memory, but also are an important page of the history
of all Ukrainian citizens.

Conclusion and Implications. The scientific
analysis of the mass graves and the memorial sites of

the victims of the Holocaust in the small towns of the
Capital socio-geographical region of Ukraine makes
it possible to draw some conclusions and synthesis, as
well as to propose prospects for further explorations in
the researched topic.

There are a large number of the mass graves and
places of memory of the victims of the Holocaust in the
studied towns. The majority about — 80% of the mass
graves are in satisfactory condition. At the same time,
only those that indicate the burials of “peaceful Soviet
citizens” and / or “victims of fascism” have the status
of the cultural and historical heritage at the local level.
Only 30% of the monuments from their total number in
Ukraine have the protective number. Such monuments
are located in Koriukivka, Bakhmach, Ichnia, Kaharlyk,
Mena and Novhorod-Siverskyi. The Jewish communities
of the studied towns so far are not numerous and mainly
consist of elderly people. More than 50-100 people live
in Bohuslav, Skvyra and Novhorod-Siverskyi, and in the
remaining towns have up to 20 people. Therefore, the
ability of communities to maintain and identify places of
memory of the victims of the Holocaust is very limited.
In many towns, tragic dates are honoured on the initiative
of local communities.

There is no clear state position for preservation of
the memory of the victims of the Holocaust in Ukraine
by installing memorials in places of mass execution of
the Jews. The installation of memorials, monuments and
commemorative plaques is carried out mainly by non-
governmental organizations or private persons. There
are no memorable signs on many places of tragedy,
which makes it difficult to hold meetings during tragic
dates. Unfortunately, the history of the Holocaust was not
integrated into the national narrative of war, so it is still
perceived only as part of the Jewish history. However, the
memory of the tragic events and the commemoration of
the victims is a necessary symbol for present and future
generations. At the same time, the mass graves and
places of memory of the Holocaust victims constitute
an important part of the ethnocultural potential of the
region, which can contribute to the development of
various types of tourism, and as a result, improve the
socio-economic situation in the studied towns. In order
to provide required protection and memorialization
of these sites, the government programme must be
implemented and non-governmental initiatives should
be involved. The history of the Holocaust should be
integrated into the national narrative of war. Further
socio-geographical research of this topic should concern
the implementation of the ethnocultural potential of
the Jewish ethnos of the studied towns by integrating
the history of the Holocaust into the consciousness
of society, as well as developing, with the help of
leading research and educational institutions, learning
programs, primarily for local residents.
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Abstract: The paper reveals how peripheral position influences on the social and economic development of the
northern part of Luhansk region, investigating the set of social and economic development problems of the north of
Luhansk region related to various aspects of the life activity of the population and, in general, the development of the
north of the region as part of the administrative-territorial unit. The author suggests ways of overcoming the problems
connected with the peripheral location of the investigated territory and its proximity to the military occupied southern
part of the region. Given the geographical specifics of the northern Luhansk region, it is shown that the periphery has
its own “centers” and “deep periphery”. Peripherality has a significant impact on the socio-economic development of
the north of Lugansk region.

The main problems of social and economic development of the northern Luhansk region, caused by its peripheral
geographic location, include demographic, labour and resettlement. Thus, the measures, aimed at improving the
situation, should be targeted on decrease in mortality, depopulation and migration outflow, increase in employment
via rationalization of labour potential use and improvement of the labour market structure, slowing rural degradation
by improving social and economic conditions, including better quality of life providing people with all basic required
services. Cities and towns (regional centres) need organization of intercity transport, improvement in sanitation,
cleaning and centralized water supply.

Economic situation in the studied region could be improved via increasing competitiveness of enterprises and
productivity of agricultural production, development of processing enterprises in the agroindustrial complex,
stimulation of alternative economic branches (trade, recreation, tourism, education as well as the other service sectors,
improvement of quality of transport services. In the field of nature use the region needs conservation and enhancement
of land fertility, reduction of negative impacts of agricultural chemistry on soils, purification of small rivers, rational use
of land resources, maintenance of the proper condition of natural objects of the nature reserve fund.

The solution of aforementioned problems requires joint efforts of scientists, managers (oblast, rayon and local
authorities) and the public. A prerequisite is to take into account the geographical specificity of the region.
