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LOGISTICS OF CRUISE TRAVEL AS A FACTOR OF EXIT FROM THE COVID-19 CORONAVIRUS
PANDEMIC CRISIS

The aim of the study. Theoretical substantiation and practical application of the geologistical approach to the development
and functioning of cruise tourism in the conditions of COVID-19 coronavirus pandemic crisis.

Research methodology. It is based on a comprehensive approach to supply chain optimization in the cruise business,
which includes three components - the theory of logistics strategies by A. Bask, the model of supply chain flexibility by M. Naim
and the P. Kralich matrix, which determines the structure of the supply chain, which is needed to ensure flexibility and
implementation of an effective logistics strategy in the management of cruise tourism in the crisis associated with the pandemic
coronary virus COVID-19.

Results of the research. A strategy for optimizing supply chains in cruise tourism and its practical application in the
context of the crisis associated with the COVID-19 coronary virus pandemic has been developed.

Scientific novelty. For the first time in Ukraine, a comprehensive approach to optimizing the logistics of cruise tourism is
proposed, which is based on the use of the theory of logistics strategies by A. Bask, the model of supply chain flexibility by M.
Naim and the P. Kralich matrix, which defines a certain supply chain structure implementation of an effective logistics strategy in
the management of cruise tourism in the crisis associated with the pandemic coronary virus COVID-19.

Practical significance. It consists in the development and practical application of the theoretical basis of the logistics
strategy for the development of cruise tourism in the crisis associated with the conovanvirus pandemic COVID-19. As a practical
result, it can be argued that the logistics strategy of the cruise company should be customized to the needs of the cruise business
and the needs of different categories of cruise tourists, and therefore should be quite flexible. Internal and external flexibility of
cruise logistics is observed at the level of cruise ship types, transport hub, communication, power, route and communication, as
well as mix (complex), volume and availability, respectively. Thus, the flexibility of cruise logistics is greater in the internal
dimension than in the external, which explains the concentration of the cruise company, primarily on the maximum satisfaction
of the needs of cruise tourists than just a sea (river) jorney. In turn, the Kralich matrix determines the importance of different
groups of product positions in the logistics (supply) of a cruise company by dividing them into strategic, basic, critical and non-
critical groups based on the ratio of their impact on company profits and the degree of logistics risk. The most important is a
group of strategic product positions with a very high impact on profits and the same degree of logistical risk. This includes the
services of travel agencies, bus companies, insurance companies and classification societies. Their importance is so great that
cruise companies are encouraged to maintain long-term relationships with them for the sake of close cooperation and
coordination, which will ensure the minimization of misunderstandings and mistakes and maximization of tourist satisfaction
and the company's profits. On the opposite side is a group of non-critical product items (hotel products, food and beverages, fuel
and tools). They are characterized by low logistics risk (there are many suppliers, it is not a problem to replace them) and a weak
impact on the profits of the cruise company, which does not diminish their importance in the daily service of cruise tourists and
meeting their requirements.

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OPPORTUNITIES TO USE THE TOURISM POTENTIAL OF TOVUZ REGION OF THE REPUBLIC OF
AZERBAIJAN

Purpose. In modern times, every country acts as a provider of sustainable socio-economic development of its regions,
effectively using the potential of natural resources. Among these resources, tourism resources attract more attention. Thus, the
potential of tourism resources is higher and plays a direct role in the development of the regions.

Tourism provides a basis for high income and quick return on investment. In a broader sense, tourism is a means
affecting the formation of the state budget, the improvement of villages and cities, the preservation of historical and architectural
monuments, and the development of small and medium enterprises. The purpose of the article is to study the existing tourism
potential in Tovuz region and to identify opportunities for effective use of this potential. In addition, it is to analyse the tourism
facilities operating in Tovuz region and make recommendations for the organisation of new tourist routes.

Methods. Comparative approach, historical-territorial, typological, field research, systematic analysis, and cartographic
(GIS) method have been used during the study.

Results. The article studies both natural and anthropogenic tourism resources of Tovuz region, analyses hotel industry,
and provides tourist routes and their advantages. The article also identifies opportunities to use the tourism potential of Tovuz
region, and finally gives the results and proposals developed on a scientific basis.

Scientific novelty. The state programs adopted in connection with the development of the tourism sector in Azerbaijan
have been analysed, the natural-climatic conditions in terms of tourism organisation in Tovuz region have been studied, as well
as the advantages and disadvantages of accommaodation enterprises operating in the region have been revealed.

For the first time, both natural and anthropogenic monuments of Tovuz region have been analysed in a complex way,
and a map reflecting “Tourism objects and tourist routes of Tovuz region” have been provided. The organisation of the following
tourist routes in Tovuz region have been proposed: Tovuz-Govlar-Abdal-Aghdara-Aghabashlar; Tovuz-Dondar Gushchu-
Vahidli; Tovuz-Yukhari Oysuzlu-Alibeyli; and Tovuz-Gushchu-Azafli-Bayramli-Asrik Jirdakhan.

The practical significance. The obtained results can be used in the Tourism Agency of the Republic of Azerbaijan, the
tourism information centre operating in the region, as well as in the implementation of tourism-oriented activities.

Introduction. Tourism is the main sphere of activity in the modern integration process, which is
able to provide a solution to a number of complex problems. Thus, the territorial and sectoral structure of
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tourism is carried out in accordance with the structural changes in the economy. Therefore, the balance of
socio-economic factors of tourism and its geographical aspects is assessed as a driving force for
sustainable development.

Sustainability in tourism implies a positive overall balance of the environmental, socio-cultural,
and economic impacts of tourism, as well as the positive impact of visitors and locals on each other [11,
p. 129]. The dynamics of tourism first affects the country's economy, then the quality changes in social
and cultural construction and the development of services in accordance with world standards [7, p. 43].
In terms of efficiency, tourism has the potential to be the most important area in a modern international
development strategy. Thus, the development of tourism creates the basis for improving the living
standards of the population and strengthening foreign economic relations, as well as leads to the creation
of tourism products.

Tourism products are created on the basis of tourism resources. Tourism resources are divided
into ready-made resources, such as natural, historical, and cultural resources, and human (anthropogenic)
resources. All natural, historical, cultural, as well as artificial tourism resources are distinguished by their
attractiveness, familiarity and recreational value, employment, uncommonness, and convenience and
safety for travel in order to meet the needs of tourists [4, p. 78].

