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MODERN REALITIES OF THE TOURISM MARKET OF UKRAINE DURING THE CORONAVIRUS
PERIOD: CHALLENGES AND PRACTICAL SOLUTIONS

Purpose. To consider the problems of the tourism market in modern conditions, the crown of the viral
period, with an emphasis on adapting the mechanism of tourist services, restructuring consciousness and looking for
ways to optimize the implementation of new approaches in the practical work of travel agencies and higher
educational institutions that train specialists in the tourism industry.

Methodology. Analytical, statistical, comparative-geographical and synthetic methods were used.

Results. The main conceptual issues on the problems of the existence of the tourist sphere of Ukraine
during the corona of the virus were voiced at the remote scientific and practical conference "Ukrainian tourism in
the conditions of the corona and post corona of the viral period: anti-crisis scenarios, international experience, best
practices", which was organized with the assistance of the department Geography of Ukraine and the Department of
Regional Studies and Tourism of the Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv, to which experts-practitioners
of the tourism industry, representatives of state institutions related to tourism, teachers of universities in the city of
Kiev and Ukraine were invited.

Scientific novelty. As part of the modern life of mankind, corrected by the latest outbreak of the global
pandemic COVID-19, a number of problems of economic, political, social, economic, educational and general
human nature have arisen, the solution of which requires a significant rethinking of the existing situation in society
and the provision of proposals for a new format for future life humanity and, in particular, in Ukraine. Taking into
account the peculiarities of tourism development in each individual country, the priority planned actions should be
the development and implementation of the "Roadmap for Tourism Development in Ukraine", which will spell out
the main provisions for the practical implementation of the program during the corona virus and the stage of exit
from the post-coronavirus period. The article analyzes the international experience in the implementation of such
programs, evaluates the factual material concerning the introduction of the "Road Map" in the conditions of the
Ukrainian tourist market.

Practical significance. The article raises difficult issues related to the realities of modern life of people
within the framework of the tourism sector of Ukraine, with its problems, challenges and practical solutions. The
publication materials can be used in the educational process in higher educational institutions that train specialists
for the Ukrainian tourism industry, the practical activities of travel operators and agencies, in the process of work of
departments and professional institutions, relate to the tourism system of providing services or the processes of
studying the production of innovative technologies in tourism sphere of Ukraine.

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TOURISM IN THE SYSTEM OF CROSS-BORDER COOPERATION OF UKRAINE

Goal. Describe the areas of cross-border cooperation of Ukraine in the field of recreation and tourism.
Many publications of both foreign and domestic authors, mainly of economic and legal content, are devoted to the
study of cross-border and later cross-border cooperation. activities.

The method consisted of processing the literary and statistical material collected by the authors on border
and transit traffic as components of export-import relations in the field of travel and their infrastructure, as well as
the formation and promotion of tourist products formed to get acquainted with neighboring Ukrainian ethnic lands.

Scientific novelty. New approaches to the consideration of cross-border cooperation in the field of tourism
and recreation through the prism of cross-border cooperation of Ukraine with neighboring countries are proposed.
An example of the development of cross-border cooperation is the development of a cross-border tour between the
Verkhovyna district of Ivano-Frankivsk region and the Maramures district of Romania in the Marmara region. One
of the ways to intensify international tourism is the use of cross-border natural and recreational and historical and
cultural, especially ethnographic, resources through the formation of a comprehensive tourism product in the
segment of cognitive tourism.

Results. The provision of the state border of Ukraine with checkpoints and control is described, as well as a
regional analysis of the main partner countries of Ukraine in the market of tourist services, developed a
technological map of the tourist route "From Verkhovyna, shrouded in legends, to the impressive Maramures."

The practical significance lies in paying attention to the possibilities of cross-border cooperation of Ukraine
with neighboring countries, especially on the western border, on the joint use of border areas for the development of
recreational activities and tourism. Cross-border cooperation in the field of recreation and tourism involves the joint
use of border areas for recreational and tourist purposes. These can include border tourist traffic, transit traffic
through checkpoints and the organization of tours in the border ethnic Ukrainian lands.

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CHERNOHIRSKYI TRAIL AS A BRAND OF UKRAINIAN HIKING TOURISM

Aim: promotion of the walking route by the Chornohora Ridge of the Ukrainian Carpathians in the section
from Hoverla to Pip Ivan mountain.

Methods: observation, measurement, description, comparison, analysis, analogy, cartographic, statistical.
Based on radar survey data SRTM and Global Mapper program it was created a three-dimensional image of the
studied region. The SAS.Planet program was used to measure distances.

Results: A three-dimensional image of the Ukrainian Carpathians was created using SRTM data. The main
information about the highest Chornohirskyi Ridge in these mountains was presented. The route from Hoverla to
Pip Ivan mountain is described. It is proposed to call it the Chernohirskyi Trail. Data on the height of the terrain at
the beginning and end of the route are shown. A brief description of the tourist attractions on the trail is provided,
including lakes Nesamovyte and Brebeneskul. Information on the meteorological and at the same time astronomical
observatory "White Elephant”, which was built on the eve of the Second World War was presented. Modern
measures for its restoration are described, in particular as to installation of an automated meteorological station on
its roof. Based on observations on nearby meteorological stations, the climatic conditions on the route were
identified. Data about air temperature in January and in the warm period of the year are presented. The features of
air temperature changes, depending on elevation, are established. Data on the amount of precipitation at existing
meteorological stations in the mountains are provided. Information on the height of snow cover was presented. The
features of snow formation and its disappearance in the southeastern part of the Ukrainian Carpathians are shown.

