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FEATURES OF FORMING A TOURIST DESTINATION AS AN ELEMENT OF A SMART CITY

Purpose. Consider the problems of a tourist destination on the example of a capital city with an emphasis
on the structure, mechanism, basic elements and stages of high-quality tourist services, in the context of the
formation of the destination "Kiev" as an element of a modern smart city.

Methodology. Analytical, statistical, graphic, systemic and comparative geographical methods were used.

Approbation. The main conceptual issues of the formation of tourist destinations and the problems of their
accompanying components were studied by domestic scientists(M. Boyko, Y. Zabaldina, A. Mazaraki, S.
Melnichenko, I. Smirnov, T. Tkachenko and others) and were tested in the previous works of the authors of this
article.

Scientific novelty. The communication relationship of tourism service providers with their consumers is
dictated by the availability of modern technologies, approaches and methods of forming tourist destinations as
components of the smart tourism model. Today, the available theoretical, methodological and practical studies of
smart tourism and smart destinations are controversial, given the fact that the scientific literature has not yet formed
clearly theoretical constructions that would make it possible to formulate the main components of relationships in a
smart destination. In this article, the authors have proposed an algorithm for the formation and development of the
capital's smart city, using the example of the Kiev destination.

Practical significance. The article raises controversial issues related to the realities of modern life of people
in the framework of innovative approaches to the activities of the tourism sector in Ukraine, with its problems,
challenges and practical solutions. The publication materials can be used in the educational process in higher
educational institutions that train specialists for the Ukrainian tourism industry, the practical activities of travel
operators and agencies, in the process of work of departments and professional institutions, relate to the tourism
system of providing services or the processes of studying the issues of the introduction of innovative technologies
into the tourism sector of Ukraine.

The aim of this paper consists in the study of trends in the development of cultural tourism of the post-
industrial era.

Research methodology. The author applies historical, bibliographic and analytical methods.

Results. Art is an extremely important component of the tourism product, and cultural tourism is based on
experience, according to which tourists become involved in the creative process, stimulating the activities presented
to them. Tourism can qualitatively improve the processes of organizing and conducting games, festivals,
competitions, exhibitions, giving those aesthetics and making them in the historic chronicle of the city. Festivals and
holiday events play an important role in the development of cultural tourism. They are more accessible to the mass
spectator because they are held in open venues, offer choices and are perceived as a lively and genuine holiday,
inspiring their own self-improvement.

Novelty. The author gives a rationale for the appropriateness and application of the new concept of cultural
tourism, with the creation of even more specialized forms of tourism, one of which, namely, creative tourism.

The practical significance. The study of issues within the framework of cultural tourism requires the use of
an interdisciplinary approach, which acquires its clear features when choosing a subject of study. The interaction of
culture and tourism, the cultural trajectories of modern tourism serve as a structure for analyzing the construction of
identity and multiculturalism. Socio-cultural practices of modern tourism, developing in the context of global
processes, have provided opportunities to systematically analyze and identify ways of positive practical
implementation of its explicit and implicit opportunities. The material culture of the industrial age in the conditions
of rapid development of the information society is considered as a historical resource that needed to be preserved
and reused, and as a new direction of development of the tourism industry.

Cultural tourism has become the main segment in most tourist destinations, but recently the focus has
shifted from a purely quantitative increase in demand for the consumption of cultural and attractions to qualitative
changes in the nature of this demand, which is based on the inherent desire to see and know parts of the world. In
the modern literature on culture emphasizes its material component (buildings, structures, artifacts, works of art,
etc.) and its elusive part (traditions, norms of behavior, beliefs, ideas, symbols, language, etc.). In this regard, for
anyone, cultural tourism is not just an opportunity to get acquainted with some object of culture, but also to
understand its interpretation, to learn new meanings through the environment, to assess the context (feel the
atmosphere of the place), in other words, learn about the culture of the place and its inhabitants.

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METHODOLOGY OF CONDUCTING RECREATIONAL ZONING AND OPPORTUNITIES FOR ITS
APPLICATION IN AZERBAIJAN

Aim: The main aim of the article to analyze the principles and methodology of recreational zoning, the
related theories, as well as the factors, which must be successively considered in this process.

The methodological basis of the article is the theoretical provisions set forth in the works of Azerbaijani
and foreign scholars in defining theoretical and methodological peculiarities of the state programs, international
experience in the organization of Recreation Zones.

Results: The carried work also demonstrates the feasibility of the conduction of recreational zoning in
Azerbaijan, with distinguishing sub-regions within the boundaries of touristic-recreational region of Gusar. The
tourism- recreation zone of Gusar specifically predicts the main directions of development of the microdistrict by
type of tourism. In accordance to the selection of areas for the Gusar tourism-recreation zone are taken into account
the potential for the development of various types of tourism, as well as the suitability for the joint organization of
many services. From this point of view, in the formation of recreational tourism zones graphic of dependence is
considered the basis for the development of areas. The article shows that the advantages of applying this dependence
graphic is suitable for the Gusar recreation and tourism zone. At the same time, the separation of Chilagir-Urva-
Khuray, Anig-Laza, Hazra-Sudur micro-recreation regions in the Gusar recreation-tourism zone is due to the
existence of similar natural-geographical conditions and conditions for the organization of different types of
tourism. The structure of employment is dominated by agriculture and, in part, by tourism. Potato-growing and
livestock are the main agricultural sectors.

Scientific novelty: The practical significance of the article is the selection of areas suitable for tourism
development in the Gusar Tourism and Recreation Zone, and the forecasting of tourism development trends, taking
into account the ecological balance.

Relevance of the topic. Touristic-recreational zoning, i.e. division of a certain territory into
recreational sub-regions depends on the geographical conditions and land use capacity of a territory as
well as on available resources of tourism importance. Zoning of touristic resources is conducted
depending on the sub-sectors of tourism, quantitative parameters of those resources and also the duration
of their use. Zoning of touristic resources, unlike other economic, physical and recreational zoning, can be
conducted not based on a single component but on the basis of all natural, anthropogenic and socio-
economic resources.

Zoning, in general, is a scientific-methodological process that takes into account natural,
geomorphological, socio-economic and other factors, whereas recreational zoning is a division of a
territory into micro-regions with a comprehensive consideration of all components favoring tourism.
Recreational regions can be distinguished as macro-regions, meso-regions and micro-regions. There is
also a definition of ‘specialized recreational region” which is associated with certain types of recreational
resources and compliant to the prevailing tourism industry [8]

The methodological basis of the article is the theoretical provisions set forth in the works of
Azerbaijani and foreign scholars in defining theoretical and methodological peculiarities of the state
programs, international experience in the organization of Recreation Zones.

