IMPACT OF COVID-19 ON TOURISM 2020

Aim: to analyze the sanitary-epidemiological situation in the world and in Ukraine, through the prism of
political and economic planes both in the middle of the country and in neighboring countries; to determine the
impact of the pandemic on the economy globally and domestically, in particular on the service sector, namely, the
tourism industry.

Methodology - the study of the impact of Covid-19 on tourism and socio-economic development of the
country is based on a combination of methods of sectoral and territorial analysis. In particular, a systematic
approach is used for the study using methods of comparison, statistical, analytical, etc.

Results - the article states that the tourism image of the titan countries of the tourism business has lost its
position in international and domestic markets against the background of the deployment of an infectious disease -
Covid-19, which in scale and number of victims went into a pandemic. A number of measures to minimize
economic and financial defaults in the tourism industry are presented on the example of the countries of the
Republic of Poland and Bulgaria. At the international level, mass events, competitions, contests, etc. have been
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abolished and postponed indefinitely, vehicle restrictions have been restricted, hotels and entertainment
establishments have been suspended, the movement of citizens has been restricted and strict quarantine measures
have been carried out within individual countries. The authors found that the pandemic was hit hard by countries
whose economies depend on the service sector, including the tourism industry.

It is statistically presented that Ukraine, whose economy does not depend on the development of tourism,
can get revenge on the domestic tourism market, which is associated with the forced suspension of international
migration flows, passenger traffic and the initial development of active tourism and ecotourism. And thanks to the
introduction of quarantine measures in the internetization and modernization of communications to present the
unique natural heritage of the country and emphasize the quality of the tourist product.

It was found that the introduction of quarantine measures on the one hand led to the minimization of
diseases during the pandemic, and on the other - to the economic collapse (the work of enterprises was suspended, a
significant number of migrant workers returned home). At the same time, economic stagnation in some countries
has also led to the greening of the environment, such as China, Spain, Italy and others.

Scientific novelty was discovered for the first time that Covid-19 emphasized the importance of the digital
paradigm both in the creation of a tourist product, a simplified procedure for its access, and in its virtual presentation
and the benefits of pricing policy. The relationship in the field of service (seller-buyer) received a challenge of
integrity and emphasized the individuality of the consumer.

Practical importance. Publication materials, conclusions can be used in writing dissertations, monographs,
as well as tourism entities in the period of monetary and material collapse in order to develop the information and
communication sphere - as a new impetus to the development of domestic tourism.

Formulation of the problem. Influenza coronavirus (acute viral-respiratory disease mainly of the
respiratory system) was named COVID-19 (official name SARS-CoV-2) by the World Health
Organization. The disease was first detected in China, in the administrative center of Hubei Province —
Wuhan in late 2019.  According to Ukrinform, the COVID-19 outbreak, according to Chinese
scientists, comes from a scientific laboratory. According to the scale of the spread of the infectious
disease, first in China and later in almost all countries of the world, the lack of immunity in humans and
the vaccine against it led to a pandemic. If we analyze the history of pandemics in the world, we will see
their geographical location and scale of damage.

1889-1890 — «Russian» flu (1
million) — originated in Western Siberia and spread in the European part of the Russian Empire and
Central Asia. 1918-1920 — «Spanish flu» (20-50 million) covered almost a third of the world. 1956-1958
— The «Asian» flu (2 million) originated in China and spread to the United States. 1968 - Hong Kong flu
(1 million) is detected in Hong Kong and spreads to the Philippines, India, Australia, Europe and the
United States. 2005-2012 According to Radio Liberty, HIVV/AIDS (36 million) — detected in the DRC
(Democratic Republic of the Congo) — worldwide, but mainly in Africa. 2019-2020 - influenza
coronavirus (according to Ukrinform as of August 15, 2020, the number of patients with COVID-19 —
21 355 685 people, of whom 763 367 patients died) — originated in China, spread — everywhere. The
history of pandemics shows significant changes in population demographics and its significant duration
(from 1 to 3 years). From this we can assume that COVID-19 may last until the summer of 2021, the
number of deaths will be from 1.5 to 2 million people, and the consequences of humanity will be felt for
many years to come.

The Fifth Secretary-General of the OECD said that the spread of the coronavirus was affecting
the economic and financial crisis. The fall of the stock on the stock markets affects companies, traders,
and the investment movement of finances, including savings in countries, in particular, pension funds.
Today, days such as Black Thursday and Black Monday have gone down in history as a fall due to a
pandemic of world exchanges and funds. According to the BBC, the FTSE fell 34.1%, the Dow Jones
Industrial Average - 31.1%, and the Nikkei — 28.7%. Today, in a period of pandemic, helplessness of
governments, there is a suspension of the economy, investors stop financial support for business. To
support the consumer market, the US Federal Reserve and the Bank of England have lowered discount
rates.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Today, tourism of the XXI century. Yancheva,
Krassimira & Dyankov, Todor & Rakadziyska, Svetla. (2016) view it as a global phenomenon due to
diversity and difference. The global nature of tourism is manifested in its development in all countries of
the world, and hence the established tourist world flow. This industry is interpenetrating and interacts
with all processes and phenomena, both inside and outside, including affected by pandemics. We do not
find scientific publications that cover the state of the tourism industry during the pandemics. However,
we can assume that tourism has been affected by quarantine measures, in particular, restrictions and travel
bans. The consequences of a pandemic and an exit from it for the tourism industry can be identified with
large-scale hostilities. Usyskin G. (2000) in his book notes the huge losses, in particular, the restoration of
material and technical base, which suffered the tourism industry during World War Il. However, the
number of casualties is several times higher during a pandemic than in wars. The introduction of
guarantine measures during a pandemic inevitably leads to the suspension of the economy, which is
typical of wars. The development of tourism in the period of financial and economic instability, military
action in eastern Ukraine, political conflicts, annexation of Crimea is devoted to the works of L. Kovalska
(2015, 2020). Both wars and pandemics suspend, slow down and prevent the development of both
individual sectors of the economy and the economy as a whole. Soroka 1.V (2010) notes in his work that
the economic crisis is a confirmation of the concepts of cyclical economic development. And the global
economic crisis, like every global upheaval, creates good preconditions for the regrouping of forces in the
global economy and in the national market as well. This can be confirmed by the development of the
tourism industry of Ukraine (from 2014 to 2019), which was marked by progressive development in both
domestic and foreign markets. Today, during the 2020 pandemic, the global tourism market is quite
volatile. And the development of domestic tourism in Ukraine, which is accompanied by an economic
crisis of global and national scale, remains an uncertain white spot.

