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SCIENTIFIC AND PRACTICAL BASIS OF MANAGING TRANSITION TO SUSTAINABLE TOURISM IN
UKRAINE

The aim embraces determination of scientific and practical principles of transition to sustainable tourism in
Ukraine, focused on recommendations for policy making and directing the activities of stakeholders in the tourism
sector of the country.

Method. The study is based on general scientific methods, namely, analysis and synthesis, structural and
logical systematization.

Results. The guidelines of the global recommendations on the relaunch of tourism UNWTO and Vision
One Planet on the responsible recovery of tourism grounds the essence of the imperative of sustainability in the
restoration of tourism as a result of the COVID crisis. The outcome suggests the urgency of implementation of
modern accents of the international recommendations concerning sustainability and tourism, actualization of the
focuses of management of sustainability in tourism and the need for benchmarking of international approaches to
monitoring and assessment of sustainability in tourism in the practice of the International Network of Sustainable
Tourism Observatories of UNWTO, guidelines for sustainable growth of the World Travel and Tourism Council,
criteria and parameters of the Global Council for Sustainable Tourism and the Institute of Responsible Tourism. The
identified signs of practical steps of the State Agency for Tourism Development and the National Tourism
Organization of Ukraine in the context of sustainability management in tourism confirm a lack of a strategic
political vision for managing the transition to sustainable tourism - as called for at the global level - in Ukraine. The

proposal to develop a roadmap for managing the transition to sustainable tourism in Ukraine includes
recommendations on scientific and practical content of such a road map.

Scientific novelty. The substantiated directions of scientific and practical content of the roadmap for
managing the transition to sustainable tourism in Ukraine and include: systematic scientific analysis and
specification of the principles of managing the transition to a more sustainable model of tourism based on a
retrospective analysis of international recommendations (including the EU); systematic updating in accordance with
the recommendations of international institutions (including the EU); benchmarking of various corresponding
programs and platforms; substantiation and introduction of models of monitoring and certification of sustainability
in tourism and mechanisms of their and SDG integration into tourism policy and activity of stakeholders; coherence
and coordination of activities on dissemination of knowledge and transfer of innovations; institutional support and
evaluation of the effectiveness of the management of the transition to sustainable tourism in Ukraine.

Practical significance. Based on the study of current international guidelines in order to overcome the
mostly declarative and, in fact, not concretized strategic vision in Ukraine of prospects for tourism post-COVID
recovery on the basis of sustainability, the emphasis on the elaboration and introduction of a road map, given that
the scientific and institutional support is systematic, systemic and thorough, will provide the necessary empirical and
analytical evidence of effectiveness, benchmarking of specific practices, integrated models for policy decisions and
actions, as well as tourism practices in the country.

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INTANGIBLE CULTURAL HERITAGE AS A MODERN TOURIST RESOURCE ON THE EXAMPLE OF
SPAIN

The aim. To explore the prospects of creative and imaginative tourism based on intangible cultural heritage
on the example of Spain.

Methodology. General scientific research methods are used, namely general scientific: comparison,
analysis, synthesis, generalization and analogy. The comparison method was used to establish the similarity of the
use of ICH elements as a tourist magnet. Methods of analysis, synthesis and generalization were used in the study of
the causal relationship between the growth of tourist activity in Spain due to the introduction of legislative
documents that contributed to this process and the preservation of cultural traditions of local communities. By
analogy, we can expect a probable positive result of the development of creative and imaginative tourism in
Ukraine.

Results. Positive and effective examples of relevant types of cultural tourism in Spain are considered. The
article illustrates the examples of places in Spain where creative models of tourism development have been adopted
in recent decades. Successful results of relevant types of cultural tourism in the country are considered in the
research. It has been exemplified how important tourist “magnets” from the UNESCO Representative List became
the elements of intangible culture of Spain.The article illustrates the examples of places in Spain where creative
models of tourism development have been adopted in recent decades.

Scientific novelty. The author explores how creative tourism, changing the traditional model of cultural
tourism heritage, departs from material culture. The considered experience demonstrates that creativity is a mobile
component. Creativity promotes interaction between the owners of intangible culture, which are mostly locals from
rural areas, and visitors. The role of owners is not the traditional one for tourism as services are not provided in a
traditional way, but in the form of demonstration, training or transfer of experience. The role of tourists in this case
is the search for new skills, knowledge or experience.
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Practical meaningfulness. The study provides examples of how the key acquisition becomes a new
symbolic capital, i. e. the acquisition of experience, worldview and skills. Practical cases of cooperation and
distribution of roles between local communities and the state in tourism development based on the use of ICH
elements between have been described.

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THE ANALYSIS OF INTERNATIONAL TOURIST STREAMS OF UKRAINE FOR THE PERIOD FROM
2012 TO 2017

The purpose of this article is to analyze the dynamics of tourist streams between Ukraine and other
countries of the world, as well as to identify the factors that influence the development of international tourism most
of all.

Research methodology. The most important statistical indicators that characterize tourist streams are the
number of Ukrainians who visited other countries for tourist purposes and the number of tourists - citizens of other
countries, who arrived in Ukraine. In our study of the tourist streams of Ukraine the mathematical indicator that
reflects the features of tourist streams and their socio-economic importance for the development of international
tourism in the country, namely the coefficient of tourist exchanges, was used. Selected for the research were the
countries visited by more than 50 thousand tourists from Ukraine for at least 2 years in a row. The total number of
the tourists includes persons who travelled for official, tourism, and private purposes (without vehicle servicing
personnel and servicemen).

Results of the research. Most tourists from Ukraine go to neighboring countries, namely to Russia,
Moldova, Belarus, Poland, Romania, Hungary, and Turkey. Turkey is a popular holiday destination among
Ukrainians, because it’s close to Ukraine and can provide tourists with a good service. It is necessary to take into
account the fact that a large number of Ukrainians work abroad, mainly in Europe, as well as in Russia. When these
people leave for a foreign country, they can state their visit is private, not working; therefore, they are mistakenly
defined as tourists. The donor countries of tourists who come to Ukraine are (the coefficient tends to “1”) Tajikistan,
Uzbekistan, and the United States. The countries for which Ukraine is a donor of tourists are the (coefficient tends to
“-17) United Arab Emirates, Egypt, Cyprus, Spain, Greece, Austria, Turkey, and Poland.

