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THE UNESCO HERITAGE: ESSENCE, STRUCTURAL COMPONENTS, TOURISM OPPORTUNITIES

The objective of the study is to provide arguments for the structural components of the UNESCO heritage,
reveal their tourism opportunities and improve the conceptual and terminological apparatus.

The research methodology is based on using scientific methods of system-structural analysis, comparison,
classification, statistical processing of information, scientific generalization. A significant number of international
documents and electronic resources was processed, which allowed to expand the idea of UNESCO heritage as a
tourism resource.

Results. The conceptual and terminological apparatus of the UNESCO heritage was generalized. The
structural scheme of the UNESCO heritage components, that consists of two blocks, namely, heritage components
and legislative, was proposed and provided arguments for. The main structural components of the UNESCO
heritage were identified and analyzed. The abovementioned components are as follows: the world cultural and
natural heritage, documentary, underwater and intangible cultural heritage, which are regulated by relevant
international regulations. The tourism opportunities of the main structural components of the UNESCO heritage
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were revealed. The "UNESCO network™ with regards to the legal framework and the possibility of its use in tourism
was analyzed. It was concluded that there is an urgent need to review international institutions to protect the heritage
during the period of military aggression.

Scientific novelty. The structural components were generalized, the conceptual and terminological apparatus
of the UNESCO heritage was improved. The definition of a "UNESCO heritage as a tourist resource™ concept was
offered.

Practical significance. Research materials can be used in tourism in the process of developing a tourism product, a
tour program, as well as in educational activities when training tourism experts, tourism managers, culturologists and others.

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THEORY AND PRACTICE OF VOLUNTEER TOURISM IN THE CONDITION OF THE MILITARY STATE IN
UKRAINE THROUGH RUSSIAN AGGRESSION AND THE REVIVAL OF TOURISM AFTERTHE WAR (CASE OF
CITY OF KAMYANETS-PODILSKYTI)

The aim of the article is to reveal the possibilities of tourism development, in particular volunteer tourism,
under the martial law in Ukraine due to Russian aggression and the need to revive tourism after the Victory. The
authors investigate the theoretical aspects of volunteerism in the transformation process and its adaptation to the
needs of modern tourism and wartime tourism, taking into account the interests of temporarily displaced people. The
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experience and practice of volunteer tourism is presented on the example of the pearl of Podillia - the city of
Kamianets-Podilskyi. The need to continue the successful practice of restoration and adaptation of the city's
architectural monuments for tourism objects and improvement of tourism infrastructure has been emphasized.

Research methodology. It consists in the systematization of a powerful volume of scientific, scientific-
journalistic, statistical, cartographic information and own volunteer experience using the analysis and synthesis of a
number of literary sources regarding the issues of volunteering and volunteer tourism in the realities of wartime. The
methodology provides for taking into account the powerful practical experience of promoting a complex tourist
destination on the example of the city of Kamianets-Podilskyi, which distinguishes its resource base for the
development of cultural and cognitive, national and patriotic, mystical, memorial and other types of tourism in the
volunteer tourism movement.

Results of the research. The outcomes stressed the importance and necessity of introducing volunteer
tourism in Kamyanets-Podilsky in order to promote already developed types of tourism and the branding of new
ones. This will contribute to the development of sustainable tourism under martial law and accelerate the Victory.

Practical significance lies in the disclosure of the essence and importance of volunteering and volunteer
tourism for the development and reconstruction of Ukrainian cities, in particular, Kamyanets-Podilsky under martial
law. It also identifies opportunities and the need to already contribute to the improvement and renewal of tourism
infrastructure, such as communication routes, hotel and restaurant networks, taking into account the needs of
temporarily displaced persons. Such proposals and experiences of volunteer tourism can be scaled to other
Ukrainian cities to accelerate Victory.

