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GASTRONOMIC POTENTIAL OF THE INTANGIBLE CULTURAL HERITAGE OF UNESCO AND
TOURISM

The aim of the research is to analyze the gastronomic potential of the intangible cultural heritage of
UNESCO (ICH), to substantiate the possibilities of its use in tourism, including the accordance with UNWTO
tourism macro-regions, to improve the conceptual and terminological apparatus.

The research methodology is based on the application of scientific methods, such as analysis, synthesis,
comparison, classification, generalization, etc. The statistical method of information processing was used in the
study of quantitative indicators regarding the gastronomic component of intangible cultural heritage, the
cartographic method was used in the geospatial analysis according to the research topic based on the tourist macro-
regions of the UNWTO, the graphic method contributed to the reflection of statistical materials in diagrams, etc.

Results. The gastronomic potential of UNESCO's intangible cultural heritage is analyzed. The elements of
the gastronomic heritage were identified in accordance with the Lists of the ICH, quantitative indicators were
analyzed. The were highlighted, and tourist opportunities were revealed. The gastronomic potential of the UNESCO
ICH in relation to the UNWTO tourist macro-regions was analyzed and the tourist opportunities were substantiated.
The concept of "gastronomic heritage" was clarified. The need for additional protection of the ICH, including
gastronomic heritage, during military aggression at the level of international institutions was underlined.
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Scientific novelty. The conceptual and terminological apparatus of UNESCO heritage, the concept of
""gastronomic heritage", were improved. The gastronomic potential of the ICH was analyzed in accordance with the
UNWTO tourism macro-regions.

Practical significance. Research materials can be taken into account when forming the lists of intangible
cultural heritage, can be used in the development of a tourist product, creation of tours with a gastronomic and
culinary purpose or component, as well as in the training of tourism specialists.

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REGIONAL SYSTEM OF TOURIST SERVICES AS A SUBJECT OF INTERDISCIPLINARY STUDY

The purpose of the article is an attempt to create the most general outline of the conceptual model of the
regional system of tourist services, as a partial manifestation of the social and geographical system.

Method. The researcher has used both general scientific methods, in particular analysis, scientific synthesis,
analytical method, methods of comparison and generalization, as well as special ones: modeling and forecasting.

Scientific novelty. Under the current conditions, the theoretical and practical significance of geospatial
tourism research has to change substantially, since it traditionally focuses on the study of sectoral aspects of tourism
suffers from a lack of descriptiveness, not usually rising to the level of proper theoretical and methodological
generalizations. The disadvantage of the overwhelming majority of studies, and especially geographic ones, is the
insufficient attention to substantiating the nature and specificity of the phenomenon of tourism as a complex,
functionally integrated, and at the same time, qualitatively mixed in its internal composition of the system.

Practical meaning. The results of this study contribute to the understanding of the relationship between the
concepts of "regional socio-economic system" (socio-geographical system) and "regional system of tourist services",
which are similar to each other in the principles of construction and organization, the peculiarities of their system-
forming connections, which represent the exchange of human (tourist) flows, matter, energy and information
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between elements within a coherent territory. They can be used for further research of the regional system of tourist
services and its component hierarchy.
Keywords: socio-geographical system, tourism, regional system of tourist services.

Formulation of the problem. In scientific research on tourism, as an extremely complex social
phenomenon of our time, there is no science, or even a group of related sciences, which is able to reflect it
as a specific object and subject field of purely own research adequately and comprehensively. Quite a
large number of representatives of various scientific disciplines finds their "field of interest” in the study
of tourism, while not always caring for a careful outline and sufficient methodological justification of its
specific subject area, both from the standpoint of its own paradigms, and from the positions of the
unifying general scientific (philosophical) methodology. It is such a scientific "omnivorous” in modern
conditions that is one of the reasons for the noticeable theoretical inconsistency and contradictions in the
reflection of tourism by representatives of various sciences, as well as some confusion of the main
categories and concepts in textbooks, which creates considerable difficulties in the study (teaching) of the
corresponding educational disciplines in the process of training tourism specialists.

In this connection, attempts (in some cases, quite substantial) of creating a kind of meta-theory of
tourism (tourism studies, tourism, tourism measurement, tourism analysis) are being made to identify an
independent "science of tourism". However, such theoretical substantiation largely repeats the flaws of
scientific omnivorousness - depending on the prevalence of the authors of the representatives of a certain
branch of science, there are significant attempts (not always justified) to provide a "methodological™
advantage to this science. Such peculiarities, and sometimes even frank "nonsenses”, show the need for
philosophical and methodological ordering of tourism science theoretical foundations. Such an
arrangement should begin with a deep development of a peculiar philosophy of tourism, which must
fulfill the general methodological function in the study of tourism and, in particular, to substantiate the
"substantive niche" of each scientific discipline, the interaction of disciplines, and interdisciplinary
problems in such study. At the same time, each of the sciences must submit to its philosophy of tourism
its own "methodological contribution”, which would reflect exactly its specific subject area in the study
of tourism.

The general theory of systems and, in particular, social geography, in the part of the study of the
geospatial aspects of the tourism process, should be put to the decisive role in solving such kind of
methodological collisions in tourism studies.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Questions of the reflection of the nature,
composition, functions, and specifics of tourism are carried out by scientists of different specialties,
which converge in the fact that tourism is expedient to consider as a system education on the basis of the
provisions of the general theory of systems. The system essence of tourism as diverse in its internal
content of socio-natural phenomena requires adequate interdisciplinary efforts of the most diverse in their
subject area of science: geography, history, philosophy, economics, ecology, sociology, psychology, law,
etc. In particular, M.Scarpino analyzes more than three dozen varieties of system models of tourism
represented in the literature, which is an obvious confirmation of the diverse content of the phenomenon
of tourism and corresponding to the content of the multidisciplinary nature of its subject matter [8]. For
the sake of objectivity, it should be noted that the overwhelming majority of the published results of
tourism research by representatives of various sciences, in our opinion, are sufficiently substantiated,
methodologically significant, but not always correctly sustained within their specific subject area.

This very significant effect of scientific and industrial research has become a ground for
justifying "tourismology" as an independent science. However, in such tourism-oriented constructions
there are no more or less grounded and logically interrelated provisions on tourism as a high-quality
socio-natural-economic system in the general-philosophical (ontological) understanding of it. Such a
theoretical gap, among other things, is one of the most significant arguments in favor of criticizing the
hasty late timing of the radical statement of the problem of "introducing™ tourismology as an independent
science.