Azerbaijan has a rich natural resource potential for the development of the tourism market. This is
explained, above all, by the country's favourable political and geographical position [7, p. 73]. At the
same time, there has been a revival in the tourism industry of Azerbaijan in recent years. Thus, while the
share of tourism in the structure of GDP was 1.0% in 2010, this figure increased to 2.2% in 2018 [2, p.
63]. The reason for this was the announcement of 2011 the “Year of Tourism” and, consequently, the
number of tourists visiting the country doubled in a short time.

In general, in order to develop the tourism sector in the Republic of Azerbaijan, a number of
measures has been taken, including the adoption of the “Law on Tourism” in 1999, the State Program on
Tourism Development in the Republic of Azerbaijan for 2002-2005 and 2010-2014, and State Program
on the Development of Resorts in the Republic of Azerbaijan for 2009-2018. These decisions and orders
have helped to alleviate some of the problems in the tourism sector. At the same time, the State Program
on Socio-Economic Development of the Regions of the Republic of Azerbaijan for 2004-2008, 2009-
2013, and 2014-2018 envisages a humber of measures regarding the development of the tourism sector.

The above-mentioned statistics are general; the role of the tourism industry in the socio-economic
development of the regions of Azerbaijan is very low. To tackle this problem, attractive tourism resources
of the regions should be identified, and new tourist routes should be offered to tourists. These routes
should be established mainly on the tourist facilities of national importance and fully reflect the historical,
cultural, and natural monuments of the region. The creation of such tourist routes can play an exceptional
role in the employment of the population living in the regions. In addition to guiding activities, locals can
help tourists meet their daily food needs and stay in their homes as guests.

Object of research. Tovuz region is located in the west part of the republic, bordering with
Georgia and Armenia. The area of the region is 1.94 thousand km? making 2.2% of the country's
territory, and the population is 175.5 thousand people, making 1.8% of the country's population. The
population density is 90 people per km? 17.08% of the population lives in cities and 82.92% in villages.
Although the majority of the population in the region is Azerbaijani, there are Turks, Russians,
Ukrainians, Talysh, Tatars, and other nationalities as well. The region is located 439 km away from the
capital Baku [8, p. 22].

Research results. In the context of modern integration, an increasing number of countries
interested in the development of tourism has led to formation of a certain competitive environment in the
tourism market, which makes it necessary to choose the development problems of tourism and its
economic and regional aspects as an object of study. Tourism is one of the priorities of economic
development. It is one of the fastest-growing and most profitable areas from the economic point of view.
Thus, utilising local resources for tourism creates conditions for the integrated development of the region
and the welfare of the population. The socio-economic efficiency of tourism is related to its economic
growth and security and is assessed as an integrated benefit. From this point of view, the study envisages
exploring the possibilities of using the tourism potential in Tovuz region.

Tovuz is one of the regions with favourable natural-climatic conditions, fertile lands, and great
agrarian potential. Tovuz has mountainous, foothill, and plain relief, which plays an important role in the
diversification of the economic structure in the region. At the same time, the tourism industry has been
significantly developed in Tovuz region in recent years. There are both natural and anthropogenic tourism
resources in the region.
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Asrik valley. It is the most popular place for tourists in summer. The villages are located on the slopes of the
mountains along the Asrik River. Its main wealth is forests and Asrik waterfall. The nature, greenery, air, view,
landscape, and mineral waters of this place, called the Switzerland of Tovuz, do not lag behind the European Alpine
paradise.

Khinna Valley. The area called Chanakchi Valley has left mark in history as Khinna valley. The area is
also called Zayam valley because the name of the river that forms the valley is Zayam River. Khinna valley covers a
large area from Govlar settlement of Tovuz region to Giziltorpag village of Gadabay region. Its historical nhame was
Khunanyurd. According to ancient authors, the Khunans were the first heirs of the Albanian lands.

Hachagaya. Hachagaya is located at an altitude of 2200 m, at the end of the road leading from the Khinna
valley. Accompanied by mountain views and spring waters along the way, this place is a natural monument and the
largest shrine in the western zone. There are hand and footprints on a piece of rock in the shrine, which people
believe belongs to Hadrat Ali and come here to visit it.

The natural recreational potential of Tovuz region is great for the development of tourism. Tovuz
region differs from other regions by its flora and fauna due to the fact that it is surrounded by mountains
and forests. The vegetation of the region in the northern and central parts is mainly steppe and semi-
desert. Semi-desert plants are widespread in the Jeyranchol area, which occupies the northern part of the
region. There are four types of Azerbaijani endemics found in Jeyranchol wormwood. They are
Onobrychis vaginalis, Torularia contortuplicata, Tulipa eichleri, and Tragopogon karjaginii. There are
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also 13 Caucasian endemics. Trees and shrubs such as apple, pear, cherry, cornel, maple, rosehips, and
hawthorn are found in the forests. Oriental beech, Caucasian hornbeam, eastern hornbeam, Iberian oak,
and maple species are widespread in the mountain forests. There are Caucasian pine forests in small areas
in the basins of the Zayam and Asrik rivers, at an altitude of 1300-1600 m above sea level. There are
riparian woodland along the Kura River. The fauna of Tovuz region includes wolves, jackals, foxes, wild
boars, gray rabbits, stone squirrels, roe deer, Iranian sand mice, partridges, and ptarmigans.

Goytapa monument. The Goytapa monument covers an area of nearly 2 hectares. It has a diameter of 145 mand a
height of 9 m. In order to study the history of this Neolithic settlement, an order on “Some measures concerning the
establishment of the Goytapa Archaeological Park” was signed on April 18, 2012.

Albanian temple. It is a 5th century monument of Caucasian Albania. The historical monument belonging to the
Albanians, in the forest area of Asrik Jirdakhan village, is located 100 meters above the ground. It covers an area of
2 hectares. As the temple was left unused, it was partially demolished, and now it is in dire strait.

Sultan Bridge. It was built on the Akhinja River in 1751 by the order of Sultan bey, one of the sultans of
Shamshaddil. Lime soil, eggs, goat's wool, sheep's milk, and pebblesd were used in the construction of the bridge.
Although the Akhinja River was flooded frequently at that time, it never collapsed after the bridge was built.

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A significant part of modern types of tourism is focused on the use of natural tourism resources
[1, p. 17]. The distribution of natural tourism resources depends on the geographical features of the area,
mountain ecosystems, and the type of use of nature for tourism purposes. These include use for health and
recreation, awareness and excursions, ecotourism, and rural tourism. The attractiveness of natural tourism
resources is determined by the rich diversity of landscapes. However, natural tourism resources create
seasonality depending on the purpose, which, in turn, slows down the organisation of the tourism
industry. Thus, during the tourist season, utilities do not meet the growing demand, the needs and wishes
of tourists are not fully met, and at the same time, it leads to an increase in prices and shortages in
employment services. To solve the problem, seasonal tours are organised, which are tours that are
effective during any season or seasons.