Scientific novelty. The hiking route by the Chornohora Ridge of the Ukrainian Carpathians is substantiated
as brand of Ukrainian hiking tourism. The expediency of traffic from Hoverla to Pip Ivan has been proved. It was
found that at altitudes above 1000 m the decrease in air temperature in July is 0.40 °C per 100 m altitude, in August
—0.30 °C per 100 m. It is substantiated that the best time to travel along the Chornohirskyi Ridge is August. The
significant distribution of snow cover on the Chornohirskyi Ridge, which is the highest within the Ukrainian
Carpathians, is shown.

Practical significance: popularization of tourism in the Ukrainian Carpathians, providing tourists with
information to make travel more interesting and safe.

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THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL APPROACHES TO THE STUDY OF THE TERRITORIAL
SYSTEM OF MONODEVELOPMENT IN GEOGRAPHICAL SPACE

The purpose of this research work is to analyze modern theoretical and methodological approaches to the
study of territorial systems of monodevelopment in the theory of social geography.

Method. General scientific methods, including analysis, scientific synthesis, analytical method, methods of
comparison and generalization were used in the study.

Scientific novelty. The article reveals traditional and innovative approaches to identifying and defining the
territorial system of mono-development in the geographical space. In substantiating the application of approaches,
we used the work of scientists and geographers, who took them into account in the study of complex systems. It has
been determined that the leading and traditional approaches in socio-geographical research are historical-
geographical (retrospective) and territorial (geospatial), which should be combined with genetic. According to
which all geographical phenomena have been considered as processes that have their genesis, dynamics, differences,
patterns spatial distribution. To study the processes of system formation, a comprehensive approach is important. It
provides a comprehensive analysis of the development of the main factors in the formation of modern socio-
economic processes in the regions. The system approach allows to consider functioning and development of the
territorial monosystem and its basic types as systems of the territorial organization of a society at various
hierarchical levels, to open their integrity and the mechanisms providing effective management of such
monodevelopment. At the same time, it has been found that not all the outlined approaches of complex systems can
be used to study monosystems in the form in which they were used previously. This is because in the study of
systems in retrospect, the application of approaches was focused on the analysis of the structure of the studied
objects and the variety of processes that took place between the elements of the studied systems. In the study of
monosystems, the researcher should be interested in their development to bifurcation moments and the conditions
for further preservation of monosystems. This means that traditional approaches, such as historical-geographical
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(retrospective) and territorial (geospatial) should be modified to adapt to these tasks. It is important to use
innovative approaches: cluster (formation of so-called network structures), behaviorist (explanation of the territorial
identity of the monosystem), participatory (strategic planning of the territorial development of the monosystem).
Only by combining a variety of approaches will it be possible to obtain a synergistic effect and form a synergistic
approach that will provide additional benefits in the study of monosystems and the processes of their functioning.

Practical meaning. The results of this study contribute to a deeper socio-geographical understanding of the
processes of monodevelopment, their genesis, features of their course and provide an opportunity to model the long-
term development of territorial social systems, to achieve expected results due to long-term transformation. They
can be used for further study of monosystems of different hierarchical levels, as well as for the development of
practical recommendations and programs for the development of individual monoterritories.

Its formation is influenced by semeral factors such as the provision of
natural resources, their consumption, the characteristics of historical and geographical development, the
presence of a metropolis or a colony. Today, the capabilities of equipment and technology, human
resources, participation in the world market and the competitiveness of products play a leading role in the
development of countries.

The participation of countries in the world market, the quality of their products determine their
competitiveness. The increase in the number of countries that already have specific products on the world
market is facing very serious problems. Because the technology and equipment are quite complex, their
constant updating requires a lot of financial resources, material and technical base. The problem of

In a group of European countries, mainly in Eastern and Southern European countries, natural
growth is negatively assessed, as well as population emigration is experienced, which migrates mainly to
the highly developed countries of Western Europe. Therefore, the population has been steadily declining
in the 21st century. The population decline was more intensive in 2011-2015 in Romania (333.0 thousand
people), Greece (284.0 thousand people), Portugal (200.0 thousand people), Lithuania (123.0 thousand
people) (Table 1).

In most Western European countries, natural growth is declining. However, this situation does not
ensure population growth, the number of elderly people continues to grow, and it leads to the inefficacy
of the labour force. Therefore, the population is rising along with the local population, as well as foreign
migrants. Most of those who come to the country are of working age. Although natural growth in
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Germany, Italy, and Russia is negative, the population is growing at the expense of immigrants. The
highest estimates of population growth in 2011-2015 were in Russia (3445.0 thousand people), Great
Britain (1870.0 thousand people), Germany (1405.0 thousand people), France (1410.0 thousand people)
other countries (Table 1).

Developing countries have very different characteristics due to their structure and socio-economic
potential. Many of them have reached a high level of economic potential, living standards and sustainable
development. Their economy are provided with labour resources at the expense of domestic potential. For
this reason, the population is weakly involved in world migration flows.

In most Asian and African countries, natural growth is still high, economic growth is slow in the
face of high population growth in a short period, and the number of workplaces is many times fewer than
the number of able-bodied people. The weak economic potential of this group of countries is not able to
maintain the demographic potential. Because the leading position of the mining industry and agriculture
in the structure of the economy limits the opportunities to create new enterprises, incomes are low and the
daily living conditions of the population, the provision of socio-cultural services are insufficient. As a
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result, people migrate from rural to urban areas. Additionally, external migration is intensive. They have
great potential to send migrants to other countries.