Scientific novelty:
- Assessment and determination of profitability of tourism resources in Gusar Recreation Zone;
- Application of international experience in the formation of tourism industry in the recreation zone.
- Separation of microdistricts in the recreation zone.

The practical significance of the article is the selection of areas suitable for tourism development
in the Gusar Tourism and Recreation Zone, and the forecasting of tourism development trends, taking
into account the ecological balance.

Methodology. In European countries, a touristic area is a territory with rich natural and cultural
resources. In such a territory, among various sectors of the economy, tourism is recognized as a priority
industry, which involves the major part of investments. Distinguishing of touristic regions and smaller
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subregions is very important in terms of the perspective development of tourism. Identification of
touristic regions considers the four basic elements in particular: natural resources, cultural resources,
tourism infrastructure and general infrastructure.

D.V.Nikolaenko believes that recreational zoning must be conducted with taking into account the
attractiveness of all natural and man-made resources. In his opinion, zoning of the territory must be
carried out based on learning the territory from view of all economic entities. As he notes, it is necessary
to consider the compatibility of using natural and cultural resources and studying of economic
opportunities [10]

V. A.Kvartalnov notes that although the formation of the recreational area is associated with
resources of tourism, factors such as geographical location, feasibility of using resources, specialization
of tourism facilities, and compatibility of various services must be taken into account. Based on this, he
considers it necessary towards the recreational zoning to assess all natural and economic factors
simultaneously. The author proposes to create a recreation zone, micro-regions, resort- and tourist centers,
and cultural and educational areas [9]

According to 1.B.Zorin, the key role in conducting of recreational zoning is played by the use of
the advantages of the ecological environment, formed on the basis of the available natural resources of
tourism. The formation of recreational areas is variable, since it depends on the qualitative properties of
the territory, directly related to the joint use of various resources [9] The economic efficiency of
recreational areas depends on the development of infrastructure and investment policies, whereas the
management efficiency is determined by the potential of the recreational area in terms of attracting
tourists.

A. Aleksandrov notes that when conducting recreational zoning, the borders of the considered
territories must be determined with complexly taking into account natural, environmental and economic
factors. The author ranks recreational areas according to a point system while considering the interaction
of landscape factors. Aleksandrov offers to assess the possibilities of recreational land use along with the
degree of available infrastructure and also resources in compliance with the criteria of a five-point scale

[6]

Preobrazhensky suggests that the formation of recreational areas is directly related to the natural
resources of tourism. As he states, distinguishing small neighborhoods within a recreational area is mostly
associated with seasonal and climatic factors. Studying traditional recreational regions requires a common
geographical approach that is in relationship with natural and anthropogenic tourism potential of a region
[9] The author notes that this conditionality is determined by the ability to use available resources as well
as the funding capacity, since the development of recreational areas is aimed at the rational use of tourism
potential and is based on the economic efficiency of the use of resources.

Mironenko notes that conducting of recreational zoning requires an approach in terms of
organizing tourism and attracting tourists based on the use of available resources. Regarding the
definition of regionalization criteria, the author gives particular importance to the defining of specialized
tourist zones or territories, with pointing out the key role of geographical and economic factors. He states
the importance of the profitability of the specialization of recreational meso- and micro-regions within a
large recreational zone [9] A big role in attracting tourists is played by the formation and certification of
tour products in the territory of recreational areas.

Yu.A.Vedenin notes that when allocating recreational areas, the attractiveness of natural
resources, the presence of cultural landscapes, etc. must be considered. As he thinks, the formation of
recreational areas is determined primarily depending on the use of various types of landscapes, their
diversity and the peculiarity of their aesthetic attractiveness. Following these characteristics economic
factors are remarkable which depend on the "capital intensity of the landscape.” The scientist also points
out the importance of using landscape diversity in the formation of recreational areas [7]

In general, the followings serve as the basis for recreational zoning:

1. Grouping by the functions of the use of tourist resources. It determines the purpose and
possibilities of management and use of resources.

2. Determining the level of development of territories where tourism resources are present. Along
with this, highly developed, moderately developed and underdeveloped regions are distinguished, within
which, zoning is conducted at the micro-level. Such zoning may be characterized as the purpose of
tourism.

3. The relationship between the recreational area and the environment beside with measures on
environmental protection. When zoning by this characteristic, the cleanliness of the environment, the
integrity of the natural components of the recreational region must be taken into account. Such zoning are
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typically conducted with regard to national parks and areas with exotic landscapes.

4. Zoning by the territories with a high prospective development potential. It includes the zoning
of areas that are poorly used in tourism, as well as those areas whose involvement in tourism seems
impossible. Such territories are called reserve zones.

Among the landscape factors, taken into account in recreational zoning, the main focus is given on the
followings [10]

- landscape exoticism and its attractiveness in terms of tourism;

- the importance of landscape diversity in tourism;

- determination of the limits of human impact on landscapes;

- the attractive role of the individual components of the landscape in tourism,;

- landscape monuments and the possibilities of their use;

- considering of the role of landscapes when establishing tourist routes in recreational areas;

- land use possibilities.

Consideration of climatic factors means taking into account comfort data, seasonality,
microclimatic conditions, etc. Some experts who states the role of landscape and climate factors, consider
the attractive role of the latter as most crucial. As they think, climatic factors play the most important role
in the formation of recreational areas and identifying subareas of recreational significance in their
boundaries. Study of the climatic parameters of recreational areas makes necessary a common approach,
though however, when defining recreational micro-regions within them, all climate elements
(temperature, humidity, wind, etc.) are studied and taken into account separately.

When recreationally zoning, the anthropogenic factors, along with their attractiveness, are
evaluated also by the using potential, favorability in terms of development of cultural and educational
tourism, and the possibilities of jointly using various tourism resources. In this zoning, all material,
spiritual, ethnographic and other monuments associated with cultural heritage are considered as the main
factors [4] Zoning by the peculiarities of cultural heritage and ethnographic features envisages the
possibility of using tourist centers and micro-regions in the tourism industry. In recreational zoning, these
components are not considered separately. A tourist center is formed under the condition that certain
tourism resources are used jointly [12]. One of the main indicators of the touristic-recreational region is
the grouping of resources with the purpose of developing tourism industry and provide services to
consumers. [4] Specialization in tourism resources is associated with the creation of centers for various
purposes, and the development of resort tourism.  Tourism resources may also be subject to
regionalization in terms of economic and social factors. Economic zoning of tourism resources focuses on
engineering and technological features of using available resources, as well as the level of development of
the existing infrastructure. [5] Zoning of recreational areas is carried out in 4 stages.