Selection of previously unsolved parts of the overall problem. Infectious disease — COVID-19,
affects the global sanitary and epidemiological situation in the world and, in particular, the tourism
industry. Given the scale and prevalence of the disease (mainly in developed countries), we need to assess
the holistic picture of the world, as the government of any country cannot act in a self-aligned manner,
and the situation with the coronavirus is extremely dynamic. This publication is devoted to elucidating the
impact of morbidity on the development of tourism in the world and to elucidating the realities,
opportunities and options for the development of domestic tourism in Ukraine.

Formulation of the purpose of the article — analysis of the impact of infectious diseases —
coronavirus on the world's population, on the global economy, including the financial component, as well
as on the tourism industry of countries whose economies depend on and do not depend on tourism;
presentation of ways to develop the tourism industry in Ukraine during the pandemic and exit from it.

Presentation of the main material of the study Tourism gave about a tenth in the growth of the
global economy. In recent years, the industry has been called a global driver, because it has developed
much faster than the world economy as a whole. Karpenko 10 Olishevska Yu. A. (2006) claim that
tourism has become a phenomenon that has entered the daily life of almost a third of the world's
population. It promotes the development of infrastructure, services, replenishes the budget, promotes
investment, improves the welfare of the population, creates jobs. The World Tourism and Travel Council
(WTTC) has determined that the economy of exotic island destinations is most dependent on the state of
the tourism industry. According to Tsyganov S.A., Buntova N.V.(2019) the sector supports a significant
part of GDP, for example, the Maldives — 39.6, the British Virgin Islands — 35.4, Macau — 29.3, Aruba —
28.1, Seychelles — 26.4%, Curacao — 23.4 , The Bahamas — 19%, Saint Lucia — 15%, as well as Belize
Fiji, Barbados and a number of other small states, such as Montenegro — 11.0, etc. However, coronavirus
disease 2019 is characterized by the global nature of the process both in terms of coverage and its spread
and consequences (the number of deaths from COVID-19 (pneumonia) and complications in the body and
fatalities during their course). Today, coronavirus is one of the unpredictable and unpredictable.
uncontrolled phenomena with far-reaching consequences in all spheres of life, including the economic
sector. Tourism is a sector of the economy that was the first to bear the brunt of the COVID-19 collapse.
It is difficult to realize that the development of tourism has literally stopped all over the world. The
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tourism industry was hit the hardest in the countries that, according to the World Tourism Organization
(UNWTO), Hromadske and The-Village in 2019 were among the most visited countries in the world, in
particular: France (93.2 million), Spain (82.8 million), USA (82.2 million), China (62.9 million), Italy
(62.1 million), Turkey (45.8 million), Mexico (41.4 million), Germany (38.9 million) ) tourists. The
World Tourism Organization (UNWTO) stated in March 2020 that the annual losses for the global
industry will amount to 30-50 billion dollars, but they may increase, as the situation is constantly
changing. According to the BBC NEWS and Tourism Economics estimates, the losses in the field of
travel and tourism in the United States will amount to $ 24 billion. According to NV, in Italy, where
tourism accounts for 13% of GDP, the country has already lost almost 10 billion dollars, but the losses
will be much greater, because most small businesses will not withstand the economic crisis.

In this difficult time — a global sanitary-epidemiological catastrophe (pandemic), a guaranteed
security system is unable to satisfy and save human life. This primarily applies to tourists. Therefore,
governments develop certain models of consumer protection for tourism products. According to the
Ministry of

Development of the Republic of Poland, in order to support the Polish tourism industry, it urges
tourism industry entities not to cancel pre-purchased travel vouchers due to the coronavirus and not to
demand a refund from customers. The Ministry is working on the introduction of special vouchers that
can be spent on travel or other tourism-related activities.

The voucher will be valid for one year from the date of the tourist tour, for which the client paid.
At the service of customers to choose a different date and the opportunity to change the place of rest. The
slogan "Choose a voucher — go later" serves to support Polish tourism. Thus, according to prawo.pl., The
Polish government will try to protect the consumer of tourist services and guarantee the security system.

At the end of March 2020, the expediency of quarantine measures in connection with the spread
of COVID-19, namely: to ban the operation of hotels, restaurants, cafes and nightclubs was supported by
representatives of the administration of Stara Zagora in Bulgaria, as well as hoteliers, restaurateurs, tour
operators and travel agencies. However, tour operators noted that 75-80% of all travel products and their
accompanying services have already been paid in advance. Therefore, representatives of tourism entities
demanded that the municipality be exempted from paying the tourist tax, as well as set up a local crisis
committee. This is due to the fact that some of the staff they have invested in to improve the quality of
service (their training) will need to be laid off, due to the spread of the pandemic on a global and regional
scale, which also affected the logistics of transport.

Representatives of the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria noted an objective and decisive
measure to protect the tourist and recreational - to offer vouchers valid for 24 months. Because tour
operators are unable to return money to their customers because they have paid them to hotels, airlines,
service providers, etc., a vicious circle has formed that is likely to lead to collapse. These vouchers will
allow many companies in the tourism sector not to go bankrupt. Tourism entities have determined that
socio-economic measures should also be implemented to overcome the difficult sanitary and
epidemiological situation. Namely, the local crisis committee submitted proposals to the Bulgarian
government that the state compensate 80% of the salaries of tourism and hotel and restaurant workers in
order to save jobs. Also through the Fund and OP "Innovation and Competitiveness" to attract unused
funds in tourism to support it; present a targeted advertising strategy in the field of tourism (virtual tours,
tourist events, etc.); use the potential of domestic tourism.

The global nature of the COVID-19 phenomenon in the field of tourism has led to a rethinking of
the established principles of providing tourist services. For several months there has been a search for
new tourist services and products in the conditions of economic and migration collapse.

For several months in a row, an unusual way of life for the active (in all its manifestations)
population and further uncertainties in time and processes lead to a rethinking of both the way of life, the
way of life and the organization of recreation and leisure. Given the period of mega-rapid spread of
infectious disease COVID-19 — spring 2020, and the stability and resilience to its dependence on climatic
conditions — summer (active) tourist season 2020 is not only not similar to the past, but is in a state of
uncertainty, spontaneous — self-organized and ineffective. It is also related to domestic and international
routes, including air travel. Due to the closure of borders, the movement of aircraft was suspended.
According to the latest estimates of the International Air Transport Association (IATA), the industry's
losses could reach $ 113 billion due to the fact that EU countries have closed international borders
indefinitely. For example, the Hungarian airline Wizz Air from March 11 reduced the number of flights to
Italy from 6 to one flight per week. Since the beginning of March, Lufthansa has canceled 7.100 flights in
Europe, mostly from Germany to Italy. Flights to Europe and Asia have been suspended in the United
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States. The situation is similar with cruise liners According to Nomura Securities, bookings have
decreased by 60%. All this has affected the redistribution and de facto suspension of international tourist
flows, which in turn has affected the cost of blunders. Tourist trips to the UAE, Turkey, Egypt, Singapore
and Thailand have fallen sharply (by almost 50%).