Scientific novelty. For the first time, the coefficient of tourist exchanges of Ukraine in relation to 29
countries of the world for 2012 and 2017 was calculated. The donor countries of tourists coming to Ukraine, as well
as the countries for which Ukraine is a donor of tourists were identified.

Practical significance. It is to reveal the fact that Ukraine is a donor country for tourists. Given the fact that
Ukraine is rich in tourist resources, over time, using the experience of tourist countries around the world, it can
change this status and receive more foreign tourists.

Keywords: tourist streams, the coefficient of tourist exchanges, donors of tourists.

Problem statement. Tourist stream is a set of people who leave their place of permanent residence
to travel in various directions on foot or by some kind of transport in the period from 24 hours to one year
without engaging in paid activities and go back. The tourist stream as a totality of organized and amateur
travelers exists as the basis for the formation of a tourist product.

According to the methodology of the World Tourism Organization, all residents who temporarily
travel abroad, regardless of the purpose of their trip, are considered as tourists, with the exception of
persons leaving for the purpose of education and work.

The tourist business is the most profitable sector of the economy of many countries. Ukraine also
began to focus its efforts on the development of tourism, both internal and external.

Tourism has boasted virtually uninterrupted growth over time, despite occasional shocks,
demonstrating the sector’s strength and resilience. International tourist arrivals have increased from 25
million globally in 1950 to 278 million in 1980, 674 million in 2000, and 1,235 million in 2016.
International tourist arrivals (overnight visitors) in 2016 grew by 3.9% to reach a total of 1,235 million
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worldwide, an increase of 46 million over the previous year. It was the seventh consecutive year of
above-average growth in international tourism following the 2009 global economic crisis. A comparable
sequence of uninterrupted solid growth has not been recorded since the 1960s (Kreag 2001).

WTTC’s latest annual research, in conjunction with Oxford Economics, shows Travel & Tourism’s
contribution to world GDP outpaced the global economy for the sixth consecutive year in 2016, rising to
a total of 10.2% of world GDP (US$7.6 trillion). The sector now supports 292 million people in
employment — that’s 1 in 10 jobs on the planet. Travel & Tourism forecasts over the next ten years also
look extremely favourable with predicted growth rates of 3.9% annually (UNWTO 2017).

Tourism can improve the quality of life in an area by increasing the number of attractions,
recreational opportunities, and services. Tourism offers residents opportunities to meet interesting
people, make friendships, learn about the world, and expose themselves to new perspectives.
Experiencing different cultural practices enriches experiences, broadens horizons, and increases insight
and appreciation for different approaches to living. Often, dwindling interest in host cultures is revived by
reawakening cultural heritage as part of tourism development, which increases demand for historical and
cultural exhibits. This interest by tourists in local culture and history provides opportunities to support
preservation of historical artifacts and architecture. By learning more about others, their differences
become less threatening and more interesting (World Travel & Tourism Council 2017).

It's worth noting, that the year 2017 was declared by The United Nations General Assembly as the
International Year of Sustainable Tourism for Development recalling the potential of tourism to advance
the universal 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and the 17 Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs).

Travel streams are worth exploring, as tourists are one of the sources of financial revenues in a
country. It is an indisputable fact, that foreign tourists brings profit to a country. For this reason, our
research concentrates on the international tourist streams of Ukraine.

Ukraine is a country rich in tourist resources, but numerous political events (public protests on the
main square, Maydan Nezalezhnosti; anti-terrorist operations in the East of the country) have a negative
impact on the development of tourism, and in particular on inbound tourism.

By conducting a detailed analysis of the international tourist streams of Ukraine, we will be able to
find out from which countries a small number of tourists come to Ukraine. In this way, we will know that
more attention is needed to publicize Ukraine as a tourist destination in these countries in order to attract
more tourists. In addition, this research will allow us to see in which countries of the world Ukrainian
citizens spend their holidays and determine the reasons for their popularity among Ukrainians. The
practical value of the results of this research lies in it.

Analysis of research and publications. The issues of the tourist streams of Ukraine were considered
by O.0. Lyubitseva (2004), V.l. Kostashchuk (2010), O.M. Lutak, L.V. Mikhalchuk (2012), O. Yu.
Bordun (2013), N.F. Alekseeva, O.Ya. Drin (2014), O.A. Pys'mennyj (2014) et al. However, the
theoretical analysis of the scientific sources showed that these problems are not studied fully, which
creates a need for an in-depth study.

Foreign scientists such as J. Preez & S.F. Witt (2005), Li, G., K. K.F. Wong, H. Song & S.F. Witt
(2008), C. Goh, R. Law & H.M.K. Mok (2010), J. Ritalahti, A. Konttinen (2013), D.A. Kozlov (2016),
N.M. Karaulova, L.V. Silicheva, V.V. Antonenko, E.E. Konovalova, Lebedev K.A. (2017) etc. study
problems of tourist streams.

Selection of previously unsolved parts of the overall problem. It is necessary to find out whether
Ukraine is more of a donor of tourists to other countries of the world, or, conversely, a certain country or
several countries are donors of tourists to Ukraine. It is also necessary to find out from which countries of
the world tourists come to Ukraine the most, and to which countries Ukrainian tourists go.

The purpose of this research work is to analyze the dynamics of tourist streams between Ukraine
and other countries of the world, as well as to identify the factors that influence the development of
international tourism the most.

Data and methods. The most important statistical indicators that characterize tourist streams are the
number of Ukrainians who visited other countries for tourist purposes and the number of tourists -
citizens of other countries, who arrived in Ukraine.

In studying the current state of development of tourist streams it’s important to use mathematical
indicators that reflect the features of tourist streams and their socio-economic importance for the
development of international tourism in the country. Such indicators should take into account the
following characteristics of tourist flows: 1) the ratio between the number of arrivals of foreign tourists
from the country studied and the number of citizens who left for the same country for tourist purposes; 2)
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the share of the relevant categories of tourists in the total volume of international tourists in the country;
3) represent the general socio-economic trends of the relevant international tourist streams. One of these
indicators is the coefficient of tourist exchanges | (formula 1).

where Ni is the proportion of foreigners from another country, who visited the region (country) for
tourism purposes, in the total number of foreign tourists; Zi is the share of citizens of the country who
visited this other country with a tourist purpose in the total number of foreign tourists in the region
(country) (Kostashhuk 2010).