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THE SPECIFICITY OF THE ETHNIC CUISINE OF THE RIGHT-BANK POLESIE OF UKRAINE:
HISTORICAL AND GEOGRAPHICAL INVESTIGATIONS

The article broadcasts scientific researches of Ukrainian regional gastronomy and presentations of author's
researches. Actively in Ukraine began to develop gastronomic tourism. Culturological studios broadcast ethnic
cuisines and food. Incredible picturesqueness and amazing power of Ukrainian gastronomic regional traditions in
high-quality local products and autochthonous techniques developed over thousands of years. Variegated climatic
conditions, landscapes, intercultural ties prompted the narrative of Ukrainian regional gastronomy in the world. The
unique culture of the Right-bank Polissya is revealed through the upgrade of the culinary heritage of the Poleschuks.
In the current realities, the principles of a healthy lifestyle and the safety of the life of ethnic groups living also in
the affected Chernobyl territories are at the forefront. These territories have formed unique features of life,
recognizable architecture, traditions, as well as ethnically marked culinary preferences.
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Goal. Explore the specifics of the ethnic cuisine of the Right-Bank Polissya of Ukraine. Based on their own
expeditionary research, to present the uniqueness of the nutrition of the ethnic groups of the Right-Bank Polissya of
Ukraine. To popularize the traditional Polissya cuisine, the basis of a healthy diet, and to increase the potential of the
region's tourist attractiveness.

Method. An interpreted method of field ethnographic research was applied, which made it possible to study
the historiography of the food prints of the Poleshchuks of the Right-Bank Polissya of Ukraine, to identify
gastronomic studios of various ethnic groups.

Results. The cuisines of ethnic groups living in the studied region have been studied in depth. The
gastronomic information about the autochthonous products of local residents in the study area has been clarified. A
databank with real recipes and cooking technologies has been created, which is necessary to popularize gastronomic
tourism and promote the unique tourism product of the region.

Scientific novelty. For the first time, a separate region is considered from the angle of gastronomic tourism
through the translation of ethno-cultural meanings - national cuisine. For the first time, gastronomic field studies of
local specialists from the Right-Bank Polissya were carried out, followed by the creation of a bank of autochthonous
recipes for Poleschuk. A thorough revision of the ethnic groups of residence, with their food preferences and
traditions, was carried out.

Practical significance. Gastronomic tourism glocalizes the cuisines of ethnos in the Middle Ages and
inspires the Russian identity and uniqueness. The leather national cuisine is based on tired concepts, which are
blamed on the process of communication. For Ukrainians, such a concept is stravy, as if identifying an ocremic
region, evoking the relish of tourists. The ethnicity of the Pravoberezhny Polissya of Ukraine can present a wide
range of national cuisines with local restaurants, as if to remind tourist destinations with gastronomic content and
attract tourist flows.

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TECHNOPARKS AND INDUSTRIAL INNOVATION CENTERS OF THE CARPATHIAN REGION AS
NEW SPATIAL INDUSTRIAL LOCATIONS

The purpose of this research work is to study technoparks and industrial innovation centers of the
Carpathian region as the latest spatial industrial localities.

Method. The researcher has used both general scientific methods, in particular analysis, scientific synthesis,
analytical method, methods of comparison and generalization, as well as special ones: cartographic, modeling and
forecasting the development of monosystems.

Scientific novelty. The article has analyzed scientific approaches to understanding the essence of the
concept of «industrial territorial systems, reveals the specifics of the functioning of technopark structures in EU
countries, has characterized the activities of technoparks in the Carpathian region. It had been determined that the
industrial territorial system of the Carpathian region, which is a set of traditional links (clusters of industrial
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enterprises of old and modern type) and innovative links (technology parks, industrial parks, science parks,
industrial technology transfer centers, innovative industrial business incubators, etc.) has deformed territorial
structure. All links are unevenly located on the territory, very often they are far from the concentration of labor force
necessary for their full functioning. The connections between individual links of the industrial monosystem are
poorly developed, and the management of both the industrial system in general and individual links is difficult due
to the imperfection of the existing legislation. Improvement of the situation is possible under the condition of
development and implementation of a comprehensive state program for the development of the industrial territorial
system of the Carpathian region in general and its regions.

Practical meaning. The results of this study contribute to a deeper socio-geographical understanding of the
processes of monodevelopment of socio-geographical systems, their genesis, the peculiarities of their flow and
provide an opportunity to model their prospective development, to achieve the expected results because of long-term
transformation. They can be used for further research of monosystems of different hierarchical levels, as well as for
the development of practical recommendations and programs for the development of territorial industrial
monosystems.

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ISSUES OF THE IMPACT OF THE MIGRATION PROCESSES ON URBAN SETTLEMENT IN THE
NAKHCHIVAN ECONOMIC REGION

Purpose. The main purpose of the research work is to study the migration processes in the Nakhchivan
Autonomous Republic, especially the progress of migration in urban settlements, how it changes in different
administrative regionsc and the factors affecting it.