One of the first attempts to systematically interpret tourism was made by N. Leiper (1979), who
proposed a system model of tourism, consisting of three elements: the tourists themselves, the resource
potential of the regions and the tourism industry [7].

The achievements of the Swiss scientist K. Kaspar is to represent tourism as an economic system.
In the article "Introduction to management in the field of tourism” (1992), he substantiated the
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hierarchical model of the tourism system, showing its interaction with the external environment. In
particular, he identified the subsystem "tourism subject” and "tourism object”, the latter highlighted such
elements as a tourist enterprise, a tourist organization and a tourist region. The main external factors were
the economy, technology, social environment and ecology [6]. According to Gerasimenko V.G. it is K.
Kaspar to be considered the author of the model of economic tourism system.

Hayduk A.B. (2001) analyzed the factors of formation and development of the tourist system in
market conditions [2].

Gorban G.P. (2007) argued that tourism is seen, first of all, as a systemic socio-economic
phenomenon of social life. This situation deepensMilinchuk E.S. saying that tourism, as a system, is part
of such supersystems as the natural environment, society and economy.

Tkachenko T.I. in the monograph "Sustainable Tourism Development: Theory, Methodology,
Business Realities” (2009) considers the system of tourism as an object of scientific knowledge,
substantiating it also as a environmental and socio-economic system, somewhat artificially linking its
name to a globalist interpretation of constancy.

The arguments of the authors of the collective monograph "Turismology: The Conceptual
Principles of the Theory of Tourism™ (2013) about the necessity of the systematic nature of the study of
tourism through an interdisciplinary alliance of different sciences is also quite convincing.

One of the most profound scientific researches is the article by Gerasimenko V.G. (2013) which
is devoted to the analysis of the application of the systematic approach to the study of tourism, which
proposes to consider tourism as a complex, dynamic, field-functional, open system. Author's model of the
tourism system consists of three subsystems: tourist resources - tourist products - markets for tourist
goods and services. The model was created for the purpose of applying effective methods of management
of the tourist system.

Most of the existing scientific publications on the theoretical models of the system "tourism" was
thoroughly analyzed by Vysochan O. S.(2014) in his article "Tourism as a System" [1].

Describing geographic tourism research, Lubitseva O.O. distinguishes two of its main directions:
a) partial, treating tourism as a sports and recreational activities, and therefore the main attention is paid
to the study of recreational resources; b) complex, in which tourism was considered as a specific branch
of services, the functioning of which is an interdisciplinary problem, which can be solved by combining
resource and recreation studies and territorial organization of tourism industry [5].

Subsequently, the need for a systematic approach in the social and geographical research of the
tourist services market, first of all, its structure and functional integrity[5].

Mazhar L. Y. quite reasonably insistson the need to strengthen the systemic and spatial approach
in the geographical interpretation of tourism, focusing on the geographical "area of responsibility” in the
study of tourism. In the article "Tourism in space and time: the view of the geographer" identification of
tourist and recreational geospatialis proposed, which is based on the territorial tourist and recreational
system. That is, the author is almost close to the more general term, which could be the term tourist and
geographical system. Here, obviously, only the terminological stereotype "recreational” has becomean
obstacle to reaching a higher level of generalization.

The above considerations indicate the absence of a holistic and relatively complete interpretation
of the systemic nature of tourism from the point of view of social geography. In addition, the theory of
social and geographical systems is sufficiently substantiated and has a powerful cognitive potential, and
therefore it can and should be applied to the systematic interpretation of tourism in the context of the
subject area of social geography.

Identification of previously unsettled parts of the problem. Under the current conditions, the
theoretical and practical significance of geospatial tourism research has to change substantially, since it
traditionally focuses on the study of sectoral aspects of tourism suffers from a lack of descriptiveness, not
usually rising to the level of proper theoretical and methodological generalizations. The disadvantage of
the overwhelming majority of studies, and especially geographic ones, is the insufficient attention to
substantiating the nature and specificity of the phenomenon of tourism as a complex, functionally
integrated, and at the same time, qualitatively mixed in its internal composition of the system.

The purpose of the article is an attempt to create the most general outline of the conceptual model
of the regional system of tourist services, as a partial manifestation of the social and geographical system.
Based on this purpose, it is necessary to investigate the essence of system-forming factors and
mechanisms; isomorphism and content-hierarchical connection of geospatial objects; the ratio and
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compatibility of the main categories; outline the location of the sphere of services and tourism in the
integral object; to substantiate the essential signs of such systems, to show the specifics of the methods of
its research.

Presentation of the main research material. Tourism as an object of interdisciplinary research, in
our opinion, should appear in the most general form as a certain system. In a scientific study on the basis
of a systematic approach, two aspects of the manifestation of systemic properties must be taken into
account: ontological and epistemological. With regard to tourism on such a delineation Paszenok V. S.
emphasizes, arguing that in the philosophy of tourismiit is necessary to highlight its ontological part, that
is, the doctrine of tourism as a kind of social being, social reality, its general characteristics (essential,
spatial, temporal, etc.), regularities manifestation and development. The ontological dimension of
tourism, according to this scientist, is used to characterize both the natural environment - "the existence of
tourist activity" (the earth's surface, the near-space), and the social environment ("living social matter"),
as well as the social component.

In our opinion, the ontological aspect is a reflection of an objectively existing diverse reality
within a certain territory, in which, as a result of the manifestation of the law of the general relationship,
complex systems formations are formed. In such formations, the overwhelming majority of material and
non-material types of human activityfinds expression, including tourism, as a specific type of activity,
which combines material and non-material forms. These entities, having a well-defined geospatial
character, possess only the most general system features that are not always noticeable in their study of
traditionally descriptive (non-systematic) approaches. When considering such a combination of types of
human activity and associated objects, united by a common territory, through the prism of the general
theory of systems, it appears as an integral territorial (geospatial) demographics, social, natural and
economic system, and can be considered as a common object (in the first approximation) of many
sciences, that is, an interdisciplinary object.

The epistemological aspect, reflecting the substantive nature and specificity of a particular
science, represents this real (“ontological™) system in the form of a certain extent of an abstract (idealized)
image (semantic model) precisely from the angle of view of the methodology and theory of this particular
science. Therefore, for example, one and the real system in the epistemological sense will be called
differently: the ecological system (from the standpoint of ecology), the demographic system (from the
standpoint of demography), the economic system (from the standpoint of the economy), etc.