The natural recreational potential of Tovuz region (Asrik valley, Goyabakhan, Cheshmali,
Aghgaya pastures, Shamlig, Goshabulag forests, Kura River, Tovuzchay, Zayamchay, and Asrikchay
riverbanks) is great. Tovuz differs from other regions by its flora and fauna, as it is surrounded on all
sides by mountains and forests. The main tourist centres of the region are mountainous areas. There are
dense forests and cool water springs (about 300 springs: Maral spring, Atan spring, Findigli spring, Seyid
spring, Turshsu, Boyrak water spring, etc.) even on the highest peaks of the mountains (Figure 1).
However, the tourist centres in the region are seasonal and operate mainly in the summer months.
Nevertheless, villages such as Asrik, Qosha, Findigli, Chatag, Boyuk Qishlag, and Kiran are able to
receive tourists all year round.

In addition to natural and anthropogenic tourism resources, a number of sanctuaries and shrines in
the Tovuz region, such as Chinarli, Smagli, Garib Seyid, Aldada, and Hachagaya, as well as the 16th
century Shah Abbas Mosque in the village of Yanigli are the most visited places by religious people.

There are many historical monuments in Tovuz, one of the ancient human settlements. The
decision of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Azerbaijan dated August 2, 2001, confirmed the
existence of 64 historical-cultural and archaeological monuments in the territory of Tovuz region. 18 of
them have national (two architectural and 16 archaeological) and 46 — local importance (32 architectural,
11 archaeological, one monumental monument, and two decorative-applied art), which are protected by
the state. For example, the 300,000-year-old rocks found in the Zayamchay basin, the monuments of
Torpaggala, which are considered to be the remains of the ancient city of Hunan, the monuments of
Kohnagala and Goytapa with a history of 8,000-10,000 years, etc. witness that these areas have a very
ancient history. The correspondence of the names of different territories and places in the region to the
ancient Turkic toponyms proves the ancient settlement history and Turkic origin of the indigenous
population living in the area. There are also preserved temples in the region: the town in Alakol village of
historical Khinna valley in the direction of Saratovka village of Gadabay region, “Albanian Church” (V-
VI centuries) in Yanikhli village, “Albanian Church” (V-VII centuries) registered as a temple on the left
bank of Asrik River, a Mosque in Yanikhli village (XVII century), the Tomb complex (XVII century), a
Mosque (XIX century) in Yukhari Oysuzlu village, single tied arch bridge (X century), Sultan bridge
(XIX century) in Vahidli village, 8-pointed tomb (XIX century), and ancient Albanian temples with
original architecture in Garibli and Abdal villages (Figure 2). The ancient settlement "Torpaggala" on the
right bank of the Kura River, located 12 km from the region and the area called “Gala Duzu” with a
special geographical appearance in the village of Vahidli are interesting historical monuments for tourists
[10, pp. 237-238].

In recent years, our country has gradually shifted to market principles of development and
management. In the market economy, a huge role belongs to the tourism and hospitality industry. This
branch of the national economy is called upon to be a visiting card of the country [6, s. 73]. For this
purpose, there is an Olympic Sports Complex on 5 hectares at the entrance to the city of Tovuz, a 5-star
hotel (Ayan-Palace) on 5.2 hectares, a caravanserai-type “Gala”, “Bayrag Meydani”, the symbolic “Three
Towers” complex near it, a culture and recreation park on an area of 10.4 hectares, as well as about 50
recreation facilities along the Khinna and Asrik valleys.

Accommodation is one of the most important components of the tourism industry. [9, p. 18]. In
2018, there were registered 3 hotels operating in Tovuz region, with 133 rooms and a hotel capacity of
266 people. Throughout the year, 10,462 people benefited from services of these hotels [8, p. 148].
However, in addition, there are a large number of small accommodation facilities and guest houses in the
area.

Ayan-Palace hotel consists of 5 floors, 65 rooms, and 4 cottages. There are a restaurant for 120
people, a conference hall for 40 people, a bar for 50 people, and various offices and shops. The rooms are
equipped with digital safe, mini-bar, ventilation system, satellite TV, international phone line, and
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wireless internet. The hotel also offers a swimming pool, sauna, Turkish bath, massage rooms,
hydrotherapy service rooms, and a gym. Tourists visiting the region choose this hotel to rest and spend
the night.

In order to foster the development of tourism in Azerbaijan and promote the country's domestic
tourism potential, the “Exemplary Statute on Tourism and Recreation Areas” was approved in 2008 [3].
According to this regulation, tourism zones have been established in the regions. At present, Tovuz region
is within the Western tourism region. This region is the largest and longest tourist zone in the country.
One of the main features of this zone, which extends to the Georgian border, is its suitability for cross-
border cooperation. The western tourism region has a rich history, culture, and natural monuments.

In general, tourist routes are a whole action plan prepared in advance in a certain direction for
tourists visiting the region to get acquainted with the area [5, p. 8]. As a result of the conducted research,
the following routes are proposed to be organised in Tovuz region: Tovuz-Govlar-Abdal-Aghdara-
Aghabashlar; Tovuz-Dondar Gushchu-Vahidli; Tovuz-Yukhari Oysuzlu-Alibeyli; Tovuz-Gushchu-
Azafli-Bayramli-Asrik Jirdakhan.

In addition to the above-mentioned routes, the winery built by the German community in Tovuz
in 1923 has already been included in the “Wine Route” tourism project. Tourists traveling along the
proposed routes can get acquainted with the mysterious nature, rich cultural heritage, and interesting
historical monuments of the region. Looking at the map, it could be seen that the tourist routes are mainly
directed to south, as these areas are mountainous and rich in resources (Figure 3).

Results and proposals. As a result of the conducted research, it can be concluded that the tourism
industry in Tovuz region is poorly developed compared to other regions of the country. However, the
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tourism potential of the region is highly appreciated. Thus, it is possible to eliminate seasonality in the
future and develop various types of tourism in the region, which is rich in both natural and anthropogenic
tourism resources. In this connection, both domestic and foreign investments should be attracted to the
area, new hotels of various levels should be built, well-founded new tourist routes should be organised,
and detailed information should be provided about each tourist facility. It is considered that Tovuz region
has real opportunities for the development of ecotourism, mountain tourism, rural tourism, and agro-
tourism here.