In countries with high natural population growth and as a result, the number is growing rapidly
there are sharp differences between natural growth and overall growth. This shows that millions of people
from these countries join the global migration flow, and they mainly migrate to Europe, the United States,
Canada and other countries. The difference between natural and total population growth in India is
17,323.9 thousand people, in Indonesia 3438.4 thousand people, in Egypt 2124.4 thousand people, in
Vietnam 1298.3 thousand people, etc. (Table 1).

National and ethnic conflicts, border disputes, civil wars, and socio-political instability in some
parts of the world have led to the expulsion of millions from their native lands. Millions of people from
Afghanistan, Syria, Irag, Libya, Sudan, Yemen and other relatively small hotspots of conflict have
become refugees and have to live in other countries and regions. Some of them are involved in global
migration flows and are key participants in potential flows.

In some countries of the world, higher education institutions have a high material and technical
base, human resources. The training of graduates of these science and education centres meets modern
world standards. They are India, Malaysia, Turkey, Russia, Pakistan, China, Indonesia, Mexico, Algeria,
Egypt and others. countries can be included. At the same time, along with these countries, many young
people from other countries stay and work after studying at universities in European countries, the United
States, Canada and other countries with immigration centres, and join the other immigrants. This factor
has a significant impact on the economic development of host countries. In the process of interaction of
these factors, migration flows occur between different countries of the world, and the number of
participants in this process continues to increase from year to year.

Thus, according to the UN’s data, in 2000 there was 175 million migrant in the world. people
were migrants and 3% of the world's population lives outside their homeland. In 2005, the number of
migrants in the world reached 191 million that this was 2.0 times more than the indicator which was
experienced in 1980. According to the International Organization for Migration, in 2050, it is estimated
that their number can reach 250 million [13, 14, 15]. Hence, it is essential to study and resolve the
problems created by this process. They are implemented at the national level, and the regional level with
the participation of international organizations.

The economic consequences of migration show themselves at broader aspect. However, it is not
possible to register all of them. This is because not all remittances from migrant workers are taken into
account, they do not report their income, and employers do not register all of them.

According to the International Organization for Migration, 90% of international migrants go to
other countries in search of work. Almost all countries of the world are involved in this process. Migrant
workers create material and spiritual benefits by applying their ability to work in countries where they are
located. Moreover, they send some of the money they earn to their families through transfers. According
to the World Bank (2005), the annual volume of remittances from migrants to their home countries
constitute 230 billion dollars. The one-third of the world's financial flows falls to their share. In many
countries, they form one-third of GDP and exceed foreign investment [16].

Countries that send migrant labourers make a lot of money in the process. Organizations that send
them to work abroad pay taxes. In some countries, they collect taxes from migrants for employment. In
many cases, external migration makes countries dependent on this process. During the economic
recession, this group of countries receives less foreign investment, which leads to higher prices in housing
and consumer markets as well. The economic structure of these countries depends on the export of labour
force, so the development of the economy is slowing down.

Countries that receive foreign migrants are forced to take serious measures to regulate it. First of
all, their location within the country must be effective. In most cases, migrants are sent to poorly
populated areas and the improvement of underdeveloped economy is ensured here. In many cases, tax
evasion occurs in countries that accept illegal migrants, and they create problems in the introduction of
new technologies. Therefore, it is necessary to combat the entry of illegal migrants and their employment
in the economy sectors.

The placement of immigrants in the country, their social protection requires a reasonable amount
of funding. They are spent on the long-term maintenance, housing, socio-cultural security and adaptation
of each person. In many cases, migrants live compactly in certain regions of the country or urban areas.
The number of migrants from one country is growing in some parts of the city. The abundance of their
number sometimes causes social, national and ethnic problems. For example to this, turks make up 7% of
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the population in the Kreisberg district of Berlin. In London, immigrants and ethnic minorities make up
16% of the population, and in some inner districts, their share reaches 30% [18].

This situation causes dissatisfaction and conflicts between migrants and the local population. To
prevent this situation, it is necessary to expand the work on the integration of ethnic groups into society.
Their children are involved in education in local institutions.

In countries which are receiving large numbers of foreign migrants, high natural population
growth rates also have a significant impact on changes in the ethnic composition of the population. As a
result of differences in the number of children in families, the number and share of immigrants in the
population increases in a short period. For children to be more adaptable to society, it is necessary to
expand the scope of those involved in education.

The reception of foreign migrants serves to meet the labour force needs of the economy.
However, employment among them is several times lower than the local population in most countries.
During the economic crisis in the countries receiving migrants, the level of employment of migrants
decreases, sometimes leading to mass discontent. To thwart this challenge two methods are applied.
Sometimes migrant workers are hired on a contract basis and are allowed to stay in the country for a long
time. When they lose their jobs, they are forced to return to their home countries. Also, increased border
controls prevent additional people from entering the country.

Migration has the potential to have a significant impact on economic, socio-cultural and ethnic-
demographic processes around the world. In developing countries, 60% of migrants are under 20 years
old. In highly developed countries, 70% of people are over 60 years old. The countries of the
Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) have managed to gather the
"thinking brains of the world" in the region, as they prefer qualified personnel when receiving foreign
citizens. Between 2010 and 2011, those with higher education accounted for 70% of immigrants, with an
absolute calculation their number more than 27 million [14].