The first stage consists of collecting data on a region and assessing its resources. At this stage, the
recreational potential, employment of the population, features of the development of services and
environmental impacts are studied. This stage includes also determining the contribution of resources to
ensuring the economic efficiency of tourism based on the use of recreational resources in combination
with other sectors of the economy. In Slovenia, when identifying the recreation areas, the joint use of
leisure economic entities is practiced to effectively regulate the development of tourism. Moreover, this
stage includes the study of development of new skills in tourism, which allows provide employment after
the creation of a new tourist zone. The goal is to achieve the development of new services without
changing the environment and existing economic sectors. [14]

The second stage concerns the direction of development. It includes the creation of
accommodation facilities, the provision of new facilities for the use of tourists and the development of
additional tourism services. This stage is characterized by a massive flow of tourists to a region, and
subsequently by intensive development of that territory. Recreational areas in which the tourism industry
is developing cover the coast and areas of mass tourism.

The third stage reflects the potential of a recreational region and sub-sectors of the developing
tourism industry. It takes into account the territorial potential, recreational load, environmental protection,
environmental impact, resettlement, level of tourism development, population number and growth of
arrivals of tourists. [13] An analysis of these factors is carried out to determine the interrelationship
between the development of tourism and the environment, population and employment, etc.

At the fourth stage an integrated approach prevails with regard to the formation of a territory as a
recreational area. The subject of study at this stage is a change in the above factors according to the
criteria of the formation of a recreational area in a selected territory. [11]

Based on the above factors, the definition of “landscape and climatic resort regions” has been
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formed in the recreational zoning of Azerbaijan, and the concept of “tourist centers” has been formed
which focuses on economic factors. Specialists in the field of geography (A.Eyyubov, B.Budagov,
A.Salmanov, H.Soltanova, V.Dargahov) has studied various aspects of recreational zoning. Currently,
comprehensive works are underway in the country to identify recreational areas and their specialization.
The development of tourism destinations and the identification of attractive tourist sites are planned as
well [3] The issue of recreational zoning in the country has not been fully resolved. At the level of
administrative districts and territorial units, measures are being taken to sustainably manage the
development of different subsectors of tourism and their infrastructure, efficiently use the tourism
resources, reduce seasonality, and effectively support local governance. In 2008, in accordance with the
decree of President I.Aliyev on the creation of recreational areas, the Caspian sections of the Gusar,
Guba, Khizi and Khachmaz administrative regions were selected by the expert commission to create
touristic-recreational regions [2] With the same purpose, the territories of the Lankaran, Masalli and Lerik
regions, located in the south of the country, as well as the Goygol, Goranboy, Gadabay and Tovuz regions
in the west were chosen, too. Despite conducting of appropriate assessments in the above mentioned
administrative regions, the works on the creation of tourist and recreational areas have not yet been
completed. In the strategic roadmap on the development of the tourism industry, special attention is paid
to the establishment of touristic-recreational zones. The State Tourism Agency has proposed the
establishment of management centers in destinations attractive for tourism. Currently, such centers have
been established in the Guba, Ismayilli, Sheki, Shamakhi administrative districts and Aran economic
region. The State Tourism Agency has a department on managing regional destinations.

In accordance with the decree of the President of Azerbaijan, a special mechanism has been
created to encourage investing in order to support the creation of new enterprises by the government,
develop touristic-recreation zones, and strengthen industrial production. The document on investment
promotion makes it possible to benefit discounts provided by the Tax Code and the Law of the Republic
of Azerbaijan “On Customs Tariff”. The Investment Promotion Document provides funds on a
preferential basis for 7 years, which exempts from 50% of income tax, as well as from property and land
tax, and customs duties levied for the import of equipment and VAT. This serves as an additional
incentive for entrepreneurs interested in creating the appropriate infrastructure in the Zones of Tourism
and Recreation [1]. In the touristic-recreational zone of the Gusar district, there are opportunities to
create recreational micro-regions, fitting with local natural and economic conditions. Expert studies show
that in the natural territorial complexes of the relief, small recreation regions consisting of smaller
recreation districts can be contoured. Concerning the Gusar touristic-recreational zone, here micro-
regions of Chilagir-Urva-Khuray, Anig-Laza and Hazra-Sudur can be distinguished due to availability of
unique landscape and environmental conditions, as well as the diversity of agricultural sectors and the
specialization in tourism.
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The villages of Chilagir-Urva-Khuray of the Gusar district are located in the territory between the
Great Suval Range and the Shahdag National Park. This territory, as well as the right and left banks of the
Gusarcay River, can be designed as a separate recreational micro-region. It has a moderately warm
climate with an even seasonal distribution of rainfall, as well as a forest landscape. The structure of
employment is dominated by agriculture and, in part, by tourism. Potato-growing and livestock are the
main agricultural sectors. Over the past five years, recreation centers have been built in the villages of
Chilagir and Khuray, as well as on the right and left banks of Gusarchay. In the summer months,
guesthouses are widely rented here, as the natural conditions of those areas are favorable for the
development of rural tourism.

The recreation region of Anig-Laza covers mainly the mountain area, which is a part of the
Shahdag National Park. The climate here is cold. The micro-region has a mountain meadow landscape.
The local communities are engaged mainly in sheep breeding and potato growing. In recent years, thanks
to the development of tourism, rental of rural houses has increased. The construction of new processing
enterprises in the Shahdag center of winter and summer tourism will accelerate the development of this
area.

The Hazra-Sudur recreation area (micro-region) has a moderately warm and cool climate. Its
territory has a forest- and mountain meadow landscape. The population here is engaged mainly in
gardening and horticulture (in the foothills), as well as sheep breeding (in mountainous areas). In terms of
tourism, the territory is very poorly developed. Recreation facilities are not established. There are several
catering facilities that serve guests and partially render overnight services. The micro-region has
favorable conditions for the development of natural and ecological tourism.

Conclusions of this study can be formulated as follows:

- Recreation zoning must take into account natural, human, socio-economic factors, which is
related mainly to land use and application of economic activity.

- Formation of the recreation regions is composed of four stages, including the identification and
evaluation of tourism resources, development directions, opportunities for creation of key tourism clusters
and the distinguishing of micro-regions.

- Though recreational zoning in Azerbaijan are conducted with consideration of the influencing
natural and economic factors, specialized touristic-recreational regions are not formed in the country,
since the mentioned zoning lacks the step-by-step approach. This factor hinders conducting of
specialization when creating recreational areas correspondingly to the demand available in the
Azerbaijan's tourism sector.

- Tourism in the Gusar region is taken into account by the allocation of micro-districts in the
recreational district, taking into account the possibilities for mastering tourism.