The impact of these socio-economic restrictions on means of transportation has affected both the
migration processes themselves (mass return of workers to their homeland — about 50 thousand people
returned to Ukraine alone, and the direction of tourist flows. According to the National Bureau of
Statistics from China in 2018 According to VisitBritain, from September 2018 to September 2019,
England was visited by 415,000 Chinese tourists, whose "average check” was £ 1,680, meaning that they
spent three times as much money as others. Thus, England received from a Chinese tourist for 1 year
about 697.2 million pounds.

According to the European Commission, due to the coronavirus, in just two months (March-
April) 250 000 tourists from China did not come to Europe and did not spend about 2 million nights in
hotels. According to OpenTable, in mid-March this year in the world, compared to the same period last
year, bookings have virtually suspended. For example, in Canada 94% of bookings were canceled, in
Germany — 90%, in Britain — 82%, the USA — 84%. During 1 month of 2020, the tourism industry of the
EU countries lost about 1 billion euros.

Due to the spread of COVID-19, it was decided to postpone mega-events such as Euro 2020, the
Olympics in Japan, canceled almost all international events and exhibitions.

Today, COVID-19 has also affected potential consumers of products. They have become
different, with new requirements and priorities for all consumer products and for tourism, in particular. In
the future, radical changes in the global socio-cultural environment will inevitably lead to the formation
of the benefits of organic food, price, quality, product quality and quality of service, will emphasize the
values: priority will be family vacations in the bosom of nature, greening the environment, safety of rest,
live communication, etc.

Today, the pandemic changes the established rules of the socio-cultural environment, adjusts the
moral and ethical principles, sets the rules and adjusts the culture of recreation and leisure. Many travel
services are moving from the real to the virtual space, growing a sense of mutual security. This leads to a
certain limitation at first glance, although at the same time it gives impetus to the creation and search for a
new, non-standard, unstable. What was unthinkable and unacceptable last week, today gave us the
opportunity to prioritize, including in the way, the content of the holiday. Today we have a new attitude
to family recreation, entertainment, set priorities both in life and to those around us.

Unsurprisingly, this will be facilitated by the innovative breakthrough of the digital paradigm, as
a means and tool of remote communication and implementation of both non-production (service) and
production processes. This approach will not affect the efficiency of production, including in the field of
service, but on the contrary, will facilitate a rapid response to decision-making and customer safety.

The current epidemiological situation on a global scale has only emphasized the importance of
innovative technologies and launched new ways to implement the concept of success. If you use all
possible tools, for example, the development of PR — a campaign to present 3D tourist tours, game sites
(tourism), in the near future, online casinos and more. That is, the tourist-consumer will be able to
remotely track a quality, informative and interesting tourist product with an affordable pricing policy. At
the same time not only the way of rest of the client, but also perception and feeling during rest will
change.

The COVID-19 pandemic provides a chance to raise the quality of services to a high level, to
prioritize their provision and quality, to present new concepts and paradigms for solving global problems.

Relationships between different levels, strata of the socio-cultural environment — is a challenge on
the one hand, both the integrity and the emphasis on individuality, in particular, personal and natural.
Because the consumer of tourist services to some extent contributes to the imbalance in the tourist
destination. Therefore, the pandemic, which is quite long in time, gives the opportunity to emphasize,
give preference to a healthy lifestyle, engage in active tourism, give preference to organic food,
emphasize the choice of recreation in the bosom of nature, as well as take care of each other. In the
tourism industry, considerable attention should also be paid to the social environment, the relationship
between the consumer and the seller, within consumers, the local population - the customer and so on.

Thus, the pandemic will be the starting point, the impetus for the implementation of the concept
of success through non-standard solutions and actions, the creation of new tourism products, rethinking
values and needs. At the same time, the natural environment draws our attention to the need to preserve it.
(Due to gquarantine measures in the canals in Venice we can see fish, in Madrid there is a tendency to
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reduce the atmosphere of nitrogen oxides, sulfur, carbon dioxide, over China, the US space agency
NASA has confirmed a decrease in nitrogen dioxide, etc.). It is through the virus that we gain the skills to
be responsible for each other.

According to Tsyganov SA, Buntova NV Ukraine's economy does not depend on the
development of tourism (the share of tourism in the country's GDP is 1.54%). may "after zeroing" during
the pandemic of many tourist countries-titans (such as China, Italy, Spain, USA, etc.) to catch up with the
leaders. Such revenge it can make through updating of standards of service, creation of the electronic
register of subjects of tourist activity; rational use of 240 million hryvnias from the State Agency for
Tourism Development provided by the previous government. Ukraine, with the closure of borders, can
also win. According to statistics for 2017, the number of foreign immigrants (14,229,642 people) is twice
less than the number of Ukrainian citizens who went abroad — 26,437,413 people. This in turn will affect
the growth of demand, as restrictions on domestic tourism have not been introduced. However, according
to the rules of conduct of people during quarantine, there are restrictions and/or prohibitions on mass
gatherings and events. Therefore, the state government must develop its own model of domestic tourism
development in quarantine, paying attention to the arrival of summer, summer vacations, mass vacations
and so on.

In our opinion, the first step should be to modernize the country's communications and internet.
At the same time, the fight against the infopandemic and at the same time assigned a protocol of visits to
small and medium-sized tourist sites.

With regard to foreign tourism policy, Ukraine should borrow the experience of Georgia, which
has created special economic zones with a favorable investment climate and conditions for the
development of the tourism business. To present tourist Ukraine first of all as safe, from the point of view
of sanitary-epidemiological and military-political situations. Emphasize the uniqueness of the natural
heritage and the quality of the tourist product.

Conclusions. Infectious disease — coronavirus, the scale of its defeat and the geography of its
spread led to the pandemic COVID-19. This phenomenon in the 20s of the XXI century. contributed to
the emergence of concomitant pandemics: info-, and tour-. The infopandemic manifested itself in the
initial misinterpretation of the phenomenon of the infection itself and the rules of conduct in society of
infected and uninfected persons. Thurmandemia arose as a result of monetary and logistical collapse
against the background of the sanitary-epidemiological situation on a global scale. Recipient countries
such as the United States, China, Italy, Spain, and others, which have occupied leading positions in the
world tourism market, have received an international taboo for an indefinite period in the development of
the tourism business. A significant number of travel companies in these and other countries have gone
bankrupt, and their image as "COVID-19 outbreak centers" will be their calling card for a long time to
come. The death toll has risen more than 200,000 as of April 2020, and a second outbreak of Harbin's 10
million infection could lead to a new, more powerful wave of pandemics in the world, which is likely to
last until the end of spring 2021 and take away from represent at least 1 million victims.

Countries whose economies do not depend on the development of the tourism market, represented
by Ukraine, may take the opportunity to give a new impetus to the development of domestic tourism
against the background of the socio-economic crisis and military-political conflict. One of the popular
types will be active and ecotourism.