The meaning of this indicator can vary from -1 to +1. Indicator "-1" means that there was only the
departure of tourists from the region (country) and there were no registered arrivals of foreign tourists.
This means that travel companies in the country mainly work only to send their own citizens abroad.
Accordingly, such a state of international tourism in the region (country) doesn’t contribute to the
development of its own tourist complex, because under such conditions, the tourist product created here
isn’t consumed. Indicator "0" means that the intensity of arrivals from another country is comparable to
the intensity of departures from this country. When the coefficient of tourist exchanges is "+1" it means
that foreigners come to the region (country), and the return touristic stream is absent. This situation is the
most attractive for the region (country), as it contributes to the intensification of consumption of the
tourist product created here and the increase of the efficiency of the local tourist complex. Extreme values
of the coefficient are possible in a limited number of cases. Therefore, the absolute majority of indicators
of the coefficient of tourist exchanges ranges from "-1" to "+1". At the same time, the degree of
approximation of the indicator to the extreme values characterizes the intensity and direction of tourist
streams, and to a certain extent reflects the development of the tourist complex of the region (country),
the direction and efficiency of economic activity of the subjects of tourism business (Kostashhuk 2010).

The Table 1 shows that in 2014 the number of foreign tourists sharply decreased in Ukraine. We
also see that among foreign tourists visiting Ukraine those who arrived for a private purpose considerably
prevail. Among Ukrainians travelling abroad those who travel for a private purpose also significantly
outnumber the tourists in other categories.

In 2017, 5 million more Ukrainians travelled abroad than in 2012. There is a tendency towards an
increase in the number of Ukrainians travelling abroad for recreation, despite a slight decline in 2014 and
2015.

The population of Ukraine on December 1, 2017 amounted to 42.4 million (according to the State
Statistics Service of Ukraine). In 2017, 26.4 million Ukrainians travelled abroad. It’s 62% of the total
population of the country.

The Table 2 comprises the countries, from which more than 50 thousand tourists arrived to Ukraine
for not less than two years in a row. The total number of tourists from a particular country includes
persons who visited Ukraine for official, business, diplomatic, tourist, and private purposes, cultural and
sports exchange, religious or other purposes (no vehicle servicing personnel and transit).

Most tourists come to Ukraine from the neighboring countries, namely from Russian Federation,
Republic of Moldova, Belarus, and Poland. This is evident from the Table 1. Close family ties between
citizens of Ukraine and citizens of these countries explain this situation.

2014 saw a decline in the number of tourists from almost all countries. Nevertheless, despite this,
we can note a positive trend. From 2015 to 2017, the number of tourists from neighboring countries and
from other countries increased. The number of tourists from Hungary, the Republic of Moldova, Poland
and Slovakia didn’t decrease in 2014. Again, this is due to the close family ties between citizens of
Ukraine and the citizens of these countries.

We also see that the number of tourists from Tajikistan sharply increased in 2016 (163 880)
compared to 2015 (53 949). This situation may be related to the internal processes that took place in this
country.

It should be noted that Ukraine has a large diaspora in such countries as Russia (1928 thousand),
USA (930 thousand), Moldova and Transnistria (442 thousand), Kazakhstan (333 thousand), Belarus (159
thousand), Poland (62 thousand), Czech Republic (54 thousand), Romania (51 thousand), Slovakia (41
thousand), Germany (approximately 40 thousand), France (approximately 35 thousand), Great Britain
(approximately 30 thousand), Azerbaijan (22 thousand) (Zav'yalov 2017). Officially, 930 434 Ukrainians
live in the USA, while according to the diaspora the number is higher than 1.5 million. (Dostup do
pravdy™ 2016). Persons who are now citizens of these countries but who are of Ukrainian descent can
come to Ukraine to visit their relatives or friends. Despite the fact that they are Ukrainian by nationality,
they start to be considered as foreign tourists as soon as they cross the border.

Selected for the research were the countries visited by more than 50 thousand tourists from Ukraine
for at least 2 years in a row. The total number of the tourists includes persons who travelled for official,
tourism, and private purposes (without vehicle servicing personnel and servicemen).

Most tourists from Ukraine go to neighboring countries, namely to Russia, Moldova, Belarus,
Poland, Romania, Hungary and Turkey (table Ne3). Close family ties between citizens of Ukraine and
citizens of these countries account for this situation (except for Turkey). Turkey is a popular holiday
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destination among Ukrainians, because it’s situated close to Ukraine and can provide tourists with a good
service.

It is necessary to take into account the fact that a large number of Ukrainians work abroad, mainly
in Europe, as well as in Russia. When these people leave for a foreign country, they can state their visit is
private, not working; therefore, they are mistakenly defined as tourists.

The Table 4 shows the rate of tourist exchanges for the years 2012 and 2017. Thus, one can see
how the situation changed over 5 years.

Results and discussion. The Table 4 shows that for 5 years the coefficient of tourist exchanges
didn’t change for the following countries: Germany, Republic of Moldova, Tajikistan, Greece, Egypt and
the United Arab Emirates.

The donor countries for tourists who come to Ukraine are (the coefficient tends to “1”) Tajikistan,
Uzbekistan and the United States.

The countries for which Ukraine is a donor of tourists (coefficient tends to “-1”) are the United
Arab Emirates, Egypt, Cyprus, Spain, Greece, Austria, Turkey, and Poland.

The group of countries Ukraine has a constant exchange of tourists with (the coefficient tends to
“0”) includes Belarus, Germany, Israel, Italy, Republic of Moldova, Romania, Slovakia, Great Britain,
France, Bulgaria and Georgia.

In 2012, the coefficient of tourist exchange between Azerbaijan and Ukraine was close to “0”, and
in 2017 it already tended to “1”. This means that the situation changed. Azerbaijan began to supply more
tourists to Ukraine.

With Hungary, the Netherlands and the Russian Federation, the situation is the opposite; in 2017,
Ukraine began to supply more tourists to these countries (the coefficient tended to -1). This might be so
because people who go to these countries to land a job sometimes falsely indicate the purpose of their
trip.

In the cases of Kazakhstan and Lithuania, in 2012 the coefficient tended to “-1”, and in 2017 it
began to tend to “0”. This change took place because more Ukrainians began to travel to these countries.
Concerning the Czech Republic, the situation improved, because the coefficient which tended to “-1”
began to tend to “0”. Hence, tourists from the Czech Republic began to visit Ukraine.