Methods. While carrying out the research work, the data of the demography department of the Nakhchivan
State Statistics Committee and using relevant literature materials, the effect of the migration process on urban
settlement and demographic processes were used. The research work was prepared based on the mathematical-
analytical, historical-comparative methods.

Results. In the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic, the occupation policy of the 1980s, and later the
difficulties of the crisis period, lowered the Living Standard Index and led to the acceleration of migration. Due to
the socio-economic situation, the population left the villages and a small part concentrated in the cities. Each factor
affecting the intensity and direction of migration determines the attractiveness coefficient of the area. Based on the
statistical data for 2021, when we calculate the attractiveness coefficient of the cities in the Nakhchivan economic
region, it is evident that the most attractiveness coefficient falls to the city of Nakhchivan.

Scientific innovations. In the article, for the first time, how migration processes change in the urban
settlements of the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic, the factors affecting this change and ways to eliminate them
are studied.

Practical significance. The results obtained from the article can be used in the regulation of migration
processes in the Republic of Azerbaijan and its various regions.

Keywords: Urban population, migration, natural increase, demography

Introduction. Migration is the process of determining the demographic situation and
socioeconomic development of the country, and its various regions. Although socio-political processes
influence the intensity and direction of migration in the Nakhchivan economic region during the historical
period, the socio-economic situation in modern times determines the direction of migration and it is
voluntary rather than mandatory. Migration has a special role in the growth of cities. The migration
process is important for the optimal allocation of labour resources and the acceleration of the economic
development of regions, reducing the difference between settlements. [9, p.114]. In this respect, the
correct organization of the Unified Settlement System depends on the regulation of the direction of the
migration process. Related to a large number of workplaces in urban areas, the population is more
concentrated, and in rural areas, the opposite process is taking place. Rural areas have high natural
increases and limited job opportunities. As a consequence of this, the population migrates from rural to
urban places [6, p.40]. In addition to this, owing to the low socio-cultural level in villages, the inadequacy
of business opportunities, seasonal work, and other reasons (difficulty in dividing households according
to the number of children, young people preferring to work in cities, etc.), the population migrates to
cities.

Material and methods. While carrying out the research work, the data of the demography
department of the Nakhchivan State Statistics Committee and using relevant literature materials, the
effect of the migration process on urban settlement and demographic processes were used. Especially,
Z.N. Eminov (2005), H. M. Tahirova (2016), R.N. Karimov (2016), and other researchers’ works were
used in the research procedure. The research work was prepared based on the mathematical-analytical,
historical-comparative methods.

Results of the study. The Living Standard Index (LSI) is one of the indicators that determine the
direction and intensity of the migration flow [4, p.41]. In the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic, the
occupation policy of the 1980s, and later the difficulties of the crisis period, lowered the Living Standard
Index and led to the acceleration of migration. Due to the socio-economic situation, the population left the
villages and a small part concentrated in the cities.

Each factor affecting the intensity and direction of migration determines the attractiveness
coefficient of the area [1, p.155]. Based on the statistical data for 2021, when we calculate the
attractiveness coefficient of the cities in the Nakhchivan economic region, it is evident that the most
attractiveness coefficient falls to the city of Nakhchivan (Table 1).

In 2021, the attractiveness coefficient of the area in terms of urban areas in the economic region
was in the Shahbuz, Julfa, and Sadarak administrative regions, along with the city of Nakhchivan.
However, this coefficient has changed under the influence of political processes during the historical
period. The migration balance of the urban population was positive in the Nakhchivan economic district
during 1988-1990 (Figure 1).

The severe socio-economic and political problems of the 80s led to the settlement of 250000
Azerbaijanis deported from Armenia in the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic. However, this population
is mostly settled in rural areas. Among the regions of the republic, the least populated area of IDPs (0.2%)
and refugees (0.6%) is Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic [7]. About 5000 people have become refugees
from the village of Karki, a border village of Nakhchivan with Armenia, for which plots of land have
been allocated, and modern residential buildings have been built in the town of Hyderabad (the centre of
Sadarak). Although the overall migration growth in 1980-1987 received negative values, there was a
negative migration balance in urban areas only in 1984. Out of 11,9 thousand people who moved from the
villages, 1700 people settled in Autonomous Republic’s cities. The number of those who left was more
than 10000 [3]. When the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic was a part of the former Soviet Union, there
was almost no external flow in relation to the current situation. As of 1990, the type and directions of
migration in the republic began to change and took a more intensive form. The population, experiencing a
severe economic crisis, flocked to foreign countries. From 1991 to 2000, almost one-fifth of the 55,6
thousand population multiplied by natural growth, left the economic region [3. p.82].