Tourist activity, which in the systemic context should be considered as a tourist process, due to its
diversity and diverse nature, is associated with a number of sciences, among which geography occupies a
special place. This is particularly due to the pronounced territorial nature of tourism. Therefore, the tasks
of geography, as a complex oriented science, in the study of tourism are: firstly, the need for a
geographical justification of the territorial structure of tourism component, the resourceful and especially
the recreational aspect; secondly, the study of regional differences and the justification of the territorial
proportions of tourism development; and thirdly, the necessity of geographic justification of research and
development models of regional tourist markets [3].

Tourism, as an integral part of the service industries, develops in accordance with its general
laws, one of which is the origin and development of territorial systems of services, as the emergence and
stable manifestation of the connections between the elements of the service sector in a single territory.

In accordance with the established classifications of the service industries, taking into account the
nature of production and service provision, the specifics of their territorial organization, the following
specialized territorial services are allocated: territorial trading systems, territorial systems of domestic
services, medical services, education, recreation systems, financial services, culture, science,
management, housing and communal services, etc. In the composition of such systems, in turn,
functionally deeper specialized systems (subsystems) of lower orders are allocated. For example, in the
territorial system of education allocated specialized territorial systems of school education, vocational
education, special (secondary) education, higher professional education, etc.

This methodological logic leads to a formally obvious and, at the same time, fundamentally
important conclusion about the presence of a specialized territorial subsystem of tourist services in the
territorial system of services. A peculiar expression of the geospatial development of the service sector
can be considered a regional system of tourist services (RSTS) as a natural combination of elements of
the tourism process and its objects in a integral territory. At the same time, the whole set of system-
building links should be divided into two types: firstly, it is the link between enterprises of the tourism
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industry, which is conditioned by the generality of the target purpose of these enterprises; secondly, this is
the relationship between service centers (settlements) of different ranks. It is the second type of
connections that is leading in the formation of RSTS.

The material manifestation of such connections is the travelling to the services of enterprises in
order to meet certain social needs. Since the service status of a certain enterprise (locality) is quite stable,
its visits are characterized as systematic and stable. It should be borne in mind that the intensity of such
trips is higher within the small area of the system, and with the increase in the territory of the system, the
intensity of travel is usually reduced, but they differ in greater focus.

These circumstances indicate that such a territorial combination has a certain functional integrity
and meaningful separation, as well as a specific structure and organization, which provides all the
necessary grounds for its identification as a relatively autonomous in ontological sense of the system and
a specific object of interdisciplinary research - the regional system of tourist services.

Applying the aforementioned theoretical positions and using the ideas and approaches to
systematic tourism comprehension, which are substantiated in the works of the authors mentioned here, a
theoretical model of the regional system of tourist services can be proposed, as an object of
interdisciplinary research.

1. The regional system of tourist services appears from a geographical point of view as a set of
closely interacting various objects of the tourist sphere within the whole territory.

2. Analysis of the correlation between the concepts of " socioeconomic system" (social and
geographical system) and "regional system of tourist services" indicates a rather high degree of structural
isomorphism, that is, they are quite similar in principle in the construction and organization. This
similarity gives grounds to the preliminary assumption that RSTS can be identified terminologically as a
specific tourist-geographical system (TGS) as a form of geospatial development of the tourist process.
Secondly, for the scientific description of RSTS it is expedient to apply the classical system-geographic
methodical algorithm: the conditions of integrity and development factors - the composition of the system
and the substantiation of its multidimensional structure — functional and component structure — functional
and territorial structure—substantiation of complex-proportional (sustainable) development - forecast and
optimization of the system.

3. RSTS arises and develops as a result of geospatial interaction between elements of the tourist
sphere in the conditions of an integral territory (region). At the heart of such interaction are the diverse
connections that represent the exchange of human (tourist) flows, matter, energy and information
between the elements within the entire territory. Such connections are inherent to occur and circulate at
all stages of the tourist process.

4. Aspecific feature of the RSTS is the territoriality, which imprints on all aspects of its functioning
and organization: in the procedural, temporal, structural, functional sense. Territoriality, as a specific
feature, is of particular importance in view of the following features of tourism [3]:

- close binding of tourist products to territorial resources, that is, the possibility of its creation only

within a specific territory;

- territorially concentrated character of localization of many types of tourism activity;

- the nature of production and the mode of consumption of most tourist services have a tight

territorial determinism, that is, a certain tourist service can be consumed only at the place of its

production;

- the territorial separation of the consumer and the tourist service provider - the consumer "goes to

the tourist product™ in contrast to many other industries where the product goes to the consumer.

5. The main functional units of the TSTP are the tourismresource subsystem, the tourism
production subsystem, the tourism infrastructure subsystem, and the tourism management subsystem.
Component composition indicates the qualitative promiscuity of RSTS.

6. Component hierarchy (equipotential) of the RSTSis the presence of "lower order" subsystems in
its structure: the tourism resource subsystem consists of natural resource, cultural resource and socio-
economic and resource subsystems; tourism infrastructure - from the subsystem of hospitality, transport;
tourism and management subsystem - from regional (local) public authorities, departmental sector of
central government, subsystem of administrative and legal services, public organizations.

7. An important system-forming role is played by such a component as
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subsystem of hospitality - a collection of recreational establishments specially created by a person
(hotels, restaurants, sanatoriums, etc.), which interconnect different elements of the tourism process -
from the primary resource to the final consumption.

8. In the context of an interdisciplinary approach, you need to pay attention to

adequate research methods - system analysis, geographic zoning, cartographic modeling, statistical,
regional marketing.

In our opinion, one of the main directions of scientific research in this context should be the
marketing assessment of the regional tourism potential on the basis of social and geographical
methodology, which specifies, in particular, that the category "integral tourism potential of the region”
should contain at least three components: the tourist attractiveness of the region, tourist image of the
region, tourist competitiveness of the region.

Even a superficial overview of the application of systematic geographical methodology to the
construction of the theoretical model of the tourism system suggests a sufficient scientific and cognitive
potential of such a methodology. This circumstance gives grounds, at least for such preliminary
conclusions and the outline of scientific research directions.

Firstly, a deep introduction of the systematic geographical paradigm is necessary in the study of the
phenomenon of tourism in general and its geospatial manifestations in particular. The effectiveness of this
paradigm provides the basis for obtaining qualitatively new scientific results in the study of tourism.

Secondly, such results will allow to have new look at a coherent picture of the geospatial
development of tourism and choose, based on this vision, more effective management decisions, both in
terms of profitability of entrepreneurship and in terms of balanced (complex proportional) development
of the region as integral system.

Thirdly, this approach will show new opportunities for achieving the marketing objectives of the
region, including the marketing of the tourist region as a regional tourism services system.