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GEOSPATIAL ANALYSIS OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE MEANS INDUSTRY
ACCOMMODATION OF TOURISTS IN RIVNE REGION

The aim is to analyze the development of the industry of accommodation of tourists in Rivne region in space and time.

Method. The method of research of the industry of means of accommodation of tourists is used. The analysis of hotels
by their number, capacity and number of beds; the number of specialized accommodation facilities for tourists and persons
staying in institutions and the regional provision of farmsteads were revealed. The system-structural approach, method of
generalization and abstraction, economic-static and graphic methods are applied. Regional statistics and reports of relevant
agencies were processed.

Results. The regional aspects of hotel development as a means of accommodation of tourists in Rivne region are
studied, the number and capacity of establishments are estimated. As of 2017, there are 43 units in the region. Most hotels are
concentrated within the city of Rivne and Rivne district. In the dynamics we observe an increase in the number of hotel
establishments. In 2017, the capacity of hotels in the region decreased by 1.5 times, compared to 2010. We analyzed the health
facilities of the region, which are undergoing significant transformations. The number of sanatoriums has decreased to 9 by 2015
and remains unchanged until now. This testifies to the crisis-stagnation phenomena in the sanatorium-resort sphere of the region.
The number of people using the services of health resorts is decreasing. In the structure of the tourist accommodation industry an
important place belongs to agro-villages. There were 60 rural estates in the region, which are considered as private
accommodation for tourists. Most within the territories of Bereznivsky, Demydivsky and Zarichnensky districts, which are
characterized by high natural resource potential. To increase the demand for accommodation for tourists in the region will help
create a highly profitable tourism sector, able to produce and sell quality, competitive in the tourist market.

Scientific novelty. The geographical and chronological aspects of the tourist accommodation industry of the studied
region are revealed. Hotels and similar means of accommodation of tourists, specialized establishments as a part of sanatoria and
camps of rest and a farmstead are systematically analyzed on an example of the Rivne area.

Practical significance. The results of the work reveal the level and state of providing the Rivne region with
accommodation facilities for tourists. Can be used in the preparation of regional socio-economic development programs. To be
used in the development of possible recommendations for improving and justifying management decisions in the tourism
industry on the example of regions.

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COMPREHENSIVE TRANSITION: REGIONAL STUDIES AND PRACTICES IN CHINA

The article aims to outline the main features of the development of the regional economy as a policy and science in the
era of reform and openness.

The research was conducted using the tools of the theory of transition, which have been developed in China since the
early 1980's,fixing the pace and priorities for modernization of the country. The theoretical foundations of economic reforms,
including in their spatial dimension, in China turned out to be somewhat different from the classical ones due to their
implementation in the conditions of the official course of building "socialism with Chinese specifics" and transformations of the
economic mechanism while solving problems of industrialization and modernization.

The formation of the concept of China's transition economy took place in conditions of stability of the political
foundations of society within the socialist socio-economic system with active state regulation of socio-economic processes. There
were no market transformations analogues in the economic history of China, which necessitated long-term, constant and creative
development of economic theory, and in the short term - constant monitoring of the economic situation in the country, as well as
in-depth analysis of current problems of their own development.

From the very beginning of the process of economic reform, Chinese scholars have conducted comparative studies of
the economic development of a number of countries. Therefore, the basis of Chinese reforms is a comparative analysis of the
evolution of industries in different countries to determine the priorities of China's development.
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At the same time, within the theory of international economic relations, aauthors analyzed the development of the
regional economy to identify positive factors that could increase economic growth in regions and in the long-term run allow them
to reach the level of regions in the developed countries.

Authors adhered to some mainstream regional science theories and leading reserchers’ views.

This paper explores rapid rise of most regions in China in recent decades and the challenges of widening gaps between
them have been issues of major concern for the Central government. Its policy has steered up regional science research and
discussions within academic and university community in China and overseas. This paper explores some banchmarks of regional
development in China over its reform and openness period (1978-2020). It considers a range of issues including regional
structure, models and systems, intraregional integration and governance by China East, Central, West, North Eest major regions.

The novelty of the paper lays in the brief introduction of China regional policy, economy and science as an integrative
phenomenon, rarely and in unsystematic way known to European readers. Development the regional policy, economic zoning,
regional management and practice of regional planning and forecasting under maturinbg market conditions and more
sophisticated, undirect government interventions looks controversial brings new options for further discussion .

The authors believe, that, inter alia, the paper could draw attention of academics and practitioners of the two countries
to some issues of interregional cooperation.

Key words: transitional society, reform and openness, regional economy, region concept, location theory, coordinated
development of regions

Problem layout. The theory of a transitional society, which is developing globally, has a
distinctive spatial dimension. Regardless of the country, transformation processes continue in certain
economic and geographic space. After 70 years of transition, China has not only created a growth model
unknown in new time’s history, but also transformed itself from mainly agrarian to an industrial economy
and from the rural to urban society. Behind this deep transition are multilevel, complicated reforms,
including some of them in regional policy, development and structure.

It started from underdeveloped economics with primarily state ownership to with diversified
(state, collective, family, private and individual) or even mixed (corporate) ownership system. Due to
reform the system thereby was able to protect rights of regions to pursue their local development goals.
This process resulted in long-term regional sustainable growth, fast urbanization, easier transfer of factors
of production between regions and unprecedented transformation of spatial industrial structure.

Regional vector of Chinese economy plays an important role in the transition period, directly
influencing the level of regional economics, differentiation between them, changes in regional policy,
rates and structure of regional development, etc. The current situation could be better understood if one
has a look on the initial period of the transition.

Our interest that exists about the earliest Chinese model of development of the regional economy
as one of the components of transition is not accidental, since China began the general process of
economic reforms earlier (10-12 years) than the countries of Central and Eastern Europe (including
Ukraine) countries and because the model has undergone very deep and comprehensive transformation.

State of research. The place of the transition of Chinese economy, its problems and achievements
and the analysis of the phenomena of early stage of transitivity are presented by overseas China studies.

Some regional issues of Chinese economy were touched upon by Ezra Vogel in the book “Deng
Xiaoping and the Transformation of China” (1) and Mary Gallagher in journal article "Reform and
Openness".

Vogel book’s most interesting contributions concern the period when economic reforms were
being launched — 1978-1984. Harvard economist considered early transformations as having been guided
and directed by Deng Xiaoping: the passage from a rural society to an urban one, performance and
guidance of the local economies, inequalities between coastal and inland areas etc. He let us deeper
understand which kind of relations exist between the Central party and government leaders and local
authorities. The author cites Deng Xiaoping as saying at a meeting on special zones in 1979 that the Party
and executive Centre would give local governments a policy that allows them to charge ahead and go
through their own difficult road. In other words, regional transformation looks like a process, which has
combined the efforts of the Central government and lower-level government units to improve regional
economic system and structure and thus benefiting themselves (1).