The influx of people with higher education from economically developing nations remains a
serious problem for them. This process is evident in sparsely populated countries and is becoming
increasingly difficult to resolve. At present, there are 232 min. international migrants across the world
(Table 2). In the 1990-2013, the number of migrants in the northern countries increased by 53 million
people (65%) and 60% of them are concentrated in developed countries. Although in the 90s the number
of migrants rose 2.0 million a year the annual increase of them was 4.6 million people between 2000 and
2010 [14]. Migrants around the world take into consideration the following factors when choosing the
countries they prefer to migrate: this is sustainable socio-economic development; high level of
development of the social protection system; national-ethnic, religious, linguistic proximity; opportunities
for staff to find work in accordance with their specialization and high salaries; pursuing a relatively soft
and loyal migration policy; breadth of opportunities to adapt to society, etc.

Currently, about half of the world's immigrants are concentrated in 10 countries. These include
the United States (45.8 million people), Russia (11.0 million people), Germany (9.8 million people),
Saudi Arabia (9.1 million people), the UAE (7, 8 million people), Great Britain (7.8 million people),
France (7.5 million people), Canada (7.3 million people), Australia (6.5 million people) and Spain ( 6.5
million people) [14]. Four of the 10 countries with the highest number of migrants are in Europe. Their
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total number is 31.6 million people. This constitutes 13.7% of the world's migrants. Considering other
countries, this figure is quite high, and it reaches to 35-40 min.

Results. Differences in socio-economic and demographic development between countries in
different regions of the world are consolidating. That is why there is a mass migration of the population
on an international scale. High levels of natural growth in Asia, Africa and Latin America, as well as
conflicts in North Africa, the Middle East, are contributing to the increase in migration. Thus, countries
receiving foreign migrants have a migration policy to regulate and, in most cases, reduce it. Currently,
about half of the world's immigrants are located in 10 countries, 4 of which are Western European
countries (Germany, Britain, France, Italy).
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THE ECONOMIC STRUCTURE OF THE INDUSTRIAL HUBS IN AZERBAIJAN AND THEIR AND
ECONOMIC-GEOGRAPHICAL DEVELOPMENT PROBLEMS

Effective territorial organization of industry provides an opportunity to use the natural and economic potential
of the regions, to ensure their socio-economic development, to increase their role in the development of the country.
In the process of implementing economic reforms, the activities of the plethora of production facilities have been
restored, and several new enterprises have been established. For this reason, there are bases for the allocation of new
industrial hubs in the country. With this in mind, along with the existing industrial hubs, there are industrial cities
that are being formed and have the potential for this. To ensure the formation of industrial hubs based on these
cities, it is important to increase the number of light and food industry companies based on the processing of
agricultural products.

Research sources and methods. Scientific-theoretical and methodological sources in the treatise of Azerbaijani
and foreign scientists in the field of industrial studies were used for analysis in the research process. Recently,
research at the regional level has been widely covered. During the research, statistical materials and sources
collected by the author in this field are used.

The analysis in the article is carried out using historical-geographical study of areas, mathematical analysis,
statistics, comparative methods.

Scientific innovations and personal recommendation of the author. For the first time, the article examines the
economic and geographical problems of industrial hubs that existed during the years of independence, changes in
their economic structure. The author has shown their importance in the development of the regions, defined the role
of the implemented State Programs, prepared proposals and recommendations in the field of development prospects
of industrial hubs.

Summary of the study. One of the directions of territorial organization of economic areas in the country is to
ensure integrated development. For this, it is necessary to place the enterprises close to each other, which are
connected on production-technological, use of labour resources and it is important to take the following factors as
the basis for the separation of industrial hubs: 1) the presence of large-scale, regional and local production
establishments engaged in the sequential processing of local and imported raw materials; 2) the existence of
production infrastructure enterprises for the operation of production facilities in these enterprises; 3) the
specialization of the products produced by the operating enterprises, the opportunities for its participation in inter-
regional and international relations.

It is also substantial to establish labour relations in the process of separating industrial hubs. Baku-Sumgayit,
Mingachevir-Yevlakh, Shirvan-Salyan, Nakhchivan, Lankaran and Khachmaz are industrial junctions, and the
industrial hubs are being formed in Imishli, Shamkir, Agjabadi and Goychay. The complex development of the
economy in these industrial hubs can be carried out in different directions.

Results. The formation of industrial hubs in the country is important for the efficient territorial organization of
industry. This, in turn, is possible in the context of the implementation of important measures for the reconstruction
of the economic structure in specific areas, leading to the creation of a full range of natural resources and processing
of agricultural products. The development of cities that are in the processing of formation and have this potential is
an important measure for the sustainable development of industry in the regions.

The actuality of the subject. Numerous natural-geographical and socio-economic factors are taken
into account in the process of placement of economic objects. At present, the impact of economic,
economic-geographical, technical and technological factors in the process of territorial organization of
production and service facilities comes to the fore.

After Azerbaijan gained independence, along with economic reforms in the economic sphere,
integration into the world economy was among the tasks ahead. It was demanded to establish a system of
economy in accordance with market relations, to bring its management in line with modern requirements,
to carry out privatization, to create enterprises based on private, foreign, joint ownership capable of
participating in international markets and many of them have already been implemented. Currently, the
industries of Azerbaijan as the yield of oil and gas, oil engineering, shipbuilding, passenger cars and
commercial vehicle production, chemistry, metallurgy are already participating in international markets,
interacting with the world's leading companies and industries.