- Dividing the touristic-recreational region into micro-regions within boundaries of the territory of
Gusar district is to be conducted with taking into account land use possibilities in terms of tourism, which
must contribute to the development of this territory.
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ASSESSING THE ATTRACTIVENESS AND ABILITY OF THE COMPETITIVESS OF MEDICAL
TOURISM DESTINATIONS IN AZERBAIJAN (ON THE EXAMPLE OF NAFTALAN)

Purpose: The main goal of the article is to identify the prospects for the improvement of health tourism,
which is a priority field of tourism in Azerbaijan, and the application of unique treatment opportunities in Naftalan.

The main methodological basis of the article is the existing theories and new approaches in health tourism.
Health is a theoretical-methodology from tourism to medical, spa-health, thermal and third age group, as an
alternative service area for disabled people . In addition, the TDRC model was studied in assessing the
competitiveness of the destination in terms of economic, social and physical benefits.

Result: The socio-economic efects of the improvement of Naftalan treatment and health destination, the
role of organisation of employment of the population, the conducting the international certification to boost the
attractiveness were mentioned. The marketing strategy of the destination was analyzed, the directions of social
media marketing were indicated, the arrangement of manufacture and sale of cosmetic products belonging to the
Naftalan brand were investigated. At the same time, the preparation, marketing and sales opportunities of short,
medium and long-term packages belonging to the Naftalan destination were analyzed.

In order to increase the competitiveness of Naftalan as a health tourism destination, it is essential to gain
international certificates, the city should be a member of the International SPA and the European Association of
Thermal Cities.

Scientific innovation: For the first time, the article evaluates the competitiveness of Naftalan, the
international certification of medical services, and analyzes the main attractive advantages. At the same time, the
preparation of short, medium and long-term tourism packages, the organization of leisure services are among the
scientific innovations of the article.

Relevance. The concepts of health, wellness and medical tourism are used as the same meaning in
many cases. Health tourism refers to travelling from one residence to another for the purpose of
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providing medical services relating with various tourist (entertainment) services, as well as the utilisation
of health services offered to improve a person's physical and mental condition. In the scientific literature,
medical and wellness tourism are considered as subcategories of the health tourism [3].

The development of the medical tourism is one of the main priorities among the types of tourism
for our country. Adoption of the Law of the Republic of Azerbaijan "On natural treatment resources,
health resorts" and "State Program for the Development of Resorts in the Republic of Azerbaijan for
2009-2018", "Specialized Tourism Strategy in the Republic of Azerbaijan , Roadmap for the
Development of Tourist Industry” highlights the relevance of this area [1].

The requirement for the health tourism is formed by domestic and foreign tourists. According to
the given information by the State Statistics Committee, 2.8 million foreign visitors visited Azerbaijan in
2018. 2.6 million of the 2.8 million foreign visitors visited country like tourists. 63.1 thousand of them
(2.42%) come to the country for health tourism [2].

The majority of users of the health tourism facilities are domestic tourists. Domestic tourists are
mainly employees of budget-funded organizations. They come to sanatoriums mainly on the basis of
referrals provided by the Confederation of Trade Unions. Thus, many sectoral trade unions united in the
Trade Union Confederation receive a certain quota of tourist journeys to health facilities. Then, through
the trade union representative in the enterprises they cooperate with, they provide referrals to the
employees of the enterprises. The number of citizens of the country using health tourism products is more
than 200,000, the main part of which consists of patients who come to medical institutions individually
[10].

Metodology. There is not a universally agreed and globally defined definition or a model that
fully explains the competitiveness of the tourism destinations. Some researchers, such as Artal and
Kozak, Iniesta-Bonillo, Sanchez-Fernandez and Jimenez Castillo, rely on the indicators of the
sustainability for explaining the competitiveness of the tourism destination. Other researchers base on
other indicators, such as customer’s expectations, tourists’ desires , their satisfaction and motivation,
attractiveness of the place (encouraging and provocative factors), reputation of the city and dependence
on it, the level of smart management in the city, investment in technology, the creation of the value and
potential of the requirement [7].

Therefore, it is admitted that the “competitiveness” of any destination for research is a
“multifaceted concept of area that requires advantage in various aspects”. In this context, the destination
is considered competitive, if it attracts potential tourists and provides their satisfaction. Such kind of
sustainability of the competition is determined by both the specific factors in tourism and the impact on
service providers in the tourism sector. According to Richie and Crouch, the competitiveness of a
destination depends on the following factors [10]:

- The opportunities for increasing the revenues of the tourism;

- The opportunities for regular tourist reception of the tourists;

- Providing the entertainment and experience / adventure;

- Ensuring the profitability;

- Ensuring a good living standard for the local residents;

- Protection of the natural environment;

The concept of competitiveness is perceived by people variously: if a person evaluates the
tourism perspective of the destination (attractiveness), another person evaluates the perspective of that
area as a destination (competitiveness). The dual analysis of these a couple of the concepts provides a
unified approach to the development of the Competitiveness and Attractiveness (CATD ) level of
Tourism Destination. The CATD is defined as “the ability of any destination to provide social, physical
and economic benefits to the local inhabitants, at the same the ability of providing satisfactory experience
for the tourist”. The CATD model demonstrates that supply factors according to the destination and
tourist demand factors contribute to the creation of a thriving tourism environment and can be used
satisfactorily level [8].

The relevant research in the field depicts that there is a direct link between the development of
tourism in the region and the living standards of the local inhabitants. Every society faces with the
question of how to ensure the best well-being and standard of living of its citizens. The development of
tourism triggers the development of the society. If it is regulated properly, tourism could alter an
important mechanism for achieving more social goals. From the point of view of sustainability, it seems
that the development of tourism within the possible capabilities of ancillary ecosystems can have a
positive impact on the living standards of the residents of the destination.

Discussion. As an object of the research the development strategy of Naftalan medical-health
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tourism is taken mainly. This study examines the impact of destination on the development of tourism
and people's living standards in the following areas [2]:

- Development of the infrastructure

- Economical and social benefits

- Protection of nature, culture and heritage

- Medical-health and safety issues

- Hospitality

- General social responsibility

Development of the infrastructure. The population of Naftalan city is more than 15000, and their
main occupation is treatment and health care. The
sub-infrastructure of the city is relatively affordable. There are a centralized sewage system, permanent
water and electricity supply, and road infrastructure in the city. The length of the roads in Naftalan is 12,5
km, and the main parts of which consists of 3 rd grade asphalt. The 18 km long highway to the Baku-
Ganja highway in Naftalan has been overhauled. New asphalt pavements were laid on the streets and
roads of the city, modern light poles were installed to illuminate the roads and streets. The city's
centralized supply system also creates favorable conditions for infrastructure. A post office and a
telecommunication center are run in Naftalan, which belongs to the sub-infrastructure.