Suggestions for discussion.

1. Create a Guarantee Fund in tourism, which will help overcome the consequences of unsold
package trips and vacations.

2. Reduce the concession fee by 20% or 50% for tourism businesses, while reducing the price of
rental items in the same manner.

3. Emphasize charter flights to the country of foreign tourists, create their safety conditions

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SOCIO-ECONOMIC VECTORS OF TOURIST SPHERE DEVELOPMENT OF THE CARPATHIAN
REGION IN THE CONDITION OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The aim of the article is to analyze the existing approaches to understanding the way out of the crisis in the
Carpathian region caused by the COVID-19 pandemic, to determine the positioning of the tourism sector and its
position relative to other natural and geographical areas, highlighting its main functions and problems. Development
of directions and prospects of development of the tourist sphere of the Carpathian region.

Method. The study was conducted on the basis of the analysis of available literature sources on this topic
and the application of a spherical approach to the analysis of the positioning of the tourist sphere of the Carpathian
region and the definition of its components. Existing domestic and foreign literary sources and the ratio of these
concepts within this literature on COVID-19 are studied.

Results. Theoretical and methodological problems of comparing concepts related to the tourism sector of
the Carpathian region, its elements and their interchangeability and interconnectedness during the COVID-19
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pandemic have been studied. The scheme of exit of the tourist sphere and its components from the crisis is offered.
Based on the spherical approach, a model of the tourism sector in the post-COVID-19 period is proposed, which we
consider as a model formed within the model territory - the Carpathian region, taking into account the following
elements: socio-demographic, socio-spiritual, political-economic, natural- ecological, information and technical.
Within each element that has a significant impact on the tourism sector, there are three main vectors that have the
greatest impact on the tourism sector.

Scientific novelty. The need for this study is due to the fact that despite the effects and to date it is not
possible to fully assess the effects and effects of COVID-19. To date, there are no clear criteria that should bring the
tourism sector of the Carpathian region to the appropriate level, this is what led to the implementation of this study.
The article considers and identifies systemic problems related to Covid-19, which create negative trends in the use
of tourist and recreational potential of the Carpathian region.

Practical significance. Based on modeling and analysis, the main areas that affect the tourism sector as
such and to what extent are identified, the areas of greatest influence and sectors of influence within the Carpathian
region are identified. The functions of the tourism sector and the main factors that affect its development and
transformation, as well as what measures need to be implemented to improve the situation in connection with
Covid-19. The directions in which the most expedient application of adjustment of actions for increase of tourist
potential of the Carpathian region is established are established. The results of the study are designed for regional
government agencies to plan a program for the development of tourism in the context of the development of the
United Territorial Communities. The geographical features of the tourism sector are highlighted, which need to be
paid the most attention when analyzing the exit of the tourism sector from the crisis caused by COVID-19.

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APPLICATION OF SOCIAL INTERNET NETWORKS AND INTERNET BLOGS IN
PROFESSIONAL TRAINING OF FUTURE TOURISTS

The aim of the study is a practical analysis of social network services as a place to store multimedia
resources that allow you to store and share digital photos, audio and video recordings, text files, presentations, and
organize resource discussions for free. They can be used as educational materials (educational videos, photos on
various topics, audio and video recordings of scientists' speeches, eyewitnesses of events, etc.), as well as means to
store student video, photo, audio files and creative works.

Method. Theoretical materials of the research are the best practices of foreign and domestic scientists in the
field of network communications and their impact on the future specialists preparing in geography and tourism,
namely articles, monographs, abstracts, dissertations. The study uses the method of theoretical materials analysis, as
well as methods of observation, abstraction in identifying the qualification characteristics of social Internet
networks. Content analysis (analysis of the social networks community messages content); statistical and
comparative information analysis was carried out. Empirical research on the social Internet networks lies in creating
and filling a community on the social Internet network, as well as engaging students in that community.

Results. In the research it was found out that social networks can be used to solve the following tasks: to
organize the collective work of students in the classroom (and outside it), which will be favourable to the
communication, to gain the team experience; to ensure the development of the students personalized learning
environment; to promote students independent learning, as everyone works in his own rhythm; to promote informal
communication between the tutor and the students; to change the tutor’s role, who will become an assistant, friend,
mentor; to create digital educational content of the disciplines.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in the fact that on the comprehensive analysis of social
internet networks, internet blogs, tourist internet resources basis, their place and role in the information and
educational environment of higher education institutions are determined, in particular: the specifics of the content,
prospects and mechanisms of the development of the social Internet networks from the point of view of training
future tourists are determined; the dependence of the functions of the Social Internet Network, Internet blogs on
their structural elements is established.

Practical significance. The obtained scientific results are used in the educational process of future
specialists in the field of training “Tourism”, with the educational qualification “tourism expert, organizer of
excursion and animation activities” when teaching the disciplines “study of local lore and tourism”, “tourist work”,
“recreational geography”, “geography of Ukraine”, “professional competencies in tourism business”, “organization
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of tourist activities”. The research practices can be used to conduct tourist, museum, local history, excursion and
other types of student’s practice.

Keywords: professional training of future tourists, social internet networks, internet blogs, tourist internet
resources.

Introduction. E. Patarakin states that: “the use of the Internet only for information retrieval, notes
that its capabilities are used only by 40%, the remaining 60% - is communication capabilities (network
communications). The use of network communication technologies in pedagogical practice ensures the
quality of educational process, the essence of which is informal communication based on full access to
audio, video, graphic and textual information for all participants in the educational process” [12].
Consolidation of network communication technologies can be considered social networks on the Internet,
consisting of specialized software services, Internet sites and portals to ensure the interaction of people in
an Internet group or groups [11, p. 170].

Background. Thorough studies of network communications from the standpoint of the
implementation of communication on the Internet are presented in the works of V. Rizuna, V. lvanova,
L. Gorodenko, E. Tsymbalenka, I. Artamonovoi, V. Kornieieva, V. Vladymyrova, V. Ryabicheva,
O. Grytsenko, A. Zakharchenka and others. In particular, we note the relevant to the research topic
articles of such researchers as I. Baturevych, O. Goroshko, L. Belei, O. Zhyhalina, I. Pozhydaieva,
V. Ivchenkov, O. Shekhovtseva, V. Bilyk and Yu. Forkun. Theoretical and methodological principles of
specialists training for the tourism brench and its features were considered by I. Balabanova, 1. Zorin,
A. Konokh, I. Kukhta, V. Fedorchenko, V. Shafranskyi and others.

Aim and tasks. The purpose of the study is to theoretically substantiate, determine the structure,
tools and social Internet networks and Internet blogs functioning principles, which are used to intensify
the process of future tourists professional training.