Oresta Bordun (Associate Professor of the Department of Tourism of the Ivan Franko National
University of Lviv) studied international tourist streams from 2008 to 2010. She notes, that during this
period there was a dynamic predominance of the number of foreigners, who visited Ukraine over the
number of Ukrainian tourists who travelled abroad (Bordun 2013). It’s clear from the Table 1 that in 2012
and 2013 the number of foreign tourists who visited Ukraine and the number of Ukrainians who travelled
abroad were almost equal. Ukrainian tourists who visited other countries began to outnumber foreign
tourists coming to Ukraine in 2014 and this tendency has continued up to the present time.

In 2008, the tourist exchange coefficient was negative for Russia, Poland, and Hungary. For
Romania, Slovakia, and Germany the tourist exchange coefficient was equal to zero, which meant
equalizing the intensity of the tourist stream from Ukraine to these countries with the intensity of the
"counter" stream (tourist stream from these countries) (Bordun 2013). We can see from the Table 4 that in
2017 the coefficient of tourist exchanges was also negative for Russia, Poland, and Hungary. As for
Romania, Slovakia, and Germany, this coefficient tended to zero, but turned out to be negative in the end.

Motivation-based structure of the entrance tourist stream (9 months of 2010) is as follows: business
trips - 3% of the stream; organized tourism - 6% of the stream; private tourism - 91% of the stream
(Bordun 2013). The Table 1 shows that in 2017 business trips had 0.6%; organized tourism - 0.3%;
private tourism - 96.5%; cultural exchange, sport exchange, religious purposes, etc. - 2.1% in the
structure of the entrance tourist stream.
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Motivation-based structure of the outgoing tourist stream (9 months of 2010) is as follows:
business trips — 5% of the stream; organized tourism — 8% of the stream; private tourism — 87% of the
stream (Bordun 2013). The Table Nel shows that in 2017 business trips had 0,4%; organized tourism -
0,4%; private tourism - 99,2% in the structure of the entrance tourist stream.

In 2011, Ukraine was visited by the largest number of tourists from the following countries: Russia
(9.0 million), Moldova (4.0 million), Belarus (2.6 million), Poland (1.7 million), Hungary (0, 8 million),
Romania (0.7 million), Slovakia (0.6 million), Germany (0.2 million), Uzbekistan (0.1 million), USA (0.1
million) (Lyutak, My xal chuk 2012). The Table 2 shows that in 2017 the largest number of tourists came
to Ukraine from Moldova (4.4 million), Belarus (2.7 million), the Russian Federation (1.4 million),
Poland (1.1 million), Hungary (1.1 million), Romania (0.8 million), Slovakia (0, 4 million), Turkey (0.3
million), Israel), and Germany (0.2 million). We can see that the situation slightly changed in 6 years.
Fewer tourists began to arrive from the Russian Federation, and the places of Uzbekistan and the United
States were taken by Turkey and Israel.

Conclusions. The results of the research show that Ukraine falls into the category of countries that
are donors of tourists, and not into the one that comprises recipient countries. This is evident from the fact
that nineteen out of the twenty-nine countries studied received a negative coefficient of tourist exchanges
in 2017. Thus, Ukrainians went to these countries more often than the inhabitants of these countries came
to Ukraine. Only 10 countries received a positive coefficient of tourist exchanges in 2017. More tourists
from those countries came to Ukraine than there were Ukrainians who went to visit them. It concerned the
following countries: Azerbaijan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Kazakhstan, Belarus, Republic of Moldova,
Lithuania, the United Kingdom, the USA and Israel. Therefore, we can conclude that Ukraine must
eliminate internal political instability. With its moderate climate, a low feasibility of natural disasters, the
development of a system of cultural monuments, a rich historical heritage, and the effective measures to
publicize the domestic tourism product in the international tourist market, Ukraine can increase the
volume of its GDP and take a worthy place among the originators and consumers of the global tourism

product.

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GEOGRAPHY OF DARK TOURISM IN UKRAINE

The purpose of the article is to study the resource base for the development of «dark» tourism in Ukraine.
Since the issue of «dark» tourism is insufficiently studied in scientific sources, but is already of interest in science
and society, scientific attempts to study «dark» tourism in Ukraine are considered relevant and timely.

Methods. The author's analysis of materials of modern scientific researches and researches concerning
theoretical and practical aspects of development of «dark» tourism in Ukraine and the world is carried out. A
thorough analysis of publications of the current Ukrainian press, popular publications, news media resources,
materials of information portals, websites of travel companies has been performed.

Results. The preconditions for the development of «darks» tourism in Ukraine are described. The resource
base of this type of tourism is investigated. A list of 120 potentially popular for tourists «dark» places and objects
(medieval castles, dungeons, thematic museums, prisons, cathedrals, ancient settlements, cemeteries, anomalous
areas, places of power, battlefields and battles, etc.) that can used in the development of new tourism products.
According to the monitoring data, a map of «dark» tourism facilities in Ukraine has been completed. The
geographical (by macro-regions and regions of Ukraine) and thematic (according to the objects belonging to specific
types of «dark» tourism: mystical tourism, necropolis tourism, thanatourism and catastrophe tourism) structuring of
these objects, and regularities in their geospatial organization are revealed. The most interesting objects of «dark»
tourism of the regions of Ukraine are singled out and a brief description of more than 60 destinations is given.

The practical significance. The results of monitoring of «dark» tourism in Ukraine can be used as a
database for the development of an interactive map, and their characteristics, presented in the article, become a
meaningful content of such a map, as well as used as content to fill thematic websites, information portal , YouTube
and Telegram channels, mobile applications. The materials of the article can also be used in the process of forming
tourism development programs of the country, in arranging the infrastructure of the relevant profile (quest rooms,
amusement parks, thematic entertainment centers), in organizing cultural events, competitions, quests, festivals,
educational tours in mystical places to promote them. among tourists and attracting additional investment in the
activities of tourism enterprises that plan to expand the existing range of tourism programs by developing «dark»
tours and excursions.

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TERRITORIAL ORGANIZATION OF MUSEUMS AS OBJECTS OF ETHNOCULTURAL POTENTIAL
OF CHERNIVTSI OBLAST

Goal of the article: Conduct research on the territorial organization of museums of different levels and
types in the communities of Chernivtsi oblast as important objects of ethnocultural potential of the region. Identify
the distribution of museums by different classification criteria and trace their importance for the development of
certain types of tourism.