In the Nakhchivan economic region, the migration processes were intensive in the two main
regions, in the Nakhchivan-Babak industrial junction, and in Sharur. The process of migration has been
passive due to the non-operation of many mining and industrial enterprises in the Ordubad and the
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suspension of Julfa's transport activities. Since 1992, the opening of the "Umud" bridge between Turkey
and the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic has increased the migration of the population abroad. Most of
those who left were working-age men. 70-90 thousand people migrated to the Republic of Turkey every
year to work [11]. The family migration of the population to the Republic of Turkey took place
approximately after 2000 years. The people of Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic prefer to go to the
Russian Federation among the CIS countries. Earlier this migration was dominated by the educated class
of the population, but later those who suffered financially began to flow. Among the administrative
regions, the Ordubad administrative district is the first on the list according to the number of leaving.
There is a fluctuating migration between the Autonomous Republic of Nakhchivan and the Islamic
Republic of Iran. Since the 2000s, due to the establishment of political stability, the number of people
leaving has started to decrease. In 2005, the number of people who went to the Republic of Turkey
decreased from 60,000 to 40,000 in 2008 [8, p.176].

Until 2000, among those who left the economic district to find temporary work, young men
prevailed, but after 2000, the number of family members who left for permanent residence increased.
During the years 2000-2010, the migration growth of the urban population was positive with 11,2
thousand people (Table 2).

During the years 2000-2010, of 23,3 thousand people increased with the total increase, 12,1
thousand increased due to natural growth, and 11,2 thousand due to arrivals (Table 2). During the years
2002, 2003, and 2010, the increase in migration had a greater impact on the overall growth of the urban
population. The adoption of the initial " State Programs on the socioeconomic development of the
regions" covering the years 2004-2008 laid the foundation for settlement and provision of effective
employment. In 2008, up to 4500 permanent workplaces were opened for effective employment. The fact
that most of the newly created workplaces are located in the city of Nakhchivan has led to the migration
of the population to this city. Due to the fact that Nakhchivan is a socio-economic centre and
academically important, the migration balance of the population has been positive. In the city of
Nakhchivan in 2003, the main part of the total growth was due to arrivals (Table 3).

During the years 2000-2010, 3,1 thousand of the 10,3 thousand people in the city of Nakhchivan
were people who came to the city (Table 3). During this period, as economic stability was gradually
restored, the migration balance received contrasting values. From 2001 to 2002, the balance of migration
did not affect the overall growth (Table 3).

The State programs covering the years 2009-2013 gave impetus to socio-economic development.
The opening of new jobs and the organization of social infrastructure led to the improvement of
quantitative indicators in the migration process (Table 4).

During 2012-2014, the migration growth of the urban population in the Nakhchivan economic
region was 3,9% of the total growth. In 2015-2016, the migration balance was negative, and 260 of the
2378 people who increased by natural growth left the city. In the period after 2017, the migration balance
was positive (Table 4).

During the period of 2012-2020, natural growth prevailed in the total growth. Only 9,7% of the
urban population increase was due to migration (Table 4).

In 2020, the rapid spread of the pandemic and the quarantine measures implemented by the country
did not leave an impact on the demographic processes. The decline in marriages has affected the birth
rate, the change in natural growth rates, and the migration balance. The number of foreign migrants in the
autonomous republic cannot be determined. The main reasons for this are the fact that there are people
who go to other countries without passport registration and the freedom of movement of the population
[5, p.31].

During 2012-2020, 3759 urban residents left the economic district, and 5138 people arrived. As a
result, the migration balance was 1369 people (Table 5). Migration indicators in the economic region
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change mainly due to the city of Nakhchivan. Thus, 78,9% of arrivals and 61,1% of departures during
2011-2020 fell to the share of Nakhchivan city. The number of people who came to the city was 1751
more than those who left. In urban areas of Kangarli, Babek and Sadarak districts, the number of arrivals
was greater than the number of departures. In the urban areas of the Sharur, Ordubad, and Julfa districts,
the migration indicators of the last 10 years indicated that the number of those who left was greater than
those who arrived. In the Shahbuz district, the migration balance of the urban population has received a

negative value (Table 5).