Fourthly, the training of specialists for tourism, especially masters, requires a much greater emphasis
on the principles of regional integration and regional differentiation.

SPECIES STRUCTURE OF SPORT TOURISM

The purpose of the article is to analyze approaches to the classification of sports tourism and the need to
systematize types of sports tourism as a global, geospatial phenomenon.

Methods. The research was conducted in stages. At the initial stage, the problem statement was carried out.
The next stage concerned the accumulation of scientific information on the problem of methodological approaches
to the systematization (classification, typology) of tourism in general and sports tourism in particular at the global
level. Further, information was processed using the following methods: analysis, synthesis, correlation, scientific
systematization, comparative-geographical, statistical. Then, the systematization of the processed information and
scientific substantiation of the research results took place.

Results. As a result of the research, it was determined that a type of sports tourism should be considered the
selection of tourist and sports events (tourist hikes, competitions) according to idiosyncratic way of movement or
other determining conditions of their realization (natural environment), which are carried out in accordance with the
approved rules of their conduct. The analysis of the types of sports tourism proved that they are distinguished by
two features — the way of traveling and the geographical environment in which these trips are carried into practice.
To date, tourist and sports activities are classified from the following types of tourism: hiking, skiing, mountain,
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water, bicycle, car, motorcycle, speleological, sailing, and also represent their combinations (combined tourism).
This does not mean that other, not yet traditional, types of active movement on tourist routes cannot be used. For the
specified 10 types of sports tourism, 62 subspecies and 43 subsubspecies are defined. The systematization of the
component structure of the sports tourism system in the world proves that this system is one that is actively being
formed. It is extremely dynamic and capable of developing the most diverse areas of active recreational and tourist
activity. At the same time, a variety of specific sports, recreational and tourist resources are engaged.

The scientific newness consists in the systematization of the component structure of the sports tourism
system at the global level.

Practical significance. Systematization will assist official tourism and sports organizations of the national
and world level and scientists to structure information about problems in the development of certain types of
tourism. The results of the research will contribute to increasing the efficiency of tourism and sports activities
management.

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INDUSTRIAL TOURISM: CONTENT OF TOURS (ON THE EXAMPLE OF KRYVYI RIH)

Obijective. The tourist market of Ukraine has undergone formats and redistribution of tourist flows due to
the current situation. Already now we need to think about how to attract tourists in the future and offer them a
variety of options for organizing recreation, which are designed to present not only the branded universally
recognized tourist destinations of our country, but also to include new types of tourism and undeveloped locations in
the tourist offer.

Methodology. The research is based on the well-known principles of tour development, formulated by O.O.
Lyubitseva. The study is based on the dialectical method of cognition and systematic approach. The main scientific
results are obtained using a complex of general scientific methods, namely: theoretical generalization, analysis and
synthesis. The theoretical and methodological basis of the study are scientific works on this problem of domestic
and foreign scientists, Internet resources and local history materials.

Information on the resource of industrial tourism in the city of Kryvyi Rih is taken from the authors' own
research and practical activities in the development of the city's tourism sector.

Results. The importance of the development of various forms and types of tourism for both classical tourist
centers of Ukraine and for cities that are not perceived as tourist destinations is substantiated. The principles of
development of industrial tours are substantiated and specific features of these tours are highlighted. On the example
of the city of Kryvyi Rih, the existing potential for attracting visitors in the process of industrial tourism
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development is revealed, the main types of objects for visiting are highlighted. The variant of the basic complex tour
of industrial subjects, designed for a wide contingent of visitors, is proposed.

Scientific novelty. The experience of organizing excursions and tours of industrial subjects both in Ukraine
and abroad is studied. Information about the principles of creating tours of industrial themes is systematized,
specific features of the organization of these tours are revealed.

Practical significance. On the basis of numerous expeditionary studies of the territory of Kryvyi Rih, the
authors selected objects that are the basis of a comprehensive one-day tour of industrial themes. This tour was tested
during repeated tours to the city, organized by leading tour operators of domestic tourism.

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FEATURES AND PROSPECTS OF CLUSTERIZATION OF RURAL TOURISM IN UKRAINE

The essence and features of clustering in rural tourism are considered. An initial analysis of aspects of the
creation and functioning of rural tourism clusters in Ukraine (current state, areas of activity, problems and prospects
for their further development) was carried out using the methodology of research semi-structured interviews and
qualitative content analysis.

The characteristics of the researched rural tourism clusters according to the criteria of geographical location,
smart specialization, scale of activity, history of creation, features of the tourist product and target audience are
given. Trends in the number and composition of participants and features of the institutional design of clusters of
rural tourism in Ukraine are analyzed. Groups of clusters of rural tourism have been identified according to the
criterion of their own smart specialization.

The main purpose of the creation and functioning of rural tourism clusters in the context of their
participants and the region of activity has been revealed. The main areas of activity of clusters of rural tourism in
Ukraine are determined: organizational, educational, advertising and marketing, communication, creation of a joint
tourist product, development of the community and its tourist potential, and direction of cooperation. The
possibilities and features of cooperation of rural tourism clusters with state authorities and local self-government
bodies, with scientific and educational institutions, with public associations and with other subjects at the local,
regional and national levels are revealed.

The main problems faced by the clusters during their activities are identified - external, which characterize
the general state of tourism development in the region, and internal, which relate directly to the activity of the
cluster. The impact of seasonality on the organization of rural tourism cluster activities has been studied. The
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peculiarities of planning and prospects for the future development of rural tourism clusters and the level of study and
use of other available domestic and foreign experience during the organization of their activities are analyzed.

The main groups of benefits that cluster participants receive from joint activities are disclosed - social,
marketing, access to knowledge and information, financial, access to resources, and benefits related to the tourist
product. Factors determining the success of rural tourism clusters are summarized.

MODEL OF PERSPECTIVE OPTIMIZATION OF TOURIST ACTIVITIES IN THE CAPITAL
CITY

Purpose. Consider the problems of tourism activities on the example of the capital city of Kyiv, with an
emphasis on an integrated regional approach to the formation of a tourism development strategy, the creation of a
model for the formation and implementation of an optimization strategy in the conditions of the formation of the
destination "Kyiv".

Methodology. Analytical, statistical, graphical, systemic and comparative geographic methods were used.

Approbation. The main conceptual issues of the formation of tourist destinations and the problems of
their accompanying components were studied by domestic scientists (M. Boyko, Yu. Zabaldina, A. Mazaraki, S.
Melnichenko, I. Smirnov, T. Tkachenko and others) and were tested in previous works of the author of this articles.