Mary Gallagher (USA) presented analysis of China's reform policies both across transitivity
types, comparing China with Eastern Europe, and, across time, with other high-growth East Asian
economies (2).

Thematic research on decentralization, local innovation and urbanization was carried out in
Australia by David Dollar. On his mind, the regional policy instruments were often first tried on an
experimental basis in a few locations, with good results then scaled up to the national level.

In the case of special economic zones SEZ the first three of them were opened in Guangdong and
Fujian provinces. Then other cities got ready to introduce SEZ, so consequently another 14 municipalities
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were given the same opportunities in 1984. Then in 1984-1993 similar zones and functional regions were
gradually set up in provincial-level metropolises (30 in total), inland cities along the Yangtze River (5)
and 9 border cities (3).

Among currently well-known East European scholars are Bogdan Goralczyk and Jan Rowinski
(Republic of Poland)

In his books «A great renaissance. Chinese transformation and its consequences» (Wielki
renesans. Chinska transformacja i jej konsekwencje) and «Chinese phoenix. Paradoxes of the rising
power» (Chinski feniks:Paradoksy wschodzgcego mocarstwa) B. Goralczyk presents the motives and
aspirations of Chinese leaders in seeking to regain the economic (and political) mighty of China. He
thoroughly discusses their strategy and tactics with defining the main symbolic stages before and after
1949, in1956, 1964 and 1978. He stressed that in early 1950™ up to 91% of the total population lived in
the countryside and per capita income per year was just $ 27 (compared to India — 57, Japan - 100, the
UK - 773 and the USA — 1453). Then economic growth was recorded, but it was not the most important
thing in those years. As it had happened before 1949, in the P.R.China was built totalitarian, highly
centralized system first. Then it was mixed with some utopia paradigms in late 1950" and during “cultural
revolution”(1965-1975) (4)

Chinese authors were the most proactive doing research on early transition period. Based in the
US, Fan C. Cindy in her paper «State Policy and Uneven Regional Development in Post-Mao China»
reviewed shifts in development philosophy during the post-Mao period. In contrast to era of Mao’s rule,
Chinese development philosophy since the late 1970s has emphasized efficiency rather than equity, and
openness rather than self-reliance. The regional policy in early 1980 has favored the eastern region and
selected coastal provinces and cities. Inter-provincial inequality declined there because a new growth
corridor emerged along the southern and southeastern coast as a result of large state and foreign
investments and state preferential policies. Meanwhile the old economic core in the north and northeast
experienced much slower growth. From early 1980™ onward state policy had been remaining crucial in
bringing about regional selectivity in economic growth. That is why the strong spatial restructuring found
in Guangdong, but is not found in other provinces. It underlines the differential impacts of regional policy
and illustrates the importance of foreign investment and the state's specific political-economic concerns in
South China (5).

Fan’s research findings suggest that neoclassical theories based on market economy theory are
not capable of predicting or explaining regional development in China and those contemporary regional
development theories should give greater attention to the role of the state.

However, variety of Chinese official and academic theories and thoughts on regional science and
policy in early transition period remain outreach or rarely known outside China. Known publications
contain some lacunas about influence of American and European schools of regional science on China,
perception of regional economy and economic geography of the former USSR. Future studies need to
scrutinize the relevance of the literature on the science and policy and investigate how government macro
control along with the rise of commodity market and then market economy had been shaping spatial
landscape of China's productive forces in 1980™ - beginning of 1990™.

In this paper authors try to widen and deepen their knowledge about regional studies during
Chinese reform and openness policy. In this research institutional aspect of the reform was touched upon
securing its multivision of the transition meaning and results. Regional science achievements’ application
issues constitute important side of the paper. We could observe the connections between the mindset of
the regional structure reform and their practical implication.

Major outcomes of the research. Being in the 1950-1980's in the mainstream of the ideas of
Marxist economic theory (theories of territorial division of labor and specialized areas, of comparative
advantages of regions, etc.), China's regionalism developed within the framework of centrally directed,
planned economy. So, the achievements of the regional economy (and the economic geography) of the
former Soviet Union strongly influenced regional science and its policy implication. At the same time, the
idea of impossibility of their unconditional copying due to Chinese characteristics was constantly voiced.

To this day, in China widely believed that modern regional studies are solidly rely upon the
theoretical basis, laid down by Mao Zedong and Deng Xiaoping, who are recognized in China as founders
of modern science of regional economy (6).

Among the corresponding works of theoretical heritage of the first leader of new China Mao
Zedong on spatial issues, the most frequently cited article is "On the Ten Most Important Relations™ of
1956. It highlights the macroeconomic side of China's regional policy of that time (relations between the
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coastal and inland areas, between the Center and the provinces, between the regions themselves, between
administrative territorial units with Han and non-Han population, etc.) (7).

It is widely acknowledged that Deng Xiaoping has made great contribution into the regional
development, both in theoretical and in practical terms. Such his position as "to allow" parts of the
regions to get more than others, to improve their lives first, etc. are considered as an important theoretical
contribution and benchmark of a bold, overcoming existing historical boundaries "great strategy"
H K g

At the same time, Deng Xiaoping stipulated that the regions where the regional development is
faster than in the rest of them are obliged to ensure the development of backward regions in order to

achieve "common prosperity" 3 [E%£2E (8).
Deng was rather confident that the socialism with “Chinese characteristics” is able to use its
advantages in order to create a harmonious structure of the regional economy in accordance with the

principle "the entire country is a chess board"2&E—#L L. Thus, he justified the need to use resources for

relatively developed coastal (eastern) area (including through the use of fiscal policy instruments) for the
development of vast, underdeveloped (central and western) hinterland.

Having theoretical and methodological support of official circles and rich experience in affiliation
with regional policies (both positive and negative), the regional economy as applied science has shown
the ability to deepen and extend its influence on practical and theoretical upstream.

The early stage the regional science progress can be artificially divided into two periods. The first
one falls on the second half of the1980s and the second — on the beginning of the 1990s. That time the
analysis of regional policy in the pre-reform period and the creation of its own theoretical base after
studying and generalizing the relevant Western theories and the regional economy of the former USSR
were carried out.

The most prominent scholars initiated the research from late 1980" - 1990" were Li Yining,
Chen Dongsheng, Zhang Wanging, Zhou Qiye, Chen Biding, Yang Kaichong and others (9).