At the same time, the protection of the country's the domestic market, the achievement of its
effective territorial organization, the solution of the problem of employment, the use of local natural
resources, the creation of processing and service facilities on their basis are also essential tasks. Their
solution can ensure the socio-economic and demographic development of the regions.

One of the effective forms of territorial organization of the economy in the country is industrial hubs.
Recently, there have been significant changes in the economic structure of existing industrial hubs. The
study of their current state and development prospects is of great scientific, theoretical and practical
importance.

The research object. The effective territorial organization ways of the economy in the state, the
natural-geographical base of the formation of industrial hubs which a primary part of them, their primary
directions, existing and forming industrial hubs and the fundamental ways of development is belonged to
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the research object of the article. The establishment of industrial hubs plays a pivotal role in the
development of the regions. Along with the creation of processing industries, they allow the development
of inter-station relations, increase agricultural production and the use of labour resources and the article
carry out the analyses in this direction.

Sources and methods of the research. In the research process, to carry out the analyses the scientific-
theoretical and methodological sources were used which are quoted from the Azerbaijanian and foreign
scientists’ works and these quotes are based on the exploration of industry [1, 4, 8, 9, 12, 13, 27]. In these
treatises, there are surveys which compromise the structure of the industry, territorial the organization,
stages of formation and the usage of the natural-economical base.

Recently, research at the regional level has been widely covered. The analysis in this area shows the
results of economic reforms and the importance of measures [9]. In this research paper, to carry out the
study the theoretical-methodological provisions of State Programmes, decrees and legislation are used as
an essential source [5-6, 19-21].

Statistical materials are used in the study [3, 24]. This is because they are important for studying the
dynamics of industries in different periods. These materials allow us to determine the regional territorial
division of the industry. Simultaneously, the materials collected by the author in this area are necessary.

In the article, the methods of historical and geographical study of areas, mathematical analysis,
statistics, comparative analysis were utilized.

Scientific innovations and the author’s recommendation. For the first time, the article examines the
economic and geographical problems of industrial hubs that existed during the years of independence and
the changes in their economic structure. The network of production and service facilities created in the
regions allows the formation of new industrial hubs in the process of fulfilling economic reforms in the
country. The author has indicated their importance in the development of the regions, defined the role of
the implemented State Programs, prepared proposals and recommendations in the field of development
prospects of industrial hubs.

Industrial hubs play an important role in the development of the regions, as they are one of the
methods of efficient territorial organization of the economy. Using the existing opportunities, it is
possible to improve the economic structure of cities and achieve this and studies in this direction are
fulfilled in the research paper.

Study of the subject. Widespread investigations have been conducted in Azerbaijan in the field of
industrial studies. They are devoted to the determination of the sectoral and territorial structure of the
industry, the development of industry in the regions, their role in the development of cities and the
development prospects. A.A. Nadirov [17, 18], S.K. Huseynov [12, 13], A.M. Hajizade [14], Z.A.
Samadzade, F.A. Farajov [25], R.H. Mammadov [15], V.A. Afandiyev [11], Z.N. Eminov [4, 8-10,], N.H.
Ayyubov, N.A. Pashayev [4] and others gave wide publicity to the inquisitions in this field. The study of
different branches of industry in Azerbaijan was carried out in the CIS (Commonwealth of Independent
States) countries by A.T. Khrushov [26], E.B. Alayev [1, 2], N.1. Alisov, B.S. Khorev [27] and others.

At the same time, during the years of independence, there have been significant changes in the
structure of the industry in the country. As a result of the development of the oil and gas industry, this
sector has a leading role and is concentrated in Absheron. This factor leads to a minimum share of the
regions in the production of industrial products. To figure out the issue, one of the important tasks is to
identify measures for the development of industry in the regions and to develop its scientific and
theoretical basis.

Investigation results and explanation of the problem. One of the directions of the territorial
organization of economies in the nation is to ensure complex enhancement. For this, it is essential to
place the establishments close to each other, which are connected with each other on production-
technological, use of labour resources. In the process of complex development of industry, mineral and
raw material resources, agricultural raw materials are processed in a technologically sequential manner,
raw materials are passed through all stages of processing in one complex and in several nearby enterprises
[1, 12]. At the same time, the establishment of industrial complexes creates favourable conditions for the
waste matter which is thrown aside in the production process, by-products, and the manufacturing and
consumption of raw materials.

Taking into account the above, it can be said that although Azerbaijan has industrial facilities based
on oil and gas reserves, iron ore, alunite reserves, construction materials, it is impossible to state that
industrial complexes have been created yet. Only in Absheron, industrial complex which is not fully
staggered operate by the output of oil, its manufacturing, and serving to this field and auxiliary areas [9].
With the construction of a “Karbamid” the factory in Sumgayit for the processing of natural gas, the
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establishment of an industrial complex has begun. However, it is important to take measures to establish
complex processing centres.