Economic and social benefits. The development of medical and health tourism in the city of
Naftalan has allowed boosting employment and the establishment of new income areas. There are 5,9
thousand economically active people in the city, that about 40% employee in sanatoriums and resorts.
Totally, 446 economically active people were provided with permanent jobs in medical centers located in
the city. During the season, the number of people employed under the contract is 764 people, and those
who directly use the resort services are 832 people[2].

Local people are generally in the service section in the main health resorts , the sanatoriums
operating in the city of Naftalan are one of the leading operating health resorts in the country. The number
of resorts in Naftalan reaches 11, with a total number of rooms is about 2,000. Sanatoriums operating in
Naftalan have a higher level of service potential at the international level. Oil treatments with the
miraculous Naftalan oil are used for treating more than 20 diseases. Currently, “Chinar” , “Gashalti” ,
“Karabakh”, “Naftalan”, “Mocuzeli Naftalan” ( Miraculous Naftalan) , “Sehirli Naftalan”( Magical
Naftalan), “Kapaz” and other resort centers offer modern services in Naftalan.

It is also planned to build several health centers in Naftalan in a future perspective. An analysis
of the dynamics of users of treatment centers in Naftalan shows that the number of both local and foreign
tourists has increased. Taking this into account, the suggestion of the new services in Naftalan resorts
permits to maintain the dynamics of visiting tourists. Tourism prevails main occupation field in the
employment of the population of Naftalan[3].

The arranging of additional services to grow the ability of international competitiveness of
Naftalan sanatoriums, the launching of the new resort destinations, the organization of marketing and
advertising might allow to attract massive tourist flows. By studying the international experience here,
developing the range of resort products, planning tours at different periods and improving transportation
opportunities could increase its competitiveness.

The dynamics of users of Naftalan resorts shows that their number has increased in recent years.
The fact that the number of overnight stays exceeds 70,000 and the average annual growth rate reaches
15-17% is thank to the improvement in the level of provided services. Boosting number of foreign
tourists visiting the resorts of Naftalan has also ensured this dynamic. Thus, while the number of
overnight stays by foreign tourists was 890 in 2010, however this figure was more than 31,000 in 2015
and more than 50,000 in 2018 [2].

Generally, the analysis of sanatorium-resort tourism in the country depicts that, it possesses rich
balneological resources and contemporary infrastructure areas for its development. The choice of resort-
medical tourism as a priority in the country has been reflected in the improvement in preferential
investments in this area over the past seven years; thanks to this modern medical facilities have been
constructed and put into operation. Restoration of the old sanatoriums and provision of modern
equipment is also a manifestation of this development.

For the development of a creative strategy in the medical tourism in the country is possible by
studying the international experience and its implementation after ensuring the above-mentioned
sequence of opportunities. In this regard, the development of the Naftalan brand can be considered more
creative, as it covers the above mentioned stages. Here it is important to take measures to ensure better
and professional performance of the resort destination. Branding allows the customer to get more detailed
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information about the product. At the same time, it leads to the formation of a unified image at the global
or a local level, as well as permits to overcome the crises with the minimal damage[12].

- The media strategy of products in Naftalan resorts is accompanied by both info tours and online
advertising. It would be effective to establish a centre for communicating to the target groups of the
Naftalan resorts, to prepare a financial plan and determine a budget. This center would serve to form an
effective and efficient media support for Naftalan resort products, implementing of ideas, the
development of the format of advertising messages for ensuring the advantages. The right media policy
would create better conditions for the brand to advance in the market here.

- The promotion of the brand and its monitoring. The final direction of the formation of the Naftalan
brand may be its promotion and assessing it based on the monitoring of the results. The visual
presentation of the brand, the usage of comparative opportunities in the organization of advertising the
products and their monitoring, the analysis of the current situation is essential. Although the effectiveness
of advertising in the branding of Naftalan resort products is high in recent years, there are problems in its
implementation and online advertising. The discrepancies in the pricing policies of various booking
companies and travel agencies are due to the lack of effective advertising.

-Production of cosmetic products based on Naftalan healing oil. For this goal, it is necessary to study
the composition of new make-up products using therapeutic oil and identify opportunities for their
application in treatment and cosmetic services. It should be noted that the utilization of cosmetic products
in the SPA services used in medical tourism is also possible, which may lead to an increase in the export
potential of these commaodities and could cause their implementation in other health care facilities. Thus,
the healing oil of Naftalan is currently widely used in the resorts of European countries, for example, the
resorts of the Czech Republic and Croatia could be noted particularly[9].

-Branding of the cosmetics, medicines and other products based on Naftalan oil. It would be
expedient to organize the packaging and marketing of Naftalan oil goods and determine their sales
channels. Ensuring that European organizations obtain a certificate from the international institutions
confirming the therapeutic value of Naftalan oil for the approval of standards and therapeutic properties
of these products, in particular, will promote its branding.

- Promoting the utilization of Naftalan therapeutic products in Azerbaijan and international health
centres can stimulate its production. It might support the application of these products in SPA centers.
Organizing info and formulas from Baku to Naftalan can play an important role in its PR and advertising.

The result. According to the result of our study, the following results were gained:
- In order getting an international certificate International SPA Associations have been able to
boost the attractiveness of the oil of Naftalan as natural healing resource for tourists from Europe and
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other countries in the region. Obtaining an international certificate for the oil of Naftalan could play an
important role in its advertising and attracting foreign tourists, trigger to the manufacture of the medical
cosmetics as well .

- It would be more effective to study the international experience to ensure the improvement of
international resort and health tourism in Naftalan city, to form new service areas aiming at developing its
competitiveness, to offer package health tours for citizens of target countries.

-Considering countries like Georgia, the Russian Federation, the Ukraine, which offer spa treatment
services traditionally and expertise in the resort tourism field, they possess a traditional customer base, all
these factors rise the competitive environment in the region. From this perspective , it might be noted that
the rising of SMM services, the promotion of resort products as a package form can be more effective in
the development of the new Naftalan resort destinations in our country.

- The formation, marketing and sale of short, medium and long-term package tours as one of the
directions of improving medical services in the Naftalan resort destination would allow attracting

international tourist flows.

THE ORIGIN AND DEVELOPMENT OF SPORT TOURISM MOVEMENT IN WESTERN UKRAINE
(THE MIDDLE OF THE XIX — THE MIDDLE OF THE XX CENTURY)

The purpose of the article is to clarify the process of emergence of sports tourism in Western Ukraine and
to study the factors that positively influenced on this process.

Methods. The investigation based on the use of general scientific and special research methods. General
scientific methods include descriptive method, method of analysis and synthesis, generalization and abstraction,
comparison and analogy.