Results. “The term “social network™ in its broadest sense was introduced into scientific
circulation in the 50s of last century by English sociologist J. Barnes in a collection of works “Human
Relations” [15; 17]. J. Barnes studied the relationship between people with the help of visual diagrams, in
which he depicted individuals with dots, and the connections between them — lines” [17].

0. Konevshchynska's research is interesting that: “in recent years, services that have received a
community called “social networks” are actively developing and appearing in the first positions. Social
network is a social structure consisting of a group of nodes, which are social objects (people), and
connections between them (communication in social networks)” [5, p. 15].

“Strictly speaking, this is a certain group of acquaintances, where the person himself is the centre,
and his acquaintances are the branches. There are two or one-way connections between all members of
the network” [1, p. 56]. For example, this may be a student group in which a monitor is the administrator
of the group, and other students can already join and expand it [1, p. 57].

T. Fisenko notes that the very concept of “social network” covers a certain circle of acquaintances
of a certain person (communicator), where the person himself — the centre of the network, his
acquaintances — branches, the relationship between these people — direct connections” [16, p. 14].

V. Tyshko, S. Parshukov note that “the development of social networks on the Internet is
associated with the reflection of the needs of Internet users for constant communication and cooperation.
An analysis of open resources describing the work of social Internet services and Internet networks
showed that the interpretation of the content of these terms is quite controversial. In a well-known
interpretation of the concept of “social network”, an online platform is used by Internet users to create a
social network or establish social relationships with people who have common personal or career
interests, activities, former or current connections. For registration, you must create own account” [14].

A social network is a website for organizing communities of people with similar interests and
activities. Communication is via an internal mail service or instant messaging. There are also social
networks to find not only people by interests, but also the objects of these interests: websites, music,
social networks: MySpace, Facebook, Twitter, E-Svoe, etc. [13].

The social network “Facebook™ is the most popular tool for learning and development abroad and
in Ukraine. Currently, a significant number of university accounts are registered in different countries,
where staff and students, independently or together, create educational content that stimulates
independent cognitive activity and others.

Twitter (http://twitter.com/) — social network where each user shares their messages. There is an
opportunity to unite with people of interest in this program. Many celebrities are registered on Twitter.
The development and support of professional pedagogical interaction stimulates the creation of a bank of
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educational materials sources in various tourist subjects, which will help to obtain consulting support and
methodological assistance to future tourists.

“The technical capabilities of social networks are quite sufficient for training projects of any
complexity and scale. The disadvantages of most social networks (such as Facebook, MySpace,
Friends.ua, vkontakte.ru) for educational purposes is that they are aimed at an adult audience and may
contain prohibited content or non-educational materials” [10, p. 36].

“In connection with the implementation of social networks in the educational process research,
the theory of social learning is being actively studied in economically developed countries, which is based
on the assumption that the effectiveness of learning is higher, when people interact with other people in
the course of studying a new topic or subject. Students who study in groups are well prepared than
students who study by themselves” [2].

Social networks provide for the development of e-learning, web-learning and education in
general, introducing new, modern technical and methodological tools. Students from all over the world
can subscribe to fully free online classes and study the course in a convenient way. In addition to lectures
students may maintain contact with a tutor and participate in discussions and forums [2].

Most social networks provide opportunities for posting photos, audio and video materials, their
discussion, communication in online and off lines modes, creation of own page (Cabinet) group of
interests, blog, internet bookmarks creation and other services [9, p. 315].

“The following advantages of using social networks are highlighted: a friendly environment,
ability to create educational content and collaborate, maintaining electronic tools (forums and chats). You
can use forum technologies, online seminars, wikis, multimedia interactive presentations in digital
educational groups” [4; 8]. These methods of integrating social networks and the educational process
make it possible to collectively evaluate work and stimulate cognitive activity.

Today, everyone who wants to learn tourism and improve their geographic skills often uses
online educational resources. Thanks to social networks, you can learn a foreign and domestic tourism.
Groups in social internet networks for learning tourism and geography are created in order to gain
communication opportunities and help each other learn it. By communicating with native speakers in
such groups, you can not only improve your vocabulary and grammar, but also get teacher advice:

This way of tourism and geography studying can easily supplement knowledge and broaden your
horizons. Internet blogs are modern effective tools of tourism and geography study today. They can be
actively used to form the needed knowledge for future tourists.

According to the integrated definition of T. Fisenko: “Blog is a type of websites that have
software, which greatly simplifies the operation of a regular user (you can very easily and quickly update
content). Also, blogs are characterized as online diaries or online magazines. Only personal blogs are
online diaries, but less personal blogs, such as journalistic or limited to a certain subject, are called
professional ones” [16, p. 24-25].

In the study [225] we find the main types of blogs, depending on their functional application: 1)
virtual educational communities; 2) a blog of the professional community, which allows collectively or
individually summarize the educational experience, systematize the self-education results, self-
development; share the working results with colleagues; 3) Educational project support, which allows to
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organize project-experiential student activities using available web services; 4) Blog-summary (blog for
posting educational content on any topic); 5) personal professional blog [6].

According to A. Akhmedova and I. Bedretdinov: “A blog is an online magazine, the main content
of which consists of regularly added entries, images or multimedia. Blogs are characterized by short
records of temporal significance, sorted in reverse chronological order. Every student can report
educational information, discuss specific details, receive comments on published material, express own
point of view, etc.” [1, p. 56-57].

For example: author of the “Lowcostavia” (http://lowcostavia.com.ua/) Stanislav llkiv publishes
new airline promotions, good travel route ideas with ready-made prices, that gives actual information
about flights and last-minute tours. The Lowcostavia blog has a lot of useful articles and even new
promotions that appear every day, what you need to know for a trip abroad.

In the blog “A Columbus itself” (https://sam-sebe-columb.com/) Iryna Zhuravel, one of the most
famous travellers in Ukraine, decided to share her own experience. Irina talks about the all planning trips
details, finding cheap tickets and others.

“CrazzzyTravel” (http://crazzzytravel.com/) this is Illya and Nastya’s English-language blog, a
couple who have already visited more than fifty countries around the world and continue to discover the
corners of our planet.

Author blog “Explorer.life” (https://explorer.life/) about travelling and the world around us,
where you can find a lot of stories from Ukrainians about places that no one else tells about.

“Ukrainer” (https://ukrainer.net/) one of the most high-profile projects about travel, which began
on Bohdan Lohvinenko’s initiative , and now has turned into one of the most interesting media about
travelling in Ukraine. The Ukrainer’s team goes to an unknown Ukraine corner every month.

Almost the largest Ukrainian Telegram channel “Veterdoit” (https://veterdoit.com/), dedicated to
travelling, moderated by Olena Denha. Behind her shoulders are the travels around the world and
unknown Ukraine corners.

Blog founded by Roman Sinitsyn “Lowcost UA” (https://lowcost.ua/) has become one of the
most popular channels for those who hunt for cheap tickets and promotions. Every day on the blog you
can find the latest collections of cheap trips around the world.