Research methodology. To obtain information, various sources of information were first studied, namely:
literary, official Internet portals of communities and districts of Chernivtsi Oblast State Administration and
Chernivtsi Oblast Council. At the next stage, a fairly detailed database was formed, which reflects the types of
museums according to all the classification features presented in the work, as well as their ethnicity. This allowed to
establish the contribution of each ethnic group in the formation of ethnocultural potential of the region, which
allows us to talk about cooperation with neighboring countries in the framework of ethnocultural interaction.

Results of the research. Chernivtsi oblast is a striking example of ethnocontact and polyethnic region, in
which Ukrainians, Romanians, Moldovans, Jews, Russians, Poles, Armenians and other ethnic groups created and
continue to create their cultural heritage. Ukrainians in the region own 152 museums, Romanians — 12, Moldovans —
14, Russians — 1. Also, separate exhibitions are dedicated to the Jewish, Polish, German, Armenian and other ethnic
groups. Of course, such differences in the ethnicity of museums, as an important component of ethnocultural
development of the region, are of great practical and scientific importance.

The scientific novelty lies in the development of a detailed classification of museums and their typology, as
well as in identifying the place of museums in the ethnocultural development of the polyethnic region. These studies
should be conducted in other regions of our country.

The practical significance of the obtained results lies in the possibility of finding investments to increase
the tourist attractiveness of both individual administrative units and the region as a whole. Museums also play an
important role in shaping the ethnic, historical, ethnocultural, national-patriotic and other perceptions of the territory
and identity of their people.

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ECOLOGICAL AND EDUCATIONAL ROUTE OF THE SACRED SPRINGS OF THE
SLOVECHANSKO-OVRUCHSKY RIDGE

The aim. The aim of the study is to exploring the possibilities of using the development of networks of
ecological routes and the involvement of communities in environmental activities, on the example of creating an
ecological and educational route in the Slovenian-Ovruch ridge.

Research methods. We apply standard field and cameral geobotanical and cartographic methods. Our field
research lasted from 2004 to 2019. We have created many standard geobotanical descriptions and created several
ecological-coenotic profiles using expeditionary and stationary field methods. We created landscape maps and laid
a holistic system of ecological trails through its most famous natural sources using cartographic modeling methods.
We have studied archaeological, historical, ethnographic and bibliographic materials.

The results. We have developed an environmental education site about 100 km long, which combines 13 of
the most famous natural springs. Each of these natural springs is a cult object, associated with a large number of
myths and rituals that are still actively practiced. The Slovechansko-Ovruch ridge first of all impressed researchers
with powerful natural springs that burst to the surface. Over the millennia of human history, a cult of worship has
been formed in these places for natural spring. For the first time, we consider indigenous culture as a way to adapt to
environmental conditions. Our activities aimed at studying, preserving and improving these sources will activate
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local communities to care for the environment, cultural and historical heritage. The ecological and educational route
"Natural springs of the Slovechansko-Ovruch ridge" is a unique system that represents natural phenomena of world
importance in combination with indigenous culture, which is the adaptation of communities to local natural
conditions. Creation of NP "Slovechansko-Ovrutsky ridge" is the only comprehensive and systematic solution that
will ensure sustainable development of communities while preserving the natural and historical and cultural identity.
The local population, which has unique historical, cultural characteristics, is becoming increasingly vulnerable to
global changes in the natural environment without these steps. The aboriginal population is economically and
ideologically strongly integrated with natural complexes, so their loss will lead to the degradation and extinction of
aboriginal culture.

Scientific innovation. For the first time, we consider indigenous culture as a way to adapt to environmental
conditions.

Practical significance. The best way to promote caring for the environment is to involve local communities
in the study, development and protection of natural resources. This is especially true in the area of design and
creation of a national nature park.

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Objectives of the article: to analyze the migration process in Ukraine in order to obtain education against
the background of the global process in the educational sphere and the general migration process for compliance
with general migration trends.

The research methodology is based on the processing of analytical and statistical materials from various
sources, both national and foreign, using methods of analysis, synthesis, statistical processing of information.

Research results. It has been established that educational migrations are a dynamically developing process
since the end of the twentieth century, to which more and more countries are joining. This trend is also inherent in
Ukraine, where educational migration has been developing dynamically throughout the 21st century. The factors
influencing the external mobility of students are the military-political and economic crisis. Students go to study
mainly to neighboring countries. Educational migration processes from Ukraine in their dynamics and geography
correspond to the trends characteristic of labor migrations. The geography of educational migrations to Ukraine is
also expanding and flows are increasing, although they are much smaller in volume than educational flows from
Ukraine.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the identification of correlations between the general trends of
the migration process and educational migration.

The practical significance of the results obtained is aimed at drawing attention to the problem of the
outflow of youth, which is the demographic, labor and intellectual potential of the nation, abroad.

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NATIONAL-ETHNIC CHARACTERISTICS OF DEMOGRAPHIC DEVELOPMENT IN THE
NORTHERN REGIONS OF AZERBAIJAN (ON THE EXAMPLE OF SHAKI-ZAGATALA ECONOMIC-
GEOGRAPHICAL REGION)

Purpose. Changes in the number of ethnic minorities in certain years have had a significant influence on
ethno-demographic processes. Thus, depending on the geopolitical and socio-economic conditions of the country,
including the living condition of the population, the pace of development of settlements and demographic situation,
there have been recorded crucial alterations in the demographic indicators of ethnic minorities over the years and
these alterations have been widely experienced in the northern regions of the state that these regions differentiate as
their ethnic diversity. The primary purpose of the research is to identify trends in the ethno-demographic situation in
the region, to investigate the causes of trends in demographic dynamics and to make proposals for figuring out
challenges.
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Methods. The research was carried out using mathematical-statistical, comparative analysis, historical and
questionnaire methods. Along with, the statistical materials, provisions of state laws, programs and orders,
information in periodicals played a pivotal role in conducting the research.

Results. The article scrutinizes the essential factors influencing changes in marital status, the structure of
age-gender composition and trends in the number dynamics of the population. The article also determines the ways
of regulation of the ethno-demographic situation in the region, and finally, presents the results and proposals
prepared on a scientific basis.

Scientific innovations. For the first time, the article investigates the changes in the ethno-demographic
situation of ethnic minorities in the Shaki-Zagatala economic-geographical region under the influence of certain
factors and the impact of the measures taken on the current situation. It was determined that the demographic
situation of ethnic minorities are formed under the influence of natural and geographical factors, as well as socio-
economic and political factors, and as a result of these factors, the ethno-demographic situation has changed
significantly in certain years. The analysis shows that despite taken measures, there are significant differences in the
ethno-demographic situation, and these differences have shown and continue to manifest themselves in all ethno-
demographic processes. In this regard, in terms of the country's territorial integrity, strategic future and multicultural
values, a certain action plan should be implemented to regulate the ethno-demographic situation in the republic,
including the Shaki-Zagatala economic-geographical region which is distinguished by its ethnic diversity.