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The number of people leaving urban areas decreased from 2010 to 2014, and in 2014, the figure
increased sharply and reached 571 people. Since 2014, the number of departures has gradually decreased
(Figure 3).

In the Autonomous Republic, in addition to the Nehram and Julfa settlements, which received
settlement status in recent years, in the Sharur, Ordubad, Shahbuz, and Badamli settlements, the number
of leavings was greater than arrivals, and the migration balance received negative values. In 2020, only
the cities of Nakhchivan, Babek, Julfa, Aliabad, Givrag, and Heydarabad settlements received a positive
trend (Table 7).

It is also important is sueto solve the gender problem in the regulation of migration processes.
During 2011-2020, there were more women in migration processes in the Autonomous Republic. Among
the arrivals in 2016 and 2017, the share of both women and men was high. The increase in the number of
departures occurred in 2011 and 2014 (Table 8). Currently, the measures implemented within the
framework of the State Programs have led to the settlement of the population in the villages, providing
employment to the population as a result of the state support for entrepreneurship, and the establishment
of private farms. Furthermore, the distribution and assignment of higher school graduates, taking
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measures for them under preferential conditions (provision of housing, salary supplement, etc.) is
important in the regulation of migration processes [2].

Conclusions and suggestions. In the autonomous republic, migration is mostly aimed at getting
married, moving to relatives, and getting an education.

In the process of migration, gender and age characteristics should also be taken into account.
Although in the 90s, men predominated among those who came and went, in modern times, women are
more involved in this process. Weakening control over this process will lead to problems such as
population aging and gender inequality.

Another reason for the increase in the migration balance in cities is the decrease in the need to use
the labour force in enterprises. High mechanisation has reduced the demand for handicrafts. As a result,
the unemployed population migrates to the city of Nakhchivan.

During the last 9-10 years, the negative balance of migration in the Sharur, Ordubad, Julfa, and
Shahbuz urban areas leads to urban settlement and loss of labour resources. Regulation of this process
will lead to the demographic development of cities.

One of the important issues is not to lose qualified personnel while regulating the migration
process. If this process is not regulated, there is an increase in the imbalance between demand and supply
for professions that are more in demand in the labour market and other negative socio-economic
consequences.
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ANALYSIS AND ASSESSMENT BASED ON THE GIS PROGRAM OF ANTHROPOGENIC LOAD IN SOME
LANDSCAPE COMPLEXES OF THE LENGEBIZ RIDGE

Purpose. GIS program-based analysis and evaluation of anthropogenic load in some landscape complexes of
the Lengebiz ridge.

Methodology. The study was carried out in three stages: cameral preparatory, field laboratory, and final. At
the final stage, a landscape map of the area at a scale of 1:100,000 was compiled. The boundaries of landscapes and
contours of anthropogenic origin within them were calculated based on the GIS program.

Conclusion. Within the object of study, the following types of landscape are identified: low-mountain
forests; low-mountain forest shrubs (arid-sparsely wooded and shrub complexes); low-mountain steppes; xerophytic
dry steppes of upland plains; low-mountain semi-deserts; dry steppes of accumulative plains; river-valley
landscapes. The low-mountain forest landscape is represented by a mixture of oak and hornbeam oak. Among
anthropogenic factors, settlements, communication routes, as well as agricultural land, especially arable land, have a
significant impact on landscape complexes. the total area allocated for settlements, roads, etc., structures is 76.19
hectares, or 0.83% of the area of this landscape type. However, depending on individual types of landscapes, this
indicator is 0.56% -1.09%. And the total area of agricultural land on the territory of the studied object is 2102.9
hectares, which is 22.96% of the landscape type area. Depending on individual landscapes, this indicator increases
from 13.21% to 31.96%. Due to the great interest in arable land, their share in landscapes ranges from 0.31% to
3.04%, and hayfields and pastures - from 11.29% to 27.24%. 442.05 or 8.99% of the territory of this type of
landscape is located on slopes with a slope of more than 40°. 1871 thousand hectares or 38.05% of the area were
subjected to anthropogenic load. However, this indicator has different values depending on the type of landscape:
23,63%-65,92 %. The total area occupied by settlements, roads, communication lines and man-made structures of
the district was 100.5 hectares or 2.04%. The total area of agricultural land (arable land, hayfields, pastures) within
this landscape amounted to 1771.3 hectares (36.01%) were subjected to anthropogenic influence.