Scientific novelty. The relationship of tourism service providers with their consumers is dictated by the
availability of modern technologies, approaches and methods for the formation of tourist destinations as components
of an optimization model for tourism development. Today, theoretical, methodological and practical studies of the
process of tourism development in the capital city in the form of tourist destinations are debatable, given the fact
that the scientific literature has not yet formed clearly theoretical structures that would allow formulating the main
components of the relationship in this form. destinations. In this article, the author proposes to consider a model for
the formation and implementation of a tourism development strategy in the destination "Kyiv", which can become
an algorithm for creating alternative models for tourist destinations in other regions, which have their own
characteristics and differences in terms of natural resource and tourist and recreational potential, level development
of tourism infrastructure and the level of qualification of tourism enterprises

Practical significance. The article raises debatable issues related to the realities of modern life of people
within the framework of innovative approaches to the activities of the tourism sector in Ukraine, with its problems,
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challenges and practical solutions. The materials of the publication can be used during the educational process in
higher educational institutions that train specialists for the Ukrainian tourism industry, the practical activities of tour
operators and agencies, in the process of work of departments and professional institutions involved in the tourism
system of providing services or the processes of studying the issues of introducing innovative technologies in the
tourism sector of Ukraine.

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METHODOLOGICAL APPROACH TO THE ORGANIZATION OF HEALTH TOURISM ON THE
EXAMPLE OF THE PRIVATE ENTERPRISE "WHITE ACACIA", ODESA, UKRAINE

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to analyze the features of medical and health tourism as a specialized
type, institutions that specialize in this type, as well as the development of proposals for supplementing the range of
services at the "Bila Acacia" medical and health care complex, Odesa, Ukraine.

Methods. The research was carried out using general scientific methods, namely, the main methods of
research in the article are the method of analysis, synthesis and analytical. The information base of the study is the
scientific works of domestic and foreign specialists specializing in medical and health tourism, as well as Internet
resources and information presented by the PP Medical and Health Complex "Bila Akatsia".

Results. In the course of the research, it was found that medical and health tourism in Ukraine has great
potential both in the resource context and in the scientific approach. However, due to the lack of funding, the low
level of popularization of this direction, the industry is not competitive with foreign complexes. Post-Soviet health
centers are being transformed into multifunctional modern medical and health centers using the leading experience
of other countries. Analyzing the activities of the "Bila Akatsiya" medical and wellness complex, a wide range of
services was revealed, which involved a complex of healing water and mud sources, and measures were proposed to
expand the range and increase the competitiveness of this institution.

Scientific novelty. The activity of the "Bila Akatsia" medical and health center as one of the leading health
centers in the Odesa region is analyzed. The main physico-chemical properties of therapeutic water and mud, which
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are the main advantage for this enterprise, have been revealed. Proposals have been made to expand the range of
complex services.

The practical significance of this article is determined by the possibility of using the research results in the
operational activities of the "Bila Akatsia” medical and health complex, other medical and health complexes, and
within the educational process by students of the 242 "Tourism™ specialty.

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A CONTEMPORARY SITUATION OF THE VEGETABLE GROWING AND ITS LOCATION ON ALTITUDE
ZONES IN THE GANJA-GAZAKH ECONOMIC-GEOGRAPHICAL REGION

Purpose. One of the main issues disturbing all the countries in recent years is to ensure food
security. In this regard the development of the country's agriculture is very important. Depending on
natural and economic factors agriculture has different development properties in the regions. Different
programs have been realised to support the development of this sector nationwide. The main purpose of
the research is territorial organisation, to determine the level of the development in vegetable growing and
development properties according to height zones, to investigate the root of the problems, to find
solutions to them.

Research method. The analysis is based on the data of the Institute of Geography of the National
Academy of Sciences of Azerbaijan and the State Statistics Committee and the works of the scientists
having held research on economic and social fields. The situation of the vegetable growing in the last 10
years and its location according to the height zones, the effect of the economic reforms to the
development of this sector in the region, existing problems and their solutions have been analysed in this
research.

Results. The development of the vegetable growing plays an important role in meeting daily
demands for food and in providing the population with fresh vegetables all the year round. It is also of
highly importance in population employment and in the increase of their income in the height zones.
Though natural conditions in the height zones are available for cultivation of different vegetables, the
development of plant cultivation also depends on the application of the innovative methods. Alongside
with the increase in vegetable production, it will also lead to the absolute elimination of the imported
goods and will ensure the increase in exporting potential. The application of intensive methods,the
appropriate usage of highly productive vegetable sorts and local conditions will lead to the development
of the vegetable growing and to the meeting of demands of the population in the country at the expense of
local production.

Scientific innovations. The organisation of the vegetable growing according to the height zones in
the Ganja-Gazakh economic region have been investigated in the article for the first time. The situation
of vegetable cultivation in this region in recent years has been investigated according to the statistical
analysis and the survey in the region. The level of development in the vegetable growing and its location
according to the height zones in the region has been analysed according to the statistical data. The
analysis shows that there is a great potential for the development of the vegetable growing in this
economic region and it affects positively the meeting of the demands in vegetable growing and the
increase in exporting potential. However, there are factors negatively affecting the development of the
vegetable cultivation and the high quality production. The inappropriate choice of vegetable types,seed
choice, not paying attention to the sorts and sowing quality, agrochemical service, not struggling with
illnesses and pests in time and other reasons have led to serious problems. In this regard purposeful
measures must be taken to eliminate the problems mentioned and to achieve the highest development of
vegetable cultivation in the Ganja-Gazakh economic region.

Practical importance. The results of the resarch can be used in territorial organisation and the
support of the development of the vegetable cultivation in the Ganja-Gazakh economic region.

Introduction. In today’s world, achieving the sustainable development of agriculture is one of the
important issues in Azerbaijan, as it is in the world, which is of great importance in ensuring the food
security of the population. A large part (43,4%) of the consumption expenses of the population in the
country is spent on food, and among these products, various vegetables and products made from them
prevail. In this regard, it is necessary to ensure the development of vegetable growing in the regions, to
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eliminate dependence on imports. The efficient territorial organization of vegetable farming, its quality to
meet market demands, and the investigation of the problems in this field are of great economic and
geographical importance.

At the same time, a large part of the income of the population in rural areas is obtained from self-
employment. In the year 2020, 21,2% of the population's income in the Ganja-Gazakh economic-
geographical region was obtained from self-employment, of which 17,2% was the income received from
the production of agricultural products. Studies in this field indicate that among the regions of Azerbaijan,
the highest share indicator (58,0%) of rural families engaged in the production of products both for
themselves and for the market belongs to Ganja-Gazakh economic geographical region [13].