Meanwhile, the wide intrusion of researchers in the “process of strengthening the theoretical
basis”, i.e. the formation of the regional economy in the PRC as a theoretical discipline began after
introduction of reforms and openness policy, albeit with some delay. Thus, until now it is believed that
the research toolset of the science was not yet perfect, for example, the concept of “region” was not
theoretically justified (10). Instead, it in different cases was considered:

- as an integral part of the “national economy” — the regional one;

- as a spatial basis on which changes in production and profitability occur in production;

- as a geographical environment in which trade emerges and develops.

Perhaps the concept of “region” continuously used in the regional economy in the way it was
emerged in economic geography.

Another proactive period of research and a variety of findings were conducted in 1990" when the
prominent results were achieved by Liu Shucheng, Liu Zaixing, Zao Chenglin, An Husen at al (11).

That time the research methodology itself was enriched and diversified. Zheng Kuijie and Li
Shuzong for the most part use the natural resource approach, Jia Fenhe — operates by modelling tools
while Liu Zaixing — by means of quantitative and comparative analysis. The range of scholars that
develop and implement in scientific intelligence new methodological approaches in the regional economy
is gradually expanding (12).

However, in early 1990™ there was a shortage of modern regional science methodology. In a

critical vein it is noted that in conducting research mainly were used the elemental method - B%%> 73 7%-
and to a minor extent - other methods, for example, linear or non-linear programming -
LRk IELR AR, It is widely recognized in China that the development of the science and its
proposals for the regional policy should be based on modernized theoretical basis.

Years 1980-1990" marked with the translation, publication and intensive study of the
achievements of other regional science schools, mainly German (before WWII) and American (after

WWII). Although Chinese regional studies developed in a certain separation from the indicated schools,
authors nevertheless relied on their achievements de facto. In studies conducted in China rather evident is
the influence of the theory of A. Weber’s industrial standard and institutionalism, the theory of the
“growth poles” F. Perroux and J. Schumpeter’s industrial development cycles. At hand was the theory of
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the location of industry at the macroeconomic level (based on the principle of general equilibrium) by A.
Loesh (13).

The achievements of the regional studies of the late USSR were also evaluated, such as the theory
of territorial-industrial complexes, the concept of energy-production cycles, etc. The achievements of the
Ukrainian school of regionalism during the times of both the Ukrainian SSR and independent Ukraine
were known in the People's Republic of China (14).

This helped the scientific community of the People's Republic of China to understand that a
“Eastern” academic school (to which the regional economy and economic geography of post-socialist
European countries belonged), and not “Western”, would play a prominent role in the regional economy.

According to Chinese scholars, the Eastern School clearly adheres to the position of the regional

economy -[X1%£: 55, among the greatest achievements of which are studies of regional policy issues,

regional development, economic region concepts, methods and models of economic regionalization and
regional production in their interaction and integration (16).
At the same time, the “Western” school mostly stands on the positions of a humanitarian

economy — A Z:3%, concentrating its research on issues of regional development in a social and

cultural context.

However, the two schools have in common: in their development, they have gone from studying
natural conditions and their influence on the development of regions to researching their structure and
functions, thus leaving the framework of geographical science proper.

Therefore, in China, people continue to study the achievements of the “Western” school,
primarily in the field of localization, growth poles, the “core-periphery” ratio, “innovation-diffusion”
ratio, etc.

It should be noted that in almost every publication on the theoretical and methodological
foundations of the regional economy, emphasis is placed on the impossibility of mechanically apply the
achievements of both foreign schools in the practice of mastering and developing regional China and the
need to develop an appropriate theory themselves with “Chinese characteristics”.

In this regard Ding Sibao notes that in an industrial society, the role of the geographical factor
(including the definition of the boundaries between economic regions, which are caused by natural
factors) is minimal, since the basis of economic zoning lies in an administrative-territorial structure.

On, the tasks of development and development of regions first of all arise before the provincial
governments or administrations of other territorial units that are part of the provinces (in the context of
China, municipalities, counties, townships and villages).

It is the regions that should have functions of managing the regional economy, as well as
financial and program activities, rule-making in regional policy (16).

In his opinion, the development of the regional economy within the framework of the provinces
corresponds to its specific laws; moreover, it can serve as an object of theoretical research in the field of
the regional economy and economic geography.

The views of Ding Sibao and academic school headed by him, in our opinion, reflect the
weakness of the theoretical framework of regional studies and, to a certain extent, contain the rudiment of
the times when the command-administrative system dominated in China.

At the same time, undeniable achievement of another school led by An Husen is the
understanding that the main task of the regional economy is to study the patterns of economic
development of regions at the national scale and in a transboundary dimension.

Today, not only An Husen, but also many other researchers gradually overcome the unconditional

perception of the location theory X{i732if. In fact, the school no longer adheres to such a postulate as
the limited location of certain boundaries. Asserting that the location is an unlimited space, An Husen
admits that not only points, lines or spaces within the country must be taken into account, but also their
external environment — SB[ (17).

By this, An Husen actually departs from the Western traditional concept of localization (agrarian,
industrial, etc.) as a space that has boundaries.

Proceeding from the fact that the factors of production are constantly in motion, he admits that
such phenomena as divergences in the development of the regional economy, interregional division of
labor and trade, regional policy, etc. are signs of transitivity, the existence of "transitional belts" — i 77
— in the regional development of China.
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According to An Husen, this point means a transition from simple localization study to research
the region by analyzing its macroeconomic, cross-border essence. He stresses that if production is
localized based only on microeconomic consideration or just on the profitability of enterprises, in many
cases it leads to missing the benefits of efficiency at the scale of the macroregion.

In the implementation of regional policy objectives, this may lead to the deepening of
interregional differences or to stagnation of development, or to the movement of capital and labor from
less developed regions to more developed areas, or to the aggravation of the state of poverty in them and
other economic or social consequences.

In this context, another Chinese scholar Gao Hongshen believes, that in the course of integrating
the world economy, the field of regional research cannot always be locked in a national framework and
even more so at the microeconomic level (company, enterprise) (18).

On his opinion, such powerful international economic groupings as the EU, NAFTA, APEC,
ASEAN, BRICS, SCO transcend national borders forming macro-regions of transnational integration. As
the subject of the regional economy studies, these integration features’ research should grow.

Proceeding from this theoretical findings and data pools, Gao Hongshen often talk on specific
nature of China’s regional economy, linking its development over the past decades with the policy of
reform and openness. According to Chu Dongtao, this is manifested in streamlining and realizing the
potential of both the Center and the regions, granting the latter considerable powers, and some of them -
the ability to “get rich first”, to develop rapidly in order to ensure further development of other regions.