Industrial complexes based on agriculture have been formed for many years in the process of
establishment and operation of factories. The range of products produced in this type of enterprise is quite
diverse, and in addition to the main products, sometimes there are conditions for the use of additional
products [4]. They operate in Gabala, Bilasuvar and Agsu. The activity of HC (Housing Cooperatives )
was restored in Lankaran, Khachmaz, Balakan [19-21]. Currently, "Agribusiness™ associations which
have been established in many regions of the country also play a key role in the formation of industrial
complexes. In these economic subject, along with the cultivation of agricultural products, their
transportation, storage and processing centres are organized. Their activity is based on the principles of
formation of the AIC (Agro-Industrial Complex), and they not only in the villages but also in the cities
can form the basis of the economic base [22].

The industry, service facilities and other establishments operating in two or three adjacent cities in
one city sometimes need to share the infrastructure network. In most cases, industrial hubs based on the
joint use of dense production-technological, labour resources, production infrastructure facilities are
formed based on agglomerations [5, 13]. The combined use of transport and communication, water,
energy, heating, hot water, steam, storage, electricity increases the efficiency of production, reduces the
cost of production, and in many cases allows the efficient use of urban areas.

Central cities of agglomerations, the places where the population, industry, service facilities are
concentrated, and in the surrounding areas, the additional and service or ancillary areas are operating. The
reservoirs, thermal power plants or hydropower plants, hot water, vapour production, logistics and storage
facilities are established around these large cities. Products which are manufactured at these companies
are transported due to supply the operation of objects which is in business in central cities and some
products of production infrastructure facilities are used to meet the utility needs of the population as well
as the products of the surrounding areas in the industrial hubs are also used to provide the population with
heat, hot water, drinking water and electricity.

One of the main features of the industrial hubs which are formed in the agglomerations is the
relationship in the field of labour supply. To meet the needs of enterprises operating in the central cities
for qualified personnel and labour force, the population living in the surrounding settlements come to the
cities for work and return in the evening. This daily migration of the population (the commuters) from the
surrounding areas to the central cities without changing their permanent place of residence plays a pivotal
role in providing the production and service facilities with a labour force in here [11].

The separation of industrial hubs, the definition of their boundaries, the inclusion of settlements in
one or another hub is an important issue in economic and economic-geographical analysis. Generally,
agglomerations are formed as industrial hubs, and the cities and settlements included in them have close
economic, production-technological, infrastructure facilities. Therefore, there is a consensus on the
separation of agglomerations as industrial hubs, and the general results are inescapable in the research [1].

The formation of urban settlements as industrial hubs are affected by their EGP (economic-
geographical position), the number of population and increase dynamics, economic structure and
opportunities for its reconstruction soon, proximity to natural resources with great potential, access to
them, infrastructure facilities serving the organization and development of the production process and
their service potential, meeting the needs of the population and facilities, sending products to consumers,
building relationships to provide socio-cultural services to the population living in the surrounding areas,
the development of transport and communication network and meet modern requirements, etc.

Alayev E.B. considers that it is important to take into account the following features for the
separation of industrial hubs: 1) the population of the central city should be more than 40-50 thousand
people; 2) the number of industrial workers should be more than 4-5 thousand people; 3) the existence of
at least 3 industries, including the operation of one of them as a specialized economic sector at the
regional or national level, the activities of ancillary and service industries represented by large
enterprises; 4) availability of opportunities to connect to a single energy network, to create an electric
power base if necessary; 5) availability of a developed a road transport network and railway connections
[2].

According to Huseynov S.K., it is substantial to consider the following factors as the basis for the
separation of industrial hubs: 1) availability of favourable natural and economic opportunities, local
natural resources, transport and geographical position developed production base; 2) participation in
interregional and international economic relations; 3) to fulfil the socio-economic and demographic
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development centre function of the surrounding areas, to establish close ties with the settlements located
here [12].

There is a network of cooperations for the processing of natural raw materials in the production
structure of cities located in areas with developed economic development. In most cases, raw materials
are processed in such firms to obtain the final product. Related to the peculiarities of historical and
geographical development, a network of auxiliary and service areas, as well as infrastructure facilities
serving the activities of industrial complexes is created in such conditions. Therefore, such cities are
defined as industrial hubs by merging with nearby areas with close production and technological ties, and
in turn, this makes it easier to separate them in this form. This is because, in the formation and separation
of industrial hubs, the presence of foundations engaged in the sequential processing and conversion of
one or more raw materials into final products, the activities of enterprises serving them should be taken
into consideration as a key factor.

Taking into account the analysis, it is essential to take the following factors as the basis for the
separation of industrial hubs:

- Presencing of large-scale production enterprises of regional and local significance, which
consistently process local and imported raw materials;

- Existence of production infrastructure cooperations for the operation of production facilities in
these enterprises;

- The products fabricated by the operating enterprises should be a field of specialization, its
opportunities to participate in inter-regional and international relations;

- Differentiation of economic, socio-cultural the potential of the central city during the separation of
industrial hubs, being close relations with the surrounding settlements on the use of production-
technological, infrastructure facilities and labour resources;

- In many cases, it is possible to separate industrial hubs on the basis of one point, as well. The main
condition for this should be the existence of establishments engaged in the processing of mineral raw
materials or agricultural raw materials, the role of which should be clear in the socio-economic and
demographic development of the surrounding areas;

- settling in the favourable EGP and transport-geographical position, do not have difficulties in
electricity supply.

The number of cities included in each industrial hub and their boundaries should be determined [12].
Since production-technological relations are considered as the main principle and factor in the process of
separation of industrial hubs, their scope should also be considered as the boundaries of industrial hubs.
As for the formation of full-chain production areas in the system of incoming cities, the urban settlements
where the production enterprises are located from the extraction of raw materials to the final product are
included in the industrial hubs.