Results. It was found that the development of tourism was associated with the natural interest of society,
which intensified ethnographic and cultural research. In the process of their implementation, new routes were laid,
knowledge about the geography of the region was deepened, and the tourist infrastructure was formed. Physical
preparation for the hikes took the form of scouting, which included the formation of skills of survival in natural
conditions, the ability to navigate the terrain, set up a tent, light a fire, cook, and so on. The form of such training
proposed by the British officer quickly gained popularity throughout the world and in particular in Western Ukraine.
Gradually, sport tourism is becoming widespread. Overcoming financial, material and political difficulties, sports,
local history and tourist societies during their existence have worked out numerous forms and methods of
popularization and propaganda of Ukrainian history, sports, nature and culture using means of tourist and local
history activities. Their work experience convincingly indicates the need for coordination of the activities of
individual fans of tourism and travel, the concentration of efforts aimed at studying the recreational and cognitive
potential of the native land. The activity of tourist and local lore societies and clubs has practically proved that one
of the main factors of youth education is knowledge of one's own history and preservation of the nature of the native
land, combination of physical development with patriotic and ecological education.

The scientific novelty is that the factors of sports tourism development in the western region of Ukraine
were clarified. The relationship between local history movement and sports tourism was determined. The some facts
from the history of the local lore movement were indicated. The events testifying to the development of scouting in
the western Ukrainian lands were revealed. The pan-European context of the process of sports tourism development
and local lore movement was determined.

The practical significance lies in the promotion of sports tourism as a form of relaxation and recreation,
exposing the potential of scouting for sports training and patriotic education of youth, updating old and developing
new tourist routes based on the experience of past tourist clubs.

Introduction. Tourism occupies a significant place in the life of society and in our time is a mass
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phenomenon. Active leisure and traveling are one of the most important needs of a modern person. The
rapid growth in the proportion of the urban population and urbanization processes increase the need for
outdoor activities, in variable conditions to relieve stressful overloads.

Sport tourism as an integral component of the national system of physical culture and sport — is
aimed at improving health, developing physical, moral-volitional and intellectual abilities of a person by
involving in participation in sport trips of different complexity and competitions in sport tourism.

Sports tourism is an important tool of increasing the social and labor activity of people, satisfying
their moral, esthetic and creative needs, the vital need of communication, it contributes to the formation
of friendly relations between nations and the strengthening of peace. Today it is a powerful industry,
which has its own development laws that require study and professional consideration.

The development of tourism is closely connected with the natural curiosity of a person and his or
her desire to learn more about the world in which he or her lives. Therefore, the emergence of tourism is
inalienable from the local history movement. Hiking requires good athletic training and survival skills in
the natural environment. Therefore, the article investigated the factors and basic facts of the development
of sport tourism, local history movement on the example of a separate territory — Western Ukraine.

Material & methods. The article is prepared on the basement of general scientific and special
research methods. General science tools include a descriptive method, a method of analysis and synthesis,
generalization and abstraction, comparison and analogy. The descriptive method was used for the
sequential presentation of information in order to show the author’s point of view on the subject of
research. The analysis method was used to highlight certain elements from the overall picture that
characterize travel, local history movement, sport tourism. The synthesis method was used to combine
disparate information into a single picture that reflects the subject of research. Methods of comparison
and analogy were used to compare information and construct on this basis a theoretical concept. The
method of generalization was used to formulate certain thoughts, general statements and conclusions.

Results. The initial phase of the development of the history of tourism in Ukraine began in the
XIX century. The period when Western Ukraine was part of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, and Eastern
Ukraine was part of the Russian Empire. Between the First and Second World Wars, Western Ukraine
was divided between Poland (Galicia and Volhynia), Czechoslovakia (Transcarpathia) and Romania
(Bukovina). Therefore, the history of tourism development is closely connected with the history of the
tourist movement of those countries, which included Ukrainian lands at that time.

In the middle of the XIX century a significant part of Europe was occupied by the Austro-
Hungarian Empire, which had well-established economic and cultural ties, a well-developed education
system. At that time, the largest railway network in Europe was built in the empire (including in Galicia).
The increase in comfort, a significant reduction in the time spent on travel activated the wealthy segments
of the population to travel to Europe, Asia and Africa.

In the Western Ukrainian lands that were part of Austria-Hungary, during the XIX century there
was a national-cultural revival, which contributed to the growth of interest of the educated part of the
population to the history of their people, their language and cultural heritage. The most active participants
in the local history movement begin to explore the history and culture of their region, carrying out
ethnographic travels and popularize this movement among the population of the region.

A significant contribution to the development of the local history movement in Galicia was made
by the members of the "Russian Troika": Markin Shashkevich, lvan Vagilevich and Yakov Golovatsky.
Soon, their group gains many supporters, and its founders occupy a prominent place among the regional
historians of Galicia. In the summer of 1834, Y. Golovatsky traveled on foot from Lviv through Nikolaev,
Stryi and other cities of Galicia. His travel notes "Journey through the Galician and Hungarian Russia,
described in letters to a friend in L." becomes a classic example of a description of the journey by the
Ukrainian land, which was one of the first attempts by the Ukrainian to fill the gap in the scientific study
of his native land. I. Vagilevich during his wanderings Galicia collected folklore and ethnographic
materials, visited historical sites, conducted archaeological research. So, in the essay "Verdi in Urichi"
(1843), he describes the unique landscapes of Urich, rocks, mysterious pictograms on them, reflects on
the historical sources of the sights. The research of I. Vagilevich gave him reason to be the first among
the local historians of Galicia to put forward a hypothesis about the defense significance of the Uritsky
rocks [7].

Another well-known popularizer of hiking was the ethnographer Emelyan Partitsky. On the pages
of the newspaper «School Newspaper», he urged the residents of Lviv to study their native land, noted the
need to create places for walking, to lay new routes for recreation.

An outstanding role in the history of Ukrainian tourism belongs to Ivan Franko (1856 — 1916),
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who, being a student of the Drogobych gymnasium, and then a student at Lviv University, traveled the
Carpathian region and the Carpathians. Franco noted the great role of travel in the scientific, educational
and patriotic education of youth. In 1883, he organized the “Ethnographically Statistical Circle for
Studying the Life and Worldview of the People"”, and then — "The Circle for Traveling in Our Land". In
the period 1883 — 1888. With the participation of lvan Franko, six trips were carried out in Western
Ukrainian lands [3; p. 14-15].

Thus, in the development of tourism in the Western Ukrainian lands at that time, the priority was
the direction of the people. Its organizer focused on the cultural component, while the sports component
faded into the background. Over time, when organizing trips, especially when it came to group travel, the
question of household organization, physical preparation of participants, their survival skills in the
environment become priority.