From the communicative point of view blog is an online diary. Regardless of its content, it is
always a reflection of personal activity, personal experience and achievements [18].

A blog is a personal website that contains articles and news. It is regularly updated and is
available for comments by other network users. Electronic materials are presented under headings.
Usually a blog is created and maintained by one person. A large number of blogs are called the
blogosphere, as well as “Internet public opinion”, “Social Internet” (Social Web), “Live Internet” (Live
Web) [7].

The blog characteristics are the same of a website, but a blog is easier to create. A blog creation
does not require special skills and abilities. The YouTube website contains video-lessons about the blog
creation on these platforms:

Blogger allows to all users with their own Google account to create a blog; WordPress platform
allows to create a blog on a remote server or to install the system on your computer or on a local
university network. All the above blogs help to build effective professional training process for all
participants.

Conclusion. So, the social networks advantages are: free resources; the mailing services
convenience and information notifications, which make them convenient for student’s communication;
created conditions for absent students. However, in addition to the advantages, there are also a number of
disadvantages associated with the use of the social network in the educational process. For example, the
lack of participants network etiquette, a high degree of labour costs for organizing support and
educational work, and the lack of open access to social networks from the classroom.

Thus, the integration of social networks, educational Internet blogs in the university educational
process intensifies its content, increase the motivation and responsibility of future tourists to study the
professional and practical training disciplines. These allow students to improve Internet skills. Students
received more opportunities for electronic, multimedia presentation of their educational projects, which
were prepared individually or in groups. Prospects for further research are to study geographic online
services that can be used in future professional tourism activities.

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REFLECTION OF PROSPECTS OF RECREATION AND TOURISM DEVELOPMENT IN THE
BORDER TERRITORIES OF UKRAINE AND POLAND IN THE INTEGRATED SPATIAL STRATEGY

The aim of the article is research related to the directions and prospects of recreation and tourism in the
border areas of Ukraine and Poland (spatial dimension), which are reflected in the project of spatial planning - an
integrated strategy for spatial development of Ukraine and Poland. Integrated spatial development strategy - a
strategy for the development of the territory, which includes the solution of individual sectoral tasks and the
construction of a comprehensive scenario for a certain period. This study identifies and presents the prerequisites
and measures necessary for the development of the recreational and tourist industry in the border areas - the spatial-
territorial aspect.

Methods of research and solution of the tasks were carried out on the basis of generalization and integration
of general scientific methods, analysis and synthesis, expert method, methodology of constructive geography and
spatial planning. In the course of the research SWOT analysis, methods of functional zoning of the territory and
graphic modeling were used.

The results of the work reflected in this article will contribute to the development of the recreational and
tourism industry, based on the principles of ecologically balanced, sustainable development, which are determined
on the basis of functional zoning of border areas, taking into account the results of SWOT analysis. The presented
developments clearly illustrate that the rational organization of the territory, definition of framework conditions and
modes of use, first of all, from calculations of ecological and resource possibilities and features of the territory in
spatial planning projects is an indisputable and unalterable basis for further development of territories. As a result of
the study, the definition of further development of the recreational and tourist industry as a priority for these areas is
substantiated.

The scientific novelty lies in the importance and necessity of developing spatial planning projects (urban
planning) for the rational organization of the territory and the use of available resources, and in this study it is for the
development of the recreational and tourist industry in border areas. Reflecting the importance and relevance of the
development of this industry in the territorial, environmental and economic dimensions, as well as determining the
framework conditions and modes of use of territories.

The practical significance of the study lies in the use of its results for ecologically balanced territorial
development of the recreational sphere of the border areas of Ukraine and Poland. The functional types of tourist-
recreational territories are determined according to the "rigidity" of town-planning regulations and specialization,
the basic decisions on creation of connections, knots, zones of possible cross-border activity are outlined, the
hierarchical system of tourist-recreational territories is ordered.

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ACADEMIC MOBILITY AS A FACTOR IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF EDUCATIONAL TRAVEL IN
UKRAINE

Purpose of the study was to analyze the content of the conceptual and terminological system of the
multifaceted phenomenon, which is educational travel. To achieve the research goal, a significant array of statistical
and analytical information has been developed, which characterizes the structural and dynamic processes in the field
of higher education in Ukraine.

The research methodology involved the use of official statistical sources and analytical surveys of public
organizations working in the field of educational reforms. General scientific research methods have optimized the
process of comparing individual components of educational travel.

Results. The main structural and dynamic processes that take place in the educational sector of Ukraine are
established. With the stabilization of the number of higher education institutions and the number of applicants for
higher education, the volumes of educational migration of both Ukrainian citizens abroad and foreign citizens to
Ukraine are increasing. There is a transformation of the geographical structure of the countries of origin of foreign
citizens, and the countries of residence of students - citizens of Ukraine.

Scientific novelty. A new concept of the term "academic mobility" is proposed. The potential of educational
trips related to the possibility of realization of the right to academic mobility by applicants for higher education and
employees of higher education institutions has been carried out. A comparative description of the components of
educational travel is given.

The practical significance lies in the possibility of use by tourism organizers and administrations of higher
education institutions of the recommendations formulated in the article. We emphasize that tourism organizers are
obliged to take advantage of the opportunities that arise for the development and transformation of the tourism
market in Ukraine.

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AIR TRANSPORT AS OBJECT OF SOCIAL AND GEOGRAPHICAL RESEARCH

The purpose of the study is to consider the socio-geographical principles of air transport research, to
determine the role of air transport geography in the system of geographical science, to define the object and subject
of air transport geography, to determine the indicators of socio-geographical analysis of air transport.

Method. Transport development has led to scientists’ collaboration in different specialties for studying this
phenomenon that enables to determine the interdisciplinary nature of this research, as transport is studied by a
number of scientific disciplines, such as economic, environmental, technical sciences, logistics, and, specifically,
geography. The multidimensional nature of transport as a social and economic phenomenon has determined a
problem-based approach to its scientific and applied research. In this case, in contrast to other disciplines, geography
is primarily interested in the transport spatial dimension, namely the spatial features of transport interaction with the
territory, nature, population and economy. Air transport geography is an important component of transport
geography.

Results. Air transport geography should be defined as a scientific unit of transport geography, which studies
the territorial structure of air transport, transport corridors, patterns and features of location, the level of
transportation of countries and groups of countries. Air transport geography is an important component of transport
geography, its scientific unit, with a specific object and subject of research, the main directions and indicators for
socio-geographical analysis of world and national air transport. The indicators for such analysis are the following:
geography of air corridors and network of air transport routes; world airport network; main aviation passenger flows
and their dynamics; passenger traffic in comparison with other means of transport and their dynamics in recent
years.