Practical significance. The study results can be used to establish socio-economic and political stability in
the Shaki-Zagatala economic-geographical region, as well as to regulate international relations and achieve the
harmonious connection of ethnic minorities with each other by ensuring the socio-economic, national and cultural
development.

Introduction. The formation of the national-ethnic composition of the population in Azerbaijan has
taken place during the entire historical development of society, therefore, the ethnic composition has
always been different, both within the historical lands of Azerbaijan and the modern Republic of
Azerbaijan. In general, the population of the country can be compartmentalized as historical dwellers
(Azerbaijanis, Lezgins, Avars) and migrated nations (Russians, Ukrainians, Armenians). From this point
of view, the Shaki-Zagatala economic-geographical region is particularly distinguished by its ethnic
landscape. The formation of the national composition of the region's population was strongly influenced
by the process of coexistence and assimilation of Lezgins, Sakhurs, Avars, Inghilois, Tats and other
ethnic groups with Azerbaijani Turks for centuries. However, although some of these ethnoses have
common cultural values with the Azerbaijani Turks, each of them have added their special styles to the
spiritual culture of Azerbaijan, preserving its ethnic specificity throughout history. The diversity and
formation of ethnic composition in the region has changed directly due to historical migrations and ethno-
demographic factors. The impact strength of these factors was formed under the direct influence of
political, socio-economic and other factors.

Study of the subject. The study of ethno-demographic processes in the world, including Azerbaijan,
has always been in the spotlight, and therefore, along with geographers, historians, ethnographers,
economists, toponomists and others have been studying the ethno-diversity of the country. In the research
process, from foreign researchers P.K.Uslar (1890), V.F.Minorsky (1957), 1.Q.Gerber (1958), A.C.Harris
(1992), J.M.Clifton (2005), C.Tiesen (2005), W.M. Schulze (2016), J.B.Minahan (2016) and from
Azerbaijani geographers S.Y.Goychayli (1987), E.Q.Mehraliyev (1988), N.H.Ayyubov (1988),
M.O.Sadigov (1988), Z.N.Eminov (2005), N.A.Pashayev (2010), E.S.Badalov (2016), R.N.Karimov
(2016), from historians-ethnographers G.J.Javadov (2000), A.N.Mustafayev (2005), S.H.Aliyev (2007),
I.M.Agayev (2006) and others’ theoretical and methodological provisions of investigations were taken as
a basis.

The object of research. The primary object of the investigation is the ethnic minorities living in the
economic and the geographical region of Shaki-Zagatala and the trends in their demographic situation.

The results of the investigation. Shaki-Zagatala economic-geographical is located in the northern
part of Azerbaijan and characterized by its polyethnic diversity. This region plays an important role in the
demographic as well as ethno-demographic development and it consists of 6 administrative districts,
including 6 cities and 336 rural settlements, and of them Shaki, Zagatala and Gabala districts differentiate
with their population exceeding 100 thousand people (188,1 thousand, 129,8 thousand and 107,8
thousand people, in turn), respectively, 99.1 thousand people settled in Balakan, 57.2 thousand people in
Gakh and 44.7 thousand people in Oghuz district. In general, of 10067.1 thousand population of the
republic 626.7 thousand people or 6.2% are concentrated in this region [14].
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In 2009, 8.4% of the total population in the country was made up of ethnic minorities whereas this
figure for the region was about 2.5 times higher than the national average (18.6%), and it can be
concluded that about one-fifth of the ethnic minorities are concentrated in this region. In particular, 100%
of the Udis, 99.9% of the Sakhurs, 99.3% of the Avars, 76.4% of the Inghilois, 15.7% of the Lezgins and
3.6% of the Turks and 0.7% of the Russians fall to share of the study area [13]. The historical settling and
location of the region on the border with foreign countries have played an important role in the diversity
of the national composition of the population in the region. The concentration of almost some of the
country's ethnic minorities in the region improves the importance of studying and researching this
region's population. In terms of their share the Avars are the second right after the Azerbaijanis with
11.6%, and they are compactly settled in Balakan, Gakh and Zagatala districts [11, p. 74]. The Avars are
mainly settled in the Abaali, Akhakhdara, Ashagi Chardaghlar, Jar, Chokakoba, Danachi, Dardoggaz,
Dombabina, Goyam, Hasanbina, Hoytala, Kebeloba, Gabizdara, Mazykh, Magov, Pashan, Uzungazmalar,
Uzuntala, Vohtala, Zilban and Yolayrij villages of Zagatala district; Ajiligbina, Bechagarbina, Bedagar,
Berethina, Cederovtala, Cincartala, Ayritala, Isakhligirme, Kortala, Katekh, Garahajili, Gashina, Gaysa,
Gazma, Gullar, Mazimchay, Mesheshambul, Mahamalar, Rochahmad, Solban, Okuzovtala, Shambul,
Sharif and Yeni Sharif villages of Balakan district [1, p. 79; 8, p.286].

Examples of Lezgin villages in the region, which make up 5.9% of the region's population, are
Ashagi Dashagil, Ashagi Goynuk, Ashagi Keldek, Bayramkokhali, Bash Keldek, Bash Layski, Bilikh,
Dizakhli, Amirvan, Kusnet, Gamarvan, Laza, Malikli, Syrt Yengija, Yenikend and Sileyli villages of
Gabala district; Okhud village of Shaki distrcit; Boyuk Soyudlu, Jalut, Khal-khal Gishlag, Karimli,
Gumlug, Padar and Shirvanli villages of Oghuz district can be mentioned. Rutuls, one of the five Lezgin
ethnic groups, settled in Dashuz, Shorsu, Shin and Armanat villages of Shaki district [3, p. 5].