Scientific novelty. For the first time, based on the GIS program, the anthropogenic load in some landscape
complexes of the Lengebiz range of Azerbaijan was analyzed and evaluated.

Keywords: Lengebiz ridge, anthropogenic load, anthropogenic landscape, GIS, aerospace and
orthophotomaterials.

Relevance of the topic. The Lengebiz ridge is characterized by a complex relief, diverse vegetation
and land cover, and a unique landscape [2, 3]. This is reflected in the landscape complexes characteristic
of the Lengebiz ridge. However, in this geographical area, due to anthropogenic impact, landscape
complexes are being transformed and in some places their complete and partial degradation is taking
place. This manifests itself in the destruction of natural vegetation, erosion of the land cover, as well as in
the expansion of settlements and infrastructure, in short, the replacement of natural landscapes with
anthropogenic landscapes.

Object and methodology of the study. The Lengebiz ridge covers the southeastern tip of the Greater
Caucasus. The maximum height of the Lengebiz ridge is 929 m, the total length is 75 km. The studies
were carried out at chamber-preparatory, field, laboratory and final stages. At the cameral stage, the area
of settlements and infrastructure within landscapes was calculated on the basis of orthophoto materials.
At the stage of field and laboratory studies, landscape and soil studies were carried out. At the final stage,
a landscape map of the area was compiled at a scale of 1:100000. The boundaries of the landscape and the
contours of anthropogenic impact within them were calculated based on the GIS program.

Analysis and discussion. The landscape cover of the Lengebiz range was studied by B.A.Budagov
[4, 17], M.A.Museyibov [15], E.K.Alizade [15], Y.A.Garibov [12, 13, 14] etc. [5, 6, 7, 8, 9]. According
to a number of researchers, anthropogenic impacts play an important role in the formation of the
landscape cover. For this purpose, the degree of anthropogenic impact on landscape types in the area was
calculated and evaluated.

Low-mountain forest landscape. This complex includes areas of broad-leaved mountain forests.
The forest-forming trees here are represented by a mixture of oak and hornbeam oak. Currently, various
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areas of agricultural land are being developed on the sites of mountain and forest complexes. Here, the
natural plants either remained in fragmentary form, or were replaced. Six landscape types are
distinguished in low-mountain forests (Table 1). The climate of this landscape is temperate-warm. The
average annual temperature is 10.9-11.90° C. The average amount of precipitation ranges from 700-800
mm. Temperatures are above 10° C in the region of only 3300-34000° C. Areas of mountain forest
landscapes are characterized by a strong dissection of the relief [20,21]. Among anthropogenic factors,
settlements, communication routes, and agricultural lands, especially arable lands, have a significant
impact on landscape complexes (Table 1).

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Thus, due to unfavorable conditions, there are fewer anthropogenic objects, including settlements,
roads, agricultural land, etc. Calculations show that the total area allocated for settlements, roads, etc.,
structures is 76.19 hectares, or 0.83% of the area of this landscape type. However, depending on the
individual types of landscapes, this figure is 0.56% -1.09%. And the total area of agricultural land on the
territory of the studied object is 2102.9 hectares, which is 22.96% of the landscape type area. Depending
on individual landscapes, this indicator increases from 13.21% to 31.96% (Table 1).

Landscape of arid woodlands and shrubs. In connection with the intensive agriculture and animal
husbandry activities of the population, the arid type primary forest cover has undergone anthropogenic
changes and the existing plant formations are mainly derivatives representing the steppe-xerophyte type.
[20, 21]. In general, the vegetation of dry woodlands and shrublands is diverse. The main trees that make
up this landscape complex are various types of juniper, rubber plant, blackthorn and a number of other
shrubs and herbs. [18, 19]. The climate of this territory is moderately warm. The average annual
temperature is 11,5-12,0° C. The average amount of precipitation ranges from 500 to 600 mm .
Temperatures above 10° C in the area are more than3700°C. Annual relative humidity 70%. In winter,
precipitation falls in the form of snow 10-15 cm thick.