On average, 49,8 manats are obtained from agriculture per person per month. Interestingly, the
incomes deriving from the production of vegetables dominate here [9].

At the same time, among the food products in the consumption basket of the population,
vegetable products dominate the most. Thus, 134,1 kg of vegetables is consumed per person per year
[10].

In recent times, several measures have been implemented to achieve the development of
agriculture at the country level and to support entrepreneurs working in this field. On June 27, 2019,
according to the "Rule of subsidizing the production of agricultural products”, starting from 2020, a
subsidy of 240 manats per hectare of the cultivated area was commenced to be given to vegetable
producers [8].

Currently, vegetable production has increased significantly compared to previous years, and the
share of vegetables among exported agricultural products has increased. In 2020, 1738,9 thousand tonnes
of vegetables were produced, 56,0 thousand tonnes were imported, and 220,2 thousand tonnes were
exported.

In the last decade (2010-2020), vegetable production in the country increased approximately 1,5
times, and in the Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographical region, this figure increased up to 2 times. Export
of vegetables in the country increased 4 times, while imports (34%) decreased. As can be seen from the
analysis, there has been noticeable progress in the production of vegetables, which dominate the daily
food ration of the population and are mostly used in canning.

Considering that there are potential opportunities for the development of vegetable growing in the
economic-geographic region, it can be concluded that both local demand and imported vegetables can be
met through local production. From this point of view, in the research work, we have studied the state of
vegetable planting and production in the Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographical region in recent years,
and the organization of it according to altitude zones depending on the relief.

Sources and research methods. From the sources related to the region, from the survey materials
conducted in the area, the agriculture of Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographic region, including the state-
of-the-art state of vegetable growing, the natural-geographical and economic factors affecting the
development of this area have been investigated. Additionally, the location and current situation of
agriculture in altitude zones was studied using the statistical data of the region.

In the article, the works of scientists and researchers of the Republic of Azerbaijan on agriculture,
the data of the State Statistical Committee of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the research conducted by
the author were used as sources of information. Azerbaijani scientists constantly research the agriculture
of the country's territory and regions, the factors affecting its development, territorial organization, and
development potential.

In this field, 1.D. Abasov [1], J.T. Aghayev [2], A.J. Ayyubov, G.A. Hajiyev [11], A.A.
Gurbanzade [13], N.A. Pashayev [14], A.T. Zeynalli [16] and others’ scientific works can be taken into
account as essential sources in order to study the agriculture of Azerbaijan.

The statistical, survey, comparative analysis, system structure and other methods were used in the
research work.

The object of the study. The studied region — the Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographical region,
covering 14.2% of the country's territory (12,3 thousand km?), is located in the west of the republic, on
the northern slope of the Lesser Caucasus mountains. Its territory includes the Ganja-Gazakh sloping
plain located in the Kura depression and the Jeyranchol plain located on the left side of the Kura river.
The region, which has favourable natural conditions and resources, and an economic-geographic position,
is located on the essential transport routes of the country, the "East-West" transport corridor. It is possible
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to ensure sustainable high development of the region by effectively using the natural and economic
potential of the economic-geographical region.

According to the statistical data for the year 2021, the economic-geographic region, where 12,8%
of the country's population (1298,9 thousand people) settle, includes Gazakh, Aghstafa, Gadabay, Tovuz,
Shamkir, Dashkasan, Goygol, Samukh, Goranboy districts, Ganja and Naftalan cities.

The Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographic region is the second largest region in terms of the
economic importance of the country. In 2020, the economic-geographic region accounted for 5,3% of the
output of the primary sectors of the country's economy, 2,8% of the industrial output, 16,2% of the
agricultural output, 7,9% of the retail trade turnover, and 5,7% of the funds directed to capital [10].

Analysis and discussion. Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographic region is the second largest
vegetable-growing region in the republic right after the Aran economic region in terms of vegetable
production, and it accounts for 23,6% of the total vegetable production (Figure 1) [3].

The natural conditions of the Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographical region, fertile land, agro-
climatic resources and the traditional work habits of the population in the field of agriculture have created
wide opportunities for territorial organization and development of vegetable growing. The population is
engaged in vegetable growing both on large farms and in private farms and backyards.

In recent years, the interest of entrepreneurs in this field has increased in the economic region,
and production has increased. Productivity of vegetable farming is almost 2 times higher than the
indicator for the republic and reached 248 centner/hectare [5].

As in all parts of our republic, in the Ganja-Gazakh economic region, carrying out serious
reforms in the field of agriculture, the successful implementation of the State Program for socio-economic
development of regions has led to significant progress in the agrarian sector of the region. In accordance
with the order "On state support to producers of agricultural products”, assistance was provided to
producers of agricultural products in the economic region [1].

According to the analysis of economic efficiency carried out by regions, vegetable production in
the Ganja-Gazakh economic region is developing intensively and is one of the most profitable regions
[17].

In 2020, 11,8 thousand hectares of vegetables were planted in the economic-geographic region,
which accounted for 6,0% of the agricultural crops in the economic region.

Although fertile natural conditions in the Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographical region create
sufficient opportunities for the development of vegetable growing in the open air, entrepreneurs show
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great interest in growing vegetables in covered lands as well. Currently, 39,6% of the vegetable crops and
40,3% of the production in covered lands across the country belong to the economic-geographical region.

Greenhouses built in the territory of the economic region widely used intensive methods, play an
important role in providing fresh vegetables in the country in all seasons of the year, and also expand
their reach in the foreign market by growing ecologically clean, competitive products. Thus, vegetables
are exported from the economic region to the CIS and other countries [15].

The development, expansion and improved facilities of greenhouses in the region have turned
vegetable growing into one of the most profitable fields for entrepreneurs.

In recent years, two of agro parks equipped with modern equipment, applied in the production
system of agricultural products in the country, were created in Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographical
region [7].

The total area of the Shamkir agricultural park, which is the first in the South Caucasus, covers
604 hectares. Agropark operates based on modern production, logistics and sales technologies.

In the Logistics Centre of Shamkir Agropark, 71 units of ULO-type refrigerating chambers with a
capacity of 24 thousand tonnes have been installed for the minimum loss and quality storage of fruit and
vegetable products. Products can stay in these cold warehouses from 25 to 270 days [4].

Such conditions created in the economic district have increased the interest in the development of
vegetable growing, even during our survey it was found out that entrepreneurs in Shamkir district use the
land plots of neighbouring regions for vegetable growing. Shamkir administrative district is the region
where vegetable growing is most developed in Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographical region.