Disregarding the results achieved, Chinese scientists and politicians are faced with the task of
improving the theoretical foundations of the regional economy. Further development of the theoretical
foundations of macroeconomics, which would meet the Chinese specific features, is imagined as a rather
urgent task.

Microeconomics also sticks with large-scale tasks, in particular with regard to issues related to
the location of the enterprise, the choice of a place to place public funds, and the influence of market
factors on urban and rural labor markets, land use in cities, workers' migration, etc.

Defining the features of the regional economy of China, domestic economists assume that it will
develop for a long time in a macroeconomic way, which is caused, in particular, by the course towards
accelerated development of the economy.

At the same time, in the economic policy of developed countries at the stage of high-tech
development, greater attention should be paid to its specific regional aspects, with an emphasis on the
principle of equality of regions and economic entities.

The phenomena of transitivity in the Chinese economy, as in its regional segment, are displayed
in a political sphere, in particular, in relations between the Center and the regions (19).

In the context of the development of the theory of transitional economy, the transition from a
centralized, administrative-command model of regional management to gradual decentralization and
management, and budgetary relations, changes in the understanding of the essence of relations between
the Center and the regions took place accordingly.

In academic literature the Center is considered, first of all, as the performer and the bearer of his
functions - the central government. The Center is a complex concept that has a spatial, economic and
political basis.

For a long time, the role of the Center was also viewed in social and ideological context. The
central government is the central body authorized by society, the entity that enjoys its trust, authority, and
is valued by it. Nowadays, researchers are inclined to believe that the region, the periphery is, although
local, still power, local government, but henceforth and part of the territory of the entire state. And it is
the backbone of the territorial organization of the whole society and economy.

Any local government mainly is a political body acting on behalf of the state, which performs
political management functions in the specific area, managing the economy, culture, education,
environmental protection, the daily life of the local population, etc.

The transitional nature of regional development in China and the role of the Center in its
optimization are among the prominent problems of economic reform from its very beginning. It should
not be forgotten that the introduction of family contracts at the very beginning of the reform had a
regional dimension, it started from few selected, some remote or poor areas and only with time was
spread throughout the country.

Since then, an experimental approach in economics, which changed the normative method
inherent in the pre-reform time, began to be based on an analysis of innovations in certain regions, for
example, special economic zones. And only with time, in case of achievement of positive results, the
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corresponding market mechanisms and instruments were first distributed selectively, to other regions, and
in the future - to the whole country. On this basis, the Government of China sees the possibility of
economic growth only if there is a balanced development of relations between the Center and the regions
(20).

Study and research: institutional aspect. The development of research in the field of regional
economics was accompanied by a significant strengthening of their institutional base both in academic
institutions and in universities.

The leading institutions that were engaged in promising and applied research in the field of
regional economics became the Institute of Economics of the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, as
well as the Beijing and Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences.

It was revealed that if at the Institute of Economics regional research is carried out in a
theoretical manner and on the basis of a problem principle, then regional academies have taken upon
themselves the functions of a collective analysis of the development of specific macroregions.

The regional aspect is widely represented in the economic statistics (national and sub-national) .
Statistical reference books have been publishing on a regular basis, a significant part of each concerns
regions.

The practical weight of the regional economy has also grown significantly, to which the “eat from

different pots” M[EIRYER Bz policy, started in the 1980s, has greatly assisted. Scientifically proven

regional strategy was giving local governments better opportunities in realizing regional development
targets.

Regional science achievements’ application issues. In 1980", regional science experts got started
to be involved in working out not only Central government state plans (traditionally, they are called five-
year plans for the next five years, especially 6™ and 7™ five-year plans in 1981-1990), but also regional
economic development programs.

Reform has become a powerful stimulating factor for the elevation of the regional economy’s
place in industry and social sphere. In general, it introduced and ensured the wide participation of
economists in developing a regional development strategy, changes in zoning and administrative-
territorial division, land use, urban planning, the development of new areas, and other complex
macroeconomic policy tasks.

Responding to the needs of the practice, domestic schools of the regional economy started to be
involved in developing ways and methods for resolving contradictions and problems that have turned out
in the course of regional economic policies, including competition between regions, widening gap in their
development, conflict of interests of regions, weak state in the settlement of inter-regional contradictions,
the fall in the efficiency of resource use by regions, etc.

Some conclusions. Strengthening connection with the theory and practice of economic
construction in the PRC showed the need for further improvement of the theoretical tools of the regional
economy and the economic geography close to it. If before reform and openness policy regional science
was entirely dependent on the course of building a planned economy, from 1980™ onward it is called
upon to fulfill the “social order” in the conditions of transition to a commodity market and then to market
economy. However, the corresponding transition in the regional economy of China was quite difficult.
Indeed, due to ideological factors, it developed in certain isolation from world-recognized theories and
concepts (except those developed in the former USSR). Only reform made it possible to comprehend the
highest achievements of world science and at the same time conduct a search for their own path of
development, developing models corresponding to Chinese conditions, harmonizing them with regional
economy science, experience and practice available from outside. Starting from late 1980™ regional
policy, economic zoning and regional management gradually entered into the practice of indicative
planning and forecasting. Regional consulting and forecasting has become an important component of the
indicative plans for the development of the PRC national economy. Regional economic science has
become more and more closely connected with the theory and practice of economic construction in the
PRC.

On possible directions of authors’ further research. To disclose how relying on Deng Xiaoping
thoughs on the regional economy his followers built up the model of the regional macro regulation and
macro control — ZZM 4%, which, in particular, could provide redistribution of resources to provide
coordinated development of regions. To track further promotion the Chinese practice in the decision-
making (party and executive) bodies, in working out new recommendations and advices on economic
regionalization, regional governance, etc., which pursue important economic and social goals.
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Proceeding from this, it is important to know the policy of Chinese leadership regarding to the
development of the market and state regulated regional policy and its implication.

To define Center's opportunities for pursuing sound policies in backward regions by making
adjustments by regional policy instruments, such as economic zoning, clustering, and other forms of
spatial structure of the manufacturing, transport, construction and agrarian sectors of the economy.

With the emphasis on the macroeconomic analysis, to disclose the main trends of regional policy,
issues of its development strategy in a market economy and the influence of regional integration
processes on it.

To analyze the state of production and its structure in the macro-regions of China and appropriate
theoretical foundation of the analysis.

To proceed with assessment of the Chinese regional science from early 2000™ and to monitor and
translate new publications of Chinese and foreign scholars regarding results of their comprehensive
studies of China regional development.