The establishment of labour relations also plays an active role in the process of separation of
industrial hubs. In most cases, the population can come to the central cities in search of work from the
points located at a distance of 50-60 km and having to travel directly for 1.0-1.5 hours. Travelling to work
in central cities from stations within this radius can be considered fruitful in terms of a waste of time and
health benefits [15].

Other socioeconomic and demographic factors also influence the demarcation line of industrial hubs.
Among them are the number of enterprises operating in the central cities, the availability of organisations
providing them with raw materials, semi-finished products and other ancillaries materials, the availability
of labour-intensive farms in the central cities and the number of people required to provide them with
manpower.

According to the analysis, the following industrial hubs can be distinguished in Azerbaijan. It is
advisable to combine them into three groups:

- Baku-Sumgayit, Ganja-Dashkasan, Mingachevir-Yevlakh and Shirvan-Salyan belong to the
industrial junctions that have already been formed, but not fully developed.

- The cities of Nakhchivan, Sheki, Lankaran and Khachmaz that they are consisting of separate cities
as the emerging industrial hubs, which for the time being cover one or more stages of industrial
complexes can be separated.

- Imishli, Shamkir, Agjabadi, Goychay and other cities can be included in areas with potential
opportunities and socio-economic base as the industrial hubs.

The complex development of the economy in these industrial hubs can be carried out in different
directions. Given the limited number of industrially important mineral deposits in the country, the lack of
technical, technological, financial, qualified personnel, engineers and technologists for their exploitation,
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it is difficult to say that the potential for the formation of industrial hubs based on the use of natural
resources is wide. For this reason, there is a great potential for the formation of industrial complexes
based on the production and processing of agricultural products and the separation of industrial hubs on
their basis [22].

In crop production, measures should be taken to increase the production of cotton, viticulture, fruit
and vegetable growing, tobacco growing, tea production and the organization of processing enterprises.
The production of their products is also an important measure to strengthen the economic base of cities.
Light and food industry complexes are being established in the country based on the processing of
livestock products, and this work must be continued.

In the conditions of Azerbaijan, Baku and Sumgayit have the potential to create industrial hubs with
close production and technological ties. There are 11 cities in Azerbaijan with a population of more than
50,000 people. 4 of them function as administrative district centres (Lankaran, Shaki, Yevlakh,
Khirdalan) [10, 24]. The population of Khirdalan alone is up to 100,000. Baku, Sumgayit, Ganja,
Mingachevir, Yevlakh, Shaki, Lankaran, Nakhchivan, Shirvan cities together with the surrounding areas
have the potential to create industrial hubs. In some of them, it can be said that industrial hubs have
already been formed, while in others it has just entered its stage of development.

Most of the cooperations located in Baku operate in the oil and gas industry. Production of
machinery and equipment for oil and natural gas production, the activity of Sumgayit Pipe-Rolling Plant,
oil refining, petrochemical, chemical industry facilities, training of qualified staff serve the development
of these areas. However, there are still no enterprises to purchase the final product from oil, and chemical
processing of natural gas is not carried out.

There are close production ties between Baku and Sumgayit. They share the network of all
infrastructure facilities located in Absheron. The high level of enhancement of the network of
infrastructure facilities in the region creates conditions for the development of all areas of production,
there are enough qualified workers, material and technical base and supply are at a high echelon. The
effective territorial organization of the network of service facilities may be included in areas which are
ensuring the development of Absheron.

The activity of light industry has constituted the basis of the formation of the Mingachevir-Yevlakh
industrial junction. In recent times, measures have been taken to form the Mingachevir-Yevlakh industrial
junction. Steps towards the development of cotton growing in the country, the establishment of primary
wool processing centres, the establishment of an Industrial District for the production of light industry
products in Mingachevir can give impetus to the reorganization of the industrial hub on the basis of two
cities [9].

At the same time, large amounts of agricultural products are produced around the cities of
Mingachevir and Shirvan. Based on their use, the organization of enterprises belonging to the agro-
industrial complex (AIC) should be considered important steps. The measures taken are among the
important steps for the reconstruction of the economic structure of cities. The formation of the Shirvan-
Salyan industrial junction dates back to the 1960s when Shirvan was established as a fuel and energy
centre.

During the years of independence, the reconstruction of the industry structure and ensuring the
development of the industry as an industrial hub in the cities of Shirvan and Salyan can be implemented
based on the creation of light industry complex and processing of fruit and vegetable processing
enterprises [16]. In the economic region where cities are located, cotton growing and dry subtropical fruit
growing are the primary areas of specialization, and there are potential opportunities for the creation of
processing complexes for their products. So, the transformation of Shirvan into one of the light industry
centres of the country should be identified as a perspective task [7].

The formation of industrial hubs in the cities of Nakhchivan, Lankaran and Khachmaz are based on
the development of the processing of agricultural products, especially the canning of fruits and
vegetables. The activity of processing establishments in Lankaran and Khachmaz cities have been
restored and expanded. There is a potential economic and technical opportunity for the development of
light industry, especially carpet weaving, strengthening the electricity base for the development of
industry in cities [22]. It is important to organize AIC sites in the mentioned cities for the integrated
development of industry and the formation of an industrial hub on its basis. Establishment of the raw
material base of companies is a necessary factor for the sustainable development of enterprises included
in the industrial hub.