In 1894, the "Sokol" gymnastic society was founded in Lviv, one of the directions of which was
the organization of tourist trips. The main goal of its activity was to attract young people to physical
exercises, various sport games, gymnastics, maintaining a healthy lifestyle and occupations in fire
fighting.

Much attention was paid to cultural and educational activities — to eradicate illiteracy, anti-
alcohol; anti-nicotine propaganda; organization of amateur art groups; lecturing on the history of Ukraine
and the region; conducting thematic evenings, concerts, theater performances, parties, county and
regional holidays with a demonstration of gymnastic exercises, folk dances, choral singing, sport
competitions. In the villages, the branches of this organization had a "fire" character, and in the city —
"gymnastic”. Age, social, national and religious restrictions were not established in the "Sokol". Society
gave beginning to the emergence of tourist groups throughout Austria-Hungary [6].

By the beginning of the twentieth century, there was a significant rise in the tourist and local
history movement in Eastern Galicia. This contributed not only to the collection and publication of
scientific materials, the creation of tourist clubs, but also to the physical education of young people.

A significant event in the development of sports tourism was the emergence of a system of
patriotic education on the basis of tourist practice. In July 1907, Colonel of the British Army Robert
Baden-Powell organized an experimental scout camp near London for twenty boys from different social
strata. In English, the name scouting comes from special military intelligence units. The program of the
first camp for young scouts included conversations about the army, military life, and variety of physical
exercises, games and competitions. A significant place was given to religious education.

Based on the experience gained, Baden-Powell published the book "Scouting for Boys™ in 1908,
which became a reference book for every scout [1]. In 1909, a girls-scout program was developed for
girls.

Scouting, first of all, was formed as an integrated system of education. It provides a non-formal
education program with a focus on practical external activities, in particular camps, forest knowledge,
water sports, hiking, climbing etc. Education there is considered as a process by which everyone can
reveal their natural abilities throughout life [9].

The romance of camp life, paramilitary relay races and trips, the ability to acquire life-saving
skills and abilities always impress children and adolescents. That is why the ideas of scouting began to
spread in the world at that time and are relevant in the XXI century.

In Western Ukraine 1910 in the Stanislavschina created a sports and firefighters society "Sich." In
the activities of society, a significant place was given to hiking. The society organized excursions and
hikes during which young people learned to navigate the terrain on the basis of cartographic schemes, to
make tents, to build tents, to make bonfires.

Soon, the founder of the company K. Trilevsky, after overcoming the obstacles of the Austro-
Polish administration, obtained permission to establish a military formation-society "Ukrainian Sich
Sagittarius". March 18, 1913 the constituent assembly of the military society "Ukrainian Sich Shooters"
was held. Within the Ukrainian Sich Union, the Shooters section was created. Then the Ukrainians began
the organization of the armed forces of the new period and so continued the military traditions of the
Zaporizhzhya Sich, interrupted by its destruction in 1775 by Tsarina Catherine 11. Leader of this society
was Vladimir Staroselsky [4].

In Lviv in 1911, the "Plast" Sports Society appeared. Members of the community during tourist
trips like scouts studied the nature, history and customs of their native land, produced skills in the camp
and in first aid etc. The first circles and societies organized according to the patterns of English scouting
began to appear in Ukraine almost simultaneously in the Russian and Austrian territories (since 1910), but
only in Galicia and in Bukovina, in conditions of constitutional freedoms, the ideas and patterns of
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scouting were able to take shape in the original by name and content, the Ukrainian organization is
"Plast". The founder of the first "Plast” circle and then the organizer of "Plast™ was Tysovsky; at the same
time, the "Plast” departments of Peter Franco and Ivan Chmola were organized. By 1914, boyish and
girlish plast departments existed in Galicia at all Ukrainian and many Polish gymnasiums [8].

In 1923, Professor Drohobych Gymnasium Nikolay Bayrak created and headed the tourist-sports
society "Podgorye". The main direction of sports and tourist life was hiking and the development of
certain sports: football, volleyball, athletics and chess. The Ukrainian Sports Society annually organized
in Drogobych "Ukrainian Athlete's Day", during which competitions in various sports took place. True, in
1932, under the pressure of state programs, the Podgorye football team was forced to join the Polish
Sports Union, which was opposed by the student link of Ukrainian society. Despite the emergence of the
conflict, Ukrainian football players received more serious funding. Such reorganization seriously affected
the development of Ukrainian sports, because the newly formed football team won the champion's place
in the I League. In 1935, the Ukrainian Society carried out a reform of the internal organization,
according to which the Society received a new name "Vatra" [5; p. 320-321].

In 1924, the "Play" — Local Lore and Tourism Society was founded as the central coordinating
body in organizing regional tourism in Galicia. Its founders became famous local historians
Krip'yakevich, B. Janusz, E. Pelensky and Yu. Polyansky. The main objectives of the society were:
supporting local history, promoting and organizing sport tourism, collecting biographical, ethnographic,
anthropological and archaeological materials; publishing of scientific works and guides, the creation of
maps of tourist routes.

"Play" has spent quite a lot of effort and money on the construction of the first Ukrainian tourist
base. In February 1934, the camp was inaugurated in the village of Slavske. In March of the same year,
on the initiative and with the participation of Yaroslav Padokh, sport sections were opened at the branch
of the "Play" in Stryi, and they held winter ski weekly gatherings in Slavsky [2; p. 124-126].

Conclusions. Therefore, sport tourism, which today is a mass phenomenon, arises as a separate
type of tourism in the XIX century. At that time, he was associated with the curiosity of part of society
and his desire to learn more about his history, culture and environment. For these reasons, sport tourism
combined historical, ethnographic intelligence and travel around the native land. Young people who were
involved in sport tourism in the form of scouting, in addition to physical training, received elements of
patriotic education.

Gradually, sport tourism is becoming widespread. Overcoming financial, material and political
difficulties, sports, local history and tourist societies during their existence have worked out numerous
forms and methods of popularization and propaganda of Ukrainian history, sports, nature and culture
using means of tourist and local history activities. Their work experience convincingly indicates the need
for coordination of the activities of individual fans of tourism and travel, the concentration of efforts
aimed at studying the recreational and cognitive potential of the native land. The activity of tourist and
local lore societies and clubs has practically proved that one of the main factors of youth education is
knowledge of one's own history and preservation of the nature of the native land, combination of physical
development with patriotic and ecological education.

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DEVELOPMENT OF TOURIST ORIENTED FARMS OF LVIV REGION

Purpose. Characterize the development trends of the network of tourist-oriented farms which operate
within the Lviv region. Systematize information about their specialization and key areas of work, identify and
describe the main groups of farms in Lviv region in view of the priority of their activities, as well as reveal the
features of the tourist offers for visitors and tourist groups.