Scientific novelty. Improving the theoretical, methodological and methodical apparatus of transport
geography in general (improving the classification of means of transport) and its component - air transport
geography in particular, expanding their subject and object sphere and conducting applied research on an updated
basis.

Practical value. The main practical value of research on air transport geography is considered the
development of plans and recommendations for improving the location of production and resettlement in terms of
minimizing transport costs, optimizing air traffic flows within existing territorial transport systems, development of
air transport systems at all levels.

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AGRICULTURAL DEVELOPMENT OF LANDS OF VOLYN REGION

The aim is to determine the degree of agricultural development of the lands of Volyn region.

Method. The agricultural development of the lands of the Volyn region by administrative-territorial districts is
determined. General scientific and static methods, methods of system and structural analysis, comparative geographical
and graphic methods are applied. Regional statistics were processed. The formulas for determining the agricultural
development of lands, coefficients of plowed lands and plowed agricultural lands are given.

Results. Agricultural development of the territory is defined as the ratio of the area of agricultural land to the total
land area, excluding areas under water and swamps. As a result of calculations we determined that the highest indicator of
agricultural land development of Volyn region is 78-80%, and is the highest for Rozhysche, Lutsk and Gorokhiv districts
of the region, the degree of agricultural land development is the lowest for Kamin-Kashirsky, Lyubeshiv, Manevychi and
Shanevytsia. The average value of the coefficient of agricultural development for the territory of Volyn region is 56.6%.
or the entire territory of VVolyn region, the coefficient of plowing of the land territory is 38.13%. The highest percentage of
plowed lands of the region is typical for the southern forest-steppe regions of the region. Based on the analysis of the
plowing coefficient, the territory of Volyn region is assessed as «conditionally favorable». Plowing of agricultural lands in
modern conditions characterizes the intensity of agricultural production and ecological tension of the territory. The highest
coefficient of plowing of agricultural lands is typical for the territories of Gorokhiv district (88.34%), Lutsk (86.48%),
Lokachyn (85.34) and Ivanychiv (82.7) districts, the lowest coefficient of plowing of agricultural lands is observed in the
territories of Lyubeshivsky Ratnivsky and Lyubomlsky administrative-territorial districts of Volyn region. The average
plowed agricultural land for the territory of Volyn region is 64.72%. Thus, for forest-steppe areas this indicator is higher.

Scientific novelty. The typology of administrative-territorial districts of Volyn region according to the degree of
agricultural development and the coefficient of plowing of lands (including agricultural lands) is carried out.

Practical significance. The results of the studies reveal the condition of lands in the Volyn region. Can be used to
determine the potential productivity of land resources in the region. Determining the level of transformation and rational
efficiency of their use.

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ECOGEOGRAPHICAL RISKS AND ANTHROPOGENIC TRANSFORMATION OF GEOSYSTEMS ON
THE COASTAL PLAIN OF CASPIAN SEA

Aim: The main aim of the study is to research the regularities of the anthropogenic transformation and
ecogeographical situation of the landscapes on the coastal plain of the Caspian Sea from Pirsaat river to Astara river.

The methodological basis of the article is determine dynamic of forests we prepared forests maps of
investigation area. For this purpose we used the topo map of the area of 1987, and Google Earth imagines. Then we
compared these years’ materials, and analyzed conclusions.

Results: In the article we have represented results of our investigation materials on the branch of
technogenic transformation of the landscapes based on modern methods, and relevant maps are prepared. We have
analyzed landscape components, like relief, climate, vegetation cover and etc., dynamics of forests, precipitations
and etc. We grouped the anthropogenic activities in the investigation area. Consequently we have determined risks
and hazards in the landscapes on the coastal plain of Caspian Sea due to human effects.

Transformation characterizes of Salyan and Lankaran, South-eastern Shirvan plains due to anthropogenic
effects have researched in the article. Dynamic analyzes of old and modern topo maps, satellite maps, survey with
older people let determine transformation degrees and development levels of modern natural and natural-
anthropogenic landscapes. Eco systems of the protected areas are compared with landscapes exposed to
anthropogenic effects based on analogy method. NDVI, dynamics of technogenic landscapes, forest ecosystems
maps allow to create anthropogenic transformation map of the investigation area. We devided investigation are into
5 parts due to transformation degrees: unchanged landscapes that retain their natural structure, poorly transformed
landscapes, medium transformed landscapes, strongly transformed landscapes, natural-technogenic landscapes.
Then risk and hazards are assessed. System of measures to overcome ecological risks and hazards have been
prepared by us. We have determined that 24% of the investigation area (1585 km?) were ecologically protected
landscapes. In 26% of the area (1705 km?), natural complexes are poor transformed. In 40% (2598 km?) of natural
complexes are moderately transformed, and in 10% (680 km?) of natural landscapes are strongly transformed and
belong to high-risk areas. Compiled maps and scientific results can be source in management of risks in the area and
in the proper organization of insurance business.

Theoretical and practical significance. The results of the research can be used by the research and design
institutes of the Ministry of Ecology and Natural Resources. The obtained scientific results will enable the
protection of the ecological diversity of landscapes on the plain of the Caspian Sea and optimize natural resource
potential of landscapes.

Scientific novelty: The obtained scientific results will enable the protection of the ecological diversity of
landscapes on the plain of the Caspian Sea and optimize natural resource potential of landscapes.

Purpose. The main purpose of the study is to research the regularities of the anthropogenic
transformation and ecogeographical situation of the landscapes on the coastal plain of the Caspian Sea
from Pirsaat river to Astara river.

Introduction. In the context of global climate change, the rapidly growing human demand against
the background of intensification of droughts in some regions leads to an increase in the anthropogenic
burden on natural landscapes. This creates anthropogenic transformations with different modifications.
Scientifically-proven transformations, ultimately, create a variety of risks and hazards to people's life.
After the 30th years of the XX century total area of marshes and saline increased more than 7 times in the
investigation area, which created risks and hazards to the productivity of planting and pasture lands.

Research area. The study area covers the South-eastern Shirvan, Salyan and Lankaran plains
located in the coast of the Caspian Sea with a total area of 6568 square kilometers which is equal to 7,6%
of the territory of Azerbaijan

Research methods. To determine dynamic of forests we prepared forests maps of investigation
area. For this purpose we used the topo map of the area of 1987, and Google Earth imagines. Then we
compared these years’ materials, and analyzed conclusions.

To determine dynamics some seliteb-urban complexs in the coastal plain of the Caspian Sea
during 1980-2020 years, we vectorized areas of settlements and compared those materials.

To determine modern conditions of land use on the coastal plain of Caspian Sea, we prepared
relevant maps of the area.