The Sakhurs, one of the oldest ethnic groups in Azerbaijan, who historically lived in Dagestan and
later migrated to Azerbaijan, mainly in the Zagatala, Gakh and Balakan districts, and they formed 2.7% of
the region's population. They are primarily settled in Bazar, Alasgar, Daghli, Jimjimax, Findigli,
Gozbarag, Galal, Gargay, Gimykh, Mamrukh, Mukhakh, Yeni Suvagil, Zayam villages of Zagatala
district; Agyazi, Ashagi Malakh, Amirjan, Gulluk, Ilisu, Gum, Gashgachay, Lakit, Lakit Malakh, Lakit
Kotuklu, Saribash, Uzumlu villages of Gakh district. They live together with Avars, Azerbaijanis and
Turks in the Ayritala, Rochahmed, Beretbina, Mahamalar, Solban, Gasbina villages of Balakan district.
Recently, there has been a decline in the number of Sakhurs in the region, since they, especially the
younger generation, leaving their village after graduating from high school [5, p. 3; 8, p. 298].

The Inghilois, one of the ancient ethnic groups of Caucasian Albania, are mainly concentrated in
Balakan, Gakh and partly in Zagatala districts. Especially, they are settled in the Ititala village of Balakan
district; Alibayli, Inghiloi-Kotuklu, Garagan, Zayam, Gakhinghiloi, Gakhbash, Meshabash, Boyuk
Alatamir, Kichik Alatamir, Garamesha, Ketgushan, Khalaftala, Baghtala villages of Gakh district.
Notwithstanding, the Yengiyan village of Zagatala district is a mixed village in where the inghilois live
together with Azerbaijanis, however, this village was deleted from the list of Inghiloi villages because the
peasants speak the Azerbaijani language [6, p. 3; 10, p. 7].

Traditionally, the Udis used to live in the Oghuz city and the Nic village of the Gabala district,
however, in 1919-1922 the Udis moved to the village of Oktomberi in Georgia, nonetheless, currently,
they live only in the Nic village in of Gabala district [2, p. 3; 8, p. 209]. In 2016, the number of Udis
reached 6,000. In 2009, 65% of the village of Nic was ethnic Udi people, with the remainder being
Azerbaijani [16, p. 192]. Due to fact that 100 Udi people lived in Oghuz in 1989, in 2009, they
completely left the district [9, p. 28]. If we look at the dynamics over a decade between 1999 and 2009,
there was an increase of 0.2% in the country, nonetheless, the number of ethnic minorities in the region
decreased by about 10%. In general, with the exception of the Gabala district, the percentage of
Azerbaijanis in the ethnic composition has increased, the share of other ethnic groups has decreased, and
this decrease is most pronounced in the Gakh region (-21.2%).

Population decline is more pronounced in rural areas. According to residents, the younger
generation is leaving the village due to economic difficulties, additionally, the unfavourable or non-
existent educational institutions in the villages, the inconvenience of road and transport infrastructure
have accelerated this process. According to the percentage decrease, the Zagatala region is in second
place (-13.1%) and the reason for this negative demographic trend was the migration of Sakhurs and
Avars to regional centres, Baku and Dagestan due to socio-economic difficulties. As the same situation
was observed in the villages of Oghuz and Balakan districts, negative dynamics of 11.3% and 9.5% were
observed in those districts, respectively [12]. In general, difficulties in rural areas have resulted in a
decline in their number in all administrative districts, as the majority of ethnic minorities in the region
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live in villages and the different vertical zoning of these villages affects their socio-economic
development. In particular, the decline in the number of Russians, Udis, Avars, Sakhurs, Inghilois living
in the region was directly related to the migration process, and the growth in the number of Lezgins and
Azerbaijanis was due to natural increase. It can be concluded that the primary reason for the
diminishment of ethnic minorities is not the decline in natural growth, but migration processes. Due to the
high unemployment problem among the Avars, some migrants settle the cities to find favourable job
opportunities, some of them migrate to Baku, and some of them left the country (Table 1) [4, p. 5].

In 1999, the share of female in the population of both the country and the region was relatively
higher. Similarly, in administrative districts, with the exception of the Gabala, the percentage of female
was higher than that of male. Even in the administrative districts, this figure for ethnic minorities was
relatively higher than both country’s and region’s indicators. The highest rate was registered in the
Balakan district (51.2%). The main reason for a lower number of men than women this year was due to
changes in the socio-economic and political situation. Thus, the closure of workplaces after the collapse
of the USSR and the consequent widening of the unemployment problem during 1996-2000 accelerated
the process of emigration among men due to the difficulties associated with low wages.

This process has resulted in an increment in the proportion of women not only by the total
population of region and country but also it has gone up by ethnic groups [15, p.14]. Nevertheless,
although the proportion of women in both the republic and the region has been higher over the past
period, this figure has declined somewhat (50.5%). Similarly, the same trend was witnessed in all districts
with the exception of Gakh district and the highest decrease rate was experienced in the Oghuz district
(51.7%). In spite of the ratio between men and women were equal in the Gabala district in 1999, this ratio
was disrupted in 2009 due to the high birth rate of boys and the influx of men from abroad. As Gabala is
the most developed region in the region in terms of tourism-recreational potential, this process has
directly influenced immigration processes, along with, natural increase rate was higher in this district
since the main part of the district is inhabited by the Lezgins who have higher natural increase rate (Table
2).

Looking at the sex-age pyramid of the Avar people, it can seen that there were sharp changes
between 1999 and 2009, and this situation was most pronounced in the 0-4 and 5-9 age groups, as the
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number of people in both age groups, was approximately decreased by 2 times, and the primary cause of
this trend was the drop in natality. In the 10-14 age bracket, the fall is relatively lower. However, the high
level of natural increase in previous years has led to an increase in the share of the population in the 15-29
age demographics. Although there has been a resurgence in the 30-39 age group, the ratio of the
population in the 40-44 age group saw a downward tendency. Another noteworthy fact is that after the
age of 85, the proportion of women fell, and the average life expectancy among women has decreased. In
general, there were no significant differences in the percentage of men and women (Figure 1).

As in the Avars, in the Sakhurs, the percentage of the 0-14 age group decreased, and in the 5-9 age
group, this figure saw a downward trend by about 1.5 times. Due to the high natural increase of previous
years, in 2009 more than 20% of the population was concentrated in the 15-24 age bracket. Even though
there was a significant decline in the 25-39 age group as a result of migration of the younger population
to neighbouring countries and urban centres for working purpose, there was an almost twofold increase in
the 40-54 age group. The gender-age composition disturbed as a result of World War Il was significantly
expressed in the 50-54 age group in 1999 and in the 60-64 age group in 2009 and these indicators could
not be restored. As with the Avars, although the average life expectancy decreased among women
whereas there was a slight increase in males’ average life expectancy. (Figure 2).