The arid-sparsely forested and shrubby type of landscape is characterized by moderate and weak
dissection of the relief in areas where it is common. River valleys, terraces, watersheds, erosional slopes,
narrow valleys cut by ravines, and other relief forms are widespread in the region. 442.05 or 8.99% of the
territory of this type of landscape are located on slopes with a slope of more than 40°. The remaining
areas with a slope are distributed as follows: 250 - 68.43% or 2365.84 ha; 150-22.6% or 1110.97 ha.

According to our calculations, 1871 thousand hectares or 38.05% of the area were subjected to
anthropogenic load. However, this indicator has different values depending on the type of landscape:
23,63%-65,92 % (Table. 2). The total area occupied by settlements, roads, trails, communication lines
and man-made structures of the district was 100.5 hectares or 2.04%. The total area of agricultural land
(arable land, hayfields, pastures) within this landscape amounted to 1771.3 hectares (36.01%) were
subjected to anthropogenic influence.

The regional indicators of agricultural land by land type varied as follows: oak-hornbeam,
hawthorn, alychevy forest trees and shrubs on the settled brown soils of the moderately dissected steep
slopes of antecedent valleys - 101.4 ha (22.94%); oak, hornbeam, hold the tree, hawthorn, etc.on strongly
settled brown soils of weakly dissected medium-slope mountain slopes - 521.7 ha (25.92%) oak,
hornbeam, hold tree, dogwood, hawthorn on medium-sized settled brown mountain-forest soils of
medium-divided, medium-slope low-mountain slopes - 457.9 ha (33.84%); blackberry bushes, dogwood,
pear, dogwood on medium-sized brown mountain-forest soils of poorly divided low-mountain slopes -
690.3 ha (62.13%).

This landscape is considered relatively more developed in agricultural terms (36.01%). 339.0 ha
or 6.89% of these lands are arable land, 25.4 ha or 0.52% are perennial plantations, 1406.9 ha or 28.6%
are hayfields and pastures. The share of arable land of this type of landscape is higher than other types.

The steppe landscape covers slightly dissected mountain slopes, undivided watersheds, and
southwestern piedmont sloping plains [1]. The surface of the plain has a slight slope (3-5°), gradually
increasing to the north, north-west, i.e., to the foot of the mountain (8-10%. On the territory of the
Lengebiz Ridge, different types of steppe landscape are located in areas with varying degrees of slope:
they make up 0-10°-12,62 % or 3057,5 ha; 10-20° - 35,73% or 8652,68 ha; 20-30° - 51,64% or 12506,37
hectares of area..

This type of landscape is characterized by steppe and semi-steppe vegetation. However, under the
influence of human economic activity and as a result of natural processes, landscape complexes have
been transformed here [10,11].

The average annual temperature here is 12-13°C, the average annual amount of solar radiation
ranges from 125-135 kcal/cm? . The annual sum of positive temperatures above 10° is 3800-4200°, the
radiation balance of the surface varies within 38-48 kcal/cm? The average annual rainfall ranges from
400-500 mm.

Irrigated lands in this type occupy a large area. Although the proportion of anthropogenic factors -
settlements, roads, communication lines and other structures in the steppe (steppe) landscape is high, the
impact of agricultural land, especially arable land, on landscape complexes is more pronounced. This is
natural, because this type of landscape is more mastered and modified by man. Thus, the total area subject
to anthropogenic impact within this landscape type is 13,054.75 ha, or 53.91% of the landscape type
(Table 3).

The area of settlements, roads, paths, communication lines and other technical structures within the
landscape type is 456.61 hectares, or 1.88%.

Sagebrush, alfalfa, camel thorn, etc. are common on typically gray-brown soils of poorly
articulated low-mountain slopes and hilly-wavy watersheds. They have a higher weight than other species
(3.51%) on the same soils. The landscape type, developed on light gray-brown soils of medium-dissected
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low-mountain slopes, which is weakly affected by technogenic installations (1.08%), is represented by
such types of vegetation as wild rose, blackberry, bearded vulture, clover, wormwood, etc., occupy the
total area under settlements and other technical structures in 456.61 ha.

As already noted, the impact of agricultural land on natural biocenoses is very significant for
all types of landscapes. On the Lengebiz ridge and in the surrounding areas, this indicator is higher than
in previous landscapes. The area of agricultural land (cultivated and intensively grazed) is 12,598.14
hectares, 52.02% of the area is under the influence of this anthropogenic factor. Here, this form of load is
also unevenly distributed across landscape types (40.16-61.65%).