In 2020, 15,8% of the total plant crops in the Shamkir administrative district were used for
vegetable cultivation. 311,3 thousand tonnes of crops were harvested from this field. It made up 9,6% of
total vegetable crops and 17,9% of production in this country.

5,3 thousand hectares of vegetables were planted in open lands, and the remaining 1,1 hectares
were planted in covered lands. 43,3% of the produced vegetables were collected from open lands (144,3
thousand tonnes), and 53,7% (167,1 thousand tonnes) from covered lands. Vegetable farming has
developed in family peasants and households [16].

30,8% of vegetable crops and 35,1% of production in covered lands across the country, and
77,8% and 87,1% of production in the economic region fell to the Shamkir district [3].

Several types of vegetables are grown in the economic region. According to the production of
some vegetables, the region differs from the country. In recent years, among the exported agricultural
products, the export of tomatoes has prevailed. The demand for tomato products in the republic is almost
fully met [8].

In 2020, the Ganja-Gazakh economic region was the first among vegetable products in terms of
tomato production, and the second highest production in the country right after the Aran economic region
in cucumber production. Thus, 203,1 thousand tonnes (26,2%) of tomato production and 40,8 thousand
tonnes (18,0%) of cucumber production fell on the share of the economic region. According to the
production of these vegetables, Shamkir district is in the first place in the republic and economic region.
21,5% of tomatoes produced in the republic, 82,2% in the economic region, and 11,9% and 66,4% of
cucumbers, respectively, belong to this administrative district.

Compared to the corresponding period of 2019, a 20,3% increase in vegetable production was
observed. Including, there was a 14,7% increase in crop production on covered lands. This indicates that
interest in this field has increased in the region in recent times.

At present, the selling price of one centner of vegetables (on open ground) in agricultural
enterprises is 19,15 manats, and in individual entrepreneurs' farms, it is 31,65 manats [12].

As we have mentioned, the economic region differs in the republic due to the cultivation and
production of other areas of vegetable growing. Thus, in 2020, most cabbage, as well as cauliflower, table
beet and carrot, and hot pepper were planted in Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographical region in the
republic. 34,9% of cabbage planting and 36,6% of its production, 92,3% of cauliflower planting and
96,7% of production, 52,9% of table beet planting and 62,6% of production, 58,3% of table carrot
cultivation and 51,1% of its production fall on the share of the economic region.

Currently, 0,2% of the total vegetable crops and 0,1% of production in the Ganja-Gazakh
economic-geographical region is in the Ganja city, 0,8% and 0,2% in the Dashkasan, 2,3% and 1,0% in
the Gadabay, 4,2% and 2,2% in the Aghstafa, 4,4% and 1,4% in the Goygol, 5,4% and 5,9% of the
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Gazakh, 6,3% and 4,0% in the Samukh, 10,9% and 2,6% in the Goranboy, 11,3% and 6,9% in the Tovuz,
54,2% and 75,7% in the Shamkir district, respectively (Figure 2).

In the Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographic region, the altitude zones where vegetable growing is
located can be divided into five zones: 1-200 m, 201-500 m, 501-1000 m, 1001-1500 m, 1501-2000 m. -
26.0-0 and above 2000, since there are very few cultivated areas, it was not considered important to
conduct research (Figure 3).

The agro-climatic conditions of the economic region vary from hot and dry regions to cold and
humid regions according to the vertical zonation. In plain areas, the irrigation network enables the
efficient use of thermal resources. In the foothills and mid-mountains, the heat reserve covers the demand.
As it moves towards the highlands, the heat reserve decreases, and unfavourable relief conditions limit
the possibilities of farming [11].

In the economic-geographical region, the lowland areas with an absolute height of 200 m above
sea level open wide opportunities for growing vegetables under the conditions of abundant temperature
and irrigation. The lack of irrigation water in some areas makes it difficult to make the most of the zone's
potential.

In this altitude zone, 0,7 thousand hectares of vegetable crops are located in the economic-
geographic region. Plantings were in the territory of Goranboy, Samukh and partly Shamkir
administrative districts of the regions. The total vegetable crops in the Goranboy district formed 37,8% as
opposed to the Samukh at 36,0%. However, this figure was 0,2%. 2,3% of the vegetable production of the
economic region was obtained from this altitude zone (Table 1).

The zone between 201-500 m above sea level is the main altitude zone where vegetable growing
is located in the economic region. Thus, convenient natural conditions and economic factors have created
fertile conditions for vegetable growing, as well as many vegetable growing areas. In addition to
vegetables grown in open conditions, crops also cover a large area in this zone. 9,3 thousand hectares of
vegetables were planted in the high-altitude zone. The largest number of vegetable crops were planted in
the Shamkir, Tovuz, Goranboy, Gazakh, Aghstafa, Samukh, and Goygol, and the least due to natural
conditions in the Dashkasan region. 95,0% of the total vegetable crops in the Shamkir district fall to this
altitude. These figures are 85,4% for the Tovuz district, 42,4% for the Goranboy district, 97,0% for the
Gazakh district, 81,4% for the Aghstafa district, and 64,0% for the Samukh district, 23,8% for the Goygol
district and 5,0% for the Dashkasan district, respectively.

Vegetable crops in the territory of the cities of Ganja (23 hectares) and Naftalan (3 hectares) are
located in this zone.

88,9% of vegetable production in the economic region falls in this altitude zone (Table 1).
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1,0 thousand hectares of vegetables are planted in the economic-geographic region on altitude
zones between 501-1000 m. Plantations are mainly in Goygol, Goranboy, Shamkir, Tovuz, and Aghstafa
districts. The lowest number of vegetable crops in this altitude zone is in the Gazakh and Dashkasan
districts due to difficulties in irrigation. 64,0% of the total vegetable crops in the Goygol district fall to
this altitude. These figures are 18,9% for the Goranboy district, 3,0% for the Shamkir district, 7,8% for
the Tovuz district, 18,6% for the Aghstafa district, and 3,0% for the Gazakh district and 5,0% for the
Dashkasan district, respectively. 4,7% of vegetable production is concentrated in the high-altitude zone.

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Approximately 0,7 thousand hectares of vegetable crops are located in Ganja-Gazakh economic-
geographical region in the altitude zones between 1001-1500 m. 90,8% of the total vegetable crops in the
Gadabay district fall at this altitude. These figures are 49,0% for the Dashkasan district, 5,6% for the
Towvuz district, 12,2% for the Goygol district, 1,8% for the Shamkir district and 0,9% for the Goranboy
district, respectively. This altitudinal zone accounted for 3,7% of vegetable production.