To study integrated development of the regional economy, the handling of its specialization,
economic zoning and inter-regional division of labor.

To inquire into spatial models of the country's regional development (special zones, functional
regions, industrial and agro parks and clusters), which not only lie in the focus of attention of state
institutions and regional administrations, but fit the interests of domestic and foreign businesses.

To evaluate the models’ performance in terms of their contribution to regional domestic product,
urbanization scale and employment of local population.

Future studies should be conducted not only about domestic regional science and policy, which is
aimed at continuing economic reforms, but also about external aspects. Chinese leaders adhere to further
promotion of Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), keeping it among the highest priorities in its foreign and
domestic policy. It contains the construction of the economic belt, which in China itself integrates
Western provinces and connect them with regions of the Central Asia and East European countries
involved in the BRI project (22). Respective parties discuss hot issues on the creation of bilateral free
trade areas and border trade development zones with neighboring countries (RF, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan
and some ASEAN member states) in the framework of “One belt, one road” initiative and maritime “Silk
road” project.

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CLASSIFICATION OF INFLUENCE FACTORS ON THE FORMATION OF TERRITORIAL
SYSTEM MONODEVELOPMENT

The purpose of this work is a theoretical study of a factor group influencing the formation of mono-development in

socio-geographical systems, in particular the classification of factors according to the following criteria: degree of influence,
nature of influence, level of influence and the impact of globalization on all groups.
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Methods. The study used general scientific methods, including analysis, scientific synthesis, analytical method,
methods of comparison and generalization.

The scientific novelty is that the article identifies different groups of factors of monodevelopment in territorial systems,
which should be understood as a set of reasons for the formation of its unique properties, connections, relationships and driving
forces of functioning, transformation in modern geospace. It has been revealed that objective factors of territorial system
monodevelopment act as system-forming factors and directly influence the level of viability and viability of monosystem and its
subsystems, determine differences of preconditions of monodevelopment of territorial system. It is manifested in territorial -
component and territorial-functional aspects on the socio-economic, natural resource and demographic potentials of the territorial
system.

Practical meaning. The results of this study are the basis for scientific and theoretical research of the territorial system
of monodevelopment, the methodological basis for revealing the features of formation, functioning and transformation
(improvement, stimulation and regulation) of spatial structures in modern geospatial.

TRACES OF THE MOUNTAIN SHIRVAN TRIBES IN THE MICROTOPONIES

The aim of the study is to study the territory of Mountainous Shirvan, selected as an object of study, date, conditions,
sources, susceptibility to change, and other microtoonyms in natural and economic regions as a result of labor and productive
activities of people.

Research method. Some microtoponyms on the territory of Mountainous Shirvan of the Republic of Azerbaijan have
been studied by geographical, historical methods and the method of linguistic analysis.

Results. The article reveals the names of the tribe involved in the creation of a number of microtoponyms. For example,
Borbor tepesi, Khalaj gerebi, Dallek shishi, Kolany zirvesi, Karaoglanli yaly, etc. On the territory of Mountainous Shirvan of the
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Azerbaijan Republic there are enough toponyms and microtoponyms bearing the names of different tribes. This is due to the
development of these territories by some tribes. It was also conditioned by the natural and geographical conditions and vertical
zoning (summer and winter pastures, etc.) of the territory. The article studies the traces of some tribes in the participation of the
formation of some microtoponyms and distribution areas, conditions and reasons for their formation and others. for example,
Aksakli shishi, Aksakli yolu, Aksakli suvati, Aksakli guneyi, Turan gylyndzhy, Turan tepesi, Yurt Hydyrly, Yurt Khalaj, Yurt
Boyat, Karaman dagy, etc. Each microtoponym is of great importance noted in the study. Research shows that there are such
microtoponyms that reflect the name of the tribe. Among them there are such as Dallek Shishi, Arab Gerebi, Khalaj Gerebi,
Khalaj Yurt, Karaman Dagy, etc. We know that some Arab tribes settled in Shirvan during the Arab occupation. Of these,
Avrabbaloglan, Arabgardashbeyli, Arabkadim, Arabshamly, Hila and others. The population of Arabgardashbeyli moved from
Mountainous Shirvan.

Scientific novelty. On the basis of microtoponyms not included in any written literature and preserved in the stone
memory of the peoples of the territory, the conditions for the formation of past names are revealed, the geographical position of
the territories, the direction of the economy and the name of the tribe.

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ECOLOGICAL ASSESSMENT OF THE SURFACE WATER QUALITY OF THE GUYVA RIVER

Purpose — perform ecological assessment of the surface waters of the Guyva River within the Zhytomyr region.

Method. Environmental assessment of the surface water of the Guyva River was carried out using the system of
classification of standards for the assessment of surface water quality of Ukraine. On the basis of common environmental criteria,
the methodology makes it possible to compare the quality of water at different sites of water bodies, in water bodies of different
regions. The calculation of the ecological assessment of water quality was carried out within three blocks: block of salt
composition (1), block of trophic-saprobiological (ecological-sanitary) indicators (I2) and block of indicators of content of
specific substances of toxic action (73). The results are presented in the form of a combined environmental assessment based on
the final conclusions of the three blocks and based on the calculation of the integrated environmental index (lg).

Results. omprehensive studies on changing the water quality of the Guyva River were conducted within the Zhytomyr
region during 2016-2017. The water quality of the river according to the final values of the integral indicators of water quality of
the three blocks varies within the 11 and 111 quality classes. The total environmental indices (IEs) for the mean and worst indices
are 2,9 and 3,1 respectively. In general, the water quality along the main channel of the Guyva River within the Zhytomyr region
corresponds to the second class, 3 categories, 3(2) subcategories according to the average quality indicators (in the state of
"good" with a slope to "very good", in terms of purity bias to "clean™) and 3 subcategories by worst performance (good for good,
clean enough). The total values of the integral surface water quality indicators of the Guyva River indicate their contamination by
trophic-saprobiological components.

Scientific novelty. For the first time, on the basis of analytical studies and stock materials, an ecological assessment of the
surface waters of the Guyva River within the Zhytomyr region was carried out by three blocks of indicators: salt composition,
trophic-saprobiological indicators and specific toxic substances. The integral ecological index is determined. The trends of
pollutants accumulation in the surface waters of the River Guyva have been established.

Practical significance. The conducted researches allowed to analyze and evaluate the ecological status of the surface
waters of the Guyva River within the Zhytomyr region, which will allow to establish ecological standards of water quality and on
this basis to determine the main directions for improvement of water resources and to substantiate the system of
recommendations aimed at improving the ecological status of the studied basin.