During the years of independence, large production enterprises have been established in the country
within the framework of State Programmes implemented to ensure the socio-economic development of
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the regions. However, the majority of them consist of separate facilities. Hence, in many cases,
companies stop their activity after a short time and they face difficulties in resuming their operations.
Restoration of the complexity of the created an industrial facility is an important factor for their
sustainable operation and expansion. For example to this, although a sugar factory has been established in
Imishli, there is no raw material base, and only a small part of it is produced in the country, moreover,
there are periodic difficulties in the operation of machine-building enterprises established in Shamakhi,
Ganja and Nakhchivan [19].

Taking into account all of these, it is possible to ensure the formation of industrial hubs based on the
establishment of a sugar factory complex in Imishli, viticulture, fruit and vegetable production in Shamkir
and Goychay, and processing of livestock products (meat, milk, wool, leather, etc.) in Agjabadi [6].

Results. The formation of industrial hubs in the country is essential for the efficient territorial
organization of industry and has a special significance in this area, because industrial hubs are formed in
the conditions of its complex development. This, in turn, is accomplishable in the context of the
implementation of important measures for the reconstruction of the economic structure in specific areas,
leading to the creation of a full range of natural resources and processing of agricultural products. The
development of cities that are in the processing of formation and have this potential is an important
measure for the sustainable development of industry in the regions.

SOCIO-GEOGRAPHICAL ESSENCE OF THE MILITARY SPHERE OF UKRAINE

The purpose of the article is to analyze the existing approaches to understanding the terms military sphere,
military-industrial complex, defense-industrial complex, security and defense sector, military sector, determining the
positioning of the military sphere and its position relative to other natural-geographical areas, joints and overlaps,
identification of its functions and problems that interfere with proper functioning. Development of directions and
prospects for the development of the military sphere and the Armed Forces of Ukraine in general.

Method. The research was conducted on the basis of the analysis of available literature sources on this topic
and the application of a spherical approach to the analysis of the positioning of the military sphere and the definition
of its components. The available domestic and foreign literary sources and the ratio of these concepts within this
literature are studied.

Results. Theoretical and methodological problems of comparing concepts related to the military sphere and
their interchangeability and interconnectedness are studied. The scheme of correlation of concepts of military
sphere, defense-industrial complex and military-industrial complex is offered. Based on the spherical approach, we
propose a scheme of the military sphere, which we consider as a sphere formed within the geosphere at the junction
of social and natural spheres, at the intersection of demographic, informational, spiritual, environmental, technical,
economic, political and social spheres. Within each oblast forming the sphere, three main sectors with the greatest
influence on the military sphere are singled out. Six main functions of the sphere are singled out and arranged in
order of importance on the basis of the proposed scheme.

Scientific novelty. The need for this study is due to the fact that despite the fact that since 2014 and to date,
fighting has been going on in the east of our country, in many universities the discipline of military geography and
related disciplines is being stolen, the term military sphere has not been proposed. clear positioning of the military
sphere among other social spheres. To date, the functions performed by the military sphere and the factors
contributing to the improvement and development of this sphere have not been determined, which is what led to the
implementation of this study.

Practical meaning. Based on modeling and analysis, the main areas that affect the military sphere as such and
to what extent are identified, the areas of greatest influence and sectors of influence within the regions are identified.
The functions of the military sphere and the main factors influencing its development and transformation are
highlighted, as well as what measures need to be implemented to improve the situation. The results of the research
are developed for planning by the state structures of the program of development of the military sphere and for
teaching the discipline "Military Geography". The geographical features of the military sphere are singled out, to
which the greatest attention should be paid when analyzing the transformation of the military sphere.

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HUMAN DEVELOPMENT INDEX OF UKRAINE: INDICATORS AND RATINGS

The main purpose of the proposed paper is analysis of the current status and general trends of human
development of Ukraine and selected indicators characterizing it.

The methodology of the research draws upon the system-structural analysis and the methods of comparison,
analysis, generalization and synthesis. The descriptive method and the method of scientific systematization were
also used.

Results. The four main components of the human development paradigm according to the 1995 Human
Development Report are described, namely: productivity, equity, sustainability and empowerment. The essence of
key indicators included in the system of measuring and monitoring human development is generalized, namely:
average life expectancy at birth; the level of knowledge, measured by the average number of years spent on adult
education and the expected years of study for first-graders; gross national income per capita in US dollars. The
current state of human development in the world is analyzed, a rating of countries with the highest and lowest
human development index during 1990-2018 is developed and the main causes of disparities in the level of human
development between countries are identified. The countries with the largest increase and decrease in the human
development index during the studied years are selected. The place of Ukraine in regional and global rankings is
described. The dynamics of the human development index of Ukraine and neighboring countries during 1990-2018
is analyzed. The key issues that led to the economic, financial and political crisis and, consequently, the decline of
the human development index in Ukraine since independence, including the global financial crisis of 2008 and the
annexation of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the occupation of the territory of the eastern regions of the
state (Donetsk and Luhansk regions) are highlighted.

The scientific novelty consists in the revelation of the actual features of human potential development and
its individual indicators in Ukraine and in the world. The dynamics and the current state of development of the
components of the human development index of Ukraine are determined. A comparative assessment of the dynamics
of human development of Ukraine and neighboring countries is given.

The practical significance lies in the fact that the main provisions and conclusions of the paper can be used
in further in-depth studies of the problems and prospects of human development in Ukraine.