Methods. The research used the method of analysis to study the literature and information sources on the
research topic; the method of scientific systematization is applied to the selection of tourist oriented farms of Lviv
region and the characteristic of key areas of their activities; the cartographic method allowed to visualize the
location of the studied farms within the region by forming a map of Lviv region with the indication of settlements
where the tourist-oriented farms operate.

Results. The role, place and significance of tourist-oriented farms for the development of rural tourism are
outlined. The farms of Lviv region that are involved in the tourism sector, focused on the reception of tourists and
presented in the information space are highlighted. The dominant group of tourist-oriented farms in Lviv region is
formed by those farms that are engaged in the cultivation of cows, goats, sheep, specializing in the manufacture and
sale of dairy products, especially various types of cheese. At the same time, a number of cheese factories have been
formed within the region, operating on the basis of purchased raw materials. A separate group includes honey eco-
farms, berry farms, snail farms, ostriches, etc. Systematized data on the specifics, features of the development of the
studied farms are presented in the table, the main products and tourist services they offer on the market of tourist
services are highlighted. A map of Lviv region with a presentation of the geography of location of tourist-oriented
farms within the region are developed.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in the generalization of information about the existing
tourist-oriented farms of Lviv region and the analysis of their offer on the tourist market.

The practical significance lies in the systematization of relevant information about the current state of
development of tourist oriented farms in Lviv region. The obtained scientific results can be used in the process of
forming tours in Lviv region as well as in the educational process in the training of future specialists in the specialty
«Tourism».

The purpose of the study is to identify the features of the impact of networks of educational institutions on
local development through the mechanism of their formation.

Research methodology. The study used general scientific methods, including analysis, scientific synthesis,
analytical method, methods of comparison and generalization. The structure of basic educational institutions as an
element of the social system can be considered in component-functional and territorial-functional aspects.
Accordingly, the need to identify opportunities for network development requires scientific justification, taking into
account the specifics of geographical understanding.

Research results. The article examines the impact of the educational factor through the formation of
educational institutions on local development. The mechanisms of formation of basic educational institutions, which
are one of the elements of the mechanism of reforming the system of general secondary education and streamlining
the school network, rational and efficient use of resources, and designed for equal access of children to the
educational process.

The scientific novelty of the work is the disclosure of the mechanism of formation of directions of local
development of OTG through creation of basic educational institutions. The practical significance of the work is that
the article develops the mechanism of influence of educational institutions on local development, taking into account
territorial differences, opportunities for training competitive workers, creating an effective system of quality
education in basic schools and their branches, improving their funding, involvement and taking into account the
opinion of civil society, taking into account the trends of demographic and migration processes in the region.

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STRATEGIC TASKS OF MONODEVELOPMENT MANAGEMENT OF THE CARPATHIAN REGION
TERRITORIES AND APPROACHES TO THEIR IMPLEMENTATION

The purpose of this research work is to specify the tasks of managing the mono-development of the
Carpathian region and developing approaches to their implementation in the context of the State Strategy for
Regional Development for 2021-2027.

Method. Analytical methods (analysis of strategic tasks in the context of their program goals), comparative-
geographical methods (comparison of strategic tasks given in different legal documents), as well as methods of
generalization and systematization (theoretical generalization of the obtained material) abstract-logical
(generalization and formulation of conclusions) methods were used during the research.

Scientific novelty. The article formulates two groups of strategic tasks in forecasting the future development
of spatial monosystems of the Carpathian region, namely: strategic tasks that will prevent the approach of the
bifurcation boundary in the mono system and strategic objectives that will accelerate the emergence of new systems
the studied spatial system in the previous state. To substantiate the strategic objectives of managing the mono-
development of the Carpathian region and determine approaches to their implementation, examples of strategic
objectives for long-term mono-development of monosystems in which there is no human activity as a component of
the system, or in which any human activity is minimized in the context of State Strategy regional development for
2021-2027. Examples of strategic tasks to ensure the promising mono-development of individual spatial protected
monosystems of the Carpathian region have been given. Strategic tasks for socio-economic growth of socio-
geographical agrarian monosystems of the Carpathian region have been outlined in accordance with our three
groups of strategic tasks of a systemic nature, namely: monosystem-preserving, conditionally monosystem-
preserving, diversification-innovation strategic tasks. It had been determined that the strategic objectives of long-
term development of specific monosystems of a hierarchical level, selected by a specific monosystem attribute,
should be defined and outlined taking into account the focus on strategic goals of their socio-geographical
development, i.e to achieve desired results in socio-geographical relief spatial functioning of these systems.

Practical meaning. The results of this study contribute to a deeper socio-geographical understanding of the
strategic objectives of the management of mono-development of the Carpathian region and approaches to their
implementation. They can be used by public administration and local government to improve existing and in the
formation of new regional targeted and comprehensive development programs of the Carpathian region in the near
future.

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GEOGRAPHICAL COMPONENT OF RETROSPECTIVES OF DEVELOPMENT OF THE TERRITORY
OF IVANYCHI DISTRICT OF VOLYN REGION

Aim. The aim of the study is to analyze the retrospective of the development of Ivanychi district as a
significant factor influencing the state of the environment.

Method. The scientific work used such methods of geographical research as: historical, comparative-
geographical, cartographic, mathematical, observation, generalization, analysis and synthesis. Using the statistical
method, the indicators of different development of the territory of lIvanychi district by types of nature management
are calculated. The method of geoinformation modeling allowed to build maps of grouping of settlements of the
district according to historical mentions and significance in the settlement retrospective.

Results. An ecological and geographical assessment of the historical stages of development of the territory
of Ivanychi district of Volyn region by types of nature management in one or another epoch of human civilization
development has been carried out. It is noted that during this time the basis of the economic complex of the district
were agriculture and various industries using natural raw materials. The structure of management on the territory of
the region underwent a radical change in the post-war period of the twentieth century, when coal mining deposits of
the Lviv-Volyn coal basin were put into operation. The negative impact on the environment from economic activity
in the area, the types of which together exert a strong man-made pressure on all components of the geographical
shell.

The scientific novelty lies in the ecological and geographical determination of the magnitude of the impact
of economic nature in the Ivanychi district of Volyn region on the environment and the analysis of the formation of
the settlement structure during the historical retrospective.

Practical importance. The results of the research can be used in the educational process of VSU named
after Lesya Ukrainka in teaching geographical, economic and tourism disciplines. The results will find their
application in the legislative and executive work of local governments in the development of programs of socio-
economic development of territorial communities. The materials of the research will promote the rational use of
anthropogenic resources and objects of social and household services in Volyn, which will allow to qualitatively
influence the course of administrative reform. A number of provisions can be used in similar studies of the regions
of Ukraine.