The methodological basis of the work is the author's field research in the South-Eastern Shirvan,
Salyan and Lankaran plains in 2010-2018. During the field research, the structural genetics and features
of the landscapes, as well as the characteristics of anthropogenic transformations were studied and
landscape mapping was carried out with the help of semi-stationary and route methods. The instrument
processing used the decoding of numerous space images of 2014-2016 flights in the field, as well as
computer technology, which is an integral part of GIS technology in the cameral options. The ecological
assessment of the risks posed to the life activities of the population by natural and man-made hazards
specific to the study area was compiled by a complex systematic approach and large-scale synthetic maps
were obtained. Against the background of global and regional climate change, the dynamics of humid
conditions in the study area were analyzed by cartographic methods of existing observation materials.

Analyzes and discussions. Anthropogenic landscapes are systems that are regulated, controlled
carries out economic, technical and social functions by humans [1, 3, 4, 5, 6]. A number of researchers
combine the complexes formed in the anthropogenic transformation of natural landscapes into 3 major
groups. Anthropogenic modifications; natural anthropogenic landscapes; anthropogenic landscapes.
These landscape groups differ from each other in the degree of anthropogenic change [1, 5, 6].
Anthropogenic transformation of landscapes in Azerbaijan have been studied by different researchers in
different aspects.

Y.A. Garibov (2013) has conducted the modern structural and functional features of natural-
anthropogenic landscapes in the Kur-Araz lowland, and has divided them into five groups according to
the degree of anthropogenicization [2].

M.J. Ismayilov, S.M. Zeynalova, and L.A. Ismayilova compared landscape maps compiled as a
result of field research in 2017 with ArcGIS software and calculated transformation indices of local
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landscapes with a landscape map that could be formed in the conditions of natural climatic humidification
in Lankaran natural region [1].

Here we have tried to study the transformation of natural landscapes on the basis of the ratio of
protected and unprotected areas, types of anthropogenic activities, the study of the dynamics of
components that can play an indicator role. The relative clarification of protected and unprotected areas
provides an overview of the transformation of territorial landscapes and ecological balance.

The area of specially protected areas in the research area is 2.5 times higher than the national
average and accounts for 24% of the total area. However, anthropogenic transformations of different
directions and degrees have occurred in the coastal plains of the Caspian Sea. The structural and genetic
features of anthropogenic transformations depend primarily on the degree of penetration of human
economic activity into the natural landscape.

Anthropogenic activities have led to the emergence of transformations in natural landscapes that
differ from each other in structural, genetic and functional features. Sometimes these transformations
cause fundamental changes in the landscape. Wetland-meadow and semi-desert landscapes contaminated
with oil and iodine-bromine mineral waters, covering 5.6% of the Salyan plain, have become a dead zone
deprived of soil and vegetation. Therefore, it is important for landscapes to take into account
environmental norms when using their natural resource potential.

Use and transformation of landscapes. In order to clarify the structural and functional features of
anthropogenic transformations in the study area, a large-scale (1: 100,000) map of landscape use was
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compiled. Based on the large-scale landscape use map it was determined that planting areas cover 2,472
km? (37.6% of the survey area), pasture complexes cover 1 47 km? (22% of the surveyed area),
settlements cover 585 km?2 (9% of the research area), roads cover 12 km? (0.2% of the research area),
protected areas cover 1 585 km? (24% of the research area), forest and forest massifs cover 325 km? (5%
of the survey area) (Figure 1).

As figure shows, the area of urban settlements has grown almost more than 50% (Figure 2).
Urban expansion is being observed in Lankaran, Jalilabad and Neftchala. The reason for this is the
creation of large industrial parks in recent years.

Transformation of forest ecosystems. Forest landscapes in the studied area are mainly spread in
Lankaran lowland. Until the early twentieth century, this forest covered almost the entire plain. The
forests of the Lankaran lowland, characterized by the richness of relict and endemic fauna and flora, as
well as high productivity, have been destroyed by the Karchovka method since the 1930s and used for tea
plantations, citrus orchards, vegetable crops, etc. has been transformed. With the deforestation, the semi-
desert and steppe landscapes of the Salyan plain have shifted up to 25-30 km towards the Lankaran
lowland. This has increased the trend of desertification in the Caspian coastal plains. In order to follow
the transformations that have taken place in the forest landscapes of the Caspian coastal lowlands in
recent years, maps have been compiled based on space images from 1987 and 2017 (Fig. 3).
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Comparison of maps revealed that in 1987 the forest areas covered 621 km? (9.5% of the survey
area). As a result of the forest demolition, 75 km? of these forests (1.2% of the research area) were
replaced with forest massifs in 2017. The forest areas decreased by 325 km? (48%) over the last 30 years
At present, these forests are found on the steep mountain slopes adjacent to the plain and partly in the
Hirkan National Park (Figure 4).

Transformations and risks. Grouping map of landscapes according to the degree of
transformation on the coastal plain of Caspian Sea has been prepared due to modern methods after
complex analysis of anthropogenic landscapes on the coastal plain of Caspian Sea (Figure 5). Current
state of use of natural landscapes in the research area and assessment of anthropogenic transformations
based on the eco-geographical situation of natural complexes and the degree of impact of natural and
man-made risks on human economic activity, zoning was carried out and a map with appropriate content
was compiled. As can be seen from the analysis of the map, it has divided into 10 regions according to
anthropogenic transformations and eco-geographical situation:
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1) Ecologically protected area;

2) basically transformed urban landscapes formed on the site of plain forests

3) fundamentally transformed seliteb complexes

4) shrub landscape modified to garden-plantation landscape

5) strongly altered meadow, shrub landscape

6) poorly altered forest and post-forest shrub landscape

7) medium and strongly altered arid and semi arid shrubs

The map analysis shows that landscapes with a total area of 1585 km? are preserved in national
parks and nature preserves, and anthropogenic transformation of landscapes is not observed in these
areas. In some parts of Salyan and Southeastern Shirvan plains (1 890 km?), landscapes have been
subjected to anthropogenic transformation. Anthropogenic transformation rate of landscapes in Kura river
basin (1 140 km?) area is medium, on the coastal area of Caspian Sea and Pirsaatchay basin (740 km?) it
is strongly. The landscapes of the Lankaran plain (1 213 km? have been subjected to the strongest
transformation.

Conclusion: It was determined that 24% of the study area (1585 km2) were ecologically protected
landscapes. In 26% of the area (1705 km2), natural complexes are less transformed and less risky. In 40%
(2598 km2) natural complexes are moderately transformed and moderate risk, and in 10% (680 km2)
natural landscapes are strongly transformed and high-risk areas. Compiled maps and scientific results can
be source in the management of risks in the area and in the proper organization of insurance business.

Shirvan and Gizilagaj parks as a whole and a small part of Hirkan National Park belong to the
ecologically protected areas and are the main source of biodiversity and ecological balance. Areas with
poorly altered natural components are on the banks of the Kura River, moderately altered areas are the
Salyan Plain, Pirsaatchay basin, and strongly altered areas are relatively high altitudes in the Lankaran
lowlands.
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