Analogically, the share of the Udi people in the 0-14 age group has halved while it rose in the 15-
29 age group. Due to migrants in the 30-39 age group, the percentage of both sexes has decreased
significantly. In the 40-year-old group, the reverse trend was experienced. As in other nations, the
consequences of World War Il manifested themselves in both the 50-54 age group in 1999 and the 60-64
age group in 2009 in both age groups. Similarly, the average life expectancy of the Udi people was
accompanied by an increase in men and a decrease in women. In general, although there were significant
differences in age groups whilst there were no significant differences in gender balance (Figure 3).

In comparison, there was a remarkable decline in the total population of the region in the 0-9 age
group as in the minority ethnic groups, and this level of decrement was relatively higher than the indicator
of the republic, and as in the minority ethnic groups, the composition of female over 80-year-old has
curtailed for both country and region (Figure 4; Figure 5).

However, unlike other ethnic groups, the lowest growth rate was recorded in the Udin population,
which was significantly lower than the national level. At the same time, violations in the age-sex pyramid
of the Udin and Avar peoples were most pronounced at the age of 25-34, and the main factor influencing
this was due to paucity of employment opportunities, both sexes of this age group migrate to Russia and
Georgia to find job opportunities and, likely, the sustainability of this situation will lead to serious
problems such as a considerable diminishment in natural increase rate and an imbalance in the sex
structure. Visa-free travel to neighbouring countries and the settlement of close relatives of ethnic
minorities in these states is one of the essential factors accelerating migration, and in general, the high
share of men in labour migration in the country has culminated in the same situation among ethnic
minorities, and as a result of this situation, the share of female overtake the ratio of male. However, in
some cases, the proportion rate can be diminished for both sexes in the same age demographics as some
migrants migrate with their family members. Although this situation is not fairly common among
Azerbaijanis, it is more widespread among ethnic minorities [15, p. 21].

Note: Since information on the marital status of minorities is provided throughout the country, the article only provides indicators of marital
status for the Udin, Sahur and Avar peoples, most of whom live in the study area.

Over the past period, there were fundamental changes in the marital status of ethnic minorities in
the region. According to the data, despite the reducement in the number of Avars in the region, there was
a climb in the number of married and unmarried people, nonetheless this increase was also reflected in the
rise in the number of divorces and widows as a negative demographic trend. However, there has been a
striking decline in the number of marriages among the Sakhur people, and this process is directly related
to the decline in the number of Sakhurs in the region to 3,500. On the other hand, although there was a
relative increase in the number of divorces, the number of widows decreased slightly. In the case of the
Udis, the marital status was negative in all respects, as the number of married people grew slightly, while
the number of unmarried, divorced and widows improved, while the number of unmarried people almost
doubled. The primary cause for the decline in the number of married people is that young people of
marriageable age leave the region to find a job, while the negative dynamics in the number of Udis, as in
other minorities, has led to noticeable differences in marital status. However, there has been a significant
increase in the number of married population in both the country and the region as a whole. Growth was
observed in other indicators both in the country and in the region. In particular, the number of unmarried
has increased in virtue of the younger population, and this process has had a direct impact on the
reduction of marriages and natural increase. The decrease in the number of marriages is due to the
inadequate financial situation of the population, the predominance of men among migrants and,
consequently, the sex-age composition of the population (Table 3) [7, p.172].

Results and proposals.

- The number of ethnic minorities in the study area, as well as in all administrative districts of the
region, with the exception of Gabala, has significantly decreased, presumably, this decline has intensified
due to the increase in the number of immigrants;

- In contrast to the age-sex pyramid for the total population of the study area and the country,
owing to the inadequacy of business opportunities, the influx of able-bodied young population to other
countries and regions has accelerated the process of ageing from below, affecting natural increase;

- Negative indicators of the marital status of both the country and the economic region have
affected ethnic minorities, and even the negative marital status of some minorities have accelerated;

- Construction or rehabilitation of infrastructure to ensure the socio-economic development of areas
(especially rural settlements) to prevent negative ethno-demographic trends among ethnic minorities in
the economic region, assessment of the the economic potential of the area to increase labour-intensive
production in regional centres and villages may play an important role in reducing migration processes,
increasing natural growth and stabilizing the sex-age balance.

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PROFESSOR ALEXANDER ZUPAN (1847-1920): LIFE AND WORK IN GEOGRAPHY

Purpose. Analysis of the scientific achievements of scientists-geographers who have left a significant mark
in the development of domestic and world scientific thought, due to the need to determine its historical formation
and identify future vectors of development. That is why the purpose of our article is to present the results of the
study of the scientific heritage of Professor Alexander Zupan, as an outstanding scientist in the field of geography.

Methods. The study was conducted on the basis of an analysis of available literature sources on this topic,
as well as the works of scientists in the field of geography and partly in the field of history. In particular, the article
used such methods of geographical research as analysis, historical and literary.

Results. The article highlights the life of Alexander Zupan - a famous geographer of the Austrian period,
who worked not only in Austria, Germany, Slovenia but also in Ukraine, namely in Chernivtsi. During his life,
Alexander Zupan went from teacher to professor, making a significant contribution to the development of physical,
social and political geography, climatology, as well as the development of school geographical education. In total,
his scientific achievements include more than 30 works. Much of the work has been republished several times. The
scientific works "Fundamentals of Physical Geography", "Textbook of Geography on the Principles of Modern
Science for Austrian Secondary Schools", "Wind Statistics in the Lower Troposphere” and others deserve special
attention. For his scientific contribution he was awarded the scientific prize of the German Academy of Naturalists
"Leopoldin" "Medal of Kotenius".

The main scientific ideas of the scientist date back to the period of work as the editor of the famous
geographical journal "Petermanns Mitteilungen”. But it is also worth noting that it was Zupan who introduced
branch geographical courses in physical geography, orography, geographical morphology, climatology, oceanology,
ethnology, regional courses in European geography, and others at Chernivtsi University.

Scientific novelty. For the first time in Ukraine, we conducted a detailed analysis of the scientific heritage
and life of Professor Oleksandr Zupan, because his figure is little studied in Ukrainian geographical science.

The practical significance. Analysis of the scientific achievements of geographers allows to deepen
knowledge of the theory of Ukrainian geography and assess their contribution to the development of important areas
of geographical science. Knowledge of Alexander Zupan's scientific work is important from the point of view of
using his main ideas in modern theoretical and scientific-practical research.