So, for example, this indicator for a landscape type represented by plants such as wormwood
borodach, oatmeal, etc., growing on dark gray-brown soils of dissected, slightly inclined watersheds, is
61.65%, and the indicator for a landscape type, including such plant species as hold a tree, dogwood,
wormwood, borodach, etc., growing on typical gray-brown soils of poorly divided slopes, is only 40.16%.
The share of arable land among agricultural lands was 9.97%, and the total area was 2414.22 hectares.
Wormwood, bearded, clover, oatmeal, etc. growing on dark gray-brown soils of undifferentiated weakly
inclined watersheds, occupy a large share of cultivated land among other landscape types (22.55%).

A type of landscape with a low index of arable land, represented by bearded vulture, clover, rarely
kept by a tree, wormwood, etc. on light gray-brown soils of moderately dissected mountain slopes. The
share of perennial crops in this type of landscape is small (0.94%), and the total area of these agricultural
lands is only 228.86 hectares. However, the distribution of perennial plantings within the steppe
landscape is different: on the light gray-brown soils of the medium-jointed slopes of the mountains-
wormwood, borodach, clover, partly hold a tree, etc. Perennial shrub crops occupy 10.08 hectares, which
is 0.29% of the area of this landscape type. Its share in the landscape of such shrubs as the holden tree
hawthorn, bearded and other steppe plants growing on dark gray-brown soils of weakly divided slightly
inclined watersheds is 1.36% or 13.38 hectares.

As in the previous types of landscape, in the steppe landscape of the Lengebiz ridge and adjacent
territories, the share of pastures and hayfields was high (41.1%) and amounted to 9955.06 hectares.
Wormwood-bearded and mixed shrub landscapes on ordinary gray-brown soils of slightly dissected
mountain slopes are more susceptible to anthropogenic impact than other landscapes (51.14%), and the
total area of land under pastures and hayfields within this type of landscape is 549.89 ha.

CONCLUSION 1. The landscape cover of the Lengebiz ridge was studied in field and chamber
conditions, its boundaries were clarified and the transformation of soils and vegetation in landscape
complexes under the influence of anthropogenic factors was revealed.

2. The following types of landscape are identified within the object of study: low-mountain
forests; low-mountain forest shrubs (arid-sparsely wooded and shrub complexes); low-mountain steppes;
xerophytic dry steppes of mountain plains; low-mountain semi-deserts; dry steppes of accumulative
plains; river-valley landscapes.

3. On the basis of GIS, anthropogenic loads for some landscape complexes of the Lengebiz ridge
are analyzed and evaluated. Based on aerospace and orthophotomaterials, the area of farms, settlements,
infrastructure within landscapes was calculated, the boundaries of natural and anthropogenic landscapes
were clarified; a landscape map of a scale of 1:100,000 has been compiled, and the boundaries of the
landscape and the contours of anthropogenic origin within them were calculated based on the GIS
program.

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ASSESSMENT OF CHANGES IN METEOROLOGICAL PARAMETERS AT THE RIVNE WEATHER
STATION

The goal is to characterize the meteorological parameters at the Rivne weather station and evaluate their
changes for the period from 2005 to 2020.

The research methodology is built in the following directions: regression of observation data on time; the
presence of connections between adjacent members of the series; construction of integral cumulative curves of
meteorological parameters; graphs of surfaces are constructed, which make it possible to visually assess their
forecast in the future; the homogeneity of the series of observations according to statistical parametric and non-
parametric criteria is determined; calculation of the precipitation unevenness coefficient.

The results of the comparison of integral curves show that long-term fluctuations of annual meteorological
parameters are in phase, that is, for different meteorological parameters, the same phases can be observed at the
weather station at the same time, but the ratio of average values for these phases changes.

The sequence of phases of decrease and increase of certain meteorological parameters allows to distinguish
cycles of their changes.

The assessment of homogeneity according to parametric and non-parametric statistical criteria showed that
there are changes in meteorological parameters: air humidity, wind speed, minimum air temperature, precipitation,
which is statistically proven. The coefficient of uneven precipitation varies widely.

The scientific novelty consists in the assessment of meteorological parameters at the Rivne weather station,
which is proven statistically and its results can be used for other scientific assessments and research.
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The practical significance of the research results, namely the fact of changes in meteorological parameters,
can be used in hydrological and geomorphological studies of the territory of the Volyn Polissia and the Volyn
Highlands.