0,09 thousand hectares of vegetable crops in the economic-geographic region are located in the
zone covering absolute heights of 1501-2000 m. 41,0% of vegetable crops in the Dashkasan district are
located in this altitude zone. These figures are 9,2% for the Gadabay district and 1,2% for the Tovuz
district.

0,4% of the total vegetable production in the economic region was obtained from the altitudinal
zone.

The development of vegetable growing in the high altitude zones not only meets the population's
demand for these products, but also opens wide opportunities for the development of their processing,
marketing of produced products, and employment of the population. At the same time, it stimulates the
development of entrepreneurship.

It should be noted that fruits and vegetables occupy an important place among the products
included in the non-oil sector exported by the country. Thus, among the primary goods exported by the
country, 13,47% belong to the non-oil sector, of which 4,42% is the export of fruits and vegetables [6].

In 2020, the export of vegetables was 218,5 thousand tonnes, which brought a profit of 219968,5
thousand dollars to the country. The import of fresh vegetables was 35,3 tonnes, for which 18906,3
thousand dollars were spent [10].

As in other crop fields, there are difficulties in vegetable growing. Particularly, the productivity of
some vegetables has decreased due to changes in the environment, diseases in plants, and the presence of
low-quality seed types in recent years.

This is more evident in the vegetables cultivated in the backyard. Hence, in addition to diseases of
infectious origin, the changeable amount of various ions in the agrochemical composition of the soil and
in the irrigation water is accompanied by various signs, as in other agricultural crops, and the owners of
private farms have difficulties in solving these problems. [2]

On the other hand, farms do not follow the rotation crop system, improperly select the
predecessor plants and varieties, do not pay attention to the varieties and sowing qualities of the obtained
seeds, agrochemical service, as well as disease and pest control works are performed poorly [1].

One of the current problems in this field is the excessive use of chemical drugs and fertilizers in
cultivation in order to create an abundance of vegetables and obtain more income from the market. In
addition to damaging the quality of vegetables, this has a negative effect on the human body.

One of the factors that hinder the development of vegetable farming is the difficulties that arise
during export. Thus, in recent times, problems arising in the export of agricultural products to
neighbouring countries make it urgent to find new markets. It should be noted that Azerbaijan's
agricultural products, especially vegetable products, are mainly exported to Russia. It can be said that
almost 90% of the tomato export fell to this country [10].

The opening of new markets will accelerate the development of vegetable growing both in the
republic and in the economic-geographical region.

5. Conclusion. The following conclusions can be drawn from the analysis of the development of a
vegetable growing and its location by altitude zones in the Ganja-Gazakh economic region:

Vegetable growing is one of the developed fields of agriculture in the Ganja-Gazakh economic-
geographic region. In recent years, the economic region has made a place for itself both in the domestic
and foreign markets in this field.

Vegetable crops are unevenly located in the region, depending on natural conditions and
economic factors. The altitude zones where vegetable growing is developed are divided into five zones by
us. Vegetables, which are grown in all altitude zones, are mostly planted in the economic region in the
altitude zone between 201-500 m, which has the most fertile natural conditions and where the economic
potential is concentrated. It should be noted that this altitude zone covers 32% of the territory of the
economic region and contains about 70% of its population [14]. 78,5% of vegetable crops and 88,9% of
production are located in this altitude zone.

The study of the organization of vegetable growing in the economic region by altitude zones
indicates that there are ample opportunities for the development of this field in the area. Thus, it is
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possible to correctly assess the natural and economic factors in Ganja-Gazakh economic-geographical
region, eliminate the problems in the field of vegetable growing and to further increase productivity by
applying new approaches.

Therefore, in order to meet the needs of the population at the expense of local production and
ensure food security, the development of vegetable farming should be the focus of attention. Attention
should be paid to all areas of vegetable rising and its development should be achieved. In this regard, in
addition to the achievements of scientific and technical progress and the wide use of new technologies,
attention should be paid to the planting system, the rotation should be expected, the problems of lack of
irrigation water should be eliminated, timely and correct irrigation should be carried out, and care should
be taken when using fertilizers and pesticides.

The application of the intensive method, the correct use of productive vegetable varieties and
local conditions will lead to the high development of a vegetable growing and the satisfaction of the
population's demand in the country through local production.

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THE VALUES OF RECREATIONAL IMPORTANCE AND SUITABILITY OF URBAN GREEN AREAS FOR THE
ASSESSMENT OF CULTURAL ECOSYSTEM SERVICES

The purpose of the work is to determine indicators of recreational importance and suitability, as well as to
develop a system of indicators of the recreational potential of green areas for their further use in the assessment of
CES: aesthetic, recreational, and social exchange services and relationships.

The method of work involves the application of previous experience of domestic and foreign research in the
areas of resource assessment of territories for the purposes of organization and development of recreation.
Evaluation and categorization of green zones according to the recreational opportunities defined in the system of
values is carried out according to 5-point scales with clearly defined criteria of recreational qualities. The overall
recreational importance and suitability of green zones for the provision of cultural ecosystem services is objectively
determined as the total score of their recreational evaluation based on a set of indicators. Recreational value and
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suitability, characterized by parameters of medical and biological favorability, aesthetics and landscaping, form the
overall recreational potential of urban green areas. The first group of parameters reflects the recreational usefulness
of the green zone, and includes values of: phytoncide, dust and gas resistance, air ionization. The second group of
parameters includes the value of the diversity of the dendrological composition of the plantations, visibility and
uniqueness of the landscape, which generally determine its aesthetics. The third group of parameters reflects the
general improvement of urban green zones and includes the value of infrastructure development, the presence of
water bodies, historical-cultural/architectural/natural monuments, points of landscape discovery, etc. Recreational
potential directly affects the overall capacity of green areas to provide cultural ecosystem services (CES).

Scientific novelty. The work analyzed approaches to the assessment of recreational resources, based on the
results of the analysis of previous experience, 10 values of the recreational potential of urban green areas were
determined, which are important in the formation of the CES proposal. The offer of CES in urban ecosystems is
formed not only thanks to the subjective perception of city residents, but also depends to an equal extent on a set of
objectively existing conditions and factors of the territory, which is capable of providing cultural ecosystem
services.

Practical meaning. The determined values of the recreational potential of urban green zones will allow
more objective consideration during the evaluation of all the recreational properties of the green zone, which
determine its potential in providing CES. It is advisable to use such indicators in CES evaluation to reduce
subjectivity in determining their offer.
